Paris, Nov. 27.—The Chamber of
Deputies today took up for debate the
question of the new loan of $260,000,-
000 to cover the budget deficit, and it
is expected that a vote will be reached
by Friday night or Saturday,

The debate was somewhat delayed
by M. Jaures, the Socialist leader, who
moved that no loan should be consid-
ered until the gevernment had satis-
fied the chamber that it would adopt
an active pacifist programme, He
urged that the government take the
initiative in proposing universal arbi-
tration by the powers of the world
in all international controversies.

The premier, J. Louis Barthou, re
plied that such a step was foredoomed
to failure, because the Triple Alliance
during the Balkan crisis had refused
to consider arbitration when France
proposéd that “the Balkan question
should be submitted to The Hague. It
was . impossible, he sald, for France
to begin again.

The motion was rejected by a vote
of 439 to 148, and the chamber then
passed to the discussion of the loan.

It is generally considered that the
government will have a safe majority
when the guestion comes to a vote,
and if actively pushed in . the senate
it is hoped that the load will be issued
before then emd of December.

Londdh, Nov. 27.—The Thanksgiv-
ing dinner of the American Society here
tonight was noteworthy _because of the
pronouncement of the British govern.
ment's endorsement of the Menroe
Doctrine by Viscount Haldane, Lord
High Chancellor. Three hundred and
fifty American men and women, with
a large number of British guests, were
present, and they cheered Lord Hal-
dane’s words again and again.

Robert N, Fairbanks, president of
the society, proposed “the King,” and
Lord Haldane proposed “The Presi-
dent of the United States.”

I recently made a visit to the Unit-
ed States,” he said, “and eame -back
not only with & vivid recollection of
the cordial welcome 1 received, bat
with a’deep sense of the high ideals
the British and American nations
held in common—the high ideals of
citizenship of the two countries.”

Referring to the President, he said:

“Before he became President, Wood-
row Wilson was a thinking man and
a moralist., In studying his career I
cannot fail to be impressed by his
detached character, and find that he

as not ceased to be a thinker and
a moralist, because he has become
the holder of a great office. We see
in him the aspirations and ideals ex-

of the National Liberal Federation,

It was in this spirit, said Mr. As-
quith, that he took upon himself to
invite, not a conference of party lead-
ers, but a free and unprejudiced inter-
change of views and suggestions. He
had no reason to despair regarding
the : acceptance of the invitation by
the leaders of the aopposition. The
government was not going to make,
either on its own 'initiative or on tha
suggestion of others, any surrender of
principle, but it had not closed any
door on a reasonable way to peace.

Are Not Frightened.

There was no ground whatever, he
declared, for the demand made by the
Conservatives for a general election.
It could not be fought on the single
issue of Home Rule, and could not re-
sult in a settlement of the question.
So far as he was concerned, he would
not advise any such course. The gov-

President Wilson of the United Sta-
tes, in an effort toward cheaper living,
made certain reductions in the United
States tariff, What was the result?
It costs just as much to live now in
any part of the American union as it
did before the new tariff bill became

law.
The Detroit Free Press deals with
this matter, and the attitude of Can-
adian Liberals toward it in a well con-
sidered and reasonable editorial, in
which it says:

Our f{riends across in Canada,
the liberal party portion of them

at least, are diligently calling at-
tention to the elevated cost of liv-
ing in their country and are de-
manding a reduction in their own
tariff like that given us in the
United States. They seem to

think they are proposing a remedy.
Have they not inquired into the
effect our own tariff has had in
lowering prices?

“The food stuffs that are cost-
ing more in Canada because of
the new American markets are
not a cent cheaper than they were

over here. What gain.do our
neighbors expect from following
our course? To lower the Cana-

dian tariff would not bring any
flood of supplies into the Domin-
jon; or, if it should, they would
not bring down the prevailing lev-
el of cost. If American producers
could not get as much by export-
ing as by selling at home there
would be no exports. If they could
get more they would take all they
could get. That is what the aCn-
adian producers are doing to us.

“The whole beautiful theory of
free trade is being revised because
of the American experiment in tar-
iff lowering, and our Canadian fri-
ends are talking a dead language
when they speak about the low-
ering of prices by lowering duties.
It isn't as easy to solve the cost
of living problem as we were tau-
ght to think.”

The cost of living has now reached
a point where it becomes a very real
problem.

