ago some stir was caused in western 
Canada by the publication in the 
Grain Growers Guide, of Winnipeg, of 
a letter signed by the sales manager 
of the J. I. Case Threshing Machine 
Co., of Racine, Wis. This firm makes 
certain kinds of agricultural machin 
ery and the purport of the letter was 
that the present government had made 
a new ruling which had the effect

Some time ago we reduced 
these discounts to the trade from -0 
per cent, to 10 per cent, and si* per 
cent, for cash, or a maximum of 16 
per cent, discount. When we did this 
we of course, recognized that in ship­
ping goods to Canada the law might 
compel us to pay duty on the new 
price made by us, only deducting the 
new discount instead of 20 per cent, 
which we formerly allowed.

“The Canadian customs officials 
could not do otherwise than collect 
duty on the price at which we sold 
the goods in the United States.

"We, therefore, ask you to inform 
the public to this effect, as we feel 
that an injustice has been done to the 
Canadian government by the letter 
purporting to come from our firm, 
which wa^ not authorized in any way 
by any one in authority, and which 
we deny as containing the facts, and 
which we repudiate as not only be­
ing unfair, but as coming from any­
one who had any authority to write 
on behalf of our company."

“THE PRINCE WILLIAM”Schooners.
New York, Oct. 11—The few exter 

nal evidences of the seeftet investiga­
tions of graft in hie department which 
Commissioner Waldo began when his 
eyea were opened by revelations fol­
lowing the Rosenthal murder have 
made It common police headquarters 
gossip that at last he is on the trail 
of the high police officials who have 
been generally reputed to be 
the "wire” graft. District Attorney 
Whitman quietly put before the special 
grand jury on Monday one of the vic­
tims of that swindle. Majpr Edward 
Pendleton of Palm Beach, Fla-, told 
the grand Jury that he had applied in 
vain to the police for aid in recovering 
his money after he had lost $45,000 to 
the "wireless wire tappers.”

Though unofficial reports of Major 
Pendleton’s testimony declare that he 
was living in a Fifth avenue hotel at 
the time he was robbed last January, 
he is unknown to Its house staff and no 
such loss as he reported was made 
known to the management or to the 
detectives It employs.

Investigation of the Pendleton case 
was made by the W. J. Burns agency 
by direction of the American Bank 
ers’ Association, which has lent the 
services of Its investigation force to 
Mr. Whitman. Major Pendleton's 
story differed little froth the usual re­
port of the victims of the “wire” game 
except that his losses were unusually 
large. He said a gentlemanly person 
scraped acquaintance with him. told 
him of thr chance to make a lot of 
money quickly and introduced him to 
the other personages in the ancient 
swindle.

He was induced to believe that the 
superintendent of the racing news de­
partment of a telegraph company was 
about to quit and intended to make a 
large sum by holding back the race 
returns until he could place a large 
wager on the horse which would have 
won before the result of the race 
should be reported to the New York 
poolrooms. Major Pendleton believed 
that he was sharing the secret of 
the withheld information. The clock in 
the poolroom was set back a few min­
utes. Major Pendleton's bet was ac­
cepted. He won $5000 and was paid 
a*, once.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 11.—Las 
year there was a sharp decrease in 

production of tungsten ore owing 
to the decrease in the demand for 
tool steels, in which the bulk of the 
tungsten produced is used, according 
to Frank L. Hess, in a report on this 
metal just issued by the United States 
geological survey. The production of 
domestic tungsten ore in 1911 amount­
ed to 1139 short tons of concentrates, 
carrying 60 per cent, of tungsten trt- 
oxldé, valued at $407.985; In 191V 
the production amounted to 1821 short 
tons valued at $832,992.

Tungsten Is used chiefly in making 
steels that will hold their temper 
when heated, but it is most general­
ly known as supplying the filament 
of the tungsten incandescent lamps. 
Diamonds are used for dies In draw 
lng tungsten wire. At first It did not 
seem possible to drill small enough 
holes through the diamonds to make 
wire sufficiently fine for lamps of 
small candlepower, but wire 0.0006 
inch in diameter can now be drawn la 
quantity.
