TOO HAS ITS 
TAX TROUBLES

London, Feb. «,11, (Correspondence) 
—Speed, with sufficient gun power to 
cause the necessary _ destruction, la 
now the cardinal principle of British 
naval strategy, battle cruisers, 
unknown quantity ht the beginning 
the war, have proven this principle 
to the satisfaction of every man aboard 
the battle cruiser fleet, which was 
visited this week In the North Sea by 
a correspondent of the Associated 
Press.

New battle orulsers before the war 
were not exactly objects of pride to 
their officers and crews. On account 
of the voracity with which they con 
sumed coal, service on them was not 
popular, and a government harassed 
with demands for a reduction in na­
val expenditure had' no reason to fla­
vor these refinements of the super- 
dreadnaught school.

To prove that the battle crul 
redeemed tie unfortunate early repu­
tation, It is 6nly necessary to point to 
the activities of this type of fighting 
craft since the war begant Battle 
cruisers brought Von Spec's career to 
a full stop, aud- they were the only big 
ships which succeeded in getting into 
the North Sea engagement».

So it is not surprising that theee 
monsters, the biggest fighting mach­
ines afloat, are idolized by the officers 
and men who tight on them.

Nearly All Have Been “Blooded" > 
A squadron at the opening of the 

war, the battle cruisers now form the 
nucleus of Great Britain's first line 
fleet of naval offense. There are many 
new ships among the light cruisers at­
tached to this squadron, but virtually 
every battle cruiser in it has been 
“blooded," to use the navy'a equiva­
lent for tlhe army's “baptism of fire" 
and the sailors manning them show 
the pride and polee of vétérans.

GERMANS THROW 6EVEN ARMY CORPS AGAINST FRENCH.
Parle, Feb. 23, via London, Feb. 24 (12.50 a. m.)—The official com­

munication Issued by the war office tonight reads:
“In Belgium the destructive fire of our artillery opened keveral 

breaches In the German trenches In front of Steenetraete.
“To the north of the Alone our batteries shattered enemy organiza­

tion on the plateau of Vauclerc.
“In the region to the north of Verdun the German attack, as was 

foreseen, developed into a very ‘important action, for which powerful 
preparations were made.

“The battle continued today with increasing Intensity, and was 
energetically withstood by our troops, who Inflicted extremely heavy 
loeeee on the enemy. The bombardment with ehelle of heavy.calibre 
was uninterrupted, and our artillery responded with equal violence.
It extended along a front of nearly forty kllometree (25 miles) from 
Mallncourt as far as the region opposite Etaln." v

“The actions of the German Infantry were carried out by very 
heavy effectives comprising troops of seven different army-corps, who 
followed each other during the course of the day between Brabant-8ur- 
Meuee and Ormee.

“At the approach to the village of Haumont the enemy * wae not 
able, notwithstanding hie efforts, to dislodge us from our positions.

“In the Bole De Cauree, of which we hold the greater part, our 
eeUntar-atacka stopped the enemy's offensive.

“To the east of the Bols De Cauree the Germans were able to pene­
trate the Wevrllle wood, following a aeries of bloody encounters.

• “To the north of Ormes the enemy attacks against our line at 
Herbebols were arrested by our counter-attacks. There wae no In­

TO SERVE DRIED FRUITS.
In these days of very little freslf 

fruit new ways of serving prunes and 
evaporated apricots and peaches are 
always acceptable to the housewife. 
To get the best results ftom these 
really valuable fruits, prepare 
follows :

Take one pound of the select dried 
fruit, and after putting in a saucepan, 
cover with boiling water and agitate 
to remove dust. Pour this water off. 
put the fruit in a sieve and allow the 
cold water to finish the cleaning pro­
cess.

The fruit may be covered with cold 
water and allowed to stand all night.

To cook .perfectly, simmer the fruit 
over a low blaze until tender.

Add sufficient water to make a clear 
but rather thin syrup.

The fruit may not only be used for 
serving plain, but may be used for a 
number of dainty desserts.

To obtain the best results in serv­
ing the stewed fruits for brèakfast. 
reheat them in a double boiler just 
before serving. , This restores their 
flavor. Sweeten just before serving 
or pass powdered sugar with them.

Prunes, peaches or apricots mav 
be slightly cooled and served with 
cream and sugar.

