ALABAMA ADOPTS
ANTI STRIKE LAW

The Alabams h‘gh‘muro has reward-
ed workers of the state who fought in|
the great war for liberty and demoe racy |
by passing a law against strikes. A
penalty of $1,000 is provided. Oppon-|
ents of the law declare that if it is
enforead to the letter it will be impos- |
sible for any group of Alabama work-|
ers to suspend work. .

For that reason we insist that parents mu ‘“'
nd ehildren to school and we do not permit the “‘freedom’’ of the
ther or mother to interfere with the child’s education. We guar-
antine those who are exposed to a contagious disease, thus interfering
with the personal liberty of the individunals so restrieted.

The above citation of examples of the seeming curtailment of
personal liberty, might be multiplied many times. They are in essence
instances of the reasoning of Organized Laber with regard to the
closed shop. Organization of workers in every case precedes any de-
mand for the elosed shop. It is, as a matter of fact, only when a
trade union is sufficiently established to be fairly representative of
all workers in a given craft or industry, as the case may be, that the
closed shop is elaimed. Thus in requiring all workers employed in
such eraft or Industry to be members of the union, the welfare of
the many is being considered as of more consequenee than the so-
called *‘freedom’’ of the individual worker, whe, by his poliey of
separation, stands in the way of the majority in their efforts to better
the conditions of all. Corporate solidariiy is the quality that deter-
mines the suceess of a combination of workers in their efforts to
obtain improved conditions. Is not Organized Labor justified. there
fore, in restricting the so-called ““liberty”’ of individuals whe would
destroy that essential quality, corporate solidarity?

FOREIGNERS.
Heads of the Steel Trust as of every other large industry where
the workers are foreed to strike to bring about better workmz con-
ditions, have alleged that the strike in the industry is largely the
