OTTAWA, June 10.—Six buildings in 

Dalhousie ward were destroyed by fire on 
Saturday morning. They were owned by 
Mr. Wm. Cochrane, contractor, whose loss 
will be about $3,000.

BRADFORD, June 10.—Coates’ foundry 
and molding shop as well as J. H. Davey’s 
sash and door factory were all burned 
yesterday. Coates’ less will be about 
$2,500 and Davey’s about $1,000. No in­
surance.

RIVER Du LOUP, June 10.—There was 
a conflagration at Isle Verte yesterday. 
The fire originated opposite the church, the 
strong wind which prevailed at the time 
soon spreading the flames all over the vil­
lage. For a time great fears were enter­
tained that all the place would be de­
stroyed, but fortunately the wind turned 
and, the fire was soon got under control.

A Difference of 150 Feet Between Low 
and High Water Mark.

CarpetsMONTREAL, Que., June 10.—The Star 
publishes the following special: Vancover, 
B. C., June 9.—Though the tide has turned 
to-day in the Fraser and tributary rivers 
the water is still rising at some place at an 
alarming rate.

At Canon, B. C., the difference between 
the low and the high tide now measures 
150 feet. The Cariboo waters are now 
expected from the mountain district, east 
of the flooded valleys. Should they come 
when predicted the water will rise a foot 
above the highest recorded mark. If de- 
layed 48 hours or till Monday the tide will 
have fallen sufficiently to prevent further 
disaster. 1 V

Relief committees have been system­
atically appointed, and an executive is 
contributing local and outside funds 
to the relief of the municipalities 
in the flooded districts. Applications for 
immediate help are coming in fast, and if 
the Government and city councils had not 
acted with great dispatch the death rate 
would have been increased and the suffer­
ing awful to contemplate.

All east-bound passengers are journeying 
via San Francisco. All Canadian mails go 
by the same route. So soon as the Cariboo 
waters have come down and the drop of 
tideovercomes the rush, the Canadian 
1aeifie Railway will put 5,000 men to work 
on reconstruction, and through trains will 
be running in a week after the work has 
commenced.

The relief steamers now plowing through 
the river in every direction have averted 
the greater calamity of death by starva­
tion, which would have otherwise come 
upon many.

The latest reports state that the dyke at 
Brodie’s cannery has give way and 15,000 
acres of cropland have disappeared beneath 
the rush of waters.

McGillivray dyke at Lulu Island has 
succumbed, the waters having already done 
$10,000 worth of damage to farms directly 
beneath the embankments. More track has 
been washed away at Kicking Horse Pass. 
Reports of calamities of less importance 
have been sent in. Deaths by drowning 
have been very few, and all further 
anxiety on that score is at an end.
Fully 15.000 persons living in the muni­

cipalities are homeless on account of the 
floods alang the Fraser River.

Rev. Lord Art hur Charles Hervey, 
D.D., Bishop of Bath and Wells, died Sat­
urday at Basingstoke. Lord Hervey was 
the fou th son of Frederick William, fifth 
Earl and first Marquis of Bristol, and was 
born August 20, 1808. The late bishop 
was one of the revisers of the authorized 
version of the Old Testament and one time 
was prominent as an opponent of the ex­
treme high church party.

Anti-Racing Feeling.
LONDON, June 11.—On economic, as wel 

as on moral grounds, there is developing, 
particularly within the Liberal party, a 
bitter feeling against horse racing in any 
form, and although it has not had much 
public expression in even the Liberal news­
papers it is appreciated by the thoughtful 
Liberal.

Lord Rosebery has privately announced 
his intention to withdraw from the racing 
field. A public statement of the fact will 
be made within a few days.

Socialists Defeated.
BERNE, June 11.—A referendum was 

taken in the republic last Sunday on a 
proposal to insert, in the Swiss constitution 
a paragraph affirming the right of every 
male citizen to employment. This pro­
posal originated among the Socialists 
and extreme Democrats, who hold that 
the Government should be obliged 
to provide work for able-bodied and willing 
workingmen out of employment. As they 
obtained more than the required 50,000 
signatures to their petition the referendum 
could not be denied them. The reports 
from the most remote cantons were received 
yesterday, and the general result was an­
nounced to-day. The Socialist and Demo­
cratic proposal was defeated by a vote of 
300,000 to 85,000.

