London and Western Ontario should
take great glory to itself for the sav-
ing of the battle of Langemarck to the

enemy.

The first detailed account of the work
of the Canadian artillery to reach the
Dominion has arrived in the form of a
detter from Lleut.-Col. E. W. B. Mor-
rison, formerly director of artillery at
the militia department, and now com-
mander of the 1st Artillery Brigade.
The letter is dated May 1, when the ar-
tillery had been in continuous action
for ten days, and coming f-om the pen
of a former well-known _ wsSpaperman
(for Col. Morrison was at one time
editor-in-chief of the Ottawa Citizen)
is one of the best “eyewitness” reports
of the fighting which has been received.

The feature of the narrative is the
information that half of the 1st Infantry
Brigade, of which the 1st Battalion was
part under Gen. Mercar, of Toronto, and
one battery under -: l Morrison, were
all that filed a mile and half gap. They
kept this position and made possible an

aliled stand, which eventually resuited

in the line holding steadfast and in the
German onslaught being repulsed.
The letter follows:
Right From Trenc es.

“I am writing in the tren hes under
& heavy shell fire, but we afe not fir-
ing ourselves this morning, and I
thought it might be interesting to put
on record the experiences and service
of the little old 1st Brigade in this
warrible battie, which has now lasted
about ten days and nights, as nearly
@as we can keep track of time.

‘“You know how I have always pre-
dicted that when ‘Der Tag’' came our
gunners esv~cially and all our Cana-
dian soltiess’ would show the world
some fighting that none but the ‘Scotch
icould equal’ You all used to laugh
at me, but my expectations have been
fulfilled,

“But to return to my own brigade.
‘'When the French were route@ on that
Thursday afternoon northeast of
iYpres—I think it was April 2—we
were going forwar.' ... m Paperinghe
to the trenches %Yefore Ypres. Two
half batteries un'.* ILdieut.-Col. Mac-
Taren, of Ot awa, were already in the
trenches with the 2rd and 3rd Canadian
Erigades nea~ St. Jullen.

1 had not gone half a mile
when I saw broken troops—French—
‘streaming across country ahead of
the dust cloud, mounted and on foot.

Some Blame Kitchener’s Al-
vded Fa.lure to Supply
Proper Ammunition.

TIMES CLAIMS . “CREDIT”

London, May 20.—The cabinet crisis,
according to the usually well-informed
parliamentary correspondent of the
Daily News, was precipitated by Lord
Kitchener's failure to keep the Ministry
informed regarding supplies of ammuni-
tion sent to the front. Huge supplies of
shells had been sent, but the proportion

of shrapnel is reported to have been
greater than that of high explosives,
whereas the army required a preponder-
ance of high explosives.

Opposition leaders, who were in pos-
session of these facts, says the Dally
News, threatened a debate in the House
of Commons to prove their accuracy.
Such a debate would have undezmined
gravely the authority of the Govern-
ment. Coupled with the admiralty quar-
rel and the resignation of Lord Fisher,
the paper asserts, it probably would
have meant the downfall of the Govern-
ment, which would have been consid-
ered lamentable in the midst of war.
The moment was seized, therefore, by
representatives of both sides anxious
for a coalition cabinet, and the Govern-
m~ . assented to this solution to avert
& worse crisis.

Says Some WII Go.

The Morning Post says that the cab-
inet will be reduced in size, the reduc-
tion being effected by the exclusion of
certain ministers whose offices only
within recent years have carried cabinet
rank, such as Secretary for Seotland,
the presidents of the board of agricul-
ture, and the board of education, the
Postmaster-Generaj and other posts.
The paper says these officials wil] cease
to sit in the new coalition cabinet, which
will be constituted for the sole end of
carrying on the war.

The Daily Chronicle agrees “tith this
view, explaining that many L{ 1 min-
isters will thus be penalized, not for
any failures of their own, but for the
shortcomings and errors of others. In
fact, says the Chronicle, Premier As-
quith will have virutally a clean slate to
begin upon.

Times Claims Credit.

Our river
is worthy of every effort and care
to keep it pure and maintain its
natural beauties.

I do mnot think the citizens of
London have ever appreciated the
river as they should, nor considered
it as an asset to the city. To me
it ever appeals:from an historic,
sporting, sanitary and more Im-
portant than either, an artistic
point of view.

The Governor's Vision,

In 1792 Governor Simecoe decided
that London was to be right where
it is because of the many ad-
vantages presented to him by -the
river from a untilitarian point of
view, also the high point of land
embraced by the two arms of
mother Thames, on which the main
part. of our city is.built, appealed
to him by the beauty and charm
of its situation. Ang when he chose
this site it was with the intention
of making the city the ‘‘capital”
of all Canada, and back and for-
ward over the waters which flowed
from the Junction of the two
branches he saw great possibili-
ties for transporting the = trade
which would be sure to come be-
tween his capital and the other
cities along the Great Lakes.

Things have not turned out just
the way he expected, but some day
we may see this watercourse used
as he foresaw. In any case the
beauty of the Thames remains, as
1, who have travelled its course al-
most from its source to its mouth,
can vouch.

An Mistoric Voyage.

It is more years ago than I care
to think that I embarked in a
twelve-foot rough, homemade boat
beside the old sulphur bathhouse
and after days and days of very
pleasant hardships landed at the
docks in Windsor. A never-to-be-
forgotten journey over -cool depths,
through rushing waters, beside
grassy banks, behind which as I
went were many tree-dog.ted land-
scapes and high hills from which
Indians waved frantic good wishes.
All this, mixed with sunpbligtered
hands and face, heavy portages
around mill dams and timber booms,
jaunts into the villages for bread
and cheese, falling to sleep under
the upturned boat to the incessant
calling of the whippoorwill, lingers
in one’s memory as a very pleasant
experience along our beautiful river.

“Many of the corps had marrow es-
capes, but all came out safely, and until
we find new billets, the mail is being
sorted and arranged by us in an un-
sheltered field.”

