STATEMENT

HUNDREDS DEAD AND DAMAGES ENORMOUS
[By William G. Shepherd.]

London, March 25.—“Are the Eng­
lish suffragettes preparing to commit 
murder in order to win the vote?"

I have just returned from the bed- 
side of Lillian Lenton, London’s new­
est, prettiest, wildest suffragette—the 
girl who was released the other day 
from Holloway prison because she 
contracted pleurisy when jail officials 
tried forcibly to feed her soup through 
her nose. I asked Miss Lenton this 
question—of whether we may expect 
assassinations at the hands of women 
—and here is what she said to ' e:

“We women are growing very des­
perate here in England. The rest of 
the world does not even guess the 
problems we are facing. We must 
have the vote If we are to preserve 
the decency and morality of the Eng­
lish race. We must have it at any 
cost—even at the cost of human life!

“I have entered into a pledge to help 
to set fire to one building every week 
in England.

"We broke windows—that did not 
help at all. We have dynamited Lloyd 
George’s home—that has not helped 
much. I and Olive Wharry burned up 
the $10,000 tea pavilion in Kew Gar­
dens—that has not helped a great deal. 
And now—

“Well, Mrs. Pankhurst has told us 
not to take human life—yet, at any 
rate. All the inner circle of militants 
understand that she does not want us 
actually to kill anybody, but—"

“But what?" I persisted.
“Sometimes it looks to me as if she 

couldn't always hold some of the wo- I 
men in check. They lose their patience 
when they see things going so ter­
ribly slowly.” ©

Vicinity Wiped Out.

[Special to The Advertiser.]

Omaha, chief city of Nebraska, storm-wrecked and 
perhaps burning, was so effectually cut off from the rest 
of the world this forenoon, that only meagre estimates 
of the death list and damage could be obtained. Brief 
dispatches early this morning, forced through by devious 
routes, indicated that several hundred persons perished 
and hundreds of others were injured. Special trains and 
troops are being rushed to the scene, and the telegraph 
companies are making every effort to restore 
communication.

Early last evening an equinoctial gale of varying in­
tensity, began sweeping through the Missouri V alley and 
the Middle West, leaving ruin in its path. At least six 
states sustained heavy damage. Terre Haute, Ind., re­
ports a death list there and environs which may reach 
50. Towns in Iowa, Illinois, Kansas, Oklahoma and 
Missouri were shaken.

Wire communication with Omaha was broken 
shortly after 6 o’clock last evening, and since that time 
what few dispatches crept forth came over a single rail­
road telegraph wire which remained intact. That the 
city and suburbs sustained great damage seemed certain. 
One of the latest dispatches, received via Lincoln, de­
scribed the path of the tornado as being "80 miles long 
and from 4 to 6 blocks wide.” United States troops from 
Fort Omaha were immediately called out, it was said, and 
the stricken zone put under martial law.

The National Red Cross has volunteered its services 
for the injured, and Governor Morehead, of Nebraska, 
left Lincoln early today personally to assist in the relief 
work. Railroad bridges were down, however, and train 
schedules demoralized. Hysterical passengers arriving 
at Lincoln from Omaha were unable to give any con­
nected account of the disaster except to say that the 
residential portion of the city suffered most.

REPORT ON RAY 
SPARLING DENIED

BY PHYSICIANS
[Canadian Press.]

Terre Haute, Ind., March 24.—Seven- 
teen victims of a tornado, which swept 
through part of Terre Haute and Vigo 
County late last night, had been identi­
fied today, and more than 75 Injured 
were being cared for in improvised hos­
pitals. Several more bodies are ex- 
pected to be found when the ruins of 200 
homes, levelled by the storm, have been 
cleared away.

At the request of the mayor. Governor 
Ralston today ordered out Company B, 
of the Indiana National Guard, to patrol 
the devastated district and help in the 
rescue work. More than 150 persons 
were made homeless by the twister, and 
the city council in extra session appro­
priated $500 to start a relief fund.

Telephone messages reaching here from 
Prairieton, nine miles south, state that 
nearly every house in the town had been 
destroyed, and that many homes between 
here and that place had been levelled.

