Honolulu, Nov. 20.—The Republicans

The Standard, referring to Mr. 
Chamberlain's referendum settlement, 
says: He cannot seriously suppose we 
will adopt it in time to facilitate the 
progress of his fiscal campaign. The 
British constitution, imperfect as it is, 
cannot be revolutionized when we are 
asked to throw all our economic sys­
tem into the melting pot.

Mr. Laur, a distinguished French 
economist, says he considers Mr. 
Chamberlain the foremost statesman of 
the times, the morning bellman awak­
ening a slumbering country. Like 
Napoleon and Bismarck, he has no 
scruples. When his projects become 
law America will fire off a few squibs 
and leave Germany to fight the battle.

Mr. Asquith, speaking at Seven Oaks 
last night, said the Unionists were 
united and could sing in chorus the 
blessed word "retaliation," some with 
full-throated conviction, others, like 
Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, with a half- 
hearted, tremulous quaver. Retaliation 
was put forward as a sticking piaster 
to reunite the fragments of the shat­
tered party.

Montreal. Nov. 19.—A reception was 
tendered to Sir Wilfrid Laurier tonight : 
by the Montreal Reform Club. The 
Premier went through the somewhat 
trying ordeal of shaking hands with 
about • 300 persons, and of receiving 
their individual congratulations on his 
renewed health, with remarkable ease. 
It took two hours for all present to 
be introduced in turn, and it can be 
said in al’ truthfulness that, through­
out no one was more vivacious or seem­
ingly less fatigued than Sir Wilfrid. 
He moved about among the guests, and 
it was remarked on all hands that 
"the Premier was himself again." 
There was the old-time enlightened 
features, the firm grasp of the hand, 
the hearty laugh, and, above all, the 
erect, confident bearing.

The renewed health of the Prime 
Minister, especially following a long 
and arduous parliamentary session, is 
a source of satisfaction to the Liberals 
of this city, and indeed of the whole 
province. Word had come from Ot­
tawa that Sir Wilfrid had improved in 
appearance and strength, but so great 
a change had not been expected. The 
very fact that an effort had been made 
in some quarters to create a general 
impression that the health of the First 
Minister was fast failing had aroused 
feelings of apprehension, but the din­
ner last night given by the Laval stu­
dents and the reception this evening 
have given assurance that the leader of 
the Liberal party is fit for whatever 
lies before him.

Hon. Sydney Fisher, Minister of 
Agriculture, came down from Ottawa 
tonight and was present at the recep­
tion. Neither he nor Sir Wilfrid made 
any speech, as there was a pre­
arrangement whereby ail such formal- 
ities were set aside. The occasion, 
therefore, consisted simply of social 
intercourse and exchange of greetings.

The Premier arrived at 9 oclock, ac­
companied by Hon. Robert Mackay, 
with whom he had dined. The official 
piper was at the door of the club, and, 
playing a rousing air, led the way 
within. As soon as Sir Wilfrid took 
his place at the farther end of the 
reception room, with Mr. Fisher beside 
him, he was immediately surrounded,

Peoria, Ill., Nov. 19.—Thirty-one men 
were killed and at least fifteen injured in 
a collision between a freight and a work 
train on the Big Four Railway, between 
Mackinaw and Tremont this morning. 
The bodies of 26 victims have been taken 
from the wreck, which is piled 30 feet 
high on the tracks. Five bodies yet re­
main buried under the huge ‘pile of 
broken timber, twisted and distorted iron 
and steel. On the railway bank lay the 
bodies of the victims, cut, bruised and 
mangled in a horrible manner. So far 
twelve only have been identified, the re­
mainder being unrecognizable. All the 
dead and most of the injured were mem­
bers of the work train, the crews of both 
engines jumping In time to save their 
lives.

The collision occurred in a deep cut. 
at the beginning of a sharp curve, neither 
train being visible to the crew of the 
other till they were within 50 feet of each 
other. The engineers set the brakes, 
sounded the whistles and leaped from 
their cabs, the two trains striking with 
such force that the sound was heard for 
miles.

A second after the collision the boiler 
of the work train exploded, throwing 
heavy iron bars and splinters of wood 
200 feet.

