.SHORTAGE IX CIVIC FUNDS.

Two eases of discrepancies in the accounts of trusted civic
employees have just been reported, one in Ontario, the other in 
New Brunswick.

Henry Alletter, for many years town clerk and treasurer of 
Berlin, Ont., was suspended, owing to a shortage of $800 re­

Th -y trust to extraordinary cue in selec­
tion, in repeated filtering through carded 
cotton, and in the absolute clean Hess with 
which every operation is carried on, even 
to the thorough cleansing of the bottles 
p.nd corks, for the excellence of their pro- 19 
ducts. As the product of each grower is 
not very large, the packers blend the dif­
fer ent oils, aiming to keep the quality 
about the same, the result being a 
smooth, palatable article. Properly treat- 
ed kept in an evenly cool temperature, a 
good olive oil will keep for titre? years 
without perceptible change.—Exchange

OLIVE OIL.

The making of olive oil is quite a simple 

process, hut one calling for the exercise of 

the greatest care and cleanliness to pro­

duce the best results, writes Consul D. I. 
Murphy, from Bordeaux, France, 
fruit is first lightly pressed in stone mills, 
almost identical with those used in an­
cient times Indeed, French oil makers 
attribute much of their success to the 
continued use of these simple, old-time 
contrivances.

Tim re-ult of the first pressing is the 
Virgin oil of premier quality. A second 
operation, wit li added pressure, hut still 
not enough to crush the pit of the olive, 
produces an excellent oil of second qual­
ity. A third o|>erntion. with strung pres­
sure of the mill, crushes the fruit and the 
pit-s of the olives and results in oil of 
third quality.

The residuum of th -so operations is 
boiled in water, tli • oil. being skimmed 
from the surface. This gives a still lower 
quality of olive oil. which sells, of course, 
at a lower price than the others. What re­
mains after all these pro esses is general­
ly allowed to ferment, the resulting oil 
being used for lubricating purposes and 
for soap making. Sometimes, however, 
the mass of pulp, instead of b dug allowed 
to ferment, is pressed into cukes and used 
for food for rattle, when ordinary fodder 
is scarce or high priced.

A great part of the oil prodm-erl along 
the French Mvd'.t: rranran coast is pur­
chased hv Bordeaux packers, the growers 
subjecting it to a single filtering process. 
One large house here generally buys all 
the "it produc'd on the lvgher slopes of 
the hills, their only compet tors being a 
few English rancor a manufacturing h:gh- 
class pomades and hair oils

When tin1 oil is brought to Bordeaux it 
is very thick and gummy The packers, 
after testing and class tying it. store it in 
large vats, some of which arc lined with 
enameled brick. After settling for seme
