Eastern Scenes and Stories for
the Young.

The Bay of Bengal is one of the largest
estuaries in (ke world. [is vast expanse is
studded with islands clothed in all the var-
jed luxuriance of tropical vegetation. Some
of them are inhabited wkile many remain
without the pressure of human foot fali upon
the virgin soil. A group known as the An-
damans has recently acqdired distinction
from the fact that they have been se-
lected by Goverment as a Penal settle-
ment for such of the Sepoys forming the
late Native Bengal Army as were proved to
have revolted but had abstained from shed
ding blood. Oune of the uninbabited islands of
this group, situated on the eastern side of the
bay,-and distant only about 70 or 80 miles
from the Burmese coest was a short tie
ago the scene of a terrible crime, followed
by consequences of so remarkable and retri-
butive a character as-to deserve to be recor-
ded. Tbe principal particolars stripped of
the redundance ol legai phraeology are de-
rived from the charge ot the Chiet Judge of
the Supreme Court in Caleutta directed to
tbe Grand Jury before whom elaven per-
sons, natives of Buarmah, were tried on the
capital accusation of murder, and are as fol-
Jows :—Two coasting vessels were dispatcn-
ed from the main land, to the group of is-
lands referred to, for the purpose of obtain-
ing cargoes of cocoa nuts, such being much
in use in the east for the sake of the oil they
yield when crushed. Both boats made for
the same island, and for a time the work
went on peaceably and pleasanily. Sudden-
ly, however, the crew of one of the boats
attacked the otlers, whe, taken by the on-
expected treachery, were unable to resist the
onslavght.  Several of the men were at
once killed, others fell mortally wounded,
while three of their number betook them-
selves to the water, hoping by some means
to escape the savage fury of the cowardly
assassine, 'Two of these being but indiffer-
ent swimmers, and suffering from excitement
and terror soon found themselves overcome
by the peril of their position ; they therefore
struck in for the shore. in the vaiz hope ol
either landing unobserved or if noticed, be-
ing epared. Their movements were observ-
ed, aod wo sooner did they reach the beach
than they met the same fate as their friends
at the hands of the merciless villians whose
work of destruction and blood was known
now to only one surviving buman witness
and be already they concluded was as good
dead, as the distance from the nearest point

on the main land was, they supposed, an ef-
fectual barrier to his escape in that direction
and they scarcely thought he would attempt
to +lude their vigilauce by returning to the
jshore.

With
anxious and thrilling interest the man
waiched the result of the course adopted by
his two companions ; be saw them strug-
gling with the chafing billows for a while,
and then, as if impelled by the instinct of
bope, turn their faces once more towards the
inhospitable shore ; he saw them gradually
grow wenker and weaker as they neared the
land, until, just as they reached it, they seem-
ed incapable of further effurt for their safety
from sheer'exbaustion, and then he saw them
felled to the earth by the ruthless crew still
unsated with blood. Judging that he should
fare no better were he to put himself in the
power of the party now in undisputed posses-
sion of the island, and of both boats, he
boldly swam out until his motions could not
be seen from the shore.

Having fin-
ished his :imple and scanty arrangements he
stepped into the tiny shell and without either
chart or compass to guide him in his course
stood boldly out to sea. For eighteen dis-

That insignificant speck upon the wide waste
of waters wag the object of Providential
care, and He whom still the winds and
waves obey had given charge concerning it,
and

At the end of the time mentioned the man
saw, or thought he saw a sail rising in the
horizon. He strained bis weary weeping
eyes—weary with long continued vigils —
weeping from the sinking feebleness of worn
out and exhausted nature. He fixed bis
eye steadily and gazed sgain. He was un-
wiiling to doubt and afraid to believe. [Ile
had been mistaken before—he might be
again. Disappointment bad so often suc-
ceeded expectation as to make him cautious,
if not distrustful pow—yet eagerly he gazed
and marked with growing confidence und
joy the bolder, broader, fuller outline of a
ship that gradually bulked in ample and well
defined proportions before his enraptured
vision, until at {length his misgivings were
dispelled and he wept again, but his tears
were now the token of his gladness and his
gratitude.

PRAYER AND REFLECTION,

An hour of solitade passed in sincere and
earnest prayer, or the conflict with and con-
quests over a single passion or “ subtle bosom
sin,” will teach us more of thought, will more
eflectually awaken the faculty, and form the
habit of reflection, than a year’s study in
the school without them.

A reflecting mind is not a flower that
grows wild, or comes up of its own accord.
The difficulty 18 indeed greater than many
who mistake quick reeollection for thought,
are disposed to admit; but how much les-
than it would be, bad we not been birn and
bred in a Christian #nd Protestant land,
very few of us are sufficiently aware. Truly
may we, and thankfully ought we, to exclaim
with the Psalmist, *“ T'he entragce of thy
word giveth light—giveth understanding
even to the simple.”—Coleridge.

