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MINES AND MINING

It Looks as Though the Homestake
Deal Was Closed.

A NEW COMPANY FORMED

An Important Strike Made in Sheridan
Camp—Reason Why the War Eagle
Purchased the Pilgrim, Mugwump
and Monita Properties—Other Notes.

The deal for the sale of the Homestake
Consolidated mines seems to have just
been consummated in London. It will
be remembered that D. M. Linnard
formed & combination that took in the
Homestake, Gopher, Maid of Erin and
Robert E. Lee, called it the Homestake
Consolidated Gold mines and went to
London for the purpose of floating it. It
was said about eight months since
that the property had been sold and Mr.
Linnard returned to Rossland and report-

ed that the deal had been closed and that
the work of operating the properties was
about to be commenced on a large scale.
The funds, however, failed to come to
hand and then it was learned that there
was a hiteh in the deal and Mr, Linnard
went to London for the purpose of
straightening the matter out. He has
been there ever since trying to close the
deal. Now it begins to look as though
the property has been sold. Messrs.
Greville & Co. of No. 71 Bay street, To-
ronto, published in the Toronto Mail and
Empire of May 16th the following ac-
count of the deal :

+“The Toronto holders in the mines of
which we are negotiating the.sale in
England will be pleased to hear that, in
spite of the war and violent disturbance
of the London market, we are advised
that our negotiations:for the gale of the
Lee, Gopher and Homestake are likely
to be brought to a successful issue very
ghortly. When the parties to whom
Mr. Linnard had given the option threw
it up, on 2nd April last, he gave the
complete control into our hands, and
our London agents at once opened nego-
tiations with some of the first financial
men in that city. Yesterday we received
the gratifying intelligence ‘t’)Vy cable that
‘the contract is signed. e expect to
receive full details of the sale within 10
days. We trust to be able to bring the
Golden Goblin to an equally successial
issue.”’

A. F. Corbin, secretary of the Robert
E. Lee, Homestake and Gopher com-
panies, was seen yesterday and said he
received a cable last week from D. M.
Linnard, to the effect that a deal would

probably be closed on June 4. This is

the only information that he had re-
ceived on the subject. It had been the
intention of Mr. Linnard to start for
home on April 30, but having met these
new people and opened negotiations
with them, he concluded to remain till
the result was reached that is outlined
in (t)he announcement made by Greville
& Co.

There is nothing said about the price
paid for the properties in either of the
announcements made by Greville & Co.,
or by Mr. Cerbin.

A Spur for the Monte Christo.
In order to facilitate the shipping of
ore from the Monte Christo it has been
decided to construct a spur to the mine.

This will necessitate the construction of
a side track of about half a mile. This
will be constructed so as tap the Vir-
ginia, the Cliff, the Iron Mask and other
properties in that vicinity. Itis the in-
tention to begin the work just as soon
as the necessary arrangements can be
made. This will not prevent the Monte
Christo from shipping in the meantime.
Shipping will be commenced just as soon
as the Columbia & Western can furnish
the necessary cars. The workingsin the
Monte Christo have reached a vertical
depth of 620 feet and the property is in
excellent shape for the shipping of ore
for an indefinite period once it is started.
It is claimed that instead of this quanity
of ore being decreased that it can be in-
creased with a little effort to 100 tons
per day. There is said to be 30,000
tons of ore ready for stoping
There need be no wonder at the situation
when it is considered that the work of
development on this property has bheen
pushed with vigor and ekill for over a
year.

A New Company Formed.
A new company, the Goldfields, lim-
ited, has been formed by Clarence Mec-
Cuaig of Montreal to float on the English

The
reply obtained was tbat the company
had simply purchased the three proper-
ties for their own protection as the pos-
session of adjoining claims by outsiders
often resultad in annoying litigation
with owners of working mines. The
War Eagle people wanted to be sure
that no one would go to law over any
lead that might be found to extend into
adjacent properties. It was only for
this reason that three claims were ac-
quired, and the World’s informant
stated that the company did not intend
to do any development work upon them
at least for years to come. All their at-
tention will be devoted to the War
Eagle group proper. If the company
really carries out this alleged intention
it will be disappointing to the holders of
Mugwuamp, Monita and Pilgrim stock, of
whom there are many in Ontario.

Promising Properties.
W. B. Bridgeford has just returned
from a visit to the Pend O’Reille region,
claims. Mr. Bridgeford while there
caused considerable work to be done on
the properties, and the showing,he says,
is flattering.

The only debate
was as to whether it would be possible
with such a stone to equal the record
made in the drilling contest on Jubilee
day of last year, when Ross and Smith
put down a hole 347 inches deep.

The entries in the match yesterday
were Mike Burns and William Tallon of
the War Eagle against E. Stephenson
and P. Ericson. The judge was Sam
Hall, while William Harp acted as
measurer and W. E. Ward was time-
keeper.

Stephenson and Ericson were the first
team to compete, and they commenced
work shortly after noon. Both were big
men, and they drilled with a regular,
swinging beat that sent the steel into
therock with entrancing celerity. The
two changed every minute, and it would
be difficult to say which of them was
the harder hitter. Stephenson made
the changes of drills, and he did it very
successfully. Their record for the stipu-
lated 15 minutes was 3435 inches.

Burns and Tallon, who were the op-

ging team, were evidently very popu-
ar with the crowd, and they were hearti-
ly cheered. There was a notable differ-
ence in the size of the two men. Burns,
while not tall, is beautifully muscled,
and his physique showed to fine advan-
tage. Tallon is a slender young fellow,
and in comparison with his massive
companion, he seemed all the more
slender. :

Burns was the first hammersman and
drilled for a straight minute, after which
he and Tallon changed every half
minute. Tallon proved to be an adept
at changing drills, and his work in that
direction could hardly be surpassed.
Not a stroke was lost while he ex-
changed steel, and his drills never froze
for an instant. Burns pounded away-
like a trip-hammer, while Tallon him-
self showed a surprising amount of vim
in his stroke. At the conclusion of the
15-minute contest, the team had sunk
the hole 38'% inches, which gave them
the first prize with 414 inches to spare
over their opponents, who received sec-
ond ‘money.

It will be noted that after the first
minute Burns and Tallon changed every
half minute, while their opponents made

T 1S VERY WELL BUILT

With the Basement Graded and a Heat-
ing Apparatus It Would Be as Near
Perfect as Possible for a Structure
of This Kind to Ba.

A majority of the school children are

now housed in the new eight-room

| school house ou the hill in the northern

part of the city, and it is a most com-
fortable place - for them. There are
eight rooms jin the gchool, each with
floor dimensions of 26x36 feet. The
ceilings are high and this gives plenty

of fresh air for the pupils. The two
class-rooms in the east side of the build-
ing on the upper floor have large folding
or sliding doors between them and by
means of these they can, when the oc-
(i‘asion dem%nds, t()ie thrown into onme.
These cansbe used as class-rooms, or
else comb\i\neg_,,tor assemblies of the
scholars on the occasions of exhibitions
and the like. . ; :

The halls and stairways are wide and
roomy and there are wide main entrances
to the frgnt and rear of the structure.
The doors open outwardly. With these
conveniences, in the event of 2 fire the
school could be quickly emptied of the
pupils and their teachers. The plumbing
seems to be first-class throughout and
in the hallways are marble wash stands
with nickel taps. At each one of them
is a drinking cup.

The two chimneys are immense affairs
and will be amply large enough for the
heating apparatus when it is put in.
The basement, when there is a little ex-
cavating done, will form two goodsized
playgrounds for the children in cold, wet
and stormy weather and also for a hous-
ing place for the heating apparatus. It
is thought that the expenditure of about
$1,000 would put the basement in first
class shape. The improvement of the
basement should be completed by the
time the snow begins to fall, 8o that the
pupils may have a warm playground in
cold weather. In addition to the eight
class rooms there is a comfortable apart-
ment for the principal’s office, which is
located in the tower that ornaments the
front part of the structure.

There are many little conveniences
rovided, and among these is an electric
call that leads from the room of -~ the
principal to the other class rooms so that
a teacher may be summoned when she
is required. From the exterior the
school presents a handsome appearance.
While there is nothing ornate in the
architecture still it looks handsome and
solid and is a building Rossland may be
proud of. Mr. Hunter, the contractor,
says the building as it stands cost about
$10,000, and for this sum the schoolboard
has secured a cheap building as every-
thing seems to be first class. The car-
penters will finish the work on the un-
finished rooms some time today, and the
painting will be completed early next
week. With this building and the one
in the southern end of the city the ac-
commodations are ample for current re-
quirements.

