TAKE AN INSPIRED PEN

[t would take an inspired pen to du
1stice to the glorious valour of the
Canadians. Only a few of the incidents
v1]l ever be recorded in detail. As the
wounded survivors tell their stories,
idmiration emerges into amazement.

Lieut. George Smith, one of the
wounded in Dr. Armour’s Queens
Canadian military hospital near hecz
says:

“The conduct of the Canadians was
an inspiration. They never faltered,
they never hesitated, but under the

most galling fire showed absolute
:oolness and supreme courage. We
were three or four miles behind the
irst trenches when the action started.
We (the third battalion of the first
brigade) started to move up about
).30 Thursday night. We were under
3 heavy artillery fire for the last half
mile, and-it was then that poor Ross
Binkley and Lieut. MacDonald were
‘nstantly killed through. the explosion
of a big shell. Many others were killed
and woundéd at the same time, We
then dug ourselves in just behind the
line. About daybreak Friday morning
we moved forward in single file, the
officers . as usual, leading. When we
came under the rifle fire of the Ger-
mans (at about 800 yards) wé formed
up and moved forward in two lines
in open order, the men being about &
feet apart and 25 yards intervening
between-the two platoons. One pla-
toon would dash about twenty-five
yards and drop, then the second line
wquld rush. The casualties were slight
at first, but as we got closer the Ger-
man rifle fire became more destructive
and when half way across the open
space Lieutenant Smith @opped with

Paris, May 18, 2.35 p.m.—The
French War Office this afternoon is-
sued the following statement on the
progress of hostilities:

“On the terrain to the west of ihe
Yser canal conquered ‘by us yesterday
and the day before yesterday, the Ger-
mans left about 2,000 dead and a great
number of rifles. ' ;

“During the course of the engage-
ments of yesterday we made some
further prisoners.

“To the east of the canal we have
consolidated the ’ositions recently
taken by us.

“During the night the Germans un-
dertook a particularly violent counter-
attack, preceding ‘this action by a
bombardment with artillery and bomb
throwers., <\They were repulsed.

“In the region to the north of Notre

FAREWELL SERVICES'
AT IMMANUEL
BAPTIST CHURCH,

Pastor C. J. Loney Bids Congre-
gation Farewell.

Farewell services at Immanuel Bap-
tist Church were largely attended.

Rev. Clifford ]J. Loney, pastor of
Immanuel Baptist Church, after a
very successful pastorate, bid farewell
to his congregation on Sunday.

In spite of the disagreeable weather
a large congregation gathered at the
morning service, Rev. Mr, Loaey de-
livered a strong and forceful sermon
on the subject, The King’s Business,
based on the' words “Occupy Until I
Come.” ;

The speaker showed that the inter-
ests of the Kingdom of God were the
supreme things in every man’s lifée.
“This was the supreme thing in the
life of Christ himself. As a boy of
twelve, he realized that this was the
great purpose of his life, when he said
“Wist ye not that I must be about
my Father's business.” It is the sup-
reme “business of “every Christian to
serve the King," and. to premote his
interests in the world. =~ Yfe

| Christ has entrusted the earthly inter-
ests unto us, His followers and the
extension of the Kingdom of God de-
pends upon the fidelity of the indivi-
dual Christian. The talents represent
the varied powers which God has
given to His children to carry for-
ward the interests of His Kingdom.
We each have all the capital that is
required to do the business God has
asked us to do. v

Continuing, the speaker asked what
kind of business his hearers were do-
ing for Christ, and reminded them
that it was not what they had, but
what they used, that counted. Better
make a small business pay, than bz
ruined by a big one. :

Mr. Loney then illustrated what
successful business for Christ was and
bow it was carried on by the early
church. The secret of success might
be summed up in one word, “Faith-
fulness.”

Having enumerated the profits and
blessings that come to those who
were faithful to their trust, he made
reference to the work that had been
done in the church, and paid tribute
to the beautiful spirit of harmony and
of the loyal support he had received
during the past year.

In closing, he asked the church to
stand together, to be loyal to the
Bible, the church and one another,
and to show an unbroken front to the
world. ‘Make the Bible a united fac-
tor, and not as some, a dividing fac-
tor. Remember, that you and I must
‘one day hand our record and our time
sheet into the hand of our Master.

In the afternoon the pastor spoke
a few parting words to the members
of the Sunday School in whom he has
been specially ‘ interested. He urged
them to accept and serve Christ,

At the evening service Mr. Loney
delivered an unusually strong and fer-
vent sermon to a large and apprecia-
tive audience, which filled the church
to its uttermost capacity,

The theme considered was, ‘Is there
a Heaven,’ based on the words of
John, 14: “In my Father’s house are
many mansions.” The speaker intro-
duced the subject by referring to the
story of the Fall, in Genesis, and
showed how that all man had lost and
more, was regained in the Homeland
of the soul through our Lord Jesus
Christ. '

Heaven is the landing place of the
Bible. There are many arguments for
the belief in Heaven, but we must not
forget that all arguments for
existence of heaven applied equally
for the existence of a hell. The first
outstanding argument in favor of the
existence of a heaven was’'a popular
belief that had always throughout all
1a_fi.{es been held in favor of an after
ife. :
The Egyptians in embalming thoir
dead as mummies in order to prepare
them for the future life. The peculiar
custom of the Indians, the Norsmen,
the Greenlanders, the Chinese, in re-
gard to their dead, all tended to prove
that the general belief was that there
existed a home-land for the soul. All
cannot be deceived. The universability
of the belief is the greatest argument
in the favor of its justification.

