Chaplain of the 215th battalion, be-
longs the unique distinction of being
one of the few men in Canada to-
day who have seen the armored cars
recently put to suech good use by th?2

Capt. McKegney returned yesterday
from a visit to New York, where he
saw no less itnan sixteen of the re-
doubtable chariots of war ready for
shipment to England.

McKegney to the Courier as beins
about twenty feet in i1ength, and pre-
senting rather the aspect of large
moving vafis, though of course coit
‘posed almost entirely of bullet and
shell-proof metal. and giving evi-
dence of being able to withstand any
onslaughts made unon them.

Great excitement was felt in New
York and other large centres in the

ited States, according to Capt.
McKegney, over the activities of the
German submarine U-53, off the
coalt, the prorGerman element be-
ment jubilant.

“There were three centres of m
terest in New York at the {ime,’
states Capt. McKegney. ‘“‘Perhaps
the most prodominant was the world
series, lost by Brooklvn on Thurs-
day: second probably came the sub-
marine question, and thirdly——prim-
arily, to the Hearst and similar pub-

ervice to the

Material Is Discovered Dati
Before Christendom—Stat

Cairo, Egynt, Oct. 14.—(Corres-
pondence of The Associated Press)
—Important discoveries which are
said to have supplied much of the
hitherto obscure history of ancient
Ethiopia were made recently by the
TEgyption Expedition sent by Har-
vard University and the Boston Mus-
eum of Fine Arts under the director-
ship of Dr. George A. Reisner, well
known as an Egyptologist.

In an interview with a representa-
tive of The Associated Press, Dr.
Resiner said that during excavations
at Gebel Barkal material bearing on
the whole period between 1600 B.C.
and 100 A.D. had been foumsi and
that prospects were that further ex-
cavation woud bring to light objects
of s.al greater importance.

Among the more important finds
have been ten large statues of kings
of Ethionia. Five of these were near-
ly complete and five were lacking
the heads, but it is believed these
will be found. The expedition has
also uncovered the foundations og
temples built by Egyptian kings of
the Bighteenth Dynasty and show:n
that the sphinxes of Amenophis IIL
and other monuments of that period
found at Barkal belong to these
temples and were not brought }}ere
in later times as some historians
have assumed. Describing the work,
Dr. Reisner said: e

«@Gebel Barkal, which is in the dis-
trict of Napata, lies 250 miles up the
Nile from Kerma in the provinece ug
Dongola. Napata was the capital of
that kingdom of Ethiopia whose
armies are mentioned in the Old Teg-
{ament as the opponeénts of Assyria
in the latter part of the eighth cen-
tury before Christ. Gebel Gax:kal is
an upstanding table mountain _z)l
sand stone, visible for a great dis-
tance.

The capture of the capital of Ger-
man East Africa by Lieut. General
Smutts, a Dutchman born in Cape
Colony, is another of those @mazing
triumphs of British rule which are
the wonder and the despair of our
enemies.
For us too, there is certainly cause
if not for amazement certainly - for
pride in a fact that a territory twice
the size of Germany has just been
added to our Imperial possessions
by the genius of a colonial soldier
statesmen who was one of the right-
handed men of President Kruger in
the stormy days that immediately
preceded the South African war and
in the war itself proved himself one
of the most dashing and resourceful
cavalry leaders on the side of the
Dutch Republies.
Since those days ‘““Jannie’” Smutts
has done great many things in South
Africa but mostly he has been over-
shadowed in the eye of the British
public by the more familiar figure
of his friend and political chief
General Louis Botha. “Chief” how-
ever is not the word to describe the
relationship in which Botha stands
to Smutts. Personally ever since
the grant of responsible government
to the Transvaal in 1907 I have
never been able to look upon the two
men as anything but partners.’ Their
political and personal association
during all the years since then has
been of the closest and most inti-
mate nature.

A Dreamy-Eyed Visionary.
Not an easy subject for portraiture
is_ the conqueror of German East Af-
rica. When I knew him first ten
years ago, he was a- very slender,
very fair dreamy-eyed—a visionary
of the veldt, who seemed more than
a little out of place among his poli-
tical associates. Even more out of
place he seemed howeyer, when as
State Attorney to President Kruger
he made his appearance ir the Volk-
srad at Pretoria clad in jaunty

NEWS  FROM PARIS

Representative Meeting Re-
garding Red Cross
Appeal.

Paris, Oct. 13.—(From our own
correspondent.)—It was a large and
representative gathering that res-
ponded to the call of Mayor J. M.
Patterson, last night in the Council
chamber, to discuss wavs and mears
for the_raising of money in responsc
to the anveal of the British " Red
Cross Society. Among those present
were Mesdames T. Bonnar, M. Hed-
dle, Y. Inksater, C. Dear, A. Fmmer-
son, ‘A. S. Lovett; T. Mauer, S. T.
Davidson, M. Felker, also the Misses
Martin, James, Pitts, O’Bien.
Messrs. Smoke, Harold, Stewart,
Murray, T. Evans, McCausland, Bon-
nar, Heddle, Hicks, Rehder, Feather-
stone, J. Inksater, Rev. Adamanson
and Langton.

In addition to the apnneal for the
British Red Cross Society. Mayor
Patterson read one, asking aid to-
wards the support of wounded sail-
ors of the British Navy, and Mer-
cantile Marine, as also the widows
and children of the men who had
given their lives in the defence of
the Empire.

It was stated that the Municipal-
ity had power to grant a certain
sum to meet such appeals as above
asked for, and to issue debentures
for the same. After some discussion
it was moved by James R. Inksater
and seconded by Henry Rehder that
the Council be asked to grant the
sum of $5,000 towards the above, to
be expended as follows: $3,000 to
the British Red Cross Fund and $2,-
000 to the fund for sailors of the
British Navy and Mercantile Mar-
ines, said debentures to be extended
over a period of five years.

Rev. Adamson stated that the
collection taken up at the Union ser-
vice on Thanksgiving Day would be
given the Council towards the above
funds. and it was pointed out .that
there were douhtless many who
might wish to contribute towards
the Red Cross in addition to the
grant from the town. Such contri-
butions are asked to be paid in the
office of the own Clerk, or ic the
Secretary. Mr. Charles MecCausland.

Alloy Used Has Many Ad-
‘vantages Over Iron or
Steel.

Much attention is being given to
aluminum alloy pistons, says the
“Seientific American,” and although
they have been under investigation
for some years, the user generally
supposes that their value lies in their
light weight. This is not the case,
for, as a rule, little is gained in this
direction. These alloys are so soft
that it is necessary to fit larger wrist
pins in order to secure them proper-
ly from coming loose, and to put in
considerable metal to hold these
pins, so that the resulting piston is
little lighter than a good steel pis-
ton. There is, however, an advan-
tage in using these alloys,. for they
are approximately three times better
conductors of heat than cast iron o
steel, and this is an advantage worth
having, as the heads keep coolevr
than cast iror, and less carbon is
produced.
