Li(Experimental Farms Note). 
This year when above all 

others in the history of the Em­
pire, good crops are desperately 
needed, our farmers should take 
every reasonable precaution to 
insure crop growth and on the 
majority of farms in Eastern 
Canada the timely removal of 
excessive water from the soil 
Is of first importance.

Underdrainage is the ideal 
way in which to remove water 
and to deepen the area in which 
plant roots can gather food, but 
It is too slow and expensive for 
most farmers to undertake on 
an extensive scale and in some 
locations and on some soils it 
will not remove the surface 
water quickly enough for best 
results. At any rate, but little 
underdrainage could be accomp­
lished now before cropping. ,.

It may be stated as a general 
rule that, in the Maritime Pro­
vinces at least, there should be 
such surface drainage provided 
as will remove water from melt­
ing ice and snow and from 
heavy rains without leaving 
ponds in the fields.

At the Experimental Station, 
Fredericton, where underdrain- 
ge has been quite extensive, it 

has been found absolutely es­
sential to early spring cultiva­
tion and later to crop growth to 
providé surface water ways in 
addition to the underdrains.

Except under unusual circum­
stances, this drainage is not ex­
pensive. On flat ground or 
where there is no underdrain­
age on slopes and the subsoil is 
full of springs, the plan follow­
ed is to plough in narrow lands 
or not more than 33 feet, make 
the dead or open furrows deep 
and clear them out with a 
grader or shovel. Then a good 
outlet must he given at the ends 
of the dead furrows or they may 
be tapped with a cross furrow 
where the line of natural drain­
age cresses the area. At the 
Experimental Station a steel 
grader costing $55.60 is used. 
This machine can be hauled 

with one good two horse team 
or. if necessary, four acres can 
be used. On ground free from 
this grader. It will also do 
good work in turnplking roads.

Narrow lands and deep, open 
furrows, of course, make the 
field more difficult to work eco­
nomically as they necessitate 
cultivation In one direction only 
and are a nuisance in working 
machinery, but if they will en­
sure a crop where otherwise one 
could not be obtained, this in­
convenience will have to be 
tolerated. Thousands of acres 
in Eastern Canada which in or­
dinary seasons will not give a 
crop might be successfully cul­
tivated by this means.

In all fields where water Is 
liable to form ponds, a swale 
should be artiflei ally made to 
carry off the surface flow. By 
using a plough, the graded and 
scraper, such swales can be 
quite cheaply made. If, It Is
necessary to go a foot deep, the 
swale should be from fifteen 
to twenty feet wide, if more 
depth is required the swale 
should be correspondingly

<der. By this means the
water is taken off without con­
fining it to a narrow stream, 
consequently, there need be no 

ashing away of the soil and 
there Is no obstacle to the work­
ing of plougs or machinery In 
cultivating or harvesting. 
Sufficient surface drainage, by 
whatever means it can be ac­
complished, is an emphatic 
necessity.

MOVE THE CLOCKS AHEAD 
ONE HOUR.

The Daylight Savtmg Measure
Has Received Royal Assent.

OTTAWA, April 12—The go­
ing into force of the daylight 
saving measure has been de­
finitely fixed for two o’clock on 
Sunday morning, April 14th. It 
will remain In effect until two 
o’clock on the morning of Thurs 
day, October Slet, 1918. This 
afternoon Sir Charles Fitzpat­
rick, Deputy Governor, attend­
ed In the Senate and gave the 
Royal assent to the Bill. Im­
mediately an extra of the Cana­
da Gazette was issued contain­
ing the following proclamation L

“His Excellency, the Gover­
