As it approached my father 
grew gloomy, and 1 was sent awajr to. 
spend Christmas day at some other 
home.

When I became old enough to won­
der why I did not have a mother tike 
other boys 1 wished to know, yet 
dreaded to ask.'

THE MAYOR’S ADDRESS
The opening address of Mayor 

Hartman to the city council of 1913, 
is a carefully prepared and business­
like document.

Mr. Hartman made an excellent 
presiding officer during 1912, an<j no 
doubt will be equally assiduous in at­
tending to his duties, during the ex­
isting twelve months. It should, and 
no doubt will, be a continued source 
of pleasure for him to recall the fact 
that Hydro-Electric was adopted by 
the qjtjzens, during his time as Chief 
MagistWte. The .Courier hopes with 
him, that his current term will see 
the completion of that important en­
terprise, destined to prove of such 
great..value and satisfaction to all 
classes of citizens.

There is only one point upon which 
this paper and the Mayor differ, and 
that is that “arrangements should be 
made, as soon as possible, this year 
to extend the boundaries in every 
possible direction.”

This may be a good thing, and 
then again it may not. The Courier 
inclines to the latter view, although, 
of course, there should first of all be 
a full investigation, which a commit­
tee already has in hand.

The position would appear to be 
just this;

1— Brantford, as such, already has 
a large area which in some matters, 
especially that of roads, has not yet 
been efficiently looked after. These 
should be attended to first before as­
suming fresh responsibilities.

2— The last time the boundaries 
were enlarged, in 1891, an order-in- 
Council, in the Ontario Gazette, de­
clared that;—•

“For a period of fifteen years 
from the first day of January, 1892, 
the rate of general taxation, upon 
real and personal property within 
the said newly annexed territory, 
shall be less by five mills on the 
dollar than the rate of the City of 
Brantford, as heretofore, and the 
assessment of real property within 
the said newly annexed territory 
shall not for the next six years< 
(commencing with the assessment 
to be made for the said City in the 
year 1891) be higher thah that for 
the same property heretofore made 
for the said Township of Brantford 
for the year 1891.”
In plainer language, the Township 

rate of assessment (a low rate) had 
to be maintained for • six years on 
then existing property, and if resi­
dents in the older portion of the city 
paid 20 mills on the dollar, the resi­
dents of the newly incorporated dis­
tricts foi1 fifteen years, paid 15. al­
though securing all the city privi­
leges.

If the residents of the proposed 
annexed districts would come in on 
the basis of a similar assessment and 
a similar rate, that might alter the 
phase of affairs, but even then there 
should be very grave considerati 
for this is not a thing to be lightly 
entered upon.

One thing more. Why should the 
opening meeting of the Brantford 
City Council be held in the morning, 
to the great inconvenience of the 
members?

This is a relic which ought to he
abolished.

“Cross Education.”
This term is used to describe a phe­

nomenon that has recently been under 
investigation at a laboratory attached 
to one of the New England universi­
ties. Experiments have shown that 
the effects of practice on one side of 
the body are transferred to the other 
side, where there has been no prac­
tice. For instance, a fencer, practicing 
lunges with a foil and using only his 
right hand, gained in two weeks 56 
per cent, of accuracy in aim. At the 
same time it was found that his left 
hand had gained 36 per cent, of accu­
racy in the same exercise, although it 
had no actual practice. So the ex­
ertion of the muscles of the right arm 
likewise increased the strength of the 
left arm.

Vi passengers were taken off at Che­
bucto Head, at the entrance to Hali­
fax Harbor, and reached here in 
safety No lives were lost, but Cap­
tain Eustance and his crew are still 
aboard the ship, which hangs by her 
bows on a reef, the captain hoping 
to get off at low water, which will 
be about 11 o’clock. The escape of 
a ship from such a predicament is 
generally at high water, but the 
captain evidently thinks that the af­
terpart of the ship in deep water 
will drag the forward part off at low.

The Uranium struck at 11 o’clock 
Sunday morning in thick weather. 
She crashed on the ledge a quarter 
of a mile north of Chebucto Head 
light and fog station.

CALGARY, Alta., Jan. 13—One of 
the most disastrous fires in the his­
tory of Western Canada occurred 
Sunday when the large packing 
plant of P. Burns and Company 
totally destroyed by fire. The loss 
including carcasses in cold storage, 
will probably be in excess of $2,000,- 
00. Qn account of the low water 
pressure the fire department 
able to do effective work, and at a 
late hour last night the fire was stil! 
raging.

The loss is serious, in that the lo­
cal plant was the largest institution 
of its kind in the west, from which 
all of the western cities, including 
Vancouver and Victoria and the 
Victoria coast cities, draw largely for 
their meat supply, and buitchering in 
the open may have to be resorted 
to in order to prevent a meat fam­
ine. The storage plant conjtained 
from 15,000 to 20,000 carcasses.

The fire was discovered about 
12.30 o’clock Sunday morning. The 
whole of the basement was in 
flames, and the packing plant de­
partment, augmented by all the city 
fire department, was unable to make 
any ’headway against the flamês. 
This was due in a measure, to the 
low water pressure, and also to

ammonia fumes in the basement., 
which were, so strong that the 
could not endure,th^m.

