TIE-UP OF TRAINS.

Dutch Government to Form a Rail-
road Brigade.

Rhe Hague, Mar. 2.—Premier Kuy-
per introduced in the Second Cham-
ber of the States-General to-day,
three bills in  connection with the
recent railroad strike. He explained
that the Government considered it
necessary to oppose any unreason-
able attack on soeciety which would
sacrifice the well-being of the peo-

.
ple to the desire of a certain cfass
for influence, and to political ty-
ranny. The Governmeni, therefore,
proposed to form a railroad brigade,
to ensure a regular service of trains
in case of need. The just complaints
of railroad employees would be ad-
justed by a Royal Commission, which
would be entrusted later with the
settlement of the wituation from a
legal standpoint, as well as regard-
ing the conditions of service of the
employees. It also would have to de-
cide what constituted criminal acts.
The Government did not desire to be
reactionary. It only aimed at el-
fecting social reforms.

One of the bills provides for a mod-
ification of the Penal Code, with
the object of affording a surer guar-
antee for the personal freedom of
labor, and preventing State officials
or persons engaged in occupations
affecting public interests from ab-
senting themselves from their duties.

REGISTERED STOCK SALE.

Good Prices Brought by Pedigreed
Cazttle at Guelph.

Guelph, Ont., reposri: The annual
sale of registered stock under the
auspices of the Dominion  Cattle,
Sheep and Swine Breeders' Assocla-
tion took place here to-day, and was
eminently succeseful. About seven
hundred buye-3 and sellers were
present from ali parts of Canada,
and the prices realized were beyond
expectations. The total sum realized
was $6,420. Oae shorthorn bull, bred
and contributed by Thos.

GREAT CONFLAGRATION
IN CINCINNATI

The Pike Opera House and Othgr
Big Buildings Go.

Cincinnati, O., report: This city
was to-day visited by the most de-
structive fire in its history. About
1.30 oclock flames were discovered
in the cellar of George Joffe's gro-
cery in the Pike building on Fourth
street, hetween Vine and Walnut
streets. An hour later there was an
explosion, supposed to come from
liquors in storage. The flames quick-
ly shot up through the roof of a
six-story-front building. For sev-
eral hours after that the fire was
Leyond control.

The Pike building was destroyed,
including the office of the United
States Express Company, the
Adams Express Company, White's
restaurant, owned by Maynard &
Kerr; Joffe's groeery, John B. Mar-
tin’s restaurant, Empson’s confec-
tionery, wan-y Strauss’ cigar store
and the offices of the Pike Theatre
(Company on the first floor, the Pike
Theatre auditorium and green
rooms and other offices on the sec-
ond tloor, and all of the offices on
the third, fourth and ‘fifth floors.

The Season.ood building, ad oining
the Pike building on the west, Vine
and Fourth, was badly damaged.
The building adjoining the Pike buiid-
ing on the east, owned by the L. B.
Harrison estate and  occupied by
the Robert Clarke Company, pub-
lishers, and Duhme Bros, jewellers,
on the firstfloor, and others in the
upper stories, also were destroyed.
The Fosdick building, east of the
Rolert Clarke Company and Duhme
Bros., and occupied by the Nor-
folk & Western Railroad and oth-
ers, was hadly damaged.

The Carlisle building, occupied by
the Southern Pacilic Railroad Tom-
pany, and Smith & Sons and the Cin-
cinnati Trust Company, on the first
floor, and many offices on the
other five floors also were damaged.
The front stone walls of the Pike
huilding and those of adjoining struc-
tures, owned by Robert Clarke &
Co.,, and the Duhme Bros’ jewelry
store, and of the Seasongood build-
ings, withatood the heat and did
not fall.

Walls Gave Way.
The rear walls of these structures,

which are of brick, gave way with
the falling floors. The fire ewept
across the alley known as Baker
street, and burned the large publish-
ing house of the Americam Book
Company, and other property along
Baker street, and did great damage
to the telephone building. All telc-
phones in the City were out of ser-
vice for some time. All the guests in
the Burnet THouse, on Vine etreet,
just across from the telephone build-
ing, were ealled out of their rooms,
as were those at.the Gibson, the
Emery and Stag Hotels, which were
in close proxmity to the fire.

The Kankakee buildieg, disgonally
across from the Seasongood build-
ing and Pike Opera House, and
which is occupied by the Western
Union Telegraph Company, the As-
sociated Press, the Big Four and
other offices, was threatened,and all
the wires of the Western Union, for
hours, were (n danger. This bullding
was saved from damage, however.

