OLD-TIME
CHINA-

hevee

In museums and on the shelves of
old-time china closets may be seen
specimens of the table ware that was
in use in the days of old and a spe-
cially interesting variety and one
much sought after by collectors may
be designated the landscape pattern,
representing scenes in France, India,
Africa, England and America, the
latter being the most highly prized
in this country, and bringing quite
stiff prices in many cases. g

The warc is English, several famous
potteries making a specialty of land-
scapes, among the best known beig
the Ridgway and the Burslem pot-
teries of Etubbs and Enoch Wood.

At first the color of the landscape
pottery was a beautiful dark rich
blue, but about 1830 pink, "brown,
Pose. gre-n, lilac, light blue and mul-
berry were introduced, but the dark
blue is still the most desirable.

“RIVER EUPHRATES PLATE.”

A specimen of the Ridgway pottery
is the ‘“River Euphrates plate,” an
old-time tea plate, much worn of a
pleasing pale blue, which depicts what
purports to be a scene on the River
Luphrates, one o the “Four Great
Rivers of Paradise.” There is a castle
with minarets and palm trees growing
on the banks of the river on which
Nimrod is said to have built Babylon.
The plate is of small intrinsic value,
but is interesting as a good specimen
of the landscape table ware manufac-
tured by William Ridgway some time
between 1830 and 1840.

We are all familiar with the species
of pottery called iron-stone china, the
opaque porcelain, which when first
manufactured was recognized as being
80 superior to the ordinary table ware
In use that its popularity was imme-
diate and never waned.

In 1805 the Spode-Copeland firm,;
founded in 1770, began the manufac-
ture of iron-stone china, and in 1905
celebrated its centenary and revived
what was probably the most popular
pattern it had ever sent forth to an
eagerly buying world. That is what
ifs familiarly known as Spode's
“Tower Pattern,” of a fine rich dark
blue and most attractive in color,
design and finish.

Side by side with the River Eu-
phrates and the Spode Tower plates
may be seen a rather small plate,
cream white in color, decorated with
a large central figure and a succes-
sion of smaller ones around the rim.
But, oh! what a wealth of delightful
association is evoked by the mere
mention’ of the name of this little
plece of china ware, the *Slovenly
Peter plate.”

Slovenly Peter, who conquered the
childish world some three score ycars
ago, with his unkempt hair and his
lengthy finger nails, and his equally
interesting and never-to-bo-forgotten
companions, Johnny-Look-in-the-Air,
Sammy Sweet Tooth, Prying Will and
Pauline the rash child, who would
play with matches and her conse-
quently untimely end, to touchingly
mourned by her faithful

The Slovenly Peter plate came from
Prague a few years ago and well re-
paid the trifling sum paid for it, for
it has been a never-failing source of
pleasure. In the centre stands the
fmmortal Peter himself, and though
his hair may be a trifle darker in hue
than on the printed page of the book,
yet it is of the accepted length and
stands out in the same uncompromis-
ing stiffness, and his finger nails have
not been clipped even the fraction of
an inch, and altogether he is an ex-

DESERT BEAUTY.

Wonderful Coloring in the West-
ern States.

Every year more and more /. merican
painters are going westward, drawn
by the strange beauty of the desert
regions principally. If this seems
strange and perverse to the man un-
educated in the language of art it must
be remembered that the painter who
knows his business uses his material,
his natural-historic fact, merely as a
gymbol. Just because he seems to be
dealing less directly with ideas than,
for instance, the musician, he often
treats his symbols with a certain
brusqueness, not to -say incivility, to
point this fact. Bareness, and even
aridity of landscape, which might be
repellant to the botanist or farmer,
may therefore appeal to him as a de-
sirable hunting ground because this
condition result sin peculiar atmo-
spheric -states which in their turn
produce unusual and beautiful colors,
and not at all because of any lack of
vegetation for its won sake.

Sometimes, too, as in the view from
Furnace Creek, the aridity ‘discloses
the essential shapes of hill and moun-
tain, as moulded by wind or rain,
shapes which often reveal grandeur of
outline and solidity of structure that
would be lost in a well;woéded coun-
try. These bald hills and mesas ,too,
are often of vivid coloration; orange,
rose and intense red being frequent,
and in the clear, dry ctmosphere these
take on unbelievable hues of purple
and deep blue as they recede and as
the light declines. At other times, as
at noon, for instance, the tendency is
for the landscape to present a won-

As a noun it describes the thrifty,
industrious member of the mercantile
or manufacturing classes; as an ad-
Jective, it described the qualities, the
standanrds’ and ‘the characteristics = of
those classes. . In the most “modern

The word proletarian comes from
the Latin word proles ((offspring),
and 2,000 years ago was used by tke
Romans to designate the less substan-
tial and useful members of soclety,
thse who had nothing except their
ehildren to offer to the support of e
state. The word also has taken on
other shades of meaning until it has
come to be applied to a member of the
community who has no other - capital
than the strength of his hands; the
laborer, or workingman who lives, as
it were, from hand to mouth, and who
has no reserves Lo support him in
time of need.

