Davie was first elected a 
member ot the Legislature in 1882, his 
colleagues then being Hon. Robert 
Beaven, Hon. (now Justice) Mr. Drake 
and Simeon Duck. During the ab­
sence of his brother the Hon. A. E. B. 
Davie, then Premier and Attorney- 
General, and one of nature’s noble­
men, ln Colorado for his health. In the 
fall and winter of 1887-8, Mr. Davie dis­
charged the duties of Attorney-Gene­
ral without a portfolio. Upon the 
death of his 'brother he was sworn 
ln as Attorney-General In 1889, Dr. 
Milne, who ran against him when he 
appealed to his constituents for their 
approval of the course he had pur­
sued, 'being defeated. Not only Is 
Mr. Davie the youngest Premier, but 
he will toe the youngest judge and far 
the youngest Chief Justice yet ap­
pointed in the Dominion. He Is In his 
43rd year. When the late Hon Thos. 
Moss, of Toronto was appointed Chief 
Justice by Hon. Edward Blake, when 
Minister of Justice, in 1874, he was ln 
his 47th year. His atoiltties as a 
lawyer were of the very highest order, 
in fact with but two exceptions he 
was regarded as the foremost jurist 
in Ontario.

The formal announcement of the ap­

pointment of thé Hon. Theodore Davie 
to the lofty position of Chief Justice 
of this Province suprises nobody 
familiar with current events and 
political movements. The -honor comes 
at a particularly appropriate time. 
After carrying his party safely 
through a general election, ensuring 
Its continuance in power during the 
present term at least, he conducted 
the public business during the first 
session in such a manner as to win 
the enoomiiumis as well of friends as 
of opponents. Legislation was ex­
pedited, harmony prevailed and as a 
deliberative chamber that of British 
Columbia took rank with any in the 
Dominion. Those acquainted with 
past events, contrasting the conditions 
then and now, must acknowledge that 
the personality of Mr. Davie over­
powered the Legislature and compelled 
an order of things that reflects in­
finite credit on all the members, 
either of the Government or Opposit­
ion.

He is an excellent business man, a 
fair debater and is thoroughly familiar 
with the requirements of the whole 
Province and should have 'been called 
to the assistance of Sir Mackenzie 
Bowell -rather than Dr. Montague of 
Haldlmand, Ont.

drinking.” It is Impossible to legislate 
men. into being temperance men, Just 
as it is- impossible to legislate men 
into being Christians, and that is why 
it Is that many honest temperance men 
have been alienated through the pres­
ent methods of warfare. •

The Sultan of Turlçfey is one of the 
most hard-worked man in the Ottoman 
dominions.

They appear to be disposed to abide 
by the amendment to the New York 
constitution forbidding the enactment 
of any law permitting betting on. horse­
races, but they are framing legislation 
to make horse-racing profitable without 
betting. It is proposed that races shall 
be for stakes only, and that the pro­
fits of racing frpm money paid for en­
tries and from gate money. Whether 
good horse-racing can be had in New 
York with this mild encouragement re­
mains to be seen. A good many turf­
men appear to be doubtful about it.

The instructions given to the Govern­
ment organs to publish paragraphs to 
indicate that the Government is ex­
tremely nonchalant concerning the 
question of dissolving or meeting Par­
liament, may be the best the adminis­
tration can do, but such tactics are al­
together too clumsy to deceive anyone, 
remarks the Ottawa Free Press. Every­
one knows that the question is a burn­
ing one. The situation is becoming ri­
diculous and the administration must 
bear the responsibility of having low­
ered our constitutional system to the 
level of a city council. In the latter, 
at least, as we have recently seen, the 
members can at a moment of uncer­
tain! ty, take a hat and draw for a de­
cision. In the case of the Government 
there is some reason for believing that 
the hat was not filled very full when 
recently passed round, so it could be 
easily used for the purpose. “To the 
level of parish politics is to what my 
old party seems to be sinking,” was the 
mournful comment of a veteran Con­
servative of the old Parliament days 
in conversation the other day. And 
yet this country possesses the rights 
and dignities of that great Assembly 
which has grown from Saxon and Nor­
man Councils and Tudor Parliaments 
Into the Parliament or Englâhd. How 
admirably our Government is using the 
privileges the constitution affords the 
country!

While the intentions of General 
Booth are doubtless good, says the 
Ottawa Free Press, and it is, perhaps, 
undesirable to question too closely any 
scheme for the amelioration of the 
condition of the poor and suffering, 
we may reasonably question whether 
his methods are, so far as Canada is 
concerned, at all desirable. Land and 
money seem to be his watchwords. It 
is very doubtful whether spoon fed 
settlers are desirable, or even likely 
to be in any degree successful. There 
hâve been some âttempts already 
made at artificial settlements, and 
they have been singular failures. If 
the great tracte of land into which 
the tide of immigration has flowed, 
•and which now show the result of the 
pioneer# work, are contemplated, it 
Will be seen that they have been 
peopled by those who have gone, and 
not been taken. Who have helped them­
selves and not been helped. These 
are the settlers to be desired. The 
classes of the community which Mr. 
Booth proposes to settle with the aid 
of land and money are not calculated, 
as » a rule, to make good settlers. 
While Canada can welcome all who 
will aid in populating the country the 
interests of the nation render it neces­
sary that some care should be exer­
cised In the 'selection of those upon 
whom we confer our public domain.

