What we to-day venture to pre­
dict, is a railroad inside three 
years, across the Island of New­
foundland. This project ha» been 
long spoken of in the circles of 
Canadian and home capitalists, but 
it has never assumed any practical 
form, nor upon these capitalists 
now do we rely for the building of 
the road. It will conae from 
another quarter : that same broad 
statesmanlike mind that, moulded 
the fragments of the British North 
American possessions into form— 
into one whole, united by common 
ties and common sympathies,— 
speaking the same language, and 
acknowledging one common ances­
try—he it is upon whom we rely 
for the building of the road.

This announcement immediately 
gives complexion to our politics, 
both as a citizen of the great 
Dominion, and as a native of New­
foundland. We have not yet, it is 
true, had the experience of many 
politicians wearing gray beards, 
who look upon the proposed Union 
as a blasting spectre to the interests, 
of Newfoundland ; yet we lay claim 
to having had some experience. 
Before leaving our native country, 
now four years ago, wo looked 
upen confederation a« a threatened 
curse, upon its promoters as 
enemies to the country. We have 
changed our mind : travel and resi­
dence in many parts of the 
Dominion, have shown us that to 
Newfoundland confederation would 
mean a blessing. How, we intend 
to show in subsequent articles.

Then it is through such a project 
as confederation, that we shall see 
the railroad built. Unaided, the 
colonial government can never do 
it; their $20,000—we believe that 
is the sum',—granted as a subsidy 
per annum, will not induce com­
panies to build certain lengths of 
the road. Four years ago, some 
thirty or forty thousand dollars— 
we speak again from memory,— 
were spent on a survey by Sand- 
ford Fleming, and nothing since 
has been done. The line is there, 
the trees yet rear their lofty heads 
in primitive quiet, the rivers with 
their swarms of salmon flow on 
through millions of acres of country 
fresh from nature’s hand. Thous­
ands of square miles of land give 
forth its unsown crop, and naught 
stirs in that wide and fertile region 
between St. Georges Bay and St. 
John’s, but towns of beaver with 
their old fashioned manses, otter 
mink and muskrats playing in 
their swampy homes, and stately 
deer that roam the wide forest 
and the open plain. And so this 
will remain for all time while the 
local government has to depend' 
upon its own aid. By confeder­
ation the road can alone be built, 
and this scheme could we but read 
the secrets of Sir John’s mind 
we should find written there.

The railroad will be 280 miles 
long and will extend from St. 
John’s the capital, to St. George’s 
Bay. Of the fertility and feasibility 
of this route, locally considered, 
we shall speak in another issue. 
Nor shall we here answer the silly 
objections of “ railroad accidents,” 
“thick fogs” &c., urged by Mr. Chas 
Fox Bennett and other prominent 
opposition men of the Island, 
against the road.

But beside the. local advan­
tages its general feature possesses 
merits transcending any other line 
in the Dominion. It will form the 
wahting link in the great high­
road of commerce between the Old 
and New Worlçl. Some hundreds 
of miles will be saved, and a more 
speed}- and equally as safe transit 
will be ensured. By steamers from 
Queentown, Ireland, freight and 
passengers will be conveyed to St. 
John’s, which would then be the. 
Dominion Depot, thence by riff 
across the island in nine or ten 
hours. St. George’s Bay would be 
the terminus, and thence a line of 
steamers would ply across the Gulf 
of St. Lawrence to Pasbebiac Bay, 
to which port, a branch of railway 
would be built, connecting with

Hence more goes to show that under a 
lagged c at may palpitate a noble heart, 
and that ti ne honor does not consist in 
fine clothing sneering language and 
positions acquired through anything 
bat merit. According to the statement, 
of one of the surviving stifferc -s, made 
to the lcponer of the St. Jo in d-ily 
JTci"s, a child, who was no other than 
poor hi le Béai/, who had, cher the 
csr 1 ad cuignt tire, succeeded to keep 
the flames from reaching him, when aU 
but a litllc boy who had managed to 
keep clear of the flames long after the 
clothing of many of the other passengers 
had caught fire several times, in (he 
auxiety for the safety of some of bis 
friends, rushed into the flames and was 
so badly burned that lie only lived a 
short time. Now let it be k.iown that 
poor Beaty had rmong his foi low victims 
no friend that was nearer to him than 
you and 1 are to the swells that parade 
ibe streets of huge cities. Remember 
,'oc car by rolling down the embank­
ment had caused some persons to be 
badly hurt and disabled, and, unfortu 
nates,that Were not able to relieve them­
selves from their perilous position in 
the flames, were the friends of Beaty, 
for whose safety he was anxious. We 
can do no more for Beaty, who went to

receive his reward from a merciful 
God fou his heroic act of" charity and 
self-sacrifice; but lot. us reflect and 
remember that honor ami true nobility 
docs not know distinction of rank, and 
could be more frequently perhaps found 
in humble or low positions if we only 
wish to appreciate them, as they truly 
existed in that blessed little newsboy. 
May tlicso few lines prove a balm of con­
solation to the afflicted hearts of the 
parents, and may the lesson of poor 
Beaty’s example not bo lost on those 
who read it. liequisecat in pace.

Bad Hooks.

