FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hint» Useful to the Farmer and 

His Household.

The pototo crop is one of éuch great 
value and importance to consumers, as weft 
aa to producers, in furnishing a vast quan­
tity of good and cheap food .that many, 
questions are called out, especially in tfaè 
farmers’ institutes, in relation to the con­
trol or prevention of blight.

Potato blight or rot is caused by the de­
velopment of a fungus upon the foliage, 
from which spores are thrown upon the 
soil, which are washed down by rainSfiin- 
til they reach the tubers, which then be­
come affected and rot. That heavy loses 
which often occur from this source may 
be in a measure controlled, there is no 
doubt. First, plant the seed deep, as 
potatoes require a cool, moist soil to do 
best in ; thèn try to keep healthy foliage. 
It has been shown by careful scientific ex­
perimentation that the copper solutions 
have proved as effectual in controlling 
potato-blight fungus as apple-scab fungus.

While the Bordeaux mixture is good, 
the ammoniacal solution is equally good 
and less expensive : 8 oz. of carbonate of 
copper, 1 lb. of carbonate of ammonia re­
duced with 2 qts. of hot water, then added 
to 50 gallons of water and applied to an 
acre of potatoes, will cost, for materials, 
30 cents an application ; four applications 
to an acre, usually sufficient for a season, 
will cost $1.20 ; labor in applying the same, 
$2 ; making the total cost per acre for the 
season $3.20, applied with a knapsack 
sprayer and Vermorel nozzle.

The application can be made with a large 
force pnmp from a cart or wagon but at 
not much less cost, as much more materi­
al will be used.

The Bordeaux mixture is equally good, 
but more expensive : 6 lb. sulphate of cop­
per, 4 lb. lime, dissolved in 22 gallons of 
water, and apply 50 gallons to the acre 
with Termorel nozzle, will cost, for mater­
ial, $1.16; for four applications, $4.64, 
labor, $2; making the cost $6.64 an acre.

The ammoniacal solution has generally 
been used too strong—in 25 to 30 gallons 
of water, but if it is put on in the finest 
possible mist, and thoroughly, it is as ef­
fective when used in 50 gallons of water, 
and with no danger of burning the foliage. 
The lime in the Bordeaux mixture neutra­
lizes the action of the copper and prevents 
burning the plants. Conditions should 
determine when to make the application. 
It should be applied as a preventive, not 
as a cure ; hence if the weather is showery 
and cloudy, and the soil does not dry 
quickly, begin to apply just before the 
bloom appears, and keep the copper on 
the foliage so long as such conditions last, 
if it requires several ’applications.

If the foliage can be kept strong and 
healthy for three weeks after the bloom­
ing period, ordinarily there will be but 
little danger from blight, especially if the 
potatoes were planted deep.

FEEDING SOUR FOOD TO PIGS.

The prevailing notion that the hog has 
digestion equal to any undertaking in the 
way of converting crude or offensive 
foods, leads many to give, in excessive 
quantities, whatever refuse happens to be 
on hand, whether spoiled grain, putrid 
meat, or other refuse. The result of such 
a mess, when given to a sow about to pig, 
or having a litter at her side, is inevitably 
damaging to the pigs. The milk glands 
act in such a case as an outlet for offend­
ing substances that get into the system 
through the stomach, or that through any 
species of disordered action, are engen­
dered within the system. From this it 
will be seen that the milk of an animal 
not in a perfect state of health, must con­
tain a considerable portion of the im­
purities that are from hour to hour given 
off. The fact that poison taken into the 
system of the young, either human or 
brute, through the milk, acts so promptly, 
generally i during disorder of the 
stomach anu bowels within a very few 
hoars, is sufficient proof of the virulence 
of the poison as well as of the importance 
of guarding against such accumulations 
within the system of the brood sow while 
sncklihg her young. Dry com gives a 
tendency to feverishness. Too much sour 
slope, if the sow be debarred from access 
to the earth, ashes, charcoal and like sub­
stances capable of neutralizing the access 
of acid, will derange digestion. The 
blood becomes impure, and, as stated, 
these imparities escape in part into the 
milk.—Texas Live Stock Journal.

