The figures given above are
taken from the treasury balance
sheet and the Loans and Deben-
tare Accounts furnished by the
Provincial Auditor in his report
on the public accounts. In the
oose of the debentures credit is
allowed for $19,737 sinking fund,
and only the net amount due for
debentures is here set down
Whether or not & considerable
portion of this sinking fund bas
any existence in fact admits of
considerable doubt, as we will
show further on. In the mean-
time we have allowed the Govern-
ment what they claim in this par-
ticular ; but in the face of all this
their statements of financial man-
agement for the year 1900 are
such as no government should feel
proud of. When discussing the
financial condition of the Province
at the time of the general elegtion
in December last we contended
that, in the lightof such dstaasthen
at hand and in view of the Gov-
eromen’s past record, the debt of
the Province must be in the vicin-
ity of $624,000, and that the de-
ficit for 1900 wounld surely be in
the vieinity of $100,000. The

1900 will be found to be $95938.
16,as shown above. By placing
$47499.74 of the expenditures in
a separate q\ceounl, and by includ-
ing in. the ordinary revenue the
$22,000 received for debentures,
the Government tried to cover up
their tracks, and to make the debt
and deficit appear less than they
are. But despite all their juggling
with the figures they cannot con
ceal the fact that their own official
statements show that they added
almost $100,000 to the Provincial
debt during the year 1800. No
matter how they manipulate their
figures the year's transactions
show a large deficit. Leaving out
of the question for the moment
what they are pleased to call a
“ eapital account,” their “ ordinary
expenditure,” as they call it, ex-
ceeds the revenue from all sources
by $26,438.42. Adding the “ cap-
ital” expenditure the deficit .am-
ounts to $73988.16. Adding to
this the $22,000 of debentures, the
increase of the Provincial debt for
the year 1900 is fgund to be
$05,308.16.

Thus far we have dealt with
the question of debt and deficits
in the light of the figures present-
ed by the Government themselves,
in the report of their own auditor
on the public accounts.

It will be
remembered that last year it was
discovered that the greater part of
the sinking fund for 1899 had no
actual existence, inasmuch as the
money had been used by the Gov-
ernment in the transactions of the
year. The Government did the
same thing in 1900 ; but to cover
up their tracks they made a deal
with themselves and put deben-
tures in place of the bond holders’

security,
