As
on this occasion, he avails
himself of every opportunity
to sneer atthe tunnel pro-
ject, if by such tactics he may
hope to make a little political
capital. Mr. Foster does
not oppose legitimate expen
ditures for the necessary Pub
lic works of the country,
and never so declared himself;
but he does oppose the wast-
ing and squandering of
millions. of the people’s
money on Government favor-
ites, and the distribution of
large slices of the public do.
main to Government pets.
That is what he enveighs
against, and that is what
makes Laurier feel so sore.
He does not relish having the
rascality and corruption of his
Government exposed, and es-
pecially exposed in the
masterly manner in which Mr
Foster does it. The trans-
actions of the Laurier Govern-
ment do not stand the light
of day; hence this wrath.

On Monday evening of
last week, the 14th inst, Mr.
R. L. Borden, Leader of the
Opposition, together with
Premier Roblin of Manitoba,
Premier Hazen of New Bruns-
wick, Provincial Secretary
Hanna of Ontario and Hon.
Dr. Landry of New Bruns-
wick, addressed a monster
public meeting at Halifax in
the largest public hall in_ that
place, and the attendance has
been estimated at upwards of
fivethousand. The greatest
enthusiasm prevailed from
start to finish and the speeches
of our great Leader, and his
associates  were splendid
efforts and were splendidly
received. Mr. Borden and
his companions were cheered

to the echo. The Leader of |

the Opposition in his masterly
address, laid bare the false

hoods, deception and hypoc-
risy that constituted the poli-
tical stock in trade of Laurier
and his companions. This
great meeting was the closing
one of Mr. Borden’s tour of
Nova Scotia and it presages

not only the triumphant elec-
tion of Borden in Halifax ; but
also the overwhelming defeat
of the Laurier Government.
Premier Roblin brought the
greetings of the west, and in
a powerful arraignment of the
Laurier Government, guaran-
teed a sweep for the Conser-
vatives in Manitoba. Mr.
Hanna, in the course of his
admirable speech, pointed out
that, in the Ontario Provin-
cial elections, in June last, the
Conservatives secured 96,000
majority of the popular vote,
An equally large proportion
would be won by Borden.
FHe said there was not the
slightest doubt that sixty-five,
of the eighty-six ridings, would
return supporters of the
Leader of the Opposition. He
declard it as his belief that
whatever majority Quebec
might give to Laurier would
be more than offset by On-
tario. Premier McBride of
British Columbia, who was
unavoidably prevented from
attending, sent a message to
Borden assuring bim that
British Columbia will over-
whelmingly defeat the Liber-
als at the coming Dominion
elections.

A Crushing Rejoinder.

In the course of his open-
ing speech of the present
election campaign at Sorel,
Quebec, a couple of weeks
ago, Sir Wilfrid Laurier re-
ferred somewhat sneeringly
to Sir Charles Tuppers pre-
diction of the overthrow of
the Government. As soon
as Laurier’s remarks in this
connection came under the
notice of the aged statesmen,
he prepared a reply which, as
a political document, has
seldom been in truth, force
and crushing invective. He

prove the insincerity and
hypocrisy of Laurier’s political
career. He shows him in his
true colors, as an opportunist
and ” political mountebank.
Sir Charles is now out of poli-
tics and, therefore, his pub-
lished declarations as a dis-
interested onlooker will carry
all the more weight with the
electorate of Canada.

then securing the support of
Quebec by declaring the act
did not go far enough, and
if you obtained power, you
would, if necessary to secure
their ‘‘right in their entirety,”
bring in a stronger measure.

“In 1900 you maintained
yourself in office by tramp-
ling under foot all the princi-
ples to which your party had
been pledged, and resting
upon the support of your race
and religion. In 1904 you
sustained yourself by fasten-
ing upon the country a gigan-
tic debt for the construction
of the Grand Trunk Pacific
Railway, which you declared
would involve ,a charge of
$13,000,000 on the public ex-
chequer, whereas it- has now
been proved that the cost will
be nearly $200,000,000.

