GODERICH BY RAIL
Goderich is reached by the Buffalo 4 
Lake Huron Railway from Stratford, the 
railway centre of Western Ontario, only 
45 miles distant, aiul that line is inter­
sected by’the L., H. 4 B. Railway, which 
vives direct connection with London from 
Clinton, only 12 miles distant. Ap­
proaching Goderich by rail, the visitor 
is favored with a glimpse of the shining 
waters of Lake Huron as the train speeds 
around the curve ; the cars then., plunge 
through a dense grove, and toon the 
traveller finds himself at the railway 
terminus, The view of the

HIGH RANK* OF THE MAITLAND 
from the railway station is picturesque, 
particularly aanug little bit of scenery 
up the river. Entering a vehicle, the 
visitor is whirled along East street, 
and sees before him the Court House and 
square, with business stands ranged all 
around on the outer side of the broad 
roadway. If he is not booked for

the point farm, 
a popular summer hotel five miles up the 
lake shore road, capable of accommodat­
ing 200 guests, and conducted by the 
well-known J. J. Wright, whoee name is 
a household word with visitors to Gode- 
rieh, then the traveller can find in town 
a number of excellent hotels, conducted 
by capable and obliging men. »nd afford­
ing the best of accommodation at very 
reasonable rates.

THE BRITISH EXCHANGE HOTEL 
is a well-known house of accommodation 
for tourists and the general public. It is 
commodious and well kept in every par­
ticular, and under the superintendence 
of the present proprietor, Capt. Wo, 
Cox, it has during the past twelve or 
fourteen years attained a continental 
reputation. It is situated on Court 
House Square.

BEAUTIFUL SUMMER RESIDENCE 
of H. Y. Attrill, an American million­
aire. He ha* a wide-spead reputation 
as a breeder of choice shorthorn cattle. 
The farm is a well-cultivated one, and 
is often visited by lovers of agriculture.

THE FISHING FLEET
is a feature of the place of great interest 
to visitor». The boats, some of them 
with the speed of yachts, leave the 
harbor early each morning, and return 
at night laden with the spoils of ths 
deep. Salmon trout and whitefish are 
chiefly caught, ii> nets, and a trip to the 
fishing grounds in company with a fish­
ing crew is an experience which is full 
of interest. This industry is an impor­
tant one in Goderich, and the boats 
scudding along under full sail for the 
diarbor as the sun dips into the west is a 
fcretty sight. Later in the season the 
fishermen sail further north to other fish­
ing grounds, and a staunch tug conveys 
the “catch" to Goderich for the American 
market.

THE SALT INTEREST.
The manufacture of salt is extensively 
carried on at this place, and the process 
is a pgpuliarly interesting one. The 
brine is pumped through large pipes at 
a depth of from 900 to 1200 feet, into 
large pans, under which great furnaces 
have been built, and, by boiling, the sa­
line matter is precipitated to the bottom, 
forming the fam ms Goderich salt. 
From the drippings of the pans, some 
exquisitely beautiful saline crystals are 
often created, whoso form and purity of 
appearance render them valuable as 
novel parlor ornaments.

SAUNE BATHS.
This is a feature that no other Canadian 
summer resort can boast of. The brine 
irmid to be of much benefit as a summer 
bath, and can be had hot or cold. as the 
visitor desires. There i» also a swim­
ming bath, where old and young can have 
all the luxury of an ocean dip without 
the travel or expense.

MINERAL WATER.
A mineral spring, the water of which 
contains some valuable forma of iron and 
aurphor, has been regarded as a great 
boon by invalid visitors. Medical men 
have pronounced in favor of the spring 
waters as. an excellent mild tonic and 
aperient, and many of the residents of 
the town prefer it to the d-astic 
doses of the doctory. The lyuter can be 
procured free at the spring.

THE CHURCHES.
There are six churches in town. St. 

George’s (Episcopalian) on North-et, re­
cently completed,is a beautiful structure, 
cruciform, and planned and built with 
exquisite taste. The Methodiat Church 
of Canada have a large edifice, on North 
street also, and at the head of the same 
street is the R. C. church and convent.

