THE RUSSIAN SITUATION.

The London Times has received: the
following cable from St. Petersburg:
The state of the public mind on. the
eve of the celebration of the. fitst an-
niversary of th manifesto by |which
the autocracy was pledged to a con-
stitutional government encourages
sul:tantial hopes that Russia will
issue successfully and peaceably from
the throes attending the birth of civie
ficcdom. Never since the ontset of
the revolutionary struggle has the
country been so quiet, nor has the na-
tior. displayed such calm confidence
in the future. Russians will ‘tomor-
r v cc’ebrate the greatest day in their
history without the boisterous and
reckless enthusiasm witnessed 'a yeat
ago, but if revolutionary precessions
be conspicuous by their absérice the
fme may confidently be expected of
¢ etionary outbreaks. "Ly S o

Socialists have learned by experi-
enve that great national reforms-can-
et be aceomplished by violenee and,
similarly, the reactionaries appear to
have realized that the slaughter of
the Jews will not restore the auto-
cracy to life. Each of these parties is
now preparing to achieve its aims by
the peaceful methods provided by the
franchise. Local authorities all over
Russia have, of course, issued stereo-
typed warnings, and every précaution
Las been taken to prevent disturb-
ances of the peace, but except for
rossible isolated instances of rowdy-
s these measures are superflucus.

The remarkable readiness displayed
by the conscripts, including the Jews,
to report themselves, and the strong
tone noticeable on the Bourse, ‘show
that in town and country alike there
is nothing to justify the slightest
alarm. The immediate future eannot,
therefore, be described as other than
reassuring. How has the apparently
invisible gloom engéendered by the
dispersal of the Douma, by the agrar-
ian question and by such inexplicable
evidences of a repressive policy as the
persecution of the constitutional Dem-
ocrats and the establishment of field
court martials been dispersed within
the comparatively short  period: of
three months? The question is, I
think, easily answered.

For the first time in its history Rus-
sia has been governed by men who
have sincerely and honestly endeav-
ored to discharge the duties of gov-
ernment, and public opinion has re-
cognized, in spite of the mistakes
which they have committed, that they
have done their best. The future must
show whether the government and the
nation will continue to take té heart
the lessons of the past year.

U. 8. APPLE CROP.

New York, Nov. 5..The Times says:
The apple crop in the United States
has just been estimated at 36,120,000
barrels. This is 12,625,000 barrels
more $han the 1905 crop and mdy
explain why the New York Central
road has been forced to place an em-
bargo on the apple shipments ‘from
the north. The estimated erop in New
York state. is 4,900,000 barrels,  or
larger by 1,000,000 bushels than the
production of any other stafe.. The
estimated New York erop eguals. the
crops in Maryland, Virginia,West Vir-
ginia, Kentucky and Tennessee com-
bined and if equally divided to the
people of the state would give half a
barrel to each man, woman and ehild.

Another milling company with a
’simlmny large capital is being pro-
moted by Mr. Okura, a leading Tokyo
capitaliat largely concerned in various
industrial enterprises. Mr. OKkuraP
says, however, that he intends this én-
terprise entirely for China, and that
he expects to grind Chinesé grain ex-
clusively. He admits that Chinese
wheat is far inferior, measured by the
Canadian, Australian and other high
standards, but it supplies the demand
there. It is what the native people
have been using; it servés their pur-
pose, and they would not appreciate
high grade flour which must of course
be at the higher price. He said there
was a great guantity of good tiour
taken by China, and the trade would
grow, he thought rapidly. He had
looking to Canada in connection with
the . several industries in which he was
thterested, and he expected profitable
rresults as Canadian development ad-
vanced. Although for the present in-
tending to use only Chinese grain, be-
cause at first it was necessary to go
slowly, he anticipated success, and in
that case the extending to the produc-
tion of a high class article would no
doubt follow. In that event he would
Hkely  want the best raw material he
could find. There was no ‘juestion as
to the juality of Canadian wheat and
flour, but the market in the Orient
had to ba cultivated with perserverance.

THE GRAIN BLOCKADE.

Toronto, Nov. 3.—A grain block-
ade, as troublesome as in 1905, is
feared at the Georgian Bay ports.
The navigation companies on the
upper lakes, and the large shipping
and milling interests are the author-
ity for the statement that the rail-
way companies are in practically the
same rclations to the heavy traffic
offering as they were last year, when
the railway commigsion was asked to
nvestigate and remedy the conges:
tion. From this it seems there is
little aavilable space left in all of
them against the carrying record of
vessels. All the vessels to Georgian
Bay ports. commissioned prior to
1906, handled approximately 4,300,-
000 -bushels weekly. Thig year there
have. been nine vessels added with a
~arrying capacity of 650,000 bushels
per week, making a total carrying
capacity for this season of 5,950,-
M0 bushels per week.

If the elevators are unable to take
the grain brought down congestion
vill naturally follow and the rail-
ways are pointed to as ‘being ' the
'ause of the congestion. If the eje-
vators were relieved they would have
room for. 1,000,000 bushels a week
more at least. As the igrain block-
ade is reported to be tying up export
business at New York, there seems to
be no likelihood of relief being ob-
tained, if any export grain -is di-
rected through the United States
ports,

There is considerable going through
such channels now but show.¢ con-
ditions grow troublesome along
Georgian Bay and Canadian vessels
should find it impossible to unload
at Depot Harbor, Meaford, Midland,
Owen Sound and Point Edward, ex-
ports could scarcely be blamed for

sending grain through the United
States.

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Canadian Notable Bank Failures
: L5 hai2y ]
Record Good But Not Altogether Clear, Bank of Upper
Canada’s Collapse Worst Recorded

?

(Nelson Daily News.)

