Vallejo, Cal., Jan: 6.—Professor T.
J. See, director of the naval observa-
torv at Mare Izland, today made the
following explenation of the earth-
quake and tidal wave in Southern
Italy and Sicily. .

The great earthquake and sea wave
in the straits of Messina wgs one of
| the most remarkable on  record, but
thoroughly typieal of the worst of
these disturbanees, all of which are
caused by the leakage of the oceans.
This gradually forms steam beneath
the earth’s erust. whére the molten
rock slowly swells till more space is
required, and yielding and readjust-
nient takes olace.

HICKS IS NOT GUILTY.

Jury Finds Him Innocent of Murdzr
of Lennox.

Winnipeg, Jan. 6.—Contrary to ex-
pictations, the Hicks murder case
concluded today with the verdict
“not guilty.” For the defence, Bon-
nar cast a doukt on the testimony of
Rogers, pointing out that he: confess-
edly ‘was present at the murder, and
o his testimony the ¢ase must stand
or fall. The judge summed up in the
accused’s favr, pointing ‘out that t
v unusual to hang a man on the
testimony' of oné man, espeecially such
a witness ‘as Rogers appeared to be.

No ac-
tion was taken regarding the others
who weére seemingly implicated, al-
though- it is expected that two wit-
nesses will be arrested shortly, but
the police profess absolute ignorané:

The four
principal witnesses were mnder sur-
veil'ance amounting to arrest until
the trial, but the -police did not admit
if the surveillance is being contin-
uad.

JUSTICE OVERTAKES HIM.

Chief of Russian Secret Service Sen-
tenced For Manufacturing Evi-
dence.

Petersburg, Jan. 6.—Colonel Za-
varenitsky, chief of the secret pelice
at Vladivostok; has been sentenced
to four years penal servitude and the
loss of bhig military rights, on the
c¢harge of havinb manufactured evi-
dence in political cases. Two of the
colonel’s subordinates were sentenced
to shorter terms.

Details of the trial received here to-
day show that Zavarnitsky repeated-
ly placed books and illegal hiterature
in the apartments of suspected per-
sons, and by this means obtained
convietions. "He prepared documents
tending to show that Captain Baron
Ferien, who at one time was naval
attache at Washington ‘and later be-
came commander. of the port of Vla-
divostok in 1907, were connected with
the revolutionists and his false evi-
d2nee had much to do with the revolt
of these officers. Many political pris-
oners will be released as a result of
these revelations.

Twenty-two sentences of death for
crimes committed in 1906 were an-
nounced today. Six of them were
handed dowl at Riga.

The Kamsack Times has a deseription
of the old mailtroute between \Wiunipeg
and Edmonton. It says the foule was es-
tablished @abcut August, 1876, and {hat
the contractar was” James” McKayv: 'who
resided at Silver Heighiz near old 1'ort
Garry. The method of delivery in the
winter. months was by relays of dog
trains. There were busy men and hard-
worked dogs all along the route that
stretched 1,600 iniles through what was
then terined the Gieat Lene Land.: Or-
Zanizing this ronte was noi an easy task
aud the detivery cf wails was a still
harder omc. Sometiznes the  drivers
would get pinched in a storm and find 5t
difficult to make o bluff for night camp;
n summer sweollen rivers weould ba a
barrier; in the fall prairie fires wonld
slean up the conntry so that there would
be no foed feor horses. But the mail
drivers were trusted men whose ambi
i as to get in ca time which they

ably did.

Every twenty-one days during the win-
‘et season, almost to the hour, hetween
two and threa o’clock p.m., the men who
rarrisored old Swan river barracks
would have their eais alert ,and their
>yes looking down towards Snake Creek
hoitom, and many a bet-was passed ©yer
the mess table on the time “Louis” or
‘Antcine” would arrive. Semetimes be-
fore the bet ronld be closed T.ouis La-
ronde or Antoine Genoit could be heard
in the distance calling to the dogs. At
Swan River the drivers from east and
west met. Usually the relay from Win-
nipeg s!de was in first.

The winter time was best for getting
the mail regularly as the delay with
storms did not appear so great as that
i swimming and crossing the rivers.

COAL MINERS WIN CASE.

A judgment thas is of considerabls
importance to laboring men in  the
province was handed out at the Dis-
trict Court Wednesday by Judge
H. C. Taylor. This was in the case
of some 18 emplovees of the United
Collieries Company against two divec-
tors' of that company for wages due
them amounting to some $700. Judg-
ment was given for the miners. This
was a test case and provides that
laborers and wageearners may collect
the wages due them from any or all
of the directors of a joint stock com-
pany in the event of that company
failing, .

