Editor Eweu‘lng Telegram, .- v
Dear Mr. Editor,—A sheaf of New-
foundland newspapers, containing
angry articles denying the stories of
st'arvation in Labrador, has just
Teached me,  The first | I heard of
starvatibn. ifi< Laprador * was from
cuttings sent me from Canadian
papers over a month ago. The Asso-
ciated Press called ‘me up for confir-
mation, and I had to inform them I
i had nothing. ta.give. them, as I heard
nothing; except 1 could tell them. that
the Government and the Mission had
tgnth ‘taken- extra precautions last
year, owing to the bad inshore fishery
to meet any such contingéncies should
they ,arise.  The only lectters that had
reached me then were from Dr. Hare,
of Harrington, and Sister Bailey, of
Forteau. Both told me that there was
nothing that could not be met in
their distriets.
Dr. Grieve’s telegram to the Asso-
ciation in New. York is -only very
orief, makes no nientien of particu-
lars, and as far as I know was never
communicated to the press. His let-
ier since received tells that the chron-
ic starvation on the e€ast coast has
been the worst that he has known
since  'he has becn there. The chief
1igent of the Hudson Bay Company
confirms this. The committee in
New York, without consulting me, as
I was. away in the west, voted five
iundred dollars to be sent to Dr.
Grieve. That is all that I have to
tell you, and all T know, except that I
nave just sent to the Associated Press
of Canada and the United Sta)(s a
lelegram, signed by five of the lead-
ing St. John's merchants, stating the
facts, and I have said that the author-
ity of these gentlemen can be relied
upon. No power on earth can control
sensational reports in newspapers, so
long as that pays so well both the re-
jorters and the papers.
Dr. Grieve's report is made after a
yersonal travel along the whole east
coast of Labrador, and his deductions
ire probably the most valuable and
reliable that can be obtained. The
press have only themselves to thank,
{ there are not scientific text books.
One copy of the St. John's newspaper
sent to me to-day in the very article
in which it denics the possibility of
;s many as five thousand people be-
ing. in a starving condition, makes
the -odd misprint of assigning the
reason for this to the fact that there
were only 33,900 people_in Labrado:

ver knew. A city of three hundred
and fifty thousand people had grown
1p within a day's journey of all this
imménse wealth - befare it was dis-
covered.  The prospecting done as
vet has been so infinitesimal that La-
brador may be yet as wealthy as
Slondike or Cobalt, in spite of pros-
pe€etors having so far'found nothing.

Newfoundlanders may'¥Yemember how

long Bell Isle iron lay'tndiscovered,
close to the Capital. ' A few years
ago a valueless tract of a thousand
acres was presented to the University
of Minnesota. The President .told me
a few days ago that the value of that
piece is now estimated as Dbetween
forty and two hundred million dol-
lars owing to its iron deposits. The
power resources of ‘Labrador are’
enormous; Professor Low ‘estimated
that the Grand Falls alone couldl drive
every railway in Canada. The
scenic attractions of the Hamilton
Valley and the northern fjords will
yet return a vast income from tourist
traffic. It seems likely that the
domestic reindeer, which need no ar-
tificial feeding, will afford a valuabl¢
contribution of good meat food and
travelling facilities in the not ver)
distant future. The' capacity of “its
fishery, sealery and fur traffic are
already known. Labrador is com-
paratively quite unknown, and it is
unfortunate that the travelers on
transatlantic steamers see only the
low and barren southern eflge.
The results of the International
Ocean Research clearly show the im-
mense economic value of scientific
study of fishery conditions. " Ten na-
tions have been devoting their labors
to the solution of the two problema
of how to “extend the fishery areas,
and how to obtain the most beneficial
and economical results from fisher-
ies. Newfoundland in my ‘opinion
has suffered more than we can esti-
mate from the withdrawal of ‘he
scientific investigation of “its fisher-
ies. We who have spenf the perfect
season of spring travelling, largely by
motor, through these luxuriant. lands
of central and eastern America would
naturally be tempted to condemn the
entire northeast section of the con-
'tinn}r. which is apparently so much
less+favoured by nature, as undesir-
able. for human habitation. "It is“only
because I firmly believe that this ‘is
a superficial view, and that it has a
capacity yet ‘undeveloped, that T am
reconciled 0. the .idea. of ever return-
ing to work there. &

The Anglican Church in “Canada
thérein sets forth  its reasons as to
why there should be one marriage
law throughout the Empire, notwith-
standing anything the Roman Catio-
lic' Church may say to the contrary,
and with no uncertain sound enunci-
ates its stand against divorce and the
remarraige of divorces by its clergy.
The claim that Roman Catholicism
stands alone against divorce is pal-
pably absurd. :

It is far from the intentions of
Protestants to have any ' fling (fo
gquote His Grace) against the Roman
Cathelic religion, but whéen the Ro-
man hierarchy seeks: to subordinate
State law to-its own pronouncement
and decrees, it follows that British
subjects will resent and protest
strongly against such arrogation. With
regard to people not knowing any-
thing about it, we would remind His
Grace that the Canadian House of
Bishops knows as much about it as he
does.

Again, and with all dde respect to
the'Roman (atholic Archbishop of St.
John’s, we would request him to show
forth more plainly wherein the Brit-
igh North American Act guarantees
to Roman Catholics the right to place
the Ecclesiastical abaove the Civil law,
2lso to show wherein the rights and
yrivileges claimed by the Bishop of
Rome are guaranteed in the Treaty
of Paris, 1763, when all Canada was
eded by France to Great Britain,
and became from that day an integ-
‘al portion of the British Empire.

Destitution on
the Labrador.

When the Prospero was at St. Au-
thony she gave the s.8. Strathcona
a supply of coal, and she will try and
get down the Labhrador coast to re-
lieve the destitution which exists
down there. Those on the ship say
that there is a great shortage of pro-
vigsions north of Hawk’'s Harbor and
down to Cartwright. Thirty barrels
of flour were left by the Prospero at
St. Anthony and 20 barrels at Battle
Harbor, and this the Strathcona will
take along. It is uncertain, however,
as to whether she will get north as
there was a heavy jam of ice north
of Hawk’s Harbor. If she does not
get down, conditions will be serious
for the people of the coast, who, if
not actually starving, are on the verge
of it.
