Servia Loses One
Hundred Doctors

OUT OF 350 IN TYPHUS SCOURGE.

New York, March 27.—Servia is in
the grip of an epidemic of typhus more
virulent and attended by greater fa-
tality than the world in modern times
has ever been called upton to combat,
according to Henry James, Jr., of the
‘War Relief Commission of the Rocke-
feller Foundation, who arrived here
last night from Liverpdol.

“The epidemic of typhus,” said Mr.
James, “was brought into Servia pre-
sumably with the first consignment of
Austrian prisoners, said to number
about 60,000.

“Indicative of the seriousness of the
epidemic, Servia lost 100 out of 350
of the physicians working among the
victims of typhus during January and
February. ' While these figures do not
indicate the average mortality of the
country from typhus they do indicate
that the doctors cannot control it un-

- der the present conditions. They are

hamperéd by lack-of facilities, condi-
adequate sanitary equipment, and oth-

er drawbacks.”

AUSTRIA'S SORRY PLIGHT.

All Formerly Rejected for Service
Called to Colors.

Rome, March 27.—Last week’s sum-
moning to the colors of all able-bodied
men up to forty-two years of age
proved how inadequate to the situ-
ation was Austria’s condition.

Hence a ndw decree was promul-
gated yesterday recalling all those
formerly rejected as unfit, in addition
to which middle-aged men up to fifty-
two arec now being rejuisitioned and
subjected to fatigue training.

US. Reply te
British Embargo.

As was to be expeeted the United
States Government declined to ad-
mit the right of the Alilies or their
claim to put an embargo on all com-
merce between Germany and neutral
countries. It was too much to ex-
pect the American Government to
give an adherence to any plan which
prevented Americans earning money
by trading with Germany. Britain
did not declare an out and ‘out block-
ade of the German coast and we pre-
sume that it is the absence of such a
declaration which bhas given the
States a ground for protest. If that
is so, Britain can declare a blockade
and proceed to carry it out, and if the
biockade is not as closk as it was in
the days of sailing ships and of the
old fortress guns with their limited
range, they can carry it out effective-
ly under present conditions and they
can justify their course by the pre-
cedents established by America it-
self. In Wheaton’s International Law
we find the following:—

“The blockade of the Confederate
ports by the United States was one
of the most extraordinary in history.
It extended over a coast line of more
than 3,000 miles, and though, at the
outset, the Federal fleet was' not
equal to such a gigantic task, foreign
governments recognized the block-
ade. As the war progressed the de-
velopment of the naval resources of
the Northern States enabled them to
intercept most of the trade with the
Scuth,- and this was one of the chief
causes of their ultimate success. The
Supreme Court held that this exten-
sive blockade, being once established,
and duly notified, was to be deemed to
centinue until notice of discontinu-
ance in the absence of positive proof
of discontinuance by other evidence.

were condemned as prizes when their
efficers saw, or swore they saw no
blockading ships off the ports they
were making for or quitting.”

Trying to Entangle.

The attack on Serbian and Greek
outposts turns out to be a put-up
job by the enemy to force Bulgaria
into war with Serbia and
Serbia reports circumstances which
tend to show that the supposed Bul-
garian irregulars who made the at-
tacks are not Bulgarians. A Nish re-
pert says that of the attackers who
were killed, wounded or made pri-
soners during the recent invasion of
Serbian territory, were Turks and
Austrians. These circumstances re-
call the way Turkey was inveigled in-
to war against the Entente Allies.
Turkish warships commanded by
Germans - made attacks on = Russian
forts and shipping without any hos-
tile declaration by the Turkish Gov-
ernment and by so doing involved
Turkey in the war. Bulgaria has this
object lesson before her and it is up
to her Government to repudiate the
hostile acts of Turks and Austrians,
who used Bulganan territory as a
basé for the ,invasion. Unless she
does so and takes steps to punish
these mischief-makers, she her-
self must be regarded as a party to
them.

