News More Cheering.

Thé character of the
news this morning is of
a more cheerful complex-
ion than that of the week-
end. Thanks to the gallantry of the
troops, among -whom the Connaught
Rangers, the Munster Fusiliers and
the Dublin Fusiliers are specially
named, the withdrawal of the troops,
British and French, from the difficult
position to the northwest and west of

Lake Doiran has been successfully ac- -

complished. The French have ‘with-
drawn from the Iron Gate the nar-
row gorge of the Vardar. With the
enemy approaching Gyevgeli, appar-
ently from the northwest, and the
drive against the British west of Lake
Doiran, the danger of this force being
cut off was éreat. The withdrawal of
the hospital base from Gyevgeii and
its bombardment show that the enemy
is but a few miles from the railway
and the Greek frontier. The retire-
ment of the British and French over
the border and the crossing of that
frontier by the enemy seems to be im-
minent. That brings up the attitude
of the Greek Government.

On Saturday afternoon a message
from Athens to New York declared
that King Constantine had decided to
throw in his lot with the enemy. This
created a gloomy outlook, as the
Greeks have some 400,000 men under
arms, mainly in the neighborhood of
Saloniki, a force more than twice the
number of the Allied troops in Greece.
With lines of communication over
forty miles long between Saloniki and
the Allied front, the outlook recalled

the gloomy days of fifteen years ago.
Happily there is no confirmation of-
this story, but on.the contrary, the
news coming in this morning is to
the effect that the Greek ‘Government
will not oppose the retreat of the Brit-
ish and French to Saloniki, and that
they will withdraw Greek troops from
tl;eir menacing position. It is to be
hoped that this latter news is correct,
and that it is to be hoped further that
the ‘Greeks will oppose the entry of
the Huns and Bulgars on their terri-
tory. The situatiod however will be
one of anxiety so long as there is any
doubt as to the use these .400,000
Greek troops may be put to.

If Greece could be brought in with
us the tables would be turned on the
Huns and Bulgars. Roumania would
hesitate no longer and Russian tropps
could be poured through Roumania
and co-operate with them, and the
Huns woull find the lines of commu-
nication far too long to hold.

“Canadian schooner Levengro,
loaded with codfish by J. & W.
Hodge, left Fogo for Naples.and ran
ashore on Burnt Point, Seldom, in
snow storm on Saturday; crew
saved; ship total loss.”

THREATENS SEVERING OF DIPLO-
MATI€ RELATIONS BETWEEN
UNITED STATES AND AUSTRIA.

WASHINGTON, To-Day.
The text of the American note to

Austria-Hungary, regarding the sink-
ing of the Italian steamer Ancona,
made public last night, reveals the
formal demand by the United'States
for the prompt denouncement of the
illegal and indefensible act, for the
punishment of the submarine com-
mander and for reparation by payment
of indemnity for the killing and in-
juring of innocent Amerlcan citizens.
These demands follow a statemeont in-
forming Austria-Hungary that the
good relations of the two countries
must rest upon a common regard for
law and humanity. The note arraigns
the shelling and torpedoing of the
liner as inhuman, barbarous and wan-
ton’ slaughter of men, women and
children. In official and diplomatic
circles the communication is regard-
ed as being the most emphatic declar-
ation to come from the U. S. Govern-
ment since the beginning of the Euro-
pean war. No attempt is made to con-
ceal the fact that unless the demands
are quickly complied with diplomatic
relations between the two countries
will be -in grave danger cf being sev-
ered.

THE DERBY CAMPAIGN TIME EX-
TENDED — ENROLMENT OFFI-
CERS CANNOT COPE WITH THE
RUSH TO THE COLORS.

LONDON, To-Day.
The enrolment of volunteers under
L.ord Derby’s plan for the immediate
future military service could not be
completed yesterday on account of the
numbers crowding the enlistment of-
fices throughout the Kingdom at the
eleventh hour. Therefore the War Of-
fice announced the extension of time
until midnight on Sunday, with a pos-
sible further extension until midnight
of Wednesday. - Recruiting continues
to-day, and if the numbers of the past
two days are kept up, the total enlist-
ment for the last three days will prob-
ably equal the total of the preceding
three weeks. The process of enlist-
ment is attended byvpicturesqﬁe and
enthusiastic proceedings. - Bands and
orators, both official and voluntary,
from military and civil life have been
busy. The keynote of the speeches
has been that Britons should show the
world that free men are able and will-
ing to defend thejr country without
compulsion. . After the enrolment is
completed the War Office will be

obliged to segregate those engaged in] roads covered with snow, with the 7

.enrolled may also be barred by medi-
cal officers, because the examinations
of the past few days have been for
the most part superficial, and in many
cases dispensed with altogether, medi-
cal "officers being unable to keep up
with the enrolment.

