Cartwright Honours 
Returned Soldier.

The proceed 
ings partook of the nature of a Tea 
Party and Concert, during which Cor­
poral Hull mounted the platform and 
for the space of an hour held his 
audience spell-bound with a simple, 
straight-forward narrative of his life 
at the front

In the course of his remarks the 
speaker made several very gratifying 
references to other of the Labrador 
boys on active service, of whom he 
declared Labrador had just cause to 
be proud. In conclusion, he gave a 
direct and manly call for more re­
cruits to go and help those who had 
borne the burden and heat of the day.

In proposing a hearty vote of 
thanks to the speaker, Mr. W. E. 
Swaffleld, District Manager of the 
Hudson’s Bay Compony, gave some in­
teresting and valuable information 
with regard to the financial side of 
the “war-game,” and concluded with 
a most eloquent appeal to any of the 
young men present to come forward 
and offer themselves for the service of 
their country. Amid the enthusiastic 
applause of the audience, two volun­
teers immediately stepped forward 
and signed their names, while several 
others declared their intention of 
offering themselves at some later date.

The meeting, which was a very 
great success in every way, termina­
ted with the National Anthem and 
cheers all round.

It may be added for the edification 
of the public, that altogether some 
thirty volunteers have gone from the 
central district of Labrador (i.e. from 
Battle Harbor to Nain) ; andythat this 
represents a very fair percentage of a 
small and scattered population. Pe­

culiar difficulties attend the enlist­
ment of young men from this coast, 
mainly due to the rigors of the elk- 
mate, which necessitate the services 
of able-bodied men to keep the little 
homesteads supplied with winter fuel. 
Labrador is ready to do all she can 
towards the great cause of liberty, 
and it is with feelings of simple pride 
that she has just received tidings of 
the first two of her sons to seal their 
sacrifice with their blood.

Since the above was written, three 
more recruits hare given in their 
names, two of whom travelled some 
eighty odd miles for the purpose. It 
is also expected that a good reply will 
be met with to the north.

Your Boys and Girls.
Broths are good to give children in 

summer. Chicken, beef or mutton 
may be used as the basis of broth. 
Use a pint of water to each pound of 
the meat. Put the meat on in cold 
water and allow it to come to a boil, 
then lower the fire so that it will bare­
ly simmer for three or four hours. Or 
prepare it on the fireless cooker as 
directed for soup.

When the meat is tender, remove ,it 
and add enough water to take up the 
original, amount of liquid; strain 
through a"wire sieve and set it away 
to cool. When cold the fat may be 
removed In a salid piece, leaving a 
clear liquid or jelly. Heat a small 
portion, seasoning with salt only. Broth 
has little or no nutritive value in it­
self, but if added tesmilk or thickened 
with arrowroot, corn starch, or gela­
tin or eaten with dry bread crumbs it 
will become a real food. If -it is de­
sired to use the broth at once, pour out 
a little into a bowl or soup plate, and 
set the dish on the side or in pan of 
very cold water.

ADDRESS AND PRESENTATION 
To the Very Ret. J. V. Donnellys

Very Rev. and Dear Father,-—We, 
the Roman Catholic people of the 
Parish of Bay de Verde have heard 
with feelings of'the most profound 
regret that you are about to sever 
your connections with us, and that 
you are proceeding to Conception to 
spend your declining years there, 
still doing the work of your father.

At the bedside of sickness who was 
more assiduous than you in your at- 
tention, often unsolicited, and un­
grudgingly given with your big and 
charitable heart, given alike to rich 
and poor even to those who differed 
from you in religion.

Your sympathetic nature was ever 
full of pity for the meanest sufferer 
amongst us and your bountiful hand 
was ever outstretched to God’s own 
poor.

In all our troubles spiritual and 
temporal, we found you always a sin­
cere friend and adviser.

Of late we have noticed with feel­
ings of intense sorrow that age is lay­
ing its heavy hand on you and that 
although you are doing everything 
humanly possible for one of your 
years, you can no longer do your 
Master’s work in this Parish satisfac­
tory to one who is so sensitive of his 
duty as you are.

and on no one will the parting fall 
more heavily.

This beautiful church which you 
erected and which you loved so dearly 
will be a monument to your memory 
and will be known as Fr. Donnelly’s 
Church.

We ask you, dear Father to accept 
the accompanying purse, not so much 
for its intrinsic value as it would be 
impossible for us to repay you the 
debt we owe, but as a slight token of 
our esteem and appreciation.

Rest assured, dear Father, that al­
though separated from you in person, 
we shall always be with you in spirit, 
and your memory shall be ever green 
in our hearth.

