An International Church. — A 
scheme has recently been set on foot in 
England, and is receiving much encour­
agement on both sides of the Atl antic,for 
the establishing of an international 
church in London. U is proposed to erect 
a building containing a place of worship 
and a lecture room, in which American 
clergymen and others may regularly ad­
dress English audiences on religious and 
general topiee. The objects of this move 
are to bring two people more nearly to­
gether, to footer a better feeling betWi 
them, and to do everything possible 
such means to avoid the misunderstaj .

This, of course, created 
quite a sensation, the crowd scattering in 
all directions leaving scarcely sufficient 
to carry the deceased home. Taylor was 
34 years of age, and leaves a wife and 
family. Squires is about 30 years of age, 
and also has a wife and family. The 
combatants were farmers in comfortable 
ch cumstances, but somewhat given to 
whiskey drinking, which, we understand 
was the cause of the fight, and conse­
quently the tragical end of poor Taylor.

The Silver Move: lent and the 
Banks.—At a meeting of the managers 
of the different Barks in Toronto on Fri­
day the following adopted proposal in 
reference to the silver difficulty, was made 
for the acceptance, if satisfactory, ol their 
customers.
