The 
robber grabbed Cross’s wrist, turned the 
muzzle of the weapon towards Cross, and 
fired, shooting him in the thigh with his 
own revolver. The robber escaped over 
the river. Cross is not badly hurt. No 
warrant has been issued- for their arrest.

THE NASSAGAWEYA RAPE CASE.
Deo. 4.

Emmanuel Kemp was brought up on the 
charge of committing a rape on the person 
of Mrs. A. Bardwell on the 5th July last, 
near the village of- Eden Mills. The cir­
cumstances attending the outrage wero 
fullv detailed in our columns at the time, 
and in yesterday’s issue we gave a full ac­
count of the scoundrel's escape, and of 
his arrest in Welland. The Grand Jury 
at the late assizes having brought in,a 
true bill against Kemp, it was only neces­
sary for the Police Magistrate to have 
sufficient evidence for identifying him to 
warrant his committal.

The Court-room was crowded, all being 
anxious to get a look at Kemp. The 
Chief Constable brought him trope jail 
manacled at the ankles, so as to prevent 
any attempt at escape a second time. 
Kemp looks a young man, about 25-or 80, 
has a ratter smart appearance, bat bears 
a look in his face which is far from pre­
possessing.

The Magistrate first read over the copy 
of the hill of indictment found against 
him before the Grand Jury, and then he 
called Chief Constable Kelly, who «wore 
to the genuineness of this document. He 
also swore that he knows the prisoner, 
knows him to be the man mentioned in 
that indictment, and that he arrested 
him.

The Magistrate then committed the 
prisoner to stand his trial at thi first 
court of competent jurisdiction.

Mr. Wilkins’ house, Galt, had a har­
row escape from being burned on Satur- 
da> night, having caught fire from the 
soot which was .left after sweeping the 
chimneys.

The ties are being got out slowly for 
the Galt A Doon Railway, and it* is not 
now expected that the road will be in op­
eration till spring.

Wellington County Council.
Tuesday, Dec. 8.

The Council met pursuant to adjourn­
ment at 2 o’clock p. m. Present—the 
Warden in the chair, Messrs. Niool,Laid- 
law, Darby, Bea, MoKerli e, H. Hamilton, 
Roberts, Brohman, McMillan, Johnston, 
Gibson, Piper, Brace, Massie, Howard, 
Sutherland, McManus, Jelly, Stevenson, 
Flabiff, Busohlen, Dr. Orton, Hanson, 
Broadfoot, T. Hamilton, Robinson and 
Henderson.

The Warden read the following 
ADDRESS :

Gentlemen : No less than six separate 
notices have been given of intended ap­
plications to Parliament fir the formation 
of new Counties to be compoèed wholly 
or in part of portions of this County. 
In view of the probable early meetmg ot 
the Legislature it will be necessary for 
you toxake action in the matter at this 
session should you deem it advisable to 
do so at all.

Shortly after your meeting in June, 
the Town of Guelph and the Village of 
Elora notified your Clerk of their inten­
tion to appeal agdinst your equalization 
of the assessment, their ground of appeal 
being that the assessors’ valuation of said 
Town and Village respectively, had not 
been sufficiently decreased, and the re­
spective valuations of all the several 
Township municipalities ha l not been 
sufficiently increased.

On receiving the notice, I at ence re­
quested Mr. Guthrie to take the necessary 
steps to defend your action. On the 4th 
and 5th of July, his Honour, Judge Mac­
donald, heard the evidence and the ar­
guments of counsel on the Guelph ap­
peal, (the one from Elora having been 
withdrawn), and on the 18th gave judg­
ment dismissing the appeal. During the 
progress of the case Messrs. Leslie,John­
ston, Laidlaw, and Beattie gave their 
valuable assistance to your Solictor.

A few days after your meetmg in Oc­
tober, the whole of the debentures auth: 
orized by you to be issued were sold at 
par to parties within the County. The 
Township of Arthur tendered for 82000, 
at a higher rate, but, subject to your ap­
proval, I apportioned that amount at the 
same rate that all the others were ten­
dered for.

JOHN MAIB, Warden.
On the motion of Mr. Massie, t^e fol­

lowing Committee was appointed to con­
sider and reply to the Warden’s Address : 
Messrs. Leslie, Johnston, Stevenson, Mc­
Carthy, Robinson, Hanson, Connell and 
Massie.

The Warden read a copy of the pre­
sentment of the Grand Jury at the recent 
Assizes. Referred to the County Prop­
erty Committee.

Mr. Massie mentioned' that from some 
cause he could not well explain that a 
great amount of unnecessary destruction 
of County Property was continually going 
on within the County precincts. For in­
stance the Jail pump had been wantonly 
hacked to pieces, which would evidence 
that there was not that proper amount 
of supervision over the prisoners which 
there should be.

