Temperance Lecture.—Rev. J. M. 
Smith, Lecturer for the Grand Lodge of 
Ontario, de^yered a lecture on Tem­
perance in the Good Templars’ Hall, on 
Thursday evening.

Ho 
gave the opinions of several eminent 
physicians to uphold his argument. Fe 
spoke in strong terms against tho use of 
intoxicating liquor by ministers and 
political men. Some of our political 
men made their best speeches when un­
der this influence, but the reason was

GODERICH ASSIZES.
Trial ot Mrs. Ridley tor the Murder 

of her Three Children.

Verdi et 3Vot GuP.ty,

(From our Correspondent.)
Goderich, March 21.

The Assizes were opened here on the 
17th inst., before His Honour Judge 
Morrison. The only ease of interest was 
that of Mrs. Dorothy Ridley, who, as 
your readers will remember, drowned 
three of her children in the south branch 
of thé River Maitland, on the 1st of May, 
1873, whilst labouring under a fit of 
insanity. She remained in gaol here for 
a short time, when she was sent to the 
London Asylum, where she remained 
until Thursday, when she was brought 
here for trial. The doctor of the asylum 
reported her so far recovered as to be fit 
for trial, and an Thursday she was 
arraigned ; she made no plea. The trial 
lasted about three hours. The jury after 
a short deliberation brought in a verdict 
of “ Not Guilty,” and a most righteous 
one it was.

She is in gaol at present, but will be 
sent back to tho aaylum. Her mind still 
flutters between reason and insanity. 
During the trial the court was crowded, 
and much interest was manifested in the 
case. When the verdict was given the 
greatest eatiefaction was shown ; tears of 
joy were to be seen on not a few faces of 
both sexes. The prisoner was neatly 
but plainly dressed in deep mourning, 
wearing a heavy crape veil. During her 
trial she seemed at times to be keenly 
alive to her position D. D.

The Antl-Treatlng Movement.
The New York Tribune has the follow­

ing sensible remarks in the course of an 
editorial on this unique movement :—

“ We hear of one manifestitation of 
the temperance reform which exhibits 
what is rare iu such movements, a prac­
tical and reasoning sense. In several 
Western cities associations have been 
formed, the members of which restrict 
themselves to one pledge, not to pay for 
any other man’s drink, and not to drink 
at any other man’s expense. This may 
seem to many a very limited basis of 
association, but if this pledge were stri­
ctly adhered to the spread of intemper­
ance would be immediately checked 
throughout the country. The American 
habit of « treating ’ is the origin of 
jnuch of the misery and damage which 
"come from excessive drinking. There 
aro thousands of boys growing up to-day 
who have no inherited thirst for liquor, 
to whom the taste and smell of whiskey 
are offensive, who are destined to become 
drunkards merely through their genero­
sity and desire to pleaso. They know of 
no other way to make themselves agree­
able to their acquaintances, when they 
meet, than by asking them to take a 
drink, and when the same invitation is 
given to them they do not know how to 
refuse. * You have drunk with all 
the rest, and how you must driuk with 
mo,’ is a contradiction in logic, but it is 
unanswerable in practice among drinking 
youths. Tho signing of such a limited 
liability pledge as we have mentioned 
would free these well-intentioned and 
thoughtless hoys from the chains of this 
miserable and dangerous custom. There 
are very few who would deliberately go 
up to a counter and ask for a solitary 
dram. This is only done when tho 
habit has become a strong one, and when * 
tho hope of reformation has pretty well 
disappeared.

“ The reform would also affect the im­
pecunious and absorbent creatures known 
as • bummers,’ who, having spent all 
their money for whiskey, still haunt tho 
scenes of their disbursements, in hope of 
an occasional general irrigation. The 
number of people who never pay for a 
drink* and yet aro never sober, is very 
large ; those • solitary ’ drinking asso­
ciations would certoinlytend to diminish 
it.” '

The voyage from &ew York to Liver­
pool occupies from nine to twelve days.
In the best of circumstances, it has its 
inconveniences and dangers. It is not 
worth while to shorten it to four days 
if it be possible to do so ? Now this 
could bo accomplished were the transat­
lantic steamers to run between New­
foundland and Valentia instead of New 
York and Liverpool. With very little 
difficulty a railway could be built across 
Newfoundland from St. John’s to 
Heart’s Content, thus establishing an 
all-rail rdute between Now York and 
the west coast of Newfoundland, broken 
only by the short sea passage from" 
Halifax to St. John’s. The voyage 
across the Atlantic to Valenia would 
occupy only from three to four days, and 
the time and danger of crossing that 
boisterous sea could be reduced nearly 
two-thirds. Is not this worth trying 1 
asks tho Daily Graphic.

