Under the title of “ Ruse ie-Pologne,” 
Count Jean Zamoyeki, the representative 
of one of the leading Polish famUhe; will 
publish a pamphlet next week advocating 
the establishment of a dual monarchy, 
comprising Russia proper and an autono­
mous Rusaian-Poland after the pattern 
of Austrio-Hungary, and under the scep­
tre of the czar. The programme set forth 
by Count Zamoyeki ie this: The czar to 
be crowned king of Rueeinn-Poleod at 
Warsaw, the inauguration of a Polish 
diet, the emperor to be represented at 
Warsaw by a viceroy, the Polish ministry 
to be appointed by the sovereign and to 
be presided over by the viceroy, the diet 
to be elected by direct suffrage—freedom 
of consdenoe, of education, and of the 
press to be guaranteed. The author 
points out that Prince Bismarck’s recent 
anti-Polish speech proves once more how 
powerless is despotism to annihilate a na­
tion which derives the stimulus of ite ex­
istence from martyrdom and adversity. 
He compares the failure of Germany to 
conciliate the Poles to the satisfaétory re­
sults obtained iu Auatrian-Poland. With 
regard to Russia, he inquires how it is 
that the ozat has not been tempted to do 
for Poland what he is so anxious to 
achieve for the southern Slave. The 
Russian army crossed the Balkans to se­
cure independence for the Bulgarians, but 
left behind it other Slav populations for 
whom it seemed to think freedom was lees 
desirable.

A MARINE BAILWAY.
There was a field night on Thursday on 

the subject of the alteration of the terms 
of subsidy to the Chignecto Marine Trans­
port railway. Thii marine transport rail­
way is projected to carry vessels from the 
Strait* of Northumberland to the Bay of 
Fundy, or to be a little more explicit to 
you westerners who may nut be well 
posted on the geography down east, over 
the neck of land which just prevents 
Nova Scotia from being an Island. By 
an act passed in 1882 parliament is com­
mitted to an annual expenditure of 
$170,000, for twenty year?, towards the 
construction of the r ad. Several mem­
ber» on the government side, as well as 
the opposition, condemned the prolonga­
tion of the subsidy; but thu government 
having once been committed to the 
scheme, felt they could not very well 
luck out. The one consolation in con­
nection with the concern is that it is very 
unlikely the neceeaary capital will be 
raised to build the road, the scheme being 
considered almost Utopian, and feW peo­
ple have faith in its practicability.

IMMIGRATION INTO CANADA.
From the report of the minister of ag­

riculture it appears that the number ol 
immigrants who settled iu Canada last 
year was 79,109 as against 103,823 in the 
preceding year, and 133,624 in 1883 Two 
causes for this decline are advanced—one, 
the general decline in emigration from 
Great Britain and Euro 
the outbreak in the 
doubtless induced many British agricul­
turalists to change their destination. Only 
17,000came.in by the St. Lawrence route, 
the wm of rates in the states enabling 
immigrants to come in cheaper via New 
York than by Quebec. Of the 17,000, 
nearly two-thirds were Ertgiish, 2107 
Irish, 2099 Scotch, ar.d 1489 bcandina 
viaus. The number of mechtoics wh*- 
landed at Quebec was 886, against 1911 
in the preceding year. The value of thr 
cash and effects brought in by the immi­
grants was $4,143,866, an atoouqt which 
has been exceeded only once in the past 
The expenditure upon the service wu 
$310,271, so that the per capita cost of tin 
settlers who came iu would be $3 92. Th* 
reports of the agen’s in the United King­
dom are very encouraging and there it 
every prospect of a successful season. e

The Toothsome Eel.
From time Immemorial eels have al­

ways been much esteemed by epicures— 
more, perhaps, in ancient days than they 
are now. Aristotle and Aristophanes 
both mention eels in terms of high praise ; 
indeed, the former recognized at least 
two distinct species of eels.

By the Egyptians - eels were regarded 
with great abhorrence as the embodiment 
of an evil demon ; but other nations did 
not share the prejudice, for the Bœotians, 
who were celebrated for their eels, used 
them as sacred offerings.

Mission, in his “Travels,” tells of a 
vow made by the inhabitants of Terradna, 
a seaport of Italy, when besieged by the 
Turks. They vowed to offer 20,000 eels 
a year to St. Benedict if he would deliver 
them from their peril.

TEE DUST PLAUQE.

“Plague take the duet!” a young lady 
waa heard to exclaim ae she tripped 
acme Government street yesterday.
“Plague take the dust!” exclaim the 
Government etreet merchants whose 
stocks are* damaged by the invasion.

just the reverse. The rider as printed by 
our esteemed contemporary would cer­
tainly afford room for that suspicion in the 
public mind. But our e. o. is wrong, aa 
usual. By the substitution of a word of 
two for one of three letters he has 
entirely changed the meaning of the rider.
It is a clumsy fraud, one so easy of detec­
tion that we wonder that even so shallow 
a creature as our contemporary would 
lend himself to it. The rider as quoted 
by the Standard reads as follows:

“And that the city members be re­
quested to-ask that in any contract which 
may be made for the trana-Pacific steam­
ship service vessels of the line shall be 
required to touch at Victoria or Es­
quimau on the inward OR outward 
voyages.”

Had the word “or” been 
employed the objection of our contempor­
ary would have been a good and valid 
but as “and" was used his objection falls 
to the ground. The object of the rider is 
to make Victoria or Esqnimalt the chief 
shipping port of the China vessels. Either 
port will be the first the steamers will make 
after a long voyage, and the last they will 
visit before putting to sea again. 
To carry the rider into effect 
would be to attain the object which our 
contemporary professes to be anxious-' to 
reach. Victoria or Esquimalt would be­
come the “headquarters” of the China 
fleet.

