The present outbreak of what is now
called the ** black death ” occurred first in
Canton in the last week of March, and was
confined to a poor quarter of the city, near
the South gate.

The symptoms are as follows : Without

remonitory warning in the shape of ma-
f‘he or chill there is a sudden onset of fever,
rising to 105°, or over. There is much
headache and oerebml disturbance, accom-
nied by stupor. In from twelve to twenty-
rnr hours a glandular swelling occurs in the
neck, armpit or groin, rapidly enlarging to

THE NANAIMO TRAGEDY.

Preliminary Hearing To-Day of the
Terrible Charge ot Wife-
<+ Murder.

#

Circumstances Which Led the Coron-
er’s Jury to Their Con- -
clusion.

NANATMO, June 11,—(Special)—The pre-
liminary hearing of the charge of murder
against Sidney Wentworth Lobb comes on
to-morrow (Tuesday). [Particulars of the
tregic end of Mrs. Sidoey Lobb and of the
finding of the coroner’s jury have already
been given in these columns, In face ¢f the
evidence at the inquest it was not surprising
that Chief McKinnon insisted upon the im-
mediate arrest of Sidney Lobb. Mr. and
Mrs. G. W. Gowland, Mr. and Mrs, James’
Lister and the doctors all testified that
within a few hours prior to her death Mrs.
Lobb was in a thoroughly cheertul frame of
mind, full of plans for the future, and freel
entering into the conversation of those witg
her at the time. Mr. Gowland saw her as
late as 9:20 Friday night, and she was then
to all appearances far trom being despond-
ent. 5

Dr. McKechnie proved by his testimony
that the deceased lady on going to her bed-
room had made preparations not only for re-
tiring bup. for rising in the morming. He
gave a minute description of the bedroom as
he found it on his arrival shortly after the
shooting occurred.  Both Dr. ger and
Dr. McKechnie atated that the bullet wound
whioch caused Mrs. Lobb’s death might have
been self-inflicted, but they agreed in stating
that from the wide extent of the burnt
marks on the dressing-gown it was entirely
improbable that the revolver had been dis-
charged #o close to the body as a suicidal
act would  necessitate. Dr. MocKechnie
measured the extent of the powder wmarks,
finding them to cover an area at least nine
inches wide. The wound he described as
being about half an inch to the left of the
breast-bone and about an inch and a quatter

of the bullet, showing a direction slightly to
the left and downward, A hard substance,
againgt which the probe came in contact,
proved to be the bullet, It was found at a
point about two inohes lower than the point
of entrance and ten:and a half inches from
the middle line behind. The bullet, hesaid,
most assuredly passed through the heart,
oaunsing instant death. .
Evidence as to Sidney Lobb’s habits of
riodical excessive drinking was given by
r. E. H. Praeger, who stated that within
three months of their wedding he had been
‘oalled in by Mrs. Lobb to attend her hus-
band who' was suffering from nervous pros-
tration incident toarecent prolonged drunk.
The dootor mentioned several occasions on
which the deceased lady had complained to
him of her husband’s conduct when under
the ioHaence of liquor. She told him that she
was afraid thet he would either do her some
injury or hurt himeelf in his fits of violence.
t is a year since Lobb gave way to
excessive drinking prior to this last attack,
which has resnlted so fatally. His wife was
then in the East and  he carried on for
several weeks in a most distreesing manner,
being finally removed to New Westminster
for treatment. In face of much damaging
evidence the witnesses gene: testified as
to Loobb’a good behavior when not drinking.
All' who knew him personally stated that he
was a kind, affectionate husband, fond of
home life and devoted to his two little
children. - Lobb wes also an accountant of
oxozyﬁonnl ability ; his position in the N.
V. C, Co.’s office was one of great responsi-
bility, and he was liked and respected by all
his' colleagues, ' Mr. 8. F. Cane is looking
after Lobb’s interests, and he will appear
for the defence at the ary hearing.
Naturally this sad is the talk of the
town.

