bRITAIN AND THE NEE

Marchand Having Left Fasheda
Can Return Only as a Priv-
ate Visitor.

French Hope of Russian Support
Yanishes in Advice to Aban-
don Claim.

British Plans Already Prepared for
Government of Soudan—Regul-
ating the Khedive.

By Associated Press.

London, Oct. 29.—The arrival of Ma-
jor Marchand at Khartoum on his way
to Cairo with the portion of his report
which was not finished when Capt. Bar-
atier left Fashoda is regarded as a rift
in the clouds overhanging Anglo-French
relations, for in spite of the semi-official
denial issued in Paris that an order was
sent to the Major to go to Cairo it is
fully believed here that the French of-
ficer would not be on his way to Cairo
unless he had received a hint to this
effect from the French government who
consider that his leaving Fashoda will
take the sting out of the situation and
at the same time prepare France for the
eventnal withdrawal of the whole ex-

pedition which now consists of seven of-
ficers and 120 men.

The English view of this latest move|
is that the Marquis of Salisbury and his
ministers are delighted to afford Major
Marchand facilities for reaching Cairo,
but they would hardly care to send him
back except in the capacity of a guest
or scientific explorer; that is to say,
France would first have to remounce her
political claims based on his misgion. In
the meanwhile, in the voluntary return
of Major Marchand, the French minis-
ter of foreign affairs, M. Delcasse, and
the government of France, have got over
a great difficulty from a- diplomatic
amour propre point of view. M. Delcasse
had declared the French government
could not do the impossible, that is to
say, recall Major Marchand; therefore,
the latter’s return has enabled the gov-
ernment ‘““‘to save its face” as the say-
ing goes. )

It is recognized, however, that even if
the tri-color of France is hauled down
at Fashoda the dispute remains and may
cause anxious moments in both coun-
tries before the Bahr-el-Ghazal guestion
is settled althojigh there has been a con-
fident feeling the last few days that war
will be avoided. The French ministerial
crisis at first increased the feeling of
anxiety which prevailed as to the pros-
.pects of a peaceful solution but in the
list of probable new ministers the Brit-
ish newspapers see a body of experienc-
ed and pable men who are able to
lead Fre opinion. The retention' of
M. Delcasse at the head of the ministry
of foreign affairs, however, is not re-
garded favorably as he is the father
of the so-called Marchand adventure.

The French newspapers seem to have
little faith in Russia helping her in the
present crisis, while Russia’s despatches
to the British papers affirm positively
that the Czar is. decidedly opposed to
war and has counselled the French gov-
ernment to abandon its attitude. It
is said .the Czar has characterized the
French attitude as reckless.

In the meanwhile, military a.nd naval
preparations continue on both sides of
the Channel. There was talk at Daven-
port to-day of a flying squadron being
commissioned, but a reassuring feature
is the departure of Sir William Henry
White, the director of naval construc-
tion for the British navy, on a two
months’ visit to Bgypt.

WANTS ALL THE PHILIPPINES.

Such Ts Now the United States’ De-
mand, Leaving to Spain Much
of the Debt.

Paris, Oet. 31.—The American peace
eoremissioners to-day presented a writ-
ten expression of the purpose of the
United States to take the entire group of
the Philippine Istands and assume such
proportions of the Philippine debt as has
beer. spent for the benefit of the islands
or the inhabitants, in public works for
their improvement and permanent better-
ment, It was also set forth that the
United States would not assume any
part of the Philippine debt which had
been incurred by Spain for the further-
ance of military or naval operations to
quell the insurrection of the natives.

The session was eventually adjourned
unti¥’ Friday, in order to give the Span-
iards time to prepare a reply., The ses-
sion to-day lasted a little over an hour.

Stowaway From Quebec Also Breaks
an Arm- Broken Rail the
Cause.

‘Winnipeg, Oct. 31.—At 2 o’clock this
morning, while the westbound special
passenger train with British government
sailors and marines from Halifax for
Esquimalt was passing a point near
Margach, east of Rat Portage, the ten-
der of the engine, two baggage cars and
four colonist cars were derailled.

There were on board at the time of
the accident 133 men and twelve officers,
and considering that three of the four
passenger cars ‘were overturned it is
astopishing that more fatalities did not
result. Several of the train hands were
badly bruised. :

The bodies of the two young marines
killed in the railway wreck were brought
to Winnipeg to-night, also the wounded
men. A military funeral will be ac-
corded by the local soldiers-to-motrow.

The injured men, Samueél Harrison and
Thomas Burns, both received severe in-
ternal injuries, one in the chest and the
other in the back.

THE CUBAN AMBITION,

Native Assembly Petitions United
States Not to Hinder the
Freedom Promised.

Americans Were All Right Fighting
Spain But Have Survived
Their Welcome.

Cuban Army on Other Hand Peti-
tions for Disbandment of
the Assembly.

By Associated Press.
Santiago de Cuba, Oct. 31.—Senor Bal-
tonome Masso, premier of the Cuban
provisionel administrative council, has
issued an address to the delegates now
in attendance at the military assembly
at Santa Cruz, in which he reviews the
considerations upon which the Cubans
solicit the help. of the United States and
indicates their future policy. The ad-
dress is as follows:
“The Cubans accepted the assistance
of America, although not knowing ex-
actly what were the American aims, just
as they would have accepted help from
any country in their fight against Spain.
As the contest progressed the Cubans
in the field were gratified to hear of a
solemn declaration in the United States
ccngress regarding the intentions of the
American government and the path it
woald follow in the Spanish-American
war. America came to our aid to com-
pel Spain to relinquish her sovereignty
over Cuba in order that the Cubans
might be placed themselves as promptly
as possible in possession of the island,
might assume the administration of its
affairs and have a government of their
own,
“Therefore, the Cubans agreed to co-
operate wigh the Americans, to obey
the orders issued by American generals
and to help in all possible ways to es-
tablish a Cuban government wherever
the Americans took possession. Though
the Americans did not recognize the gov-
ernment of the Cubans in terms, it was
well understood that the Cubans would
not on that account abandon their or-
ganization, but that, on the contrary,
the time would come when such recog-
nition would be granted. Indeed, it was
asserted to our Cuban representatives by
one ‘of the most distingnished members
of the United States senate, that in or-
der to do away with any obstacles that
might hinder the United States-in going
into the fight in the cause of Cuban in-
dependence, recognition of the Cuban
government must come later.
“Nevertheless it has not been possible
to establish direct relations between the
Cuban . and American governments for
the transaction of public business al-
though the general character of our re-
lations throughout the war was friendly.
But we have now reached a time when,
even more than in the days of fighting,
it is incumbent upon all Cubans to show
true Da'triotism, and while making evéry
expression of gratitude to America for
having given Cuba freedom and inde-
pendeuc_e. to make prompt arrangements
for paying off the Cubans now in arms:

A People Forming a World of Their

London, Oct. 29.—Mr. Wm. T. Stead,
writing from St. Petersburg, says: !

“When Sir Robert Grier, ene of the
ablest ~ of British ambassadors, was
transferred from the court of -Madrid
to the capital of Russia, he remarked
on his arrival. I have come from a coun-
try which lives in the past to 2 country
which lives in the future. Spain has al-
most used up its past in wain efforts to
contend with the forces of the present,
while Russia is exhausting the reseurees
of the present in order to be able to cope
with the immense possibilities of the fu-
ture, Russia is the greatest aggregate
in white men ever compacted into a
state unit since the world began. The
English-speaking family alone exceeds
in numbers the Russian. They know no
one political allegiance, such as that
which binds the Russians to the throne
of Nicholas IT. One hundred and twent;
millions' of men constitute & world in
themselves large enough to absorb their
energies and monopolize their atten-
tion. - :

‘“The indifference of the Russian to
what passes beyond their froatier is
phenomenal. Flifteen years ago one of
the aides-de-camp of the Emperor, fal-
ing into conversation with an American,
asked him to what, country he belonged,
and was told America. ‘America,’ said
the aide-de-tamp, “where is America?

“This is, of course exceptiomal in his
class, but probably a hundred wmillion
subjects of the Czar would to-day ask
that question in good faith.

Berlin, Oet. 29.—The official relations
between Gertnany and Russia have been
ruffled recently. This fact, although de-
nied by the government organs, was ob-
tained from a person of high standing
and one of the most striking proofs of
its accuracy is ' that Count Muravieff,
Russian minister of foreign affairs, has
just visited Paris and Vienna, but he
ignored - Berlin.

