THE SIGNING OF TBE MILITARY
CONVENTION AGREED TO.

Lonpox, Sept. 5—Orders have been re-
ceived at Woolwich to despatch 4000 troops
to Egypt ; 83000 to Alexandria and 1000 to
Ismailia.

" CONVENTION SIGNED AT LAST.

ConsTanTINOPLE, Sept. 5.—Tne Anglo-
Tarkish Military Convention has been
signed.

AN ARAB PAPER SUPPRESSED,

An Arab paper at Beyrout, Syria, has
been suppressed for publishing an article
against the Christians.

TURKISH TROOPS FOR EGYPT.

It is stated that 5000 Turkish troops will

embark immediately for Egypt. :
ARABI PROCLAIMED A REBEL.

The sultan’s proclamation to the Egyp-
tians declares that Arabi is a rebel for dis-
obeying the orders of the kkedive and Der-
vish Pasha, thereby provoking the interven-
tion of England. It states that the decor.
stion was bestowed wpon Arabi at the in-
stance of Dervish Pasha in consequence of
Arsbi’'s protestations of fdelity.  The
proclamation exhorts all Egyptians o obey
the khedive. fi 2

A SPECIAL TRADE TO BE ISSUED.

The irade authorizing the signing of the
military convention has been issued. It is
expected the draft convention will be sign-
ed to-night or to-morrow.

TRAITORS IN THE KHEDIVE'S MINISTRY,

ALEXANDRIA, Sept. 5,—MshmoudFehmy
denies that he was captured by the British.
Hesays he surrendered. He accuses many
of those comprising the entouage of the
khedive, includiog [Cheerif|Pashs, Prime
‘Minister, of having communicated with
Arabi.

DISPOSAL OF INDIGENT PERSONS.

The authorities are taking stringent
measures to prevent the indescriminate
landing of persons without means or em-
ployment, One hundred and fifty such
persons, who landed yesterday, have been
sent to the arsenal pending the decision
whether they will he compelled to return
on board the vessels from which they dis-

embarked.
RAIDING VILLAGES,

One hundred marines: made a raid to-day
upon the villages between Alexandriaand
Meks. They will probable give & good ac-
count of themselves. !

FLOODING LAKE MAREOTIS,

Operations have been commenced for
opening the old chanvel beyond Meks, with
a view of letting the sea into Lake Mareotis.
It will take two months to reach the depth
of two feet.

SUPPLIES FOR THE FRONT.

IsmaILfA, Sept. 5—Gen. Wolseley is
making every effort to organize a com plete
system of supply for the field forces. The
task is more serious than at first admitted.
Meanwhile the ememy is centent. to be
purely on the defensive. Matters are pro-
ceeding smoothly at Kassassin, Food is
abundant, but the daily consumption is so
great thatit will not “be easy to provide
supplies for the future,

ARABI'S HEAVY GUNS,

It is rumored that Arabi has brought
heavy guns from Cairo to Tel-Ei-Kebir to
silence. the British forty pounders on the
armed trains,

FRESH WATER CANAL FALLING,

PorT SaID, Sept. 5—The ‘Fresh water
canal at Ismailia is falling rapidly and the
water company has reduced the supply to
Ismailia and Port Said.

SUEZ CANAL AND THE ENGLISH.

Paris, Sept. 5.—In the report of the
canal company, M. de Lesseps says that
Gen. Woiseley informed him that the Eng-
lish Government accept the responsibility
for damage and the obstruction of traffic,
add Alexandria.

THE STRENGTH OF THE ENEMY,

Mahmound Fehmy has written a report
to the Khedive, revealing the positions and
strength of the enemy. A translation will
be sent to General Wolseley, From inter-
nal evidence, it is believed that the state-
ments contained in the report are correct.

RUMORED GREEK CONSPIRACY,

The rumors of a conspiracy among the
Greeks in this city were grossly exagger-
ated. The poorer Greeks and Arabs are
almost starviog and suffering terribly from
thiist. There is only half an hour’s ser-
vice of water daily, and many fail to ob-
tain any supply at all. The authorities
are arranging to establish depots for the
Arabs at Rosetta and Sarmietta and te send
the Greeks to Levant and close Alexandria
against the further arrivals of the poorer
classes.

NOTES,

L:rge numbers of Bedouins have again
been seen on the banks of the canal between
Port Said and Ismailia,

The murderers of the Englishmen, Rich-
ardson and Dobson, are to be hanged in

Alexandria to-morrow.

The British will not have enough provi-
sions to be ready to advance for at least a
week.

Four Bedouins caught lootingin Ramleh
have been sentenced to death, -

Kadri Pasha has arrived at Alexandria
as a representative of the sultan.

Baker Pasha has appointed Celonels,

THE NINETEENTH OENTURY EXODUS.

