Sermens Ancient and Modern.

The complaint of. the profane that ** the
sermon has been uninteresting”” may arise
from other:causes than a prevalent lack of
laterest i religion. Belief in the teaching
of the New testament no doubt is the.cen-
tral force of our civilization; those who
work the propaganda of ' atheism are-but a
corporal’s guard . with. little. sgcial. stand.
ing. Butthe increase of education may
have made it no-longer necessary that the
simple teaching of the sermon on the mount
snould be-explained by themodern sermon;
The: sermous- of. &  generation' or two
back: were: full. of simple; earnest: teach-
ing of a practical kind, now-seldom heard
in the pulpit; such- were the sermons
of John: Wesley; of Jeremy Taylor; of
8t, Augustine:and St. Chrysostom. 3uch
teaching people now read, think, feel for
Shemselves; and the guardianship of moral.
8y is-now mainly in the hands of another
$eaching agency, the press.

This fanotion being no longer discharged
by it, the sermon has gone in search of
other attractions. In, the case. of those
who are. justly reputed good preachers it
bas become a written essay (extempore
tpeaking being relegated to. politica and
other live issues) with more- or-less original
thought, rhetoric, apt quotation, appeal to
the intellectual and emotional nature,
When _ this |is>well done the sermon is
interesting, theiwell-dressed crowd listens
with tgore: or less: unconscious oriticiem
of each other's toflettes, When it
is badly done, the congregation. are
like an editor compelled to listen for a
solid half hour to the poetry of & spring
_ poet. But one point is that the sermon we
hear to-day is never like a sermon of John
Wesley, or for that matter, of one of the
ploneer Methodist preachers who & century
ago were evangelizing the ploneer settle-

ments of English Canada, In criticiam, |

exegesis, and the sort of elognence that
may be compassed by rhetoric the modern
Sermon may have gained, but the power of
directing conduct has gone elsewhere.

Revising Barristers and Licemse Inspectors

The views that have been taken of Sir
John and his policy are varions and con.
flicting. By some he is looked upon asg
Canada's greatest statesman, whose patriot-
ism and whose genius for government must
make him immortal in the annals of his

country. Others hold what Dr. Goldwin’

Smith has called the “prince of darkness”
Sheory regarding him, viz.: .that his
political course has consisted of shuffling,
bribery .and corruption all through,. and
that he pursuesan evilpolicy chiefly because
it is hix nature to choose evil rather than
good, The learned doctor has pr ced
$his view ‘of Sir John's policy, wholly
preposterous and untenable; nevertheless
mo grit can be & ““ good” grit who does
mot hold it, With political opponents
a prevailing view of Sir John is that he
bas maintained himself in power chiefly by
sacrificing Ontario interests in order to
keop the French bled vote of Quebec at his
back, Now, suppose we try another view
altogether and take into our serious con:
sideration how Sir John looks, at all
events during these few years past, as an
bumble imitator of Mr, Mowat. :
1f one were asked what has been the
main principle of action underlying Mr,
Mowat's policy ever since he came into
power in Ontario, it would be giving a true
answer to say the seizure and ab-
sorption, by the local government snd
legislature, of all'the powers that it was
possible to seizs or to absorb, It has been
his constant policy to seize and grab what-
ever he could from the dominion on one
band, and from the municipalities on the
other, Now, let it be said that in fighting
ghe dominion government for all the ter-
tory and all the powers that the highest
judicial authority willallow to the provinee,
he is strictly within the Hne of his duty,
Relatively to the pwovince, he stands in
& position somewhat resembling thas
of the president of a -bank or am
lnsurance company. If psyment of » claim
held by a bank be refused or otherwise on-

m———

dangered, it is theboanden duty of . presi,
dent and directora (say.of Mz, Mowst and
his colleagues fin: the. ial govern.
ment) to employ  the . best counsel, afid to.
push the bank's claim **for all it is worth,”
Or, should what they deem  an uajust or
illegal claim be made against the bank
they are equally bound to resist it to the
beat of their ability, ' An individaal, aot-
ing for bimeelf vnly, may let a debt hon-
estly due to him gp, or he may pay a claim:
which he really. believes to be unjuat,
rather than inour the expense and **bosher-
ation" of a:lawsuit.. But. oply to a very.
limited.: extent. osnp  such: liberty of
action: be. allowed! to. the. head
of a. corporation; @ who representa
the: intereste: of: many .sharenolders, as
woll a8, his own. These iotevests: heis
bound te fight for and: defend againat all
comers; Itis something that he must do;
if he does not he fails to fulfil his trust.
Put Mr. Mowat for the president.of the
bank or insurance company, and ocall the
people of ‘Oatario the shareholders, and
we have a fair parallel. If Ontario’s rights
and powers, as. against. those of the
dominion or other: provinges, be indefinite
snd in-dispute, it'is Mr. Mowat's duty to
claim all that can be claimed with fair
show of reason; and, before such anthority
as may be competentto determine, to make
the best case he can for Ontario.

