Loxpoy, April 2.—The strong majority ob-
tained by the Governmeént last night in the
House of Conimons on cloture (361 to 253) gad
the passage at once without division of the
first reading of the Irish Criminal Law Amend-
ment Bill, have crushed all hopes of the Home
Rulers that they might be able to pre-
vent the passage of ‘the Dbill in its worst
form. The Unionists-Liberals voted solidly
with the Conservatives [or cioture, only three
of them abstainiug ' from voting: The fact
is now obvious that 'the Unionists 'mean
to carry out their policy of ‘adhesfon to
the Salisbury Admini flinchingly,
and that they will give the Government what-
ever coercive powers for the control of Ire-
land may be demanded of Parliament and will
hold no further parley with the Gladstonians.
All notion of a renewal of the attempts at re-
onion has ccased on both sides, neither
Unionists-Liberals nor'Gladstonians entertain-
ing now the shightest idea of combining here-
after. There is an intenser animosity than
ever between the Conservatives and the ol
Liberals. Ths Government, secure now i
the support of the Unionists, are not at all
inclined to modify the Irish Crimes Bill, not-
withstanding the objections to some parts
it by members of their own party.

CHINESE BOODLERS.

They Sct a Priec on the Hcead of King
Kalakau of the Sandwich Islands.

Say Fraxcrisco, April 2.—Capt. McCul-
lough, who arrived a few days agoin com-
mand of the brig Wm.

- Mec-
Cullough further states that the Chinese
have decided not to submit to what, they con-
sider an outrage, and when he left the walls
of Honolulu were covered with handbills in
Chinese offering a reward of $5000 for the head
of King Kalakau. It is said the guards have
been doubled about the palace.

A CALIFORNIA HOTEL BURNED.

A Daiiding Whicl: Cost $359,000 Complete-

Sanx Fraxcisco, April 2—The Hotel del
Monte at Monterey, Cal., was burned tothe
ground yesterday.
