MINISTRY'S DISMISSAL DEMANDED.

Banks Fail and Every Business
House Practically Ruined.

The Union Bank Follows the Commercial
and Suspends—Whitewayltes Refuse to
Take the Reins of Government Though
Asking the Dismissal of the Goodridge
Cabinet—Business Methods That Have
C d the ¢ he—All B
at a Standstill and Th in Dis~
tress.

St. John’s, Nfid., Dec. 11.— Excitement
over the bank failures contiaues intense,
but owing to} the finfluence of Sir
William Whiteway all extreme mani-
festations are kept under. Whiteway is
using all his pers#nal influence with de-
positors and stockholders to allay ex-
citement. He and his party have risen
to the occasion and he is the man of the
hour, & .

Last night the directors of the Commer-
eial Bank asked him to confer with them,
which he did to-day. As a result ithe
Goodridge Marine exgcutive sent a let-
ter olfering to rcsign immediately.

No reply was vouchsafech but the White-
way party waited on Governor O'Brien
and demanded - their immediate dismissal
on the grounds of their defeat’ at the
polls, and that the Premier and other
members of the executive are defaulting
bank direciors. The Governor will reply
this evening: g

The Crisis Long Expected

The financial erisis has long been expect-
ed, and its very suddenness prevents full
realization of its calamitous effects. Two
banks, five' of the idargest fish dealing
houses, and & shoal of smaller concerns
have failed; and the indications now are
that every businese house of importance
avill be involved in the general ruin. Con-

_‘$teynation reigne in the city, and we
owe it to the inability of the masses to
undegstand the situation that there is
not chaos in St. John's ' to-day. The
cauees which led to this disaster are many
and diffieult to explain, but ‘the chief is
the rotten banking conditions which pre-
vril in this country and which' have been
the cause of iucessaut anxiety during the
past seven years. Newfoundland's {ish
trade is run on what is termed the sup-
plying system.

The merchant or dealer in fish supplies
the fishermen with provisioms for  the
winter and a schooner and Tishing  re-
quisites in the spring all on credit. The
fisherman turns over to him his catch of
cod and herring in the Tally and the mer-
chant, to cover incidental losses and bad
debts, charges him for his credit: supplies
Srom 25 to 50 per~cent, above the cash
figures, In bad years this does not nearly
meet his losses, and the depletionl of the
fisheries, increase in taxes, diversion of
hundreds of men from fishing to railway
building throfigh the island at higher
wages, and lastly, the destruction of St,
John’s by fire two years ago, combined to
financially embarrass every firm dealing
in the fisheries. ' 2

Little Money in Circulation.

The necessarily small volume of money
fn «circulation here and the scontracted
scope of the banking business compelled
merchats to resort fo ‘the pernicious
practice oi overdrawing accounts and
endorsing and floating aper which they
were the more easily able to accomplish
as they were nearly every ome of them
directors in the banking eonterns doing
business here. The nécessary consequen-
ces resulted. In the endeavor to rescue
what they had sunk, théy plunged fur-
ther into the financial morass, till their
whole system of business became a gi-
gantic fabric -of promissory notes.

The erash might have heen postponed
another year, but, about two weeks ago,
Mr. Hall of the firm of Prows, Hall &
Morris, London, England, died suddenly.
This firm is the financial agent of nearly
all the merchats here who export fish to
Europe, and he had charge of this branch
of the business. When he died; his family
and trustees demurred at continuing 8o
hazardous a business, and certain ex-
changes becoming due on Friday were
protested in London. The Commercial
Bank drew these exchanges, and,  not
having funds in London to honor them,
it fell back upon its mercantile clients.
These were similarly situated, and on
Saturday the firm of Edwin Duder made
wan assignment. /This precipitated the
grash.
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Run on the Bank.

The rumor spread through the city,
and yesterday it was known that sever-
al other concerns would follow suit.
However, a worse blow struck the com-
munity when the Commercial Bank post-
ed a notice on its door that it would
suspend payment for the present, owing
to the failure of several of its mercan-
tile customers to respond to their lia-
bilities to it. The effect of this on
the community it is impossibie to de-
geribe. The bank was besieged in a
few moments with hundreds of men anx-
jous to exchange notes for gold. Foiled
there, those who had notes of the Union
Bank rushed to its banking house, and
for about an hour it paid out gold in
a steady stream. Then, as its stock
would be clearly inadequate to the de-
mand, it suspended temporarily until it
could replemish its gold reserve from the
United States.

Only Two Banks.