In November of 1813, the Creeks of
Alabama and Georgia, incited by Te-
cumseh and his brother the Prophet,
were on the war-path. Defeated in
several engagements, they fought on,
and many unfortunate white settlers
were slain. From the survivors went
up a c¢ry for help, and it was answer-
ed by Géneral John Floyd, who placed
himself at the head of 950 Georgia
militia and 400 friendly Indians. Guid
ed by Mordecal, a Jewish trader, the
army entered the region of hostilities
from the East. Floyd was informed
that the “hostiles” had assembled,
with their squaws and papooses, at
the village of Auttose. This was the
Mecca of the Indians, a town built on
“holy ground,” on which the Prophet
had made the Indians believe no white
man could set foot and live. They
had had many demonstrations of the
power of the Prophet and Tecumseh,
and so at Auttose they dwelt in fan-
cied security.
Just a century ago today, Nov. 28,
1813, Floyd and his army reached the
town, which was built on the left bank
of the Tallapoosa. The night was
spent in preparations, and as the sun
rose on Auttose the Creeks saw be-
fore them a paleface army, arrayed
for battle in three columns. Still con
fident that their gods would protect
them, the Indians calmly awaited the
onslaught. The roar of artillery, fol-
lowed by a bayonet charge, destroyed
the Indians' faith in their deities. In
wild terror the Creeks fled from their
»sacred ground,” only to be hunted
down and butchered with fiendish cru-
elty by the whites. It is estimated
that fully two hundred of the redskins
were murdered. The town, with its
400 rude dwellings, was burned, and
the whole country round about laid
waste. The vengeance of the white
man was complete, and it had cost
only eleven lives.

A disintegrated empire what-
ever unit one might belong to would
have to pay an equally high rate of in-
terest and there is no doubt in my
mind that a really united British em-
pire would bring us back to a three
and a half per cent. rate.

To continue, our markets for our
trade is another feature, this empire
with 11,600,000 square miles is a mar
ket for our goods and trade which to-
day is coveted by the whole industrial
world and unless we guard and pro-
tect it adequately, we should lose in
any case some of its value. It was
not many years ago that Stanley of-
fered to the British government the
Congo. The English statesmen then
foolishly refused it. Today its value
to Belglum, as a market is worth un-
told gold. 1 have only mentioned this
incidentally to show you how, today
the whole united empire should re-
alize what a great asset we have for
our trade and energy in developing
and opening out the thousands and
thousands of square miles which lie
within the British empire.

Combination Necessary

I must apologize for taking up so
much of your time, and may I say in
conclusion, everything can wait but
one thing, and that is the establish-
ment of a thoroughly sound, efficient
system of imperial defense on the land
and sea. Men of all shades of poli-
tical opinion must combine to place
this and all imperial questions above
the zone of party politics, this must
be the case throughout the British
empire if we wish to achieve success.
The perpetuation of the great British
empire with is glory, its history, and
its greatness stands for the liberty
and betterment of mankind and what
better inspiration in our great work
of imperial unity could we deserve
than the inscription which is to read
over the graves at Paardeburg of
those brave Canadians who laid down
their lives in defense of their coun-
try. “Tell England, ye who pass this
monument, that we, who died serving
her, rest content.”

At the conclusion of Mr. Griffiths ad-
dress a vote of thanks moved by Mrs.
George F. Smith and seconded by Mrs.
T. H. Bullock, was tendered the speak-
er by the president.

Mayor Frink was asked to make a
few remarks. He complimented the
speaker on the arguments set forth
and approved of many of his ideas,
but His Worship thought that the
British Government should make over-
tures to the colonial governments and
outline what action in regard to naval
and other matters was necessary for
each part of the Empire. He believed
that Canada should assist in some
manner in the defence of the Em-

pire,

Manning W. Doherty also spoke of
some of the problems in Canada. He
felt sure that the people in all parts
of the Dominion were loyal to the
crown, and he believed that different
communities should be united in their
ideals. He approved of the xemarks
of Mr. Griffiths and complimented him
on the able manner in which he hand-
led so difficylt a subject.

Mr. Swan's Opinion.

Mr, Swan said 750 feet berths would
be good for a considerable time to
come, and that as the dock system was

It is a waste of
money to build a berth for a ship
and a half.”