Owing to the dif­
ferences in the grain markets of Cana­
da and the United States, it was im­
possible to make a comparison of 
wheat prices In the two countries; par

Alexander Morrison, a Conservative, 
representing MacDonald, Manitoba, 
held that with a campaign for the pro­
duction of foodstuffs for the Allies this 
was not the time Dor Introduction of 
free wheat.

Mr. J. J. Hughes, Liberal of Prince 
Toward Island, said that while the 
jrice of flour was abnormally high In 
Eastern Canada, wheat was rotting on 
the ground In the west for the lack of 
a market. The Canadian millers were 
open to scrutiny.

Ma Levi Thompson, Liberal, of 
Qu’Appelle, declared that western 
farmers did not seek free wheat as a 
favor but as a right The government 
did not want to know the views of the 
western farmers; but preferred to give 
the millers what they wanted.

Mt\ W. F. MacLean, Independent 
Conservative, said he had "come to 
the conclusion that we cannot resist

Permission to national banks to es­
tablish branch offices in the city or 
community in which they are located 
is also one of the recommendations. 
The United States is behind all other 
first-das» countries because of restric­
tions In this regard. The permission 
might be extended to establish 
branches throughout the state in which 
a bank is located, provided the parent 
bank bad sufficient capitalization, say 
$1,000.000 and over, but it is too scon 
to completely abolish the prejudice 
which exists in this country against 
branch banks. An experimental enter­
ing into the field, as suggested by the 
federal report, would be a wise move.

The proposition, however, to allow 
national banks to carry their discount 
operations into the real estate field, 
docs not, in our opinion, bear the ap­
proval of true banking judgment. The 
almost universal experience of the 
banking fraternity bearing upon this 
lean channel emphasizes the wisdom 
of separating completely from the 
operation otf commercial banks, the ab­
sorption of real estate collateral with 
its invariable accompaniment of long 
maturities and deferred payments. The 
assets of a commercial ‘bank should be 
kept as near as possible responsive to 
the touchstone of immediate liquida-

A vote was taken Just before the six 
o’clock adjournment. The resolution 
was defeated by a vote o^ 77 bo 44.

IJon. Robert Rogers In continuing 
the debate today opposed free wheat 
on the ground that the administration 
should stick to the policy of “Canada 
for the Canadians." Owing 60 the dif­
ferences in the grain markets of Cana­
da and the United States, It was im­
possible to make a comparison of 
wheat prices In the two countries; pan 
Hament should take no action which 

. would deprive Canada’s railways of 
traffic; the railroads would lose busi­
ness if wheat were diverted to Ameri­
can channels.

In opposition to the views of the 
Minister. Robert Cruise and another 
Manitoba member, said that the farm­
ers of the west wanted free access to 
the American market and they were 
being deprived of money through be- 
ipg excluded from that market. The 
farmers knew what they wanted and 
they should have It; the national poli­
cy did not appeal to them when their 
pockets were touched.

Alexander Morrison, a Conservative, 
representing MacDonald, Manitoba, 
held that with a campaign for the pro­
duction of foodstuffs for the Allies this 
was not the time for Introduction of 
free wheat.

Mr. J. J. Hughes, Liberal of Prince 
•*ward Island, said that while the 
jrice of flour was abnormally high in 
Eastern Canada, wheat was rotting on 
the ground In the west for the lack of 
a market. The Canadian millers were 
open to scrutiny.

Ma Levi Thompson, Liberal, of 
Qu’Appelle, declared that western 
farmers did not seek free wheat as a 
favor but as a right The government 
did not want to know the views of the 
western farmers; but preferred to give 
the millers what they wanted.

Mf. W. F. MacLean, Independent 
Conservative, said he had "come to 
the conclusion that we cannot resist 
the voice of the west which Is asking 
liberty to sell Wheat th the markets 
of the world; the west should have 
the opportunity of working out Its own

, grievances.”
Hon. Arthur Melghen held that free 

wheat had been defeated when recipro­
city was beaten; the agitation was 
ninety per cent.. political and ten per 
cent, economically unsound.

Col. John Currie, member for North 
dimcoe, has given notice of .the fol­
lowing resolution in the Commons;

“That with a view to Increasing the 
power of the Allies in the prosecution