Rosebery Was Excited.
LONDON, June II.—The crowd at Epsom 

on Derby day was prodigious, and it in­
cluded, perhaps, an unusual proportion of 
Americans, among whom were Mr. and 
Mrs. Bayard. The Prince of Wales, of 
course, was there, for he has a very pro­
found contempt for the so-called Noncon­
formist conscience, and he was one of the 
first to congratulate Lord Rosebery. The 
latter, according to some of the reporters, 
was throughout calm and collected. As a 
matter of fact, he was intensely agitated, 
and showed it by his manner. A well-known 
Fleet street journalist, who stood almost 
alongside the Premier and watched him 
closely for some time, with a view 
to making copy out of him, de­
clares that his lordship could not keep 
still in his box, and hopped about from 
paddock to ring like a cat on hot bricks. 
Prime Ministerial dignity was not his forte 
just then. At that part of the race when 
Matchbox appeared to have taken the 
measure of Ladas, his face moved convul­
sively. When his horse had passed the 
winning post the Premier took off his hat, 
waved it wildly three times round his head 
in a dazed kind of manner, and then dashed 
on to the course to lead the favorite in. 
The amount of Lord Rosebery’s betting 
gaine from the success of Ladas has been 
grossly exaggerated. With the exception 
of one wager of £3,500, his Lordship’s bets 
were for insignificant sums.

THE HARTLEY MYSTERY.

Postal rateEvidence of Arsenic Said to Have Been 
Found in the Dead Man’s

Stomach.
BRANTFORD, June 10.—Events seem to be 

rapidly coming to a head in connection 
with the mystery surrounding the death of 
the late Caleb Hartley, of New Durham. 
Deceased had always been known as a 
healthy man, and he passed a medical 
examination as late as Feb. 3 last. In May 
he was taken suddenly and mysteriously 
ill with vomiting and other symptoms of an 
irritant poison, and he died shortly after 
under circumstances which led the doctors 
to refuse to give a certificate, as they con­
sidered all the symptoms those of poison­
ing by arsenic. Hartley himself, prior to 
his death, was suspicious, and his son also 
has f rom the first had his suspicions.

The coroner has received from Toronto 
the result of the long-expected analysis of 
the stomach, but hs positively refuses to 
disclose the contents of the document. 
From a reliable source it lias been learned 
that the analysis of the stomach has dis­
closed the existence of arsenic.

Rumor for some time has been busy 
with the relations alleged to exist between 
Mrs. Hartley and the hired man, named 
Ling, and as a matter ot course this fact 
has worked against them in the present 
position of affairs. The constable of the 
village asserts that Ling said when first 
spoken to on the subject that he would 
give $500 to be out or the scrape. Mrs. 
Hartley from the first has taken her bus- 
band's death with the utmost indifference.

I never refer in 
the pulpit to party politics; when I have| 
anything to say on public matters it is 
always said on a platform as public, where 
others may answer me. You yourself 
know that any indorsation I gave Mr. 
Harty was in the form of an open letter, 
sent to both Kingston papers. Had I 
preached such a sermon in Chalmers’

“The Free Press also says the School of 
Mines is an annex of Queen’s.”

“You can see what that statement 
amounts to when you know that the school 
is not even affiliated.

Before Confederation (1841 to 1867), 9,904 
miles of timber lands were sold at 50 cents 
a mile, and 2,561 miles were sold at $45 50 
a mile of bonus (or $116,771), or 12,465 
miles in all.

The Sandfield Macdonald Government, 
1867 to 1871, sold 635 miles of timber lands 
at $260 per mile, or $165,362.

The Blake Government, 1871, sold 5,031 
miles of timber lands at $117 per mile or 
8592,601.

The Dominion Government sold several 
thousand miles of timber lands in the dis­
puted territory in 1883-4, at only $5 per 
mile. " 1

The Mowat Government, 1873-1894 sold 
4,234 miles of timber lands at $1,205 per 
mile, or $5,101,627.

Ontario Crown timber berths are sold 
only by public auction after the fullest 
publicity.

The Dominion Government voted down, 
during the session of 1894, a motion to have 
all Dominion sales by public auction only, 
thus still adhering to the practice of selling 
by tender or privately.

The Canada Lumberman, May, 1894, in 
comparing the Ontario method of selling 
timber berths by public auction only, with 
that of the Dominion by tender, says: “If 
we take the prices secured at the (Ontario) 
sales, and compare them with prices ob­
tained by other methods of sale, only one 
conclusion can be reached as to the financial 
results accruing from the sale of timber 
limins by auction.”

A. Basis of General Church Union Con­
sidered and Adopted.

TORONTO, June 10.—At yesterday’s ses­
sion of the Congregational Union a com- 
munication was received from the Dominion 
Alliance congratulating the Union and 
expressing appreciation of the work done 
by the Congregational Church for the pro­
hibition cause.