HANGED HIMSELF
BEFORE CONVICTION

Gerinah Spy Cbmmits Suicide
in His Cell At Brix-
ton, England.

LEAVES HIS CONFESSION

Says He Had Fair Trial, But
Could Not Face the
Scaffold.

[Canadian Press.]

London, ‘May 20—10:14 a.m.—Anton
Kuepferle, who claimed to be an Ameri-
can citizen, and who has been on tria’
charged with giving military informa.
tion to the enemies of Great Britain,
committed suicide last night in Brixton
Prison. He is reported to have hanged
himself. .

He was hanging clear of the floor.
Warden Cook cut the scarf and sum-
moned the prison doctor. The man’s
body was still warm, but he could not
be revived. :

Was Watched. i

When court opened this morning for
the resumption of the trial of Kuep-
ferle, the attorney-general, Lord Read-
ing, announced the death .of the pris-
oner to the judges.

“Since the rise of this court Ilast
night”” the attorney-general said, ‘‘this
man Kuepferle has committed suicide
He was in a spe-
cial observation cell under practically
continuous observation, but during one
of the short intervals he seized the op-
portunity of taking his own life.”

Used Silk Scarf.

Chief Warden Cook, who is in charge
of the prison, has testified that last
night the night patrol officer, a warden
named Perry, came to him and said:
“] cannot see the prisoner.” Warden
Cook Immediately arose and opening
the cell door he found the prisoner
hanging by the neck from a ventilator
in a corner behind the door. He had
used a silk scarf to commit suicide.

Had Fale Trial,

Warden Cook produced the slate on
which the prisoner had written - his
message. His communication follows:

“To Whom It May Concern: My
name is Kuepferle, and I was born in
Rastatt, in Baden. I am a soldier,
with a rank I do not desire to mention.

While the notice was short and
arrangements have been perforce
hurried, it is confidently believed
that London will be able to show
the officers and men of the incoming
battalion that the city is proud to
have them here.

Mohonk Lake, N. Y., May 20, — T

he
problem of armaments, which hus
evoked more discussion than' any other
question before the Lake Mohonk con-
ference on international arbitration,
was brought to the front again todav
by an address of Secretary of War
Garrison. The S8ecretary’s topic  was
“The Problem of National Defence.”

Mr. Garrison’s address was not as
radical as that delivered yesterday hy
President Hibben, of Prinecton Univer-
sity along somewhat similar lines, but
he left no doubt of the fact that he
favored strengthening the national de-
fences and making the United States
ready to protect itself from any and
all aggression.

“l am utterly out of sympathy,” lLe
declared, ‘“with the idea that we shouid
neglect or postpone consideration ot
what is now the existing condition, be-
cause of a hope or a belief or even
conviction that it may be altered, even
radically altered, in the future.

“Qur -isolation,” he continued, “is
geographical only. Modern conditions
I have caused the interests of nations
to be as co-related as those of famil-
ies who have intermarried. The inter-
ests of many of the large nations to-
day are inextricably interwoven  with
those of some or all of the others.

The events abroad
have been the severe reverses of - the
Russian armies, which may be ‘fofllowed
by more powerful German opposition to
the Allieg’ line in France and Belgium,

The hotels to be cut oft in London
' within three monthe, in addition to the
i Hotel, at Egerton and Dundas streets,
9rr & Hill, proprietors; the Windsor
Hotel, on “Whiskey Row,” run by P.
J. McAvoy, and the Brumswick House,
Talbot and York streets, Robert Mc-
Intyre, proprietor.

“1 4idn’t expect our hotel would be
cut off. I cannot understand why the
commissioners ruled us out,” said
Thomas Hill, of the Queen's Park Hctel.
Robert McIntyre, of the Brunswick
House, was enually at a loss as to why
his hotel should be cut off.

“My name was rever mentioned on
the survey. [ understcod that the so-
called “Whiskevy Row” hotels were to
be cut off first,” he said.

Liguormen’s Counsel Away.

Marshall Gravdon, who has been at-
tending to the legal actions of the
liquor interests, is in Toronto today,
but no word had been received from him
by any of the proprietors in London
regarding the action of the commis-
sioners.

Rev. J. H. Boyd placed the position
of the license reduction party before
The Advertiser. He said:

“We have not got what we asked for
with the reduction of only tour licenses.
We asked for six, and were given to
understand that six licenses ‘would
probably be taken away from London.
Four ibars less, however, is a step in
‘he right direction. The people, how-
ever, voted for six removals. We hope
to do away altogether with the traffic
in London.”

Further Move Necessitated,

“The partial action of the commis-
sioners in removing only four licenses,
means that a further move will be ne-
cessitated shortly,” Mr. Boyd said.

When he was in Toronto as a2 mem-
ber of the London deputation asking
for the removal of six licenses from
Whiskey Row, preferrably, the com-
missioners told him that they would
visit London soon, in order to examine
the situation at close quarters and for
themselves. “They intend to clean up
the province, and they will visit many
other centres in Ontario for the same
purpose,” Mr. Boyd said.

Question of Soldiers Agaln.

Some action, it was understood, may
e taken by the commissioners in re-
gard to the purchase of intoxicants by
soldiers.

“The chairman of the license com-
mission spoke strongly on this matter,
and he favored some means of keeping
the soldier as a man apart, with the
id_a that the men who are going to
fight should not be open to the pollu-
tion of the bars.”

Was Certainly Gulity.

The attorney-general, Sir John
Simon, added that three letters pro-
duced in yesterday’s session contained
information calculated to be of use to
Great Britain’s encmies.

“Prolonged applause followed this an-
nouncement,

‘“The premier then began an exposi-
tion of the situation of Italy before the
opening of hostilities in Europe, He
declared that Italy had submitted to
every humiliation from Austria-Hun-
gary for the love of peace. By her
ultimatum to Servia, the premier said,
Austria had annulled the equilibrium
of the Balkans and prejudiced Italian
interests there. Notwithstanding this
evident violation of the treaty of the
Triple Alliance, Italy endeavored dur-
ing long months to avoid a conflict,
but these efforts were bound te have
a limit in time and dignity.” ‘This is
why the Government felt itself forced
to present its denunciation of the
Triple Alliance on May 4,” said Premier
Salandra.