Torrential rains, accompanied the tor­
nado, and probably saved many persons, 
pinned in the wreckage, from burning to 
death, as electric wires and lightning 
fired several parts of the debris.

“The three essentials of the up-to- 
date modern city, essentials to the 
health, comfort and convenience of the 
citizens at large, are an adequate 
water supply, drainage, and good 
roads. Compared with these things,

“The West London breakwater is 
not a job to be nibbled at,” is the 
opinion of Engineer W. Norman Ash- 
plant, who accedes to the position of 
city engineer April 1.

“West London requires something 
that will stand for all time. I guess 
West London will get what it wants. 
It will, if I have anything to do with 
it."

“Your city appeals to me as com­
paring favorably with any other city 
of its size that I recall to memory in 
a mental survey of many places I have 
visited in various countries," said Mr. 
Ashplant today.

Good Material Here.
“I think you have the material here 

for a city beautiful. Of course, from 
an engineer’s point of view it will re­
quire considerable time and expendi­
ture of funds to reach the ideal.

TWO HUNDRED KNOWN DEAD;
MORE BODIES IN THE RUINS

Omaha, Neb., March 24.—(Via telephone via Lincoln)— 
Governor Moorehead, Mayor Dahlman and Police Commissioner 
Ryder stated at noon today that at least 200 were killed in yester­
day evening’s storm here. Reports from Council Bluffs were to 
the effect that four more bodies had been recovered from the 
ruins of homes there.

The list of injured is expected to reach seven hundred. Many 
have been found today in the homes of friends where they took 
refuge after the storm.

Axe credits Prosecuting Attorney Boom- 
hower, of that place, with a statement 
to the effect that symptoms of a dis­
ease similar to that from which his 
brother and father were alleged to have 
been suffering at the time of their death, 
were entirely absent In the case of Ray 
Sparling, the younger brother.

TORNADO CAME FROM WEST
ZIGZAGGED ACROSS THE CITY

Lincoln, Neb., March 24.—One hundred are dead, twice as 
many more were injured, some fatally, by a death-dealing tornado 
which devastated Omaha and its environs early last night. It de­
moralized telegraph and telephone service at several points. Prop­
erty damage will amount up into the hundreds of thousands.

The tornado swept in from the southwest, and zigzagged to 
the northeast over the residence portion of the city, leaving in its 
wake destruction and carnage from two to four blocks wide. Fire 
sprung up all over this area, and added to the horror of the twister

Firemen were unable to respond to the numerous alarms, and 
many houses were allowed to burn to the ground. The police were 
unable to properly protect the stricken district, and the soldiers 
wer called out from Fort Omaha. The tornado zone is now prac­
tically under martial law.

At the city engineer’s office this 
morning, quite a number of complaints 
were received of cellars flooding 
through the failure of Carling’s Greek 
to carry away the stor mwater in the 
neighborhood of Dufferin avenue and 
Elizabeth street.

“The people know what the remedy 
for this is," said Engineer Brazier. 
“They will know how to vote on the 
storm-sewer bylaw."

Word of the shooting was sent to 
Mayor Goffatt, of this town, who at 
once sent Provincial Constables 
Wright and Holmes, with Dr. Harvie, 
to the scene of the attack, which is 
several miles from Orillia by road. 
The mayor also notified Superin­
tendent. Rogers, of the provincial po­
lice. by telephone, but was informed 
that the superintendent had no man to 
send to Orillia on Monday morning.

Burglar Had Rifle.
Details of the shooting are not all 

to hand. It is thought that Mr. Mc- 
Pherson heard the burglar in his 
house, and upon going down stairs to 
Investigate was met by the cracks­
man, who was a short man with a red 
handkerchief tied over his face, con­
cealing everything but his eyes. The 
man carried a large rifle, which he 
pointed at Mr. McPherson, and 
threatened to shoot if he was not 
given money.

Mr. McPherson struggled with the 
burglar, and after being shot man­
aged to wrench the rifle out of his 
hands. Before he could get a shot at 
the marauder, however, the man 
jumped through a window and escap­
ed.