Conductor John W. Judge, of Indian­
apolis, who had charge of the freight 
train, received orders at Urbana to wait 
at Mackinaw for the work train, which 
was due there at 2.40 p.m. Instead of 
doing this, he failed to stop. The en­
gineer of the work train, George Becker, 
had also received orders to pass the 
freight at Mackinaw, and was on the 
way to that station.

After working two hours the remains of 
26 men were taken out. One of the last 
bodies recovered was Wm. Bailey, of

She has a full 
cargo of steel rails for the Canadian 
Pacific Railway, and although agents 
have no fears for her safety, they are 
naturally anxious to hear of her ap­
pearance in the St. Lawrence, as navi­
gation is quickly drawing to a close.

Dr. James Bain, chief librarian of the 
Toronto Public Library, in an inter­
view yesterday, rebuked Rev. Richard 
Hobbs for his remarks made at the As­
kin Street Methodist Church on Tues­
day night, respecting public libraries.

If Mr. Hobbs could 
gather statistics to show just how 
many of the young men of the town read 
novels that are unobtainable at pub­

The Chicago of Canada.
The Winnipeg Free Press issues an 

edition of 32 pages, half of which is 
descriptive of the amazing progress of 
the Prairie City. This has been the 
greatest building year in Winnipeg’s 
history. The expenditure for 1903 will 
exceed $6,000,000, compared with $2,500,- 
000 last year, which was considered a 
good record. We take these extracts 
from the Free Press:

"In nine months of this year 1,126 
dwelling houses were erected, at a 
cost of $2,611,455.”

"Sixty-five retail stores were erect­
ed during the season.”

“Winnipeg spent $175,000 on build­
ings for religious and educational 
purposes in 1903.”

"Sixty-two thousand dollars worth 
of cut stone from local quarries was 
used in Winnipeg buildings this 
year."

"No less than fifty warehouses, 
factories, banks and office blocks, and 
sixty-five new retail stores have been 
erected, at a cost approximating $1,- 
500,000.”
The present population of Winnipeg 

is said to be 70,000, and the total assess­
able property, real and personal, is $36,- 
273,400. In 1871 the population of Win- 
mipeg was 1,467.

A remarkable fact stated by the Free 
Press is that during the season of 1902 
there were 13,893,047 bushels more of 
wheat inspected at Winnipeg than at 
Chicago.

The Free Press publishes page after 
page of illustrations of new houses and 
business buildings; the former rivaling 
the stateliest homes in the east, the 
latter as substantial and imposing as 
can be found in any city on the contin­
ent. The present development is not 
a boom, such as gave the city a setback 
for many years after 1882, but a nat­
ural, healthy expansion, in response to 
the general growth of the west, the in­
crease of wealth and production. Win- 
nipeg’s boast that it will become the 
Chicago of Canada is in a fair way to 
realization. It is only on the threshold 
of its career.

raignment of the legacies of Spanish 
maladministration of Porto Rico is 
made in the annual report of William 
H. Elliott, the United States commis­
sioner of the interior for Porto Rico, 
made public at the interior department 
today. Mr. Elliott says it is a "pity 
and a shame that during the four cen­
turies preceding American occupation 
of the island sovereignty little effort 
was made to open up communciation."

There are yet a number of interior 
towns, whose only outlet is over an­
cient trails, but they are now being 
approached as rapidly as possible. The 
economic value of the road extension 
work now in progress is demonstrated, 
he says, by a saving of from 50 to 75 
per cent, in the costs of transportation 
to and from the interior. The report 
says that the power of the mayors to 
remove the health officers of their 
towns seriously interferes with good 
sanitary service, and that consequent­
ly the people, and particularly the 
poor, of many municipalities, suffer and 
die for want of proper attention. The 
next session of the Legislative Assem­
bly is expected to remedy this evil.

"The hospital accommodation,” the 
report adds, “even in the towns where 
pretense Is made of providing them, 
are sadly deficient, so that the sick 

|poor, who have not the means to em- 
1ploy medical attention, are left to sick- 
|en. die or recover. A great field for 
philanthropy lies open to Porto Rico."