The Late Dr. Alexander’'s Love
of Study.

Such was the late Dr. J. A. Alexander’s
love of study, when a child, and his ability
to acquire knowledge, without assistance,
that he was to & great extent, self-educated.
At twelve years of age, finding an Arabic
grammar in his father’s library, he commenc-
ed studying it, and when fourteen years of
age, had so mastered the language that he
read tbe Koran through, in the original.—
He then proceeded with other languages,
(tbe Persian, Greek, and Latin,) in the or-
dinary course of study,and was well acquain-
ted with Hebrew before he entered the sem-
inary as a student. From Hebrew he pro-
ceeded to Syriac, Chaldee, »nd the cognate
tongues. Tle acquisition of the modern
languages of Eutppe were mere play to him.
All of them in which there were any treas-
ures of literature—the W¥rench, Spanish,
Italian, Germao,& c.—he was master of. He
was not, bowever, a mere linguist or poly-
glot, but a philosophical philologian. His
principal interest in all this variety of lan-
guages was the literature contained in them.
For stores of knowledge, beiles lettres, his-
torical and antiqoarian, he i said by compe-
tent judges, who knew him well, to bave no
superior. He possessed most extraordinary
intellectual gifts, a wonderful tenacity of
memory for words and things,a comprehen-
siveness of mind, and was equally distio-
guished for power, and vigour and fertility
of imagination. He preached discourses
magnificent for imagery aod diction, eviac-
ing in them, as he did also in bis ordinary
conversation, his mastery over his own
tongue, always using the right words in the
proper place.—Dr. Hodge, no mean judge,
it will be allowed, sad ia the hearing of the
writer, that he never, 1o Europe or America,
met with a maan superior to Dr. Alexander
in variety of combination of powers and ex-
tent of learning.

Humility One Sign of Greatness.

I believe the first test of a truly great
man is bis bumility. 1 do not mean by bu-
mibhty doubt of his own power, or hesita-
tion in speaking bis opinion ; bat a right
understanding ot the relations between what
be can do and say, and the rest of the world’s
sayings and doings  All great man not only
know their business, but know usoaily that
they know it ; and are pot only right in their
main opinions, but they usually know that
they are right in them; only thry do not
thiok much of themselves on that account
Arnolfo kuows that he can build a good dome
at Florence ; Albert Durer write: caimly ro
one who bad found fault with bis work, “ It
cannot be better done;” Sir Isaac Newton
knows that he has worked out a problem or
two that would have puzzled any oue else;
only they do not expect their fellow-men,
therefore, to fall down and worsbip them ;
they bave a curious under sense of power-
lessness, feeling that the greainess 1s not 17
them, but through them ; that they could not
do or be anything else than God made them.
And they see sowething Divine and God-
made in every other man they meet, and are
endlessly, foolishly, incredibly merciful.—
The slightest manifestation of jealousy or
self-complacency is enough to mark a second
rate character of the intellect.— Ruskin.

EThe truly mighty men of history were
made such more by indusiry than by genius.
Let the lesson be well learned by the young.
There have been great men who were not
able men—fictitious)y great ; their greainess
arising more from their fortunate circum.
stances than from themselves; but the iruly
great have generally been the “labouring
ciasses ” of their respective departments,
genuine workmen. The young man who
| does not feel strongly within him the dis.
| position to work, may eotertain no high am-
bition for usefulness or eminence.

Dr. Samuel Clark said the old adage of
|* o many irons in the fire conveys an
| abominable old lie; have all in, shovel,
[torgs, and poker.” It is not so much the
multiplicity of employments, as the want of
system in them, that disturbs and injures
both the work and workman. Wesley did
everything by system, and how much did he
achieve 7 _He travelled about five thousand
miles a year, preached about three times a
day, beginning at five o’clock in the morning,
and Lis publisbed works amount to about
two hundred volumes. Asbury travelled
about +ix thousand miles a year, and preach-
ed incessantly.