Earliest Miners in the World.
» The earliest miners and metal workers

of whom we have record were the Ar-

yan people of Euro Asian origin, who,
though, of pastoral and arboreal habits,
were familiar with the metals and
worked with them at least with the
metals gold, silver and bronze, says the
Mining and Scientific Press. Chaldeans
and Assyrians, as we Now know from
the cuneiform inscriptions which go
back 3,000 B. C., were undoubtedly ex-

rt in the use of metals, while the

gyptians had an intimate knowledge
of the arts and sciences. In the brick
and other inscription recently discovered
artisans are seen at work with curious de-
tails of their methods and tools. Pot-
ters, indeed, had attained eminence in
their art, and the Egyptians had cer-
tainly a knowledge of chemistry, as the
samples of their glass blowing and the
stone pictures of tools, forceps, blow-
pipes, etc., proved.

Gold was largely used at an early
period—between 4,000 and 5,000 B.C.,
as we find from some newly discovered
and ingenious weighing balances. Many
centuries older than the pyramids,
which date from 50 to 60 centuries back,
we have examples of engineering in
Memphis which could not have been
constructed without tools and necessari-
ly an acquaintance with metals. K The
word ““metal” is of Semitic origin—the
Hebrew word ‘“‘metals’” to forge, indi-
cates an early acquaintance with the
fusing of ores and the malleability of
metals. How these early primitive peo-
ple discovered the use of things must, of
course, have been through their needs,
particularly after they left their pastoral
and tent life and began to build cities.
The Arabs are credited with being early
acquainted with the alloys, though
alchemy, a8 a science, dates only from
the sixteenth century—Western Mining
World.

Another New Stamp.

WILL GO TO MANILA|

Monitor Monterey to Be Sent to the
Philippines.

LITTLE ROOM FOR COAL

The Big Vessel Will Have to Be Towed
a Portion of the Way—Evident Pol-
jcy of the Americans Is to Hold
Possession of the Islands.

WasHINgTON, D. C., May 21.—The
news event of the day at the navy de-
partment was the dispatch of the order
to the Monterey to proceed to Manila to
reinforce Admiral Dewey’s squadron.
The Monterey, a tower of strength ip
herself, and her addition to Admiral

Dewey’s force, together with the dis-
patch of thousands of troops to Manila,
is ample evidence that the administra-
.tion has assumed no half-hearted atti-
tude towards the Philippines, and is de-
termined to take no chances of disposes-
sion until such time as the United States
itself has arranged for the disposition of
the islands. The Monterey is a most
formidable monitor. She is 256 feet
long by 59 feet beam and 14 feet 6
inches draft. She carries in two tur-
rets, surrounded by Dbarbettes, two
twelve-inch and . two ten-inch
gune, while on her superstruc-
qure between  the turrets  are
mounted six 6-pounders, four 1-
pounders, two gatlings. The Monterey’s
personnel is 29 officers and 172 men. The
only doubt as to thelfeasibility of send-
ing the Monterey is her small coal capa-
city. She has bunker room for only 200
tons of coal, and though more might be
stored in her decks, it is doubtless
whether she could at the utmost carry
more than enough coal to take her to
Honolulu, one third of the way to the
Philippines. It is probable that the
Monterey will go in convoy, and after
exhausting the coal that she will take on
in Honolulu she must either be towed
about 2,000 miles of her] trip or perform
the difficult operation of coaling at sea.

The navy department gave out no
news today touching the movements of
the American or Spanish squadrons in
the neighborhood of Cuba. It i8 plain to be
seen, however, that the officials are ex-
pecting great events to occur at any
moment. What they most fear isthe
effect that = might be produced upon
the people by greatly exaggerated and
misleading reports from Spanish sources
of some great naval engagements in
which the Spaniards would claim a vic-
tory. Itis realized that the first news
of an engagement in the neighborhood
of Cuba, or to the eastward may reach
the United States through the Spanish
cables via Madrid, and these are almost
certain, no matter what ‘the result may
be, to make such a claim for victory for

the Spanish side as is .even now .put|.

forth by the Spaniards in Havana in the
case of the battle of Manila bay. Obyi-
ously the only manner in which “the
truth could be discovered would be
through American official reports.

A FLAT REFUSAL.

Martinique Authorities Will Not Give
Spanish Vessels Fuel.

"St. Pierre, Martinique, May 21.—
There is nothing to report as to the

movements of the Spanish torpedo boat
destroyer Terror and the hospital ship
Alicante, which are still at Fort de
France. The Spanish consul there yes-
terday made a desperate attempt to
allow the British steamer Twickenham
to discharge her coal cargo or to supply
the Terror and Alicante with coal, but
the government positively refused to
allow this to be done. It was rumored
today at Fort de France that the Cape
Verde fleet from Curacoa would call there
for coal. .

A Fatal Collision.
Terre HavTE, Ind., May 21.—At 12:10
this afternoon at Vandalia, a special

train bearing General Superintendent
Muller and other officials of the road,
ran into the caboose of a working train
at Formosa, 11 miles east of East St.
Louis, killing several workmen and bad-
ly wounding many others. The work
train was there to repair a washout and
the caboose was full of men who were
eating their dinner. Specials from this
city and St. Louis have been sent to the
scene of the wreck with doctors.

NEWFOUNDLAND NEUTRAL.

PDetermined to Prevent the Spanish
from Getting Coal.

S, Joan’s, N. F., May 21.—The gov-
ernment has dispatched the colonial
cruiser Fiona to patrol the esouthern
coast to watch for the possible coming
of a Spanish fleet to these waters. Com-
modore Bourke, commanding the British
Newfoundland squadron, dispatched the
gunboat Columbia for the same purpose,
and Admiral Fisher on the battleship
Renown is hurrying north from Bermu-

da. The customs officials are keenly ob-
gerving all coal clearances.

TOOE REFUGE IN AN INLET.

Cruiser Montgomery Discharged Broad
sides at Spanish'Gunboats.

Ky Wesr, Fla., May 21.—The United
States cruiser Montgomery, which si-
lenced the Cobras land batteries in the
battle at San Juan, had more practice
last Monday afternoon. While cruising

along the north coast of Cuba, 100 miles
east of Cardenas light, she sighted three
Spanish gunboats and gave chase to
them. The Spanish vessels, which were
painted black and were about the size
of the Mayflower, fled to the shore and
took refuge in an inlet where the cruiser
could not follow them. The Montgomery
let fly broadsides at the Spanish boats,
but the effect of the shots could not be

ascertained.

The Oregon 1Is Safe.

W ASHINGTON, D. C.,May 21—The Ore-
gon has arrived safely and the navy de-
partment is proud of thg,record made by
the warship from an engineering point

of view. The reports to the department
from the ship show that she does not
need five cents’ worth of repairs to her
machinery after 13,000 miles continuous
run. The Buffalo, whiéh comes with the
Oregon from Brazil, is to be overhauled
at Newport News, furnished with armor,
given a good battery of five-inch ‘guns
and altogether made a very effective
modern cruiser. This will occupy about
two months’ time.

LonpoN, May 21.—A special dispatch
from Barbadoes, dated Friday, says:
«“The American battleship Oregon ar-

rived here yesterdey. All on board are
well. She took on board 200 tons of
coal and sailed today. Her destination
is not known here.”’ .

Naval Reserve Men Enlist.
WwasamNngroN, D. C., May 21.—The
Chicago naval reserve has come to the
aid of the navy department in a most
gratifying style. They have not insisted

upon entering the navy as organizations,
but have enlisted individually as volun-
teers to the number of 200. Commander
Hawley, whois doing the work of recruit-
ing for the department,itelegraphed that
they would be ready for service on Mon-
day, that they are gplendid men, and
among them are a large proportion of
geamen.

Prizes Condemned.

Key West, May 21.—In the United
States circuit court today the Spanish
prizes Mathilda, QOandido, Sarganauta
and Argonauta, against which ““pro-con-
fesso” was entered yesterday, nobody
appearing to claim them, were formally
condemned and ordered to besold. The
day for sale was not set. The rifles and
ammunition found yesterday in a secret
chamber of the Argonauta are valued at
$5,600. They also were ‘condemned and
ordered sold.

Tried to Deceive the Spanish.

Maprip, May 21. — Captain-General
Blanco cables from Havana that “in
order to deceive the garrison at Guan-
tanamo, the American warships hoisted
but were immediately
recognized and repulsed.” The captain-
general also reports that insurgent bands
have been defeated in the provinces of
Matanzas and Havana, and that several
ifisurgents have been killed. The prices
on the bourse today rose in expectation
of tavorable war results.

Will Fight a Duel.

Maprip, May 21.—There wag a scene
in the chamber of deputies today. Senor
Boris, a nephew eof Senor Romero y
Robledo, branded a statement of Vis-

count Di Pueste as baseless. The latter
requested Senor Boris to leave the cham-
ber and following him to the lobby told
him to consider his ears boxed. They
have appointed seconds and expect to

THE ARMY GROWING

One Hundred and Three Thousand
Volunteers Mustered in.

WILL SOON BE 125,000

The Regulars Are to Be Increased to
60,000—Immune JRegiments to Be
Formed—11,000 Soldiers Assembled
at San Francisco for Manila.