In the second place it was a gen-
erally conceded fact that all really bad
men were not adequately punished in
this world, and similarly others were
not awarded according to their dues.

Thirdly there was the scriptural
argument in favor of the existence of
heaven. The bible had opened its
pages in the garden of Eden and
passing through a long period of sin
and strife, had terminated in the para-
dise regained our heavenly home.
This grand and glorious home-land
of the soul is represented under dif-
ferent figures. It is called a kingdom,
a kingdom of righteousness and peace,
whose king is love, where millions cf
loyal and loving subjects serve the
kind for ever.

It is a heavenly country, where 1ll
is beautiful and delightful, where the
Good Shepherd leads his flocks by
crystal streams. ]t is a heavenly city,
with gates of pearl and streets of
gold and walls of precious stones,
where there is no ball rooms, no bar
rooms, no card tables or theaires. At
this point the speaker declared heaven
would be a mighty slow place for
some folks, and in fact there would
have to be a big change even in some
professing Christians if they were
ever to see heaven,

Finally, heaven is a home of many
wonderfud and beautiful things, where
there would be joy and happiness in
the service of the Lord. This home is
to never pass from us, here we shall
meet to part no more, but where we
shall meet and recognize those loved
long since and lost awhile, 7

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGUL’ATIONS.

HE sole head of a family, or any male

over 18 years old, may bomestead a
uarter-section of availabie Dominioun land
n Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Entry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but nat
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within
pine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres, on certain conditions. .A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. -

Duties—Six months residence in each of
dhree years after earning homegtead pat-
ents also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
emption patent may be obtained as soon as
homiestead patent, on certain conditions.
A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead_right may take'a purchased home-
stead In certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months ip
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

would be a disadvantage to both and
profit would' accrue only to a third
party which would take advantage of
this~ opportunity to obtain lastiag
hegemony in the Mediterranean.”

Count Tisza, in replying, endorssd
the views of Count Andrassy, saying,
“I cannot discuss the details of our
offers to Italy, but can assure you
our object is to secure the lasting
friendship of Italy, which is essential
to the great and vital interests of both.
These interests demand that we, .at
the price of great sacrifices, shalltry t6
remove all differences which have
arisen and create the foundation of
a lasting friendship - ‘devoid of all
secret views. I hope this attitude of
the goverhment finds support in pub-
lic opinion, as I am sure the Hungar-
jan feeling of friendship and sympathy
for Italy still is keenly alive. ~With
the elimination of differences this
sympathy will grow stronger and
warmer.”

After the premier had finished,
Count Andrassy, as leader of the
opposition, declared:

“The entire nation is united on this
question. If war is inevitable it will
do its duty manfully, but if peace is
possible, it will joyfully and sincerely
join to bring about more intimate and
friendly relations with Italy.”

Spy Trial
is Opened
Up To-day

By Special Wire to the Courier. 2
London, May 18.—The trial of Aa+
ton Kepferle,' who claims to be a
naturalized American citizen, resid-
ing at one time in Brooklyn, N.Y.,
charged with spying, opened at the
Old Bailey police court to-day be-
fore Lord Reading, Lord Chief Jus-
tice, and Justices Avory and Lush.

Although it had been announced
earlier that the hearings would be’in
camera, the -authorities decided at
the last moment, on a public trial, and
the court room was crowded with
spectators. Admission by ticket was
insisted upon.

“Our attack on the left on May g
crossed the fields, and after covering
150 metres, reached the first line of
German trenches, Barbed ‘wire here
as thick as a man’s finger had been
destroyed by our artillery fire. Small
footbridges had been prepared to en-
able our men to cross the trenches,
but as the German trenches were very
narrow, the soldiers dropped their
footbridges and Ileaped over the
trenches on the run.

“Reaching the village of La Tar-
gette, they fought foot by foot
through the streets and orchards. As
the village is small, they were soon
past it, and 300 metres. farther on
were in contact with the first houses
of Neuville. It was then~ 11.30
o’clock.

BATTLE OVER THE GRAVES

.“The attack at the centre was car-
ried out with equal dash. It crossed
the Bethune road on a level with the
hamlet of Rietz and soon reached the
German earthworks in the southera
outskirts of Neuville, stretching north-
wards in the direction of the ceme-
tery. Here, over the graves, a fierce
battle raged. Twice during the day we
had the cemetery in our hands and
twice we lost it. Finally we established
ourselves nearby, after capturing and
holding, as on the left, five big lines
of trenches.

“Our right only was halted in its
forward movement. Finding itself
face to face with the labyrinth (prob-
ably a bad cut up woods), it fought
hard, and in spite of the enormous
difficulties, carried the southern
part, but flanking earthworks took a
heavy toll of losses.