Repeatedly the firemen entered 
ithe basement, only to be driven back 
by the overpowering gipmoniaiumes. 
In a rimt time the firçTiâd go 
n»to the graSre' soaked floors of th* 
upper stories, and when this occurf- 
•the water had no effect- whatever. 
Several of the . firemen had 
escapes from exploding ammonia 
tanks, but no one wgs seriously in­
jured. The fire raged furiously all 
day and :by night the ,remains of the 
magnificent plant were but charred 
ruins. '

The Burns plant was a local insti­
tution with a history* . It had its 
start when P. Burns, then a very 
young man came to Calgary about 
twenty years ago. It is related .that 
his sole capital was one lone beef 
steer, The growth of thisSplant has 
kept pace with the development of 
this section and has made its 
one of the richest mçn in the west, 
his wealth being reputed to be in the 
neighborhood of $15,090,000.

The property destroyed was fully 
insured, the insurance of the stock 
in storage being in the neighborhood 
of $1,000,000.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN 
NORTHWEST LAND 

REGULATIONS.
ANY person who is the »oie head 

of a family, or any male over 18 
years old, may nomest _d a quarter 
section of avanaoie nonunion land in 
Manitoba. Sasxatchewan or Alberta.

1 he applicant must appear in person 
at the Dominion Land Agency or 
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry 
by proxy may be made at any agency 
on certain conditions, by father, 
mother, son, daughte-, brother of 
-ister of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence up­
on and cultivatAn of the land in each 
of three years. A homesteader may 
live within nine miles- of his home­
stead on a farm of at least 80 acres, 
solely owned and occupied by him by 
by his father, mother, son, daughter 
brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader- 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter-section alongside his home­
stead. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties 
— Must reside upon the homestead 
or pre-emption six months in each of 
six years from date ot homestead 
entry (including the time required to 
earn homestead patent), and culti­
vate 50 acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right, and cannot ob­
tain a pre-emption may enter for a 
purchased homestead in certain dis­
tricts, price $3.00 per acre. Duties— 
Must reside six months in each of 
three years cuItivr.L* fifty acre* and 
erect a house worth $300.00.

An Anxious Experience Off the Reck 

Bound Coast of Korea.
The perils of the small boat at aea 

are told by Jack London In an article 
on “Small Boat Sailing” in the Yacht­
ing Monthly:

“About the liveliest eight days of my 
life were spent in a small boat on the 
west coast of Korea,” be writes. “1 
was In an open boat, a sampan, on a 
rocky coast where there were no light­
houses and where the tides ran from 
thirty to sixty feet My crew were 
Japanese fishermen. We did not speak 
eaèh other's language. let there was 
nothing monotonous about that trip. 
Never shall 1 forget one particular cold, 
bitter dawn, when in the thick of driv­
ing snow we took In sail and dropped 
our small anchor.

“The Japanese crawled under a com­
munal rice mat and went to sleep. 1 
joined them, and for several hours we 
dozed fitfully. Then a sea deluged us 
with Icy water and we found several 
Inches of snow on top of the mat

“It soon became a case of swamping 
at our anchor. Seas were splashing on 
board In growing volume, and we balled 
constantly. And still my fisherman 
crew eyed the surf battered shore and 
did nothing.

“At last after many narrow escapes 
from complete swamping, the fisher­
men got Into action. All hands tailed 
on to the anchor and • hove it up. 
Forward, as the boat’s head paid off, we 
set a patch of sail about the size of a 
flour sack. And we headed straight for 
the rocky shore. I unlaced my shoes, 
unbuttoned my greatcoat and coat and 
was ready.to make a quick partial strip 
a minute or so before we struck. But 
we didn’t strike, and as we rushed In I 
saw the beauty of the situation. Be­
fore us opened a narrow channel, 
frilled at Its mouth with breaking seas. 
Yet long before, when 1 had scanned 
the shore closely, there had been no 
such channel. I had forgotten the thir­
ty foot tide. And It was for this time 
that the Japanese had so precariously 
waited."

! They Mark the Couree of Glaciers 
Adown Our Continent.

Throughout the northern United 
States, from the Atlantic ocean to the 
far northwest and as far south as Ken­
tucky, huge bowlders are found scat­
tered at haphazard. The rocks and 
ledges are smoothed and marked with 
scratches varying from faint tines to 
broad grooves two feet deep. Borne of 
these bowlders, weighing many tons, 
are so balanced on a ledge that a slight 
touch will rock them. The Indians used 
them as “alarm bells.”

The grooves or scratches on these 
rocks are as a rule parallel and extend 
north and south. South of the above 
mentioned area neither bowlders nor 
scratched rocks can be found.

How came the bowlders In their po­
sition? What scratched the rocks?

Agassiz, familiar with the glaciers' of 
the Alps, probably gave the true an­
swer. He showed that a similar State 
of things is produced today by. the gla­
ciers of Switzerland. These streams of 
ice creep Slowly down from the lofty 
summits of the Alps through the val­
leys to the plains They bear on their 
surface huge rocks fallen from sur­
rounding cliffs. The stones frozen In 
the bottom of the glacier, pressed down 
by the enormous weight of Ice above 
them, scratch and groove the rocks be­
neath, as the tool of a carpenter gouges 
out a piece of wood.

What was the condition of America 
when similar effects were produced? 
Instead of local glaciers scattered la 
the valleys, the Whole surface now cot- , 
ered with bowlders must have been 
hidden by an Immense sheet of Ice. 
Judging from the marks on the rocks, 
the sheet moved from the north toward 
the south, carrying with it masses of ■ 
rock.—Harper’s Weekly.