Burned 7Till Daylight.
It was not until after daylight

i that the fire was brought under con-

trol, and the danger of a general
conflagration was believed to be
over,

About twenty persons usually
slept in the Pike building aund there
‘were at first reports that several
lives had been lost.

None of ithese had been confirmed.
There were many narrow escapes,
however. The night watchmam and
twio door keepers saved six lives by
entering the building and forcing
their way through the smoke and
rescuing lodgers.

Five men were asleep in one rear
room when the door was broken in.
Capt. Glannan, head of a detective
bureau, who was asleep on the
third floor, escaped in his night
clothes. He lost all 'the records of
his office. Nothing, whatever, was
saved from the upper floors.

Loss About? $3,000,000.

‘As there are over 400 differect
losers, it. is impossible at present
to estimate the total loss. The fire
was still burning at 9 a. m., witle
little prospect of control In the
territory bounded by Vine, Wal-
nut, Fourth and Baker streets, and
the loss was ‘then estimated at
over three miillons. John Keenan,
night watchman of ‘the Americaw
Book Company, was caught by fall-
ing walls and fatally injured.

“My rcsolution requests the Presl-
dent to ascertain on what terms, Il
any, Great Dritain will cede to ihe
United States all or part of Canada,
on honorabls term:, of course. Il the
report made by the U'resident should
be encouraging, an:l show that Greatv
Britain Is willing to part with Carc-
ada, and that the people of Canadn
are desirous of joining hands with
the United States, then annexatiom
may be brought about with comjara-
tive ease,

ABOUT UMBRELLAS,

-England Makes Better Ribs Than the

States.

A Buffalo umbreclla maker has con-
fided to the Express that the main
cause of rotting of the gilk is the
perspiration of the hands which, dur-
ing the process ol roiling, combines
with the acids used in dyeing the silk.
He says an umbrella snould never be
rolled. “There is another interesting
thing about the umbrella business,
and that is that no good umbrella
ribs are made in the United States.
All the best ribs come from England.
That is peculiar, too, when you stop
to think about how much Americans
pride themselves on their industries
and how they boast that they spare
no expense in equipping their fac-
tories and shops with the best ma-
chinery. A good rib-making machine
costs about $25,000. There are mil-
lions invested in the umbrella busi-
ness in this country, so $25,000, the
cost of a machine, is not the thing
that is keeping American manufac-
turers from muking as good ribs as

are made in England. I believe that |\

the trusts find it more profitable, for
the present at least, to turn out
cheap ribs for cheap umbrellas Lthan

' to produce a really good article.

“These English ribs cost anywhere
from 25 to H0 cents each. The price
differs acording to the material used
and the care with which the ribs are
enameled. The cheapest English rib is
better than most of the high-priced
American ribs. They are stronger,
they are curved better, and the en-
ameling will outlast the enameling
in the American wares. The English
ribs can be detected radily by looking
at the braces that extend from the
middle of the ribs to the circular
strip that slides up and down the
stick. TS

“In the American article the end
of the brace that fits against the
middle of the rib proper is wedge-
shaped. 1t comes to a point almost

-like the apex of a triangle. In the

English rib this end spreads out and
a bit of V-shaped metal is inserted
that strengtlhens the tip of the brace
io a remarkable degree. American
umbrella ribs usually break at this
place, while in the English ribs this
is the last to give way.

“As to prices, they vary like the
weather. A good, serviceable umbrella
with English ribs can be had for $1.
You can get an umbrella with Amer-
icam ribs for 30 cents in New, York,
but it will turn inside out at the
lightest bit of wind. And that reminds
me of another way to test for Eng-
lish ribs. Open an umbrella, and if
the braces bend easily and have little
elasticity, they are American make.
The English braces and ribs are al-
mest firm and abvays strong.”

BUTTER FOR THE UNITED KINGDOM.

How toi Prevent Mould.

;0000

Reports have been' received that a
few lots of Canadian butter have
been delivered in the United King-
dom somcwhat spotted with mould
on ihe butter paper and between the
box and the butter. That has oc-
curred on saltless butter. As mould
id a tiny plant or fungus, it is im-
portant that butter makers and
butter dealers should know by what
means they can entirely prevent its
growth on butter packages butter
paper, or on the butter itsell. Mould
can only come from pre-existing
mould, or from spores, waich serve
tho purpose of seed or [ruit for its
reproduction. If the spores be de-
stroyed mould cannot bogin to grow.
The eonditions favorable for its
growth are a certain degree of damp-
ness and a moderately low tempor-
ature—that is to say, a tempcra-
ture below sixty degrees. - Some
forms of mould grow at tempera~
tures as low as 32 degrees fahr.,
or the frcezing point of water.
Formalin is an Effective Fungicide,
or, in other wordyd, it is a destroyer
of fungi and of the spores of fungi.
A weak solution of formalin is efice-
tive for the destruction of spores .of
mould. A good course for the butter
moker to follow is to prepare a
strong brine of salt, adding oune
ounce of formalin to one gallon .of
the hrine. The butter paper sh(m}g