Coal Beneath the North Sea.

“It is often said that Britain owls
her commercial supremacy to her coal.
For her size she has more and better
coal than any otker country in the
world, and for steam purposes, South
Wales practically supplies the world.
Where did the coal come from:

The coal seams, lying one below
another to an unknown depth, and
not infrequently cropping out at the
surface, are sure prcof that tropical
conditions once prevailed in the lati-
tude of these islands. In primaeval
times, a period whose remoteness is
measured by millions of years, the
district which is now Britain was
connected with the continent, and the
coal of England doubtless runs under
the Channel and the southern part of
the North Sea, and is continued in the
coalfields of Northern France, Bel-
gium and Flanders.

All this region was covered thick
with great tree- ferns, growing to a
gigantic height, of exceedingly rapid
growth, in the damp steaming heat
of a tropical climate which exceeds
Africa to-day. Growth succeeded
growth, and in the course of ages
prcbably scas flowed over it and de-
posited the sand which is now rock.
Then camec another period of growth,
and the pressure carbonized the fall-
en vegetation and formed layers of
coal, pieces of which still' bear im-

RECIPES

Peaches are now in season. There
are hundreds of ways of giving piq-
ancy to other dishes by peach admix-
ture.

Rice goes especially well with
peaches, also ice cream, and an excel-
lent combination is of a ripe canta-
loupe melon, with peaches so cut up
and sugared, put into the centre when
emptied of seeds; these eaten together
with ice cream, if liked, is an unusual-
ly nice dessert. Peach sponge is
made with rice cooked until-soft with
milk and sugar and a pinch of salt.
Squeeze gradually the juice of a lem-
on, beat some whites of eggs stiff and
fold in; pour into a ring mould, stand
in hot water, cover and bake in mod-
erate oven for ha¥ an hour. When
cool turn out, put sliced peaches
round, and fill the centre with cup-up
peaciies, and top with whipped cream.

Peach Melba 1s a great favorite.
Pare, stone and cook the peaches in
syrup. When cool put half a peach
on a small, round cake, of which the
centre is cut out.

“It is not in Mmland or nsthonia
that the immense worid combat
agginst capitalism can be fought, but
in America and England, and, above
all, in the far east.”

The Bolshevik armies, Trotzky con-
tinued, would continue their previous
methods of beating their enemies
singly. General Denikine's turn would
come after Admiral Kolchak had been
beaten, he declared. The turn of the
Poles would follow, and after them :ke
Roumanians would be dealt with.

“We have proposed peace to all che
Baltic states, which are insignificant,”
Trotzky said. “At the same time we
cannot tolerate the provocation of
Finland, which must guarantee the
cessation of preparations for intev-
vention in Russia, in which case pot
one red soldier will crose the froatier.
But if Finland wishes war, it will e
necessary to begin against her a
campaign of extermination such as
hitherto has been unknown in hile-

tory.”

square. While the two squares are thus
quite flat upon the table, tack the smaller
black one on to the green one beneath
it, so us to be quite sure they are perfect-
1y even. When they are thus fixed, take
them off the table and ‘‘feathstitch” the
black upon the green square, or sew them
together with ‘‘darning stiteh,” done in
coarse green thread. Now the most im-
portant part of our table-coth is finished.
To decorete it prettily, suspend balls of
linen, henging on cords, from each of
the four corners. These are made by
cutting a strip of linen, 24 inches long
and six inches wide, and joining the ends
together. Gather the top, insert the
cord, about two . inches long, by which
the ball is to hang from the table-cloth,
and sew firmly. Now fill the ball with
cotton-wool; and, if you want it to look
very smart; and like & huge flower, make
a tassel of narrow strips of the two lin-
ens, just cut, not hemmed, and insert it
into the lower end of the ball, before
sewing it up.

'This design of the smaller square,
placed like & handkerchief upon the iar-
ger one, is capable of quite endless varis-
tion, as striped or checked bits of ma-
terial upon a plain ground square look
most attractive; and, instead of balls, big
wool tassels can be used, and table-cloths
of all sizes can, of course, be .

REFERENDUM MEETING
WAS' BIG SUCCESS.