A WORTHY INSTITUTION.

THE POLITICAL OUTLOOK.
Not for many years past have the 

Liberals of the Dominion, as a party, 
displayed such activity and unanimity 
in action as at present. In the “tight 
little isle” of Prince Edward the good 
work is being carried on with a vigor 
which assures the Hon. L. S. Davies 
of a solid contingent from that sec­
tion. In (Nova Scotia the Reformers 
have not been as thoroughly well or­
ganized and prepared for a fight for 
years back as they are now. The “blue 
nose” Province, it is claimed, will give 
a good account of itself, when the day 
of polling is over. The false gods to 
which it has bowed will no longer ex­
ercise a potent influence over the elec­
tors, whose eyes are opened to the 
manner in which they have been hum­
bugged Into supporting a policy which 
has failed ' to realize any of the ad­
vantages claimed for it. The outlook 
is more than hopeful, and enthusiasm 
is displayed that signalizes victory.

Much will depend in Quebec upon the 
attitude to be assumed by the Govern­
ment towards the Manitoba school 
question. The chances are, that the 
Liberals will largely increase the fol­
lowing Hon. Wilfrid Laurier now has 
in that Province, indeed it is not too. 
much to declare that the Laurier-Joly 
combination will sweep the country.

That Ontario will go overwhelmingly 
Liberal is evident. It will be made 
the principal battle ground for the 
several political factions now contend­
ing for supremacy, viz., the Conser­
vatives, the Liberals, the Patrons of 
Industry, the McCarthy!tes and the P. 
P. A., with everything Indicative of the 
tariff reformers winning hands down.

Manitoba’s membership hereafter 
will be six, the census returns having 
shown that the increase In population 
warrants the Province’s claim to an­
other representative. For some years 
past It has, with one exception, gone 
solid for the Government. If the Con­
servatives retain one, or at most a 
couple of seats, it wiH -be all they can 
do. The school question and the tariff 
are live issues there, and the people 
are clamoring for a change. Matters 
can hardly be much worse than they 
are now, and under different rulers, 
with freer trade, they believe the pros­
pects will be better and their pockets 
better filled.

Of the Territories little as yet can 
be said. It is claimed, however, that 
Alberta will go Conservative, Sas­
katchewan Liberal with Assinaboia 
doubtful.

Coming to British Columbia affairs 
here are very different to what they 
have been in the past. The Liberal 
forces are being marshalled in battle 
array in greater strength than ever be­
fore. That there is a strong feeling 
of hostility to the Government cannot 
be doubted. Many—and prominent 
men at that—hitherto staunch Conser­
vatives and warm supporters of the 
Administration are to be found In the 
Opposition ranks, working in harmony 
with their fellow-citizens in the en­
deavor to bri^jg about a reformation 
in the tariff, and a general era of 
prosperity for the whole country, 
ready Victoria and Vancouver dis­
trict have acted. The Mainland will 
shortly follow suit. So far but one 
Conservative, J. A. Mara, of Kam­
loops, who has sat during two Parlia­
ments for Yale district, is in the field 
for the Yale-Cariboo constituency. He 
possesses lyrge interests there, and* it 
Is a matter for regret that in the past 
he did not pursue .that independent 
course, which would be 
induce the -MititiBters to do more for 
the Province than it really has done. 
He, like théf others elected to repre­
sent British. Columbia, was “solid” for 
the Government in any event. The 
fight at the coming election will be 
a bitter one. It is believed that the 
Province will be fairly divided in its 
representation in the House, though 
sanguine Liberals go even further in 
their estimate.

TREMENDOUS DROP.
For some time past, in anticipation 

of there not bèlhg a semi-annual divi­
dend declared by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway Company in its etoèk; in con­
sequence of the depressed condition of 
trade and the falling off dn the earn­
ings in the operations of the company, 
there has been a, very marked lower­
ing in the prices on the Stock Ex­
changes in New York and London. It 
was thought that when 48% 
reached bottom had been touched, as 
at these figures the quotations re­
mained stationary for a few days. At 
the meeting of the directors held in 
Montreal last Saturday it was decided 

'that a half yearly dividend of 2 per 
cent on the preference stock be de­
clared, but in view of the continued

taining as strong a position as possi­
ble during this period of unwonted de­
pression in business, the board resolved 
that it would not be prudent to pay 
any dividend on the ordinary shares 
for the last half of the year 1894.