In a late article on Degrading Litera­
ture, we referred to the influences of 
novels, locally considered, upon the 
young people of Fredericton. To-day 
we return to the general topic with no 
word of apology to our readers. Wc 
bad rather say that the revival of the 
subject is a joy to us. It partakes ot the 
gloominess of the game chase, notwith­
standing that the prey is a mean one ; 
lor, mean as it is, it yet is significant by 
the viciousnoss, and might reasonably 
excite the soixnist of mankind to its 
extermination. The hunted, wc need 
not say, is that impious and devastating 
malefactor known as “ the bad author.’’ 
That his fame and his works, that is his 
crimes, are commensurate,—wc leave it 
to the past history of centuries to attest. 
That greater conquests remain for him 
in the future than he has acquired in 
the. past,—we leave it’ to the tastes of 
three-quarters ot the reading people ol 
the world to tcitify. And that his ex­
istence no& and his piemisc of existence 
in the years—lit the centuries to come 
should be combatted by cveiy con­
scientious mail, let the common senti­
ment of human i-y affirm. It may be 
that individually our efforts may be of 
no considerable importance; but wc 
will, at leasts.sound tins Wri-horn in 
New Brunswick; and, if tiie gloiy 
should come to us o': seeing the chase 
grow into a crusade against immoral 
books in this Province, wc shall have 
the genuine s atistaction and gralilicit 
lion of duty done well.,

What then is our object, and what 
the end in view. Our purpose is to 
aid in extirpating the vice of the age, 
namely tltc reading .of bad books. The 
ultimatum to which our endeavors 
tend, is the préservaiioli or redeeming 
of the morals of men. These arc 
broad statements; „but they are in no 
wise' pvesnmpuous. It is- almost im­
possible for any deep and well-thinking 
person to .«égard without dismay the 
hcaçMong#lrift of modern idea to error 
on rtfe prejWuiidfiig' of iibav theories, 
or, in other words, to regard the diver­
sity of opinion,—religions, political, or 
otherwise.—and the paltable absurdity 
cf many of them that obtain amongst 
the various nations or classes in the 
nations at the present day. Demago­
gues tell us that wc live in an era more 
prolific of men of erudition than any 
other from t he beginning of the world ; 
that the press is tlufgreat chginc which 
is raising the mind to its highest deve- 
lopcments, which stores it with intel­
lectual fire; and that books are the 
invaluable means whereby it nourishes 
the flame. Upon the first statement 
opinions are variform; but upon the 
last tiro conviction of every observing 
man is settled for a cevtainity. Books 
and the printing press, tiro production 
and thJTprodtiaer, Brc'.both; doubtless, 
a mosf useful invention of genius. 
They have proved the greatest auxiliar­
ies to civilization ; they have minister­
ed beyond calculation to the enlighten­
ment of the race ; and have, in a word, 
opened the great treasures of science to 
every intelligent people. Nevertheless 
with all these transcendant advantages 
coming down to the nations and grow­
ing in power with the generations, what 
is the status of mankind to-day ? Ther 
is no disguising the fact : it is a state of 
skepticism. Wc stand in tiro glamour 
of an infidel age, where the beacon 
light of failli is nurtured by the few ; 
and from forgotten time the question 
comes to us—were it not better that we 
had “gone with the years beyond the 
food?’' This is not caprice; it is no 
whim of fancy : the condition is an 
alarming one. and the sober soul cannot 
but be aroused by it. Need the causes 
then be sought which havE instilled 
the dominant inclination to atheism 
that has become a second human 
nature? Or, to be clear, must the 
reason be looked for why this inclina 
lion is general at:d omnipresent where 
even letters arc known. The unlearned 
says 'l Amen ;” the reader of history 
says “no;” and his judgement is con­
firmed—too sadly confirmed, by the re­
cord of society for the last 200 years. 
Bad books, the perusal of bad books, 
may be taxed as the main spring and 
continuous propagation of the evil. 
From the time when Voltaire and 
Rosseau were draggling the novelty 
loving and pertinacious Gaul into the 
horrors of the Reign of terror, till to 
day when Co mmunism is spreading by 
means of a book blight over the United 
States, and tiro Empire of Germany Uses 
the press curb for the prevention of a 
socialist rebellion,—these inflamers of 
the passions and pervetors of taste and 
truth have been a gangrene, a conta­
gion and a curse upon the human heart. 
They have been the vane of thousands, 
and they arc the bane of thousands to­
day. England and Italy are even now 
putting forth a mercenary crew whose 
works, if universally read, would de­
molish the, very name of virtue; men 
who are combining the influences of 
politicians with the powers of authors 
in an attempt to shackle false imputa 
tions upon Christianity and entices from

her fold those whom degrading titera- 
trjc may have already tilled with the 
irréligions sentiment of the age. And 

V.c works of these identical persons are 
those to wliich the .majority of the in­
tellectual classes devote their in st in­
terested attention. The renders know 
that there were saints before a quarto 
volume was ever compiled or letters in 
vented, whilst they arc, many of them; 
uiiappriscd, of the fact that the species 
of writings in favour among them is 
slowly but surely eating the core of 
society, and subverting the ct.d for 
which a wise Creator had benevolently 
intended the institution of books. It 
must not, however, be thought that the 
infection can extend far without the aid 
of l lie daily press. Those of the news­
paper editors wlm are hirelings arc the 
first to be presented with a volume of 
every worthless production of tiro kind; 
and in order to appear foremost among 
the dilci' Hill of (lie time they muster 
wind and signalize the foi ill-coming of 
each new tome by an. in ven-inaiiv- 
cascs, insignificant Tool ! The human 
mind prone as :t is to evil hi t omes vic­
timized by tiro imposition ; hke I lie 
roval ruler of old limite, it drinks adu­
lation with dcntli from the conspiracy 
against, it, and it falls down. “ whilst 
bluodv treason flourish over it,.’"