CLEARING PARTICLES FROM THE 
EYE.

A small camel’s hair brush dipped in 
water can, by raising the lids, be passed 
over the eyeball, and foreign particles thus 
brushed out.

NeVer rub the eyeball if a speck of dust 
or cinder gets into it. Let the tears gather 
and flow—they will usually be sufficient 
to dislodge the dust particle and wash 
them out. If, however, they are not dis­
lodged, raise first the upper eyelid and 
bring it down over and upon the outside 
of the lower one ; if this fail, reverse the 
operation by lifting the lower out and up­
on the upper eyelid.

Another good plan is to plunge the face 
in a deep basin of warmed water, then 
wink the lids rapidly, and roll the eyeball 
until all the particles are washed out. 
But a celebrated oculist of Utrecht recom­
mends that where dirt, lime or anything 
gritty gets into the eye, that the suffered 
lie down and have pure olive oil poured 
in upon the eyeball and socket until all 
the particles of a harmful nature are re­
moved. This remedy is quite painless, 
and never fails to remove all foreign sub­
stances.

A LIVING HEAD.

Walter Glendenning, aged 35 years, of 
Ellsmere, near Scarboro, Toronto, died at 
the general hospital from injuries received 
while engaged with some other men in 
moving a bam near his home on Saturday 
last. A large deal fell striking him on 
the back of the neck, fracturing the fifth 
vertebrae, so that it pressed against the 
spinal cord. He was brought to the 
hospital, where the fractured bone was 
removed, but the pressure upon the cords 
had been so great that it had caused com­
plete paralysis. The case was one of the 
most peculiar that the medical staff of the 
hospital had to deal with. From the 
time the accident occured until death 
resulted, the poor fellow was fully con­
scious and conversed with those around 
him, while the body from the neck down 
was dead. He presented the phenomenon 
of a living head upon a dead body.

À MODERN ENOCH ARDEN.

A Husband Returns otter Twenty Years

A case involved in considerable romance 
has just come to light in Amherst, N. S., 
which threatens to ont rival the story of 
Enoch Arden. In 1871 Rebecca Hicks, of 
Sackville, married Michael Cahill. For a 
few years their married life was quiet and 
uneventful, except in the birth of one 
child—a boy—until the husband, who 
followed the sea, decided to return to that 
occupation, and did so. The birth of 
another son occurred three months after 
his departure. On leaving home, Cahill 
made over to his wife half his pay, which 
she continued to receive for some time and 
then it stopped. Subsequently she heard 
that he had been drowned at sea, and for 
seven years after heard nothing to the 
contrary. At the end of that time she 
again entered the bonds of matrimony, 
this time with a George Betts, of Point de 
Bute. After being married three years he 
died, leaving his widow with two other 
childem, a boy and a girl. Some time 
after her second marriage a rumor spread 
about that her first husband was not 
dead, but was visiting Sackville. The 
report was not confirmed, and it being so 
indefinite and not hearing from him, she 
concluded that it was false. After the 
death of her second husband she moved 
to the States as a dressmaker,but subse­
quently returned to this country and 
finally settled down in Amherst, where 
she has since remained. For over ten 
years, until Tuesday last, nothing what­
ever was again heard of Cahill, he having 
then been away for over twenty years. 
On that Day, Cahill returned to Amherst, 
expecting to find his wife dead. He heard, 
however, of her whereabouts, and a 
reconciliation was soon effected,he having 
accumulated considerable wealth during 
his absence. He consented to start his 
married life over again, with the addition 
of Betts’s two children to his household.

FRANK LESLIE'S MONTHLY.
The midsummer (August) number of 

Frank Leslie’s Popular Monthly, has an 
appropriately breezy and outdoor tone 
throughout The leading article, “ Sum­
mer Outing by the Midnight Sun,” by 
Anna M. Reed, is admirably written in 
this spirit, and occupies fresh fields by 
describing tne voyage to Norway’s won­
derland and the North Cape.