“Your statement that you
had achieved something in the
negotiation of treaties not
previously obtained, requires
no notice from me, as it has
been already emphatically
contradicted by the declara-
tions of the Colonial Secre-
tary, Lord Crewe, in the
House of Lords, and by Sir
Edward Grey in the House
of Commons, who was the
Under-Secretary in the For
eign Office when I negotiated
the treaty with France in 1893,
and is now Secretary of State for
Foreign Affairs. He said, in the
House of Commons, that “The
Plenipotentiaries for the conclus-
ion of the Commercial Conven-
tion between France and Canada,
of September 19, 1907, were Sir
Francis Bertie, H. M. Ambassador
at Paris, the Hon. W. S. Fielding,
and the Hon. L. P. Brodeur. They
were not appointed by letters
patent, but were furnished with
full powers under the Royal Sign
Manual, similar ‘mutatis mutandis’
to those furnished to the late
Marquis of Dufferin and Ava and
to Sir Charles Tupper in 1893.”
Nor must it be forgotten that, by
boasting of what you had accom-
plished for Canada, you have pre-
vented the adoption of your treaty
up to the present time, and that
the only treaty in existence to-
day is that negotiated by me in
1893.

“You claim great .credit for
your efforts to secure the All Red
Line, whereas you should apolo-
gize for killing that enterprise
after I had secured from the
British Government a subsidy of
£75,000 a year for ten years, and
made a contract with the Messrs
Allan, of Montreal and Glasgow,
which would have given a 20-knot
service to Montreal in summer
and Halifax in winter, on the lst
day of May, 1898. Your claim
that you have promoted harmony
between different races and reli-
gions, is best answered by your
speech at Richmond, Nova Scotia,
when you were obliged to admit
that you found greater harmony
between those of different races
and religions in Wova Scotis than
in any other part of Canada. I
read that admission with much
pleasure, as from the first hour of
my publje life I had made equal
rights for all, irrespective of rage
and creed, a cardinal principle.
Allow me pow to tell you on
what I base the opiaion I express-
ed when asked what I though
would be the result of the impend-
ing General Election. The polit-
ical history of Canada shows that

“| 81l our great prosperity is due to

thepolicy of the Liberal-Conser-
vative party, carried in the very
teeth of the most bitter and per-
sistent opposjtion of the Liberal
party.

Thus, from a
mere colonial dependency, it wonld
assume a controlling rank in the
world Ta her other nsationg
would be tributary, and in vgin
would the United States attempt
to be her rival, for we could never
dispute with her the possession of
the Atlantic commerce, nor the
power which that eommeree eon-
fers” And the late Mr. Charles
Sumner, in the Senate of the
United States, in 1867, in refer-
gnge o the purchase of Alaska,
said: “The present treaty ie a
visible step in-the occupation of
fhe ghole North American con-
tinent. As Puch it wnll be regog-
nizea by the world, and accepted
by the American people.  But
that  treaty igvoivgs sometk.lng
more. By it we dismiss one more
monargh from this continent. One
by one they have retired ; First,
France, then Spain, then France
again, and now Russia, all giving
way to that absorbing unity which
is declared in the natlonal motto,
«E pluribus unum.’” In reference
to the Pacifle railway of the Unit-
ed States, completed May 10th,
1869, the lute Mr. 4sa Whitney
assured his readers in 1845 “ You
will see that it will change the
whole world, allow us to traverse
the globe in thirty days, civilize
and phrntmnlge mankind, and
place us-in the centre of the world,
compelling Europe on the one side,
and Q_mq. and 4fnca on the other,
to pass through us'!

“ When, at the requsst of the
late Hon. Mr. Bayard, Secretary
of State, I visited him at Wash-
ington in 1887, he said; * Well,
Sir Charles, the Confederation of
British North America and the
construction of the Canadian
Pacific Railway has brought us
face to face with a nation, and we
mpst now deal with international
mgtters frow that Point of view.