The town possesses a splendid harbor of 
refuge, built by the Dominion Govern­
ment at a large expense. The biggest 
vessels on the lake can enter it easily, 
and the well-known Beatty Line call 
twice and three times a week from Sar­
nia, and also from Duluth on the down 
trip. It is easy for visitors who like an, 
occasional trip on a lake steamer, to on 
up the Lakes to some points on aiys!p 
steamer, and return on the tirs^/ooat 
coming down the lakes.

BOATING ON T1IE HAl'.BOR 
is safe at all times, while in fine weather 
a long row out into the open lake or up 
to the Point Farm is possible, and the 
view thus gained of the precipitous 
banks skirted by spruce, and the spires 
of the town churches glinting in the 
distance, well repays the labor at the 
oar.

THE TOWN PARK
is always open to the public, and from it 
a commanding view of the harbor is had.

The site of the city of the dead Jwas se­
lected with wisdom and tasKv4mne 24 
years ago. It is situated about a mile 
and a half from the Court House, on 
high ground, and the main approach 
winds completely around it, flanked by 
a dense growth of brush. The wild 
strawbeiry creeps over the earth profuse­
ly, and the whole aspect is one of peace 
and beauty. A spring of the purest 
water, and of almost Arctic coldness, 
gushes from the hillside facing the ceme­
tery, and Hows in a gurgling stream 
down a long ravine to the river bed. In 
the cemetery arc a number of handsome 
monuments and beautifully kept graves. 
The drive to and through the cemetery is 
a pretty one, and many of our citizens 
during the summer months can be found 
decorating the graves of friends who rest 
in that beautiful and retired necropolis.

some arrangement would require to be 
made with the proprietor for the right 
of roadway, and after having reached 
the Maitland concession this road is hilly 
and uneven, ar.d could not be ea«ily 
made accessible for heavy loads.

From this place we went and examin­
ed Ball's bridge, and we find that with 
some repairs which were indicated at the 
time, and which would not be very cost­
ly, this bridge would stand for some 
years to come if no unforeseen accident 
such as tire or flood comes upon it. 
Therefore the question of removal need 
not be considered at the present time.

From this bridge we went to the place 
referred to in the petition of W. H. Baer 

j and others, and have to say the river at 
this place is of considerable width. " e 
1 ad no means of measuring it,.bat wo be­
lieve it is about 400 feet, part of which 
is an island of between 70 and 80 feet. 
Tiie river here is a gently flowing stream, 
and is right opposite the road allowance 
on the Goderich side, and would require 
a very small deviation, if any, on the 
Colbome side. A bridge can be con­
structed at a cost of sa^$2,500, which 
would accommodate the settlers on both 
sides of the river very much, and after 
looking at all the circumstances sur­
rounding the case, wo believe that you 
would be doing only justice to these peo­
ple by authorizing the building of a 
bridge at this place.

Watts arrested William Fuggett, ton 
years of age, at his mother’s residence, 
Lumley street, under a warrant issued by 

udge Boyd charging him with being 
incorrigible, and on account i f vicious 
conduct on an atfadavit sworn to by liis 
mother. The warrant was drawn up 
under a statute passed in 1830. sec. "-*7, 
cap. 34, 43, Vic., as follows :

“Upon- complaint and due proof made 
to the judge ut any County Court, or to 
any police magistrate, by a parent or 
guardian of any boy between the ages of 
ten and thirteen years, that by reason of 
incorrigible or vicious conduct, such bey 
is beyond the control of such parent or 
guardian, and that a due regard for the 
materia! and moral welfare of such child 
manifestly requires that lie should be 
committed to flie said reformatory, such 
judge or police magistrate may order 
such boy to be confined in the said re­
formatory, for an undefined period, not 
to exceed five years. " ,

The boy was brought before J udge 
Boyd this morning at 10 o’clock, and his 
mother, a widow, was put in the witness 
box to testify to her child’s wickedness. 
She said that since the lad’s father's 
death, which occurred three years ago, 
he had fallen into

THE COMPANY OP, BAP BOVS, 
who had taught him to swear and steal. 
He had als> confessed to having drui.lt 
whiskey, and she knew he used tobacco, 
and had been repeatedly guilty of small 
thefts.