Bank failures in Canada are by no
means s> common as in tha United
States, a blessing that is partly due t>
more stringent iaws and partly to
greater conservatism amcng bank man-
agers, although the case of the On-
tario bank cannot fail to disturb ae-
ceptiud 10€a8 on thz tatter point. Nes-
erthe:ess we have had our ta lu.es,
sone of tham a.nost nat.onal in the
scope of thar glsasier, some of them
the resuit of re¢ckless managemreat, and
even crime and othsars due 1o the in-
evitable directors, who regard their du-
t.es as purely nominal, and whise 1av-
orite jargon is “allow th: manager a
ire: hand.” ' In th2 Canadien En.yc:lo-
red.a are found several instances of
bank 1aiiures, duz to eiither of the.e
main causes—crime or ineificiency.

The worst fajlure in-our banking his-
tory wa3 that of the Bank of upper
Canada, whose collapse spread shame
and ru.n from one end of the provimce
of Ontario to the other. On2 who re-
member3s {h2 {failure descrites the
cause in th:ss tense {erms, ‘‘Landing
money to th: famiiy compact.” The
bank advancel large sums on land,
mulls, tactories and ships to men who
were o excellent famBy™ &nd 1eputa-
tion, but in many cases ¢ntirely lack-
ing in business capacity. On the
strength of their family standing and
their own praiseworthy intentions, the
Bank of Upper Canada lent them
large sums Of money. Through the
msmanagement of th_ir clicnis these
enterpri€es proved unguice:s.u , aniran
down one by one, eath owing the bank
more than it cou.d pay. :

Strong though the bank was, it could
not stand ithese heavy blows, and it
went to tha wall. Its failure brought
down many other businessss, sound in
themselves and wisely managel, that
coud not stand the sudden call for
funds from the d.s.rcssed bank. Criiics
reviewirg thz case say that if the bank
of -Upger Canada had confined its opera-
tions to Canada, where its directors
lived, and where their knowledge of af-
faira was greatest, it would hive been
all righ.. But of business matters cu.-
s.de th.ir own little circle the duezio.s
knew nothing, and they suifered for
thar ignorance. One instancz of their
mad banking was the cashing of bills
of exchange, amounting to $1,000,000
drawn by th2 Grand Trunk Railway
officials upon London. This they did
at th2 instancz o! government offic-
ja's but wi hout the government being
responsible in any way. The drafts
wer2 returned dishonoed. L ejosilors
and note holders were paid in 1ull, but
2 large debt to the government was
never discharged. Thui perished a
bank that once owned the whole of St.
John’s ward.

By a single creditor th: Commercial
Bank of K'neston wais ruined. Ths
creditor was ths Great Western railway
company, whee account was at first a
smail aifajr, but rapidly grew. The
.railway borrowed money to build a

line across the state of Michigan to
conhect Deatroit and - Milwaukee. At
th? outsst tha company rais:d the mon-
merc al bank was aeskcd to accommo-
€y necpssary for construction in Eng-
land, but soon it needed it faster tHan
it cou'd be raised there. The Com-
date th: railway, at first for only a
moni{h. Gradually the amounts were
increased and thz dates of payment ce-
‘erred, until the raillway owed $1,200.-
000. At this point the bank laid
down, and tried to collcet the debt
from the company. It was paralyzcd
to .earn from London that ths direc-
tors of the raliway repudiated the
loan altogethsr, and allsged that the
money had been really borrowel by
the Detroit and Milwaukee railway
company. A lawsulf showed that the
o.ficlala wh> had borrowed the moa-
ey were officials of both . corrorations,
ani the bank was unabls to cclliet irom
the Great Western. The result of this
sujt s0 alarmed the depozilors that they
caused & run apnd thz . Commercial
bank had to close its doors. Aftgr-
wards note holders and dedositors were
pald, and about a third of thé bank's
capltal was gaved. Th: salvage was
purchased by thz Merchants’ bank.

S.nce th: memorable day when tle
Commerc.al bank clos:d its dcors {hare
have bazen Beveral other iailure:. T'hat
most famillar to Toronto people was
th? fallure of the Central bank, after a
short life. In this case the manager
wa3 injucel, by sone means cr ohor,
to lend large sums of monéy on ‘inaie-
quale s_curity. Th: money was lent
and the crash came in due time. T11e
Federal bank also closed, but its cred-
ftors were all paid in full. In Mont-
real tha Mechanics’ bank, the Metro-
politan, the Exchange, the Consolidat-
ed, and the Banque du Peuple-all fail-
ed. The wreck ofthe last was the re-
su.t oi a few years of reckless man-
agement, following a conservative rec-
ord of meore than half a century. The
Maritime Bank of St. Jchn, and the
Commercial Bank of Manitoba suc-
cumbed to a few years of ambitious
€e.ierprise.

O! _ate yearath: Bank of Ville Marie
has failed, ani its president, Weir, long
an honored figure in financial circles,
wa3 sent to pris>n for two years fochis
fhare in th: difficuities. Down in Nova
Scotia the president of the Yarmouth
cank has re.cnily been sen exced toim-
priconment for making false returns io
ths government concern.ng his bank's
situation. But a more distingu.shed
man than eithzr, one of the most prom-
inent men in th2 country, was onte
gent to jail for two days for making
fa se relurns. Ths was Sir Francis
Hincksz, presid:nt of ths Cecnsolidated
Bank, at one time prime minister of
Uprer Canada, and one of the promot-
ers of the Grand Trunk railway com-
pany. tiis high position and- splendid
gervice to the country did not save
him from the cdium of a jiil sen-
fence, once the offente was proved
against him.

BIRCH LAKE.

Gilpin, Oct. 31—We are
beautiful, clear, bright weather. The
only sign of autumn so far is in the
withered prairie grass and leaves.
Threshing is nearly all finished. It
took three steam outfits to do the
settlement this season and from the
most reliable information obtainable
spring wheat will average about 30
bushels to the acre, and oats from 50
to 60. There is some shrinkage in
late oats owing to premature ripen-
ing, caused by the excessive heat
during the first two weeks of August.
The best average yield of spring wheat
was obtained by W. H. Empey, 39
bushels to the acre, and the best oats
were grown by Arthur Henke, aver-
age yield 756 bushels to the acre.
There is cause for gratitude and
thankfulness for another bountiful
harvest. =~ With peace and plenty
throughout this district; with every
settlers’ granary full to the brimi, it
will take some time to move all this
grain to market.