The case was first brought into the
courts about three anonths ago, when
18 employees of the United Collieries
Company brought action against the
corporation for the recovery of wages
amounting in all to about $700. They
got judgment against the compuny
and an execution was issued. The
sheriff reported that he could find
nothing to.seize, so writs were subse-
quently - issued  against Dallas and
McKinlev two of the directors,

When the case came for trial, H. A.
MacKie anpeared -for the plaintifis, O.
M. Biggar for McKinley'and H. H.
Robertson for Dallas.  The counsel
for the defendants ‘pleaded, among
other ‘things, that the plaintiffs were
not entitled to recover against them,
because diréctors  iere responsible
only for wages, and in these cases the
plaintiffs were working at so. much
per car, and &0 much per yard, and
consequently were mot working for
wages, but by contraect.

In giving indgment for the
tiffs, Judge Taylor states:

“Therc. 1s no doubt but what the
section in our Act was passed to pro-
teet “those who earn thdéir bread by
the sweat of their brow; 1o protect
those who, i na great majority of
cases are employed at a very low
rate of waze. and ean ill afford to lose
any of their hard-earned wages. Sure-
ly the plaintiffs came within this pro-
tected elass. It would be unreason-
lahlv to hold otherwise.”

TO RAISE HOSPITAL FUNDS.

Plans are now being prepared for
a complete canvass of the city for
funds to aid in building a mew city
hospital in the west end. G. H. Ad-
ams, secretary of the movement, is
preparing lists to aid the canvassers.
The aim is to raise $69,0C0, being the
amount still required to maké up the
$150,000 required to build the new
hospital. The city council has al-
ready made a grant of $50,000, and
the site of the present hospital may
be sold for $40,000, leaving still $60,-
000 to be raised.

MAKING CELLS MORE SECURE.

The city authorities are taking steps
to make the cells in the police station
more secure than they have been for
the past year or two. Recently three
prisoners have escaped, the last be-
ing Pearson, and now it is hoped that
the present precaution will make the
e2lls absolutely secure. Large iron
gratings are being placed on all the
windows of the basement of the build-
ing, and in future even # a prisoner
secures access to the corridors his fur-
ther egress will be stopped by the
thick bars that enclose all the win-
dows,

SCHOOL OF INSTRUCTION.

The provis‘onal school of instruec-
tion for the officers and non-coms
of the 101t Canadian Fusiliers of Ed-
monton opened in the assembly room
of McKay avenue school last evening
and will continue for =i weeks.
Captain MacKie, D.8.0., oi Winnipeg,
is in charge of the school and is as-
<isted by two non-commigsioned
officers of the R.C.M.R. at Winnipeg.
There was a large attendance last
evening, mnearly all the officers
gazetted and about 24 non-coms heing
present. Classes for officers will be
held on Menday, Wednesday and Fri-
day evenings from 7.30 to 10 and for
non-commissioned officers on Tues-
day, Thursday and Saturday even-
jngs. The elasses will consist of two
hours’ drill and a half hour lccture
each evening.

POLICE COURT QUESTIONS.

Among the matters that will likely be
taken’ ub» in the near future by the city
commissioners 18 that of police magis
trate for the city, and the costs of crim-
inal prosécitions. At the present time
conditions are such that while -tho ey
détestive and police’ forde arve engaged a
latge part of their time in securing cen-
victions under th# criminal code, all the
money in fines collected by the magistrates
in’ such cases is handed over to the prov-
inciol goverhimént. In this woy the city
pays all the cost of preliminary prosccu-
tion while recovering no returns.

Atother question to be discussed is that
of the appointment of a poliic magistrate
to handle both iriminal cases and mrosecu-
tions under the civie bylaws. At the p
ent timé the duties of the city “olice
magistrate. at a salary of $1,200 consist
solely of disposing of a drunk or two
each morning, and an occasional breach of
the city bylaws. The other magistrate
acting as justices of the neace, try all the
criminal and are entirely without
fees except where a fine and costs ave im-
posed.. Their du are also arduoes :nd
irequently onc case alone results in pio-
longed sittings, lasting over severa' divs.
+ a subsequent remand for trial. In

cases the magistrates receive no ve-
muncration and their services are given
entirely gratuitously.