LONDON UI)GET.—RLSSL\\ PRO‘
GRESS IN CARPATHIANS.
LONDON, To-day.
The attention of the public for the
time being, is directed toward ‘the
great struggle for the Carpathian
Passes, where the Russians apparent-
ly are making very steady progress.
Despite the obstinate resistance of-
fered by Austrian and German troops,
the Russians are on the Hungarian
side of both the Dukla and Lupkow
Passes, and with the aid of continual
reinforcements are gaining the
héights which dominate the  Uzaqk
Pass. Even the Austrian official re-
port admits that fighting is now tak-
ing place in the Labereza Valley,
which is south of the Lupkow Pass,
while the Russians tc-night announce
the capture of Ciana, an important
station high on the mountains be-
tween Lupkow and Uzsok Passes,
where they captured a great stock of
war munitions and provisions. The
Russians are also advancing from
Dukla Pass on Batfield, which is at
the head of a line of railway, running
south into Hungary, fighting not far
from Mezolaborez, another important
railroad head. On Saturday and Sun-
day they captured in the Carpathi-
ans, upwards of three thousand pris-
oners. They also claim another suc-
cess in Bukowina and the capture of
another thousand prisoners, while the
Austrians also assert they répulsed
the Russian force which attempted to
cross the Dneister River. The Rus-
sians also are making progress in
Northern Poland.. The German offi-
cial report telling of the repulse of
a Russian attack on Mariampol,
which is considerably west of the re-
gion, which a few days ago was in
possession of the Germans. So far
as the Western front is concerned,
comparative calm continues, the
French having little to report, while
the Germans announce the repulse of
French attacks in the Woevre and
Argonne regions and of the Belgian
attempt to recover ground which
they recently lost in Flanders. The
former German cruisers Goeben and
Breslau, now under the Turkish flag,
with the new names Sultan Selim and
Midirli respectively, have again been
cut in the Black Sea and exchanged
shots with the Russian fleet on the
Crimean coast, but probably confront-
ed by superior forces made their way
back to the Bosphorus. The German
submarine U-31 has replaced the
1"-28 cff the West Coast of England.
During the day, reports were received
of the sinking by this underwater
boat, of the Russian barque Hermes
and the steamer Olivine, both small

“ON TO BUDAPEST.”

PETROGRAD, April 5.

With Russian forces holding the
Beskid and the Austrian forces in re-
treat southwards, the mighty forces
of the Czar are being hurled at the
defences of Uzok Pass to-day to clear
away the last obstacle to a general
advance in the plains of Hungary.
Night and day Russian troops are as-
sailing the Uzok position of their
foes, and no rest is ‘given to the Aus-
tro-German forces at this point. With
its great resourtes in men, Russia is
able to replace wearied troops with
fresh men. The Russian steam roller
was never operating with greater
force than in the battle raging just
north -of Uzok Pass. The War Office
officials assert that it is net within
the power of the Teuton troops to
withstand the attacks they are un-
dergoing from the corps massed along
their front. “On to Budapest” will be
the battle ery of the Russian legions
when Uzok Pass is captured.

AMERICAN NOTE TO BRITAIN.

WASHINGTON, April 5.

The United States Government to-
day made public its note to Britain,
announcing it “could - not:: admit”
either ‘the right of the Allies or their
claim: for justification in placing an
rmbargo on all commercial inter-
courses- between Germasny and neu-
tral countries. “To admit it,” ~says
the communication, “would be to as-
sume the attitude of unneutrality to-
ward the present enemies of Britain,
which. would be obviously inconsist-
ent With-the solemn obligations of
this Government in the present cir-

German Piracy.

Official Statement of the French
Government.

The attack on the “Amiral Gan-
teaume,” in October, is a startling
proof that there is nothing new, not
even the bluff, in the intended Ger-
man submarine blockaade of the
English and French coasts, and that
the piratical methods of German war-
fare were in use long before its form-
al declaration by the Gennan govern-
ment.

Here is the official report of the
French Government of the explosion
fcllowed by shipwreck of which the
French steamer “Amiral Ganteaume”
was a victim and which caused the
loss of many lives.

After having caused a minute in-
quiry to be made by the cqmpetent
authorities, the Government of the
Republic has the honour to place be-
fore the Powers the following facts:

On the 26th October, 1914, the
IMmench steamer ‘“Amiral Ganteaume”
cf 5,489 tons, belonging to the French
largeurs-Reunis Co., left Calais at

.m. bound for La Pallice, after hav-
ing taken on board 2,500 relugees of
both sexes, fleeing from the seat of
1ostilities.  Suddenly, at 4.29 p.m.,

> vessel being 4% = miles south
west of Cape Gris-Nez, there was ‘a
violent explosion on the starboard
side between the engine boil:rs, rais-
ing a column of water about 150 fect
ind covering the ship of debris of
all descriptions: Terribly shaken, the
véssel listed to port and ths water

Imost immediately invaded the en-
gine room, the boiler room, one bunk-
¢r and No. 2 hold. Thirty of the crew
and refugees were killed by the ex-
rlosion- and it is only thanks to

prompt assistance, rapidly obtained in «

such frequented waters, that the
greater part of those aboard were
kappily saved. The hull of the ves-
sel was towed to Boulogne where she
was immediately inspected.