GREEK GOVERNMENT MORE AMI-
CABLE.

LONDON, To-day.
The Anglo-French troops who last
week began their retiremeat from
their advanced positions in Southern
Serbia are now approaching, if thex
have not crossed the Greek frontier
and the attitude that Greece will
adopt becomes more and more im-
portant. Despatches from Athens
news available in London indicate that
the matter which was left to the
Greek and Allied military authorities
at Salonika was being amicably ar-
ranged and that the Allies will be al-
lowed to retire to that city without
any interruption on the part of the
Greeks and will be permitted to re-
main. The questions which are seri-
ously occupying the Greek Govern-
ment have to do with the use of the
railways which are needed for Greek
troops' and the damage that might be
done them @ith the object of impeding
the Bulgars’ pursuit, sheuld the~Sefia«
Government decide that-the . British
and French are to be followed to the
Greek territory. The Greek Govern-
ment has good evidence of the effect-
ive manner in which French engin-
cers destroy railways in the work
done along the line north of the Greek
frontiers. So well was this accom-
plished that the Bulgarians were
greatly delayed in having to use the

result that the French escaped almost
unscathed, The British who had ad-
vanced further from the railway to
the northeast of Lake Doiran had a
more difficult feat to accomplish,
when the retirement was decided on
and suffered more heavily. Thecy were
forced by greatly superior forces, ac-
cording to an ~ficial report, issued
last m’ght. Their successful with-
drawal "to a position extending Lake
Doiran to the Vardar Valley was
largely due fo the gallantry of the
Cann¢ ht rarser Munster and
Dur"in Fusilicrs. : P-itich casu-
altirs are estimated at 1,600 wiile
they we.e forced to leave behind eight
field guns, which had been placed in
position to cover the retirement and
could not be removed. Despatches
from Petrograd indicate the Germans
are withdrawing their centre to what
is known as the Bug River line,
which, however, at many places is
considerahly northeast of that River.
This withdrawal is due to their in-
ability to secure complete control of
the Lida, Bareno-Vitchi-Roveno rail-
way which was necessary for a suc-
cessful holding of the advanced posi-
tions which they reached after their
great drive last summer. They have
ev@cuated Slonim lying to the west of
Baron-Vitchi and Kobron, just to the
east of Brestlitovsk, which they are
making the centre of their new lines,
these are being very strongly forti-
fied. This suggests the Germans hope
to create a stalemate in the east as
they did in the west. There has been
increased artillery activity in the
western front and the arrival of cold-
_er weather may foreshadow - attacks
from one side or the other. It is
generally believed the Germans will
make the attempt this time, as they
have brought up a large amount of
artillery. 'There is no further news
from Mesopotamia, while the Galli-
poli official dccounts simply repeat
the story of artillery engagements.

Examination of Mains Thus Far Laid.

The new 20-inch mgins have now
en laid along Rennie’s Mill Road
ym about Winter Avenue, in to Sun-
side, thence down King’s Road to
kworth; thence east to-about the
of Signal Hill Road; also west
ng Duckworth and New Gower
King’s Road to Barter's Hill
e new 16 inch main has been laid
New Gower and Hutchings’
~treets, from Barter’s Hill to Water
Street. All but two of the 8 inch
connections have been laid between
the’ new main on Duckworth St. and
the old small main on Water Street.
Thé 10 inch has -been laid on Water
Street West from Hutchings’ to about
(¥R Tompson’s, The 12 inch con-
neoting main up Lime Street is partly
finfshed, and a number of other small
mains, 8§ inch and 6 inch have been
laid.

This work has been covered in as
it progressed and therefore there is
no way for me to make any actual ex-
amination of the work done. It is
possible, however, to examine a large
rart of these mains for leakage, which
gives an indication of the quality of
the work. Such an examination was
made several days ago.