That you may be long spared to con­
tinue your labor of love in God’s vine­
yard and that your declining years 
may be peaceful and happy, is the 
sincere wish of your loving Parishion­
ers.

(a) “ breadstuffs ” shall mean 

wheat flour, rolled oats, oat­
meal, corn-meal of the qual­
ity known as granulated or 
bolted table meal, and corn­
flour; and “substitutes” shall 
mean any or all of the fore­
going, except wheat flour.
“person” shall mean any in­
dividual. firm, partnership, or 
corporation.
“importer” shall mean any 
person duly licensed by the 
Food Control Board under 
these Regulations.

(2) From and after this date no 
person shall import any “breadstuffs” 
into the Dominion unless he shall 
have first ottained a license so to do 
from the Food Control Board. Such 
license shall be issued without 
charge.

(3) No importer shall import any 
such breadstuffs without previously 
obtaining a permit from the Food Con­
trol Board for each and every quan­
tity of breadstuffs he may desire to 
import.

(4) Every permit so issued shall 
authorize him to import wheat flour 
and substitutes in the proportion of 
four-fifths of wheat flour, and one- 
fifth of substitutes.

(5) Any importer, who, prior to the 
issue of these Regulations, shall have 
purchased abroad for import into this 
Dominion any wheat flour, may be 
granted by the Board a permit for the 
importation of the same on an under­
taking by him that he will import 
within two months thereafter substi­
tutes to the extent of twenty per cent, 
of such imports of wheat flour, and 
if such person has made contracts 
with any dealers within this Domin­
ion for the supplying of such wheat 
flour, or any portion thereof to such 
dealers, he shall be regarded as sat­
isfying the terms of such contracts 
if he furnishes four-fifths of the flour 
on its arrival, and the remainder in 
the form of substitutes within two 
months thereafter. The kind r.nd 
proportion of such substitutes shall 
be settled by agreement between the 
parties, and if they find themselves 
unable so to agree, by the Food Con­
trol Board.

Church of England Orphanage, Long 
Pond Road, it was decided to give them 
the pipe they to do excavation.

A report was submitted by the En- 
giner*s Department on the waste water 
inspection during the past month. The 
report was adopted.

Plan of addition to St. Patrick’s Hall 
Schools was passed.

The Mayor read the following re­
port which was agreed to by the 
Board :—

I have to report that on Tuesday we 
held an arbitration on the land whitii 
we propose to take over from Mr. M. 
Connors, on Quid! Vidi Road. It was 
agreed, as we are taking about one 
half the property to reduce tho rentals 
by half, to pay Mr. Connors $250.00 
for disturbance, and to keep up the 
fences on the portion we take, to give 
Mr. Connors an entrance from Quid! 
Vidi Road, to allow him to occupy 
temporarily such portion of the pro­
perty as is not taken for streets and 
houses.

I calculate that this property can 
afford ample and pleasant sites for at 
least one hundred Workingmen’s 
Homes.

Continuing the policy adopted in the 
Charter, I suggest therefore that we 
should (1) decide at once how the pro­
perty is ot be laid out; (2) Ask the 
Government for the guarantee of such 
a sum of money as will be necessary 
to open streets, lay water and sewer­
age, etc., and to build, from time to 
time, workingmen’s dwellings, as may 
seem desirable.

I think we might at once decide to 
build a row of semi-detached houses 
along the Quid! Vidi Road front after 
the plan that we have approved, un­
less a better one can be found. I think 
about nine double houses can be butit 
on this site and ^suggest that we 
should ask for tenners for the erection 
of the same.

Having found out what they will 
cost we must then calculate upon 
what terms we can afford to sell and 
advertise for possible purchasers. I 
suggest that we should adopt the form 
of agreement for the erection and sale 
of houses that appears as an appendix 
to the Charter. I think it very im­
portant that this should be done, ro 
that no loose or temporary arrange­
ments should be made In regard to 
any houses that may.be built.

As a first practical step I suggest 
that the Engineers be instructed to 
make a contour map of the property 
and that we should decide how to lay 
ti out. And second that we should ap­
ply to the Government for the guaran­
tee of a loan for say $20,000.00.

If further occurs to me that while 
the City Is the beneficiary from all 
Crown land in the city, so far as I am 
aware the City’s title thereto has nev­
er been confirmed. This is provided 
for in Section 70 of the Charter, and I 
think that we should ask the Govern­
ment to confirm to us by letter in 
the meanwhile the title to this pro­
perty.

Afer disposing of some routine 
business, and passing pay rolls and 
bills the meeting adjourned.