Mr. Roberts suggested that as there 
might be a probable erection of a new 
County, we might get rid of some of these 
mischievous prisoners,especially as it was 
said that they did not belong to the 
south. (Laughter).

The Warden read an account from Mr. 
Hollinger, of Arthur, for rent of the Règ- 
istry Office there, amounting to 872 for 
6 months. Referred to the County Prop­
erty Committee. Also from Mr. John 
Molloy, P.. L. 8., for making plans of 
bridges over the Conestoga river, Irvine 
river, four mile creek, laying out bridges,, 
survey on roads and superintendence;, 
amounting to 865. Referred to Road and 
Bridge Committee.

The Warden read, accounts from thi ) 
Mt. Forest Examiner for 89,. and fron l 
the Mt. Forest Confederate tor 83. Ro - 
ferred to Finance Committee.

The Warden read a communication 
from the Master in Chancery, at the in 
stance of the Chancellor, relative to tli e 
building of a fire-proof safe in his office 
for the safe custody of the important dc 
cuments committed to his charge. Rt j- 
ferred to County Property Committee.

The Warden read a petition from Ja s. 
Graham, of Fergus, relative to the Con n- 
cil's support of a blind daughter at £ be 
Brantford Institution for such nnforte ,n- 
ates. Referred to Education Committ ee.

The Warden read a communicat ion 
from the Principal of the Deaf and Du mb 
Institute, Belleville, stating that the 
Government have resolved to reduce the 
rate of board to. one dollar per week for 
all pupils (whose parents am unabl a to 
support them) sent by municipal corp ora­
tions, in the hope that every deaf i ante 
of school age in the Province migh t be 
placed under instruction. The get ieral 
progress of the Wellington pupils has 
been satisfactory. Enclosed were also 
accounts for the board of these pup ils.

Chancery Court.
Before Chancellor Spragge.

Evans vs. Boon A Dunn.—As there is 
considerable interest felt in Puslinch in 
this case, we give a fuller report of it 
than appeared in a previous issue. The 
case occupied the court four full days, and 
was brought to a dose on Saturday even­
ing. The facts areas follows:—In the 
plaintiff's bill it was set forth that pre­
vious to April, 1844, John Allan, his late 
father-ip-law, resided in the Township of 
York, in the County of York. At the 
same time, defendant Bonn, another son- 
in-law to said Allan, lived on the South 
half of 21, in the 2nd con., Puslinch ; 
that, at the instigation of Dunn, Allan 
was induced to purchase the lot in dis­
pute, being the South half of lot 20, in 
last mentioned concession. In this pur­
chase, which Was made on 3rd Jnly, 
1848, from one John Hoggan, the origi­
nal locatee of the Crown, for 880, Dunn 
acted as agent to Allan, and, in prepar­
ing the assignment of Hoggan’s interest, 
Dunfi’s name was inserted instead of 
Allan's. About the time of snoh pur­
chase, Dunn visited Allan in York, hand­
ed him the original location ticket, and 
the assignment lately obtained from 
Hoggan. At this time Allan did not dis­
cover that Bonn’s name was in the as­
signment. The papers were laid away in 
a box, and the 830 paid to Dunn.

In April 1844, AUan, accompanied by 
the plaintiff, moved on lot 20, and re­
mained in actual occupation until May, 
1851, when he removed to the township 
of Albion, to reside with a son, having, 
in the meantime, erected a honse and 
barn, two out-buildings, a workshop,-and 
done some clearing and fencing. Allan 
made a will in 1850, devising all his real 
and personal estate to bis wife for life, 
then to his grandson, John C. AUan. 
When he left in 1861 he gave up posses­
sion of tiie lot to the plaintiff, who by 
himself and his tenants retained con­
tinuons possession nntU August 1871.— 
Allan died' on the 14th May, 1862, and 
his wife in the December following. In 
1856 the plaintiff obtained a power of at­
torney from AUan ..authorising the former 
to procure a re-«onveyance from Dunn,. 
With a view of enforcing this, the plain­
tiff retained Messrs McKenzie A Geddes, 
then practising law at Elora, who failed, 
however, to get the matter rectified. 
Sometime in 1861, defendant Dnnn hav­
ing no papers in connection with the 
title of the disputed lot, ana at the same 
time contending that it belonged to him, 
procured another transfer from Hoggan. 
In 1871, James A. Evans, whUe occupy­
ing under the plaintiff, connived with 
Dunn to seU the lot to the defendant, 
Hogg, the consideration being 8200, 
which was equally divided between said 
Evans and Dunn- The ChanceUor in 
giving judgment considered the plaintiff 
had made out bis case, but reserved 
judgment, as to the sufficiency of the 
jroof of the execution of Allan’s wiU—a 
ink in plaintiff's title..