A novel temperance project has been 
sot on foot in London, England. It is 
the formation of a stock company, with 
a capital of £250,000, for tho erection of 
cafes for the working classes. The com­
pany is to build and furnish tho cafes 
and to lease them to respectable mana­
gers, who aro to have tho whole charge 
responsibility. The cafe company, in 
fact, is to own these temperance houses 
just as the great brokers own many of 
the public houses. It is likely that the 
scheme will pay well pecuniarily as well 
as morally—that is, if there is no attempt 
made to turn them into lecture-rocys 
and chapels in disguise. The pubhe- 
house—the gin palace—is now the only 
refuge which the London workman lias 
from his dingy and doleful home ; and he 
would often go to the cafe rather than to 
the public-house if he were sure that 
when ho got there he should not have to
listen to hymns, or prayers, or semens. I

The Fuslinch By-law in Aid of 
the Credit Valley Railway.
We publish in our weekly this 

week a copy of the Puslinoh by law 
granting a bonus of $10,000 to the 
Credit Valley Railway. It will be 
seen that only a section of the Town­
ship is asked to vote this bonus, 
namely, the gore, front and rear, 
and all that portion of the 7th, 8tb, 
9th, 10th and ilth concessions, lyin" 
south of the line between lots num­
bers 23 and 26. The by-law suffi­
ciently explains itself, and the rate­
payers living in the section interest­
ed would do well to read carefully 
its provisions, and seriously to con­
sider the feasibility and advantages 
of the scheme before they record 
their votes. The money they-will 
vote away will come out of their own 
pockets, and it behoves them there­
fore to consider well what they are 
doing, and see that they get full 
value for the amount which the 
-Company asks of them. Above all 
we would advise them to keep a 
sharp eye on Mr. Laidlaw, the Pre- 

, aident of the Company, who is most 
profuse in his promises before a by­
law is carried, but after that is done 
intrenches himself behind his power 
of attorney, and snaps his fingers at 
those who helped to foster up his 
schemes.

Canadian Granges.
To the Editor of the Mercury.

Sir,—In year issue of 12th inst., there 
appeared a letter under the above title, 
which calls for a few passing remarks.
At the outset let me say that I have 
no connection whatever with any 
“ Grange,” dither Yankee or Canadian, 
but write simply in the interest of the 
farming community t.o which I belong.
Your correspondent has two serious ob­
jections to the Granges. “1st. No such 
state of things exists here as led to this 
movement ill the United States. Neither 
small crops, jnor high freight tariff, nor 
exorbitant Charges of middlemen and 
manufacturer's agents.” Mere, however, 
he checks himself, and qualifies his as­
sertions with: “No doubt in some in­
stances these things may have happened, 
but our farmers are not obliged to mort­
gage their îarms to pay . rutining ex­
penses. Wc (lo not farm at a dead loss.
We have nooccasion to organize "an op­
position to railroads,middlemen, and im­
plement makers, and as this is the main 
end and object of the “ Grange move­
ment, it need not be imported into Can­
ada.” Now I do not wish to write in 
the dogmatic* style of your ' correspon­
dent, but I assert, and am prepared to 
prove it, that a number of farms within 
ten miles of Guelph have, within the 
last fv’.v years, been -movtagaeed to pay 
the runuiug expenses ; that many have 
been farming at a dead loss, and also 
that no class in Canada receives less for 
their toil, and capital invested, than 
farmers. However, they have hitherto, 
for want jof union,been powerless against 
middlemen, manufacturer’s agents, and 
railroad companies.

Your correspondent is probably not 
aware that agricultural implements, 
generally, do.not cost to manufacturers 
more than one-half what the farmers 
pay tor themphe différence going into 
the pockets of agents, middlemen, ped­
lars, mite shavers &c., who are non- 
producers, or iu other words the drones 
of society. Now, if through adopting 
the “< îrange’’ system we could get rid 
of those vampires, it would surely be a 
great advantage, both to farmers and 
manufacturers. Railroad companies, 
too, where there is an absence of com­
petition have been in the habit of charg­
ing exorbitant rates, for local traffic es­
pecially.

Your correspondent’s second objec­
tion seems to me to be rather silly, but 
it might be obviated by our having 
Canadian Granges independent of the