To thb Editor :—Considering that H. 

M. dockyard is at Esquimalt, a harbor 
easy of access at all seasons of the year, 
by night or by day, and that the Trans­
pacific steamers are to be used as war 
vessels, it follows that Her Majesty's gov­
ernment will stipulate that these steam­
ers will enter Esquimalt, both coming 
from and going to Burrard Inlet, eighty 
miles distant. Remember, too, that the 
coaling station is at Esquimalt, and the 
starting point of the Nanaimo railway is 
there also. Nanaimo is thirty miles from 
Burrard Inlet, over a clear sheet of water, 
and no obstructions in the way. The 

of these Trans pacific steamers 
en route to Burrard Inlet (if they go 
there) will be only two or three miles 
from the entrance of Esquimalt harbor 
and the outer wharves of Victoria, Esqui­
malt and Victoria are in close juxtaposi­
tion. Considering that Victoria is the 
capital, the seat of government and the 
commercial centre of British Columbia, 
and that ahe has daily steamboat commu­
nication with the Northern Pacific rail­
way, and through thiff to all parts of the 
United States of America, but more par­
ticularly with Oregon and Washington 
territory, it will be to the interest of the 
steamship company to call at Esquimalt, 
and it is a right the centre of commerce 
and seat of government may demand. 
It must be remembered that these steam­
ers will have goods and passengers, not 
only for Victoria bat alpo for Puget 
Sound, the terminus, as before said, of 
the Northern Pacific railway. There is, 
too, a large number of Chinese merchants 
in Victoria who, no doubt, would have 
Chinese goods consigned to them.

In the recent case of Sehl vs. Hum 
phreys, Mr. Justice Gray decided that the 
debtor should pay the possession money 
and coats’of sheriff; whereas in this case 
Mr. Justice Walkem expressly dissented 
froin the judgment in Sehl vs. Hum­
phreys and declined to order the debtor 
to pay the possession money, etc.

I may observe that Mr. Justice Walkem 
in this case adheres to the principle laid 
down by him in the case of Nicholles vs. 
Winch (1883), whereas Mr. Justice Gray 
in Sehl vs. Humphreys adheres to the 
principle laid by him in Lakin vs.

Am lueeuSlary Speech . that 
Should Laud bias la Prlsoa.

New Yoke, April 24:—Herr Most's 
address to the anarchists and socialists 
last night may land him in prison be­
fore the day is over.

(Yon can-, make 
bombs ont of glass tab» and'iron pipe, 
which yon can load with dynamite and 
gunpowder. Fasten on caps at both 
ends, and when you see any of the 
rascals throw them under their feet 
and kill them. Let your 
bomba also, and learn how to use pe­
troleum. Petroleum is cheap, and burns 
well. Petroleum bombs can be thrown 
twenty feet. Vb 
armed we can rise at a given moment 
and take possession of all the armories 
and arsenals in the city. In one year 
lb,000 men eonld be armed. Then we 
would seize , the- capitalist» ,by the 
throat. W« will take all the meat, 
wine, vegetables and champagne for 
ourselves. We will not help out any 
foolish trad» union strikers; we want 
all. We will make war upon all capit­
alists and tbe state and church, for 
they are all our enemies.”

WFILLANB’ff DEVICE.

To Telephone Between Moving 
Trains and Railway Stations.

Chicago, April 15.— Cornelias Spit- 
lane, an engineer, has invented a de­
vice for telephoning between moving 
trains and railway stations. The inven­
tion is to til appearances an extremely 
simple affaii, consisting- of a circuit 
wire resting on an insulated slab be­
tween the railway tracks; on this wire 
rests a circuit rod made uf a strip of 
metal having attached to it a movable 
metal roller, making a continuons con­
nection to all stations and all trains on 
the line.

The returned circuit Is gained by 
means of the rail, wheel and axle, and 
up through the frame work of the en­
gineer's cab to the téléphona 

A wire runs through the train 
necting all the cars, so that conversa­
tion can be kept up from " all parts of 
the train to all stations on the road, 
and between all other trains on the 
line.

• CHINESE IMMIGRATION.
The hyporricy, arrogance and conceit 

of our esteemed morning contemporary 
protrudes through every sentence of hie 
articles on Councillor Higgins’ China 
steamship resolution. His fraudulent ef­
fort to show that the resolution meapt 
that the steamers should touch but once 
each trip at Esquimalt and Victoria hav­
ing been exposed, like Toots he declares 
that the verbal alteration is not of the 
slightest consequence, and immediately 
proceeds to dilate upon the grave injury 
that will be done to this port if the object 
of the resolution (as he had fraudulently 
printed it) is attained. A cipher means 
nothing. But if our contemporary were 
to add a “naught” to a bank check he 
would find himself in danger of passing 
tbe remainder of his days in a “dungeon 
cell.” The substitution of thejrord “or”^ 
for “and” in the resolution was a scurvy' 
trick; but eot unworthy the perpetrator, 
whose political history is made 
up of similar discreditable acts. The reso­
lution, which received the unanimous en­
dorsement of the city council, and receives 
the almost unanimous approval of the peo­
ple of Victoria and Esquimalt,.should be 
laid before the board of trade for their en­
dorsement, not condemnation, as our evil­
ly disposed contemporary suggests.