Among the passengers from the North 'on
the steamer Boscowitz on Sunday were Mr,
‘W, F. King, chief of the Cansdian-Alaska
boundary commission, Mr. H. N. Topley
and Mr, Simpson,: Mr. King's secretary.
Mr. Kiog, it will be remembered, went
north by the steamer Thistle on April 17,
for the purpose of placing the varicus survey
parties at the localities where their work
began. - Calling at Port Simpson a stay of
a couple of days was miade, in hopes that
the Boscowitz, on which were Messrs.
Klotz and 8t. Cyr, whoee work lay the ‘fur-’
thest south, would catoh np, but as she did
not -arrive, the Thistle procesded north,
calling at Wrangel and Junesu, 'the latter
place being reached on May 2. Here the
snow was found lying to &’ great depth right
to the water’s edge. Several days were lost
here owing to stormy weather, and :then
the went to the north and west,
leaving the survey parties at different points
on the coast: Mr. Talbot was landed at
Talbot Bay, on the west side of Lynn canal,
Mr. McArthur at Pyramid harbor, at the
north end of the canal, and ‘Mr. Brabszon
at Bartlett bay, at the last end entrance to
Glacier bay. By the 12ch May the weather
had turnén fine and warm and continned so,
the snow melting rapidly, enabling the sur-
vey parties to make good progress,

After all the parties were planted, a trip
along the coast was made, accompanied by
Mr. W. Ogilvie, under whose charge the
greateat part of the work ‘ this summer will
be done, in order to form a plan of opera-
tions, more especially with regard to' the
survey of the high coast range, the St. Elias
Alps, in which are Mount Crillon, 15,000
feet ; Mount Fairweather, 17,000 ; Mount
Lituys and other sky-scrapers. The trip
extended as far as Lituya bay, and north to
Taiya inlet, at the extreme mnorth end of
‘Lynn canal. This is the usual route for
miners going into the Yukon country, and
it may be stated that nearly 500 miners went
into the Yukon this season. :

The U, 8. commiesion have three parties
at work about the head of Lynn canal and
another one at Yakutat bay, near Mount
St. Elias. Mr. Robertson, of the Canadian
commission, accompanies one of the former
parties as Canadian representative.

Coming sonth again Mr 'Ogilvie disem-
barked at Juneau and the Thistle reached
Simpson on May 24, when according to the
time-table the Danube was due. .She did
not turn up, however, and tha: party could
not get away until Juune’5, when the Bos-
cowitz came along.

The Skeena iz higher this year than was
ever before kiown, and Rev. Mr. Crosby, of
Port Simpson, gave Mr. Topley particulars
of & drowning accident in which seven In-
diang lost their lives owing to this reason.
Capt. Bonser, of the steamer Caledonia, in
the beginning of May left Port Simpson for
the Skeena and managed to get his steamer
above the canyon, but owinitq{ihé‘:dmgar-
ous rush of water was unable to return. In
the meantime his child took sick at Simpson
and was sent to Metlakatla horpital. The
Indians were = asked fo. send word to
Capt. Bonser ' of the little one’s
condition, and finally seven of them,
inoluding . the . leader, a young man
who was very unwilling to risk it till
strongly urged, set off in & canoe. They
reached the canyon, a ‘sudden whirl of
water caught the ocanos, which oapsized and
all seven were drowned. 5

The trémendous rush of water down the
Skeena has carried an immense amonut of
debris ent to the gea, and twenty miles from
land the sea water is changed to a muddy
brown hoe. The spring has been a month
later than usual, with snow lying seven and
eight feet deep in the vicinity of Glacier
bay in the middle of May.

Two of the Thistle’s crew went ashore
after a band of wolves and returned with
one carcase and a blood-curdling yarn of
adventure. 'The animal turned out to be
an Indian’s dog, much to the disgust of the
hunters, :

‘Mr. Topley, whose mission was largely to
photograph and examine the glacier forma-
tions, got many views of Muir glacier,
Brady, La Peirouse and other glaciers, in-
cluding the Patterson, near Wrangel. The
outline of the coast was also photographed
from Wrangel to Lituya Bay. At Alert
Bay Mr. Topley went ashore to ghotoguph
a gathering of Indians at a potlach. The
smcke being dense in the house he was going
to use a flash light, when before the be-
wildered artist could imagine what was
coming he was nearly amothered in the wild
rush of 150 frightened Indians for the door—
they didn’t want any ‘“sunlight” in the
house. When he found himself suddenly
alone Mr. Topley, with remarkable presence
of mind, saved himself and apparatus before
the Indil:m gou'i‘ht ht;! nt::ndﬁ. t;hkim
personally. r.