All our life we are
circling round the grave like a moth
round the candle, and, according to our
peculiar constitutions, we go nearer to
it and further away with the changes of
the season.

! For instance, if you happen to be a
rheumatic individual, you are at your
best in August and September, and tol-
erably well from the 1st of May to the
31st of October. About Lord Mayor's
Day you begin to feel decidedly indis-
posed, and by the beginning of December
yon enter your worst period, out of
which you don’t emerge till some time
in April. *

Capetown Once More Giving Lum-
ber Orders to British Col-
umbia Mills.

FOUND DEAD.

Body of a Man Discovered in the Woods
Near‘the Naval Hospital,

The dead body of a man apparently a
miner was found in the bush yesterday
by Dr. Kirker, who came across it while
shooting about a quarter of a mile past
the Naval hospital.

VISITING THE COAST.

A Toronto Capitalist Who Has Been
Looking After His Interests in
British Columbia.

Mr. Robert Jaffray, one of the proprie-
tors of the Toronto Globe and who has
large interests in the. interior of the prov-
ince especially -since the Crow’s. Nest
railway has been under construction,
was in town yesterday and left this
morning for home. Mr. Jaffray this trip
visited Nélson, the Rossland district and

the Boundary Creek country, and says
that even since his visit last April he
notices a wonderful amount of progress.
He is particularly struck with the huge
bodies of ore in the Boundary count.y,
and says if the value is in the ore they
will astonish people now that railway
communication i§ getting in to allow
economical development.

BACK FROM OMINECA.

The Canadian Development Company’s
Party Return Last Evening. ’

Six members of a party of eight pros-
pectors who went into the Omineca
country by way of Ashcroft for the

Canadian Development company, re-
turned to the city last evening. They
came out by way of Stewart lake and
Quesnelle. The party were late in
starting, but succeeded in reaching the
headwaters of the Omineca, where they
found seme rich quartz le&ges, but did
not have sufficient time to prospect for
placer diggings. They left the head-
waters of the Omineca river about the
middle of September, and even as early
as that the cold weather was setting in.
What little grass had been left was
nipped by the frost, and as a result there
was no feed for the horses, a large num-
ber of which the party had with them.
They lost in all 21 horses, which dropped
along the route from weakness brought
on by starvation. The men who reached
here last evening were John S. Price,
John Jervis, J. J. Carew, W. A, Harris,
J. J. Stephen and W. Carlyon. The
other members of the party came out
by way of Hazelton.

Speaking of their trip last evening, the
men said the Ashcroft route was cer-
tainly .not the way to reach Omineca.
They had a great deal of difficulty get-
ting the pack animals through, the trails
being overgrown and covered wigh fallen
trees. In fact, they had practically to
cut new trails. After reaching the water
route on the way out, all was compara-
tively plain sailing, although all the way
from the Omineca river they met with
considerable snow and rain. i
Their gentle action and goed effect on
the system really make them a perfect
little pill.

A Difference of Opinion Among the
Aldermen as to the School
Troubles.

of the workingmen most vitally interest-
ed therein.

Terms Upon Which the Manauense
Company Will Establish Pro-
posed New Service.

Free Wharfage, No Taxation and
a Guarantee on the Com-
pany’s Bonds.

At a meeting of the merchants of
Vancouver, held at the board of trade
rooms, to discuss with the owners of
the steamship Manauense the question
of establishing a permanent line be-
tween Vancouver and San Francisco,
and also a line to northern ports, Mr.
Frank Richards, on behalf of the
Manauense owners, gave an address,
going into detail to show the possibilities
of the trade, and then stated the cum-
pany’s request, as follows:

“We do not ask the people of Van-
couver to put their hands in their pock-
ets for a single cent. We ask for con-
cessions for the future. We ask for
free wharfage at a city wharf when
made, or we will make the wharf for the
city; freedom from taxation for 30
years; free water supply, and a guar-
antee, which really does not affect the
city financially; a guarantee of 3 per
cent. on debenture stock to the extent
of one-fifth only of our capital for 10
years, and in exchange for this we pro-
pose to give the city absolute security
by making over the mail subsidy to the
city. This matter is really in the
hands of the city itself. -If the citizens
support us, as they undoubtedly - will,
their own countrymen, in a direct and
punctual, well-equipped line of steamers,
then there will be a dividend paid on the
capital invested.

“'This guarantee is a sine qua non,
and surely the Dominion government
will give their own <countrymen the
p_l;fterence in regard to the mail sub-
sidy.

“The question will assuredly be asked
as to the amount of capital we propose
to embark. In the first instance we are
asking for one and a half million dollars,
but we only want a guarantee on a de-
benture stock of $250,000. The city’s
annual liability would be about $7,500
for 20 years, and we think the whole
of this amount can be covered by a\mail
subsidy.

For
this reason you will be expected and re-
quired not to interfere by way of advice,
influence or. in any other way, in con-
nection with the dealings of any person
with any government officer in respect
tv any interests acquired, or desired to
be acquired, by any such person; and
generally you are to understand that the
spirit of your appointment is such that
in the event of the department being led
to believe ‘that any violation of the in-
stinctions herein contained has taken
pince, your-office will at once be vacateq,
and with such violation you will forfeit
the right to be paid or allowed your re-
turn expenses from Dawson City.

LIQUOR ON PLEBISCITE DAY.

Proceedings for Fines for Its Sale Held
to .Be for Civil and Not Criminal
Courts.

In the Montreal police court last week
. Judge Desnoyers delivered judgment in the
test case of Hector Cloutier, bartender,
.accused of having sold liguor to Gedeon
Leblanc on the plebiscite voting day. He
said : % o :

This prosecution is based on article 83
.0f the Federal Election Act 8.C., chapter 8,
which forbids the sale of spirituous or fer-
_mented liguors in hotels, etc., on a poll-
ing day and upon article 6 of the Plebiscite
‘Act of the last session, which provides for
the purpose of submitting the' question of
prohibition to the electors the same pro-|
. ceedings as near as possible shall be had as
in the ecase of the general Dominion elec-
tiom.

To this action, the defendant pleads,
first, that the said legislation (closing ho-
tels, etc.) i8 wultra vires of the Federal
parliament. Second, That the police
court has no jurisdiction to hear the cases.
Third. That the offence is charged in too
vague terms. Fourth. A general denial

‘I do not think it necessary to answer
the first objection here. As'to the second
it is elementary that justices of the peace
and courts of inferior jurisdiction had no

.power beyond those vested in them specifi-
~cally. In the present case the complainant
claims that this court is' vested with the
necessary authority by virtue of section
106 of the said Federal election act, which
says : ‘That all penalties and forfeitures
-other than fines in cases of misdemeanor,
imposed by this act, shall be recoverable,
or enforceable with all costs of suit, by any
person who sues for the same by action of
debt or information in any court of com-
petent jurisdiction. Vot

‘ The complainant pretends that the word
¢ information,” in section 106, shows the in-
tention of the parliament was that suechy
penalties and forfeitures may be prosecuted
in the criminal court. I cannot admit
that view. The statute names ‘information’
only and not ‘ecriminal’ information, and
as & matter of fact ‘informations’ are
used in ecivil as well as in criminal cases.

The tenor of sald section 106, as well
as - the sections following, namely 107-8
and 9, indicates that the penalties enforced
under the Federal election act are to be
sued for by eivil process. Section 106
itself shows this ri¥ by the exception
it makes between ks (other than fines
in . misdemeanor), meaning -thereby that
misdemeanors only shall be prosecuted by
information.”

I have very great doubts whether sec-
tion 83 of the election act applies to plebis-
cite ‘polling day. at all.  Section 6 of the
Plebiscite Act read  cajefully 'does not
Seem to me to convey that meaning: How-
ever, it will be for the eivil courts to decide
that point. I have no hesitation in declar-
Ing that this court has no Jurisdiction,
and that being my opinion it i8 not neces-
‘sary for me to discuss the other points

JERUSALEM AS IT IS.

The Holy City as the Kaiser Has Seen
It—German Protestant Interests
in Holy Land.