Perhaps never before in the world's his-
tory has there been so extensive and rapid
an influx of popmlation into any land as
that which has been pouring into the Amer-
ican comtinent for twn or three years back-
and particularly within the last few months.
The stream still continues unabated and ac-
cording to the reports of the steamship
companies’ agents in Europe snd the British
Iales, is likely to' keep up at an equal rate
next year, The clssses that are mainly
emigrating are of course the poorest and
lowest ; although large numbers of capital-
ists and well-to-do farmers have come out
to invest their money, and bundreds of
skilled artizans swell the tide of emigration,
the great bulk of the new comers are, even
more than is usual, the dregs and offscour.
ings of European Society. About one
third of the immigrants into  the
United States for last year consisted of
a very low class of Austrians and Germans,
not to mention a host of Jews, Poles, Nor-
wegians, Swedes and others, all of rather
a low type. It must be allowed, however,
that under a free government and with the
advantages of free education, fres lands ani

* civilized surroundings a large proportion of
them may make very tolerable citizens
They areundeniably the right stuffl to make
pioneers and backwoodsmen out of,

About a million emigrants from the old
world have set foot on. America within the
last year. The official records show that
the immigration to the United States dur-
ing the fiscal year which ended with last
June amounted to nearly 800,000, About
one hundred and twenty thousand more im-
migrants were received at Castle Garden dur-
ing this period than in 1880, when the
number of arrivals was greatcr by over
two hundred thousand than in any pre-
vious year. During the year 1880, 1881
and 1882 nearly 2,000,000 arrivals are re-
corded, or nearly as many as the total for

- the eight years just previous anl about one-
fifth as many as the total during the whole
period from 1820 up to 1880. From this,
some idea may bs formed of the enormous
influx which has been and is still going on
without any signs of ceasing. Naturally
enough it is causing a certain amount of
alarm among the resident citizens, and
chiefly among those clas:es with whom this
foreign element will be most likely to com-
pete.

But when, it is remembered that- America
has at most only a little over sixty mil-
lions of a population, while Europe con-
taing nearly three hundrea millions with a
considerably smaller area available for culti-
vation, 'and even then its different races
do not seem to crowd one another, but ap-
parently live very peaceably together, com-
paratively speaking, there is evidently lit-
tle danger of the American and Canadian
peoples being cramped up for want of roon.
for many a long year to come even @t the
present rate of immigration.

This continent still contains mauny fer-

A gentleman of the press association tells
that he saw a *‘ little Canada” in Dakata,
made np of Canadians who left the North-
west after going ‘imto it  on dcoount of the
hardship they experienced in getting land.
. While therefore we are amxious to see
Canada developed in all her provinces,
and the Northwest especially, we are mot
blind to its drawbacks, and we think it
our duty tolay before the people of Ou-
tario what we tike to be the actual state of
affairs. And we do not so much.refer to
these drawkaeks in order to publish them
to the world, as we do 10 assistin bringing
about their smelioration wherever that is
possible, For the good of the Northwest we
want to see the railway monopoly removed,
and the land speculator, whether an Eng-
lish duke, a colonization cempany, or a poli-
tical land-grabber, wiped out. The carpet
bagger of the South has his counterpart in
the land-grabber of the Northwest.

His majesty took occasion to express Lis
ara=st desire to establish relations between
the two countries on & permanent and
friendly footing and to facilitate comn er-
cial intercouise, ¢

treaty h.s been the provoking cause of the
organized massacre which took place at Se-
Oul, the capital of Corea, on the evening
of July 23,

a standing menace was to open it to for-
eign intercourse. The king of Corea was,
to a certain extent, imbued with the same
ideas,and hence the treaties with the United
States and Germany, the latter of which
only has been signed. It was by exerting a
pressue on China in 1860, when the
Anglo-French troops were at the gates of
|/Pekin, that Russia added a large slice of
Mauchariy to her Asiatic dominione, and
‘the ‘revolution which has just broken out
in Corea may offer her an opportunity of
executing a second stroke of the same kind

in the far east.

THE MILTON CHAMPION AND THE
WORLD.

(To the Editor of The World.)
Sie: I think you are rather severe on

the editor of the Champion. You  should
recollect that until quite recently Milton
was an_unkoewn rural. village, more inac-
cessible than Spitzbergen and it: is not
much better known mow, mor much more
accessible, Between one of the depots and
the centre eof the village there is more
orooks, turns and twists than the
‘Irishman’s straight road had. There is no
continuous sidewalk and the streets are
paved with mud nearly equal to 'that on
same streets in Toronto. sides this the
depots are nearly, if not, quite two' miles
apart by theroads, and each aboilt a mile
from the ocentre of the village, which is
scattered over. quite a tract of country.
There is perhaps no place in Canada that
has more need of good bus accomodation,
et the only thing in this line they have
s a rickety ramshakle antiquated old buck-
board arrangement that would not be tol-
erated in Timbubtoo. In going to and
from the depot old residents frequently
loose their way. It is doubtful if any of
the natives could find it after might with-
out an experienced guide, In wet weath-

er they sometimes gel stuck in the
mud and have to get a two
horse ' team to pull them out.

The pretty village is a world unto iiself.
Save a village, Rasselas, now and then the
natives never stray beyond its confines. It
is not likely the Champion editor has, so of
course you can’t expect him to be abreast
of the times. Of course an editor should
consider that the world does move and try
to move along with it, but, no doubt, it is
net the Champion editor’s fault that he has
not. Instead of being se severe om him I
think you should have advised him to at-
tend to local matters for the next decade or
two, No doubt he would be at home in
dealing with the needs question. Beeton
is but about one-third the size of Milton,
yet it has two or three pretty fair vehicles
for carrying people to and from the depot ;
but then Beeton is the home of at least
one enterprising and intelligent man, Mr.
Jones, the great bee king, not king of bees.
I have no intention ef punding, nor at-
tempting humor or witticisms. I merely
point out the difference lest the Champion
editor should go to Beeton expecting to see
a bee of extraordinary and enormeus size
and be disappointed.