Far otherwise it it, however, when, with
deliberate, forehanded purpose, he sets
himself to devise, advise and contrive plans
for robbing the mpnicipalities of their
rights and powers at every assailable point,
in order to. seize thess rights and powers
for his own-government. Here he becomes,
net'a trusted; administrator manfully ful-
filling his truss, but arobber of the people’s
righte—of popular rights which better
reformers than he fought for and'won a
generation ago. Shade of Robert Baldwin!
~what. would you say; if you could speak
to us; conmcerming this ‘‘grab game” of
seizing upon local powers, which Mr,
Mowat has. been  playing these ten
years and more?’ You weuld surely
say: .that. such “reform” as this
was not reform ag. it was understood in
Upper Canada forty years. ago., Then it
waa a central idea with reform leaders to
extend local powers—that is, muniocipal
powers, nof provincial—to the utmost
verge that was practicable. Observe, by
the way, how the present liberal govern.
ment in the mother country—Mr, Glad-
stone’s—is at this very time trying to
establish  such measure of local govern.
ment as it. can: in. Ireland, therein, as we
may say, following almost in the footsteps
of Upper Canada’s great Reform leader of
a former time, But it has been Mr,
Mowat's policy to reform backwards. He
found the licensing power in the hands of
municipal councils, he seizéd it for
himself. He found the power - of
appointing oclerks: and  bailiffs of
division courts in the hands of the county
judges, and he seized that for himself too.
It was matter of common report that he
had it.in contemplation to seize also upon
the appointment of school trustees.in every
township, had his majority at the last
general election been larger.. And all this
is done or intended to be done under the
name of “‘reform:.” ;

Now, we can imagine. something like
this: That Sir John, utterly confounded,
astonished and dismayed at the tremendous
vote-controlling power of Mr. Mowat’s
license inspectors, has been driven in sheer
desperation to try how far that power can
be offset by the revising barrister, who
fignvesms.the *‘villain” in the great emo-
tional drama now being played. In other
words, Sir John is taking a leaf out of Mr.
Mowat's book ; he is in this respect a
humble imitator of his former law clerk.
This view is at least presentable, and
worthy of fair consideration. But much
more still remaina to be said on the subject
of how elections are influenced, from
Toronto and Ottawa respectively.

An 01d Engineer's New Terror, -
; From the Chicago Herald.

Did you ever ride on a locomotive? On
the cow-catcher ? Well, then, you must
have noticed that whenever she strikes a
bridge she seems to drop down a little,

Itethe bridge settling under the terrific
pressure, As you first strike it feels as if
you were going down, sure enough., Per-
.haps you never thought of the tremendous
biow a locomotlve strikes on a bridge,
It’s not alone the weight of her; but
when she’s making forty or-fifty miles
an | hour and somes down on a bridge it’s
engugh to make it settle, Right herecomes
in my objection to double track roads..
The bridges on these roads are usually
built continuous—one bridge for both
tracks. I was running along one day and
was just approaching a bridge, when I saw
another train coming toward me, All of a
suddeén the thought ran through my brain
—what if both locomotives should strike
the bridge at the same instant, one
at | either end? The very thought
of it startled me so that I ehut off steam
and put on the brakes. I ain't
a coward, but I don’t want any of that in
mine, I wouldn’t risk 50 per cent, of the
railroad bridges in the country to stand a
blow from both ends at the same instant.
Of course, a road may go along a year and
two trains may never happen o meet just
that way—and even then the bridge might
stapd it—but I thought so much about the
thing that I lost confidence in myself on
the Central and resigned.

Batoche and the District.

The country east of Dumont’s crossing is
mostly open prairie, with here and there a
" -slough, a bluff, a clump of poplars or a
marshy coulee, From within three miles
of the Saskatchewan the prairie aslgpes
eastward, and not toward that river,
This will be better understood when it is
known that in the distriot immediately
enst of the line from Fish Creek to Batoche
are the numerous sources or fountain heads
of the Root or Carrot river. This river,
rising as it does within a few miles of
Batoche, flows easterly for a distance of
180 miles, where it eripties itself into the
Saskatchewan far below the junction of
the two.branches, South of the Root
river, and extending parallel with it, run
the Pasquia hills, while north of it,
sources, and a few miles northeast of
Batoche stretch the Birch Hills. Through
“$hese passes the courier route from Hum-
boldt to Prince Albert, It orosses \the
river at Pritchard’s or Hudson Bay Co.
Crossing. By this route Col, Irvine and
the poljce force expected to reinforce Gen
Middleton at Batoche, Stretching south
westerly from the Birch Hills runs a spur
which forms the watershed between . the
South Branch and the Root river, This
spur reaches & maximum height within two
miles of Batoche, where the hLills are about
250 feet high. Immediately south the

hills descend till the prairie level is not

more than 80 feet high. This level be-

comes elevated south of Batoche, where a

bluff of 100 feet in height stretches west-

ward - and finally ends abruptly at the

river bapk just above, or southwest of
atoche,