There were two chartered banks only
doing business in Newfoundland, the
Union and Commercial Banks. There
is also the Savings Bank, a Government
provident institution, the depogits and
interest guaranteed by the colony. The
deposits .in the Saviugs Bank amounted
to $3,000,000. Hali of this was in
Government bonds, stocks, etc. The
other half was loaned at interest to
the Union and Commercial banks to use
in their ordinary business. Of this
amount the Union Bank had about
$1,000,000, but the Government
owed it on overdrawn ecarrent Colonial
account $650,000, leaving the Union
Bank’s indebtedness about $350,000. The
Commercial Bank had about $500,000
from the Savings Bank, also without

“any commensurate oifset, and this was
jts heaviest blow, the charter of both
banks providing that the Navings Bauk
shall be a preferential creditor in the
event of their failure. This morning the
Government enforced this provisb, and
the Commercial placed its specie at its
service. Fhe Commercial also was sev-
erely hampered by its unwieldy note cir-
culation, which was far aut of propor-
tion to its collateral,
_ The one bright prospect in the situa-
\tion is that there are about $2,000,000
in
this.city, and if this can ba shipped to
market and realized upon, it will turn in
at least 76 per cent. of its value.

Will Lese Everything.

One firm which has assizned has pro-
perty worth more than its liabilities, and

hopes to realize 90 per cent. If the esti-
mate of T8 per cent. of the products is

lized, then it is very probiable the de-
positors in the Commercial Bank may
get their money paid ultimately by the
sacriiice of the capital stock and the pro-
perty of the ‘shareholders. These will
lose everything, and as there are amoung
them widows, orphans and charitable in-
stitutions, it will mean absolute bezgary,
to hundreds least able to cope with their
troubles.

Commercial Bank notes are selling for
one-tauth their value, and will not be
handled at all by business people. The
bank, as an institution, is unquestion-
ably wrecked. The condition of the
Unpion Bank is similar, but not so inten-
sified. There is a feeling of genuine con-
fidence in its solvency superinduced by
its successes in the past and tha know-
ledge that it has substantial resources

at home and abroad. Its futuyre

! Outside Ald Necessary.

The whole situation now depends on
securing outside aid. Oue of the members
of the Government etarts to-uight for
Canada to arrange, if possible, for one
of the Canadian banke to cstablish a
branch there, and has good prospects of
success. Tho Government also telegraph-
ofd to the British Ministry requesting &
loan of §1,000,000, or that
guarantee the loan of $1,600,000, which
we are now
The Colonial Secretary may start for
London to-morrow with this object in
view, and eévery mperve is being strained
to secure the much-nceded assistance.

R The sitution Frightinl.

The situation in this eity is frightful.
About 700 men are directly depeundent on
the firms which have suspended, andare
now without any means of support,with
the rigors oi a winter in these lagitudes
facing them. Then ~thousands of people
have commercial notes of greater or less
value, which are absolutely valueless at
present, and the’ whole circulating me-
dium consists of about $200,000 in gold,
silver and copper. This amount has got
pot only to ao for St. John's, but the
whole island, as outside this city there
are no banks or exchauges. The people
do their whole business in bank notes,and
these will really be the worst sufferers,
as they cannot get their notes to St.
John's or effect any arrangements. Busi-
ness is at a standstill. Everyone loses
more or less, and it is impossible to over-
estimat. the gravity of the sitvation.
! The Union Baak tadure means absolute
ruin for thousands. The eolony's credit
gone, its railway hall built faila of com-
pletion, the poeple have no means of car-
rying on the fisheries, and their suffer-
ings this winter will be dreadiul. i

The Union's Last Statement.

The following abstract from the last
annusal statement of the Unfon Bank will
illustrate the prevailing financial methods
here. Its Mabilities were $4,4565,745, in-
cluding an amount of $3,015,306 due by
it, deposits, biils, notes, etc., its capital
reserve, bank note circulation, and divi-
dends making up the remainder. In May,
when this statement appesred, it had as
assets s gold reserve of 1196,514,' bills dis-

ted, louns, bal y due by.other bank:
and funds available in 15 days something
over $4,000,000;

The #rommercial Bank statement could
not be obtained, but it is less satisfactory,
and some of the papers are clamoring for
the indictment of the directors for breach
of trust.

Newspaper ©pinions.

The new Government organ esays: “Ex-
travagunce in public = works, & tictitious
prosperity ¢aused by the, fire, combined
with the war waged against the credit of
our commercial men, have done their work,
and brought about the present position.’”

The Evening Telegram, Opposition organ,
says : ** The great’ misfortune = appears to
have been that the directorate of the Com-
mercial . Bank has consisted of merchants
alone, snd they have availed themselves of
their position to obtain heavy advances,
which they are unable to respond to. They
have made use of the money of the widow
and the orphan to carry on their specula-
tion, and should have punishment meted
out to them, temper it az you may, with
mercy.”

The Demoralization Complete.