Mr. Swan was sent here by the
Hon. Robert Rogers, minister of pub-
lic works, to make a report on the
harbor works. Some of the members
of the council of the Board of Trade
asked Mr. Swan some pointed ques-
tions, evidently with the idea of find-
ing out his viewso n the various prob-
lems of the port of St. John, The
harbor expert was quite willing to ex.
press his views on the general prin-
ciples of harbor development, but did
not give specific information about
conditions in the harbor of St. John,
pointing out that he bhad been in-
structed to submit his report to the
Minister of Public Works, but adding
that he would give due considerations
to the views of members of the Board
of Trade. Mr. Swan also stated that
he would, after submitting his report
to the Minister, be glad to return to
St. John and then answer any ques-
tions that might be addressed to him,
providing the Minister was agreeable,

H. C. Schofield—Mr. Rogers said
he would submit your report to the
board.

Mr. Swan said that with the per-
mission of the Minister he would be
glad to defend his report, but at pres-
ent he did not feel at liberty to dis-
cuss his probable report.

Number of Berths.

At the beginning of the conference
Mr. Swan asked how many new berths
were considered necessary in the opin-
ion of the business men of St. John.

P. W. Thomson said the board feit
four or five new berths should be
provided as soon as possible,

Mr. Swan's attention was then di-
rected to the programme of the Board
of Trade presented to Mr, Rogers and
Mr. Hazen some time ago.

In reference to the request that the
berths on the West Side be made 1,000
feet in length, P. W. Thomson pointed
out that the government engineers
had an idea that if the piers were
extended further out to the harbor the
velocity of the ‘tidées would be 8o in-
creased as to make it dangerous to
the shipping. He was not, however,
sure that this opinion was correct,

Length of Wharves.

Senator Thorne stated that Vice-
president McNichol of the C.P.R. had
declared that there was no need of
1,000. foot berths at present at any
rate. The Senator pointed out that
the idea of the Board of Trade in ask-
ing for 1,000 feet berths was to pro-
vide for the accommbdation of the
largest ships. The question was
whether it was not advisable to go
ahead with the present plans for the
West Side and provide for the con-
struction of larger berths as the need
arose. It was not likely that ships
1,000 feet long would come here for a
good many years.

Manning W. Doherty said the gov-

waa plenty of room for larger berthe.

Mr. Swan—Do you think #t would
be better to maintain the neutral strip
intact?

Mr. Thomson—We would probably
get more business.

Mr. Swan—I would bring in as many
rallways as possible to the quays.
Competition is always advisable.

In regard to the need of more docks
Recorder Baxter suggested that the
Board of Trade supply Mr. Swan with
statistics regarding the irncrease of
traffic in'the last ten years, in order
to enable him to estimate the prob-
able increase in the future,

‘Senator Thorne — Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy told us' that if there
were ten new berths on the west side
they would be occupied. Mr. McNicoll
also sald the new docks could not be
bulit too fast.

The Elevators.

Mr. Swan said he was looking into
the matter of grain elevators, but ex-
pressed no opinion. H. C. Schofield
said the elevator equipment was only
suitable for general cargo boats; ves-
sels could only be loaded -at the rate
of 10,000 bushels per hour.

The Mayor—Mr. McNicol stated
that C. P, R. engineers had been
studying the tides in the harbor for
two or three years, and they are op-
posed to closing the western channel.

Senator Thorne said the  general
opinion favored closing the western
channel, and an appropriation of $100-
000 had been made for that purpose
at the last session.

Mr, Baxter and Mr. Thompson sald
the western channel should be clos-
ed to prevent the main channel being
filled with silt, and to stop the swell
in the harbor.

Mr. Swan said he was studying the
data available in regard to the oper-
ation of the tides.

The Mayor stated the 1. C. R. auth-
orities had been looking into the mat-
ter of providing two 800 feet berths
in the basin behind the I. C. R. trestle
at Lower Cove. Mr. Swan said he
would make a report on the advisa-
bility of coustructing berths there.

There was some discussion in re-
gard to the Courtenay Bay works,
but no expression of opinion was
elicited from Mr. Swan.

While disinclined to express - an
opinion the consulting engineer seem-
ed to have a good opinion of the pos-
sibilities of both harbors here, and
the feeling of the meeting seemed to
be that he would tackle all the prob-
lems occurring to the business men
of the city, and submit a report that
would be very valuable to the govern-
ment, and all interested in the devel-
opment of the harbors here.