The Union secretary was again chosen in 
the person of Rev. Mr. J. P. Gerrie; Rev. 
Mr. Daly was appointed statistical secra- 
ary.

A very important report on church union 
was presented by Rev. Dr. Jackson. Some 
conferences had been had with Rev. Prin­
cipal Caven on the subject, and he had 
been asked to take the initiative towards 
having a general conference of the church. 
The report quoted an opinion expressed by 
the New Jersey Congregational Union, 
which stated that the basis of the union 
must be the Holy Scriptures. The New 
Jersey Union proposed a union on the 
basis of

1. Acceptance of the Scriptures of the 
Old and New Testaments, inspired by the 
Holy Spirit, as containing all necessary to 
salvation and as being the real and ulti- 
mate standard of the Christian faith.

2. Descipleship of Jesus Christ the 
Divine Saviour and teacher of the world.

3. The church of Christ ordained by 
him to preach the Gospel to the world.

4. Liberty of conscience in the inter­
pretation of the Scriptures and in the ad­
ministration of the church.

Such an alliance should have regular 
meetingsof the representatives, and should 
have among its objects: 1. Mutual ac­
quaintance and fellowship. 2. Co-opera­
tion in foreign and domestic missions. 3. 
Prevention of rivalries between churches. 
4. The ultimate union of the whole visible 
body of Christ.

This is the pith of the opinion expressed 
by the New Jersey Union, and Dr. Jack 
son’s committee concurred in it on the 
whole, and recommended that it be sent to 
the various congregations for consideration, 
and that they report at next meeting. 
After a lengthy discussion the report was 
adopted.

The Queen yearly grants 
for life a certain sum of money in tiny 
gold and silver coins to as many 
English women as the number of years 
in her Majesty’s age, so that this year 
there would be 75. Mrs. Biggs was one of 
the 75, and no doubt the only woman in 
Canada so honored. Certain conditions 
attach to the gift. The recipient must 
have been the wife of a tradesman, have 
reared a family, and be as old as the Queen 
herself. The award is handed every year 
to the ladies by some member of the royal 
family, and the annual ceremony is very 
imposing. Mrs. Biggs has personally re­
ceived it from the Duchess of Teck and 
other distinguished persons, and since her 
residence in Canada it has been sent to 
her. She showed some of the coin to an 
ADVERTISER reporter who called on 
her a year ago, but modestly requested 
him not to publish the fact then. 
The tiny gold and silver pieces from the 
royal mint are naturally greatly prized by 
the family for their sentimental value. The 
honor which Mrs. Biggs enjoyed as a mem­
ber of this small circle is one greatly sought 
after in England and can on y be obtained 
by great influence. Deceased was a re­
markably intelligent and well-educated 
lady. Her funeral takes place to-morrow.

Suicido of a Prominent Young Gentle- 
man in Boston.

BOSTON, June 11.—A startling revelation 
came to light last night which involves two 
of Boston's wealthiest families, and in 
which a marriage and suicide are the prin­
cipal features.

Last Thursday “afternoon Miss Laura 
Wheelwright, daughter of John W. Wheel- 
wright, of the firm of Wheelwright, Eld­
ridge & Co., commission merchants, was 
married to George Herbert Windler, of 
Long Litton Hill, Surrey, Eng., in King’s 
Chapel, this city, by Rev. George Francis 
Peabody, of Harvard. Prior to leaving her 
home the bride received a letter from Benj. 
F. Cox, 30 years old, in which he said: “I 
cannot bear to live through your wedding 
day.”

The bride did not pay much attention to 
the matter and the wedding ceremony took 
place. Later in the day the friends of Cox 
found him dead at his home. He had com­
mitted suicide. It has transpired that Cox 
was thoroughly in love with Miss Wheel­
wright, but his feelings were not recipro­
cated. The friends of the deceased did not 
want it said that he had committed suicide, 
so they gave it out that his death was from 
asphyxiation. The deceased was a graduate 
from Harvard ’87, and was a prominent 
member of the Boston Athletic Association, 
Puritan Country and Eastern Yacht Clubs.

Addresses by Prof. Robertson, J. W. 
W heaton and Others.

An important dairy meeting was held at 
Bothwell Friday afternoon. The com­
modious town hall was crowded with 
farmers and others interested in dairying. 
A large number of ladies were present.

Mr. W. R. Hickey, ox-mayor of Both­
well, occupied the chair, and introduced as 
the first speaker Mr. T. D. Hodgens, of 
London, who made special reference to the 
cheese factory now being built in Bothwell, 
in which he is financially interested. He 
spoke of what the cheese and butter factory 
had done for the farmer in other districts, 
and thought that what the farmers had 
done elsewhere could be done by the farmers 
in the vicinity of Bothwell.