‘““These declarations were received
with great applause, which the premier
tried to guiet. When he had succeed-
ed in so doing, he said: ‘Italy must be
united at this moment, when her des-
tinies are being decided.””

CURIOUS DISPATCH.

RUSSIANS CAPTURE
ENEMY POSITIONS

Points of Support, Prisoners
and Guns Taken May
- 17-18.

PRZEMYSL UNDER ATTACK

Czar's Troops Repulse Des-
perate Assaults Made on
Captured Fortress.

[Canadian Press.]
Petrograd, May 20, via London.—An
official statement issued from the head-
quarters of the general staff last night
is as follows:
“In the Shavli region on the 17th and
engagements occurred on the

Rossijeny-Kurszany front. We captur.
ed several enemy points of support,
hundreds of prisoners and some machine
guns. German counter-attacks south-
east of Rossijeny were repulsed with
heavy losses to the enemy. On the left
bank of the Niemen there have been
only skirmishes.

“On the Narew front and north of
the Pilica calm has prevailed.

‘“The battle in the region of the left
bank of the Upper Vistula and along
the entire Galician front continued, at-
taining on the 17th extreme intensity in
many regions. In the region of Opatow
we repulsed strong enemy columns,
which on the 17th retreated rapidly be-
hind Iwaniska, pursued energetically by
our troops.

Fighting On San.

“On the front of Tarnow-Brzegli-
Razwadow, and also on the Lower San,
we continued to engage the enemy with
success. In the sector of Jaroslau and
Lezaysko the enemy succeeded in con-
solidating himself on the right bank of
the San. South of Jaroslau we con-
tinue to hold both banks of the San.

‘““The bombardment of Przemys] con-
tinues. In the sector between Przemysl
and the great marsh of the Dniester,
we successfully repulsed fresh desperate
attacks of the enemy, who is striving
for success there at all costs,

‘““On Monday, after a desperate fight
we dislodged the Germans from the
trenches of two of our battalions near
Gousskow, which they captured, the
previous day.

More Progress.

“In the region of Drohobyez-Stry-
Dolina the enemy, in spite of his im-
mense losses, is continually hurling
fresh masses of troops against our posi-
tions. At several points we success-
fully counter-attacked, making several
hundred prisoners.

“On the Upper Bystroa and near the
towns of Delatyn and Kolomea our op-
ponent, exahusted by his efforts the
previous days, remained passive on the
17th. On this front we made fresh
progress. The number of prisoners
taken and the amount of booty captur-
ed is increasing constantly.”

GERMAN STORIES,
[Canadian Press.]

London, May 20.—A Russian official
statement issued at Petrograd, re-
ceived by the Reuter Telegram Com-
pany, says:

“Until now the Germans dare not
admit they were dislodged from Shavli
on the 11th, and they talk of repulsing
all sorts of Russian attacks against that
town. Nevertheless, our front in this
region passes to a considerable distance
west of Shavli. German official com-
munications augment more than four-
fold the actual number of prisoners
taken at the crossing of the Dubysa
River, ;

“All German efforts against our posi-
tion east of Drohobyez, in Galicia, have
failed. Up untl] the present time there
was not a single regiment of Russian
cavalry garrisoned in the town of
Drohobyez. These troops fell quickly
behind the infantry, with insignificant
losses. The Austrians, nevertheless,
had the audacity to claim officially that
they took 5,000 prisoners at Drohabyez.”

KITCHENER REPORTS.

ORD KITCHENER'S summing up of
the war situation in the House of
Lords Tuesday is encouraging. With
the Russians thrown back, the heavy
assaults on the British lines in Flanders
which for a time seemed about'to break
badly, and the increased activities of the
German submarines culminating in the
gloom spreading horror off Kinsale, the
tide of war appeared to be turning
strongly against the Allles. Now we are
told by the man best qualified to speak
that the situation as a whole is favorable
to our cause. The candid, businesslike
Kitchener has never hesitated to tell us
when the outlook was dark. Now that
he declares it to be bright, we may be
sure that is the case. We learn that
the Allies are making good progress at
the Dardanelles, that the Russians have
steadied down after taking & terrific
hammering from a huge German-Aus-
tro army, and are hitting back as of old,
that in Mesopotamia the British expe-
dition against the Turk is carrying all
befors it, and that in France and Flan-
ders the British, French and Belgians
have rolled back the invaders along a
two-mile front.

Encouraging, too, is Kitchener’s state-
ment that there has been a steady
stream of recruits, énough to keep the
gaps filled, and that he expects to have
little trouble in raising a new army of
300,000. It will be recalled that in mid-
winter the War Secretary hinted strong-
iy at conscription. His latest words
indicate that at present there is mno
necessity for such a radical move. This
means that the people of the United
Kingdom have been completely aroused
to the peril. The “baby killings” have
worked well in discovering to the
thoughtless and careless what the
Prussian menace means, and in stiffen-
ing British determination to crush it.

Perhaps Kitcliener’'s most important
statement was that relating to ammuni-
tion. However courageous and enthusi-
astio, a nation at war is lost unless
adequately armed. That has been the
weak point with the Allles and it ex-
plains, no doubt, why the offénsive has
been delayed. The Allies, but especially
Great Britain, taken unawares, were
terribly handicapped in this respect
when the war opened. Now Lord
Kitchener says this problem is being
satisfactorily solved. The great factories
of the United Kingdom are turning out
the much-needed shells and cartridges
in vast quantities and the new world is
sending daily entire cargoes of war ma-
terial.