Mr. McPherson, who is 65 years old, 
is very well known and very popular 
in this district. He is the head of the 
McPherson Lumber Company, is con­
nected with the Longford foundry, 
the Spanish River Pulp and Paper 
Company and other large corpora­
tions. If it is found that he is suffer­
ing too much to be moved he will be 
attended at Ills home; otherwise he 
will be brought back to Orillia in the 
morning.

SILOS BLOWN OVER.

The worst damage was done to the 
big four-story factory of the North 
American Furniture Company, on the 
west side, where the whole east wall 
was blown out as though an explosion 
had taken place.

New York, March 23.—Ten sufferers 
from tuberculosis, who were Inoculated 
Monday by Dr. Friedrich F. Friedman, 
declared at a clinic yesterday that their 
health has improved since receiving 
treatment: Before entering the clinic, 
Dr. Friedman authorized an announce­
ment that two weeks hence he will return 
to Germany for a brief period to com­
plete unfinished laboratory tests. He will 
return to the United States, hopeful that 
by that time the Government health 
authorities will have recognized his vac­
cine as a cure.

The visiting specialist consented to an 
interruption of his démonstration today 
long enough to have Dr. John W. Bran- 
nan, head of Bellevue Hospital, the city 
institution where the clinic was held, 
question patients treated five days ago. 
Government physicians, private practi­
tioners, 50 nurses and about 100 students 
of the Bellevue and Cornell Medical Col­
leges were present.

Nine of ten patients reported they 
gained from three-quarters of a pound 
to four and one-halt pounds since Mon­
day. None had been troubled with night 
sweats since Wednesday. None suffered 
with hemorrhages since Tuesday. None 
had pains since Thursday, and from 
Monday to Thursday felt their pains de- 
creasing. Nine of them felt “better and 
stronger” generally.

Twenty-three sufferers were treated 
today. Eighteen have pulmonary tuber­
culosis, and other affection of the bones. 
There was a 2-year-old child with an 
arm so swollen that Dr. Friedman could 
not locate a vein he sought. Holding the 
baby by the ankles, head downward, the 
physician injected his vaccine in the 
juglar vein and again intramuscularly on 
the legs.

Dr. J. S. Atkinson, a physician of Mar­
ionette. Wis., who walked miles through 
the snow to reach a railroad station on 
his way east, was refused admittance as 
a patient of the clinic today. Dr Fried­
man was anxious to treat his fellow- 
physician, but the tuberculosis commit­
tee of the hospital ruled against it on the 
ground that Dr. Atkinson is not a resi­
dent of this state. He is preparing to 
return home unless the Bellevue authori-

Scutari seems destined to remain 
Albanian. This town, by the way, on 
the Adriatic, has to be distinguished 
from the Scutari in Asia Minor where 
Florence Nightingale figured. Monte­
negro has lavished her scanty stock of 
men and money in vain before this 
fortress, so far as she herself is con­
cerned. Tile Albanians, who have a 
reputation for fighting, but being with­
out organization, have cut an almost 
ludicrous figure in the war as actors, 
while playing an extremely tragic part 
as sufferers, will nevertheless yet bene­
fit by the exertions of their neighbors. 
The Turks retire from their window 
on the Adriatic discomfited but with a 
reputation for stubborn valor un­
dimmed. As standees of sieges they 
have fully sustained their former fame. 
In this war they have demonstrated at 
Scutari, Adrianople, Tchatalja and 
Gallipoli, the immense, advantage of 
a defending party in a modern fortifi­
cation against overwhelming forces, if 
the besieged stand firmly to it, Lady- 
smith, Mafeking and Kimberley have 
been repeated by the Turks, except for 
the relief. Bulgaria and Servia could 
not afford to do at Adrianople what 
the Japs did at Port Arthur. If the 
Turks do not get peace with honor, 
they get it with Constantinople, and 
they have gone down fighting.

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WARSHIPS IN CANADA.
Our local contemporary professes 

to quote from this journal as hav­
ing been favorable at one time to 
the building of warships in Canada.