Salt Lake, Utah, Nov. 2C. — Peter 
Mortensen, the convicted murderer of 
James H. Hay, was shot to death in 
the yard of the state prison this morn­
ing. The crime for which Mortensen 
was shot to death occurred on the 
night of Dec. 16. 1901. The day follow­
ing a report was circulated that Hay, 
who was secretary of the Pacific Lum­
ber Company, had absconded, taking 
with him $3,800 collected from Morten­
sen on a bill due to the company. Mor­
tensen was indebted to the company 
for material used in his contracting 
business, and had been urged to make 
a payment. Dec. 16 he called at the 
office Of the company, said he had the 
money in gold concealed in his cellar, 
and asked Hay to come around that 
night and get it. Hay left his house 
shortly after dinner that evening, stat­
ing he was going to Mortensen’s to col­
lect some money. Dec. 18 Hay’s body 
was found buried in a shallow grave 
in the middle of a pasture, not for from 
Mortensen s home. A strong chain of 
circumstantial evidence was woven 
around Mirtensen at the trial and he 
was pronounced guilty on the first 
ballot.

Americans had erected large 
warehouses in the Territories and had 
their general agents there with men 
out pushing for business. Canadians 
must do the same thing. Protection 
would not remedy the present state of 
affairs, but would merely increase to 
the settlers the cost of producing their 
goods and cripple their purchasing 
power. “I notice lately," continued Mr. 
Brown, "especially in our eastern 
press, a great many passionate ap­
peals for tariff on the ground of 
patriotism. That argument has no 
force here. I notice very many delega­
tions to Ottawa in tariff interests, and 
while the agriculturists of the eastern 
provinces have never seen fit to send 
delegates to Ottawa to present their 
side in this connection, I can assure 
you that in dealing with the North­
west farmer, a man who has faced so 
many difficulties to make this country 
what it is, you are dealing with one 
who will meet you with counter depu­
tations, and the danger is if such prac­
tices are persisted in, you will only 
cause an abyss which no bridge of 
sentiment can span. Surely you have 
sent business men enough to Parlia­
ment who know your requirements 
without this undue pressure, and, 
though your motives may be the best, 
still, i can assure you, that your ac­
tions are looked on with the greatest 
distrust by the people of this country.

Panama, Nov. 20. — It can be said 
authoritatively that the Government of 
the Republic of Panama will not con­
sider any proposition from the depart- 
ments of Cauca and Antioquia to join 
the republic. The reasons for such re­
fusals are clear. Panama would gain 
nothing, but, on the contrary, might 
become involved in troublesome, if not 
dangerous, war operations, as Colom­
bia could attack Cauca and Antioquia 
by land.

The news of the signing of the Pan­
ama canal treaty by Secretary Hay and 
M. Bunau-Varilla was conveyed to the 
members of the junta by the Associat­
ed Press correspondent and was most 
joyfully received. The U. S. naval 
authorities on the isthmus will not 
send a warship to Buena Ventura un­
less instructed to do so by the author­
ities at Washington. Naval officers 
here consider that the presence at 
Buena Ventura of the British cruiser 
Amphion is sufficient for the protec- 
tion of Americans and other foreign­
ers in that vicinity.

Admiral Walker, U. S. N., says his 
presence on the isthmus is no way con­
nected with the political situation here. 
He says he is looking over canal mat­
ters, particularly along the lines which 
General Black has been following, 
namely, the checking of the work done

The British Board of Inland Revenue 
has just brought in a report, which is 
not favorable to the theory of Great 
Britain’s decadence.

Since last night’s action of the board 

of works recommending the repeal of 
the bylaw passed for a Trinidad as­
phalt pavement on King street there 
is. quite a little talk as to whether a 
sufficient majority of the council is ob­
tainable to secure the bylaw’s repeal. 
Most people have an idea that it re­
quires a two-thirds vote to ,repeal a 
bylaw, but as a matter of fact, a- ma­
jority vote will do the trick. City 
councils are in the same class as most 
other legislative bodies, and as a law 
may be repealed by a majority vote in 
the Federal Parliament or in any Pro­
vincial Legislature, so a majority vote 
will repeal any law enacted by a city 
council. And it is altogether likely a 

imajority vote will be found to exist 
when the Kiner street matter comes up 
again before the city fathers.