Coke crossed the Atlantic thirteen times,
pre.ched, wrote, travelled, established mis
sions, begged from door to door for them,
and labored for them as if, like the Apostles,
be wonld “ turn the world upside down.” —
At nearly seventy years of age he started
to Christianize India! Baxter, with nu-
merous and grievous diseases, wrote a sur-
prising number of books, practised physic,
and, as he took no fees, was oppressed with
patients; spent two days a week in cate-
chetical instruction, and, besides special ser-
mons and several regular evening services,
preached three times a week. Calvin, 1or-
tured by gout, stranguary, stone, catarrh,
aod other infirmities, acted, while in Gene-
va, as pastor and professor, wrote pine folio
volumes, with profound thonght, correspond-
ed with all parts of the continent, every
oter day lectured, and every other week
preached duily. He states, in one of his let-
ters, the work of one¢ day while at Siras-
burgh. It consists of a sermon, a lectare,
the correction of twenty sheets of manu-
script, four letters, besides offices of advice
and reconciliation in more than a dozen
cases. “ Luther was one of the most exten-
sive writers of his age. He maintained an
immense correspondence, the published part
filling numerous volumes, lectured regularly
before the university, preached nearly every
day, bore the chief borden of the churches,
fought emperor, pope, and council, lived coo-
stantly in the agitation of controversy, and
yet found leisare for the enjoyment of do-
mestic life, and the recreations of music and
poetry Nearly all these wonderfal men
were also oppressed with poverty. Wesley
left not more than ten pounds for his funer-
al expenses ; Baxter received sixty pounds
a year; Lalvin sold his books to pay his
rent ; and Luther had to beg a coat of the
elector.

“ Labour conquers all thiogs,” was a
maxim worthy of the nation which conquer-
ed the world. It is the testimony of almost
ali literary biography, that intellectual great-
ness is most commonly found, at first, in ob-
scarity and poverty. In the higher walks
of life, where the pleasures and honours of
opulerce pamper the sensuality and flatter
the vanity of the mind, it is seldom capable
of those high aspirations which lead to in-
tellectual eminence—while in poverty and
obscurity it is dependent upon its own re-
sources. It must remain asobonoured, or
rise by the might of its own energy. It ac-
quires in such circumstances one quality, at
least, which lies at the foundation of all
true greatness of mind, a noble sense of self-
dependence. .

Nearly all the great names, conspicuous
on the catalogue of renown, are proofs of the
success of mind contending with difficulties.

Metatasios, a friendiess boy, singing verses
in the streets, became one of the greatest an-
thors in ltalian literature. Gifford, the
cabin boy, was one of the most powerful
writers of his age. Epictetus, the moralist,
was born a slave, but became the boast of
the sto'cal set of philosophers, and the inti-
mate friend of the best emperors of Rome.
Furguson was a shepherd’s boy, but raised
himself to the honour of the first astrono-
mer of his age, at whose lectures royalty it-
self listened with - delight. Murray was a
shepberd’s boy, but he became one of the
first instructors of mankind.

Brown, the author of the Commentary,
Concordance, and Bible Dictionary, was
likewise a shepherd’s boy. Terence was an
African slavé, but raised himself to such an
elevation that the haughty consuls of Rome
courted his society. Franklin, the printer,
became one the first men of his age. Sir
Humphrey Davy, the son of a woodcarver,
ard the apprentice of an apothecary, became
the first chemist of his times. Columbus,
the sailor, left a new world for his memorial.
Roger Sherman, the statesman of the Ame-
rican R volution, was a shoemaker. Her-
schel, the great astronomer, was a British
soldier in Nova Scotia, he commenced the
study of astronomy while watching on the
sentry post at pight, and has fixed his name
among the orbs. Samuel Lee was a car-
penter, but became a professor of Hebrew
in €ambridge University, Eogland. Adam
Clarke was the son of a country schoolmas-
ter, but rose to be one of the first Biblical
scholars of modern times. Robert Hall was
the son of a poor dissenting minister ; he be-
came one of the most splendid orators of the
British pulpit, and one of the best writers of
the English language. Cuvier, the greatest
of modern paturalists, was the son of a pen-
sicned soldier, and a charity scholar at col-
lege. Prideavx, the author of the ¢ Con-
pections,” and bishop of Worcester, could.not
be kept at echool by his poor parents, lon-
ger than to learn to read and write, and he
obtained the rest of his education by walk-
ing to Oxford and obtaining employment in
the kitchen of Exeter College.

Nearly the whole list of worthies on the
record of literary fame were thus diamonds
tound in the mire—pearls brought up from
the depth of obscurity—men who, but for
their own energy, would bave passed away,
with the mass of mankind, “ little and un-
known.”