WasgINgTON, D. C,, May 21.—One
hundred and three thousand volunteers
have been mustered into the service of
the United States, according to the re-
ports which have reached General Cor-
bin, and by the end of next week the
officials hope every man of the 125,000
called for will have taken the oath and
sworn allegiance. The mustering in of

the regular army branch, with a view to
increasing it to 60,000 men, the war
strength authorized by law, continues
satisfactory in all directions, though the
reports of the officers engaged in the
work are not yet at hand to indicate the

precise number of recruits which have |

peen secured. Arrangements are made
for the recruiting of the ‘‘immune”
regiments in the Gulf states.

Mobilizing in San Francisco.
San Francisco, Cal., May 21,—Over
3,000 volunteers arrived this morning
from the eastern states. The troops

from Kansas numbered 964 men and 43
officers, while Minnesota senta regiment
of 982 men and 42 officers. Oolorado
was represented by 986 men and 42 offi-
cers. One section of the Utah special
arrived, bearing about 320 men. The
remainder of the troops from Utah will
get in tomorrow. hen the men ar-
rived on this side of the bay they were
taken in charge by the ladies of the Red
Cross society, who had been up all night
preparing refreshments for them, As
they marched up Market street on their
way to the old race track, now camp
Richmond, they were given a reception
by the people who lined the sidewalks.
As they passed the street corners the
goldiers were showered with flowers. The
men will rest tomorrow, but bard drill-
will be inaugurated on Monday.
There are over 11,00 of Uncle Sam’s
men now quartered in this city, and
5,002 more are scheduled to arrive next
week.

GERMANY DON'’T LIKE IT.

A Berlin Paper Denounces the Anglo-
American Alliance.

BerLiN, May 21.—Public attention in
this country has temporarily been
diverted from the war between Spain
and the United States to the significant
gpeech recently made at Birmingham by

Joseph Chamberlain, the British secre-
tary of state for the colonies. The bulk
of opinion since the text of the speech
has been available corresponds to the
utterances of Prince Bismarck on the
subject telegraphed the Associated Press
on Wednesday last in which the former
chancellor was quoted as saying: ““The
importance thereof depends upon
whether Mr. Chamberlain’s private
opinions are those of the British govern-
ment. Closer Anglo-American relations
are doubtless feasible, but an alliance is
improbable and unserviceable to both.
Germany’s duty plainly is to maintain
her interests by carefully nursing good
neighborship of European powers.”’

Serious diplomats say they do not be-
lieve that an Anglo-American alliance is
feasible, except, possibly for purely
pacific and defensive purposes. They
utterly repudiate the jdea of Germany
joining in such an alliance.

The government is cautious in expres-
ging an opinion on the subject, but is
inclined to be friendly towards Mr.
Chamberlain’s declarations. The Schi-
esche Zeitung, one of the leading semi-
official papers, says: ‘“‘Itisa mistake to
undervalue & man who so intimately
knows.and expresses the wishesof his
countrymen. Far from being an ex-
pression of Great Britain’s weakness and
embarrassments, the speech must be re-

arded as the expression ofa political
eader, who is so sure of the strength of
his country that he does not hesitate to
point out the weak places.”

The Liberal press favors a friendly
understanding between the two coun-
tries, but even the most favorable of the
papers do not go to the length of advo-
cating an alliance with Great Britain,
still less with the United States.

A notable example of Anglophobia
is furnished by an article in the Tagliche
Rundschau, vehemently supporting the
Russian Uchtomski for an anti-British
European combination for dealing with
an Anglo-Americanalliance. This paper
gays: ~‘The British lion would rather
roar than fight. It sounds well and
costs nothing, but England finds herself
confronted with the question of her very
existence. Consequently the nation of
shopkeepers suddenly raises the cry of
‘g kingdom for an alliance,’ and behold
an ally appears in the shape of Brother
Jonathan. America with its riff raff of
waste types of nationality, millions of
emigrant murderers, English tongues,
and black, red and yellow skins, sudden-
ly becomes an Anglo-Saxon race.”’

Many of the delegates
are candidates for the nomination to. act
as standard bearer of the Oppositionists
at the approaching election. The prom-
ised trouble lies in the fact that the
Rossland managers of the party have
decided that the contest tomorrow shall
be between three men, but they cannot
decide which of the three shall be
chosen. As the situation stands it looks
as though the race would be between
James Martin, D. B. Bogle and A. B.
Clabon, all Rossland men. Trail has
been completely ignored, and the
Boundary Creek country, which is really
the chief Opposition stronghold in the
riding, is practically denied the right to
name a candidate. It would also seem
that the labor vote has been underrated
and treated with contempt. Messrs.
Wilks and Dutton are well up in local poli-
tices, and are as capable of forming
opinions on the questions of the day as
any other member of the Opposition
party, but they are being patted on the
back and urged by the bosses to nobly
sacrifice themselves for the political ad-
vancement of those who do not belong

to any of the trade unions.

LOCAL OFFICERS FOR MINING
COMPANIES.

Complaints continue to be made
against those foreign corporations that
fail to maintain offices in thiscity, as they
are required to by law. This causes a
great deal of inconvenience to purchasers
of stock because they are often compell-
ed to send long distances in order tohave
transfers made,and frequently results in
the spoiling of sales. THe loss of brokers’
commission is nothing when compared
to the loss of the proceeds from sales
which swells the general supply of cash
in the camp, and helps to sustain all
lines ‘of business. There is another and
more far reaching effect, and that is it
keeps business away from here. If a
customer finds that the business which
he intrusts to a local broker cannot be
transacted here quickly and to his entire
gatisfaction he sends to some other
place when he next desires to invest and
this results in a positive injury to the
camp and its business.

Another cause of complaint is when
the officers of companies, who are em-
powered to transfer stock, leave the city
they fail to empower anyone to fill their
places during the time they are away.
They may be absent a day, a week, or a
month, and while they are out of the
city shares cannot be transferred on the
books of the company, nor new certifi-
cates issued. This, too, is a great in-
convenience and often results i the
spoiling of sales. It is sogzested by
those who have suffered from these
absentee officers that before they leave
they sign a lot @ blank certificates and
empower some nsible agents to fiill
them in. To maintain offices here must
according to the law, be something more
than merely in name. v

The evils that have been mentioned
must be abated, and ‘the officers whose
duty it is to enforce the law in the par-
ticulars mentioned should take the mat-
ter in hand and see that the statutes are
enforced.

Roesland is building up a stock busi-
ness and it is not fair that those who are
bringing large sums of money to the
camp in the way of investments in the
mining shares should be handicapped
and hindered in the transaction of busi-
ness by those who fail to obey the plain
provisions of the law.

LACK ORGANIZATION.

Hon. J. H. Turner goes to the country
at the next elections as premier for the
first time, and.while he has taken &
prominent part in many Provincial elec-
tions he has never before had the re-
sponsibility of acting as the leader in &
political campaign. He is not much of

/

a politician, and goes into the approach-
ing contest with his followers poorly
organized. It would be uncharitable to
gay of Mr. Turner that be is not capable
of marshaling his party in a solid and
enthusiastic phalanx, but certain it is
that he has quite overlooked the im-
portant need of preparation. His fol-
lowers are like sheep without a shep-
pard. He does not seem to appreciate
that the day has gone by when a politi-
cal campaign can be conducted in British
Columbia like it used to be 20 years ago.

. He seems content to abide the result of

the elections upon the record that he
has made in the legislature during the
past four years. It is extremély fortun-
ate for Mr. Turner that his opponents
are in an unorganized condition, worse,
if possible, than the Ministeralists.

THE CELEBRATION.

The thanks of the commurnity are due
those who labored so industriously ‘to
make the celebration a success. The
several committees were indetatigablein
their efforts, and did what they under-
took in such an admirable and thorough
manner that they left nothing to be de-
gired. .
The judges, timekeepes and starters in
the various events are to be congratu-
lated upon their impartiality and
efficiency.

RANK INJUSTICE.

[From Wednesday’s Daily.]
Although the Oppositionists at Ross-
land informed their brethren in the
Boundry Creek country that they in-
tended holding a convention here on
May 25 in ample time for them to nom-
inate and send delegates, the call has not
met with an enthusiastic response. In
the _country tributary to the Kettle
River valley there are said to be more
than 500 voters. According to the way
the Rossland managers fixed the{basis of
representation in the convention (one
delegate to every 50 votes), this would
entitle the western portion of the riding
to send 10 men, but, so far as THE
MINER is able to ascertain, not one-half
of that number has put in an appear-
ance here.