be soaked in this solution’ Phe inside
of all butter pac shounld, also,
be rinsed with it. The buttier paper,
while still wet with the brine con-
taining formalin, should be placed in-
side the butter box, and the butier
immediately packed in it. The brine
containing: the fcrmalin will destroy
all spores ¢f mould on the batter
paper and on tlhe inside of the box.
A brine can be used for a long period
if it be boiled once a week. As the
formalin cvaporates during the boil-
ing process, it will be necessary to
add to every gallon of brine, after it
has boiled and cooled, one ounce of
formalin.,

Proper Cooling.

For the protection of the butter
which is to be shipped to the Uni-
ted Kingdom, it Is important that
the butter be cooled to a tempera-
ture under 88 degrees fahrenheit,
from the second day after it, is
made. When butter is allowed to
remain at a high temperature
changes begin which spoil its deli-
cate flavor and fresh-made aromsz.
Each creamery should have a cold
storage room at a temperature un-
der 38 degrees fahrenheit; only re-
frigerator cars should be used for
the earritge of butter, and it should
ba put in cold storage compart-
ments on the steamships, and be
carried at a temperature under 25
degrees.- A temperature of 20 de-
grees fahrenheit is still better.

¢
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During the last two or three years
a great deal of interest has been
taken in the subject of feeding roots
to swine. Formerly a prejudice ex-
isted against them on account of an
idea that their use was responsible
for a considerable portion of the
soft bacon procduced in the Canadian
packing houses at certain seasons of
the year. Cargful experiment has
shown, however, that roots can ' be
fed in moderate quantities, combined
with other feed, without any injur-
ious effects on the quality of the
pork produced. As heavy root crops
can be easily and economically grown
in nearly all those portiong of Can-
ada where swine raising is earried
on extensively, the fact that roots
can be profitably fed without injury
to the bacon, and with positive bene-
fit as far as the general thrift of
the animal is concerned, becomes of
considerable importance to our
farmers.

Value of Roots.

*Eight pounds of marigels or carrots
and about the same weight or a
little less of sugar beets are equal
in value to one pound of grain. This

is the consensus of opinion of the |

Copenhagen, Ottawa and several
American experiment stations. At
Copenhagen the mangels were fed
finely cut and raw, and even when
one-fourth of the daily feed was
given in the form of roots no injur-
jous effects were noticed in the
quality of the pork. The grain per
head in ten days on a ration half
grain and half whey or milk was
7.6 pounds, whereas when the grain
was replaced by roots after the pro-
portion of 1 to 10 the increase was
found to be 8.8 and 8.6 lbs. When
half the grain was replaced by roots
in proportion of 1 to 8 the growth
of the different lots was pretty near-
ly the same, viz, 8.5 lbs. for the
grain fed pigs, and 8.6 1bs. for those
fed roots, thus showing a small dif-
ference in favor of the latter. In
this experiment it must be noted
that the pigs had been fed roots
previously, and consequently took
them readily.
Value of Carrots.

In experiments with
pigs on various estates in Denmark
it was found that earrots and man-
gels containing equal quantities of
dry matter, had similar vdlue in pig
feeding ; in other words the amount
of dry matter in roots is of import-
ance rather than the total weight
or the guantity of sugar contained.

Hot Cloths are an Excellent Amntidote
for Pains.

Hot fomeuntations prove am accept-
able “cure for aches and pains” dur-
| ing the cold winter days, when the
very meantion of warmth seems
soothing to sensitivg merves, and it
is surprising to what an extent this
antidote for pain is now prescribed.
When.a fomentation is calied for by
a physician, or when it shall seem
to be the proper thing in the emerg-
ency of extreme internal pains, a
flannel cloth may be folded, wrung
out of hot water, and applied direct-
ly to the skin. Nevertheless, it is
better after wring.nz cut the cloth
as dry as desired to fold it in a
dry Tiannel cloth of one or two
thicknesses before applying it to the
patient. N

A little time is required for the
heat of the fomentation to penetrate
the dry flannel, and thus the skin
is allowed an opportunity to acquire
tolerance of the heat, and a greater
degree of temperature can be borne
than if the moist cloth is brought
directly in contzct with the surface.
The outer fold of dry flannel will
also serve to keep the cloth warm
by preventing evaporation.