*The first public meeting under the
auspices of the Referendum Commit-
tee was held in the town hall on the
evening of M y, Sept. 27th.

The hall was well filled, attesting
the great interest the village is taking
in this nuestion. Mrs. W. J. Ander-
son, of Vancouver, B.C., was the
speaker of the evening.

Mr. Walter Taber occupied the
chair.

A short programme was given and
then the speaker of the evening was
introd 5

Mrs. Anderson, after asserting that
the recent heavy importations of li-
quor into the province of Ontario re-
presented an attempt on the part of
the licensed liquor traffic to show that
prohibition here does not prohibit and
in this manner influence dpnblic opin-
ion in the coming referendum, made a
strong appeal for voting “no” four
times on the October 20 ballot.

Mrs. Anderson predicted that the
referendum workers would have “a
good stiff fight” before they “went
over the top” on October 20. Besides
the very great confusion which would
result from the complex ballot, over-
optimism and indifference might be
enemies to their success and the
speaker undertook to explain the re-
lation of the different questions on
the ballot to the temperance cause.

License Inspectors Busy.

Regarding question No. 1, relating
to the repeal of the Ontario Temper-
ance Act, Mrs. Ahderson stated that
within the last few weeks the law has.
been broken more frequently than
previously and Chief License Inspec-
tor Ayearst and his assistants have
been kept very busy making captures.
“I am told in a great many places I
enter,” she declares, “that more liquor
is being brought in and used than
formerly was the case. There has
been a determined effort on the part
of the liquor traffic to show that the
O.T.A. did not prohibit.” The same
condition, she said, had prevailed
prior to the referendum in British
Columbia.

Mrs. Anderson said that every bus-
iness, excegt that of the pawnbroker,
had prospered in Ontario since the
passage of the O.T.A. It was now an
unusual thing to see a drunkem man
on the streets of the cities.

Passing to questions 2 and 8-on the
ballot, regarding the strength of the
beer to be permitted, Mrs. Anderson
expressed the opinion that the present
temverance beer was quite as strong
a stimulant as any man requires. The
beer proposed to be sold should ques-
tions 2 and 3 carry was “a beer in-
tensely harmful to the human sys-

census of opinion among medical men
was that, used regularly, it would be
a more dangerous . beverage than
whiskey.

Beer of Ballot Harmful.

She had been told. that pneumonia
is almost sure to be fatal to beer-
drinkers, and declared that from threc
bottles of the beer of the ballot as
much alcohol could be secured as from
one glass of whiskey. The beer, the
speaker declared, was what was being
used to-day in Quebec, but not only
the men but the women as well were
drinking it in the cafes. She declared
that the people of Quebec were not
satisfied with the beer and that there
were many cases of intoxication in
the city of Montreal.

“Jack Canuck,” a publication which
Mrs. Anderson said temperance people
should not admit to their homes, and
which, she believed, had been banned
in some military hospitals overseas,
had argued that it would be better to
have liquor sent through government
agencies than that people should drink
hair restorer. She believed this was
a strong argument for the prohibition
side, since if it was necessary for men
to drink hair tonic to get a little bit
of “kick,” it would be folly to place
anything before the young people
which would lead to the acquisition of
the appetite.

Camouflage Being Used.

The speaker said the liquor traffic
was making use of camouflage in their
campaign and declared that what they
were thinking of was not persoral
liberty but the money to be made by
the sale of intoxicants. If it was ne-
cessary to have prohibition during
the war, it was just as necessary to
kave it during the period of recon-
struction when the problem to be
grappled with required the utmost ef-
ficiency on the part of the people.
Should Ontario become “wet,” the
province, she believed, would become
another Mexico for people of the
United States. She had not much
sympathy with the personal liberty
cry because she did not believe there
was any truthfulness in it. She said
it made her blood boil to read some
of the statements that the veterans
were going against prohibition in the
fight and thought that while there
might be veterans voting thus, there
would be many more who would con-
sider that what they ha(ks;en in Eng-
land, France and Gerhmiany would
make them more than ever determined
to carry prohibition here.

John and Peter Become Disciples of
Jesus.—John 1:29-42.
Commentary.—I. Jesus the Son of

Lessonl.