One day a messenger of 
the firm was in the act of handing 
aboard the steamer at Yale a bag con­
taining several thousand 
“dust,” when by some mischance the 
bag fell into the Fraser and that was 
the last of it; : Capt. Power, who was 
then to Yale, at once announced that 
he was prepared to pay up everyone who 
had a receipt from the express company 
for the gold and was as good as his 
word. The express company were per­
fectly solvent and paid Mm back, but 
Mr. Nelson never forgot Mr. Power’s 
kindly action. Thus it was that he re­
reciprocated In 1880. Capt. Power again 

to the front and finally became to- 
terested In the Moodyville lumber mills. 
He Invested largely In real estate dur­
ing the birth of this city and made money 
fast. He Is estimated to have been 
worth a quarter of a million dollars 
when he died. Of a very charitable' na­
ture he dispensed his wealth lavishly 
where It was calculated to do most good, 
and though a Roman Catholic he rec­
ognized no churches where suffering 
or want existed. He possessed boats of 
friends, and they will regret the absence 
of his commanding figure, the genial 
smile, the sunny disposition of the com­
panion of other days. His relatives live 
to Philadelphia, and he often expressed 
the intention off leaving them comfort­
able. The executors of the estate are 
understood to be Mr. Bifb and R. P. 
Rlthet, M. P. P. It Is singular that his 
leaving for Europe was to benefit Mrs. 
Power, who was not strong, and that he 
should have been the first to go. No 
doubt she will return to British Colum­
bia, where sympathetic hearts will give 
her welcome.

5ÀT0LLI TO THE PRESS.
ANOTHER MONSTER LIBERAL MEET­

ING IN MONTREAL.
FOURTH ELEMENT IN GOVERNING 

THE PEOPLE.

It is the Public Conscience and the 
Real Force that Guides Legis­
lators — Magnificent Tribute to 
Journalism.

Hons. Wilfrid Laurier and Messrs. 
Joly, Tarte, Devlin and Others 
Deliver Powerful Addresses on 
the Political Issues of the Day.

f
The tenth annual dinner of the Grid- 

Iron club, held at the Arlington hotel, 
Washington, D. C., the other day was 
perhaps the most successful ever given 
by this dining club. Among the promi­
nent guests was Archbishop Satolli. 
Many novel and entertaining features 
of entertainment were Introduced, and 
the speeches were unusually bright and 
able, notably among them that of the 
Monsignor, who had Ms first opportun­
ity since his residence to this country 
of addressing the press. Mgr. Satolli 
said:

From Aristotle to the renowned author 
of L’Esprit des Lois learned men have 
divided the functions of Government into 
classes—the legislative, the executive or 
administrative, and the judicial—which 
are in truth but three activities of one 
and the same power which is vested in 
him who has the care of the people and 
represents them. Now, however, an ad­
equate dissolution o fthe powers of gov­
ernment would have to Include a fourth 
element, and this is public opinion, ex­
ercising its activity through the organism 
of the public press. It Is consequently a 
great pleasure and honor to me to be 
with you this evening, feeling as I do 
that I am surrounded with representa­
tives of this fourth power in the great­
est and most glorious of modern Repub­
lics—& republic emulous of the glory of 
those of modern times. And it Is the 
public press which has the most general 

• and efficacious influence to constituting, 
moderating, keeping alive and modifying 
when necessity requires public opinion. 
It Is a question whether laws depend 
from the social dispositions of the peo­
ple, or whether the social disposition 
depend from the laws. In my opinion the 
dependence is mutual, and, consequently, 
the legislative power cannot hold Itself 
independent of, nor indifferent to, the 

POPULAR OPINION
which manifests Itself through the press. 
Man, as a social thing, has three nat­
ural needs—the communication of hi$ 
ideas, interests and participation in the 
government of the state to which he 
belongs, to be kept as accurately and 
promptly as possible informed of what 
goes on in the world about him. Nothing 
better meets these three wants than 
the public press. If men were left with 
the faculty of speech alone, none of 
these three needs would be satisfied. 
Books are, ’tis true, a useful expedient, 
but rather serve for general instruction 
than for the practical knowledge of 
one dally - course of events, and may 
fittingly be called the fixed press. Per­
iodicals answer the nee* better, but 
not sufficiently, and experience proves 
that they may be called the Intermittent 
press. The public or dally press, a con­
tinuous press, when well organized, has 
the advantage of being fully proportion­
ate to the social exigencies of the hu­
man mind. The practical life, not only 
of the Individual, but also of the body 
politic, is a syllogism, the major propo­
sition of which containing general truth 
may be found to the book present; the 
minor may be had from the periodicals, 
but to draw the conclusion be!

WHAT ARE THE FUNCTIONS 
of conscience? To testify, to withhold 
and instigate, to accuse, to reprehend, 
and to cause remorse. All these things 
follow the application of what we know 
to what we do, and this application Is 
three-fold: First, when we recognize 
that we have or have not done some­
thing, and in this wçy conscience is said 
to testify; next, when we Judge that we 
ought or ought not to have done some­
thing, and so conscience instigates or 
withholds; and, finally when we judge 
that what we have done was well or 
badly done, and then conscience accus­
es, approves or reprehends, And is it 
not the public press which makes known 
the deeds of society from day to day? 
Charles Dudley Warner declares that 
the purpose of the creation of the news­
paper is that It should be a mirror of 
contemporary life. Is it not the public 
press which at the proper time should 
make known -to the makers of laws what 
should or what should not be done for 
the public welfare? Can anyone deny 
to the public press the right to matters 
which concern the people at large ’ to 
estimate the value of public acts? and es­
pecially does the public press act as the 
public conscience since the mass of the 
people think, act and speak under the 
impressions received from their dally 
papers. Up to the 15th century there /as 
no vehicle of intellectual and moral light 
except the manuscript codices for the 
few and monuments and the spoken word 
for many, and, therefore, it was more 
necessary than in our time to have mon­
uments, pictures and statues by the sight 
of which youth might be inspired to 
imitate the generous and glorious acts 
of herolq men. The Hebrews In the time 
of their greatest glory had their tem­
ples and tombs. The Greeks had their 
temples, statues and pictures. The Ro­
mans had their trophies, columns and 
arches, and to-day even in her treas­
ures of monumental