Other notable illustrated 
articles are : “ Domes, Towers and Spires,” 
by Peter Macqueen ; “ Oxford in the Long 
Vacation,” by N. W. Metcalfe ; “ Canal- 
boat Life, and the Coal Traffic,” by 
Thomas Murphy ; and “ Cane Culture ” 
(Notes from Sugarland) by W. Jennings 
Warrington. A new serial story, of the 
detective type, entitled “ The Great Chan­
try Diamonds,” by Daniel Dane, begins in 
this number.

NOTES FROM THE CENTURY.
Prof. David P. Todd, of Amherst col­

lege, will describe in the August Century 
an ascent of Fuji-san, the sacred mountain 
of Japan. His expedition was one of 
several which have been made possible 
by the bequest of a wealthy and eccentric 
Boston gentleman, who left a fortune of 
$200,000 to a board of trustees, with dis­
cretionary power to employ it in estab­
lishing and maintaining an astronomical 
observatory on some mountain peak. The 
fund is now managed by the Harvard 
college observatory, and experimental re­
search has been conducted at high alti­
tudes in different parts of the globe in 
order to show the precise nature of the 
improved conditions of vision, and to 
ascertain the best location for the moun­
tain observatory.

ANNIE LAURIE’S LIFE.
Jilted 1er Poetic Lover— Married a 

Country Squire and Became a 
Goslsp and a Match-Maker.

A-great-great-granddaughter of Annie 
Laurie met Andrew Carnegie in Scotland 
and Mr. Carnegie made some mention of 
it in his writings. A great controversy 
arose in consequence, which has since 
been entirely settled by two letters written 
by her immediate descendants, Captis. 
Robert Cutler Ferguson and Miss Stuart 
Mentieth. Captain Ferguson wrote as 
follows :

Craigdarroch, Moniave, I 
Dumfriesshire, April 28, 1892. /

Dear Sir.—My ancestress,Annie Laurie, 
was unquestionably the heroine of the 
famous ballad. She was born on Dec. 16, 
1682, at 6 a. m., in the manor house of 
Maxwelltown, and baptized a few days 
later in Glencaim Kirk. Her father was 
Sir Robert Laurie, Bart., of Maxwelltown, 
and her mother Annie Deizell, grand­
daughter of the first Earl of Carnwath. 
She married in April, 1709, Alexander 
Ferguson, laird of Craigdarrock, and was 
the mother of one son, Alexander. She 
lived to be nearly 80 years of age, dying 
not long before the marriage of her grand­
daughter to Thomas Longhran, Esq.

With regard to the song) “Annie 
Laurie,” it was originally written to an 
old air by William Douglas, of Fingland. 
Both words and tune were altered by 
Lady John Scott, sister of the late Duke 
of Buccleugh, and were published by her, 
in their present condition, for the benefit 
of the widows and orphans left by the 
Crimean war. Douglas, of Fingland was 
a cadet in the Queensbury family and a 
Jacobite refugee. I am afraid he was 
jilted by my fair progenitor, but he subse­
quently consoled himself by marrying a 
Miss Clark, obtaining his parden from 
King George, and settling down to a quiet 
country life. He wrote many verses, but 
none equal to “ Annie Laurie.”

I enclose you a picture of Annie Laurie’s 
picture at Maxwelltown, and another of 
the heroine’s descendant, Miss Annie 
Stuart Menteith, who is said to strikingly 
resemble the older Annie. The painting 
of Mrs. Ferguson (Annie Laurie) at Max­
welltown was evidently executed when 
the original had passed the meridian of 
life, and is possibly even a posthumous 
portrait, as the head dress, which belongs 
to a later period, would indicate.

I also send a view of Craigdarroch house, 
wherein Annie passed a half a century of 
her existence. The winding path on the 
right of the picture still bears her name, 
old Maxwelltown manor house has been 
destroyed, and the Laurie family is now 
represented in the female line by Rev. 
Sir Emilias Bayley-Laurie.