With the present condition of our
roads we hope the minister of public
works will see that the two coulees in
the settlement are bridged soon, so
that settlers will be able to reach
the railroad with their grain. There
i= a market at Ranfurly, on the C. N.
R The grain is loaded from the
faimer’s wagon into cars on the sid-
ing.

A great many farmers complain of
the small margin of profit at present
paid by local dealers and are arrang-
ing to ship their grain direet to Win-
nipeg.

NORTHERN RECORD

New York, Nov. 5—The United
States ‘now holds the record of “far-
thest north,” 87 degrees, 6 minutes.
This feat was accomplished by Com-
mander Robert E. Peary, of the Un-
ited States navy. The intrepid Arc-
tic explorer failed to reach the pole,
as he had confidenfly hoped to do
with his specially constructed vessel,
the Roosevelt, but he penetrated
nearer to the pole than the Duke of
Abruzzis’ expedition, which had held
the Arctic record of 86 degrees, 34
minutes.

What Commandéer Peary did and
his experiences during the past year
in the frozen north are briefly, but
vividly enumerated in a communica-
tion reeeived tonight by Herbert L.
Bridgemam, secretary of the Peary
Arctic club. This communication fol-

“Hopedale, Labrador (via Twillin-
gate, Newfoundland), Nov. 2:

To Herbert L. Bridgeman.—Roose-
velt wintared on the north coast of
Greenland, somewhat north of the
Alert winter quarters. Party went
north with sledges in February, via
Heckla and Columbia. Delayed.- by
open water between 84 and 85 de-
grees. Beyond 85, six days. Gale
disrupted ice, and destroyed caches,
cut off from communication with
supporting bodies and .- drifted due
east.' 'Reached 87" degrees, 6 minutes
north latitude over ice, drifting stead-
ily eastward. Returning we ate eight
dogs. Drifted eastward, but delayed
by open water.. Reached the north
coast of Greenland in straitened con-
ditions. Killed musk oxen and re-
turned along Greenland coast to
ship. Two supporting parties driven
on north coast of Greenland. One
rescued by me in starving condition.
After one week recuperation on the
Roosevelt, sledged west, completing
the north coast of Greenland and
reached other land near the 100th
meridian. The homeward voyage
was an incessant battle with ice,
storms and head winds. The Roose-
velt is a magnificent ice fighter and
seaboat. No deaths or illness on the
expedition. (Signed.) Peary.”

After. furnishing these contents of
Commander Peary’s missive to the
Associated Press, Mr. Bridgeman said
that there was little doubt that Com-
mander Peary was coming home.
This seems to be borne out by the
routing of the despatch. Hopedale, or
Hoffenthal is a Moravian mission
station on the east coast of Labrador.
Twillingate is a port on the east
coast of Newfoundland.

Mr.Bridgeman said the message was
probably mailed by Commander PearY
from Hopedale to the most accessible
cable point.

Commander Peary’s polar stéeam-
ship, the Roosevelt, left New York on
her long journey in search of the pole,
July 18, 1905. The vessel, for which
funds .were furnished by the Pedry
Arctic club of New York, was design.
ed particularly for Aretic exploration.
8he cost about $100,000. The Roose-
velt had a crew of twenty men and
Captain Bartlett.

The Roosevelt left Sydney, Cape
Breton, where she was joined by
Commander Peary on July 26. She
was next reported at Dominion Run,
Labrador, July 29, from which point
she crossed to Greenland. The ves-
sel next was heard from ' at Etah,
Greenland. She passed Cape York
August 7 and reached Etah August
16. The expedition’s ‘auxiliary steam-
er, Erik, in the meantime had visited
several settlements in Greenland and
secured natives and dogs for the ex:
ploration *and turneéd them over to
the Roosevelt on August 16,

At Etah, the Roosevelt overhauled
her machinery, took on board her last
supply of coal from the Erik and
thence proceeded north with Esqui-
maux to.the number of 28 on board
and about 200 dogs.

| the Roosevelt by lnat.‘intx‘, triends of

the Aretic explorer, who had expected
4 message of some kind in May or
June, began to be worried at the long
delay. This anxiety, however, was
not shared by the membérs of the
club, who then said they did not ex-
! pect to hear from Peary until October
or November. It was then explained
that his only way of getting news
down from the north was by whaling
ships

Peary planned to have his ‘head-
quarters 350 miles north of Cape Sa-
bine. From that point he hoped to
malte his actual journey to the pole,
a distance of 500 miles aeross a desert
of ice and snow. This findl dash he
expected to make in a month or six
weeks from the time he left head-
quarters.

In an interview when he left. New
York a year ago last spring, Mr.
Peary expressed confidence in. the
success of the ventare. He explain-
ed that nearly all the - men - accom-
panying him were members of former
expeditions and thoroughly ‘familiar
with the work-ahéad of them. He
continued: “This is my ninth ttip to
the Arctic, and, bafriug sickhess and
other ' contingenecias, ‘I will give the
1cle the hardest try it ‘has had yet.
T hope to win. There.are tlirde strong
points in my favor: Fifst, the Rovse-
velt, the most powerful Aretic boat
ever built; second, my knowledge
gained by 19 years in the Arctie: and
third, 'my knowledge of the Esqui-
maus and how to gét them.”

Agked what good it would be if he
found the pole, Mr. Peary said it will
open up three million square miles of
el rolutely unknown regions’that have
been separated from the rest of the
world by countless ages.

The previous record for the point
rearest the pole was msde by Cap-
tain Cagni, of the Duke of Abruzzi’s
expedition, who reached 86.34 north,
or within 237 statute miles of the
pole. The point reached by Peary,
87.6 places him about 203 miles from
the pole.

THE INFLUENCE OF FOOD ON
MILK.