From the inspection and the en-
quiry held, it was shown that the “Am-
iral Ganteaume” had bé€en treacher-
ously attacked by a German submar-
ire. On the one hand, the look out,
scaman Amirand, and the cadet, €n-

gineler Heblot, saw,the one torpedo,I

and the other the periscope. Onisthe
other hand pieces of the torpedo itsclf
were recovered, sufficient to testify
that an automobile torpedo of Ger-
man construction had been used. The
inscriptions in German “Ander un-
ten” and “Sperring y” were still
piainly legible.

The attack on the vessel and her
passengers was accomplished by the

under rescrvation of the ultimate de-
cisicn of a Prize Court, never, even
during the most barbarous epochs of
naval history has any navy sullied its
flag by a crime like to that of the
Imperial German Navy, which has not
c¢ven the pretext of gain by an act of
piracy.

Such cutrages are not even worthy
ol protest. The Government of the
Republic, however, believes that it is
acting in the common interests of the
civilized world in bringing the know-
ledge of these facts publicly before
other Governments, which, life itself,
have received this de¢laration solem-
Iv made before all the Powers: “The
Officers of the German Navy, I say it
for all to hear, will “always observe
“in the strictest munner the duties
“which are incumbent undfer the
unwritten laws - ‘of - humanity and
“civilization.”

CRUISERS LYING IN WAIT FOR
THE PRINZ EITEL NOW.

Newport News, Virg., March 27.—
Rumors last night that the German
auxiliary cruiser Prinz Eitel Fried-
rich was planning to put to sea in an
effort to run by the hostile warships
6n guard off the Virginia Capes, caus-
ed a stir at Fort Munroe, and all the
gun crews in the garrison were called
to their stations.

All the searchlights in Hampton
Roads were set in play, and there was
general activity on board all the Am-
erican war craft in the region.

Next came the report that three
British warships were in Chesapeake
Bay, just off the mouth of Black River,
and that four others were lying out-
gside the entrance to the Virgin Capes,
supposedly in wait for the German sea
raider.

It also was reported that the Prinz
Eitel had until midnight to leave port
or intern, and that the activity at Fort
Munroe was to protect her from at-
tack in neutral waters if she left be-
fore that time, or to prevent her leav-
ing port after the hour of midnight.

By the use of the searchlights at
Fort Muroe every vessel passing in or
out was carefully scrutinized and
nothing escaped inspection. In addi-
tion to these precautions, several tor-
pedo boats and one submarine were
engaged in patrolling Hampton Roads.

The general belief here is that the
cruiser’s commander has received no-
tice limiting the time in which he may
remain in port before b_eing compelled
to intern. It was rumored that this
time limit had expired last night, and
that the fact was known to the Brit-
ish warships off the Capes.

Fundamentals of
Permanent Peace.

Editor Evening Telegram: s

Dear Sir,—It may be of interest to
your more thoughtful readeérs to know
that the Independent Labour Party
in England has put forward certain
proposals’ which they consider funda-
mental to permanent peace when the
present war is over.

It urges: First. That the puréuit of
the Balance of Power shall be totally
ended, ,ie.,, a federation of ‘all the
Powsrs to take the place of the an-
tagonism of two groups of Powers.
Second. That the frontiers of nations
shall represent the desire of the peo-

- ples instead of the desires of Govern-

ments. So long as military éonquests
determine who shall rule territories,
military conflicts will occur. Third.
That secret diplomacy shall be abol-
ished and democratic control of for-
cign affairs established. So long as
agreements are made without -the
knowledge of the people, . the people
cannot prevent the outbreak of hostili-
ties.. The Foreign. Policy of Govern-
ments must be brought into the arena
of public discussion. That is not real
democracy where the Foreign Policy
is not the peoples business. Fourth.
That the manufacture of armaments
be taken from private hands and
placed under national control. As
long as profits accrue from national
hatreds, those to whom those profits
accrue may be expected to encourage
national hatreds. Fifth.. That women
be welcomed as citizens. Sixth. That
national armies and navics be ‘scrap-
ped.”

The time was when the Labour
Party was perhaps extreme and
utopian. But that time ig rapidly pas-
;sing away and it now s within its
ranks many of the abl and sanest
writers and men of affairs.

Many thoughtful students of human
progress are of the opinion that the
reforms urged by that party in Eng-
lish social and industrial life are im
the best interests of the Empire and
are bound to come. Many of the
Church’s leaders are urging her to
bestir herself lest the once despised
Labour Party with its Socialist friends
outstrip her in the struggle for the
betterment of humanity. The Church
and the labouring man need to get
closer together. May I advise your
readers to watch the Independent
Labour Party.