About eight thousand feet of t{le
23 inch and 16 inch mains, with sev-
cral hundred feet of 8 inch branches

mng
ng

was put under a pressure of about 75
1bs. per square inch. The leakage was

measured by means of the new Ven-
turi meter apparatus for the detec-
tion of waste, and this measurement
was checked later under more pre-
fect conditions. The leakage wasfound
to be about two gallons per minute,
or something less than 3,000 gallons
per day, or less than 2,000 gallons per
day per mile of pipe. A water distri-
bution system can never be made ab-
solutely tight. Some leakage must al-
ways be anticipated under the best
conditions. The leakage above men-
tioned is very low and indicates that
the work of laying the new mains has
been done with care and thorough-
ness. The results of the test indica-
ted there were no breaks or other
such defects in the part of the system
tested.

I consider that the quality of this
work is entirely satisfactory. It has
not been feasible to make leakage
tests on all of the other pipe thus far
laid, but the results above reported
should be a fair indication of the qual-
ity of all the work. The actual leak-
age of all the other parts of the new
system will be determined from time
to time in connection with the waste
investigation which you will undoubt-
edly institute when conditions permit~

Connections Between Old and New
Mains.

Owing to the fact that detailed
plans for the mains in the city, with
all the connections, were not made
before the work of construction com-
menced, this construction has gone
forward without making some of the
connections between the old system
and the new which we would have
laid out. I have been over this mat-
ter in some detail with the City' En-
gineer, and have left with him cer-
tain sketches showing the locations
and general arrangement of the con-
nections we have made,. and have
made a schedule of valves and spec-
ials to cover same.

purchased -and on hand, and the con-
struction of the new intake, Venturi
meter, and connection with George’s
Pond, The cost of the laying of the
remainder of the pipe has been pre-

| dicated upon the costs of the work

done this year with certain modifica-
tions which in - my judgment seém
prudent. On this basis,the cost of the
pipe work still remaining to be done
will probably be about $28,450.

The estimated cost of the intake,
Venturi meter, and connection to
George’s Pond, as stated in my re-
port of last year was $15,000. At the
present time I do not sée any reason

J for altering these estimates.

The total of the above items is $43,-
450 to which an addition of 10 per
cent. should be made-to cover the cost
of engineering and contigencies. The
total amount that ‘will probably be
required to complete the work will
therefore be about $47,800.

Suppression of Waste.

The most important activity that
the Water Department can engage in,
aside from the completion of the
work above outlined is the suppres-
sion of waste. Unfortunately system-
atic records of the water pressures in
different parts of the city have not

J beenl kept the past year, and there is,

therefore, no evidence of that sort to
set forth to show whatever benefit
may have resulted from the efforts
that have thus far been made to el-
iminate waste. Nevertheless there
seem to be some decided indications
that the waste has been _.reduced
somewhat, and that the total quantity
of water flowing into the city is less
than it was a year ago. A recent 24-
hour record on the weir at the basin,
showed a daily rate of 4.8 mil. gallons,
against an average rate during the
week’s test last year of 5.3 mil. gal-
lons per day. The city has now the
equipment to go ahead in an efficient
manner with the campaign of waste
reduction and the City Engineer and
his staff are now quite familiar with
the methods of doing this, and the
work should be begun systematically
as soon as conditions permit.

Measurements at Windsor Lake.

At some time in the future the
question of the available yield of
Windsor Lake and its drainage area
will become an important one. At the
present time the records of flow from
this water shed are very imperfect.
The water leaves Windsor Loke in two
directions. Part of it flows to the city
through the conduit, and part of ‘it,
at times of high water, flows away
over the dam at the far end of the
lake and runs into another water shed.
There are* no satisfactory records of
the flow at either of these points. The
construction of the Venturi meter in-
cluded in the estimates already made,
will give a satisfactory record of the
flow to the city. In order to get a
record of the flow over the dam the
relation between the crest of the dam
at the far end of the lake and the
guage height at the easterly end
should be definitely and accurately es-
tablished by careful observations with
an instrument at some favourable
time when  the Ilake is perfectly
smooth. This should be repeated for
the purpose of checking. Headings
should then be taken on this guage
once a day. The guage should be so
arranged that the readings can be tak-
en as far as possible without interfer-

ence from wave action or loss of head

through the conduit, so that they will
represent accurately the height of
water going over the crest of the dam.
Careful records of this sort will be
found of great value in the future.

Fire Steam Tests on New Mains.