The case was ably conducted by coun­
sel, who seemed indefatigable in main­
taining the rights of their respective 
clients.

Suicide Extraordinary in Preston.
The particulars of a painful occurrence 

in Preston have come to our knowledge.
A> mason named Justice Schlaurbaum, 
long a resident of that village and highly 
respected, committed suicide recently in a 
most extraordiuory manner. It appears 
that .the unfortunate man has-of late been 
subject to seasons of deep dejection, 
amounting at times to absolute derange­
ment of the mind. The caase of this is 
not very plain,.though he himself attribu­
ted it to some trouble he ha&with a fellow 
workman. Two. or three days before he 
committed the fatal deed he attempted to 
drown himself by walking into the river, 
but the cold water had the-effect of bring­
ing him to his senses, andhe succeeded in 
saving himself. The tit,. however,agam 
oame upon him, and he made a similar 
attempt to meet death by,-drowning, with 
the same result. He stated in his lucid 
moments that he felt himself completely 
under the control of some powerful influ­
ence which compelled him to attempt the ■ 
deed. Subsequently ha climbed upon a 
house or shed and would havo- thrown 
himself off had he not been seen in time 
and prevented. AgainJ»his uncontrollable 
influence took possession of him, and, 
unobserved., he went ihto a shod, took a 
mason’s hammer and then deliberately 
battered in his skull. Of all the remark­
able ways in which suicides have done 
their dreadful work, this is one of the 
most remarkable. The unfortunate man, 
as related by himself in a lucid season he 
had before his deatfc, stood with the back 
of his head to a beam, and then, swinging 
the hammer with both hands, struck his 
forehead with it a number of times,. 
breaking in his shall so that no less than 
forty pieces of hone were taken from his 
head by the doctor who dressed the 
wounds.

quorque, on the Rio Grande, and over a 
day’s journey from the northern extrem­
ity ot the great diamond range now at­
tracting attention, there are mine of 
Aztec settlements and three villages in­
habited by Indians. They are called the 
Zuni villages. Each contains probably 
2,000 people. An intelligent officer, who 
has been among them, thus describes

They are a race differing essentially 
from the tribes around them. The 
Navajos are their neighbors on the north­
west, the Apaches south. Their physi­
ognomy and their stately bearing, as 
well as their pride of dress, show them 
to belong to a race far superior to the 
surrounding tribes. The Zuni women 
are comely. They are remarkable for 
the modest fullness of their dress. Thcty 
wear skirts of black woollen olotb, and a 
scarf gracefully folded over the breast. 
These goods are of their own make. 
Theft hair, neatly braided, forms a head- 

Their houses are clean, and their
cooking is not to be despised. 

The Zuni IThe Zuni Indians are more than half 
civilized. They are essentially a pastor­
al people. They have fields of com, 
wheat, and vegetables. They have 
flocks of sheep and goats. They rtiise 
horses, homed cattle, and asses. They 
corral their stock at night in high stone 
enclosures. They use all their animals 
for food, but a fatted ass is their favor­
ite dish. They keep fowls. They spin 
their own wool and weave it. They have 
a grand frolic at threshing time. The 
grain in sheaf is taken to a broad, flat, 
rocky place, and thirty or forty horse­
men canter and caper about on this 
threshing floor till the grain is well separ­
ated. It is then winnowed by raking the 
straw and tossing the chaff in the wind. 
After Ahis they close the day with a gen­
eral horse race, after the fashion of our 
agrioulfNfil fairs.

As our diamond-hunters are about to 
people the beighboring country it is in­
teresting to know that these Zuni Indians 
are frimdly to white men, arid that sup­
plies can he had there. The valley of the 
.Bio Grande is well settled with Mexican 
iarmersand herdsmen. These and the 
Zunis will make common cause with the 
miners against the plundering Apaches.

The Zuni Indians never make war of 
Aggression. They stand on the defens­
ive. But cutside Indians fear them, be­
cause of their superior organization and 
means of-defense. Therefore their quiet­
ude is sddiam disturbed. ’

The well-watered soil is a dark gravel­
ly loam. They have at all* times excel­
lent pasturage, to the use of which trav­
ellers entering the diamond region by the 
■wav of Santa Fe and Albuquerque are 
made welcome, on payment of a moder­
ate charge. The houses of these Zuni 
villages are well built of stone. They are 
three stories high. Each ascending 
etoiy recedes, so as to make a terrace in 
iront.