London Times.
Greater activity in pushing forward

lic works exists just now in and about
Jerusalem than has before been witness-
ed in modern times. Roads throughout
the country are being repaired and new
ones constructed. The ancient maule
tracks up Scopus and over the Mount of
Olives, which served Titus and his men
of war, along which David fled from
Absalom as he was stoned and cursed by
Shemei, and which have been climed by
generations of Jebusites and Jews, Ro-
mans; Moslems and Christian knights,
pilgrims and tourists, are being replaced
by a modern carriage road, built at the
wish of the German Empress that she
may be able to reach these sacred sites
p without fatigue. The Jaffa gate of Jeru-
salem, which has been used as a carriage
roadway for entering the city, is fo be
appropriated to pedestrians, while a wide
entrance for carriages on the south of
the ancient gate, and between it and the
tower of David, is being made by filling
up the old moat of the citadel.

§ All this preparation, and much more,
is undertaken in view of the approaching
visit of the German Emperor, when he is
to dedicate the imposing new German
church called the Church of the De-
deemer, which is just being completed.
The ' other several German enterprises
here—the new German hospital, the lep-
ers’ hospital, the children’s hospital, the
deaconesses’s school, Schneller’s orphan-
age and the hospice of the Knights of St.
John—are on tip-toe of expectation, es-
pecially those which are to be honored
by a rolay visit. The expenditure of pub-
lic money and attention in view of this
event shows the popularity which the
German Emperor enjoys in the Ottoman
dominions. Everything indicates a most
enthusiastic reception from all classes of
the Sultan’s subjeets. Even the falla-
heen of the villages and the boatmen of
Jaffa gladly pay, with many expressions
of devotion, the tax of about 8 shillings
per head required to pay for this road
building.

There is much in the history of the site
of the new German church that is well
worth noting. It occupies the eastern
half of the large inclosure to the south
of the Church of the Holy Sepulchre,
known as the “Muristan.” This plot
has historic ' mention as early as ‘the
reign of Charlemagne, who devoted much
attentioin to the holy places of Jerusa-
lem. On this very ground he erected a
hospice for pilgrims. Bernhard of Eich-
stadt, a monk, acknowledged its hospi-
tality in 870, and spoke of a church here,
with western rites, -called St. Maria La-
tina, in charge of Benedictines.

The peace that lasted during Charle-
magne’s friendly - intercourse and ex-
change of costly presents with Khalifa
Haroun HI Rachid ceased when the
Holy Land came under the power of the
Egyptian Khalifs. . The hospice and
church, in common with all the churches
of Jernsalem, were destroyed. This was
in 1010, under the rule of Hakem. After
his death intercourse was renewed with
the west through Italian seaports, and
churches were rebuilt. In 1063 merch-
ants of Amalfi purchased the ground in
question and built a hospice. For its
services there was founded a small bro-
therhood of hospitallers, and this grew
in a few years into the powerful and
celebrated order of'the Knights of St.
John, which added warlike enterprises
to its deeds of mercy in caring for pil-
grims and the sick.

This knightly spirit was fostered by
the ecircumstances of those times when
the crusades were undertaken by which
Jerusalem was wrested from the Turks
of Asia Minor. This new order of
knights filled their area with great struc-
tures—the Church of St. John Baptist,
a hospital supported by 124 columus,
where 1,000 pilgrims could find shelter;
the palace of the master of the order,
the dwellings of the knights and .an
armory and mews. Upon the northeast
corner of the inclosure stood the Church
of St. Mary Major, and adjoining it on
the south the cloister of the affiliated or-
der of nuns.. This church was built in
the old French style and resembled the
Church of St. Anne, now standing near
the St. Stephen’s gate. g

It is this church of which the ruins
were uncovered by the Germam architects
a few years ago. Its restorat_lon was
undertaken and is now approaching com-
pletion under the patronage and close
personal interest of the German Emper-
or. An ornamental arch bearing designs
symbolic of the twelve months of the
vear, which originally formed the north-
ern. entrance, was found still standing
and. now occupies its ancient place in the}
new structure, and forms its most inter-
esting feature. The cloister also was
found in good preservation, and may now
be seen much as it was in the days when
Baldwin was king in Jerusalem.
‘Christian rule terminated within a cen-
tury. In 1187 Saladin conquered the
city and took up his qunarters in the
property which had belonged te the
Knights of St. John. The cloister, from
which the nuns had fled, he e_onvert_ed
into a madhouse, called in Arabic qus—
tan, which name the whole area has since
borne. The Knights .of St. John after-
wards established themselves in Rhodes,
and later in Malta, whence they were
finally driven by Napoleon. But they
have never ceased to exist, though the
reformation divided the order. The suc-
cessors of those in Malta, who are called
the Knights of Malta, are Roman Catho-
lics, are found to-day in the house of the
order and a hospital south of Jerusalem,
at Santur, a little more than half way
to Bethlehem. e

The Protestant representatives of the

rich in landed possessions until during
the Napoleonic wars these possessions
were seized by the Prussian govern-
ment.  Later the order was restored by
Frederick William of Prussia. In its
modern form it is devoted to,deeds of
mercy, supporting many hospitals and
homes for the aged. It has a small but
w¢l-conducted hospice in Jerusalem, and
will probably build a spacious one K on
this very site, upon which the order was
founded. The membership of the Ger-
man order is confined to princes apd the
nobility. The English order bearing the
st me name includes all classes and num-
bers women as well as men in its ranks.
An opthalmic hospital in Jernsalem is
nnder the banner of the Englisb order.
After Saladin’s death the buildings of
the Muristan were neglected and became
mere ruins, and part of the land was
sown with barley. Finally the western
half came into the possession of the
Greek patriarch, by whom the ruins of
the Church of St. John Baptist have
been recently uncovered.

As in recent years German Protestant
interests have increased in. the Holy
Land, the Emperor William turned his
eye upon this eastern half of the former
site of the Knights of St. John. But it
was impossible to acquire it by purchase,
for it was “ waki ”’—i. e., inalienable ec-
clesiastical property, and only obtainable
by the will of the Sultan. All efforts
to secure it failed until a favorable op-
portunity to bring forward a request
for it occurred on the of the

opening of the Suez canal, when the

The request was granted; and the
Suitan_presented the plot of ground to
King William on November 7, 1869, in

the order of St. John came again into

hnstlan. Dossession, and will before
:0ng again be in part appropriated to
its ancient and honorable use as a
Christian hospice. The hospice is to be
erected to the south of the cloister upon
t]m arches that enclose to this day the
vast subterranean chambers, one be-
neath another, that have existed from
the time of Constantine. The refectory
of the clqmter was fitted up as a place
of worship, and in July, 1871, was
opened with 200 sittings.

Algxander, a Jewish proselyte, named
by England, was the first bishop. After
three years he was succeeded by the
v\;ell-known Bishop Gobat, who was
(r‘erman and who held the office until
1881. Fierce dontentions then arose be-
tween the German and English sections
of the Jerusalem Protestant community,
a_nd the multiplication of vexed ques-
tions made agreement impossible, Not
leng after Bishop Gobat's death the in-
ternational agreement for a joint bishop-
ric was abrogated. The German half of
the invested fund went to swell the sums
gathered  from all * the evangelical
churches in Germany for the building of
the , peéw church. The Emperor Wil-
liom’s dream of united Protestantism
jeining hands in cordial work in the
Holy Land was at an end.

LUST OR CONQUEST.

When war broke out between the United
States and Spain, even the most chuavinist
Americans did not clamor for anything
beyond the emancipation of Cuba. Grad-
ually, however, the lust of conquest swept
away all other considerations, and the
great republic now has on its hands not
one, but several white elephants. Cuba
alone is to have.a garrison orf 50,000 Amer-
ican soldiers; Porto Rico and the Ladrones
will require some msz if, as Senator
Hanna contends, the ole of the Philip-
pines must be annexed, they will absorb
Tfully as many troops as the Pearl of the
Antilles. Aguinaldo and his banditti talk
prettily enough just mow, -but were there
no restraining force at hand they would
soon include plunder and massacre among
constitutional practices. Thus the Wash-
ington government is compelled, malgre
lui, to rip up the very last shreds of the
Monroe doctrine and to accept all the pen-
alties attaching to world power. It is a
striking change to have occurred so quick-
ly; bad it been foreseen, we doubt whether
President Mc¢Kinley would have unsheath-
ed the sword. It is always easier to draw
that weapon than return it to its scabbard,
as our cousins will find it to their cost
when circumstances compel them to main-
tain “bloated armaments’” both on land
on sea. That additional drain will hardly
square with the continuance of a pension
list of more than £30,000,000 per annum.—

THE PHILIPPINES, FATH

London Times Well Satisfied With
American Decision to Hold
the Islands.

An Optimistic Editor Assumes That
U. 8. Tariff Laws Will Not

Apply!