Halifax, N.8., Dec: 11.—Private tele-
grama received to-day from St. Johw’s,
Nild., by several Halifax bank managers
indicate that . eomplete demoralization
prevails there.

Unless confidence ig restored in some
measure and business put on a stable
footing very soon there is likely to be
great suffering among the working
classes, whose savings arve locked up in
Savings Bank deposits and loaned * by
the Government to the banks.

Mr. Morris, junior member of the firm,
said: *“The suspension was ordered
owing to the death of our partuer, Mr.
Henry Hall, and the consequent neces-
sity of carefully ascertaining the exact
position of the firm. Our books have
been handed over to an accountant for
‘examination. I am unable to say to
what extent our failure is due to the
Newfoundland crisis until I can obtain
further information.”

A good deal of rubbish has been writ-
ten about the history andgparentage of
! the girl. As a matter of fact, all that
is known of the young woman’s ancestors
ijs that her mother was a young mulat+
to, that Clara, when & few. days old, was
depositd on the doorstep of Mrs. Btow,
who then resided at the corner of Gould
and Yonge-streets, This was in 1862.
The prisoner’s story that she is 82 years
of age is therefore correct. Mrs. Stow
died many years ago, as did also her sou,
F. T. Stow. . Two of tha latter’s daugh-
ters are #till residing in the city, one
being the wife of Mr. Alexander Kirk-
wood of the Crown Lands Department
and the other of Mr. Arthur W. Shutt
of the Consumers’ Gas Co. Botk of these
ladies recollect hearing their grandmo-
ther relate the circumstances of the
finding of the foundling on her doorstep.
Miss McKay, with whom Clara lived until
the former’s death a couple of years ago,
was then employed as a servant with Mrs.
Stow, and she consented to take up
house and rear the waif.

Will Go in the Box on Her Own Behall

That portion of Clara Ford’s confession
to Sergeant Reburn, in which she de-
scribed the return journey from the
Westwood residence after the shooting,
has been questioned by a writer, who
says he went over the Zround, and that
the gzirl could not have gone along the
lake front in the manner described. As
a matter of fact, after reaching the Old
Fort fence, the girl could have found
ingress to the grounds in three different
ways, either by walking along the lake
front, by passing through the fence, from
which a picket is missing, or by proceed-
ing north to the gate leading into the
grounds and then continuing aloug the
driveway. The girl merely stated that
she returned by the lake-front to Bath-
urst-street—not that she walked - along
the shore the entire distance.

At the time Sergeaut Reburn gave his
evidence, the evident desire of the
Sergeant to relate everything ‘possible
that told in CTlara's favor excited much
favorable comment. The threat that
the prisoner intends Zoing in the box
in her own behalf and swearinz that the
contession was extracted from her by
“sweat-box” methods and after she had
been worried and harassed until she did
not know what she ‘was saying will,
tterefore, not have much weight with
those. who know that officer.

minutes when a row eommenced,in which
the two brothers and Mrs. Frank MecGinn
all played very prominent parts. In the
early stages of the fight chairs and other
portable articles h of furniture served as
weapons, and not many minutes elapsed
before the shousehold furniture was almost
completely destroyed.

Opencd Firc With & Revolver.
Frank and Mrs. McGinn were in & fair
way to be victorious over the elder bro-
ther, when the latter suddenly drew a
revolver and opened fire on his brother.
An unsteady hand and erratic aim sav-
ed Frank's life, and the bullet went wide
of its mar. A second shot @ung out
almost instantly, and this time the
ain was more true, the ball taking the
top off the first knuckle of Frank's righy
band.

After firing the shot McGinn ran from

the store, still carrying the smoking wea-

pon in his hand, and escaped. ¢

The brothers are sons of the late James

McGinn, formerly proprietor- of the Gol-

den City Hotel, who died suddenly three

years ago.

The meeting opened in the Town Hall
at 7 p.m., and that spacious build-
ing was crowded. On the walls were
the following mottoes: * Honor to Our
Late Chieftain, Sir. John,” “ Homor to
Qur New Premier,” “ Welcome to Haldi-
mand’s Hero, Dr. Montague,” * Canada
for Our People,” * Who Knows the frit
Policy 2’ “ God Save the Queen,” ** Times
Better Here Than in the United States,”
“ Protection in Farm Produce and Manu-
factured Goods,” * Patterson and Ditk-
inson Our Next M.P.’s,” *““ Who Oifered
the Opposition Free Trade?”

E. L. Dickinson, candidate and coming
member for East Huron, as chairman,
opened the meeting.

Hon. J. C. Patterson, member for the
adjoining = West Riding of Huron, was
greeted ° with deafening cheers.
His address was a strong and
intelligent one, showing faithfully
what great things the Conservative Gov-
ernment bhad done for the farmers, and
his telling wemarks were given a moet
hearty reception.