Mr. J. W. Wheaton, secretary Western 
Dairymen’s Association, was the next 
speaker. He gave statistics to show what 
dairying had done for the farmer in other 
sections, and showed how the farmer who 
had made a business of dairying was suc­
cessful, and was making a large profit cut 
of farming by patronizing the cheese and 
butter factory. He then gave some prac­
tical information concerning the proper 
care and handling of milk for the cheese 
factory.

Mr. W m. Thompson, of the Farmers’ 
Advocate, London, then addressed the 
meeting for a short time, giving some 
figures to show the profitableness of dairy- 
ing, and dwelt upon the necessity of skill 
and intelligence in the handling and caring 
for cows.

The chairman then introduced Prof. Rob.

ertson. Dominion dairy commissioner, Ot­
tawa, who gave a valuable address touch- 
ing upon the important features of dairying. 
He showed that the hard times so preva­
lent in many places were largely due to the 
mismanagement of people. This was the 
case with many farmers who neglected to 
adapt themselves to the existing condition 
of things. Statistics were given to show 
that the price of dairy products had al­
ways been good, and was not likely to go 
below a profit. The professor then dwelt 
upon the effect dairying would have upon 
the farm by increasing and not reducing 
the fertility of the farm, and by giving 
more work to a larger number of people. 
It was necessary to have suitable food for 
cows. A succulent food such as corn 
ensilage was strongly recommended in 
preference to hay, roots and meal. The 
hay, roots and meal would make as good 
food, but was too expensive. A farmer 
could not feed cows hay, roots and meal 
during the winter and have a profit out of 
the business. He recommended an ensilage 
mixture of corn, sunflower and Iforse beans 
as a well balanced ration for cows and the 
cheapest that could be grown for the pur- 
pose. To instance what could be done 
with such food, he stated that he kept 30 
cows on 40 acres of land and the product of 
it for one year. He then gave some minute 
details as to the building and filling of a 
s<lo. Mr. Robertson then spoke of the 
importance of winter dairying. The local­
ity around Bothwell was very favorable for 
it. There had been no difficulty from cold 
weather nor bad roads in getting the milk 
to the factories at the winter dairy sta- 
tions under his control. Over 90 cents 
per 100 pounds of milk was paid to the 
patronsat these stations last winter, with 
the skim milk and buttermilk to the good. 
He then dwelt upon the importance of the 
hog industry in connection with the dairy 
and gave some important points as to the 
management of this branch of the business. 
He emphasized the necessity of cleanli­
ness in dairying, and gave some of the best 
methods for making butter on the farm. 
Have the cream ripened properly and of 
the proper temperature when commencing 
to churn. He then closed a very profit- 
able and interesting address. #

Mr. John Geary, of London, was the 
next speaker. He gave some experiences 
regarding the management of his factory 
near London. He recommended the mak­
ing of cheese during the summer and 
butter-making during the winter, and 
considered Bothwell an admirable place 
for operating a cheese and butter factory 
To succeed in dairying it must be made a 
business of, and attention must be given 
to the care and management of cows. 
Every cheese factory should start right. 
The best method of paying for milk re­
ceived is by the percentage of butter-fat in 
milk as shown by the Babcock test, which 
should be adopted here. Mr. Geary quoted 
figures to show that the system was correct 
and would give justice to everyone inter­
ested. -

To ward off a libel suit the London Free

The Free Press now 
says: "We find upon inquiry that the 
statement was wholly unfounded. No 
limit was purchased by or on behalf of Mr. 
Ryan at a sale at which he acted as 
auctioneer, nor at the sale at which he 
acted for the Government did he receive 
any exorbitant or improper amount of fees. 
The Free Press regrets the injustice done 
to Mr. Ryan by the insertion in its 
columns of this false statement, and 
apologizes to him for the injury thereby 
done to him.” If all the Cabinet 
Ministers, officers of public institu­
tions, members of Sons of England 
lodges, and of other organizations against 
whom false charges have been made in the 
present campaign, with the object of dis­
crediting the supporters of Sir Oliver 
Mowat were to act as promptly as Mr. 
Ryan has acted, there would be a standing 
apology for misrepresentation and untruth 
in the columns of the antf-Mowat news­
papers. Never has there been a campaign 
where more untruths were leveled against 
the Government of the day. The one here 
apologized for is a fair specimen. It is 
proper to believe none of these ante-election 
charges unless supported by unassailable 
proof.