The war may last many months more.
In fact, Kitchener hints that it may be
prolonged for years. Germany js far
from beaten, but that the tide of the
war is moving towards that desirable
end is certain. The Allles are accumu-
lating weight in numbers ‘and hitting
power that will in time prove irresist-
ible. The Allies have the men, the
money, the shells, the ships. Germany,
cooped up, being strangled by the allied
fleets, cannot go abroad for war ma-
terial and foodstuffs, and there is a
limit to all her wonderful conservation
and economy. Furthermore, Turkey Is
about whipped and Austria limping
badly, despite recent successes in Ga-
licia. As Lord Kitchener says, the out-
look is good for triumph. His is a good
report and should hearten us.

REPRISALS.

HE great German Socialist Bern-
stein, condemns such “reprisals”
as the sinking of the Lusitania. The or-
.dinary German contention is, of course,
that as Great Britain menaces the civ-
fllans of Germany with starvation, it is
right and proper for the German army
and mavy to kill British civilians by
WAy of deterrent “reprisal” Bernstein
ohjects, however, that such savagery as
;the destruction of the Lusitania passen-
sers is rather provocative than deter-
rent, and, “as a climax to former in-
cidents of a similar nature,” gives

Germany & bad name.
It is not only for the merely threat-
ened starvation of the German people
,Mmadms to be exacting re-
prisals in killing British women and
children. Dr. Alfred Sleveking, a well-
-known authority on’ international law,
writes inthe Hamburg Nachrichten that

“Any infraction of the law of nations
demands reprisals. As a reprisal it is,
of course, permissible to visit unde-
fended towns with bombs. Reprisal is

ever may be the truth about that, there
is evideptly for him no human point of
view.

If the Germans
generally belleve in Sieveking’s doc-
trine, they are certainly, as Dr. Jordan
said, a nest of poisonous snakes that
needs utter stamping out, not for any
reprisal, but for the peace and safety
of the world. Sieveking and the rest
of his infernal breed are as bad as any
of the bloody-handed bautes who cut the
armis and feet off Belgian babies, muti~
lated women and crucified wounded
Canadian soldiers. It is time that every
young Canadian with manhood in him
got ready to play his past in stamping
these foul blackguards down into their
real fatherland.

“SAFETY FIRST’ DERN-
BURG.

CCORDING to the logic of Dern-
burg it is quite the proper thing
to torpedo ships carrying women and
children of a neutra] nation. But “safe-
ty first” is the motto for German dip-
lomats. The Kaiser's unofficial press
agent in the United States, who ju’ fled
the sinking of the Lusitania, has applied
to the United States Government, ask-
ing that he be guaranteed by Great Bri-
tain gafe transit from the United States
tq Germany. '

Although the passengers of the Lusi-
tania had no right to demand of Ger-
many that their passage be safe, the
German ‘diplomutt,” as he might well
be called, believes in-special precautions
when it comes to a question of his own
carcass, and he has had the brazenness
to sue for safe passage to the father-
land. !

The Herr Doctor need not fear for his
life. - It is possible that if he board a
ship bound across the Atlantic he will
be taken in charge when he lands in
Britain. It is also possible that the
same ship might be sighted by the U-29
or the U-23 and that a torpedo would be
sunk into its vitals before l}r. Dernburg
could wave & secret signal to the sub-
marine commander. The ship might list
to port, and the lifeboats would be
swamped. The Kaiser’s agent might be
thrown on his ewn resources. Would
he give his lifebelt to a woman like the
Anglo-Saxon Vanderbilt, or would he
follow his own expressed opinions, and
“place the responsibility on each indi-
vidual,” and crying: ‘“Every man for
himself,” as the Kaiser cries: ‘“Every
nation for itself,” seize half a dozen life-
belts and take his chance to save his liie
by trampling over women de children
to the boats?

Dernburg need not fear anything but
safe transit across the ocean so far as
Britain is concerned. Britain does not
torpedo merchantmen or passenger
ships. Britain does not murder. Dern-
burg had better “wireless’ the Kaiser

he gets his precious soul across -the
ocean. And when he arrives there, all
the laundries in Germany will not wash
the red stains from his official linen.

THE BRITISH GOVERNMENT
TEB proposition for a coalition Gove

ernment in Great Britain at first
sight may appear somewhat startling.
That two such antagonistic elements as
Liberalism and Toryism in the Mother
Land should amalgamate and expect to
operate in harmony. would,>under ordin-
ary circumstances, be inconceivable. One
might-as well expect-oil and water to
mix. But as oil'and water can be made
te mix in the chemist’s laboratory, so
opposite political parties may, under ex-
ceptional  conditions, unite for a com-
mon purpose. ’

At present, both parties in England
are practically united for the common
defence. The Opposition has given a
hearty support to the Government in all
its measures for the prosecution of the
war. There have been, of course, criti-
cisms by the former on minor matters,
but fortunately for the Empire, there
has been no cause to condemn the Gov-
ernment for any Bross mismanagement,
or for eonnivance, direct or indirect,
with grafters. It is true some of the
more rabid Tory papers have made cer-
tain ministers the target for abuse, mora
particularly in the case of Winston
Churchill, but the Opposition leaders
have not associated themselves with
these carping critics. It would seem,
therefore, that in theory, at least, there
could be no gbjection to the coalition of
the two parties, and the division of
Governmental responsibility ' between
them.

Of course, if that is effected, there
will be no domestic legislation during
the progress of the war. Private bills
and non-contentious matters can go
through, but all the radical measures
forming the program “of the Liberal
Government will have to remain in
abeyance for the time being. That,
however, has been largely the case
since las¢ August. And there is no rea-
son why it should not contfnue. To a
greater extent than we feel it here
must it be felt in Britain that for the'
present there is one thing, and one only,
that demands all the thought and all
ﬁi'mﬁfmmlo—.mlthtt.l

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The Art of Making Sauces

Hunger is called the best sauce, but
there are many besides it that give
variety to plain fare and improve even
costly foods.

Sauces may be divided for our con-
venience into sweet sauces, ‘as those
made for puddings, fruits and des-
serts, and white and brown sauces
that are used on meats and veget-
ables. We will consider the latter.