When has The Free Press or any 
Conservative journal or leader de- 
<lared against the building of war- 
ships in Canada?

That is a different matter en­
tirely from undertaking the building 
of Dreadnoughts in a country 
which has not yet a shipbuilding 
yard.

Winston Churchill is authority for 
the statement that it would cost 
Canada $75,000,000 to establish a 
Dreadnought-building plant.

Mr. Churchill said also that four 
years would be consumed in mak­
ing ready the plant. Add three 
years for the building of a warship 
of the first-class, and we have 
seven years gone before we can 
be ready to give effective aid. Is 
this the policy that our contempor­
ary advocates?—London Free Press. 
The Free Press begs the question 

from beginning to end. It professes 
to see a distinction between building 
warships and building Dreadnoughts. 
The Dreadnought is a battleship, and 
for some years past no other kind of 
battleship has been built in any coun- 
try.

LONDON TOWNSHIP AND LOCAL 
OPTION.

Judge Macbeth's decision in the 
London Township local option case 
followed the recent rulings in the 
superior courts. The actual vote 
stood 859 to 568 in favor of the bylaw, 
giving it two or three votes more 
than the necessary three-fifths. It 
was found by the judge that eight 
non-residents had voted, and he was 
bound by the supreme court decision 
to deduct these from the affirmative, 
the bylaw thus failing by a fraction 
of a vote. The temperance people 
had no ground of appeal.

In several municipalities local op­
tion bylaws have been counted out for 
the same reason as in London Town- 
ship, though it is claimed that most 
of the illegal votes were cast against 
the bylaws. But the Supreme Court 
has ruled, in defence of the secrecy 
of the ballot, that the judges have 
no right to go behind the returns to 
ascertain how the irregular ballots 
were marked.

THE BALKAN WAR.
Prospects of peace in the Balkans 

now appear brighter. The powers have 
proposed what seem to be fair condi- 

■ tions, when the Turkish rally and the 
approach of Bulgaria’s farming season 
are considered. It is hardly to be ex­
pected that either Turkey or the allies 
will haggle further.

In the matter of territory, Turkey 
will lose, by the powers’ arrangement, 
nearly nine-tenths of her former 66.500 
square miles in Europe, Albania be- 
coming practically independent and the 
rest going to the allies. She will re­
tain the rich and populous strip south- 
east of a line joining Enos on the 
Aegean to Midia on the Black Sea, 
along the Dardanelles, Sea of Marmora

Sofia, March 23.—"The great powers are of the 

opinion that the basis of negotiation should be as 
follows:

“1. The frontier of the Ottoman Empire in Europe 
shall start at Enos, and following the course of the 
Maritza River and then that of the Urgene River, shall 
end at Midia. All territories situated to the west of 
this line shall be ceded by Turkey to the Allied States, 
with the exception of Albania, the delimitation of 
which shall be fixed by the powers.

“2. The question of the Aegean Islands shall be 
settled by the powers.

“3. Turkey shall abandon all claim to Crete.
"4. The powers unfavorably entertain the demand 

for an indemnity, but they will admit the allies to par­
ticipate in the discussions of the international commis­
sion, in Paris, for an equitable settlement of their 
participation in the Ottoman debt and in the financial 
charges of the districts to be handed over to them.

It 
lasted for a quarter of an hour, during 
which many women were carried out of 
the hall, screeching and clawing at the 
men who were ejecting them. The police 
removed a majority of the disturbers, and 
drove others away from the entrance of 
the hall, and by these methods the 
Laborites were enabled to continue their 
meeting.

One result of the recent outrages by the 
women was that the people who were out 
for the Easter holidays were for the first 
time excluded from Hampton Court 
Palace, which was closed to the public 
This action was taken because of tear of 
women firebugs and window-smashers.

TO BUY MOTORCYCLES

One of the Most Important Questions 
to Consider in the Search for

London, Mardi 24.—Martine Donohue 
and Ashmead Bartlett send to the Daily 
Chronicle and Daily Telegraph respective­
ly accounts of a visit to the Turkish 
headquarters at Hademkeui, the Turkish 
commanders having partially relaxed the 
restrictions as to war correspondents go­
ing to the front. Both these writers say 
that the Turkish army has undergone a 
wonderful change since they last saw it. 
Notwithstanding the terribly severe win- 
ter, an immense amount of work has 
been done in strengthening the lines and 
preparing for a general advance.