In this case, it will be necessary to 
initiate the pavement, and any King 
street resident who may feel disposed 
to do so has. it within his power to pe­
tition against the work and a sufficient 
-lumber of petitioners against the work 
will throw it out. And again, as has 
been proven in the past, it is within 
the powers of a citizen to carry the 
matter into court upon one pretext or 
another, and delay the laying of the 
pavement indefinitely. It is said that 
those who are opposed to California 
asphalt, and who are wedded to Trin­
idad will circulate a petition calling 
upon the city to lay a macadam road­
way similar to that laid upon Welling­
ton street and Albert street, out of the 
general funds: As regards Albert street, 
however. Engineer Graydon says, the 
macadam roadway was laid there upon 
the property owners’ of the street of­
fering to pay for the building of the 
artificial stone curb and gutter.

the Good.

On motion of Messrs. Trebilcock and 
Shore a recommendation was made 
from the grounds and buildings com­
mittee to grant Supt. Brown a bonus 
of $100. This was referred to the 
finance committee with power, the 
board being unanimous. The mover 
and seconder made complimentary re­
marks about the work Mr. Brown had 
done for the fair, and the latter thank­
ed them for their action.

Mr. Gammage said he would be at 
the Leamington meeting of the Ontario 
Fruit Growers' Association next week, 
and offered to make an effort to have 
the Government establish an experi­
mental station at the Western Fair 
next year, similar to that at Leam- 
ington. It was decided that it would 
be a good thing for the Western Fair 
if this could be arranged, and the 
board asked Mr. Gammage to use his 
influence in the direction nameq.

City Park Commissioner Pearce was 
heard in reference to a proposal on 
which he and Supt. Brown had been 
consulting—namely, plowing up a plot 
of ground within the race track, about 
40 by 300 feet, for a trial for cereals 
and grasses. He said the seed would 
be supplied by the Ontario Govern-! 
ment, as well as lecturers at the time 
of the fair, and the whole cost would 
not be more than $50 or $60. He showed 
some photographs of the trial grounds 
at Whitby.

Mr. Shore saw in the scheme an at­
traction for the people in the mornings 
of the fair, but Mr. McCormick pre­
dicted trouble from those judging 
horses. The ground would give the 
people an excuse for coming in where 
they were not wanted. If his idea of 
judging on the track in front of the 
grand stand all day were put into ef­
fect, then the plan was feasible, but 
otherwise there was no room.

Mr. Gammage made the motion to 
agree to the park commissioner’s pro­
posals. He was supported by Messrs. 
Shore and Scatcherd. The motion was 
opposed by Messrs. McCormick, Pringle 
and Trebilcock, and the chairman voted 
for the motion, the other members of 
the board having left the room earlier.

A committee consisting of Messrs. 
Gammage, Trebilcock and Brown was 
appointed to fix the location of the 
plot. It was suggested that Mr. Me- 
Cormick be added to the committee, 
but he refused to be a party to the 
scheme, and claimed that the meeting, 
being a minority one, had no right to 
put such a thing through.

Many things are to be 
found here, not to be had 
at any other store in the 
city, being the sole agents 
for a great many novelties.

It was a minority gathering of the 
Western Fair directors that assembled 
yesterday afternoon in the offices of the 
association. Of the several questions 
that came before the board, there was 
one which may be again brought up 
at the next meeting and disposed of 
in a different way. It related to the 
use of some ground inside the ring for 
experimental purposes, as proposed by 
Park Commissioner Pearce. The board 
decided to follow out the recommenda­
tions of Mr. Pearce, but the vote was 
very close, and as the meeting was a 
minority one, the decision may be later 
reversed.

When the meeting was called to 
order at 2:30 o’clock, there were pres­
ent Col. Little, in the chair, Messrs. 
Pringle, Gammage, McCormick, Shore. 
Moore, Scatcherd and Trebilcock, Sec­
retary Nelles and Superintendent 
Brown.

A lengthy letter from J. W. Stein- 
hoff. of Stratford, was read. Mr. Stein- 
hoff has been judge in the butter and 
cheese departments for the past two 
years, and he said he wished to draw 
attention to some defects in the fair, 
the chief of which he said was the 
absence of a proper dairy building. He 
went on to show what kind of a build­
ing was desired, and how a properly- 
constructed one was the only remedy 
for the defects' in regard to the ex­
hibition of cheese and butter. A com­
mittee consisting of Col. Little, G. M. 
Reid, Supt. Brown and the president. 
Col. Gartshore, was appointed to con­
sider the matter of getting a grant 
from the Ontario Government for the 
purpose.

A communication from W. D. Flett 
& Son, of Millgrove, asking for more 
prize money in the swine department, 
was referred to the new board.