The most essential requisite for the pur-
suit of knowledge, under such circumstances,
is unyielding determination. This is of such
great importance, as almost to make up for
deficiency in any other respect. It is truly

what this pobie quality bas
accomplished. Tae hustory ot literature
is full of its miracles. lo cases where or-
dinary iotellects would quail in despar,
minds nerved with this high energy of pur-
pose bave seemed only to gather new
strength, bave wrought themseives into a
kind of omnipoiency which has swe pt away
the most appalling difficuliics, and cnabled
them to trample into the dust the most for-
midable obstacles. It is even, in many
cases, prefersble to genius. Genius is mor-
bid, erratic, burning too often in fitful gleams,
or with too intense ardor, so as to consume
| itself, It is brilliant like a meteor, but has
uo fixed laws to keep it steady. Genius
frequently leads to disregard of means of
| improvement, and thereby disappoints its
own hopes. Bat an ordinary mind, strength-
ened with this lofty resolve, is regular in its
progress ; it may be slow, bat it 1s sure. It
does not rush onward breathless and wild,
like a frantic maniac, but moves with majes.
tic calmness, stepping always on sure posi-
tion, and surveying the way as it goes.

Genius is fit for extra circumstances only ;
a determined though ordinary mind is com-
mon place. It 18 practical, and can handle
common things. Genius is like the precious
gold ore, which is adapted to shine, a pretty
thing, an ornament for the finger or ear, or

or the nice workmanship of a watch; a
common mind nerved with resolution is Iike
the ruder but more usefal ore of iron, fit
alike for a steam engine, an artillery piece
to burl its blazing thunder, or a gleaming
sword. Geniwus is a fragile flower which
blooms beautifully and fades easily ; a prac-
tical but determined mind can grow up in a
storm like the oak, spread its hmbs to bat-
tle with the winds, and though it may be
shorn of its * leafy honours " by the wintry
blast, yet its roots are deep in the earth, its
branches strong, and when the summer re-
turns it thrives as vigorously as ever.

I have met somewhere with a noble pas-
sage on the subject; it is evidently the
opinion of a master mind; ‘* More is to be
expected from laborious mediocrity than from
erratic cfforts of 2 wayward genius. Demos.
thenes elaborated sentence alter sentence,
and Newton rose to the beavens by the steps
of geometry, and said, at the close of his ca-
reer, that it was only in the babit of patient
thinking be was conscious of differing from
other men It is generally thought that
men are signalized more by talent than by
industry ; it is felt to be a valgariziny of ge-
nius to attribute it to anything but direct in-
gpiration from Heaven ; they overlook thé
steady and persev._ring devotion of mind 10
one subject. There are higher and lower
walks in schiolarship, bat the highest is a
walk of labor. We are often led into a con-
trary opinion by looking at the msgpitade
of the object in its finished staie, such as the
¢ Priucipia’ of Newton, and the pyramids of
Egypt, without reflecting on the gradual con-
tinuous, | bad almost said creeping progress
by which they grew inio cbj=cts of the great-
est maguificence in the literary and physic~1
world. In the one case, indecd, we may
fancy the chisel which wrought each succes-
sive stone, but in the other we cannot trace
the process by which the philosopher was
raised from one landing-place to another, till
be soared to his towering elevation ; it seems
as if the work was produced at the bidding
of a magician. But Newton has left as a
legacy the assurance that be did not attain
his elevation by a heaven-born inspiration,
out of the reach of many, but by dint of a
homely virtue within the reach of all.”

Reader, art thou a young man struggling
against difficulties for improvement and use-
fulness? Hold up, then, bravely, thy head,
when the sarge rolls over thee. Koowest
thou not that the energy which works with-
in thee is the measure of thy capability ;

bed of pain. The passive virtues are un-
dervalued by the ignorant, the thoughtiess,
the worldly-minded ; but in the sight of
God they are of great price.

This invalid denied herselt persistently
what most sutierers deem a great slleviation
—that is, the privilege of talking about
themselves, their symptoms, and sufferings,
and hopes and fears. [We have known an
equal sufferer who never would prolong the
conversation about hersélf one moment |on-
ger than courtesy required. Equally worthy
of notice is the fine Christian trait which
made her 80 solicitous, amid her own griefs,
for the comfort and bappiness of others. It
is such quiet, continuous, heavenly virtues,
which above all things elde demonstrate the
supernatural grace in which they have their
root.

“ I never saw a more perfect instance of
the spirit of power, love, and sound mind ;
intense love, almost to the annibilation of
selfishness ; a daily martyrdom for twenty
years, during which she adhered to her early-

The.President of the British Conference
gaid at the Breakfast Meeting in aid of the
Clica Mission, held in Loodon in May last,
that the Missions of the Wesleyan Society
had been, in too many ins'ances, insular and
coasting. They bhad established stations in
some of the smaller islands of the world,
and on the coasis of the vast continents;
but they bad not succeeded in penetrating
to any very considerable extent among the
great masses of mwaokiod ; the millions of
tbose who were lying in wickedness. We
view it ratber as the ground for grateful re-
cognition of the Providence of God, than as
a subject of any regret, that so much atten-

tion has been bestowed by the Socigly upon !