The Opposition electors of the Bound-
ary Creek country, should not be blamed
for this display of indifference. They
have been very shabbily treated by the
Rossland bosses. They have not been
allowed to say a word in their party
councils, but are being used as tools to
gerve the political ends of the managers
on this side of the range. The Oppo-
gitionists of Boundary Creek argue, and
very justly, too, that if the Rossland men
are.determined to force the candidacy of
an east side man on them, the conven-
tion should have been held at Grand
Forks, Midway or Greenwood in-
stead of at Rossland. They also
complain against the ring rule that
prevents them from naming the
Opposition candidate for the Rossland
riding. John A. Manly, ex-mayor of
Grand Forks, Captain R. C. Adams, of
Midway, and Duncan Ross, of Green-
wood, are as much entitled to the nom-
ination as any made from the east side,
and any one of them would poll as large
a vote as any Rossland Oppositionist who
could be putin the field. Because the
Boundary Creek country is not a separate
and distinct electoral district, it is no
reason why it should be denied the right
to name & candidate for the legislative
assembly. It has all along been the cry
of the Oppositionists that the Boundary
Creek country has not received fair play,
but at the very first opportunity that
occurs the Rossland supporters of Messrs.
Semlin and Cotton would prevent that
gection from exercising the sacred priv-
ilege of selecting & man from there to
voice their sentiments in the legislative
assembly. Tue Mixer would not:be
gurprised if the long-suffering Boundary
Creekers indignantly resent the action
of the bosses of the local Oppositionists,
'and hold a convention to ‘nominate a
candidate of their own.

DEVELOPMENT.

One of the effects of the faithful, pains-
taking and scientific development work
that has been done in this division is
that recently a large number of the lead-
ing properties have passed into the
hands of a few large syndicates. Aswas
pointed out by Tme MiNer several
months since, the trend of mining af-
fairs here is toward concentration. The
mines and mining prope:rties of com-
panies and individuals have been gath-
ered together in big groups by these
larger combinations, which wish tocarry
on the business on a very large scale,
and who feel that they must have groups

instead of single claims in which"to
carry on their operations. They are ag-
gregations that play in the mining re-
gions for high stakes.

While the results of these Titanic
operations will be in the end beneficial
to the country, it has to a certain extent
circumscribed the stock market. In
gome instances, the scene of the stock
transactions of these companies is trans-
ferred to the larger mart of London,
where the operations are on a much more
extensive scale. This takes something
away from the local stockbroker which
he formerly enjoyed, and to that extent
curtails his business. In time this
would, it the absorbtions by the larger
combinations of capital were kept up,
result in totally depriving him of his
occupation. Luckily, however, ‘‘there
are just as good fish in the sea as ever
were caught,”’ and as fast as one com-
pany is absorbed another is orghnized to
take its place and this process fortunate-
ly keeps the local broaker in. business.

The reason why most of the mining
propertieé sold to the bfg corporations
that are acquiring such extensive inter-
sts here, is, in a majority of instances,
because they wére in such an advanced
stage of development that their true
value was known. It will be remem-
bered that the very best of the proper-
ties sold brought the enormous sum of
$3,000,000, and this was simply because
it was a highly d,evel.oped producing
mine, and it was thought by its pur-
chasers it could be made to yield a profit
of much more than the amount paid
for it.

There are just as good properties in
the mountains around this city as any of
those that have been sold,and the result
obtained by the large prices paid for the
developed properties mentioned hereto-
fore should serve as a stimilus to those
who own them to do everything in their
power to develop them so that their true
value may be known. Then the owners
will be able to reap as rich a harvest of
dollars as did those who sold to the big
combines heretofore mentioned. In this
way the business of the stock broker, the
business man and, last but not least, the
miner, can be increased and enlarged to
a wonderful degree. The history of the
past transactions of the camp will but
repeat themselves. The shibboleth of
the camp should therefore be ‘“to de-
velop,” for he who works at a mining
property till its value is fully established
is a public benefactor, to say nothing of
the fact that he helps himself.

THE OPPOSITIONIST CONVENTION.

Tae MINEr’S prediction yesterday that
the Oppositionists of the west side would
indignantly resent an attempt on the
part of their Rossland brethern to make
them tools for the furtherance of the
gelfish ambitions of certain Rossland

the result of last night’s conventioffi

delegation have ruined the prospects of
their party in this Riding. When they
discovered that James Martin had lost
prestige in the Boundary Creek country
by his hesitancy in stating that he was
willing to accept the nomination, they
should have united on another man. It
is now too late to force Mr. Martin’s
name on the convention on June 8. The
Boundary Creekers are up in arms
against Rossland, and will undoubtedly
name a man from the west side.
The Grand Forks’ delegates have
proved themselves shrewd politicans and
have put up a very pretty fight for the
political supremacy of their portion of
the district.

CAMPAIGNING IN EOOTENAY.

It is reported that Premier Turner and
Attorney-General Eberts will shortly
visit the Kootenays. It is natural to
suppose that they are prompted to do
so for political reasons,

The electors will be pleased to hear
these honorable gentlemen discuss the
issues of the day from the public plat-
form.

It is hoped that the Opposition lead-
ers will visit the districts atthe same
time.
~ The people of the Kootenays would be
much pleased if the leaders of the two
parties would campaign here together.
Such an arrangement would appeal to
supporters of either side. Messrs.
Semlin and Cotton should lose no time
in preparing to accompany the premier
and the attorney-general on their Koot-
enay trip. :

It is just possible, however, that the
Opposition leaders have a painful recol-
lection of the cool reception accorded
them when they were last here and will

shirk the opportunity.

THE WEST IN EUROPE.

Lord Strathcona, the Canadian high
commissioner at London, in his annual
report declares emphatically against the
establishment of 2 OCanadian commercial
agency in Great Britain, at least along
the lines laid down by those who have
discussed the matter on this side of the
water. He condemns unsparingly the
idea of a central sample room in London,
and is equally emphatic in the declar-
ation that no official department would
be intrusted by -business houses with
“‘adequate information’’ as to prices and
trade terms. :

'We are not prepared to say that the
scheme as outtined by the Ottawa board
of trade would work to the best advan-
tage in creating interest in Great
Britain in the resources and products of
this country, but we strongly urge
‘that the idea of more prominently dis-

THE legislative session, which has just
come to a close at Victoria, was the
most important in the history of the
Province. It has'also been one of the
longest since confederation. The longest
gession was in 1876, when the House
opened on January 10, and prorogation
was not reached until May 12. The last
gession opened February 10 and closed
on May 20. Of the 80 bills introduced
in the legislature this year, 650 were
passed. ‘

TuE reception accorded to the Opposi-
tion delegates from Rossland who visited
Trail last Saturday indicates very clearly
the political sentiments of the people of
that town. The delegates were wise
to break up the meeting when they
did, or they would have suffered the dis-
comfiture of seeing the meeting called
for their especial benefit pass resolutions
declaring against the policy of the Op-
position. A very large majority of the
people of Trail are opposed to the Op-
position.

Lateral Rights.

A Washington special has the follow-
ing to say regarding a decision of the
United States supreme court in a dis-
puted ledge. The decision is of peculiar
local interest, as it may have some bear-

ing on the case of the Centre Star vs.
the Iron Mask now in the courts, where
the possession of an extra lateral vein is
in conflict.

The special is as follows:

The supreme court of the United
States, in two instances, decided the
question of the right of owners of a
mineral vein to follow the vein outside
of the territory covered by the surface
area of location, the opinion being by
Justice Brewer.

The first of these cases was that of the
Delmonte Mining Company vs. the
Last Chance Mining Company, the prop-
erty involved being. located in the
Sannyside district, in Mineral County,
Colorado.

The decision was not upon the merits
of the case, but was in respone to ques-
tions certified to the court from the
United Ststes circuit court of appeals of
the Eighth ‘circuit, where the case is
now pending. There were five of these
questions, but only three of them were
answered. The first of these questions
was as follows:

““May any of the lines of a junior
location be laid within, upon or across
the surfave of a valid genior location for
the purpose of defining or securing to
such junior location underground or
extra lateral rights not in conflict with
any rights of the senior location n

his question was answered in the
affirmative.

“If the apex of & vein crosses one end

line and one side line of a lode mining
"claim as | thereupon, can the lo-
cator of such a vein follow up its dip
bevond the side line of his location?”

his was also answered in the affirma-

tive. :
A question which was answered in the

negative related to the side line of an-
other claim, the New York.

The other case was that of W. A.
Clark vs. William Fitzgerald and others,
covering Montana mines, and it involved
the same question as answered in the
above. The opinion of the Montana
supreme court was affirmed.

Havrirax, May 25.—The report of the
loss of the French brig D. Genne Gran-
ville, which was on a voyage from Louis-
burg, C. B., for St. Pierre, Miguelon,
laden with coal, is confirmed. No de-
tails have been received but it is be-
lieved the entire crew of twenty men
perished.

Her Majesty, Queen Victoria.

Her Gracious Majesty, Queen Victoria, who
now sits proudly‘'upon the British Throne was
the daughter of the Duke and Duchess of Kent.
She was born on the 24th day of May, 1819, and
was only 18 years of age, when, in 1837, upon the

death of her uncle William IV, she succeeded to
the throne of England. Since that time she has
ruled the nation with wisdow, and with a de-
gree of dignity and prudence that has justly |
won the love and admiration of her loyal snb-
jects, throughout Great Britain and her posses-
sions, as well as the respect of all other nations.

On ascending the throne, the youthful sover-
eign found many difficulties confronting her, in
the settlement of which she evinced an astnte-
ness and power to govern, far in excess of her
years.