A fomentation is sometimes needed
when no hot water is at hand. Soak
the flagnel in cold water, ringing
as dry as desired, fold in a news-
paper and lay upon the stove or wrap
it about the stovepipe.

In a few minutes it will be as
warm as the patient ean bear. The
paper keeps the pipe from being
moistened by the wet flannel, and
at-the -same time prevents the flan-
nel from being soiled by contact
with the pipe. Fomentations thor-
oughly applied ‘will relieve most of
the local pains for which liniments,
lotions and pouitices are generally
applied, and are greatly to be pre-
ferred to these remedies, since they
are cleaner and aid nature more
effectually in restoring the parts te
a scund condition. :

GLASGOW HOARY WITH AGE
Scottish Metropolis Was Founded
1,800 Years Ago.

We hear a great deal in these days
in praise of Glasgow as a truly
model city and of its municipalizing
in the interest of the citizens wearly
every public franchise. That is all
true and Glasgow highly merits all
praise bestowad upon it. At present,
however, we would briefly - remind
our readers of Glasgow in the olden
time—hundreds of years before it ob-
tained its present state perfec-
tion—and of which we now rarely
hear a word. °

It is about 1,800 years since Glas-
gow was founded by Kentigern or
St. Mungo, but the city did not am-
ount to much until after the act of
union between Scotland and England
about 200 years ago. It wus that
act which enabled the merchant ad-
venturers of Glasgow to send out
their ships to Virginia and Mary-
land here for cargoes of tobacco leaf.
Thus tobacco manufacture was the
first important foreign trade and
home industry estz d by Glas-
gow enterprise.

Very soon the city became the cen-
tre of the’ tobacco traffic. For a
long time thereafter the “tobacco
lords” of Giasgow—in their scarlet
robes and on their own privileged
beat—were almost as strongly mark-
ed figures in history as were the
merchants of Venice. When the Am-
erican colonies revolted and the U.S.
republic was re-established Glas-
gow lost its flourishing tobacco
trade, but some of the “tobacco
lords,” who he!d heavy stocks, made
enormous fortunes by the rise in
prices. These fortunes formed the
foundation of larger enterpriges else-
where, and the begetting of the nu-
merony “merchant princes” that
soon characterized Glasgzow.

When driven from Virginia the ad-
venturers established trade with the
West Indies, where sugar succeeded
tobacco as the staple of trade. Then
came colton and next coal, which
was soon followed by iron. Mean-
time there had been a econtinuous
development of trade with India,
with China, with South America, with
the United States and ultimately
with Australia and Now Zealand.
Till then the Clyde had been little
better than a stagnant diteh, but
Glasgow by degrecs formed a deep,
broad, navigable waterway, and
then came commerce and shipbuild-
ing.—Scottich American.

AN ANCIENT CREMATORIUM.

Relics of Pre-Roman Days Unearthed
at Reading, England.

What the absent-minded old lady
called a creamery has just been dis-
covered near Reading, says the West-
minster Gazelte. Twently urns, con-
taiuing calcined human bones, have
been uncarthed at ° Sunningdals,
near Camerley. A mound was heing
removed in the coastruction of zolf
links, wlen three urns were discov-
ered. Under the direction of Mr. A.
C. Shrubsole, F. G. 8., curator of
the Geolocical and Anthropologizal
Department of the Reading Museum,
o further search was made, and sev-
enteen more were brought to light.
It is believed Ly competent authori-
ties that the mound was the site of
ar ancient erematorium—probably a
battleground—in pre-Roman days.
Some of the urns are one foot four
inches in diameter. They are of an-
clent British moke, and may salely
be aseribed to the time before Bri-
tain camc under the Roman influ-
ence. It is estimatcd that the
burinls must have taken place  be-
tween 2.000 and 6000 years ago.

ARE WE FARMERS BLIND ¥

The Detroit Journal recently is-
sued a special export number. It con-
tained an article written by Mr. H.
C. Morris, the United States Consul
in Windsor, Ontario. Among other
things, he said;

“It is commonly known here that
some of the larger concerns in the
United States, in order to undersell
competitors here, have shipped into
Canada machines of a former and
older pattern.  The American farm-
er will buy nothing that is not strict-
ly up-to-ate, and at the end of ev-
ery season there are left over some
machines that will be a2 year old
the next season, and these mach-
ines may lack some new; innovation,
but will do tho work and are just
a8 good as tho up-to-date mmchine;
and these machines—back numbers—
are shipped into Canada at a much
reduced invoice value, thus saving
«“uty, and they are just as auceeptable
to the Canadian farmer as any ma-
chine.”