God (vs. 29-34). 29. The next day—
The next day after John the Baptist
had received a deputation of priests
and Levites from Jerusalem, who had
come asking him who he was. John
told them that he was “the voice of
one crying in the wilderness, Make
straight the way of the Lord,” and
that there was one standing among
them who, coming after him, was pre-
ferred before him, whose shoes he was
“not worthy to unloose.” This was
something like six months after John
the Baptist had commenced his min-
istry. He had preached to the mul-
titudes who came to him from all
directions and had baptised many.
Beeth Jesus coming unto him-—John
knew who Jesus was, for his baptism
had already taken place. Behold the
Lamb of God—John did not introduce
Jesus as a king to rule Israel in splen-
dor, but as a sacrifice to die for the
sins of the world. To the Jewish
mind the idea of a lamb was familiar.
They knew the prophecy of Isaiah
which shows (e Messiah as a lamb
brought to the slaughter. They knew
of the Passover feast at which a lamb
‘was slain and eaten commemorating
the deliverance of the Israelites from
Egyptian bondage, and they were
familiar with the daily sacrifices at
the temple. Which taketh away the
sin of the world—Provision is thus
made for the removal of sin from the
heart and life of every believer in
Jesus. These words of John the Bap-
tist are a declaration of the fact and
efficacy of the atonement that was to
be made. The atonement makes pos-
#sible the destruction of sin (1 John
3:8). 30. This is he—This was the
Christ of whom John had spoken the
day before. He was before me—John
the Baptist had lived only about thirty
years, but Jesus had always existed.
31. I knew him not—Although John
‘was related to Jesus, he may not have
been personally acquainted with him.
'Whether he was or not, it s certain
that he did mot know him in his
exalted nature, office and mission
~J until his appearing at Jordan for
baptism. Should be made manifest—
The two-fold mission of John the Bap-
tist was to preach repentance and to
point out the Messiah. To Israel—To
the Jews.

32. Bare record—Was a witness. 1
saw the Spirit descending—This took
place at the baptism of Jesus some
time before this (Matt. 3: 13-17);
Mark 1: 9-11; Luke 3, 21-22). 33. The
same safd unto me—There was no
uncertainty in John’s testimony.

From the. account of
his sending an inquiry from the place
of his imprisonment, ‘asking Jesus of
his Messiahchip, we know that he had
diseiples then. AMatt. 11:2-6); and he
bad disciples at the time of his death
(Mark 6:27-29). 36.° looking upon
Jesus—The verb has in it the thought
of beholding with intense interest. |
behold the Lamb of God—‘‘Behold, the
Lamb of God!”"—R. V. This an-
nouncement declared both the nature
and mission of Christ. 37. they fol-
lowed Jesus—The two disciples were
80 impressed by the declaration the
Baptist made and by the appearance
of Jesus,’ that they were fully con-
vinced that he was the Christ and
henceforth became his disciples. It
was but natural that they should do
this, and John cculd pot expect them
to. do otherwise.

NITROGEN.

A leguminous crop will gather suf-
ficient nitrogen to supply the require-
ments of the crop following. But
this cannot always be taken literally.
A good cover crop of crimson clover,
or vetch, will fix 80 pounds or more
of atmospheric nitrogen, as much as
is contained in a ton of 4-10-0 fertil-
izer.

Legumes not only add to the soil
nitrogen, but any crop worked into
the soil adds to the organic matter,
which makes the soil mellow, easily

A cover crop
will check almost all this loss and
when plowed down the roots and tops
not only give up their plant foods to
nourish the following crop, but the
weak aeids formed in decay set free
other insoluble mineral plant food
in the soil. Rye and wheat are valu-
able for the above reasons, though
they add no nitrogen to the soil direct-
e e —— ly.
By a rational use of cover crops and
fertilizers sails have been maintained
or incraesed in fertility over a period
of years without the use of manure.

From one-quarter to three-quarters
of a pound of cow horn or common
turnips may well be added to any of
these clover seedings. The turnips
may be fed or plowed down.

LATE SOWN CLOVER CROPS.

During September four to six pecks
of rye and 15 to 20 pounds of winter
vetch 1s the most satisfactory cover
crop to sow. Fine gover crops are
often obtained by sowing in good sea-
son a mixture of 3 pecks of rye, 10 or
15 poéunds of vetch and six to eight
pounds oi crimson clover. After the
first of October six to eight pecks of
rye alone is most advisable.

Wheat is uced extensively as a cov-
er crop and on good land is prefer-
able to rye, but the latter crop can be
sowed later, is more hardy and will
thrive on poorer ground than wheat.
Where the ground must be plowed
early, as for potatoes, crimeon clover
or rye is preferable as a cover crop.
since the other clovers are slower to
start in epring, and in order to give
the largest returns should be allowed
to attain some size before plowing.