LITERATURE CAN BE -READ 
without nooks the record of centuries 
of civil, religious and moral virtue. Then 
followed the rays of schools and univer­
sities, which became the centers and 
sources of knowledge. From tj»e inven­
tion of printing in the 16th century to 
the 18th books were multiplied and in­
struction facilitated and generalized, and 
libraries sprang up like so many tem­
ples of the human encyclopedia. It was 
left for the public press to provide fully 
ând universally for the teaçhing of the 
masses. So great being the Importance 
of the public press, it Is evident how 
much those who labor in its ministry 
merit the good will and esteem of the 
people. I cannot agree with J. W. Kell­
er, who makes of journalism a mere 
trade, and a poor one at that. To me it 
seems a life of devotion to high and 
noble work, to the enlightenment and 
betterment of mankind, bringing with 
it that reward, richer than the mere ac­
cumulation of wealth, the consciousness 
of being a factor in the onward progress 
of humanity. If then the public press is 
a kind of social priesthood, one can 
easily understand that those who admin- 
later It should be conscious of their high 
office and conform always to the rules 
of sacred duty. 1 may not be Indiscreet 
in suggesting that over the door of ev­
ery newspaper building should be In­
scribed the words: “Truth, justice, hon­
esty, of all, for all.

A USEFUL INVENTION:
Among the latest devices to add to the 

comforts of life la the flexible security 
bed clothes fastener, the Invention of a 
Beattie man, who has sold his rights to 
the patent for 26,000. Briefly described 
it consists of a contrivance to take hold 
of the clothing, a heavy elastic band 
and a thumb screw to attach the fas­
tener to the bedstead. The fasteners 
are placed at the corners of the bed, the 
screws inserted in the wood, and the 
clothing is put between the nippers of 
the device in such a way that the set 
will prevent them from becoming dis­
placed. When the fasteners are so ar­
ranged there is no danger of the bed­
clothing becoming displaced, however 
restless the sleepers may be, while the 
elastics allow ample freedom to prevent 
any discomfort arising.

which 823,733 tons were exported, leav­
ing for home consumption 2,468,814 tons. 
There was Imported of. foreign coal: Bit­
uminous, 1,615,220 tons; anthracite, 1,- 
479,106 tons, and coal dust, 82,091 tons; 
making a total of 3,176,417 tons, showing 
that there was an excess of foreign coal 
used in Canada amounting to 707,603 tons, 
in spite of the duty of 60 cents a ton 
on bituminous coal, which amounted to 
nearly a million dollars. This is due 
to the fact that no anthracite coal Is 
produced in Canada, and there are no 
coal mines In Ontario or Quebec. . The 
production in 1892 was as follows: Nova 
Scotia, 2,175*914 tons; New Brunswick, 
6,768; Northwest Territories and Manito­
ba, 184,370, and British Columbia, 925,495. 
There are supposed to be 97,000 square 
miles of coal areas In the Dominion, of 
whidh 18,000 are In Nova Sootla and 
50,000 In the Northwest Territories, be­
sides 15,000 square mties of lignite lands 
in the West. Next to coal in value Is 
nickel, with an output of $1,399,956, ac­
cording to one estimate, -but It was inti­
mated that the value of the matter as 
shipped from the mines #was only $581,- 
318, owing to the ore not being wholly 
treated in Canada. Third in rank comes 
petroleum, with an output of $982,489; f- 
$13,046 worth was exported, and $475,- 
732 worth was imported from the United 
States, in spite of the high duty. Five 
thousand wells are producing 779,753 bar­
rels a year, or an average of less than 
•half a barrel each day.

In Nova Scotia, Quebec, Ontario and 
British Columbia Canada has gold in 
quartz and alluvial deposits that should 
make her the greatest gold producer of 
the world. The proportions In 1892 were: 
British Columbia, $399,525; Nova Scotia, 
$389,966; Northwest Territories, $98,006; 
Quebec, $12,987, Ontario, $7,118, a total of 
$907,60L The gold ores of Ontario con­
tain arsenic ia such quantities that it has 
been difficult to save the gold. When 
a process Is found that will more ef­
fectively separate the go-id a large output 
may be expected. British Columbia 
promises to be the great gold producer 
In the future.