I possess several letters of Annie Laurie, 
She wrote uninterestingly and invariably 
signed her name “ Anna.” I beg to re­
main yours, etc.,

“ Douglas first met Annie at a ball in 

Edinburgh and was greatly struck by her 
beauty,” writes Miss Stuart Mentieth. A 
love a flair sprang up, to check which Sir 
Robert Laurie carried his daughter back 
to Nithsdale. Thither, however, Douglas 
followed, and for months the lovers met 
clandestinely in the woods and braes 
around Maxwelltown. Finally the rumor 
of an impending Stuart invasion lured 
Douglas back to the capital, but tradition 
has it that on the night before his depar­
ture he wrote the ballad of “Annie Laurie.” 
As well as I can recollect, the old version 
of the song differed little in either words 
or air from that now in use. Douglas’s 
trip to Edinburgh proved fatal to his love 
affair. His Jacabite intrigues were sus­
pected and he was forced to fly to the low 
countries. Whether he corresponded with 
Annie Laurie from the continent or left 
her without news of his whereabouts I 
know not. At any rate Annie was not 
inconsolable for his loss. She amused 
herself with several love affairs and finally 
married Alexander Ferguson, laird of 
Craigdarroch. Ferguson was not a poet, 
but his estates was large and his family as 
old as the hills. With him Annie Laurie 
lived long and happily. Douglas obtained 
pardon from the government and returned 
to Scotland, but their is no tradition of 
his ever again meeting Annie Laurie. She 
survived her husband and became the 
lady bountiful of Nithsdale. Under her 
directions the present mansion of 
Craigdarroch was built, and a relic of her 
taste is still preserved in the formal 
Georgian gardens in the rear of the house.

“ In her old age she became a notable 
match-maker, probably using her own 
experience in the selection of husbands 
for the young ladies of her acquaintance. 
She was very fond of letter-writing ; but 
in all her correspondence which I have 
seen there is only one reference to William 
Douglas. Her cousin, Mrs. Riddel, of 
Glenridden.had mentioned seeing Douglas 
at a ball at Edinburgh. Mrs. Fergusou 
wrote in reply : * I trust he has forsaken 
his treasonable opinions, and that he is 
content.’ Very unromantically she dis­
misses her old lover with that sentence 
and proceeds to dwell upon the coming 
nuptials of one of her nieces. She died in 
the year 1761 at the age of 79, and was 
buried in the old graveyard at Craigdar­
roch. Portraits of her are preserved at 
Maxwelltown and Mansfield, the seat of 
Sir C. Stewart, Monteith.”

“In appearance she was slender and 
graceful, with large blue eyes and brown 
hair, which she never powdered in spite 
of the fashion of the times. Her face 
seems to have been rather long, and her 
features followed the Grecian type. Tra­
dition has had it that her feet and hands 
were very small, so that Douglas’s beauti­
ful smile of ‘ de w on the gowan lying ’ had 
some foundation in fact.”

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BRITISH ELECTIONS.

One of the greatest electoral battles that 
has ever taken place in the British empire, 
has just ended. Other contests of perhaps 
as much moment to the people themselves, 
have undoubtedly taken place there, but 
in this election the wishes and the wealth 
of a great portion of the empire united 
to make the struggle a widespread one, 
while the people of the United States 
have taken as much, if not more, interest 
in the result than in their last presidential 
election.

The summary gives Gladstone a majority 
of the peoples votes of 280,000. The 
liberals have a majority of six over the 
conservatives. Out of 670 members re 
turned the dyed-in-the-wool tories have 
but 268. Four factions show a united 
force of 347, but it is impossible to foretell 
how they will vote on a public question. 
Of this 347, 261 are radicals who may be 
called Gladstonites. Then there are ten 
labor men who claim to be wholly free to 
vote as they choose without respect to 
party. The remainder are Parnellites and 
ahti-Parnellites on whom Mr. Gladstone 
can not depend at all times for support. 
Neither of these has declared for the 
grand old man, but they will wait and see 
from which side they can get the best 
bargain.