(Thursday’s Daily)
This is a question which Crops up

perennially in the minds . of many
cow owners and is the subjeet of oc-
asional debates in farming communi-
ties. The Wye College has been con-
ducting experiments, results of which
warrant the following statements:
The most extensive series of experi-
ments are probably those carried out
at Copenhagen; but the problem has
also been attacked here, in” America

and in Germany. Liebig’s theory

that the fat of the body and of milk

arose from the digested protein, and
the old idea that milk was a direct
secretion of the blood, both suggested
the possibility of changing the per
centage of fat in milk by suitable
feeding. It has not, however, been
found possible to do this. The Copen-
hagen experiments lasted for ten
vears, and over 2,000 cows in all
were under investigation; cereals
were compared with roots, with oil
cake, and with bran; cereals and
cake were tested against roots and
roots were given in addition to certain
basal rations, but no marked change
Tin the percentage of fat could be ob-
tained. Some of their later experi-
ments have indeed indicated that a
nitrogenous diet may produce a slight-
ly higher percentage of fat than a
starchy one; but the differences, even
if they exist at all, are only slight.
The change in composition observed
when animals go out to grass in
spring may very likely be due to a
large number of causes, and not sim-
ply to the change in foed.

The quantity of milk is influenced
by the food. If the ration is insui-
ficent, the animal may lose weight,
but will continue to produce milk,
the preseration of the race being al-
ways more important than that of
the indiyidual. With increased ra-
tion, the quantity of milk produced
increases, till finally a limit is reach-
ed, dependent on the udder capacity
and other features of the animal. The
fat and the other solid matter both
increase simultaneougly, and " little, if
any, change in the peicéntage of eith-
er can be observed.  But the ndture
of the fat changes, and. for butter or
cheesé-making purposes diet has a
marked influence.

The Improvément of Milk.

From the above considerations, it is
evident that no simple scheme can
be adopted for raising the percentage
of fat in milk from a given herd. An
improvement can sometimes be ef-
fected by making the intervals of
milk gniromtaoin shrdlu etaocin she
milking more uniform.. The only re-
liable method is to introduce some
rich ‘milkérs, and to eliminate those
found to give poor milk.

Thus, on going through the herd
systematically, one farmér found 4a
eow yielding only 1.7 per cent. of
fat; another found one givitig only
about 2 per cent of fat; these were
fattened off and sold to the butcher,
and in their place rih milkers giving
over 5 per cent of fat were introduced,
with the result that the mixed milk
from the wholé herd rosé from 2%
per cent. of fat to 3.2 per ceat.,
where, of course, it was well over the
standard, and no longer a source of

POULTRY FATTENING STATIONS
IN ALBERTA A SUCCESS.
(Nor’-West Farmer.)

The poultry. fattening - experiments
instituted by the Provincial Depart-
ment of Agriculture {6r Alberta are
making a decided hit with producers,
dealers and consumers. Six stations
are in operation so far, and are in
different stages of progress: Those es-
tablished are at Clover Bar, Wetaski-
win, Lacombe, Red Deer,
and Olds.
be going later. The stations are situ-
ated, as may be observed, in the best
dairy districts, and are run in con-

nection with the creameries.

Milk and oatmeal are the rations
dealt out to the' birds, and this bill
of fare seems to be just as good  for
poultry as for men and women. The
first batech of finiched poultry will
have come off about the 6th at We-
taskiwin. Mr. Foley will be kept
busy superintending the operations at
the different stations from now on.
The work of killing and preparing the
poultry for market s no small job.
At some of the stations the supply of
fowls available is much larger than
the provision made by  the depart-
ment. This has been the case at Red
Deer and Wetaskiwin.  Each station
will finish two runs of poultry, and
the total mumber will reach fully
3.000 birds. This may not constitute
a very large part of the available
poultry or the quantity demanded by
the consumer, but it must be remem-
bered. that the aim is education and
demonstration, and . managers and
caretakers have to be. broken .in to
the work.  Next year the department
will probably confine itself to super-
vision and assistance in organzing
the work, superintending the feeding,
packing and shipping, and to market-
ing the poultry. - The dairymen may

they have with the creameries.

Beaver House chapter of the Imper-
ial Order of the Daughters of the Em-
pire wish to announce to the people
of Edmonton and vicimity that their
arrangements for bringing out domes-
tic servants from the motherland are
ompleted and the first lot of ‘girls to
come out under their auspices will ar-
rive in May next.

No maid is accepted without a six
months’ recommend from her former
mistress as well as a clergyman’s cer-
itficate as to her character morally,
and all will be more or less experienc-
ed in housework, no factory or shop
cirls being eligible.

Aayone desirous of obtaining a serv-
ant from the Beaver House chapter
will be agsked to forward one fare
which is fifty-six dollars and forty
cents ($56.40) from Liverpool to Ed-
monton.

These girls before leaving the Old
Country sign an agreement with the
Jeaver House chapter to stay at least
six months with their first employer
at the rate of twelve dollars (812) per
month, (no more and no less), during
which time each employer will deduct
the amount previously forwarded
($56.40) from the maid’s wages.

In case any maid fails to stand by
her agreement the chapter itself guar-
antees to refund the fare.

Scotch girls being considéred” more
adaptable to' Canadian ways Will have
the preference but- any preferring
either English or Irish may hawve them
by mentioning-the fact in their ap-
plication. Just as mahy maids will be
brought as fares are sent in but the
latter are not required before Jannary.

Under date of Sat-
urday ihe ciy solicitof wires that tne
government used sirong pressure to in-
duce the three companies to agree to
the joint use or ownership of tne same
terminals but that not much hope or
such an arrangement was appareni and
the mayor ier Ottawa unaerstanding
that the agreement wag improbable and
that the G.T.P. plan as provided by
that company’s agreement with thecity
woula be approvea. Aiter the mayor's
departure Lhe situation changed and ac-
cording 10 Solicitor Beck's wire, it was
nost probable that conferences would
be heid and a ° union terminal agree-
menc arrived at. These negotiations
wiil probably commence Tuesday and
will go on continuously but will aoubt-
less ake considerable time.