A test -was madp several days ago
with fire streams, to show the im-
provement in conditioms along Water
Street, after connecting the new mains
into the system.

At and before 3.30 p.m. that day the
old system was in use and the old con-
ditions existed, excepting that the 10-
inch main on Prescott Street was
opened into the 6 inch main on Water
Street as is usual in the case of a fire
on Water Street to give the best pos-
sible there. ;

The pressure at the hydrant in
front of the new cable office at 3.30
p.m. was 112 lbs.

Eleven lines of fire hose were laid
out from various hydrants extending
from Shea’s on the East to Job’s Cove
on the West, taking in several hyd-
rants along Water Stireet, one on
Duckworth Street at the foot of King’s
Road, and two on Harvey’s wharf.
The total length of hose in use in con-
nection with these eleven streams was
two thousand four hundred and fifty
feet.

Shortly after 3.30 p.m. the water
was turned on through these eleven
lines of fire hose. From 3.35 to 3.43
p.m. the pressure on Water Street
with these eleven streams flowing av-
eraged about 45 1bs. having dropped
from 112 Ibs. Under these conditions
the fire streams were noticeably weak,
one \man' on the nozzle could ‘easily
control the stream.

All but four of the streams were
then-shut off. This resulted in the
pressure on Water Street rising again

Jto an average of 90 1lbs., which gave

streams of very good volume and

strength.

At 4.05 p.m,, the valves connecting
the new main with the old were open-
ed. This gave gave a pressure on
Water Street of 123 lbs.

A;s few minutes later the eleven fire
streams were turned on as before-
With those streams flowing the pres-
sure on Water Street between 4.17
p.m. and 4.25 p.m. averaged slightly
over 80 1bs.. The fire streams ‘were
good, strong streams. It took two
men to handle each nozzle. One of
the streams at King’s Wharf carried
some distance over the top of the flag
staff on the wharf. 4

The pressure on Water Street with
eleven fire streams running is there-
fore mnearly twice a$ great with the
new mains connected into the system
as it was without the new mains.

The pressure lost in the old sys-
tem is much greater than in the new.
In the new system eleven fire streams
cause a loss of 35 per cent. of the
pressure - on- Water Street, while in
the old system eleven streams cause
2 loss of 60 per cent. of the pressure
on Water Street. The margin of saf-
ety with the new system is therefore
much greater than with the old.

This morning another test almost
identical with the one above describ-
ed was made and a careful inspec-
tion of the nozzles made to be sure
that they were not obstructed. The
results were as follows:—

With the old system in service the
pressure was 112 1bs. per- square inch
at the hydrant in front of the new
cable office. The eleven fire streams
drew this pressure down to an aver-
age of 37 1bs. which gave very poor
streams. -After the valves connecting
the new system with the old were
opened the pressure on Water St.
went to 122 1bs., and after the eleven
fire streams were again turned on (the
pressure dropped to about 70 1bs.

The detailed results of to-day’s test
vary somewhat from the results of the
earlier test. - The percentage of pres-
sure used up by the eleven fire
streams being slightly greater for
both the old and the new systems. The
relative results, however, ' are very
much the same. The pressure lost in
the new system is 43 per cent. of the
total, whereas the pressure lost in the
old system is 67 per cent. of the to-
tal.

These results indicate a very satis-
factory improvement in the service
for the work thus far completed, and
the. city will be in a better position
this winter than for many years past
in the matter of fire protection.

Scientific
bodies are also, a pewspaper corres-
pondent here points out, rendering
the Government every assistance in
carrying out their scheme for the
organization and development of
scientific and industrial research.
An Advisory Council has just been
appointed—to work in conjunction
with the Committee of the Privy
Council-——whose primary functions
will be to submit (1) proposals for
instituting specific researches; (2)
proposals for establishing or develop-
ing special institutions for. the scien-
tific study of problems affecting par-
ticular industries and trades; (3)
the establishment and award of re-
search studentships and fellowships.
In this work every scientist in the
country is. being asked to help.

A PAGEANT OF WAR.

GENERAL STAFF CHANGES.