By Associated Press.

Lordon, Nov. 1.—The Paris corres-
pondent of the Standard says:

“The American commissioners to-day
(Monday) demanded the cession of the
Philippines  lying between certain de-
grees of latitude and longitude, including
Luzon and the best islands, but leaving
out the minor groups. They indicated
their willingness to assume a portion
of the Philippine debt and this limita-
tion does not seem to exclude other com-
pensations.”

The Times, editorially, this morning
expresses its frank satisfaction at the
decision of the United States commis-
sioners to take the Philippines. In says:
“The arrangement is undoubtedly the

best that could be made, both for the
inhabitants and for all interested in the
trade ad progress of the Far BEast. Up-
on this point, as upon others, Spain has
no choice but to yield, sinice her warmest
partizans no longer maintain that she
hag either the means or the wish to re-
new the war.

“The same irresistible logic of facts
controls the question of the Cuban debt.
The United States can dictate their own
terms. At the same time we are bound
to draw attention to the serious conse-
quences of the policy upon which the
Aimnerican delegates has insisted.”

The editorial then proceeds to back up
the recent contention of its Paris cor-
respendent, who has argued that Spain
could only meet the Cuban debt by sacri-
ficing her foreign bondholders, “who by
a strange anomaly would thus have to
pay for the independence of Cuba.”

The Daily News editorially re-echoes
the views of the Times regarding the
Fhilippines, and says: “For Great Bri-
tain the American retention of the archi-
pelago should be nothing but gain. In
seying this we assume that the United
States will not extend their exclusive
tariff laws to the colonies, but will al-
low the manufacturers of the world free
access.”

Madrid, Oct. 31.—The news that the
Spanish peaee commissioners at Paris
had transferred to the government a for-
mal demand of the American ‘commis-
sioners for the absolute cession of the
entire Philippine group has caused the
greatest surprise in Madrid. The strong-
est feeling prevails that the government
should protest energetically against
what is regarded as a violation of the
spirit of the protocol.

Attired simply and like an ordinary
tourist, the Empress has charmed her
hosts by her unaffected e of man-
ner. Emperor William, too, has appear-
ed as a simple pilgrim, not courting de-
moenstrations. Nevertheless, the Imper-
ial party have been- everywhere accom-
panied by picturesque throngs—for the
most part silent in accordance with Ori-
ental custom—consisting of swarthy Be-
douins, fierce looking Kurds, Jews, Le-
vantines and KEuropeans, a heterogene-
ous mixture that could not be assembled
in any other city in the world.

Various reasons are ascribed for the
emperor’s curtailment of this tour, but
it is said the main causes are the exces-
sive heat and the discomfort of travel.
Nearly forty horses have already suc-
cun:bed, and the emperor has therefore
decided to return to Haifa or Jaffa by
sea. It is now believed that he will go
to Damascus. :

SPAIN IN DISMAY.

United States Oifering No Consideration
at All for the Philippines—Won't
Cede by Treaty.,

Paris, Oect. 31.—After the conference
dissolved to-day the Spanish commission-
ers expressed the opinion ‘that the Ameri-
can demands for the cession of the Phil-
ippines would create in Spain as they
had upon her commissioners an exceed-
ingly grave impression. Were the Span-
ish commisisoners pushed to a final de-
termination to-night they would reject
the American demands, but the changing
tone of the Spanish press recently urges
the consummation of a treaty of peace,
however rigorous, the argument being
that although the Spaniards bow to the
American demands the commissioners do
not acknowledge the justice or admit
the legality of them.

To-night the Spanish commissioners
feel that the United States to all in-
tents and purposes have not offered any
financial inducement to Spain to cede by
treaty any part of the Philippines. Had
the American commissioners even offer-
ed to take over the entire Philippine
debt of $40,000,000 the Spaniards affect
to feel that it would have been as noth-
ing, and they regard to-day’s proposition
as 80 meagre as. not to warrant even a
schedule of Spain’s“pacific . expendi-
tures” in the archipelago,

London, Nov. 1.—A French newspaper
having accused M. de Blowitz, the Paris
correspondent of the Times, of trying
to make a market for worthless Cuban
bonds by advocating American assump-
tion of the debt, M." de Blowitz to-day
repudiates the insituation.. He declares
that he does not know a single holder of
Cuban bonds, that he does not get his
information from either a bondholder, a
broker or a speculator and that he does
not know Marquis de Comilias, principal
owner of the Spanish Trans-Atlantic Co.,
and the largest individual creditor of the
Spanish government, with whom it is al-
leged he had relations.

THE VALUE OF QUIET.

It has been established beyond doubt
that the cow that is allowed to dwell in
peace and quiet is more profitable than
she would be if she were disturbed by
rude noises and excited by unkind treat-
ment, says the Farmers’ Voice. Early
one morning last week we noticed a herd
of cows being driven to the milking yard
by & noisy dog and a boy almost as noisy.
The man who owns those cows does not
understand dairying, or he would kill
the dog and subdue the boy or drive up
the cows hifmself. It has been shown by
actual test that the butter fat in the
milk of a herd of cows can be reduced as
much as ten per cent. by exciting them
just before they are milked. Every man
who keeps a dairy should make a rule
against noises, rough treatment or rude
actions about the milking yard, and then
rigidly enforce the rules. Unless this is
done the value of the herd will be de-
preciated.

REMOVAL OF LARGE TREES.

Replying to a correspondent who want-
ed to know if a pear tree 12 years old
could be removed and replanted, the
Philadelphia Record says: “Any tree
and of any size, can be removed, pro-
vided the roots are not cut too severely.
Removing large trees a laborious pro-
cess, and must be done with patience
and care. A tree 12 years old may be re-
moved by cutting a circle around the
tree about 10 or 12 feet in diameter, 4
feet deep, with as much of the tap root
as can be secured in addition. A low-
down wagon is used, and some of the
branches of the tree may be first remov-
ed, those remaining to be cut back se-
verely. Place the tree in its selected po-
sition, a few inches deeper than it was
before removed, fill in with rich top ‘soil,
pack the earth well and use plenty of
water, I_t may be done in late fall or
early spring. By removing. the tree with
its roots undisturbed (taking the dirt
also) it receives but little check.

WATER FOR LIVE STOCK.
We wonder if every one who keeps live
stock knows exactly how much water a
cow or a horse requires to keep it in a
healthy condition. We question whather
a large majority of them have ever con-
sidered what is the minimum or maxi-
mum amount of water a cow or a horse
will take. Many take it for granted that
a working horse should be watered in
the morning, at noon, and at night, and
that a cow only requires to quench her
thirst once or twice a day, or whenever
it i8 convenient for, the person looking
after her to provide her with the liquid.
The amount of water an animal will
take is governed, in a large measure, by
the ‘condition of the weather, and a
safe guide is to follow one’s own ineclina-
tions in the matter. We all know that
on a'day when the air is dry we will
drink more water than on a day when it
is moist. Besides, a very high tempera-
ture will induce more_ thirst than a low
one., The same conditions of climate
will affect the thirst of live stock, especi-
ally the bovine and equine stock, And
owners of horses and cattle should be
careful to provide each animal with a
sufficient supply of water regularly.
There have not been very many ex-
periments along this line. While the
feeding of an animal has been the sub-
ject of very many experiments, the am-
ount an animal will take has been given|
comparatively little attention. Horses,
sheep, and pigs are smaller drinkers re-
latively speaking than bovine animals,
but even here there are differences in
individual capacity. For instance sheep
when on grass or when they have tur-
nips or other succulent foods in good
supply require very little water exozept-
ing in hot and dry weather or when only
dry food is available. It is estimated
that horsese will drink from five to ten
gallons of water per day and even more
than.this when conditions are such as to
promote thirst. A horse on grass and
with a plentiful supply of good pastur
age will not drink as much ‘watér as
when fed in the stable on dry feed. The
nature of the food also.affects the am-
ount of water that a pig will drink. A
hop fed on a food containing a high
percentage of water will not require as
much water as when fed on dry feed.
With pigs, perhaps more than any other
animals, the amount of water they re-
quire will be governed more by their age
and size and so it is difficult to give an
estimate,