Dr. Montague, who was suffering from
a severe cold, spoke briefly on a motto
on the wall, “Who knows the Grit polity?”
Mr. Laurier said at Winnipeg'it was to
adopt Britain’s system of free trade,
which the speaker said would take away
the tariff on every article which is made
in this country, and put a tax on raw
materials.

FLAMES SHOT UP THE SHAFT

FIRE OCCASIONS $15,000 DAMAGE
AIN FRONT-STREET,

The Premises Occupied by the Toremto
Fringe and Tassel Company and C. J.
Mitchell's Wiheolesale Fancy Goods
Badly Gutted — Several Other Firms
Also Heavy Losers.

The building at 25 Front-street west,
owned by Miss M. Staunton, was badly gut-
ted by fire last wevening. The building
consists of three storfes and a basement.
The basement is occupied by Samuel,
Benjamin & Co. as a storeroom, thes first
floor by J. A. McLaren, boots and shoes;
the second floor by the Toronto Fringe and
Tassel Co., Jullus Silbersteim manager;
and the third floor by Cuthbertson & Co.,
wholesale small wares, and C. J. Mitchell,
fancy goods,

The fire apparently originated mnear the
elevator shatt on the floor occupied by) the
Fringe and Tassel Co., and shooting up
the zhaft gpread through Mitchell’s com-
partment, where it did the greatest dam-

age.

Night JVatchman Johnston, who has
discovered no fess than nine fires in this
vicinity within a few inonths, was the first
to learn pf the fire, and theugh the fire-
men were quickly on the scene some 30
minutes elapsed before the fire could be
located. This was owing to the dense smoke
which filled Bhe buildiug.

Losses and Insurancc.

C. J. Mitchell suffers most severely, His
stock, valued mt $6000, was almost totally
destroyed. He has a policy for $3000 in the
London Commercial.

The goods of Cuthbertson & Co, on the
same flat were slightly injured by smoke,
and the loss will be smaull. The Fringe and
Tassel Co.’s loss could not be estimated,
but will run into the thousands, with in-
surance unknown.

McLaren & Co.’s goods were damaged by
water to the extent of $2000; insured for
$5000. Samuel, Benjamin & Co. also lose
by the flooding of the :basement, but no
approximation of the damage could be
made, The iear portion of the building is
almost a total wreck, but is insured in the
London Commercial.

Mr. Silbersteim of the Fringe and Tas-
sel Co. has been peculiarly unfortunate
with fire, having been burned out a few
months ago while occupying 19 Front-
street west. He had been in the prescnt
building but four months, and had just
completed the fitting up of new machin-
ery throughout.

If the object of the
conference could be effectegd. the result
would be of immense value ‘& Great Briv
tain.

Sir John Thompson, the Cgnadian
remarked that there was a strong ieel-
ing in Canada in favor of the cable and
steamship project, and that the Cama<
dians awaited with interest the action
of Great Britain in the matter. The
cable problem was too great a one for
the colony to solve, but €anada and
Amstralia’'s willingness to grant subsi<
dies rendered the completion of cable
eventually certain, the cost being thus
reduced  $1,000,000 below the amount
expected. The Canadian Parliament’s
vote on steangship subsidies indicated
that the steamship project also was as-
sured of success. The result would "be
a great increase of intercolonial trade
and closer union.

The discoverer, when he first succeeded
in pulling a tooth painlessly, did mnot
dream of the immense conquering of pain
in surgery which was to ensue from his
first humble effort.

Introduced by the Property
Chairman Jolliffe presided at the suh-
committee of the Property Committee ap-
Foi,nted to consider mmendments to the
icensing bylaws.

The sub-committee recommends an ad-
dition to section 7 of bylaw No. 2458,
paacting that when a petition from any
person desirous of obtaining a license, to
carry on the busipess of an auctioneer
shall have been granted the petitioner,
before obtaining a license from the Gen-
e¥@ Inspector of Licenses, shall executs
a bond to the corporation of the city of
Toronto, with two good and sufficient
sureties, to be approved of by the Gen-
eral Inspector of Licenses, binding him
in the sum of $400 and such sureties in
the sum of $200 each, that he will, as
long as such license remains in force,
and unforfeited, keep good order in his
auction room and offices and will not al+
low or suifer any gambling or other
disorderly practice therein. And fur-
ther, that in case of no sale, he will, at
the proper costs and charges of the ownen
of, or person eutitled to such goods, res
turn the same to him ou proper demand
being made therefor.

The sub-committee will also recommend
the amendment of the bylaw which pro-
vides that theatres and halls shall pay
a tax of $100 per year.