The roux is the base of all the
variations of these dressings; it 1Is
made by melting one tablespoon of
butter and blending one tablespoon
of flour into it and adding a cup of
cream if you are making cream
sauce, or milk if for wh.te sauce.
If glaze or half stock and half milk is
used it is called Bechame] sauce, and
if additional richness is secured Wwith
egg yolk’ it becomes poulette sauce.

White Sauces.

White sauces are used on sweet-
breads, veal, white meat of fowl and
on delicate vegetables like celery,
caulifiower and the like. Great care
is used to prevent the butter brown-
ing while it is melting, for this would
discolor the dressing.

Dark, rich-looking sauces @re con-j}
| sidered correct for chops, cutlets,
| croguettes and dark-colored entrees.
! The seasoning used gives the name to
the dressing; for instance, Espagnole
sauce is peppery, hot and seasoned
with onion and spices.

Sauce Piquante has capers and Dbits
of gherkins in it, and is both sharp
and sweet. Soubise sauce is onion
flavored, and Bernaise is much like
Mayonnaise dressing. The French
chef declares it does not make any
difference what he has to cook, a
dinner will always be successful it

sauces both the butter and the flour are
browned and freouently some coloring
matter is used to attain the exact resuit.

b Rich and Smooth.

It is aelmost impossible to add thick-
ening of cornstarch or flour and water
to sauces and gravies after they are
cooked and securs 2 rich smooth
dressing; invariably there will be a
raw thin taste. This is accounted for
by the fact that intense heat is need-
ed to burst the starch cells of the
flour and liquids cannot be made suf-
ficiently hot without injuring the flavor
of the foods cooking In them, while
butter reaches a very high temperature
before it scorches.

A number of seasonings and flavors
that ald in sauce making are to be
found in high-class groceries; some of
them are onion salt, herb extracts, cel-
ery salt, kitchen bouquets, pepper sauce,
soup extracts and bouillon cubes.

There is always danger, however, in
the use by the patient of any drug
which is sufficlently strong ta have this
result when there is some weakrss of
the heart.

To Guard Against Moths

[BY MARY LEE.]

The harvest time of the moth is ap-
proaching. Many women are S0 situ-
ated that it is not convenient to send to
cold storage their furs and other valu-
able belongings beloved of these house-
hold pests. Furthermore, some things
cannot be protected in this way. Up-
holstered furniture is an example. Moths
love to get into the tufts and lay their
eggs there; and, as furniture is usually
protected by slip covers during the sum-
mer months, it is very necessary to see
that no eggs are present before putting
on the covers. Otherwise, a mosat
unpleasant surprise will confront the
housekeeper when she removes the
covers. Moths multiply in the dark at
a marvellous rate.

I have ti{ed the suggested experiment
of putting a bottle of chloroform in a
box of furs. It has been said that the
bottle sealed with an imperfect cork,
be placed among furs in a box, the evap-
oration of the fluid will kill any eggs
that may come to life—if eggs were in
the furs when packed away. My ex-
perience has been that the chloroform
evaporated before the eggs came to life,
therefore the pest lived and prospered,
to the destruction of the furs. I men-
tion this incident that it may serve as a
caution to those who are tempted to
try the chloroform treatment.

The best thing to do with furniture is !
to beat it thoroughly and then saturatel
it with benzine or gasoline (keeping |
away from fire and lighted gas) before |
putting on the slips. The slips may be |
removed occasionally to inspect ‘condi-
tions beneath,

pers of some kind. An authority on rugs
tells me that while they may be rolled
up, the ends should be left open. The
proper thing to do 18 to beat the rugs
thoroughly out of doors, sprinkle them
liberally with tar camphor, roll them ur,
tie them, and place them in a light, cool
spot.
Woollen clothing must be closely
examined before putting away, and all
spots removed; otherwise moths will
take up their abode there, and not a
spot will be left when the garment I8
taken out again.

Should one be so unfortunate as to
find anything moth-eaten, it is pos-
sible nowadays to have the ravages

Ostrich feathers should be saturatel
with benzine and packed in a large,
wide-mouthed fruit jar. One thus caa
see what is going on without opening
the receptacle.

Furs must be beaten, and any greasy
spots or linings removed before putting
away. It is well alsg to give the fur a
rubbing with hot bran or oatmeal. An
extra rubbing with magnesia will b2
good for white and light furs.

Moth-proof bags for garments cost
very littie, and their use may result
in a great saving. Use newspapers lib-
erally for outside wrapping.

POINTs ON PINEAPPLES,

Pineapple points need not necessarily
refer to the prickles on this rather gruft
and spiny fruit, but be as follows:

Before peeling a pineapple wash it
thoroughly in cold water, .

‘There is less waste of juice when the
fruit is cut before peeling.

Use a clean steel knife, that is, one
not black, and wash and wipe it the
minute you are through with the slicing,
and do the same if you stop your work
at any point. The compound forme&
on the knife is not good for it, and it
is bad for people,

If you do not want to use the whole
pineapple, but only a few slices, put the
cut side down on a clean plate and put
in a cool place. I learned this from a
nurse who fed this refreshing food at
intervals to an invalld.

In canning pineapple it is best to
cook it first In water alone, then skim
it out and make a syrup with the water
in which it 18 cooked, and the pre-
ferred amount of sugar. Cook it gently
in this syrup for five minutes or so,
and then can, or if it is desirable to
have a thicker syrup skim out the
fruit and cook the syrup longer. If
the fruit is started in a syrup it must
be a thin one, and the temperature
ought not to rise above the simmering
point. There is a great difference In
the character of the best and the poorer
fruits, and one has to be governed
accordingly when oooking ft.

Pineapple may be shredded for can-
ning, and it is exceedingly attractive
thus prepared for the table: Hold the
top firmly in the left hand, peel by
slicing down; remove eyes; then take
a silver fork, and, beginning at the
top, pull out the shreds to the ' core.

Step Taken Before Break-
ing Treaty.