Mr. Donohue says: "Somebody lias 
worked wonders. Order and organization 
have been evolved out of almost hopeless 
chaos. Food is no longer a rare luxury. 
The soldiers are well clad and housed. 
The overdue pay has been made good, 
useless men have been weeded out, and 
there are now more than 120,000 sasoned 
efficients along the lines. The advanced 
posts, which are well forward from Tchat­
aldja, are in continual touch with the 
enemy.”

No Fighting.
Mr. Bartlett describes the stories of 

desperate fighting in the week as non­
sense. It was simply a general advance 
of the outposts to discover the enemy's 
position. Surprising information was ob­
tained with only 210 casualties. The re­
connaissance disclosed the fact that there 
were two complete Bulgarian armies be­
tween Tchataldja and the enemy's sup­
posed main line of resistance. The Bul- 
gars still hold Kadikeuf village, where 
there has been sharp fighting.

Mr. Bartlett continues: "The discovery 
of the enemy’s unexpected strength lias 
led to a suspension of all forward move­
ments, and it almost seems as if the 
Turks had abandoned any intention of 
marching to the relief of Adrianople. 
They seem to think that the Burgarians 
will once more advance against Tchat- 
aldja should Adrianople fall, and that they 
are concentrating their armies with this 
intention. The difficulties of a general 
advance are almost insurmountable. The 
roads are now passable, owing to a spell 
of dry weather, but if it should rain any 
forward movement must be stopped, ow­
ing to the impossibility of feeding the 
troops and keeping them supplied with 
ammunition. The Bulgarians have de- 
stroyed the railway completely, and it is 
not available beyond Tchataldja. They 
have also swept the country bare, and 
burned all the Mohammedan villages.”

The correspondent adds that the troops 
have complete confidence in Izzet Pasha, 
the successor of Nazim Pasha, as com- 
mander-in-chief. Izzet Pasha believes 
that the longer the struggle continues the 
greater will be the Ottoman chances of 
success. He is content at present to 
maintain a vigorous defensive attitude.

London, March 24.—Notwithstanding 
the statement issued at Vienna on Sat­
urday that Austria had sent an ulti­
matum to Montenegro in regard to the 
bombardment of the civilian quarters of 
Scutari, and the forcible conversion of 
Christians, as well as the alleged mur- 
det of a Reman Catholic priest, there is 
a disposition in some quarters to dis­
credit the announcement. In these cir­
cles it is believed that Austria’s atti­
tude is less violent than has been re- 
ported.

The anxiety over Scutari, nevertheless, 
was great, and news of its fail at any 
hour would surprise nobody. The posi­
tion of the inhabitants is described as 
desperate, owing to the scarcity of food. 
An Austrian steamship has been ordered 
to hasten to Scutari with a cargo of 
food, clothing and tents for the inhab- 
itants.

ISAACS’ PUNISHMENT 
LIKELY TO BE HEAVY

Admission That He Bought 
Marconi Share May Lose Him 

Chief Justiceship.

London, March 24. — The Attorney. 
General's statement during the Mar­
coni libel action that he and his fel­
low-ministers had dealings in the 
American Marconi Company, has left 
a decidedly unpleasant impression on 
the public mind. Nobody imputes cor­
ruption, but it is felt that Sir Rufus 
Isaacs and Lloyd George made a bad 
blunder in keeping back for so long 
knowledge of their deal.

It is pointed out that everybody un­
derstood Sir Rufus Isaacs’ statement 
in the House of Commons on Oct: 12, 
finally disposed of the charges of 
ministerial dealings in shares of any 
Marconi company, not alone with the 
parent company, and people generally 
resent the ministers' reticence. The 
incident is more remarkable because 
Premier Asquith lias strictly enforced 
absolute financial independence on the 
part of his ministers, compelling them 
to resign all directorships before ac­
cepting office. The punishment for Sir 
Rufus Isaacs is likely to be severe. 
Everyone expected him to succeed to 
the highest judicial office on the ex­
pected resignation of the lord chief 
justice, but his chance has now ap- 
parently vanished.