Truly, the Sabuath was the gitt of God.
Chioa was a Sabbaib-less land, wholly given
to ‘idolatry. Tbey were a well-informed
peop'e ; but it was easier to find a god than
a man. Mr. Olipbant bad told them of one
wsiand filty-one miles round, with sixty idol |
temples upon it. He (Mr. O:boro) imagin-
ed that there were no: less than 500 million
talse gods in China. It was said that each
individual spent a dollar a year upon idols ;
acd, il 8o, they must spend eighty millious
anuoally upon idolatry. They were to go
cot ouly to those which needed them, but to
those who needed them most; and he
thought there was a special necessitousness
in the case of China. It was not a de-
moniac with seven devils; but a demoniac
with a legion of devils. The language of
the demoniac to Cbrist had long been the
language of China to the Western Church :
“ What bave I to do with thee ?” Tbe lun-
atic frequently fancied himself a king; but
that only showed the necessity of subjecting
bim to a course of treatment which should
reduce his estimaie of bimself. China fac-
cied itself rich without God ; and that was
a loud call to Christians to go there and
preach the Gospel. The ¢* fulness of time ”
was come; and China was crying to Bible
lands, “ Come over and help us.” Confu-
cianism, and Paganism, and Buddbism bad
bad their day ; they had beld the sway over
the pecple for centuries, and what profit had
they reaped ? Micerable counterfeits were
they all; ¢ broken reeds’ were they all;
Ichabod was upon them all. Creeds which
were opposed 10 God were never true friends
to man. What bad all these creeds done for
China? They bad made it a big, bloated
ewbodiment of petrifying selfisbness. The
vermilion pencil bad written many swelling
words ; they had given themselves flattering
titles ; but they had no love for their neigh-
bours ; no pity for other lands ; no desire to
bless or elevate other people. They bad
vaonted themselves up to beaven in conceit
and self sutficiency, and 1solated themseives
from bumanity to the damage of ail their
interests, and now, the worshippers of gra-
ven idols, they were confounded, and in the
fuluess of therr sufficiency they were estran-
ged. The far country was stricken by a
wighty famine ; all' its civilising energies
were found wantiog ; the bed was sho.ter
iban a maan could stretch vpon ; the empire
which bad scorned ibe pretensions of all
others 1o an equality with itself, bad felt the
band of God koocking at its gates ; and those
gates bad rolled back crusted with ihe ruat
of centuries.”

We now return to the Report to see how
our mission work stands in China, and what
results have flowed from the laboars of our
missionaries. I'he number of Methodists
now in China is ““a pumber ballowed iu
the bistory of the €burch of Christ,” the
oumber chosen by the Redeemer of the world
and sent forth by him to propagate his Di-
vine religion throughout the globe. Regard-
ing the results of the year’s labour the Dis-
trict ministers report an increase of five fall
members, with fire more on trial. Although
this is a small increase, Mr. Piercy says that
the missionaries feel a high degree of confi-
dence in the quality of the converts. The
following is the record of the District Meet-
ing upon this point: “ We have great joy
in recording tha: the general conduct of our
Chinese members bas been in accordance
with tke Goepel, and we believe they are
steadily advancing in the knowledge and
love of our Lord Jesus Christ ; whilst three
of them bave cheered us by their marked
geal for the salvation of their country-men.”

The Report further informs us that a very
gratifying state of things bas this year ex-
isted among the English soldiers in Canton,
several of whom have been brought to the
saving knowledge of the truth. This gra.
cious revival has been extended to the native
members also.

Four Day-schools have been opened dur-
ing the year, one of which is for girls. Two
of the Boys' Schools were commenced 10
February, the Girls’ School in Mareh, and
the third Boys’, which owes its origin to the
liberality of the picus soldiers, in September.
The total pumber of children in these schools
i3 138, of whom only nige are from Chris-
tian families. The course of instruction
includes the Gospel history, and the First
Conference Catechism, together with the
' Circle of Knowiedze, (first grade,) and a
Compendium of Geography, and sundry
pecessary Chinese books. The Bible les-
cons are given by Mr, Piercy, and one of the

All, with one exception, live in the neigh-
bourbood, and their fumilies are more or less
known to Mra. Piercy, who bas often invited
their mothers to the Sabbath services, and
has been pleased to see many of them pre-
sent. This is & resalt of the Girls’ School
which will be likely to increase as time ad-
vances, and the growing influence of the
Missionary's wife is more and more exerted
for good. Thbe books used are the same as
in the Boys’ School, and tbe course ol in-
siruction similar, sewin, embroidery
being added. The whole of the religious
instruction bas been given by Mrs. Piercy,

Letter from Syria
CIVIL WAR—BIXTY VILLAGES BURNED —MAS-

SACRE CF MEN, WOMFN AND CHILDREN.