In February,
Prince Albert of Saxe-Coburg-Gotha, with whom
she lived happily until hs death in 1861. Since
then she has remained a widow.

Her reign has been one of peace and prosperity
in her nation.

The first really important event in her reign
was the repeal of the Corn Laws in 1846. In 18
the Crimean War began, in which England an
France were allied with Turkey against Russia.
This war lasted until March, 1836, when, having
lost Sebastopol, the Russians withdrew from the
fight and peace was declared, The next im-
portant occasion in which British arms were used
was in the suppression of the Indian Mutiny. In
1871 the differences then existing between the
United States and Great Britain were peacefully
satisfactorily settled. With the exception of
these, and a few other less important occasions,
when force of arms was resorted to for the sup-
pression of slighter troubles, the pages of history
which will describe to succeeding generations
the events of Her Majesty’s reign are unstained
by the red hand of war. In 1876 she gained the
title of Empress of India.

During this time of peace, while not en aged
in actual warfare the military and naval forces
of the Empire have not been neglected, but -on
the contrary, have been greatly increased and
improved.

Britain’s navy now rules the seas and, while
other nations are engaged in war, by land and
sed, she looks proudly on, prepared, when occas-
sion demands it, to protect her people and main-
tain the dignity of her flag.

Queen Victoria has occupied the throne fora
longer period than any other British sovereign.
The pas~t 61 years, during which she has ruled,
have marked wonderful progressin science, lit-
erature and arts,

The utilizing of electricity and steam for
mechanical and manufacturing purposes is one
of the most notable features in regard to science.

In guiding the ship of state these many years,
Her Majesty has been most fortunate in having

1840. she married her cousin,

was the Right Hon. Wm. E. Gladstone, who,
only a few days ago, assed from his sphere of
usefulness in this world. While we now writea
whole nation is wrapped in mourning out of
well merited respect-tothe sacred memory of the
dead statesman, who through many years held
such a high position and acted such an import-
ant part in moulding the destiny of the British :
nation. In his death Her Majesty sustains a loss
that can never be filled. *+ He was her chiefad-
visor, and in him she had implicit confidence.

Apart from her qualities as a ruler, Queen Vic-
toria is, and has always been, in her social life a
most amiable woman., = Courteous, kind and
thoughtful to the smallest desire of every person
associated with her, she could not fail to win the
love and admiration of all with whom she came
in contact. Besides being a great and exalted
ruler, she carried into social life the noble traits
characteristic of the reaily mocel woman.

Notwithstanding the many important duties
devolving upon her as the chief executive of the

reat nation over which she rules, she still
und time to attend to many of the useful en-
gagements of home life. She is an expert needle-
woman, and has always made this a necessary
qualification for the gentlewomen in attendance
upon her.. Her leisure moments are spent in
crocheting, knitting and sewing, and, with the
aid. of her attendants, she is enabled when the
festive season rolls round to present her numer-
ous young relatives and friends with useful
wearing articles of her own make.

In this feature of her life-work we have an in-
valuable lesson which it becomes each ot us to
imitate. )

A most notable event in the Nineteenth Cen-
tury was the celebration of Her Majesty’s
diamond jubilee held last year in homor of the
6oth anniversary of her accession to the throne,
when loving subjects throughout the civilized,
world, the great and humble, young and old
vied with each other to do homor to their
cherished sovereign. . .

It is worthy of note to us Canadians that in
this world-famed celebration one of the highest
posts of honor was filled by our distinguished
Canadian statesman, Hon. Wilfrid Laurier,
when Her Majesty was pleased to confer upon
him the honor of knighthood, and when the
press and people of Europe were loud and long
in their expressions of praise of the brilliant
statesman from this side the water.

Never was sovereign more highly honored,
and never was a people more enthusiastic in
tendering thelr tribute of praise than on the oc-
casion of the Queen’s Jubilee. .

Naturally we cannot long have our good Queen
to rule over us. But when the great reaper calls
upon her to lay down her sceptre and quit this
earthly scene she can obey the high command
with the full assurance that she has ruled wisely
and well, that she has always enjoyed the con-

fidence and respect of her people, and that the

record of her reign will form a most beautiful

page in the world’s history that we can with

pride hand down to future generations.

Her Majesty Queen Victoria.

Victoria, Queen of Great Britain and Empress
of India, was born at Kensington palace on the
24th of May, 1819.

She is the only child of the Duke and Duchess
of Kent and the niece of William IV, who at the
time ot her birth was ruling over England.

Her mother knew that much depended on the
instructions she réceived while a child, and had
her most carefully educated.

But, though she had many wise and great
teachers, none of the information she obtained
from them was so important as that she received
from her mother

Under her tuition she was taught to regard
truth and honor, justice and right, above every-
thing else.

As she became older she fully understood the
position she was destined to occupy and also that
many and grave responsibilities would rest upon
her, as sovereign of a great nation.

In 1837, at the comparatively early age of
eighteen, she was crowned Queen of England.

At the time of her ascension to the throne I do
not think that the English people, patriotic as
they are , would have believed you had you told
them what great progress England would make
during her reign.

She was loved and respected by all of her sub-
jects, but though

“Our fathers loved their sovereign then,
We Love her better now,

When cares and years and bitter tears
Have dimmed ger eyes and brow.”’

Had she not been Queen over a nation she
would have been a veritable Queen among wo-
men, the highest ideal of true womanhood.

In 1840 she married Prince Albert of Saxe-
Coburg Gotha, her cousin, and she proved as
true and faithful a wife and mother as she has a
sovereign.

In 1841 Albert Edward, Prince of Wales, her

‘ eldest son and heir apparent to the throne was

born. In the meantime, England has been reg-
ularly gaining more territory, until British do-
minions a1e extended the world over, and “the
sun never sets on British possessions,”

During her reign the population of the United
Kingdom has increased from 26,000,000 to 39,000,
000 souls, and today she rules over 402,600,000 per-
sons, aud her dominions extend over 11,399,300
square miles. ;

Her reign has been one of phenomenal ad-
vancement in science, art and literature, each
taking its place in the advancement of civiliza-
tion, and the promulgation of the spirit of the
universal brotherhood ot man.

Over 60 years of her beneficent rule is chron-
icled in history, and in June, 18¢7, the occasion
of her diamond jubilee, such a celebration in‘her
honor was held as perhaps will never be dupli-
cated in praise of any sovereign.

Amid the benedictions and rejoicings of her
peoplé the Queen proceeded in state through the
heart of the great metropolis.

The millions who cheered their Queen in Lon-
don only carried tothe earsof Her Majesty the
cheers that millions of others have given where-
ever the English tongue is spoken.

The colonies paid her homage, the great heart
ot the people t for her, soldiers and sailors

romi many lands saluted her, the representatives
of all nations greeted her in the name of their
sovereign. 5

She who is connected by family ties with many
of the thrones of Europe, she who rules over the

reatest empire the world has ever seen, received

rom her subjects the heartielt and mcest sincere
expressions of lovalty ever uttered to a ruler.

It was not vulgar flattery that was heard on
that great occasion, but the heartfelt expressions
of veneration and affection of a free peeple for a
monarch who has never sought to misuse her
power and who has only had the well being of
her people in view.

I do not think that the people of ary nation;
even of proud England, could better have given
expression to the greatness and goodness of their
sovereign, than did that American writer,
Elizabeth D, Jewett, in the following verses:

““We children of another clime,

Yet hail thee Queen of ‘Mother-land.’
We view the glories of thy reign,

Thy wise and just command,
And in this land, America,

We cry, ‘God bless Victoria.’

*‘God bless and save thee, noble Queen,
We honor thee as best we may.
The honors which the years have brought,
Grow brighter with each day,
And we though of another name,
Join in thy praise and loud acclaim.

“We’ve watched with pride the sixty years,
That thou has ruled as England’s Queen;
As monarch, wife and mother, thou
A model to the world has been.
In this thy year of jubilee,
We join the praise the world gives thee,

“Victoria, the Great, the Good,
Long may thy years of ruling be;
For when at last thy race is run,
The world entire will mourn for thee;
A mourning such was scarcely given,
To other mortal under Heaven,
As will be paid to England’s Queen—
The best the world has ever seen.”’

While here in company with his
expert, Cherrington Johnson, he made a
thorough inspection oi the Monte Cristo

and Colonna properties, and both gentle-
men expressed themselves as more than
pleased with the appearance and value
of both. The result was that he directed
the managing director of the company,
George E. Pfunder, to begin the ship-
ping of ore at the earliest possible
moment. The intention’ now is to
beging shipping of at Jleast 60
tons of ore per day to the Trail smelter.
The first shipment will be made on or
about the 25th of the present month.
Further on the shipments will be in-
ereased toa larger quantity per diem.
The ore is blocked out and there is a
large quantity in the stopes ready to be
knocked down. It is of a good shipping
grade and will leave a fair margin of
profit to the company after paying all
expenses.

THE BROMIDE PROCESS.