So, according to no less a person
than a Consul of the Republic to
the south of us, wo farmers who
buy United States machines are
really buying the obsolete machines
wathered at the United States im-
plement agencies and shipped into
Capada. It is not to be wondered
atl that the United States machines
shipped into Canada do not wear or
wive satisfaction like the Canadian
implements. One could hardly ex-
pect this to be the ease under the
rather extraordinary conditions cited
by Mr. Morris.

INTERNATIONAL LESSON NO. X.
MARCH 8, 1903.

Paul at KEphesus.—Acts 19 13-20. Study
Verses 8-20.
COMMENTARY.—1, Paul’s preach-
ing and miracles, vs. 8-12. Paul went
into the synagogue and spake hold-
ly for three months. - During this
time no opposition was offered to
him, and the apostle was permitted
to speak with the utmost freedom
and holdness. But a crisis [finally
arose and a division took place.
The majority of the Jews hardened
their liearts against the truth,and
at length,. the leaders proclaimed
their hostility and reviled Christiap-
ity publie:y in the synagogue. This
conduct induced the apostle not on-
ly to renounce, on his own part, all
fellowship with the synagogue, but
also to withdraw the whole num-
ter of the Christians from it. He
then chose Lhe lecture rsoom of a
man named Tyrannus, as & suit-
ahle p.ace for his religious teaching.
During these years in Ephesus Paul
ma«ie & profound impression and all
Asia was stirred. “Aided by his faith-
ful fe.low ministers, and perhaps by
his consecrated twelve (vs. 6, 7),
he could not only thunder the law
and the gospel from the academic
hall of Tyrannus, but in the sur-
rounding rural territory and even
the other great Asiatie cities. Thous-
ands who came to Ephesus 10 wor-
ship in the temple of Diana, came to
hear the gospel of the Saviour in the
school of Tyrannus. Other thousands
heard that same gospel from the
apostle’'s faithful missionaries; so
that literally all Asia heard the word

of the Lord Jesus.”

Ii. Vagabond Jews defeated (vs. 13-
17). 18.—Vagabond—stroliing— They
were similar to modern gypsies and
fortune tel.ers. “Certain Jews who
went about from place to place pro-
fessing by charms and spelis to cure
diseases.” Exorcists—Men, who, by

Call over them.—Knowinz that: Paul
cast out demons through the name of
Jesus, they thought that by using
the same name. they could produce
the same effects. Adjure you — We
bind you by an oath; we command
you as under the solemnity ol an
oath.—Barnes.

—No doubt they had often heard Paul
proclaim the divinity of Chris{ in
the hall of Tyrannus.

14. A chiel priest—“Chief priest in
the New Testament usually velers to
men of the priestly order who were
also rulers in the Sanhedrin. This
man was a Jewish chiel priest of dis-
tinction and had leld the offlice ol
a ruler.”"—Barnes.

15. Evil spirit answered—The evil
spirit in the man spoke through the
man. Compare Mark iii. 11. Jesus I
know ete.—That is, I know His
power and authority and I know l'aul
as His servant. Who are ye—You
have no power or authority, you are
not H:s followers, and so only pre-
tenders in the use of Iis name.

16—Both of them—It appears that
only two of the seven sons were pres-
ent on this occasion. Prevailed—The
man in whom the demon was raging
tore off their clothing and wounded
their bodies, so that they fled in dis-
grace [rom his presence.

These begin to ap-
pear at the age of six, and consist
of four incissors, two canines, four
hicuspids and six molars in each
jaw. The teeth are cut in distinct
groups, with an interval between
the eruption of each, so that the
child is free from time to time from
the irritation of teething.

The milk teeth first to make their
appearange are 'the bower.central in-
cisors, which make their appearance
atapout the age of seven months,
though they often emerge earlier
than this. After an interval of from
three to seven weeks the four up-
per inecigors make their- appearance.
Th2 two centra! tgeth appear Hrst,
and these are closely followed by
the two lateral incisors. There is
now a cecond interval, lasting from
one to three weeks, followed by the
eruption of the third group of teeth
—the two lower lateral inclsors and
the four alterior molars — which
make their appearance somewhere
hetween the twelfth and the [if-
teenth month.

The teeth of the third group are
not all cut in one unchangeahle or-
der, nor are they all cut simultan-
eowsly, although the anterior mol-