Lime promotes the growth of all
common Jegumeg and the presence of
lime or ite application to eour eoils
will insure the success of cover crops
of clover. Many farmers apply lime to
growing potatoes or corn with bene-
ficial results on the following crop.
Lime also sets free considerable quan-
titles of insoluble potash and, by pro-
moting bacterial action. makes the ni-
trogen in the organic matter more
readily available. Thus lime may take
the place of some potash- and nitro-
gen in the fertilizer if the supply of
organic matter {¢ maintained by man-
ure and crops plowed in. Nothing,

however, will exhaust soil more quick-:

ly when used alone, than lime.
Phosphoic acid has given greater
returng than any other single ferti-
lizing element, Where legume cover
crops are grown at frequent inter-
vals and plowed down, possibly eup-
plemented with some well-kept man-
ure, there is little doubt that profit-
able production may be maintained
indefinitely on most good soils by the

' A shield has been designed for
horses’ feed bags which prevents all
epilling of grain while an anjmal is
eating—a loss which sometimes
amounts to 25 per cent. The device
consists of a funnel-shaped apron of
cloth, with a sifficiently large open-
ing at the bottom, which fits inside
the bag, being attached to the upper
edge and extending about half way
down into the container.

MOCK FISH CAKES.

Boil about ome pound of potatoes,
mash well with a little milk, add two
teaspoonfuls of finely chopped pars-
ley and enough anchovy essence to
well flavor. Season with pepper and
salt, form into fish cakes, brush over
with milk, sprinkle with oatmeal and
fry in fat or bake in the oven. These
taste very good, and the absence of
fish is often unnoticed unless atten-
tion is drawn to the fact.
CHOCOLATE BUTTER FOR SAND-

WICHES.

This is something sweet which 1is
enjoyed both by children and grown-
up people. It is easy to meke and does
not use much of rational articles. Take
half a teacupful of milk, and when
boiling mix with it two dessertspoon-

fuls of good cocoa. While 2till boil-
ing, thicken with a teaspoonful of
cornflour, just dissolved in a little
cold milk. Cook altogether for a
minute or two, and then take off the
fire and stand aside to cool. Weigh
one ounce of butter and beat it to a
cream with two dessertspoonfuls of
white sugar. Then gradually stir in
the cocoa mixture, whisking with a
fork all the time. When it is a well-
blended cream, stand aside to get
quite cold. These quantities make
quite a lot of chocolate butter. It
goes 2 long way, and is deliclous for
sprcading on bread and little cakes.

STUFFED COD.

Mix three tablespoonfuls bread-
crumbs with two tablespoonfuls chop-
ped parsley and one ounce butter
(when it can be spared). Bind with
an egg (a prepared dry one) and sea-
son with pepper and salt. Have ready
a thick cod steak, but on a greased
baking tin, spread the stuffing on top,
cover with a plece of buttered paper
and bake in a moderate oven for three-
quarters of an hour. Serve garnished
with cut lemon.

COD PROVENCALE.

Put a thick clice of cod on a well-
greased baking tin, cover with greased
paper and bake for fifteen or twenty
minutes, Make one-half pint of white
sauce, add a tablespoonful chopped
capers and one or two chopped gher-
kins. Season well. Dish up the cod,
and any liquor from the cod to the
sauce and pour over the fish. Garnish
with parsley.

RHUBARB JAM.

To cach pound of hrubarb allow one
pound sug and two ounces pre-
served gingér (cut into small pleces)
or one-half teacpoonful ground ginger.
Remove the outer, stringy part of the
rhubarb, cut the sticks into short
lengths and put in‘o a prefarving pan
with the sugar. Allow to stand over-
night, then add the sugar and bring

slowly to bolling point. Stir occa-
onally and boil for about one hour.

In the world war of 1914-18,
the trawlers have not only caught fish,
but in their new capacity as 'mine-
sweepers, have kept the North Sea
measurably free."” '

Keep Electric Lamps Clean.

Dirty electric lamps are inefficient
and wasteful. A recent investigation
in a large establishment disclosed in-
teresting figures in the extent of this
waste, A group of lamps with a
week’s accumulationof dirt showed an
average absorption of light of 16
per cent., some of them running as
high as nearly 20 per-cent. Another
group which had been used for three
weeks had an average absorption of
23 per cent., with a maximum of over
26 pericent; Figuring on this Dbasis,
16 per cent. more lamps at the end of
one week, or 22 per cent. at the end of
three weeks, would be required to ob-
tain the same illumination that would
<have been obtain f the lamps were
kept clean. This, ourse, meant &
corresponding increasé in the electric
light bill.—L. G. D.

TO PREVENT UNEMPLOYMENT.

Next year will be well advanced be-
fore Canada’s main expenditures for
war, can be completed. Every dollar
that can be raised for the Victory loan
1919 will be required.