Canada's copper deposits 
and extensive. In 1892 t 
was 7,087,275 lbs., a value o-f $836,849. ,Next 
in vaille comes asbestos, of which Can­
ada has the only productive mines in, 
America. Giving to the great fall In 
prices the output for 1892 was only val­
ued. at $390,462, Whereas In 1891 It was 
$999,878, and has risen again In 1894 to 
$516,000. Silver ranks seventh, with an 
output of $268,489. The production is 
small, but the discoveries-lately made 
in West Kootenay, B. C., warrant the 
expectation that Canada, will çclipset the 
best record of the silver producing* re­
gions of the United States, should ad­
vancing prices warrant the production. 
Her beds of iron ore are numerous and 
inexhaustible* and with the development 
of -the country and the opening of free 
markets In the United States, there will 
come an era of immense activity. Its 
output of 103,248 tons, valued at $263,866, 
was divided among Nova Scotia, $194,- 
581; Quebec, $62,385, and British Columbia, 
$6,900. No ore was Imported.

Gypsum Is in vast supply In Nova Sco­
tia. Its output for 1892 was valued at 
$241,127. Pyrites abound for the man­
ufacture of sulphuric acid, and it has 
been said -that the nation that can pro­
duce sulphuric acid the cheapest Is des­
tined to lead the world. The output 
was valued at $179,310. Phosphate exists 
in great quantity, and though foreign 
markets will not now pay enough to 
make mining profitable, there Is cer­
tain to arise a demand on this continent 
that will call for a vast production of 
this article, which Is of the highest 
grade known In the world. Mica is very 
abundant, and Is now being largely used 
as an electrical Insulator.

Some of the reasons why Canada does 
not take higher rank as a mining coun­
try are the limited population compared 
with the great area; the email number 
who have such an excess of wealth as to 
care to engage In so speculative a ven­
ture as mining; the duty of 35 per cent, 
on mining machinery; the absence of 
railways to the United States from the 
mining district of the west, and the hos­

gentleman was apprised of the fact 
last evening, and this morning he wired 
some of his friends In this city that he 
had accepted the position. As soon els 
the business which has accumulated In 
the Attorney-General's office, as well 
as matters requiring the attention of 
the Bxecùtive Etre disposed of—and that 
will be in a few (lays—Mr. Davie will 
leave the political arena and be sworn In 
as Chief Justice.

Several sketches of Mr. Davie have ap­
peared in our columns from time to time 
during the last five ye*rs. At this per­
iod the following biography of this gen­
tleman, which appeared in the last is­
sue of the Western World, from the pen 
of its publisher, Mr. Acton Burrows, will 
be read with Interest:
THEODORE DAVIE às he is best known 

and most familiarly spoken of, Is unlike 
most men the writer has come into con­
tact with, that Is, he Is essentially dif­
ferent In many respects; at the same 
time he Is a good specimen of the type 
of Colonials, who in a new country have 
fought their way to the top unassisted 
by any of the potent Influences which 
beget preferment In the old countries, 
and few men who have succeeded owe 
more to foçce of character, energy and 
indomitable will power. He Is a man

forces, and els our readers have recent­
ly had presented to them a pen sketch 
of Sir William Van Horne they will rec­
ognize many characteristics common to 
the great railway magnate and the Pre­
mier of British Columbia.

It is 
also to be stated to the credit of the 
Premier that, although credited with a 
good deal of trickiness by all hls polit­
ical opponents, In eUI the party questions 
which have arisen, no breath of scandal 
has ever attached itself to his name, 
and In hls private business affairs no 
one has attempted to impute wrong­
doing or dishonësty or sharp practice.

I have not attempted to throw a gla­
mor of righteousness or greatness over 
the character of this sketch, but, after 
an acquaintance of some years’ stand­
ing, and a close study of his career, 
have endeavored to portray fairly a 
strong personality In Provincial politics, 
and a man identified since his youth with 
the fortunes of the West. As a politi­
cian and an administrator he has hls 
faults, for which In the past he has 
been more credited than for hls virtues, 
a common fate, perhaps of all living pol­
iticians, but taken as he Is, he is a man 
of whom the inhabitants of British Co­
lumbia will ever think kindly ELnd highly, 
or else I mistake the future before him, 
or the tribute which is due him as a pub­
lic man to the present point of his

.>■
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Mr. Davie- first made hls mark els a 
lawyer. As such he Is noted for clever­
ness and zeal and a persistency which 
never lets up. His fellow practitioners 
say that he never knows when he Is 
beaten. Down him on one legsil point 
and he bebs up serenely with another, 
and the opposing counsel has to be very 
tenacious or have a very strong case 
to come out victorious at the end. Noth­
ing discourages him; he Stays and fights, 
success often crowning hls efforts when 
all hope would seem to have departed. 
The Premier carries the same qualities 
into the House and Into the Government 
He is an untiring worker, and hls capac­
ity In this respect Is wonderful. He works 
all the -time, everywhere he is, In the 
House, in the Attorney-General’s office, 
in hls private office, and at home. As 
a speaker he Is neither fluent nor a par­
liamentarian In hls style. He is, how­
ever, plain and vigorous; and invariably 
carries the war into Africa. In debate 
he is the best when in the midst of hot 
shot and shell. The more he Is interrupt­
ed and abused the better he likes It, 
and the better he can speak. He is es­
sentially a fighter. In a political cEim- 
palgn he was never known to shirk an 
opponent and no amount of opposition 
can daunt him. In fact, hls very fear­
lessness and pluckinesa earn for him a 
respect and a hearing where he Is most 
cordially hated. But after all neither 
the hustings nor the floor of the House 
are the place where hls talents show to 
best advantage. It Is In court before a 
jury. f Though not eloquent, he has a 
great mastery of detail, and in a compll* 
cated case he Is thoroughly at home 
marshalling the points of evidence dove­
tailing the facts together in a way that 
to at once clear to and forces conviction 
oh the minds of hls hearers. As a pros- 