It is conceded by his followers that Mr. 
Gladstone is dissatisfied with the result of 
the elections. He intended securing a 
majority that would make him altogether 
independent of the Irish members. As 
it is the Irish members, as has so long 
been the case, are now holding the 
balance of power and the home rule 
question may be as far from settlement as 
ever, as they cannot only vote down 
measure that does not please them, but 
may be the means of putting Gladstone 
out of power.

Salisbury has resolved not to resign but 
will meet parliament on the fourth of 
August and stand a test vote.

TOURIST TRAVEL

The St John river at this season is in 
its fullest beauty of moss grown rocks and 
gravelled beaches, hill sides clad with 
varying foliage, over which the blue sky 
arches, reflecting in the rippling waters 
scenes that must prove attractive to the 
toil worn and health broken tourist We 
know not the beauties of this river of 
ours, and therefore do not prize it so 
highly as we should. On the islands 
that mile after mile grace its bosom, what 
space can be found for summer houses 
that may not only house thoee of our 
people able to enjoy them, but may afford 
comfort and health to the crowded in­
habitants of most of the cities of America.

It Is granted by all that the SL John 
river is magnificent, that in its adapta 
bility as a resort of.tourists there is 
source of much profit to the citizens of St. 
John and Fredericton. To get the benefit 
of tourist travel, however, we must be 
prepared to aid nature. The river is all 
that could be desired, but good boats must 
be employed to get the fullest benefit. 
These we have not, and it appears that 
we are not to have them. Surely the 
people of central New Brunswick do not 
intend to submit to such river accommo 
dations as are now afforded ns. It is 
return to the days of fifty years since, 
when the city was not so wealthy nor so 
comfortably situated as at present. Even 
then the boats were far superior to the 
miserable tub now said to be on the rente. 
We say, said to be, as we are not certain 
whether there is a boat on or not, as no 
one seems to take any interest in the 
matter. We have lost the tourist travel 
for this year, but it is hoped that some­
thing will be done to prepare for that of 
ninety-three:

The city council were wise in that they, 
reduced the grant to the St. Johns relief 
fond from $1,500, as at first proposed, to 
$600. The latter sum is a generous dona­
tion from this city, larger in proportion to 
population than that of many others, 
all the towns of the dominion do as well, 
all the wants of the sufferers from the 
fire can be speedily alleviated. It is better 
at all times to be just before being gener­
ous, and the council have shown a just 
regard for their constituents by voting as 
they did.

mittee the better ; time is everything in 
cases such as this.

The creamery project proposed by the 
local government for the benefit of the 
formers, is beginning to find'much fovor. 
The Kingsclear factory has already proved 
that as fine butter can be made here as in 
any portion of the world at a compara­
tively low cost. This butter is held at 
twenty-five cents per pound, while the 
ordinary home made retails at fifteen 
cents, a clear gain of ten cents per pound 
to the former. Not only is there a gain 
in price but as this batter is shipped to 
foreign markets, it takes away just so 
much competition from the home made 
article, thus keeping up its price. The 
people of the river parishes who have 
dealings with the creamery, get more en­
thusiastic in its fovor as time goes on. It 
gives them a good price without the 
trouble of looking up a market ; it reduces 
the toil of the women, one of the hard 
features of form life, and all must admit 
that a better article as a whole is produced. 
The government have made strong efforts 
to have other factories erected in various 
sections, and latest reports are to the effect 
that several will be built. Farmers should 
take advantage of the Kingsclear creamery 
and should visit it, seeing for themselves 
the system pursued, the manner of con­
ducting the manufacture, and the product 
of the work. If they do they will rest 
satisfied that the wise foresight of the 
local government has placed in their 
hands a plan by which much benefit must 
accrue to themselves and to the country at

As will be seen from a report in another 
column the election petition against the 
return of the hou. A. H. Gilmor as mem­
ber for Charlotte county, has been dis­
missed, there being no evidence to sup­
port the petition.

THE FLASH

LOCAL NEWS.

In the West.—Geo. J. Colter, of Kes­
wick, has reached Edmonton, N. W, T., 
with the other maritime province delegates, 
and reports that district one of the best. 
They predict that Alberta will in ten years 
have a population of 250,000.