Attorney weuneraf Cross réturped to
Edmonton from Ottawa on'Satardasy
night last. Te a Bulletim reporter. to-
lay Mr. Cross said that the confer-

ence of all the premiers of the dif-
ferent provinces, who were accom-
panied by one or more members of
the various cabinets, was an entirely
successful cohference. The provinces
of Alberta and Saskatchewan, having
only recently been brought into ex-
istence, will not benefit immediately
to the same extent as the other pro-
vinces of the Dominion, as far as per
capita grant is concerned. However,
Alberta will receive immediately upon
the consent of the Imperial parlia-
ment to the new arrangement the sum
of $130,000 per annum as an increas-
ed grant, which is practically an in-
crease of about one-ninth of the total
amount at the present time received
from the Dominion government for all
purposes. The new arrangements,
however, will prove to be of the greal-
est benefit. to the new provinces in
the future in view of the very large
expected increase in population. The
increased population will result in a
proportionate increase of revenue
from the per capita grant. As far as
Alberta and Saskatchewan are con-
cerned the per capita grant will be
based on the population arrived at by
the taking of a five yearly census, as
under the present Autonomy act,
while the population of the older
provinces will be based on a ten year
census. This, he considers, will be
of great importance to the Province
of Alberta, owing to the fact that our
population at a very estimate
will “'more than double five
years.

NEW C.P.R. BRIDGE

Premier Ruthérford stated today
that during his visit to the east he met
Sir Thomas Sfhaughnessy, president of
the Canadian Pacific Railway in
Montreal. The president of the C.P.R.
assured the premier of Alberta that
the architectural design and construc-
tion of the proposed C.P.R, bridge
over the Saskatchewan river between
Edmonton -and Strathcona would be
of such a nature as to be in perfect
harmony with the proposed plans of
the grounds and of the parliament
buildings. The C.P.R. are anxious to
co-operate with the government in
maintaining the natural beauty and
enhancing the landscape features of
the site of Alberta’s legislative build-
ings.

The premier further stated that the
site would be surveyed at once to as-
certain the amount of land it con-
tained and that a landscape architect
had been secured to elaborate a scheme
of beautifying the grounds. The plan
of the buildings will be in conformity
with the plans of the landscape archi-
tect so as to give unity and harmony
to the scene. Mr. F. G. Todd of Mon-
treal ,who is doing similar for the
Saskatchewan government will be the
architect and is reputed to be a very
competent landscape engineer. Mr.
Todd arrived in the city last Friday.

The premier -further stated that the
government were determined to make
the proposed buildings in every way
worthy of the people and the great’
province of Alberta.

Mr. Newell, of Beck, Emery & Ne-
well, who acied for the city argued
that- as the lot was assessed on the
same basis as other lots in that viein-
ity no injustice was done and no gross
overvaluation was apparent.

Chief Justice Sifton in refusing the
appeal stated that it was a matter
of common sense as much as law. It
really made no particular difference to
the rate-payers whether their proper-
ty as a whole was assessed high or
low so long as it was ejuitable, and
while some over-enthusiastic assessor
might place the whole valuation at
twicet he actual value that was no
evidence of unfairness, although such
an assessment might not be dirirable.
In this case, the fact that others in
the vieinity had not considered it worth
while to appeal against the assessment
he took t omean that they were satis-
fied with it, and. he therefore did rot
feel inclined to upset it.

HEAVY GALES

Rexton, N. B. Nov. 5.—A northwest
gale which commenced here last Wed-
nesday was the heaviest for eeveral
years. Rain fe.l eonstantly from
Wednesday till Saturday afternoon.
Tle schooner Alexander. Captain Hu-
bert, outward bound, lumber laden, lost
both her anchors and dragm-x1 ashore
on the south fiats inside the beaches.
She is not much damaged and can pro-
bably be floated by discharging the
cargo.

The Norwegian Bargue Adona which
was completing a cargo outsidc the
bar dragged her anchor Thursday night
and went ashore on the reefs where
she now lies a {lotal wreck. Thecrew
has not yet been taken off althj)ugh
pilots and fishermen have made repeat-
ed efforts to board the wrecked vessel.
The weather is extremely cold and
unless assistance can be rendered to
the suffering seamen they must die
from cold and exposure. The Adona
is of six hundred tons and carries a
crew of twelve men.

WON'T PAY

Winnipeg, Nov. 5.—It is stated that
negotiations between the city and ihe
C.P.R. regarding an account for $8,000
arrears in taxes with which the com-
pany was billed this year, have come
to an end. The company absolutely re-
fuses to settle on the city’'s terms. It
is understood that the council would
have been ready to accept $6,000 from
the company in settlement of all claims
for arrears but the company only of-
fered 3600 or 31,000 in settlement. The
aldermen have not yet decided which
course to pursue but it is extremely
probably that the C.P.R. land in ques-
tion will be offered at a taxsale.

WOOLLEY BEAR TO BE HANGED

Brandon, Man., Nov. 5—Woolley Bear
the Indian who shot and killed another
Indian named Wombalski on February
28th, was on Saturday found guilty
and sentenced to be hanged on Friday
Dec. 21st.

Atter deliberating for one full hour
the jury returned and announced that
they found Woolley Bear gullty of the
murder of Wombalski at Griswold on
February 28th. Hé was recommended
for mercy. When asked if he had any-
thing to say why sentence of court
should not be passed upon him, he said

before the Governor-General.

SIR WILFRID AND HIS ACHIEVE-
MENTS

(W. R. Stewart in Appleton’'s Mag-
azne.) 8

Of the achievements of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, which have given him 50
stiong a hold upon ''Canadians, the
most impottant - ‘has already beén
noted, namely, the abatément  of

absolutely essential to the continunance
of the Dominion, all else necessarily
is of lesser moment. Yet under his
leadership the Liberals have ' dene
things’’ far beyond the record of their
predecessors. - The preferential tariff
extended to imports from Great Bri-
tain, while it has not been productive
of important results, has indicated an
ability for initiative which may have
a considerable influence in future
tariff negotiations between Canada
and the United States.