There would seem to be some mis-
understanding in the statement of a
London newspaper on November 1st
that a new General Staff has been
created to supervise the prosecution
of the war. The British army has had
a General Staff ever since 1906 when
Lord Haldane began his rem';',:anis:x--
tion by creating it, and of course
there has been a General Staff (duly
recorded in the Army List) all
through the present war. -What hap-
pened at the beginning of the war
was that-the best officers on the Gen-
eral Staff who had been specially
trained for that work were sent to
the front. The idea of a General
Staff is that it is-a special depart-
ment, specially trained for working
out in detail all the practical prob-
lems of war. Its business is quite
distinct from that of generalship in
the field. It should be as much an
expert department - with an expert
staff as, for instance, the Post Office
or the railways. The dissipation of
the personnel of the General Staff at
the beginning of the war and the re-
placement of it by men new to Gener-
al Sfaff work has, I believe, bgen
found a source of weakness, and it is
quite likely that the original General
Staff, or a considerable nucleus of it,
will be recalled from the front and
reinstated. A sign of that was the
appointment of Sir Archibald Mur-
ray to be head of the General Staff
about six weeks ago. He is himself
one of the old General Staff, thor-
oughly trained and experienced in its
work, and it would be natural for him,
as far as he could, to get his old cal-
leagues and subordinates together
again on his Staff. I imagine that it
must be this process that is describ-
ed as the new General Staff’

BATTLE ALONG STRUMITZA FRONT
BRITISH NEW LINE OF DE-
FENCE.
PARIS, Dec. 12.
A despatch to the Havas Agency
from Athens, states: Reports from
that the
Bulgarians, reinforced by the army
of General Boyadiff, have occupied
part of the passes of Demirkapu. A
battle all along the Strumitza front,
between the Bulgarians and British

; the latter of whom received reinforce-

ments with heavy artillery, continued
all day -without significant results.
In the meantime the British are pre-
paring a new line of defence close to
the Greek frontier. French rein-
forcements continue to arrive at Sal-
onika, Casualties aggregating 1,500
and the loss of eight field guns, which
they are unable to remove from
their emplacements, are told-of in an
official communication issued this
evening dealing with the retreat of
the British Tenth Division from Lake
Doiran in Serbia, in conjunction with
the French. Special mention is made
of the gallantry of the Connaught
Rangers during the battle. The com-
munication says: After sustaining
violent attacks delivered by the ene-
my in overwhelming numbers, the
Tenth Division succeeded, with
help of reinforcements, in retiring
to a strong position from Lake Doir-
an Wwestward toward the valley of the
Vardar, in. conjunction with our Al-
lies. The Division is reported to have
fought well against very heavy odds.
It was largely due to the gallantry of

the troops, especially the Connaught |

Rangers, Munster Fusiliers and Dub-
lin Fusiliers that the withdrawal was
successfully accomplished. Owing to
the mountainous nature of the coun-
try it had been necessary to place 8
fiteld guns for the purpose of defence,

in positions from which it was impos-

sible to withdraw them when retire-
ment took place.

Ottawa, Dec. 3.—Important’ matters
connected with the financing of Great
Britain’s war orders in Canada were

and representatives of the Canadian
Banker’s Association.

The idea in view is the partial fin-
ancing of orders for shells, munitions
and similar supplies. The discussion,
it was announced, embraced such sub-
jects as the issue of Dominion notes
against gold deposited in London, and
the acceptance of bills of exchange
against treasury bills or other securi-
ties.

Hon. Mr. White is evolving a plan
designed to assist materially in the
financing which is necessary. He ad-
vanced his views to the Anglo-French
Commission when they were in New
York dealing with the loan, and since

J then there has been negotiations with

the Imperial Treasury.

That  Canada should finance her
own war expenditure as well as the
purchases here of Great Britain and
her allies has been suggested. The
problem is a large one, and in view
of the conditions hardly ‘practicable
in entirety. The war expenditure of
the Domcinion up to the end of Decem-
ber of next year will amount to $44,-
000,000, while the purchase of Great

Britain and her allies will amount to
$600,000,000. The two together will
aggregate over a thousand million
dollars. Canada is a borrowing coun-
try, depending upon outside. money
markets for the sale of Dominion,
provincial and municipal securities.
It has no international money centre
like New York or London, with ac-
cumulation of capital.

It follows, therefore, that the Dom-
irion is not in a position alone to un-
dertake all of the huge financing in-.
volved by the war. She will be cap-
able, however, by means of the domes-
tic loan, increasing revenue, and re-
trenchment to pay a large part of it,
and by way of advances help thé ex-
penditure of the Allies in Canada for
supplies and munitions. The increase
in available Canadian capital can be
produced only by production and
saving.