'fut it is with cattle more than any
other animal kept on the farm that this
water question takes on the greatest sig-
nificance. A cow will drink more water
than any other animal kept on the farm,
and more frequently than any of the
others does not get all she wants, and
because of this fact her profit to her
owner is very often smaller than what
it should be if she had got all the water
she required. For example, a cow in
milk, if she is not able to get a sufficient
supply of water, will shrink in her flow
of milk and cause a direct loss to her
owner. This applies in winter as well as
in summer, but more frequently in the
latter, when the pastures are dry and
the weather is hot: In winter,  how-
ever, it is oftem the practice on many
dairy farms to furn the cows out to
water only onece a day, and then ex-
pect them to drink enough water to do
till the next day. ' A cow may pull
through on one good dose of water a day
if she is fed largely on ensilage or other
succulent foods, and even then she will
do better if she can drink oftened and
take a little less at a time, ‘But if a
cow is kept in a stable on dry feed it
is simply absurd to expect her to drink
a sufficient amount to Iast her all day
when let out in the morning while the

| stables are being cleaned out. She should

have water before her manger so that
she can take it whenever she wishes,
and if this cannot be arranged she should
get it at least twice or three times a
day. If dairymen only knew how this
question of water affects their pockets
it would be given more attention by
them, '

An English authority gives somewhere
in the vieinity of 20  gallons as the
amount water the average cow in milk
requires. It is known, however; that
fome cows will drink considerably -over
20 gallons per day if they have free ac-
cess to it and the weather ’'s warm.
Dry cows and young cattle require, as a
rule, about one-half the quantity requir-
ed by cows in milk, but this will vary
according to age. A few years ago Mr.
Geo. Rice, of the firm of A. & G. Rice,
Curries, made a few tests of the cows
in his herd as tq the amount of water
they would drink. He found that, while
a heifer not in milk, drank only two or
three pails daily, his cows drank as high
as ten pails daily; two cows fresh in
milk drank from eight to ten pails
dailv, while others, longer in milk, and
consequently not giving so much, only
drank from four to six pails daily. He
found also that one heifer, when dry in
August, only drank from two to three
pails daily, but, after she had calved in
Decembher, required from six ‘to eight
pails daily.—Farming.

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ELBECTION OF ALDERMEN,

It is as much the interest of a resi-
dent of South Ward that a good alder-
man should be elected from North ‘Ward
as it is of the resident of Nerth Ward
and vice versa. The same principle ap-
plies to every ward. Under the system
now prevailing in Victoria, no man can
do anything to secure the election of
good councillors in any other ward ex-
cept his own. He can talk in favor of
good men, but he cannot vote for them.
Some one may ask if the same principle
does not apply to provincial and federal
elections. It does, but physical reasons
render it impossible to apply a remedy
in the latter cases. A country is divid-
ed into censtitwencies for comvenience.
It would be impossible for voters in Vie:
toria to estimate the qualifications of all
the candidates nominated for the legis-
lature or House of Commons and judge
between them intelligently. There is,
however, no dificulty in all the taxpayers
in a city of the size of Victoria, or even
of one twice as large, deciding upon the
merits of all the candidates for the posi-
tion of alderman. The division of a city
into wards is purely an arbitrary matter.
No such division can be anything but a
makeshift, either as regards the num-
ber of voters, or the value of property,
or. the relative importance of the ward
as compared to the whole city. The elec-
'tion of aldermen at large is by all means
- the fairest method, and we see no prac-
tical objeetions to its application to Vie-
toria. ;

It may be that, in order to secure a
council composed of residents from dif-
ferent parts-of the city, it would be de-
sirable to continue either the present
ward syStem or make a new one, and re-
quire that no voter should vote for more
than a certain number of candidates in
any one ward. This would prevent the

possibility of all thes aldermen being
chosen from any one portion of the city.
The reason for requiring that aldermen
should be elected from different parts
of the city is obvious. We all want to
see practical business men at the council
board, and therefore it is desirable to
have them chosen from different sections

The suggestion is frequently made that
a system of cumulative voting ought to
be adopted, that is, that a taxpayer
should bé allowed votes in proportion
to his real estate, just as a stockholder
in a corpordtion votes in proportion to
hig shares. This does not commend it-
self to us. While the management of a
city is in many respects like the manage-
ment of a business corporation, it is easy
to push the resemblance too far., One
radical difference between the two kinds
of corporations is that in the commercial
concern an individual holds as much or
‘as litile stock as he wishes. He pays
his money for the stock and as the money
thus paid is the whole basis of the eor-
poration’s business, it is right that in pro-
portion as he furnishes the sinews of
war he should be allowed to say how the
business shall be carried on. In a city
it is quite different. The owners of real
estate do not make a city what it is.
It is the citv that makes them what they
are.  A. B. and C. each have five hun-
dred acres of land in Victoria; D. E.
and F. each have five hundred acres,
say out in Saanich. Why are A. B. and
C. wealthy landowners, while D. E. and
F. find their land®of little value to them?

We may feel
sure that the peace of the world will not
ba broken because of Fashoda by Great
PBritain. The note of preparation,
which has been heard around the world,
is only of preparation to strike a blow
if compelled to strike at all. If the worst
comes to'the worst, and France decides
to resort to hostilities, the government
of that eountry will discover within - a
weck after the declaration of war, that
her colonial empire, which has been built
ap with so much labor, has ceased ‘to
exist. There are a few little things tobe
rectified, which a war with France
would dispose of. One of these is the
rights of French fishermen on the coast
of Newfoundland, another is the claim
made to a sphere of influence in South-
ern China by reason of the occupation
of Tonguin. The ownership of any por-
tion of this continent by France is an
anachronism which could be rectified.

‘We have no expectation that war will
come. The probabilities are all the other
way. Franee would be without an ally
in such a contest, for Russia has eother
matiers calling for attention now. Italy
would help Great Britain, if her assist-
ance were needed, and the plans of Ger-
meny in the Levant will lead her to
sympathize with rather than oppose the
plan laid down by two succeeding Brit-
ish governments. To attack Great Brit-
ain alone would be madness on the part
of dny power, and France is mnot yet
mad.

| speaks of the streets of this city she
grossly exaggerates. They are not “posi-
tively awful, veritable mud channels.”
You could not make a “mud channel”
out of a Victoria street no matter how
much you tried. ‘The soil is too porous.
A considerable part of the letter is taken
up with a description of Chinatown,
where the odd mistake is made of saying
that Chinese women never go out ex-
cept in a closed conveyance. The busi-
ness aspect of Victoria is wholly ignor-
ed by this writer. One would hardly
think after reading the article that the
volume of business done in Victoria is
larger than that of any other city west
of 'Winnipeg, and probably fully as large
as that of the Manitoba capital. The
truth seems to be that the talented lady
author has in her effort to make her let-
ters interesting—and we must admit that
if this is a sample they will be interest-
ing to those who do not know the fasts—
allowed her imagination to dwell upon
some superficial features of Vietoria life,
and not attempted to get down to the
solid substratum of fact, which is that
Victoria i€ not only a beautiful and loyal
city, but a Jdive business town with a
prosperous future before her.

IRIDESCENT LIARS.

The cold snap is driving the bears and
other wild animals into the towns and
settlements of British Columbia. In Na-
naimo they are entering the city at night
in twos and threes and raiding the lard-
ers of the citizens of the coal town. The
collier boys are having fine fun sitting up
nights and potting bears as they climb
some back fence on the scent of a refuse
barrel. In one back yard three large
black bears were trapped, but so vicious-
ly @id they fight that only one was kill-
ed. A committee has now been organized
to watch for shoot bruin on sight, as it
is feared that infants may be carried
off by fthe desperately hungry animals.
In rural districts mountain lions and
panthers have been working havoe with
sheep, fowls, dogs and cats, and some
magnificent cinnamons have been brought
down from the roofs of outhouses or
back fences and verandahs. The explan-
ation of the immigration of wild animals
from their accustomed haunts, is the
great bush fires which have raged in
British ‘Columbia, and drove the animals
from fheir feeding grounds towards
coast ‘towns,

One is at a loss at which to be the
more surprised—the man who sent this
despatch or the man who allowed it to
go into the paper. A few years ago Ot-
tawa was the Canadian habitat of the
iridescent liar, but he seems to have
moved out to the Coast. His American
brother, who formerly resided at Port
Townsend, has not lately been in evi-
dence; but he is likely to break out at
any time, ke the bubonic plague in In-
dia.

The public are already
sufficiently predisposed to believe all
manner of terrible things about British
Colimbia, without having their imagina-
tion stimulated by such blood-eurdling
yarns as the above. How many resi-
dents of the province have ever seen a
bear outside of a menagerie or a bear-
pit?  How many have ever seen a cou-

where that the province, that is the set-
tled portions of it, is singularly free from
wild animals of -any kind.