'WHAT AUSTRIA OFFERED

Three Districts, With Villages,
for Italy’s Neutrality and
Goodwill.

Rome, May 20—Via Paris, May 20.—
Dipiomatic documents which disclose
each successive step in the negotiations

which resulted in Ttaly’s denunciation
of her treaty of alliance with Austria
ang Germany are contained in the
green book issued by the Ttalian Gov-
ernment.

This history of diplomatic inter-
changes begins with a telegram sent
by Forelgn Minister Sonnino to the
Duke ‘of Avarna Itallan ambassador at
Vienna, on December % 1914, instruct-
ing him to notify Count Von Berchtold,
then Austrian foreign minister, that the
Austrian advance in Servia constituted
an offence covered in article 7 of the
Triple Alllance treaty, entitling Italy to
compemsations. Count Von Berchtold
veplied that his opinfon did not agree
with this view, but on December 20
intimated that he had begun to change
his mind.

Baror Burlan. who had succeeded
Count Von Berchtold, tried to evade any
defirite expression of opirion. The
Duke of Avarna, on February 22, tele-
graphed that Austria evidently was try-
ing to gain time, but that she undoubt-
e«dly was being pressed by Germany.

Discuss Compensation.

On March 9, Austria consented to dis-
cuss compensations. Foreign Minister
Sonnino laid down the cardinal points
of the Ttal'an demands. Baron Burlan
answered Austria would not accept.
Prince Von Buelow, the German am-
bassador in Rome, on March 20. in the
name of Germany, guaranteed the exe-
cution, after the conclusion of peace,
of any agreement made by Austria.
Signor Sennino agreed to resume nego-
tiations on the condition that Vienna
would make concrete proposals. Seven
éays later Baron Burian asked Ttaly to
give formal agreement to the following
clauses: TFirst, the maintenance of
benevalent political and economic neu-
{ral'ty throughout the war; second, Aus-
tria to have a free hand in the Balkans;
third, the renunciation on the part of
Ttaly of any further compensation:
and, fourth, the maintenance of the
existing Ttalo-Austrian accord concern-
ing Albania. On April 2, Baron Burian
added that, In exchange for these
pledges, Austria would give to Italy
the districts of Roveredo, Riva and
Trentino, as well as a few villages.

Another Concession.

The rumors of a separate Austro-Rus-
slan peace persisting, Rome asked
Vienna for a definite answer. In reply,
Vienna added a small zone in the Prov-
ince of Trent to the Itallan compensa-
tion,

On April 25, the Duke of Avarna re-
ported that the Austrian Government
did not believe Italy ever would make
war, and that consequently Vienna re-

mer Austria-Hungary, without reaching
any agreement with Italy and without
giving Italy any notice whatever, even
disdaining the advice of Italy that mod-
eration be observed, had sent to Servia,
on July 23, an ultimatum whigh was
the cause of the present conflagration.

i Treaty Denounced.

Thus Austria-Hungary had disturbed
the status quo in the Balkans, creating
a situation which was of advantage to
herself alone. Such a course of vio-
lence made benevolent neutrality im-
possible for the reason that Austria-
Hungary was fighting to attain an ob-
ject diametrically opposed to the vital
interests of Italy, her ally.

Nevertheless, for a period of several
months, Italy endeavored to bring
about a situation favorable to the re-
establishment of friendly relations be-
tween the two countries, but these ne-
gotiations brought no practical results.
Consequently the alliance was de-
nounced by the Duke of Avarna on May
4. The duke, on this occasion, said
Ttaly was confident of her rights, and
he affirmed to the Austro-Hungarian
Government ‘“that from this moment
Ttaly resumes entire liberty of action,
declaring that her treaty with Austria-
Hungary is hereby annulled and with-
out effect.”

COMMANDER-IN-CHIEF
OF AUSTRALIAN FORCES
WOUNDED IN GALLIPOLI

London, ay 20.—A British casualty
list issued today includes the names o
170 officers and 1,400 men. Nine hun-
dred casualties in the Australian ranks
on the Gallipoli Peninsula are reported,
as well as naval losses of 150 in the
same area. The list of wounded is
headed by the name of Gen, Sir William
Birdwood, commander-in-chief of the
Australian forces in the Dardanelles.

Gen. Birdwood’s military career be-
gan in 1883, when he was appointed a
lieutenant in the Royal Scots Fusiliers.
He has seen service in South Africa
and India, and several times has been
mentioned in dispatches for heroism.
He was severely wounded in South
Africa. From 1912 until the outbreak
of hostilities he wag secretary to the
Government of India in the army de-
partment, and a member of the gov-
ernor-general’'s legislative council.

EX-CABINET MINISTER

British Children Write
To London Boys and Girls

Herewith are glven more letters re-
ceived by London public school students
from children In other parts of the
British Empire:

From British Baluchistan,
From British Baluchistan to Olive
Cossey:
Shiekh Mandah, Quetta District,
British Baluchistan,
21st March, 1915.

Dear Miss Olive,—Many thanks for
your letter of February 4, 1915,

Qur head master gave me the honor
of answering your patriotic letter,
which privilege I was glad to accept,
you may be sure, though perhaps you
would liked to have heard from some-
one younger.

Quetta has been my home for about
fourteen years, and during these years
a great change has come about, and
from the accounts of my father, who
has been here 25 years, Quetta has
grown about four times the size 1t was,
and is now one of the most important
military stations on the frontier. Quetta
is situated in a large valley, and is
approached on one side by the Bolan
Pass, through which the railway runs.
via, Quetta, on to Chaman, right on the
Afghan frontier.

The mountains round Quetta are a
most formidable barrier against inva-
sion, and make our town a natural
fortress; consequently this is considered
ong of the safest places in India and
Baluchistan.