The Nation, voicing the best unoffi­
cial Liberal opinion says today: "We 

I are bound to record our view that a 
grievous error of judgment has been 
committed. Corruption is hardly alleg­
ed in this matter, but our political 
leaders have to consider not only what 
is right, but what is in the highest 
sense expedient."

The Spectator, which voices sober 
and moderate views, says: "The Whole 
incident leaves a most unpleasant and 
disagreeable impression and shows 
carelessness in regard to the creation 
of suspicion which can only be de­
scribed as deplorable."

Premier Asquith will be forced to 
defend his colleagues publicly, but 
everyone believes he will so restate 
ministerial discipline as to make spc- 
ulative transactions by his cabinet 
ministers in future impossible.

Fall of Scutari Near.

News from Montenegrin headquarters 
indicates that King Nicholas believes that 
the fall of Scutari is imminent. He is in 
command of the combined Servian and 
Montenegrin army, numbering 52,000 
men. From the same source it is reported 
that the city has already been partly 
destroyed, all the large buildings having 
been damaged. It is reported that many 
Austrians and Italians have been killed.

In the meantime the representatives 
of the powers at the Balkan capitals 
are busy submitting to the Governments 
of the allies a note suggesting terms as 
a basis for peace. The note has not yet 
been pre rented to Turkey, as one of the 
ambassadors has failed to receive his in- 
structions. The allies have been con­
sulting with regard to the note, and the 
public and press of the Balkan States 
do not receive the suggestions with any 
favor.

The trouble with Montenegro does not 
affect the general situation, which is re­
garded as entirely hopeful. It is be­
lieved the allies will accept the basis of 
peace proposed by the powers, though 
there is nothing official on this point, the 
Balkan States not as yet having ex­
changed views. It is stated that as soon 
as the agreement between Austria and 
Russia in regard to Djakova and Scutari 
has assumed cast-iron solidity the pow- 
erg will jointly request Servia and Mon­
tenegro to withdraw their armies from 
the proposed Albanian territory, and un­
less Scutari falls in the meantime the 
siege may be expected to be raised in a 
few days.

Dispatches from Vienna say that Aus­
tria’s acquiescence In Russia’s proposal 
that Djakova be incorporated as part of 
Servia under certain stipulations is con­
firmed, and, tliat.lt has caused au out­
burst of anger in the anti-Balkanite 
press, but that elsewhere it is regarded 
as making for peace.* — ---- • • • ------

WORST CONDITION
IN MANY YEARS

Such a Line Would Benefit Merchants 
and Shippers of the City by Sav­

ing Time and Expense.

Reports to the effect that the C. P. R. 
would start work this spring on a switch 
to connect its main line with the ship­
pers of tile centre of the city were cir­
culated about the city Friday, but Mr. 
C. Tapley, resident engineer of the 
C. P. R., said that he had heard nothing 
of it yet.

Some time ago the company’s survey­
ors went over the ground between the 
company’s line in Pottersburg and the 
south end of the city, and a possible line 
was staked out. At that time it was 
said the cost of the line would be too 
much, and that the company had de­
cided to abandon the idea.

Purchasing Property.
The rumor which was circulated Fri­

day said that quite a lot of property had 
been purchased by the company in Pot- 
tersburg, and that agents of the com­
pany had admitted that work on the line 
would be started early this spring.

Such a switch would be of considerable 
value both to the company and to the 
merchants of the city, as it would 
eliminate the heavy interswitching tariff 
which is charged at present, and would 
save considerable time.

There are many points which the 
C. P. R. touches in Ontario to which local 
merchants ship goods. At present they 
have to pay for teaming or heavy inter­
change rates, and a switch from the 
C. P. R. line to the heart of the city 
would be of considerable value in elim­
inating those charges. The company 
would gain by extra business, which it 
would be sure to get.