BeYrouT, Syria, June 6'h, 1560.—Syria is
now the scene of cne of the most saonguinary
conflic!s ever enacted in this land, which bas
ever becn the baitle field of the Old World—
and Mount Lebacon is now one vast fareral
pile

Druses ard Christians numberin; bundreds of
thousands, are now engaged in wholesale mur-
der, arson and pillage, in which fiendish work
they are aided by Turke, Moslens Arabs, and
the people known as the Metwalie<,

From my wiodow last weck I counted trom
twenty to thirty burning viliages u, on the moun-
ain a few miles {fom Bejrout, whence the flash
of musketery may easily be seen. azd fBe volleys
beard one af'er another in rap:d succession, as
they echo through the valleys. The dying and
the dead are brought deily into the town in large
numbers, and the widows and orphans may be

brutaily murdered, while the Druses who are

sisted by tbe Turks, Moslems, and Metewalies,
and up to this time have proved successul.

The bloody war wbich is waged os botb s:des
as a war of ex'vrm’'naticn has its origic in relig-
ious and political causes. Toe Christians and
Druses bat= each other with a dead!y batred on
account of the difterence in their religious faith;

batred, becanse the Druses are ina great many
of the wountain Christian districts, feadal chiefs
and rulers over the Christian or Maronite and
Greek Catbolic villages. Tbe more immediate
causes of the war may be traced to the bloody
feuds existing between Druses and Christian
tribes. Last summer at Bair Marri a quanicl
arose which threatened to precipitate a war in
which the Maronite Christians were vic'orious,
baving repu'sed the Druees, kiliing forty or more,
while their own o3 was .ess than one third of
their number. Although peace was then declar-
ed. the Druses have since assassinated every
Chbristian who came in their way, with an evi-
dent determination to make the nuubver of the
Maronite loss equal to the Druses. This aroused
the Christians, and so exasperated them that
they made an attack upon several Druse villages,
At firs! they were successful, but relying upon
that numbers, they neglected to appoint leaders
orto form any plan for the campaign; conse-
quently the Druses rallied under their warrior
chiefs, and burned every Maronite and Greek
Cbristian village within their reach. Tke pro-
vincial authorities ponounced tbe nvading par-
ty—the Christians—to be rebels, and the Gov
ernor General proceeded with all his available
lorce to the mountains, and brought his cannon
to bear upon the Chbristians, checking them at
every turn, while the Druses, aided by the sol-
diery, carried on their work of pillage and mur-
der in a manner shameful to a North American
Indian

Denounced as traitors and rebels, their homes
baviog been burned, their crops destroyed, and
in some cases tbeir families butchered, the Chris-
tians are rallying for the forlorn hope ; for they
feel, that the Druses thus aided, wiil exterminate
‘hem. This bowever, will not be any easy mat-
ter, as the Maronite Greeks and Greek Catho
lics number about two hundred and fiity trous
and, and if,as they bope and daily expect, the
Earopean Powers wiil come to their aid, they
may rot only be saved, bat greatly improve their
condition, by being placed under the rule of a
European prince who may be placed over the
Government of Syria.

The American Missionaries in Mount Leban-
on have been greatly cxposed, but as ye: have
suffered only by the want of provisions.

Oan the breaking out of the war, Mr. Cousul !
Johuson sent guards for their protection, and in
some cares provisions Some of the families of
the m's-ion bave come down to Beyrout urder

are daily expected. No personal danger fo the
Americans in Mount Lebanon is apprebended, as
tbey are well known and well protected. but their
work is stopped by the war, their bouses become
asylums for the wounded and the fearful; in
fact they are crowded out by the people who
seek their protection; for, wherever the Ameri-
can flag is seen waving on the housetop the peo-
ple flock in great numbers for admision.

The bumanity shown by the Awericans in !
Beyrout to the wounded, the bon:less and the
starviog refugees {rom the moantains, will long
be remembered bv the natives of the country,

The American Mission premises are crowded
day and night by women and children crying
for bread, which they receive with comfor: and
consolation from the American missionaries,

Oae of tne largest of the -Christian towns,
Deirel Kenir, is now in a btute cf siege, aud
great sufering is produced by the want of pro-
visions,

Since writing the above news bas been re.
ceived that Deirel Kenir is a Turkish town and
s garrisoned by [urkish troops—unlike the
otber Caristian towns, which are governed either
by Christians or Druse feudal cLiefs—and in-
dicates that the Turks are determined to crush
the Christian power in Mount Lebanon, In
tbas attacking a Turkish town, the Droses be-
come rebels, but the Governor.General forgets
his assumed consistency, and allowed the D-uses
te burn a large pértion of the place before be
interfered,

Information has aleo been received this eve-
ning that the Christians in the north of Leban-
on are rallying, and have repulsed the Drases
with great slaughter, This yet requires confir-
mation, as it is generally believed tbat the
Christians bave become disbeartened by the
union of the Turks with the Druscs, and are
giving up their arms.