Velvet Ore to Be Sent to London for
Treatment.

Captain James Morrish, the engineer-
in-chief for the New Gold Fields of British
Golumbia, which owns the Velvet, ex-
pects to make an early shipment of
three tons of Velvet ore to London, to
be treated by the new Cassel bromide
process, which it is expected will be able
to reduce that class of ore ata cost not

greater than $5 per ton.

The process, which is a new one just
receiving its initial trial, has been per-
fected by John Cassel, the originator of

gold extraction, which has been very
suecessfully adopted on low grade ores
all over the world. The new: bromide
process is an improvement upon it to
treat refractory rock. :
While in London recently Captain
Morrish showed some samples of the
Velvet ore to Mr. Cassel, who at once
expressed the opinion that the new pro-
eess would be entirely applicable to it,
and asked that some working samples
Be sent for experimental purposes. In
accordance with this request, Captain
Morrish will make a shipment of about
three tons, divided between the first
olass ore produced by the property an
ing “rock. If the tests

demonstrate that the bromide process
will treat it successfully, a reduction
plant will be installed at the mine.

William Braden, of the Braden Broth-
ers syndicate, was in the city yesterday.
Mr. Braden, aithough young in years, is
one of the most successful mining and
smelting men in the west. His firm has
become heavily interested in Kootenay,
and now owns several shipping silver-
lead mines, including the famous Blue
Bell, on Kootenay lake, the Tariff near

Ainsworth, and the Lucky Jim, in the
Slocan. The Bradens also own the Pilot
Bay smelter and concentrator.

Mr. Braden has been one of the prime
movers in the attempt to induce the
Dominion government to encouarge the
local lead smelting industry. Speaking
on this question last night Mr. Braden
said that he believed nothing would be
done in the matter by parliament this
gession, beyond, perhaps, the granting
of a bonus for the operation of lead
smelters in Oanada. This is far from
gatisfactory, but will be better than
nothing, and it is just possible that some
lead smelting will' be done in Kootenay
on the strength of it.

Mr. Braden desires to operate the
Pilot Bay smelter at the earliest possi-
ble date, but cannot say definitely when
the works will start up. However, a8
soon as they are in operation he will
give employment to at least 500 men at

owned by the syndicate. At present,
owing to the heavy duties that have to
be paid on lead bullion and lead ore im-
ported into the United States, the mines
and smelter remain idle, although some
development work will be done on some
of the properties this summer.

The Josie Coxxpany.
The shareholders of the Josie Gold

Mining company will receive about 31
cents per share when the final settle-
ment is made and all the purchase price
has been paid by the British America
corporation. According to the report of
the secretary the property was sold for
$261,000. Of this sum $15,000 was paid
at the time of the sale on November 27,
and on December 28 $34,000, and on
February 28 $99,600. There are two
payments still due, one on May 28 of
$56,000 and the other on July 1st of
$56,000. Some of the stockholders claim
that when Hon. C, H. Mackintosh was
interviewed on Nov. 28 he said he had
paid $275,000 for the mine and some of
the stockholders claim that this is the
amount that has actually been paid. The
gecretary saye he has documentary evi-
dence to establish the fact that the sum
agreed upon was $261,000. If the dis-
gruntled stockholders are right they
probably wonder what became of the
$14,000.
Le Roi Force Cut Down.

The force at the Le Roi has been con-

giderably cut down in accordance with

the change in the plans for working the
mine. A numberof men who have been
stoping have been let out, but it is not
likely the force will remain below the
old time average long, as the develop-
ment work that is to be undertaken will
make it necessary to carry fully as large
a crew as was working before the present
temporary lay-off occurred.

Iron Mask Trustees.
The annual meeting of the Iron Mask
company was held in Spokane on the

18th of the month, when trustees for the
coming year were elected. The report
of Manager J. F. Herrick was very
gatisfactory, while the figures furnish

by the superintendent, S. W. Hall,
showed that since he took charge of the
property, in the last week of June, he
had spent $40,000 in development and
mining, while the sale of ore had netted
$60,000.

Gladstone’s Memory Honored in Both
Houses of Parliament.

BALFOUR BROKE DOWN

Dillon Lauded the Departed for His
Sympathy With the Oppressed—Sal-
1sbury Said He Was Ever Guided
by a Lofty Moral Ideal.

Loxpon, May 20.—The eulogies on Mr.
Gladstone formed a hisuoric episode in
the house of commons today. There
were more members assembled in the
house today than upon any occasion
gince Mr. Gladstone himself in-
troduced the home rule bill. They
filled every seat, clustered on the steps
of the speaker’s dias, and the peer’s

gallery was crowded with the foremost
members of the house of lords. The
United States ambassador, Colonel John
Hay, and all the members of his staff,
were among the diplomats present.

After pra%ears the. house silently
awaited Mr. Balfour for a quarter of an
hour and when he arose all heads were
bared. Mr. Balfour’s speech was re-
markably eloquent and displayed great
good taste, while Sir Wm. Vernon Har-
court’s enconiums of his dead leader
were delivered in a most glowing style.
The Liberal leader’s voice broke thrice
with emotion and he was compelled to
use and wipe his eyes.
Mr. Dillon was in his most oratorical
style, and when he described how Mr.
Gladstone’s sympathies were unbounded
by nationality and embraced the op-
pressed of all races, the Irish benches
responded with murmurs of assent.
In the house of lords there was a_full
attendance of the members. The Mar-
quis of Salisbury spoke feelingly of Mr.
(Gladstone, who he said ‘‘was ever guided
in all his efforts by a lofty moral ideal.”
Continuing, the premier said: “Thede-
ceased will be remembered not so much
for his political work as for the great
example, hardly paralleled in the history
of the great Christian statesman.”

‘The Earl of Kimberly, the liberal lead-
er, followed with a touching tribute, and
the Duke of Devonshire expressed gener-
ous appreciation of Mr. Gladstone’s ser-
vices on behalf of the liberal unionists,
gaying their severance from Mr. Glad-
stone was a most painful incident, but
he added he could “recall no word from
Mr. Gladstone which added unnecesary
bitterness to the situation.”’

The Earl of Rosebery delivered an
eloquent panegyric on ‘the dead states-
man.

ANGLO-AMERICAN ALLIANCE.

Coming events cast their shadows
pefore, and the much talked of Anglo-
American alliance is sure to materalize,
and this, too, despite such statements as
have been made by Prince Bismarck,
that this combine would be inimical to
the interests of America. The great ex-
chancellor of Germany whose genius
has gathered a bundle of weak and war-
ring principalities and states into
what is now known as the German em-
pire, sees in this proposed alliance a
power which even the legions of his
tatherland would not be able to cope and
which would overshadow all other pos-
gsible aggregations of nations so far as
fighting strength and power for good
are concerned. It would be as uncon-
querable as was the Roman empire in
the heydey of its power or the army of
Alexander when he led it in person. It
is easy, therefore, to see why Prince
Bismarck desires to throw cold water on
the plan which fairly shines in the eyes
of those who have comprehension suffi-
cient to see its wonderful possibilities.

From a British standpoint it means an
alliance for offensive and defensive pur-
poses, which should never be used for
oppression. As Hon. Joseph Chamber-
jain said in hie speech the other day,
Great Britain has stood ‘practically alone
since the Crimean war and is still amply
able to take her own part in any quarrel
that might be forced upon her. The
feeling now is that if there is a combined

5> attack made on Great Britain it will be

more on account of the friendly spirit
that she is manifesting toward the
United States than for anything else,
and yet in the face of this senacing
danger she continues to show favoritism
for the people of the United States in
such a marked and unmistakable man-
ner as to irritate nearly every nation in
Europe. The history of the British
nation has been one long fight for the
advancement of mankind, and in this
respect the .only country that compares
with her is the United State. Nothwitb-
standing the fact that through the
superior enterprise of her subjects she
has acquired a great deal of territory,
it is noticeable that she cares less
for the acquirement of new areas
than she does for the advancement of
civilization and the good of humanity,
and in this respect she is also like the
United States.

On the other hand the United
States is just entering upon a career in
the way of acquiring tearitory. By con-
quest she has already virtually secured
the Philippine Islands and is certain to
take over Hawaii. It is sure that Cuba
will fall into her lap next by power of
her brave sailors and soldiers, and so
the work of her peaceful and warlike
conquests goes bravely on.

Notwithstanding tbe determination
that the Americans made long since to
acquire nothing outside a certain zone,
the policy is one that cannot long be ad-
hered to. The United States is already
growing too small a field for the restlese
energy of her people. Her production,
like that of England, has already out-
grown the capacity of the markets
which she has access to. In order to
find new markets she must, perforce,
have colonies, just as England has,
which will trade with her because they
are American dependencies. This need
of fresh markets will sweep aside, be-
fore long, that particular portion of the
American doctrine which prohibits the
acquisition of territory from other coun-
tries. In this work she will meet with
the hostility of jealous powers and in
time there will be strong combines of
nations formed against her, but if an al-
liance is made with Great Britain she
could laugh at any aggregation that
could be arrayed to oppose her.