admlnlstratlon 
of justice, he pursues criminals with un­
relenting vlgilence, and once having run 
them down he throws his whole energy 
into their prosecution. One of the most 
recent notable instances of this was the 
prosecution and conviction e of Albert 
Stroebel, charged with wilful murder. 
The evidence was entirely circumstantial 
in its character* but so convinced was 
the Attorney-General of the guilt of the 
prisoner, that ELfter an exhaustive trial, 
in which the Jury disagreed, he ob­
tained a change of venue, and a still 
longer trial ensued, the defense fighting 
most stubbornly and very effectively. Hls 
summing up was a masterpiece of for­
ensic skill. The evidence was taken up 
bit by bit and linked togetKer so com­
pletely that every person in the court 
room felt that the Attorney-General was 
surely drawing a network about the 
prisoner that portended hls doom; but 
when the climax was reached in an ad­
dress that covered days and days of trial 
in which a great mass of evidence was 
piled up, and the Attorney-General sat 
down, It was with the certainty of con­
viction In the minds of all. The Jury re­
turned a verdict of guilty, and the pris­
oner was sentenced to be hanged. Then 
it .was that after the spell of the terri­
ble arraignment of guilt preferred by 
the Attorney-General had begun to wear 
off, a dread came over the minds of the 
people of the possibility of a great mis­
take having been made, and a strong 
sympathy with the prisoner began to 
make itself manifest, which was only 
dispelled by hls suddenly and unexpect­
edly confessing hls crime, 
triumph for the Attorney-General, not 
only on account of the skill he displayed 
in securing a conviction, but in the un­
erring certainty concerning the man’s 
guilt which hEul controlled his mind from 
the start. This is but one in many in­
stances in which he has distinguished 
himself in this line, so much so that 
the completeness and success which have 
attended the administration of justice 
in British Columbia in bringing criminals 
to their reward have become a matter 
of comment, more particularly on the 
other side of the International boundary 
line, where the contrast to this state of 
affaire Is only too apparent.

Mr. Davie has a pair of very expres­
sive eyes, and they gleam responsive to 
hls » moods. Hls rising Ire Is expressed 
by their vigorous snapping, and nothing 
better Indicates hls appreciation of a 
humorous situation. It must not be In­
ferred, however, thait he is a man alone 
made to slay and'toe slain. On the 
trary he is known to his friends as a 
very tender-hearted and generous-minded

heart and pocket he Is only too easily 
imposed upon, and no one, no matter 
how poor or Ill-dressed he is, who comes 
to him with a plea of distress, goes 
away feeling that he has made an ap­
peal In vain, even If hls wants are not 
immediately satisfied. Perhaps one of the 
best tests of a man’s true character Is 
that effecting hls domestic relations, and 
here we have the strong man of state, 
the bluff, almost gruff, lawyer at home. 
Hls residence away up Douglas street, 
just on the outskirts of the city of Vic­
toria, Is surrounded by a goodly^ plat 
of ground, but it Is not imposing, or 
In any way ostentatious. It to com­
fortable, neat and wejl appointed—a 
home in which one may always be as­
sured of genuine hospitality without 
formality. While Mr. Davie performs all 
the public functions of a social nature 
which are demanded of him by reason 
of hls position, he to not a “society 
man" and prefers hls home and hls fam­
ily, to which he to devotedly attached. 
If one should drop In on him early in 
the evening he would probEibly be found 
hard at work, with. In all probability, 
Ml little ones climbing about and over 
him and playing all kinds of pranks.

London, Feb. 21.—The cabinet met tills 
morning to consider Sir Henry James’ 
Intended motion to adjourn the House of 
Commons to direct attention to the In­
dian -cotton duties.

HON. CHIEF JUSTICE DAVIE.

Mr. Davie was' bom in Brixton, Surrey, 
Eng., In March, 1862, and is, therefore, 
still a young man, more especially as 
Premier. He was only 16 years of age 
When he came to British Columbia In 
1867, where his father and brothers were 
before him, having emigrated to the col­
ony several years previously, leaving 
him, the youngest boy, at home to en­
joy the advantages of an English educa­
tion. Young Theodore belonged to a clev­
er family, and, therefore, came honestly 
by those qualities which have brought 
him so rapidly to the front. Hls father, 
Dr. J. C. Davie, was a leading physrician 
in the colony, -and was a member of 
the Legislature In his day. Hie brother, 
the late Hon. A.E.B. Davie, whom Hon. 
Theodore Davie succeeded as Attorney- 
General, was for some years Premier, 
and was a man who carried to the grave 
ithe respect and admiration of all who 
knew him. Another brother, Dr. J. C. 
Davie, who took hls fEUther’s name and 
profession, stands very high as a medi­
cal man, and as a surgeon has a repu­
tation extending throughout the whole 
Pacific coast. It will toe seen, therefore, 
that the subject of this sketch was cut 
out of good family timber. As a boy he 
was known as bright and daring, but 
not too goody-goody. One of those youths 
Who, after dissipating a surplus stock 
of energy, are sure to, contrary to the 
stories of the Sanford and Merton type, 
turn out well, and may be depended 
upon to hold their own and fight their 
way In the world. After bis arrival In 
Victoria, he studied law In the office 
of Mr. Robert Bishop, a prominent mem­
ber of the Bar there in early days, and 
made rapid progress. Having become a 
bELrrister, he went to Cassiar, in the gold 
mining days of that district, and prac­
tised hls profession there for four years.