Touring.—A party of Raymond excur­
sionists, who are doing the province, reached 
this city by train on Tuesday afternoon.

She is however doing well 
at present.

Lecturing.—The presiding elder of the 
African Episcopal church of N. S., Mr. 
Kersley, lectured at the Methodist church 
hall on Tuesday evening. He directed his 
attention especially to a denunciation of 
liquor and tobacco. He also spoke in the 
temperance Hall on Thursday night. His 
addresses were much appreciated.

Fire.— There was a slight fire at the resid­
ence of Robt.

The 
poachers say, however, that they get all the 
fish they want and a net is never seized till 
it is so old that having it seized saves the 
trouble of burning it.

The Track.
The parade filed through the gates and 

round the track, th<e Splendid horses and 
carriages making a hovel and pleasing sight 
beneath the kalediscopic light furnished by 
the arcs. At * once the bicycle races 
were called and Crowe, Shute, Craig and 
Patterson came on. Patterson got the start 
closely followed by Crowe. The latter lost 
a pedal letting Patterson so far to the front 
that he could not be caught and coming in 
a winner in 1:38. In the dominion day 
race Crowe beat this time bÿ threë seconds.

The cushion tin» then came on. In this 
race Otiltoti, Jennings and Craig started, 
The latter making a miss, was left out and 
the others cut out a hot pace for three 
eights, then Onlton had it all his own way, 
and won hands down in 1:411 

The mile dash was the best of the bicycle 
events. The contestants were Holman, 
Hatt, Risteen and Lemont. Risteen got the 
start but could not hold it. The order at 
the first half being Holman, Risteen, Hatt 
and Lemont. Risteen was not able for the 
strain and the mile showed the men in the 
following order. Holman, Hatt, Lemont 
and Risteen with about four feet between 
each, time 3.05.

The Horses.
The first race called was between James 

Farrell’s Sagwa driven by his ownet and 
J. R. McConnell’s Creamer driven by t>. J. 
Stockford. After much scoring they got 
away with Creamer leading. He broke at 
the half and before getting levelled away 
Sagwa was on his wheel making a pretty 
race, Creamer took the heat with a short 
lead, time 1.17.

Tam O’Shan ter driven by D. J StoCkford ; 
Claymo owned and steered by J. M. Wiley ; 
Robbie Adams’, Frince A and Miles Brown’s 
Sir Bamum then faced the judges. This 
was two races in one as Claymo and Tam 
O’Shan ter made one pair and the others 
a second. Prince A broke badly. The con­
test was close between the leaders. The 
horses came in as follows Tam, Claymo, 
Prince A and Sir Bamum, time 1.221.

The next heat between Sagwa and Cream­
er was similar to the first. Creamer made 
several skips but the pacer had not the feet 
for him on the level and be took this heat 
with twenty yards to spare ; time 1.16. This 
was a splendid heat.

Then the fonr came on for second heat. 
It was like the first Claymo and Tam 
O’Shanter making a close contest, Adams’ 
horse breaking badly and giving the third 
position, to Sir Bamum. Tam won the 
heat with Claymo on his wheel, Sir Bamum 
third and Prince A fourth, time 1.23.

The third heat between Creamer and Sag­
wa was a close one till the last eighth 
when Creamer drew away and won by 
thirty yards, time 1.21$.

Tam O’Shanter, Claymo, Prince A and 
Sir Bamum got away readily for the last 
heat which was a repetition of the fourth 
except that Claymo had got his blood up 
and shoved Tam hard. Many called it a 
dead heat bnt Tam O’Shanter had it by a 
few inches with Sir Bamum third and 
Prince A who had made a running race of 
it fourth, time 1.21.

Wilkes the great, 
Count Wilkes dam was Jewell by Ver­
mont, Jewells dam Salter mare by Can­
non’s Whip. Dam of Oliver Wallace, 
Fanny Clay, by American Clay 34.

THE ROAD MACHINE.

How the Heed from Finder's i* Ruined.