A progressive policy in transporta-
tioh development, in immigration, and
in the general upbuilding of the coun-
try also has been inaugurated. = For
years past the wheat fields of Western
Canada, like the wheat fields of the
wostern states; have required cthou-
sands of harvesters from the east to
reap their golden fruitage. Ameri-
can railroads have made little effort
to supply this demand, and accord-
ing to reports there was a shortage, of
about 20,000 men to gather the pre-
sent year’s crop in the single state
of Kansas. Canadian railroads, at
the suggestion of the Canadian
government, have made rates for har-
vesters so low that a man in the Mari-
time Provinees seeking work at, say,
Moose Jaw, N.-W.T., can be trans-
ported there in a ‘‘colonial’’ sleeper
fotr $12, or at a rate of three-fifths of
a cerdt a mile.  Should the laborer
wish to return east in the fall, he tan
do so for $18. At a_ time when the
question of railroad regulation is pro-
minently in view on this side of the
line, there is a suggestion here both
for American railroads and for our
secretary of agriculture.

The progress which Canada has
made during the ten years of Sir Wil-
frid Laurier’s premiership is re-
markable. It can be shown by a few
figures of the country’s trade and
traffie, as follows:

Sir Wilfrid was once addressing a
Toronto audience which, a few hours
before, had listened to a tedions -ar-
ray of figures to ‘prove that the coun-
try was prosperous.

‘“My friends,” said the Liberal
leader, ‘“Mr. Foster has read o you
ms ny columns of figures to show your
prosperity. When you elect me you
will not need figures. You can put
your hands in your pockets and feel
the prosperity:”

It may be thought that because the
Canadian premier initiated the tariff
giving preference to British goods, he
no longer is desirous of closer trade
relations with the United States.
Nothing could be further from the
truth. I was present in 1898 at
Quebec during all the sittings there of
the joint high commission, composed
of representatives of the United
States, Canada and Great Britain, and
at that time and since have had op-
portunities to know the strong per-
sonal desire of Sir Wilfrid for a freer
interchange of commodities across the
border. Regarding present Ameri-
can-Canadian trade relations he said
to me only a few weeks ago: ‘‘ They
are very bad; I wish they were
better.”

They ought to be better. The
trade. of Canada with the United
States increases from year to year in
greater ratio than her trade with
Great Britain, despite the preferen-
tial tariff. Moreover, the Dominion
not only ships to this country, but re-
ceives from us considerable quantities
of raw materials which, according to
common notion, she ig supposed to
produce in surplus quantities. Yet so
long as the United States maintains
its present high tarif wall, Canada
must keep up the stones on its side.
While Canadian manufacturers are
excluded from the American market,
8ir Wilfrid sees that it will be neces-
sary for them, with their nasrower
home market, to be protected. It is
not easy for a comparatively small
community to adopt free trade along-
side a great neighbor with vast and
specialized industries.

Some of Bir Wilfrid Laurier’s
opinions of American statesmen and
affairs, as he gave them to me during
a recent conversation, may be set
down. Lincoln he considers as the
greatest of our presidents. Nothing
important that is written about Lin-
coln escapes him, and he mentioned
that an appreciation from the pen of
Carl Schiirz, which was published two
years ago, was one of the most beauti-
ful he had read. Hardly any other
career in history has taken so great a
h9ld upon him, and perhaps some of
his own patient purpose and silent en.
deavor ‘has been inspired by the life
work of the martyred president.

It was while speaking of Lincoln
that 8ir Wilfrid took oceasion to
criticise one development of Ameri-
can politics...the convention method of
nominating a president. By all rules,
he said, Seward should have received
the nomination in 1860  If we are fo
believe in providential interference,
'hen Lincoln’s was a case in point. [In
.the Canadian method he believes there
is a distinct advantage over the
American, in that the question : of
availability is not a deciding  factor.
A Canadian premier, having won his
position fhom party leadership in the
Housa of Commons, always has had a
valdable training, and has been
through a longer or shorter pericd of
probation. To the suggestion: that
th.a£ system might not have given us
Lineolti as president, he replied that
Lincoln would inevitably Have eothe

The personalities indulged
critics of Mr. Roosevelt, and those
which markged the campaighs of for-
mer President Cleveland, are not, in
his view, seemly toward those who re<
present the executive authority.

Bir (Wilfrid ' Laurier; is not a rich
man.! He inherited nothing from his
father, and his edrnings from his law
practice in Arthabaskaville were never
large.  Since 1896 his salaty as a
privy councillor has répresented his
total income. The modest house on
Taurier avenue, Ottawa, in which he
lives during the winter and while
parliament is sitting, is & gift of his
Canadian admirers. He has abgolute-
ly ‘no regard for money as it concerns
himself.” Young lawyers and. others
in, pzed of assistance who call upon
him meet ever a ready response. Col-
lectors for church or charitable pro-
jects never are turned away. But
they never are permitted to use his
niame ; ‘‘Put it down “from a friend.’ ”’
he will tell them. Any person who
wishes to see him may do-so by calling
at his home, and Ottawa people will
toll you stories of may queer-looking
visitors, folks from the country, old
women, anG occasionally an Indian or
a negro, who have come away smiling
after an “ audience’ with the pre-
wier. Few' formal entertainthents
are given at - the = Ottawa home—
Rideau hall, where the governor-
general lives, is the social centre . of
the capital-—but always there is open
house, and ‘‘ Come down to dinner”
is a frequent imvitation to friends.

Walking and reading are practically
Sir Wilfrid’s only form of recreation.
He does not play games. He gener-
ally walks the distance of a mile and a
half between his home and Parliament
Hill. even if the weather be not of the
pleasantest.

From his mother, who had a strong
natural talent for sketching and de-
signing, Sir Wilfrid inherits \a taste
for art, which is seen in his collections
of art works at his homes.
fond of listening to music, although
not himself a musician. Political
duties have interfered with his
literary undertakings, but it is his de-
sire to complete, in the leisure of his
future less active days, a history of
Canada from the union, in 1841, to the
present

Through all his long struggle against
ultzamontanism, during which he he-
peatedly was denounced by the clergy
from .archbishop down to cure, Sir
Wilfrid has remained. a devout
Catholic.. ‘“To vote for a Liberal is
to ret cut on the road to hell,”’ thun-
dered Bishop Begin in the campaign
of 1896. = “‘Let me ask of you to show
the world that Catholicism is com-
patible with the exercise of liberty in
its highest acceptation,” was ©Dir
Wilfrid’s response.  The struggle for
a free voice and a free vote was won
in the election which toTiowed. The
civil authority in Canada is now
superior to the ecclesiastical, spiritual
intimidation in elections has ceased,
education is less subject to clerical
control, political liberalism has been
strengthened, and racial and sectarian
bickerings are disappearing.