“The party press has destroyed its use-
fulness,” says the Nelson Miner. There
is some tmth in this, and the reason is
that party leaders are rarely satisfied an-
less the papers supporting them keep up
a continual and vituperative attack upon
their opporents, This is attempted, and
in the course of time legitimate ammu-
nition runs short and imventions and
exaggerations take their ~ place. We
know of some Canadian journals which
never allow ‘an issue to come out with-
out some fierce onslaught upon the op-
posite poiltical party. A marked excep-
tion to this rule is the Montreal Ga-
zette., which deals with a grat variety
of subjects, reserving its political articles
until it has something to tell that is
worth the telling. The result is that the
Gazette is easily the most influential
newspaper on the Conservative side of
politics, and possibly the most influengial
in Canada. It does rot fritter away its
strength in nagging. The nagging policy
wearies the very great majority of news-
paper readers. Until a few years ago
the press of the United States devoted
its editorial space almost altogether to
politics. The consequence was that this
portion of the paper grew less and less
esteemed, until it was seriously proposed
in some prominent circles to cease print-
ing editorial matter. Instead, of this,
however, the leading papers began to
‘take up other subjects, making the edi-
torial page a running commentary and
supplement to the news of the day, and
the result has been so satisfactory that
all the papers of prominence now print
more editorial matter than ever. The edi-
torial page of a newspaper ought to be
neither the product of a self-styled oracle
nor the harpings of a party scold, but
something which will explain matters
treated of in the nmews columns, and
form public opinion rather by suggestion
than by didactic teaching. Less frequent
and more conservative contributions to
political controversy would improve the
majority of Canadian newspapers and
strengthen their influence.

Ccmmenting upon the statement of the

LAGGARDS AT OTTAWA.

Among the many other commercial
changes which the Spanish-American
war will bring about, one of the most im-
portant will be the new interest which-
the D_eyo&le of the United States will take
in anything concerning the development
and extension of their trade with the Or-
iet and the South Pacific. To foster that
trade and to consolidate the interests
which Americans will now have in those
parts, it will be realized that cable com-
munication is absolutely necessary. * *
Already’ this view has been broached in
the press of the United States and there
are reports that at least one company
has_ been organized for the purpose of
laying a cable between San Francisco
and the Hawaiian Islands. This will
form the first section of lines, one of
which will stretech to Japan and the other
to Australia. If these schemes are car-
ried to practical effect before a British
cable is laid, it is not likely that capital
will be secured for a duplicate line
and the possibility of a line under British
contrel will be lost.

Ft is impossible to understand the
apathy displayed in regard to this mat-
ter by the Dominion government. While
the success of the British Pacific cable
scheme would be very advantageons to
Canadian commerce, it would be still
more beneficial to''the trade of British
Columbia. It is, indeed, a necessity to
the latter and no efforts should be spar-
ed to force this view on the authorities
at Ottawa and to urge them that they
must delay no longer in responding te
the very fair and reasonable proposals
made by the different Australasian gov-
t(_ernments.

The Active Night Life of the Huge
Metropolis—Fleet Street Under
Gas Light,

Go back at 3—when the rest of Lon-
don has got soundly to ts rest—and
Fleet street, hardly dry from its morn-
ing tub, is in the flush of its morning
work. A dull grinding roar runs surf-
like along its two shores—the sound of
many printing machines, Carts are mov-
ing through winding alleys out of gas-
lit stables. Piles of newspapers grow up
on its pavements, and presently one by
one the carts clatter away, The muf-
flled shriek of whistles, and the clang of
distant buffers, remind you that the rail-
way stations, they also, never sleep.

Clatter and whiste  and clang-yet
with it all Fleet street is unearthly still.
You miss the background—the roar, that
orchestration' of ' the London streets
which in the daytime accompanies and
harmonizes all the leading motes. At
night the roar is gone; a cart ecomes
round a corner with a crash that almost
startles. It is the same with sight as
with sound. : It seems a paradox, but
the night is the only time when you
can see London. In the daytime if you
tried to look up you would be knocked
down. Moreover, it never occurs to
you: the ever-driving torrent cf traffie
keeps the eyes down, and you forget
that the buildings are anything meore
than the frontier of the roadway.

Go down to the embankment, for ex-
ample, and you can see the Thames.
Plackfriars and Waterloo bridges are
coronets of lamps; between them the
venerable.river is half seen, half divined
through this mantle of mist. He is dark-
ly turbid in the yelow gaslight, and
you can smell his nakedness; yet he is
very great and deep, and strong, bearing
up the heavy barges lightly, running up
and down powerfully yet not violently,
through the heart of the city, reminding
us that we are of the sea. A barge
dnfts- past like a phantom, the clink of
a windlass on another insists on making
itself known more intimately than by
day. Here, again, London never sleeps;
buf, ever carrying, scavenging, seething,
inspiring, the most wakeful of all Lon-
doners is the Thames.

Mr. May-
nard, it will be remembered, joined the
expedition . in this city of official photo-
grapher, and was -absent about:; nine
wonths, several weéeks of which were
spent on the ‘Pribyloff © Islands taking
photographs. of ‘the seal life in and
around the great rookeries. It was while
thus engeged, or, rather, when fog, etc.,
prevented him from working, that one of
the employees told Mr. Maynard of the
secret of the deposit of black diamonds.
It was with great dificulty that that
gentleman was enabled to visit the lo-
cality, but having once got its bearings
he visited it several times and secured
quite a number of stones. The diamonds
are found in a sand deposit, and many
are gtill embedded -in the hard cement
in which the stones are supposed to be
formed. Mr. Maynard says that had he
at that time been-aware of the stated
value of these diamionds he would have
made a much larger and-better selection,
and one that would' probably have been
worth considerable money.

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THE TRADE OF THI YUKON.

The Montreal Herald says that omly
about one-tenth' of ‘the trade of the Yu-
kon comes to Canads. This may have
been true as far as the outfitting went,
but it will hardly hold good mnow that
regular channels of communication have
been opened up, There is no more rea-
son why a merchant should buy goods
in the United Statés to sell on the Yu-
kon than to buy them there for sale
at Edmonton. It is true there are some
slight charges necessary, because the
way imto the Yukon is across United
“States ‘territory, bit ‘theése will not
amount to sufficient to divert the whole-
sale trade to the United States.

The Herald apparently is under the
jmpression that hereafter, as in the past,
every miner going north will take an
outfit with him, Only a few of them
wili do this. The majority will buy
what they need from merchants in ‘the
Yukon, excépt 'possibly clothes and a
few of .the lighter articles. The staple
food supplies will be purchased at Daw-
son or elsewhere in: the North. There
wiil be considerable outfitting trade in
the early part of next year, but the in-
dividual purchases will not be . lgrge.
‘After mavigation opens next year there
wili be no reason for miners to take in
staples, because prices will fall td a rea-
sonable figure at all Yukon points. The
day of phenomenal prices for commodit-
jes there is very nearly.over. One ef-
fect of this drop will be to drive trade
into Canadian channels. When goods
brought almost anything a person chose
1o as. for them the duty cut a small fig-
ure; but when prices are down to a rea-
sonable commercial margin of profit,
merchants will have to consider all the
factors which go to regulate the cost of
articles, and the duty is one of them.

‘We suggest to our Montreal contem-
porary that it ought to use its influence
with its friends in office to promote in
every way ' possible the supplying of the
Xukon from Canadian sources. One way
*in which this can be done is by the gov-
ernnient hereafter refraining from plac-
ing any contracts, either for supplies or
transportation, with United States con-
cerns. Another is to secure the carriage
of Canadian mails on Canadian vessels.
Doubtless other ways will suggest them-
seives to the department, whose special
duty it is to look into such matters. The
Yukon trade is a valuable one, will grow
and will be permanent. A special effort
should be made to secure it.

THE POLICE MAGISTRACY.

FRANCE IN EGYPT.