When I was about 14 old
m
Quetta, bought some land out here, at
a place called Sheikh Mandah, five
miles out of Quetta, and here we lived
for three months in tents, during which
time father built a house, and we moved
in. Then one or two came along and
built houses likewise, and now we are,
after five years, a little colony of eight
houses, {wo of which are father’s, one
we live in and the other for sale. In
1913 father got leave to have a flag
station erected here, as the rails pass
through Sheikh. Mandah, and though
they only gave us a hut and hardly any
platform at first, they h: > at last given
us what we mostly wanied, a railway
siding. Sheikh Mandah exports wheat,
barley, lucerne (alfalfa), and a great
variety of fruit, and before we got the
siding the villagers had to send their
produce into Quetta by cart, or send it
back to a station seven and a half
miles from Quetta.

This time of the year our valley looks
beautiful, especially Quetta, with its
pink and white blossoms and young,
fresh green leaves, but I think the sum-
mer will be warmer than usual, because
we had hardly any snow last winter—
Just a sprinkling on Christmas and
New Year’s morning. We have had a
good dea] of rain lately, and it is to be
hoped we’ll have more, so that his
majesty’s subjects, the lower class of
natives, may not find the price of flour
more than they can afford.

In this morning’s bulletin we read of
the loss of our two ships in the Dardan-
elles, H M. S. Ocean and Irresistible,
and though we must expect some losses
we need not be disheartened by them,
but hope for the best, and fight all the
better, -like true Britons, and I hope
when my turn comes to fight—I've tried
to join the army, but am too young, so
1 was told, and am going to try again
when I'm 19 years old—Britain will find
me as brave as many who have died
for her.

In closing, let me thank you again
in the name of our school, the Quetta
Grammar School, for your encouraging
little letter. I remain, yours sin-
cerely, ARTHUR E. CUMMING.

SENATOR COX KEPT
VERY ACCURATE BOOKS

Accountant Testifies at Inquiry Into
Valuation of Effects.

Toronto, May 20.—At the cont‘nuation
of the inquiry into the late Senator
Cox’s dutiable properties before Mr.
Justice Middleton Wednesday afternoon,
Mr. Shiell continued on the stand.

Mr. Shiell, the accountant, who made

up Senator Cox’s books, stated that the
senator kept books of his own personal
affairs, “and in excellent shape,” added
he,

“The 2,000 shares,” said he, “bf To-
ronto Savings I found to be a gift to the
Provident Investment, in December,
1908. In 1908 he owned 97,000 shares,
valued at $1,455,000.

‘“What value was placed opposite
these shares in the senator's books?”
“‘300,000.""

“I see 6,400 sares in the Canada
Cement, one-quarter per cent interest in
the equity valued at $1,500. What did
he value it at?” ““$42,300.” ;

“His plot in the cemetery?’ “It cost
him in the neighborhood of $55,000!"

Mr. Shiell gave a list of companies in
which Senator Cox was interested, in-
cluding the London Electric Company.

Cecil Wainright, assistant secretary
of the Western Assurance Company, was
asked by Mr. Bain if there were any
stocks really belonging to Senator Cox
in the Western Assurance or in the Brit-
ish American, but which were credited
on the books to anyone else. “I do not
know,” said Mr. Wainright. “Did Sen-
ator Cox have any interest in those two
companies?” ‘“None whatever.”

The inquiry was adjourned indefinite-
ly. A large number of papers and
statements are yet to be furnished by
the accountants.

ITALIAN FRONTIER. via Parls, May 19.—11:10- p.m.—The frontier .
towns of Udine, Bellunio, Verona and Brescia, as well as their respective
provinces, are entirely in the hands of the military authorities and
trains carrying field guns, horses, troops, ammunition and provisions
are congesting all the Hnes. The peasants’ houses are oceupied by
officers, every family being obliged, according to their size and means,
to. provide lodging, anq in some cases meals, for one or more officers.

The spirit of the Italian troops is excellent, and the officers are
full’ of confidence, not only because of the enthusiasm displayed by the
men, but by reason of the superiority of arms which they carry.

It is said that Italy possesses the most powerful machine gun In
existence, capable of firing 1,400 bullets a minute, covering an area of
800 square yards. Italy has also adopted a new type of gun carriage,
enabfing the transport éven up steep mountains of heavy slege gunes,
through a mechanism In the carriage “vhich propels the cannon.

TO GARRY VICTORIOUS FLAG.

Twenty-nine thousand carabineers have been recalled under the
colors, and there are about 50,000 select troops which can be used for
scouting and advance guarq service. But 10,000 of these have been
grouped into four regiments, to which has been ‘entrusted the flag which
the carabineers carried in 1848, when, under the leadership of King
Charles Albert himself, they defeated the Austrians.

A large contingent of Italian soldiers are wearing uniforms made
of cloth originally intended for Austria, but Sequestrated as contraband
of war. The cloth is somewhat different in color than that worn by
the rest of the Italian army, being of a deeper green hue.

The greatest anxiety is felt for Venice, where large platforms have
been hastily constructed for new batteries to protect the town. The
danger to the monuments from aeroplanes is recognized. - Protective
measures, it is known, have also been taken in Florence, Rome ‘and

Naples, since the Austrians can easily reach these towns from the Dal-

now, all differences having been
laid aside for the time being. Those
who have been advocating intervention
In the war and those who have been
working in the imterest of peace have
ceased to express their views and are
awaiting the action of the Government.
Seemingly, there exist no longer Mon-
archicals or Republigans, Clericals or
Radicals, Socialists or Conservatives,
but only Italians, determined to fight to
the last man, if that should be neces-
sary, to maintain and develop in Europe
the world position won by their fore-
fathers. Republicans have published a
manifesto, declaring their readiness to
g0 to the front “to fight for the glory
of the country and the rights of na-
tions.”” From all the provinces come
offers from volunteers desiring to enlist
and willing to make all sacrifices, as
some express it, ‘“to free our Italian
brothers who have so long suffered un-
der & foreign yoke.”

Railway Commission Asked to Grany
One-Cent Mile Rate for Hlnmj:..'