West 
London and North London, while not 
suffering quite so much from the con­
dition of the roads, have room for con­
siderable complaint, as nearly every 
street crossing is either covered with 
mud from one side of the street to the 
other, or inundated by water.

Ruts, sometimes a foot in depth, are 
all over the roads, and the “Rocky 
Roads of Dublin" are like fine asphalt 
pavements when compared to some of 
London’s roads.

understand how he felt. I understand 
it now, and that is one of the many 
reasons why I'm a suffragette.

"W ell, he hunted all over England 
for a woman physician. But he failed 
in his search. There were no women 
doctors to be found. Why?

"Because England’s a man's coun­
try, not a woman’s. And so, at last, 
he was forced to turn the woman he 
loved over to a man doctor. And 
ever after that experience he de­
clared that women ought to manage 
their own affairs and that this ought 
to be a MAN-AND.WOMAN'S 
world, in partnership, rather than a 
MAN’S world, alone.
“I used to hear my father and mother 

talk about this problem of women's 
rights in the world, but I thought they 
were old and fogyish.

“When I was eighteen my father and 
mother tried to interest me in the ques­
tion, but they failed.

"I left home to teach school when I 
was 19. One day I passed an open-air 
meeting and I heard a woman on a box 
cry out, ‘Do you know that lunatics, 
criminals, paupers and women cannot 
vote?’

“I laughed as I walked on, and then I 
found myself counting them over in my 
mind—lunatics, criminals, paupers and 
women.

Enraged at Condition.
“Then, one night, in the little town 

where I was teaching, I became so en­
raged at the condition of the women in 
the place—for in England the men con­
sider women their personal property, 
just as they do their dogs and horses— 
that I picked up a stone and threw it 
through a window. It was the only way 
I had cf showing the Government and 
mankind at large that I didn’t approve 
of matters as they stood.

‘The school board took me to task. 
They didn’t treat me as an ordinary 
criminal, or as an insane person. They 
understood what 1 meant by throwing 
the stone, just as every other English­
man understands. They didn’t discharge 
me. Instead they told me they didn’t 
want to have any stir made about the 
thing, and that, if I would promise to 
behave, they would find another school 
for me—a better one, in another place. I 
left, coming to London and joining Mrs. 
Pankhurst’s society.

“Now, here’s the point about militancy: 
The women of England have been fight- 
ing 50 years for the vote. About 10 
years ago they became strong enough in 
numbers to feel they ought to approach 
the Government officials personally and 
demand the vote. This, you see, was only 
a political request, such as any body of 
citizens might make and any body of 
government leaders ought to listen to. 
But the Government officials wouldn't 
listen, and they tried to keep secret the 
fact that we were trying to make this 
request of them. It became necessary 
for the women to show the public of 
England that the officials wouldn't listen 
to them. How could they do this? It 
must be done in a striking and sensa-| 
tional way, to catch public attention im-I 
mediately.

“The next step was to attack the Gov-

MR. A. C. BENSON'S NEW BOOK.
"Along the Road" is the title of Mr. 

A. C. Benson's new book.
"Mr. Benson’s standpoint appears 

to be that of one who considers that 
as a nation we suffer from a want of 
interest in ideas, that we are now con­
ventional and unintelligent, think too 
much of wealth and position, are averse 
to analysis and dislike originality and 
enthusiasm," says the Scotsman.

HOW TO LIGHT UP A DARK 
SHELF.

Getting a jar of preserves from the 
shelf in the dark cellar storeroom is a 
racking ordeal. It is frequently im­
possible to see the label on the jar at 
a far corner when the light is fixed 
at the other end of the shelves. A 
bright young man of an Ingenius na­
ture found a way to make the electric 
light travel to any portion of the 
shelves.

The electric lamp was attached to 
the ceiling socket with a long flexible 
wire. A piece of galvanized wire was 
stretched tightly overhead the entire 
length of the shelves and a porcelain 
insulator was slipped over this wire. 
The flexibile wire was then looped over 
the insulator with enough slack left be- 
twen it and the socket to permit the 
insulator to slide to either end of the 
shelves. It was simple, effective and 
absolutely safe.