In bas been estimated at the British Consu-
late that about sixty villages have been burned.
It is believed that the European Powers will
not iatcriere in bebalf of the Cbristians in Sy-
ria, and relieve them from the Tuikish yoke,

New Theological Controversy.

Tbe Englich Correspondent of the Nurik

A new theological controversy is exciting no
small degrec of attention in this country, occa-
s'oncd by the publication of a voluwe of sermane
Ly :be Rev. J Baldwia Brown, a London lade-
pendest min:ster ; one, oo, that is Lkely to have
important bearings and issues.

The Retentive Power
Mind.

The power of the hamao memory is litiie
short of miraculous, when we coasider, in
the aggregaie, the infinity of things it can
be made to retain. Everybody wouid shrink
from the task set before him if he were to
see in one great sum the things which he
finds easily enough learned in detail” We
think it much for a pupil in some foreign
language to learn, in three or four years, to
traoslate into it his own thoughts, afier they
have taken form in his own tongue.—But
the boy of five, who came 10 us without a
language, very readily thinks in Eaglish,
and speaks his thoughts with fluency, though
English must be as foreign to him as French
or Gérman, either of which, by a change of
place, he would bhave acquired just as
promptly. A consiant accumulation of
little by littie makes a samn that at length
feems incredible. An average intelligence
among the unreading peassotry of the old
world uses not to exceed two hundred words,
and one makes very glib conversation with
this scant vocabulary. But with a good
Eoglish education his two hundred words
may become two hundred thousand, and he
would not feel any sense of fulness, any
pressure on the brain for all the dry vocables
stowed away there. With increased facility
he can go on accumulatiog words from ail
the Babel tongues,--growing in capacity
with every addition to the sum of his re-
quirements,—till he may sctually carry a
vocabulary of a million words and find no
greater sense of plethora thao when his
little store seemed sufficient, with its two
hundred words.

The physical sciences present 1o the eye
and mind millions of new objects, endless
combinatious, an iofinity of minute re-
semblances, and differences, by which they
are 1o be grasped in their individuality;
and yet the scientific man, will hold them
sil without a feeling of weight, thouga-no
might, at first, be overwhelmed at the mcre
contemplation of their multitude

And who, think you, would soonest
master 2 budget of new facts, with a thou-
sand new images, dependencies and rela-
tions, the man of many facts, or the man
whose brain is free from such burdens’
The unanimous voice of the world would
verify our declaration, thst the more the
mind bas alresdy in store, the more and
eazier it can take in the new abundance.

There is no daoger of overiasking the

right principies, and the expausion of the
mind goes oo by natural growth. Stuffio

is fatal 10 brain as to stomsch. There
muet be actual assimiiation before accumuia-
tion giwves wealib. Repeution makes
familiar what at first sight was foreign -nd
strange to us. Bat just theo, while it is
novel, a thing produces the strongest im-
pressicn upou the mind, and then most of
all ‘our view of it should, if possible, be
accurate and clear. Ubcertain images con-
fuse and weary ue, and a mulutade of ob-
jects finely discriminated, are more easily
retained in the memory than a few vague
and misty outlines,

To one accusiomed to see with precision,
repetition 18 scarcely needed (v correct an
impression, but is useful only 10 complete
it. The boy of two year’s growth learns
language not by holding at once all that is
said to him, but by a distinet notion of the
leading word, the subject matier of dis-
course, while repetition fills up the void
and ealarges the knowledge. In studying
a new science we succeed best as the child
does in taking one fact, one phrase at a
time, and by the constant recurrence of the
principle in new facts and features, become
familiar with it as a law and guide for furure
explorations. Brains were never yet
siraived by the .amount of lesrning, but by
the jumbling of things half learned.

Weather Wisdom.