Outside of there considerations the
people of the United States will not for-
get that in the hour of trouble Great
Britain hae stood like a rock and pre-
vented the armed intervention of the
Continental powers in the present war.
Hence we believe that*the sentiment of
gratitude alone will compel her to make
an offensive and defensive alliance with
Great Britain at the earliest possible
moment. Suck a national partnership
would be one of the greatest factors for
good that the world has yet seen. It
would be one that would stand for peace,
and the advancement of mankind, and
besides would be better, than all, invin-
cible. It would fix the status of
the Anglo-Saxon race on such a firm
footing that it would rule the world.

THE PARIS EXPOSITION.

The Montreal Star prints a timely
editorial on Canada’s exhibit at the
Paris Exposition. It points out that
the 12,000 feet alloted to this country is
altogether too small. When this space
is further diminished by the provision of
necessary passage ways, Canada will be
able to do very little in the way of dis-
playing her products and capabilities to
the visiting world.

The value of being well represented at
Paris will be hard for the Canadian peo-
ple to over estimate. The world will be
there, drawing comparisons betwcen the
different countries as represented by
their exhibits; and more public opin-
ion concerning us will be formed that
summer in the French capital than dur-
1ng many another year, when we are
only an expression on the map to multi-
tudes of Europeans. The States of the
Union received nota little of their rating
in the general estimation by the size and
excellence of their exhibits at the Chi-
cago Exhibition; for there was a chance

to make a comparative study of them
all in a day. And the Paris Exposition
will be far fuller of opportunity to us
than any exhibition on this continent
could be.

Provided suitable. accommodation can
be obtained, British Columbia can make
a display of her natural resources at the
Exposition that would excel anything
of the kind from any other part of the
world.

A TYPICAL KOOTENAY MAN.

News comes from the Slocan that an
effort will be made there to induce A. E.

date for election to the legislative as-
sembly at the general elections. This is
a genuine instance of the office seeking
the man, and not the man seeking the
office. THE Miner has yet to learn
whether Mr. Fauquier is willing to ac-
cept the nomination, but has no hesit-
ancy in saying that the Slocan division
does not contain a man more suitable to
represent it in the legislature than he.
Mr. Fanquier has resided in the Slocan
for several years, and he is well known
throughout the division. We do not be-
lieve that he has an enemy in the Koot-
enays, or elsewhere, for that matter. To
know him is to appreciate him as a man
of the strictest integrity and the kindliest
disposition. Mr. Fauquier is in close
touch with the miners of the Slocan, and
by them he is greatly esteemed and re-
spected. He is not a politician, but his
public spiritedness and western ideas of
progressiveness, coupled with his abilities
as a business man, have gained for him
an enviable reputation in the neighbor-
hood where he resides. THE MINER
hopes that Mr. Fauquier will not hesi-
tate to accept the nomination that his
friends are desirous of tendering to him.

THE MONTE CHRISTO.

The fact that the Monte Christo is
about to join the list of shippers of this
camp marks an epoch in its history. It
is no small event anywhere when a prop-
erty of the importance of this begins its
career as a shipper with many thousands
of tons of shipping ore in sight. The
mines here have bottom to them and
when they once begin to ship there is no
telling when the depth at which work-
ing must cease will be attained. The
able and scientific manner in which the
Monte Christo has been handled is an
object lesson to those who desire to mine
successfully in this camp. The company
began its operations properly and
condncted them on these lines to a suc-
cessful issue. The best mining talent
available was secured and those invested
with the developing work were given a
free hand and full swing to conduct the
task along lines that are followed wher-
ever successful mining is, carried on.
The company was well supplied with
funds and there was no hesitancy mani-
fested about spending them so long as
actual valuable results were achieved.
It is now next to the deepest mine, it is
claimed by the management, in the Trail
Creek division.

their earnest praise of the departed

premier. Sir William Harcourt was go
affected during the delivery of his
panegyric on the virtues of his late
colleague that he thrice stopped through
the very excess of heartfelt emotion.
Lord Salisbury spoke eloquently of the
qualities of Mr. Gladstone and others
made speeches that rose to the full

height of the imvpreesive scene and mov-.

ing sitnation. The young, the middle
aged and the aged will read the account

 of this scene with tingling blood. The
young will be better for having heard of

it as it will stir up in them a
desire to live a. like life and
the old will say if they had another
opportunity they would try to follow in
footsteps of the dead statesman. The
entire effect of the episode was good, be-
cause it reveals that there is ample re-
ward for those who unselfishly and un-
ceasingly work for the betterment of
theirkind. The rewardsof the unselfish,
after all, are the greatest.

THE LEAD IMPORT DUTY.

Elsewhere will be found an interview
with William Braden, of the Braden
Brothers syndicate. A perusal of Mr.
Braden’s statement anent the local lead
industry shows that there is no hope
that the much desired legislation by

parliament will be enacted this ‘session,

and that the best that may be expected

‘this year is the granting of a Dominion

bonus on lead ore smelted in Canada.
Should the local lead smelters operate to

their full capacity it will require an ap-°

propriation of about $500,000 to pay this
bonus for one year. But even then the
industry will not be on a gatisfactory
basis. :

If the government had accepted the
recommendations of the Kootenay dele-
gates, this would not have been neces-
gary, At the same time Jead smelting
in this district would have at once be-
come practical, and employment would
thereby have been given here to hun-
dreds ® of men, and fully $500,000
would have been saved annually by
the silver-lead miners of this district by
them not having to pay the import duty
on lead ores into the United States.

The question is of vital importance to
the people of Kootenay. Until parlia-
ment frees the silver-leadjminers of this
district from the grasp of American
smelters, the local lead industry will
continue to be seriously handicapped.
Tae MixEr therefore suggests that the
agitation for an import duty based on
the United States tariff be kept up. Let
the newspapers and the various public
bodies of British Columbia keep this
question prominently to the front until
the existing evils are remedied.

IMPERIAL DEFENOE.

A Co-operative System for the Defence
of the Empire, was the subject discussed
at the last regular meeting of the Royal
Colonial Institute. This is a question of
vital importance, and one that the col-
onies are anxious to see quickly materi-
alize. It is regrettible that no plan has
been adopted with this end in view, for
there is no telling when Great Britain
may be forced into a war with one or

more of the European powers. Vast
sums of money are yearly spent in &
piecemeal defence of the various por-
tions of the Empire. From reasons of
self-interest, expediency and economy,
it is surely not too much to urge that
the time has arrived when all portions
of Her Majesty’s dominions, with their
enormous military and other resources,
should be prepared to co-operatein a
mutaal defense, and should decide to
accept one general policy—elastic it may
be—upon which they are to maintain
their independence as a great people.
This is a matter for the immediete con-
sideration of the military and naval
leaders of the Empire.

JOSEPH MARTIN’S CANDIDACOY [}

The Vancouver Province is restless in
its efforts to boom Joseph Martin, ex-M.
P., for Winnipeg, for the legislative as-
gsembly. In its issue of the 18th inst.,
The Province prints a requisition which
it asks the people to sign, in the hope
that Mr. Martin may be thereby in-
duced to accept the nomination to stand
for Vanocuver at the general elections.
The Province wants to prove to Mr. Mar-
tin that the people of Vancouver are cer-
tain to elect him, should he enter the
field. This is an excellent way of test-
ing a man’s popularity. Still, it seems
to us that The Province has started to
boom the ex-member for Winnipeg
rather late in the day. Therecan be no
doubt but that Mr. Martin would be a
valuable acquistion to theProvincial legis-
lature, but, should he enter local poli-
tics, he cannot expect to gucceed in
effectually organizing the Opposition be-

tween now and the elections. The:

Province is doing good work for its
party, but should have undertaken the
task of reorganizing the opponents of
the Turner administration six months
ago in order to record a victory next
July.

However, it is not unprobable that
Mr, Martin will yet take the field. If
he does so, it is safe to say that while
the Government will be returned, it will
be so with a reduced majority than it
has at present. This will suit the ends
of the southeastern districts of the Prov-
ince, for the reason that the Independent
Kootenay members of the legislature
will have a better opportunity than ever
to control the balance of power.

A GRATUITY of $5,000 is to be voted to
William Ogilvie in recognition of his
public services in connection with the
survey aud exploration of the Klondike
district. Ogilvie’s report on‘ the aufer-
ous alluvial deposits of the Yukon coun-
try is largely responsible for the mad
rush to the Northwest Territories during
the past nine months. It would be
more appropriate, however, if the trans-
portation companies instead of parlia-
ment rewarded Mr. Ogilvie for his efforts
in this particular instance.