Many of our readers may have a gen­
eral notion of what life is in a mining 
camp, and some, no doubt, have had 
personal experience, but with the con­
ditions that governed life in CassiEu*, 
remote. Inhospitable and subject to all 
the privations and hardships that a 
miner can endure, It Is hard to realize 
the disadvantages of professional life 
under such circumstances. However, the 
experience wMch he gained in pioneer 
life, roughmg it among the miners, 
moulded the man of to-day—full of re­
source, practical, hard-headed and de­
void of frills, but possessing, withal, a 
warm heart under a blunt exterior. This 
latter Is a characteristic of miners them­
selves as a class, who, despite their out­
ward manifestations of brusqueness and 
roughness, have an unwritten code of 
ethics that never permits distress to go 
unrelieved or falls to extend a helping 
hEUid to “a fellow out of luck.#’ To 
know a miner thoroughly Is to know a 
genuine fbree-feet-to-the-yard man, and 
to have hhn as a friend to to have a 
friend indeed. While In the early mining 
days of Australia and California many 
men of disreputable character and des­
peradoes found their way into the min­
ing camps, and lent to the whole fra­
ternity of miners something of their 
own shady reputations and manner of 
living, yet the better class represented 
a very high type of manhood and In 
British Columbia these men were in the 
Eiscendency and the rule. -They are scat­
tered to-day throughout the Province, 
and Eire found In every walk of life, and 
when the historian comes to carefully 
analyze the forces which entered Into 
the life and progress of the Province 
and gave the Impetus to Its future great-^ 
ness they are the men to whom they# 
will ascribe moat of the glory and hon­
or. As I have said, the experience of 
the mining ramp, enduring the privations 
and sharing its rough bill of fare, left 
its impress on a character, of itself 
strong and unconventloBal, and Theodore 
Davie came back to Cictoria well equlp- 
Davie came back to Victoria well fitted 
to battle hls way under most favorable 
auspices. Hls natural abilities early In 
life marked him out for a position of 
prominence, and at the age of 30 he was 
elected to the Legislative Assembly for 
the City of Victoria. Seven years later

Mr. Douglas was to have 
delivered a lecture at the Hillside Af­
rican church and was waiting for his 
carriage.

(Frederick Douglass was born a slave of a 
white father, at Tuckahoe, Maryland, about 
1817. His early days were spent with rela­
tives, then he was sold to a Baltlmroe ship­
builder, from whom he escaped "in 1838, reach­
ing New Bedford, Mass. He devoted hls abili­
ties to acquiring an education, and soon

One likes to 
catch ..their sunshine, when tired, as he 
Is so often tired, of the hurly-burly of 
political life; to view him in his gentler 
aspects; to see him in the privacy of 
his home, surrouned by troops of friends 
and prattling children, to visit him in 
the retirement of his grand estate at 
Bow Park, to which he was always glad 
in the midst of turmoil to escape; to 
learn from him in all the varied aspects 
of life the lessons of love and benevo­
lence, of patiepce in suffering, and of 
manly submission, in all humbleness of 
heart, to in the inscrutable will of God.

lcThe Work Accomplished at the Recent 

Portland Convention. t 5 Xbe.J. R. Anderson, secretary and statis­
tician of the Provincial Department of

Fruit Fruit Growers' Association at 
Portland, has returned home greatly 
pleased with his visit. The meeting,
-while not as large as that at Spokane 
last year, was well attended, and a 
feature was made of exhibiting fruit— 
chiefly apples. British Columbia did 
not send any fruit, as there had not 
been time to prepare a proper display, 
but Mr. Anderson saw no fruit better 
than is raised in this Province. He 
was elected a vice-president of the As­
sociation for British Columbia, and up­
on being requested to attend the meet­
ing took the opportunity of giving some 
Idea of British Columbia's climate, its 
capabilities for fruit growing and fa 
ing. He was much surprised to find 
widespread ignorance of the Province, 
even as regards its climate, and there­
fore gave his hearers some fgicts and 
general dnformaation to correct their 
eri^neous impressions. He was a mem­
ber of the transportation committee, 
which had several long consultations 
with the local representatives of the dif­
ferent railways .in order to arrange for 
more favorable rates for fruit ship­
ments. The propositions of the commit­
tee were also forwarded to the commit­
tee of the British Columbia Fruit Grow­
ers' Association for the purpose of get­
ting them to act in harmony with the 
Northwest Association. Mr. Anderson 
was chosen one of the officers for the 
association this year. While there were 
a few persons at the meeting opposed 
to the horticultural board for Oregon 
and pressure had been brought against 
It in the Legislature, the great majority 
of the fruit growers strongly support 
it. The excellent methods followed by 
the British Columbia Board of horticul­
ture were highly appreciated, as the fol­
lowing résolution passed by the meet­
ing Shows; Resolved that we, the fruit 
growers of British Columbia and the

He began his 
journalistic mission by teaching the peo­
ple the true meaning of the constitutional 
system; while upholding the Liberal ad­
ministration In resistance to the person­
al rule of an autocratic colonial Govern­
or. And in the highest and truest spirit

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A MONSTER PETITION.