The road machine has made very fine 
roads in various districts of York, and the 
people speak in the highest terms of the 
benefit which the machine has been to the 
people and the county. Messrs. Phillips 
and Urqnhart, mail drivers, find their 
work much lightened by the new roads. 
There is, however, some comments made 
by the farmers settled along the road from 
Finder’s mill to the mouth of the Nacka- 
wick. A large portion of this road was put 
in fine shape, but during the late heavy 
rains, teams began hauling heavy loads of 
lumber, from one thousand to fifteen 
hundred feet at a load, from Finder’s mill, 
cutting the road np pretty badly. One 
thing is therefore evident respecting this 
road, the government or parish will have 
to macadamize it or Mr. Finder will have to 
come to the support of the district and keep 
up the road from his own pocket. Mr. Gib­
son does this on the Marysville road,in fact it 
could not be kept np in any othef tfay, and it 
is hardly fair if the rest of the parish should 
suffer because Mr. Finder has a Still and 
inust haul his lumber.

DROWNED AT PICKARDS BAR.
Solomon Peters Loses His Lite While 

River Driving.
Solomon Peters, a son of Agustus Peters, 

commonly called “ Toosh ” was drowned at 
the foot of the Pickard bar in the St. John 
River, Lower Prince William, on Friday the 
15th inst. He was river driving for Gilf. 
Hammond on the corporation. He went 
ont on a log in deep water and in trying to 
reach bottom With his pfevife he fell in. He 
came to the surface took a few strokes and 
sank and was not seen-again. The drown­
ing took place so suddenly that no effort 
could be made to save him; and he was 
known to be a good swimmer, and less 
notice was taken, of the accident on that ac­
count.

The body was grappled for on Saturday 
and the grappling irons getting fast on bot­
tom and-lost the search was given up. On 
Tuesday last Robert Barr, while engaged in 
rafting on the Queensbury shore saw the 
body of Peters floating and immediately 
notified the people. Coroner G. Vanwart 
held an inquest when a verdict of accidental 
drowning was returned. The funeral took 
place on Wednesday and was largely attend­
ed, the interment being at tile little red 
church, Kingsdear,

From An Opponent.
Thomas Prescott one of the most success­

ful and best known farmers in the parish of 
Queensbury has been on a business trip 
through the parish of Canterbury and 
speaks in high terms of the state of the 
roads and the condition of the farms on his 
route. Mr. Prescott seemed particularly 
struck with the fine work done by the road 
machine, the more so as he hud supposed 
from reports that thé machine was only 
capable of Workifrg on soft ground, while 
the places worked over he considered hard 
er than the average road of our county. 
He drove over nearly 100 rods on Doring- 
ton Hill road made in about eight hours. 
In what is known as the Miller woods near­
ly a mile, on the Jamieson cross road over 
100 rods and on Hartin Settlement road 
near Wm. Lyon’s farm 90 rods. Mr. Pres­
cott is an experienced road builder and pro­
nounces the work done ih these places not 
too narrow nor not too fiat bat a first class 
job in every respect. He is one of the 
strongest opponents of the present govern­
ment in the parish of Queensbury and as 
the road made so far in the parish of Canter­
bury cost only about lOcts a rod this is a 
pretty good send off for the machine.

Make a‘ Sieve of Him.
A couple of shoddy jewellry peddlers 

have been doing the river parishes during 
the week, confining their operations to the 
west side. On Tuesday they Were at the 
Barony a fid opened negotiations with a 
young man on a watch trade. They put a 
ten cent watch in the young man’s hand 
while examining his which was worth about 
thirty dollars. They had ordered dinner 
and the young mail paid no attention to 
their doings nor looked for his watch till 
he found they had gone. He jumped on 
horse back and gave chase, overhauling the 
peddlers a few miles further down. When 
he ordered them to stop, one replied that 
“ he would fill him so frill of bullet holes 
that his mother would think it was a flour 
sieve when she picked him up.” A crowd 
rapidly gathered and the watch was handed 
over with much reluctance; Had in hot 
been for the presence of a magistrate the 
peddlers would have been roughly handled.