In a notable speech at
Nova Scotia, in 1901, Sir
Laurier said :

‘“When visiting England at the
Queen’s jubilee, I had the privilege
of visiting one of those marvels of
Gothic architecture which the hand ' of
genius, guided by an unerring faith,
has made a harmonious whole, in
which granite, marble, oak; and other
materials were blended. This cathe-
‘dral is the image of the nation which
I hope to see Canada become. As long
as I have the power to labor in the ser-
vice of the country, I shall repel the
idea that the different elements of
the nation must be changed. I am
willing' that the marble shall remain
the marble that the granite shall re-
main the granite, that the oak shall
remain the oak; I am willing for the
sturdy Scotchman to remain the
Scotchman, for the brawny English-
man to remain the Englishman, for
the warm-hearted Irishman to remain
the Irishman. I want to take all these
elements and build a nation that will
be among the foremost great powers
of the world.”

That nation is forming ; very rapidly
as compared with its past, and with
certain augury for the future. Its
possibility is the life work of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier.

Ke n vusn:ss men know that a fe-
volution in traffic routes through Can-
ada is bound to come. Ths freight
row gces through the Great Lakes ard
the St. Lawrente -river, to Montreal,
New York and Boston, and from thore
to BEurope—a long, devious and expen-
sive journey, requiring esnsiderable Me-
handling. That there are much cheaper
and quicker ways of shipping from the
Canad'an Northwest to Europe, has
been acknowledged before, but the time
was not ripe for immediate action.
Now, however, the recent” industrial
awaken.ng of Canadi and ths great
influx of homesgekers to her vast ag-
ricultural lands,, have brought the
matter of transpertation to a c:isis.
But what is the key to the problem,
and who will grasp the situation and
secure the trade, arz the questions in
dustrial kings are asking themselves

,today, while the commercial world is

alert, and watching with keen interest
the coming titanic conflict.

James *J. Hill thinks thatt he e¢an
control the situation from the ‘States’
end by building a road through Win-
nipeg and then north and west.

A large ghare of the grain traffic of
all westetn Canada and the North-
western United States will eventually,
it is probable, pass through Hudson
Bay to Liverpool and Europe, instead
of down the Great Lakes and thence
by rail to New York or Boston or
Montreal to be shipped across tre
ocean, for the reason that over tre
new route there will be a total saving
in transportation cost of nearly fifty
per cent. This saving will be brought
¢bout because th: Hudson Bay rou’e
is from 700 to 1,300 miles shorter than
the former routé and because the
greater part of this distance is on the
water, thus eliminating much of the
rail haul necessary over the old lire,
with the consequent rehandiing of
freight. How great a saving may be
made from this difference in rail haul
alone, will be seen from the fact that
the average rate re- ton mile on the
Great Lakes is about one tenth of tre
corresponding rate on the railroads of
the United States. This tremendous
reduction in th2 cost of getting grain
to the consumer means not only a
complete overthrow of precent ship-
ping conditions, butt cheaper grain for
all BEuropé. The new route also tra-
verses a latitude of much colder cli-
mate, and will therefore Le betier for
the shipment of perishable goods.

But, strange as it may seem, Hud-
son Bay has been negleciel and ignor-
ed ever since the stalwart Henry Hud-
son, having discovered it in 1611, was
furned adrift in an open boat by his
mutinous crew, being mnever afierwards
heard from. This great sea, six times
as large as allthe great lakes put to-
gether and stretching ‘thto the eV
heart 6! the North American continent,
has been shunned for three centuries,
a8 though _the wierd story and un-
knoéwn fate of the wi.d and daring Hud-
son had cast & superstitious  dread
over. ths hearts of adventurous plon-
eers, and they dared not encamp on
those ahores, where ferchance the
phanfom skiff might pass and the un-
bunNed ghost trown upon thefr intru-
sion. A fort was bulit at Churchill
and in time  a ‘small - hamlet, called
York Factory sprung up &t thé mouth
of the Neison river, but for the motgt

t the country was given oyer to
i';v Hekimos, Indians and ' furtraders
While an enormous grain trade and
freight  traffic developed along that
commerclal midway of America, the
Great Lakes, and St.: Lawrence, ~ the
shorter outlet to the  Atlantic was
jett dssolate and forsaken. Even
now, it is said that not five thousand
out of the five and a* half million
Canadians have ever seen the waters
of their great possession, Hudson
Bay.

But there must be some reisonse why
this route through Hudson Bay is not
uséd. Yes. thére is:an apparent rea-
#on, at least. - The possibilities of the
réute have been ofticlally recognired
since 1884, when the Dominion govern-
ment sent out an expedition to-iniver-
tigate its merits;: This 4trip In the
shlp Neptune lasted for three séasons;

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AMERICAN .FARMERS DEMAND
TARIFE REDUCTION .

A conference was, says the Chicago
Breeders’ Gazette, held in Kansag City,
Mo., this month under the auspices of
the National Live Stock  Association,
the Texas Cattle Growers’ ‘Assoclation,
and the Corn Belt Mgat Producers’ As-
sociation for the purpese of consider-
ing the interests of American farmers
in tariff matters. These organizations
represent the live atock ﬁoducing’ln-
terests of all the great Middle Western
States, including Iowa, Kansas, and
Nebraskia.

At the conferencé reéferred to resolu-
tions were unanimously adopted de-
claring that at present American Live
stock is practically debarred from
Continental Europe; that it is compet-
ent for Congress to pass a law or
lawa empowering the preaident, as a
consideration for the removal or reduc-
tion of the restrictions now imposed
against American cattle in Continental
European markets, to grant conces-
sions in the American tariff on articles
imported from such countries into the
United States; that the sc¢hedules of
the present - American tariff, may be
safely modified to a sufficieht extent
to secure reciprocal concessions in for-
eign markets without any injury to
the just rights of the industries of the
United States; and it was declared in
the main the protection which can be
afforded to farming interests of the
United States is that which prevents

the closing of the markets of the
world to, the produce of « American
farms.