‘.;It is just a century since France be-
gan to dream of an Egyptian empire as
an offset to British India. In July,
1798, Napoleon landed in Egypt with
hiy army to carry out a very comprehen-
sive plan. His object, as outlined in
his address to his army before starting,
was fo relieve the pegple of Kgypt from
g Ly T
¢ us of Suez, an
1:? make the Red Sea a basis ofez’opera-'
tions against India. “ Bgypt will off-
set the possession of the Cape by Eng:
land,” was one of his phrases. There
is reason to believe that he had a greater
ambition than this—nothing less than
the establishment of a great Moham-
medan empire. He was then 'only 29
years of age, and a position on the
Directory of France was closed to him
by reason of his youth for eleven years.
He believed he saw an open door in the
¥ast. More than one declaration of
his belief that in the East only could a
great conqueror find scope for his ambi-

‘foretold in the tmm,h:udn?:il:"‘lpl:eatggE
sions were recognized 'in influential
Mohamimedan guarters with at least the
appearance of  sincerity, It is not
necessary to give a history of the Egyp-
tian campaign. - The chief point of in-
terest mow is ‘‘that the overthrow of
Napoleon’s plans was due first to Nel-|
‘sou, who gt the battle of the Nile fought
‘on August 1 and 2, 1798, destroyed all
hope of succour from France for the'

army, which rapidly became  weakened
through the effect of the climate and the
‘excesses indulged in; and in the second
place to Sir Sidney Smith, by destroying
 the French flotilla in the harbor of Acre,
and afterwards compelling Napoleon to
raise the siege of that town, effectually
prevented the consummation of . the
scheme for the conquest of Syria.

The HEgyptian expedition never was
favored by the French Directory. Napo-
leon was allowed to go in the hope that
he would never return. Nevertheless
the popular mind in France was fired
witli the idea of the control of both ends
of the Mediterranean, and England was
never forgiven her part in preventing its
realization. Frenchmen have since then
looked upon Egypt as their right by way
of sentiment. Hence when in 1856 De
Iesscps invited. subscriptions from the
pecple of France to pay for the construe-
tion of the Suez canal, money flowed in

moiety of the stock offered to the public
wis at once subscribed in that country.
Frenchmen thought they saw at last the
genius, of their nation - asserting itself,
and abeut to complete what the great
emperor had attempted and failed in per-
forming.. In 1869 the canal was. opened
for trafic. Ten years later the finances
of Egypt became’' so involved that
France and Great Britain conjointly
undertook to supervise the government
of the country. @The British interest,
which warranted a demand for a joint
centrol with France, was based in part
upon the claims of Egyptian bondhold-
ers, but chiefly upon the acquirement of
the Khedive's interest in the canal by
purchase in 1875. ' The joint contrel did
not last very long. Arabi Pasha headed
a rebellion against the Khedive in-1881.
Great Britain asked: France to join in
suppressing it, but the request was re-
fused, and thereupon Great Britain did
the work alone. This was accomplished
in 1882, and in the following year the
dual control, already practically at an
end, was formally dissolved. It is an old
saying that we cannot forgive other peo-
ple for our own mistakes. The blunder of
F'rance in refusing -to participate in the
suppression of Arabi’s revolt lead to the
ousting of that country from a position
to-which she claimed a historie right,
and Great Britain has never been for-
given for it. ' Since 1883 France has not
attempted any interference in the affairs
of Kgypt, except as far as could be done
under the terms of the treaty providing
for a British Resident at Cairo. The
Marchand expedition was not under-
taken with any intention of acquiring
from KEgypt, through the back door,
vhat had been allowed to slip out of
the front one. Yet in the irony of fate
it has happened that, just as for the
third time there seemed to be a prospect
of French dominion being extended over
sce part of the Nile valley, Great Brit-
ain again interposes with a command to
abandon. the field.

It thus appears that Frince has really
no claim either to the possession of
Egyptian térritory nor to a voice in the
control of its government, since she re-
fused to exercise the latter at the only
time when active interference was called
for. French policy in regard to Egypt
has been a succession of blunders, but
its failure does not chafe the national
pride_any the less on that account.. This
disappointment and jealousy of British
swecess in the same field in which
Frcnch arms and diplomacy have been
such conspicuous failures, are what will
lead to hostilities between the two coun-
tries, if ever they come to pass.

THE CURRENCY PROBLEM IN
THE UNITED STATES.

There is reason to suppose that one of
the plans of the Republican party in the
United States is.to retire the greenbacks
by the issue of bonds bearing a low rate
of interest. The greenbacks are a sur-
vival of the war of secession, which was
fgught on a paper currency. Many
readers may recall the daily quotations
of gold which were given out from New
York’ between 1861 and 1873. It was
found out very soon after the beginning
of the war that money could net be bor-
rowed abroad sufiiciently to meet ex-
peuses, and government mnotes were is-
sued, which were not inaptly. described
as a forced loan from the'people. By a
greenback the government of the United
States promised to pay the hearer a cer-
tain sum of money, and then by sus-
pending specie payments did not re-
deem the promise. Hence greenbacks be-
came depreciated, or, as the saying then
was, gold went up. In 1873 specie pay-
ments were resumed and greenbacks
thenceforward were at par. Greénbacks
ar now redeemable on presendtion at the
United States Treasury, but the law re-
quires that they shall be at once re-
issued in payment of public liabilities.
They therefore form a large and very
useful portion of the currency of the
_country, It is proposed mow to retire
them, and for that purpose to issue
bogds specifically payable in gold; that is
the holder of $1,000 in greenbacks, which
do not bear interest, will be enabled to
convert them into a $1,000 bond bearing
interest, By this arrangment the green-
backs will disappear from circulation,
Jbut the lability of ‘the treasury will not
be lessened.  "On the contrary, it will
be increased by the conversion of a non-
interest bearing debt into an interest
bearing one. On the face of it such a
proposition does not seem to be good
financing. The only excuse for it seems
to be that, while greenbacks are out-
standing, it is always possible for those
who want gold to get it out of the treas-
ury by presenting them for payment,
which leads to embarrassing conditions,
but under existing currency laws the gov-
ernment can easily protect itself from a
run by compelling the persons presenting

_greenbacks to take silver for them. No.

80 rapidly that the greater part of the
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How to get rid of the greenbacks with-
out seriously contracting the eurrency
of the country is the difficult problem
now' ‘confronting' the financiers of the
United . States. Indeed it may be said
without exaggeration that.the currency
problem surpasses in difficulty any other
with which the republic has to deal. In-
ternational bimetallism would. afford an
instant and complete @ remedy, for the
greenbacks could then be permanently
retired and silver be. substituted; but
the man who thinks he sees international
bimetallism anywhere in sight must be
leoking backwards and not ahead.

The Celonist is favored with many
letters for publication.

We hope
our readers will keep these things in
mind, for by so doing they will save
themselves anpoyance and the Colonist
the necessity of performing a disagree-
able duty.

The city council and the school board
have arrived at a “modus vivendi,” but
neither side to the dispute will admit
ihat anything like a final settlement has
been reached.

This was fairly
well borne out by the experience of the
day, although the showers foretold for
the Lower Mainland took in Victoria
on their way. Owing to the proximity
of the ocean, weather forecasts here can
hardly be as accurate as at interior
points, but they will be found very use-
fal. ;

It was designed as a
home for the miners working at the pro-
perty, and in elegance of detail it is the
equal of many first class hotels in large
cities, The new hotel stands boldly out
upon -the side of Red mountain, a little
distance above the mine offices, As seen
from the town the massive three-story
building of stone and wood presenis an
imposing appearance. Cool verandahs
surround the hotel, and offer a pleasant
loitering place during the summer
months, - The building is owned by the

War Eagle Hotel;O ny, 4 Corpora-
tion subsidiary to th;t?ar Bagle Con-
solidated Mining and Development Com-
pany. The hotel company has a capital
of $25,000, and was formed recently for
the purpose of erecting and operating the
inn. There is no sort of compulsion re-
quiring the employees of the mine to
board at the hotel, but so satisfactory is
the accommodation offered that nearly
every unmarried man on the pay roll
stops regularly there. The rate is $7
per week for board and lodging. -
ready about 180 men are the guests of
the new hotel, and the number is con-
stantly increasing. J. B. Hastings, the
manager of the War Eagle Company,
through whose efforts the new hotel was
built, is the manager of the War Eagie
Hotel Company. C. V. Jenkins is the
accountant, and William Sherman, stew-

ard.

Martin Kerby was recently brought
before Mr. H. Nicholson, J.P., at Camp
McKinney, charged with assaulting Mr.
C. Hogzier at Rock Creek. The circum-
stances surrounding the case were such
that the magistrate imposed a term of
one month’s imprisonment with hard
Iabor, without the option of a fine.

the vein, three feet in width, was un-
covered. The ore is composed of cop-
per pyrites, copper glance, and bornite.

SCORIA BLOCKS.