Petrolea, May 19.—At a hearing of
the Federal Railway Commission held
today in Petrolea for the purpose of
fixing a rate which the railways shall
charge for hauling gravel in Western
Ontario, the commissioners decided
te withhold judgment ‘until they shall
have received a report from the muniei-
palities concerned, stating what amount
of gravel they will require.

IS SMELLING TO HEAVEN

Londoners Cannot Ask Friends
to Take Boat Ride Down
Thames as Effluvia Simply

‘ Provincial

Nauseates —
Health Board To Be Noti-
fied.

«“j¢ the Allles want to get enough
deadly gas to put the whole German
army to siéep for a mililon years, all
they have to do is to get their gas-
pottiing apparatus busy in ﬂn
Thamies River from the foot of Dun-
das street to Springbank. -Not for
many years has the river been in
such an indescribably filthy condi-
tion as it ig right now. The odors
rising from it at many points are
simply sickening.”

A citizen who has kept a fine
faunch on the river for many
years spoke as above to
The Advertiser today, after a
trip down the river, Other
boat owners have complained also,
and now they are planning to bring
the matter to the attention of the
provinciaj board of heaith, and it is
likely that the city of Chatham will
be asked to co-operate also in an
effort to take whatever steps may be
deemed advisable In stopping the
poliution of the river.

At the boat docks at the foot of
Dundas street, at the Forks, and at
many points down the river, there
are huge patches of putrid matter,
composed of sewage and filth from
a tannery. The spectacie is dis-
gusting, and the odors sickening.

BEAUTY SPOT A CESSPOOL.

“j¢ is bad enough for us when we
want to take a littie trip down the
river,” sald one launch owner, “but
it is a hundred times worse If we
ask any visitors to come down with
us. It Is a shame that such a beauty
spot as the river should be
turned Into a cesspool.”

The boat-owners complain bitterly
of the filth which pours into the
Thames from the tannery. At the
aorth end a steady stream of reddish
liquid, and other matter from the
tannery, some of it unpleasantly
odoriferous, pours into the river. At
the sewage farm a serious state of
affairs exists, due, it is alleged, to
the refuse from the tannery.

The Advertiser was shown a
couple of acres of ground adjoining
the septic tanks, over which was

_ spread to the depth of about two
feet tons of hair, which is constant-
iy being taken from the tanks. So
much matter of this kind comes
down, It is clalmed, that the effi-
ciency of the system ls being seri-
ously interfered with. Some of the
tanks are practically choked with
hale, and when the seplic tanks are
not working right and block up the
sewage passes through an overflow
into the river, and produces condi-
tions which are anything but con-
ducive to aocd heaith.

TANKS NEED CLEANING.

1t was stated to The Advertiser
that an appropriation was recently
made by the counclii for the purpose
of cleaning out the septic tanks. So
great was the volume of hair found
in them that It is claimed the
money was expended before the work
was half done.

“We intend to advise the local and
provincial boards. of health,” sald
one boat-owner. “This is a state of
affairs that ouaht not to be aliowed
to continue. The ratepayers do not
know of this condition, or there
would be trouble, and if citizens
of Chatham knew what wa happen-
ing here they would, | am sure, be
only too glad to co-operate with us
in remedying conditions, as they
secure their supply of drinking water
from the Thames.”

Owners of boats declare that at
many points In the river the water
Is so much filled with decaying putrid
filth that If it is stirred up by an oar
or a boat propeller bubbles of the
most disgustinag gases pour up. They
find such conditions most annoying,
and consider them a menace not
only to their own heaith but to

rS.
O":AN'T ENJOY RIVER NOW.

At the present time there Is a
fieet of 45 boats of all sizes readv
for launching on the Thames. These
boats represent an outiay to the
owners of over $25.000, and they
would derive an immense amount of
pleasure from boating on the river
if the stream were not In such a
filthy condition. The existing con-
dition, they claim, s abso-
lutely contrary: _toO the rules
of the provincial  board of
heaith. and can easlly be remedied,
and they intend to take the matter
up and push it to a finish. 3

T0 PIGK UP SEWAGE

Plan of Chairman Somerville
of Local Board of Health
Appears Good One.

Constructijon -of big intercepting
sewers along the river banks to “pick
up” all drains and sewers now empty-
ing direct into the Thames is the plan
favored by Chairman C. R. Semerville,
of the local board of health, as the solu-
tion of the “filthy Thames' problem.

In conversation with The Advertiser
today the chairman declared that the
question of sewage disposal, in con-
nection with these. direct sewers, was
one of the biggest problems facing the
board at the present time, ;

‘“We have not been able to go into the
question as fully as we would wish, but
we have the question under considera-
tion, and we will go intop the whole
proposition,”” he declared.

pect to tap them into the main sewer
system and turn their flow into the in-
terceptory trunks that run to the cove
sewer farm, where the sewage is treatl-
ed by septic tanks and beds.

‘“‘Pumping stations to ‘lift’ the sew-
age from the low-lying sewers into the
main level would be too costly to be
considered, I believe, neither would a
whole series of septic tanks at the
foot of these sewers solve the problem
to the best advantage, I believe that
the proper system would be the con-
struction of intercepting sewers along
the river banks.

Expensive Proposition.

“This to a certain extent, would be
an expe’nsive proposition, but I believ2
that it would be less costly and more
efficient than the other proposals. "If
necessary we could run the intercept-
ing sewers to King street and build a
qift’ there to raise the sewage into the
main trunk to the Evergreen avenue
syphon chamber, and so on down to the
cove, or We could build two additional
sewerage plants, one say on  the flats
at the corner of South and Clarence
sireets, and one somewhere on - the
north branch.

“Of course, with the new sewage
plant that is being bDuilt at the foot of
Egerton street, we could handle the eas:
end advantageously, and could run an
intercepting sewer back to that from
some considerable distance to the west
of Kgerton street, if it were necessary.

“It is not,only the laws of the prov-
ince that demand that we turn no more
raw sewage into the river, but the
health of our citizens and the improved
sanitation of London.” :