It is exceedingly ivterestiig to remark
| that the old sayings of our wesiher wise ap-
cesiors, and their short mexime, founded
on the sppearsnce of the heavens, sre rec-
ogoized as souvnd by modern science. All
| the philosophy of the age fails to explamn
tirese phenomena setisfaciorily, but the rales
they have suggested are pevertheless true
The colours of the sky at perticular times
offord wenderlully geod guidance. Not
only dnes a rosy suueet presage fine weather,
and a ruddy suorise bad weather, a5 eve-
ry ald recol'ec:s, but there are oiber tints
which speak wilh equal clesrness snd sccu-
racy. A bright yeliow sky in the evening
indicates wind ; a pale yellow, wet ; a peu-
treal gray colour constitutes 8 favoursble
s'gh in the evening, an unfavonrable one
\0 the morning. Tbhe clouds, again, are
{oll of mesmog in themseives. Il their
forms are soft, undefioed, and feathery, the
weather will be fine ; ii their edges are
bard, sharp, snd defivite, it will be foul
Gener |ly speaking, any deep unusual hues
betoken wind or 1ain, while the more quiet
and delicate tiots bespeak fair weather
These are simple maxims, snd ypet voi so
eimple but what 1he Board of Trade has
tbought fit 1o publish them for the use o
seafaring men.
thus within every man’s resch be combmned
with that derivable from good instruments,
we may say of British sailors, as Virgil
long ago said of l1alian farmers, that s storm
can never iake them unawares. The lae
gales, as a letter from Admiral Fuzroy ex-
plains, were distinetly foretold. Not oo'y
ibe storms (hemselves, but the quarters from
which they would proceed were plainly io-
dicated by the bsrometer and thermometer.
T'he fosmer of these iustruments was low on
both oceasions, but the latter was low be-
fore the gale of the 25th Oct., and high be-
fore that of the 3lst. The deduction from
this difference was, that the firet siorm
would come from a general northerly or
Polar direction, and the second from a
southeriy or Equatoral direction—as actu-
ally occurred. Agsin, when the indications
of bad westher are given a long time before-
hand, it may be concluded that the ga'e
will be of some daratiou ; when .they ap-
pear suddenly, aod at short notice the
storm will be short also. The result,
\herefore, of ali theee csleulstions, if they
are carefully, institnted, will be almost a
complete foreknowledge of the weather ®
and it is not 10 much to say, as a genersl
rule, that this can be obtained. It is re-
quisite, however, for such purposes to com-
bine together all the signs discernible—
those of the sky, those of the past and pre-
sent weather, snd those of the scientific in-
struments. Allowance must be made for
latitades. In south Iatitudes, the south
wind answers in its pature and operation
10 the north wind in north lstitudes, though
easterly or westerly winds remain unaffected
by ihe change of hemiepheres. Upon the
whole, the mo=t essential poigt is to correct
one clsss of indications by the other, and to
judge by the generel resuli. When this is
carefally done it is surprising how compre-
hensiveiy, and yei how accurately, prognos-
tications may be made.-- London Times

Five Minutes too Fast.

Some people are accusiomed to keep
their watches five or ten minutes oo fast,
especially wheo they depend upon the cars
for conveyance. * Your clock is oo fast,”
we said 10 a Bosion merchant. ¢ Yes,”
be replied, “ I go out every day, and 1
keep it a little fast that I may pot be be-
hind the cars.” We have thought of his
reply meny times since, and fially have
come to the conclusion that men who keep
their watches fiive minutes too fast are la-
boring under a strong elusion.

What does one of this class gain by it ?
He understands very well that his watch 1s
100 fast, so that if he needs five minutes
more at his counter with a cusiomer, he
will not hesitate to take it. Koowing that
he can reach the cars in season, he is tem-
pied to siay to the time he would, if his
waich was exactly nght. What, thea,
does he gain ? If be did not know that his
watch.was in advance of the trae time, then
he might be sided by keeping it five mi-
nutes too fast. But as it is, the temptation
to stay too long at his store is not dimin-
ished.

But there ie a valid objection to this prac-
tice. We suppose it is done generally as »
sort of comprowmise with a disposition 10 be
tardy—not quite o to the mark. Ifit be
done for this object, then there couid not
be a greater delusion. For the direct ten-
dency of keepiog a watch too fast, is to keep
the old habit of dilatoriness strong as ever,
if not stronger. If a men would overcome
a disposition to be tardy, and cultivate an
heroic promptness, he must keep his waich
on the mark, and regulste his steps accor-
dingly. Five mioutes of leeway i1s long
enough to minister 1o the old trait of put-
ting off, and putting off what should be done
on the momeant. Such a habit can be cured
ooly by putting on wt the strait jacket of
just on the time. 1f this will not correct 11,
nothing can.  No disciplhine can be betier
for a dilatory man thao 10 be dependent on
the care, and keep his waich exactly by
car time 1 this will not make him prompt
then he must have been born inio the world
a hisle behind time.

A Mystery of the Past.

No-
body has more than guessed. A plausible
theory is, that they belnged 10 Danieh io-
vaders, slsin by the Saxons about the yesr
1000 ; sull, this is but a probability.