McKexzie & MANN continue to pester
the Dominion Government for a subsidy
for the construction of the Yukon rail-
way. The second attempt is in the form
of a proposal to accept 10,000 acres per
mile, and a cash grant of $80,000 a year
for 20 years. In the interest of the peo-
ple of Canada. it is fervently hoped that
parliament will refuse point blank to.
give even the smallest kind of a subsidy
towards this scheme. McKenzie &
Mann already have received an enor-

Colonél Topping’s Views,
Eprror Mingr—S8ir: I am not an
apologist for the Government and Idonot
believe that it was expedient to grant the
enormous cash bonus to the Yukon rail-
way, but I do believe in fair play and

think that the ‘Oppositionists, whose
main objection appears to be against the
grants made to the several Kootenay
railways, are not worth serious consid-
eration. To these railways the govern-
ment has granted large tracts of land of
no value except for the mineral therein
contained, and all minerals are reserved
for the prospector. The only benefit
that the railway companies can derive

collateral to raise money with which to
build their lines. If these barrenlands of
West Kootenay will cause railways to be
built through our mountain passes and
open up our mineral resources they are,
to my view, well applied when donated to
the railway companies. The railways that
now run to every camp of importance in
this district would not have been built,
and the greater part of West Kootenay
would now be an uninhabited and un-
developed - wilderness, if the rail-
way policy of the government
had been otherwise. I thoroughly be-
lieve in the land grant to the Yancounver,
Victoria & Eastern railway, by which
the Robson-Penticton branch will be
built,and am convinced I am by nomeans
alone in the belief that this road will be
used as the main line of the C. P.R.
within the next two years.

Now in regard to parties, I believe
that, if the names of Government and
Opposition could be dropped in this elec-
tion in West Kootenay that we could
achieve a wonderful success. If our six
members could be elected as independ-
ents or as a Kootenay party, they could
choose the best from either side and
sway legislation nearly as they choose.
Kootenay could be represented in the
cabinet and would impress her force up-
on the province.

John A. Manly, ex-mayor of Grand
Forks, arrived in the city Monday from
Grand Forks. He says there has been
considerable feeling in the Boundary
country about the opposition convention
on account of the people of that district

not being consylted as to time and place
of holding same, and Greenwood may
gend no delegates.

OPPOSITION OCONVENTION.

Dissension Among the Delegates
Causes It to Be a Fallure.

The Oppositionists of the Rossland
riding have postponed their much
talked of convention, and the few dele-
gates who were present from the Bound-
ary COreek country have accomplished
their purpose. The Boundary Creekers
were an insignificant minority so far as
numbers were concerned, but they can
give their Rossland brethren cards and
gpades as politicans and best them.

The Boundary Creek delegation ar-
rived here only to discover that nearly
every other Rossland delegate to the
convention was a candidate for the nom-
ination. They lost no time in deciding
on a plan of campaign to govern during
their stay here. They realized that the
east side of the Riding was hopelessly
divided and saw an excellent opportun-
ity to arrange matters so that a west
gide man might in the end secure the
nomination. They maintain that the
Opposition vote in the Boundary Creek
country is entitled to more consideration
than has been evinced by the east side
delegates.

‘When the convention met in secret
conclave last night, the Boundary dele-
gates soon had it arranged that the
meeting should be postponed until June
8, Immediately following this they sug-
gested that the convention be held at
Grand Forks, instead of Rossland, and
offered to pay the hotel and transports-
tion expenses of all the east side dele-
gates if the proposal was accepted. But
a motion to this effect was discreetly
withdrawn when it was seen that the
Rossland men were ready to refuse ‘the
offer. It was finally arranged that Ross-
land shall be the place for holding th&
convention. : , il

The Trail delegation held aloof from
the discussion. They found themselves
in the same boat as the Boundary dele-
gates. Rossland had a majority in the
convention and seemed determined to
hold the fort for a Rossland man. It is
therefore not surprising that Trail was
ready to join issues with the west side
men, and this, it seems, they have done,
though no definite arrangement has been
made between the two factions.

It seems that the result of the conven-
tion last night would have been entirely
different but for two reasons, one of
which is James Martin’s timidity and
his refusal to announce two weeks ago
his willingness to accept the nomination,
and the other is the attempt of Messrs.
Bogle and Clabon to obtain proxies for
the convention from the electors of the
Boundary country. !

It is almost a certainty that Martin
could have been nominated last night if
he had taken the people of Boundary
into his confidence before they selected
their delegates. By this action Martin
has lost the confidence of the people of
the Boundary country, and they are de-
termined to nomingte an able man from
the west side instead. They figure that
they are entitled to twelve votes in the
convention and confidently rely on five
votes from Trail, makinga total of 17.
This gives them within one of as many
votes as Rossland can muster, provided
the latter are voted solid to a man. The
westsiders say that with the dissension
that prevails among the Rossland dele-
gates, they are certain of victory.

Several of the delegates came to THE
MinEr office after the convention last
night and each gave his version of the
affair. Among the number was the
diplomatic chairman, J. A. Kirk, who
smilingly intimated that the meeting
waé barmonious and satisfactory. Fol-
lowing Mr. Kirk there appear ‘others.
who denounced in very forcible terms
the secrecy of the meeting. They main~
tained that the cause they support has
nothing to hide, and that the selfish
ambitions of certain politiciang in the
Rossland riding seem to count for more
than the cause of good government.

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ESMOND WAS THE VICTOR

Was An Easy Winner in the Mili-
tary Tourney.

Elliot Was Out of Form—Excellent
Work Done By Chalmers—A Big
Attendance.

After a. lively contest lasting nearly
three hours, the all-round military
championship of Canada was won yester-
terday afternoon by Staff Sergeant Fred
Esmond of Rossland, late Eleventh

Rossland, and a share in the gate re-
ceipts, which were considerable.

The day was perfect for such a tourney.
The sun was bright and warm, but the
air was crisp enough to keep the con-
testants from suffering from heat. The
attendance was doubtlessithe largest ever
gathered together at the ball grounds,

It was a gay picture that the
contestants presented as they rode into
the arena. Sergeant-Major Elliot wore
the blue tunic of the Royal Horse artil-
lery, with a red cap, fawn colored riding
breeches and russet boots. He was
mounted on Ted, Fred Linburg’s hand-
some saddle horse, which bore his heavy
weight well. Staff-Sergeant Esmond,
mounted on a wiry little gray horse, was
attired in a white sweater, blue trousers
and blue riding cap. Chalmers,. who
was a new man to most of the spectators,
has only been in Rossland for a short
time. He comes from London, and
formerly saw service in South Africa.
Although out of practice, for he only
entered the contest on the previous day,
Chalmers gave one of the most pleasing
exhibition of the day, and his work was
marked by fine dash and spirit through-
out. He was attired in a- white sweater
with drab trousers and red riding boots.

The tourney opened with a lemon cut-
ting contest between Elliot and Esmond.
The lemon was struck upon a post in the
middle of the field, and the contests rid-
ing by at full gallop, were to cut the
fruit in two with their sabres. Further

ring was suspended from an arm, and
after passing the lemon the contestants,
riding by the rin
pierce it with their ewords and
carry it away. Staff-Sergeant Ks-
mond cut the lemon once, besides

knocked it off several times, but he was

not able to impail the ring. Sergeant-
Major Elliot captured the ring at his
first trial, but was not so successful
with the lemon. In slashing at it the
last time, he accidentally grazed his
horse’s ear with the saber. The fright-
ened animal charged into the crowd, and
while he was regaining control of the
animal Elliot himself received a nasty
cut to the bone along the base of his left
thumb. The wound, which was bleed-
ing freely, was sewed by Dr. Reddick.

The following contest was between
Esmond with a sword, against Chalmers
armed with a lance, and as each was se-
curely protected by a breastplate and
sword-mask, they were able to give a
lively combat. Although Chalmers was
mounted on a strange horse, which re-
fused to respond readily, he gave a very
pretty exhibition, while Esmond acquit-
ted himself well with the sword and
shattered his opponent’s lance. The
bout ended, Esmond 3, Chalmers 1.

Meanwhile Elliot had re-entered
the engagement, and in the succeeding
bout he appeared armed with a sword
on a new horse to do battle with Es-
mond, who defended himself with a
lance. As each was armed with his fayv-
orite weapon, the contest was a lively
one. Elliot made a number of clever
attacks but was warded off and received
a well directed blow in the neck from
Esmond’s lance. The bout ended, El-
liot 1, Esmond 3.

In the final bout with Chalmers, who
took the sword, Elliot handled the lance
and scored two while his opponent made
three.

In the Turk’s head contest, Esmond
won the bout easilv by a score of eight.
Tilting at the ring with the lance fol-
lowed, 2nd here Chalmers and Esmond

‘each scored two, but Elliot was not able

to manage his horse, and did not.score.
In this event Chalmers acquitted him-
self notably, as he ran full speed every
time, and impailed the ring very cleverly.

Tent pegging followed, where Chal-
mers again won commendation for the
verve that distinguished his work. The
score in this event was : Chalmers, nine;
Esmond, seven.

The final event was a sword contest
between Elliot and Esmond, but . Es-
mond was unable to keep his
seat and rolled under his horses’ heels
twice. The bout ended with a score of
three for Elliot and two for Esmond.