A local member of the Women’s 
Christian Temperance Union has fa­
vored The World with some notes 
about the monster polyglot petition 
that is to be presented to all the 
rulers in the civilized world, and 
which was submitted to President 
Cleveland on February 15th. The tiiiles 
on miles of written names and ad­
dresses appended to the text of the pe­
tition have been mounted on white 
muslin by Mrs. Rebecca C. Shuman, 
of the Evanston, I1L, Women’s Chris­
tian Temperance Union. The magni­
tude of ‘the task which Mrs. Shuman 
has undertaken may be Imagined from 
the fact that the aggregate of time 
she has already spent at it amounts 
to about tw.o years of steady work. 
The labor <of sending out the blank pe­
titions for signatures was attended to 
by the late Mrs. Mary A. Woodbrldge, 
of Chicago, and that of gathering 
them In after they were signed has 
fallen to Miss Alice E. Briggs, at the 
Woman’s Temple, Chicago. From her 
the documents, of all sorts, lengths, 
and languages ,are turned over to 
Mrs. Shuman in quantities that might 
be most adequately measured in bush- 

Next, they must be sorted, 
trimmed, and prepare# for mounting 
as compactly as possible on Intermin­
able webs of white muslin, one-half 
yard in width, one edge of which Is 
bound with red and the other with 
blue tape. The names are necessarily 
mounted somewhat irregularly, but 
they average four columns abreast, 
making, in reality, a quadruple peti­
tion with about 100 names to the yard 
in each column. Mrs. Shuman has now 
mounted 1,928 yards,, or over one mile 
of canvas—making five miles of names 
written solidly, one under the other-- 
771,200 in all. This is exclusive of 
about 350,000 names that came from 
Britain, already mounted, making the 
total of 1,121,200 actual names on the

Q.—Have you any idea what are the strong­
est predisposing causes amongst our herds in 
Ontario at the present time which Induce the 
disease wherever they came in contact with 
this bacillus? A—Anything that win lessen 
the vigor of the animal and bring about a 
weakly condition will predispose to the disease.

Miners the world' over have held 
tor years contradictory Ideas as to the 
formation of gold nuggets, and In or­
der to test this one has only to get 
Into conversation with a miner from 
the Interior visiting the Coast. Prof. 
Llversldge, of Sydney, N. S. W., an 
authority on such matters, Inclines to 
the theory of original gold; that is 
to say, he believes nuggets to have 
been washed out of quartz or calcite 
veins in which they previously existed 
as reef gold. On the other hand, many 
authors believe that particles of'allu­
vial gold may have Increased In size 
by electroplating themselves in the 
drifts where they He. Alluvial gold 
is generally supposed to be richer and 
more pure than reef gold, and Is there­
fore credited with a different origin. 
Gold Is soluble In solutions of alka­
line sulphides, carbonates and sili­
cates, and It Is suggested that the nug­
gets have been derived from percola­
ting auriferous waters. Sea water un­
doubtedly contains gold, and the pre­
cious metal is being deposited at the 
present day from the hot springs of 
Nevada and California. Prof. Llver- 
sidge, as he narrates In a paper read 
before the Royal Society of New South 
Wales, has himself caused gold nug­
gets to grow by Immersing them in 
photographers’ gold toning solution, to­
gether with sand pyrites and other 
minerals. Yet he concludes that such 
has not been the origin of , the large 
gold nuggets, for they are found with 
other auriferous pebbles, which are ad­
mittedly derived from reefs; further, 
he denies that there is any essential 
difference in composition between reef 
and alluvial gold, and asks why the 
latter, If formed In situ, does not occur 
in. strings and plates. It may be 
added that nuggets occasionally bear 
Impressions of crystalized minerals 
upon which they must have been de­
posited, and, therefore, In a vein; this 
is the case with one of the .'argest 
nuggets in the St. Petersburg Museum.

The Indications are that the Manitoba 

Government will fight for its rights in 
regard to the school question, no mat­
ter what action the Dominion Govern­
ment may take on the question. The 
Tribune of the 20th says: It is encour­
aging, however, to recognize that the 
Local Government is resolute upon the 
issue, and there can be no doubt that, 
the bold front shown will, do more to 
prevent remedial legislation or federal 
interference with our schools than any 
other course that could be adopted.

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The House joint resolution directing a 

suspension of the bonding privileges In 
regard to articles shipped to the free 
zone in Mexico, .with Senate amendment, 
was laid before the House. The Sen­
ate struck out the limitation of the op­
erations of the Joint resolution to that 
part of the zone from the City of Lar­
edo to the Pacific ocean.

Gorman's amendment gave rise to con­
siderable discussion.