Nor’-West Farmer—The inspection
returns of the present season show
that a large number of cars of wheat
are being graded rejected on account
of smut. In most cases this is due to
the presence in the grain of smut
that was grown in the same field;
but there are other cases in which this
is not so. Mr. D. D. Campbell tells
us that there have come to his notice
some cases in which all the evidence
seemed to indicate that grain that was
skightly smutted when it reached
Winnipeg had been quite untainted
when delivered by the farmer to the
elevator. This goes to confirm a sus-
picion that we have long held. name-
ly, that elevators, in which smutted
and unsmutted grain is all elevated
through the same.channel, may prove
a source of infection to much clean
wheat,

There is also very good reason for
believing that in some cases elevators
ship out in farmers’ cars wheat that
is quite different from that delivered
to them by the shippers. And so far
as we have heard the mistake (?) has
always been to the farmer’s disad-
vantage. We have heard of cases
in which grain that contained a large
amount of screenings when it reached
Winnipeg was declared by reputable
men to have come from perfectly clean
fields. Thus, in a few cases, the ele-
vator operator eems to be salving the
problem of how to dispose of his sur-
plus sereenings.

The most important news item it
has been the pleasure of The Frank
Paper to give to the public for some
months is the announcement it is au-
thorized to make this week that A. O.
Flumerfelt and H. N. Galer, president
and vice-president of the Interna-
tional Coal and Coke company of
Coleman, have: secured the control of
the Alberta Coal and Coke Co.,
which owns probably the finest do-
mestic coal property in Alberta, and
will immediately proceed to open up
another mine. The announcement is
of the wutmost importance to the
Pass, and as well to the whole of Al-
berta, British Columbia, and the state
of Washington, as it will solve the
domestic fuel problem, which within
the year has become a serious matter.

It is a plant which ‘eaused many
South Dakota farmers to desert their
farms, and Dakota men will inform
you today that they had to put boots
or gunny sacks on their horses’ legs
in order to protect them while cut-
ting their erops. COases have al-
ready occurred in Alberta where the
binder has been stopped with a
single weed. Its great danger lies in
the immense quantity of seed it bears
and in the fact that it is a.tumbling
weed, and is thus liable to scatter
millions of loose seeds across the
country. In view of the importance
of this work the Department earnestly
bespeaks the hearty eo-operation of
the farmers in order to have it de-
stroyed at the outset. Wherever a
weed is seen it ought to be pulled and
burned.

Mr. Frank Webb who was in charge
of the Alberth exhibit at the Halifax
Exhibition says that the exhibit creat-
ed a profound impressiom ameong the
easterners and demonstrated to them
the resources and possibilities of our
province in & manner that will un-
doubtedly induce a large emigration
here next season.

The Alberta exhibit was the cyno-
| sure of all eyes and Mr. Webb thinks

east. Not only did thousands from the
| Maritime Provinces view the exhibit
‘but hundreds of visitors from the
eagtern states. Numerous injuiries
| were made as to tHe healthfulness of

was impressed with the intelligent
juestions asked and the sincere deaire
. for information evinced by all classes.

He is surpris-
ed at the ignorance of his country
shown by British Columblans, but he
is willing enough to admit that the
ighorance is not all on one side. His
own people have no idea of the var-
fety and extent of the agricultural
productiveness of British Columbia.

‘ Mr. Daly has started a plan in his

own district which ‘he has found to
succeaeded admirably for fostering local
juvenile interests in farming. He has
already some 28 boy farmers inter-
ested. These are boys betwecn 14 and
16 years of age, and' to each of these
he gives a bushel of Banner oats for
geed, and to the voy whe can pro-
,duce the best two bushels of grain he
awards a sllver medal. This is an
idea worthy of local ¥mitation.

That this interesting exhibit should
have been brought from’ so great a

Acting Mayor Picard said that the
option should not be allowed to lapse
witliout the ratepayers being given an
opportunity to say whether thev did
or did not want to purchase the pro-
perty.

There was some question raised as
fo whether the lease and option was
ever signed and therefore Ald. Gries-
bach moved that the commissioners
and city solicitor be instructed to
fram2 a bylaw and take such action
as. would provide that the bylaw
should have .fotce and the property
might be acquired providing it be
carried by the ratepayers.

The secretary-treasurer pointed out

If ten aldermen were to
be chosen the ballot would be several
feet long and the chances werz that
the best men would not be elected, If
the city wanted the ward system it
was up to the citizens to petition for
it. The charter provided for all that
and they could have the ward systerfi
any time they voted for it.

Ald. Bellamy pointed out that if
Ald. Griesbach’s proposition was
maintained the city, when it reached.
75,000, would have 50-aldermen. .

Ald. Smith took the same lin:s as
Acung Mayor 1ieard, stating that
when a new councillor gets into the
council if he thinks at all he'wants to
talk, all of which takes time.

Ald. Griesbach pointed out that the
covncil had baéh talking now ior half
an hour-and had been out of order all
the time.

Ald. Manson said that if the new
aldermen did any tninking they
wanted them to-talk. It was the ald-
ermen who talked. without thinking
that they had cause to fear.

Ald. Griesbach moved and Ald.Mays
seconded the second reading of the by-
law to make the council one of ten
ajdermen.

Ald. Smith moved and Ald. Bella-
1y seconded in amendment that the
consideration of "‘the bylaw be laid
over for a later meeting.

Acting Mayer Picard voted for the
amendment, making it a tie, and
then voted as chairman; declaring
the amendment carried. He said in
s0 doing that he did not think it
fair that such a motion should be
passed without- a full counecil.

Ald. Griesbach replied that the no-
tice of motion was on file for two
weeks and if the .aldermen were not
present it was their own fault.

The bylaw will undoubtedly come
up agajn at the next regular mect-
ing.