The customs authorities at Montreal
have detained a shipment of scoria blocks
valued at $29,000, consigned by H. H.
Knowlton, of Toronto, to 8. D. Law-
rence, of Montreal, on the ground that
they are liable for duty. The consignor,
who is the general agent for this pro-
duct for the continent, claims that the
stones are exempt from duty by reason
of the fact, as he states, that they are'
not a manufactured substance, but fur-
nace slags. The customs appraisers
think otherwise, and have, accordingly,
placed the goods in detention pending the
decision of the customs department.

" A STARVED MAMMOTH.

The Geological. Survey Department has
received the almost perfect remains of a
mammoth from Muirkirk, near St
Thomas, Ont. Part of one of the fore:
legs is missing, but all the other parts of
the skeleton is in a good state of preser-
vation. Mr. Lawrence Lamb, of the sur-
vey. is engaged at present putting the
bones in their p r order. The survey
building is altogether too small to admit
of the mammoth remains being placed in
an upright position. The department has
a mammoth’s jaw, found by Sir William
Logan, in 1852, at Burlington Heights,
near Hamilton. The tusks of the latest
mammoth are about ten feet long, and
the animal. when erect was fully fifteen
feet high.  Mr. Lamb congiders the mam-
moth found at Muirkirk died ofistarva-
tion. Its teeth were worn own to the
gums, and he considers it was very old,
as no signs of new ones could be noticed
in the jaw of the mammoth. 'The teeth
were almost as big as a man’s head.
This mammoth js the most perfect speci-
men found in Canada.

NO GOLD ON MACKENZIE.

A letter from Fort McPherson, N.W.
T., dated Aug. 2, but which has. o_nly
lately reached civilization, says : William
Thumser, of Chicago, and party, en route
to the Alaska gold diggings, arrived at
Fort McPherson to-day after passing
throukh the great Slave lake to Macken-
zie river, down the latter river to Peel
river and up Peel river to McPherson.
Mr, Thumser said: *“Our party left
Fort Resolution July 10, so I had ample
time to personally investigate all rumors
regarding the finding of gold in the fri-
butaries of the Mackenzie river. I can
say for the benefit of those contemplating
taking the Mackenzie river woute, ex-
pecting to find gold in its tributaries,
that none has been found np to date in
paying quantities, notwithstanding re-
ports to the contrary.

THE BAHR-EL-GHAZAL,

| Rich Egyptian Province Which May

Yet Involve Europe in War.

| From the Toronto ‘Globe.

Fashoda is the place where the
Freuch and the British have actually
met, but it is not the only place in Cen-
tral Africa which is in dispute between

the two powers. To the southwest of
the trading town where Major Mar-

chand is cooped up lies the great and
fertile province known. as the Bahr-el-
Ghazal, over which the French expedi-
tion trespassed extensively and vigorous-

ly in its progress Nile-wards. Fashoda
is not in this provinee, but in that
krown as Southern Kordofan. From
the Victoria Nyanza the Nile flows fair-
ly straight to the north till the Bahr-el-
Ghazal river is encountered. ‘ Bahr,” it
may be interjected, signifies * river.”
At the meeting place this river flows al-
maost due east; it is made up of a multi-
tude of streams, including the Bahr-el-
Arab, the Bahr Dembo, Bahr Jur, the
Sueh, the Tong, and many others whose
general course is northeastward. The
Nile; on being joined by the Bahr-el-
Ghazal, turns east and makes a wide
sweep ~of 150 miles to Fashoda, from
which point it flows northwards again.
The province of the Bahr-el-Ghazal lies
west of the Nile and south of the river
of that name; it occupies a block’ of
territory roughly about 300 miles square.

This province - was. thoroughly the
property of Hgypt prior to the Mahdist
rising. '~ Until 1878 spasmodic attempts
only had been made by the Egyptian
government to establish trading postsin
this region, and the Arab slave-dealers
were practically masters of this part ef
Africa. In that year, however, Gessi
Pasha, Gordon’s distinguished Italian
lieutenant, sueceeded, with very slender
means, in defeating the forces of Sulei-
man, the son-of the celebrated Zebehr
Pasha, and proceeded to establish the
rudiments of a Bsettled government. On
Gessi’s death in 1881 he was succeeded
as governor of the Bahr-el-Ghazal prov-
ince by Lupton Bay, who was making
headway with the work of administra-
tion when the Mahdist invasion inter-
rupied him. Lupton made a heroic de-
fence, but ultimately was compeHled to-
surrénder. For some time the dervishes
cantrolled it, but the waning of their
power caused the withdrawal of their
forces. There can be no doubt, how-
ever, of the reality of the Egyptian
sovereignty. Lupton Bey established
numerous posts throughout the province,
and as a matter of fact in 1883 was
able to boast that he was “ the only one
of the Soudan governors who can give
this year to the government a clear
profit of something like £60,000.”

As for the value of this derelict Egyp-
tian province, the remarks of Lupton
just quoted give some hint. It was re-
garded as the richest ‘and most fertile
of all the Soudan provinees; and it
rvust be remembered that the desert
through which the British and Egyp-
tians had to move to get to Khartoum
t» some extent may be said to stop at
that town, the .country being decidedly
fertile around and above it. Before
Lupton Bey had to surrender he had ac-
cumuiated more than 2,500 cwt. of
ivory and 300 ¢éwt. of india-rubber,
awaiting transport. = Elephants were
found in extraordinary numbers. As
many as 5,000 or 6,000 were killed évery:
year, and yet there were no signs of
their extermination.. Ivory was in his
timé« the best - ‘paying commodity the
.country produced, but india-rubber, gum:
and tamarinds ‘were plentiful, “ though
they dcarcely paid the cost of transport
in the then’state of communications.
“ Enough" cotton,” he reported, * could
be grown to supply the whole world.
The country is rich in good timber,
which is sent to Khartoum for building
purposes, more especially for the daha-
beahs of the Nile.” Trading with the
natives was, in the early days of settled
government, very difficult, owing to the
suspicion engendered by long years of
tyranny under -the slavé-traders, but
Lupton Bey saw no reason why, after
a few years of good government, the
‘whole province should not be opened up
to legitimate commercé. * Although the
country, owing to the vast number of
slow-moving streams intersecting ‘it, be-
‘comes one vast swamp in the rainy sea-
son, Lupton was of opinion that Euro-
peans could live im /it.

Gessi Pasha, who preceded Lupton,
and who broke the power of the slave-
traders who devastated the country, de-
scribes the resources of the country as
follows:

“The Soudan might be the richest
country in the world; its climate and
soil are adapted for every kind of culti-
vation. The products are very plenti-
ful. Sesame, the india-rubber tree, and
every kind of corn and vegetables grow
there freely, often yielding two crops a
year. If the indigo plant were subject
to the cultivation introduced by the
Fuglish, it would compete with the In-
dian plant. Ivory, ebony and ‘ostrich
feathers are abundant. ‘And to think
that such a country suffers famine and
misery, and yields the government only
the miserable sum of £60,000 a year!”

Yet another authority, Slatin Pasha,
speaks of the province in very high
terms, and in addition observes that it
is of peculiar strategic value as regards
the rest of the Soudan. He says:

“J¥t iIs a most fertile district, extend-
ing over an enormous area, watered by
a labyrinth of streams, and covered
with mountains and forests in which
elephants abound, while the low valleys
are subject to inundations. The soil is
exceptionally good, producing quantities
of cotton and india-rubber. ‘There are
cattle in abundance; and I' estimate the
population at between five and six mil-
lions. They are capable of making ex-
cellént soldiers. Moreover, the continual
fouds between the various tribes prevent
any ‘combination of the inhabitants as
a whole; hence the ease with which
foreigners can obtain an ascendancy in
the province and create an efficient
tlocel army.

“The geographical and strategical
position of the province with reference
to the rest of the Soudan renders its
pessession of the greatest importance.
The presence of foreigners, unconcerned
in the preservation of Egyptian inter-
ests, having at their command the vast’
resources of this great country, which
are estimated at a much higher value in

any portion of the Nile valley, would
place them in such a predominating posi-
tion as to endanger any occupation by
Eigypt of herlost provinces.”

The French have been planting posts
at various places over this province. It
is evident that behind the Fashoda affair
lies the question of the ownership of the
Bahr-el-Ghazal. There almost certainly
will be a claim by France to absorb, if
not the whole, at all events the western
portion of it; and whatever British
diplomacy may be disposed to do, public
sentiment in Britain seems to have
reached a point where it will rebel
fiercely against any concessions.
