WEDNESDAY, OCTOBER 25th, 1893. 4*BRIDGETOWN—The so-called parliament of religions, 
which recently met in Chicago, in conjunc­
tion with the world’s fair, must have been a 
remarkable gathering in many respects. 
This was the first time in the history of the 
world that representatives of the various 
religions ever met in a solemn conclave to 
discuss in a friendly way their different 
systems of religion. Here, for the first time, 
learned representatives of the oriental faiths 
met on the same platform, and entered into 
friendly discussion with the representatives 
of the Christian faith. Mohammedans and 
Buddiets, Parseea and Christian» compared 
notes and discussed the fundamental prin­
ciples of each system. For three weeks 
these meetings continued, and three sessions 
were held daily. Prominent clergymen who 
attended from this province say that the 
meetings were extremely interesting through­
out, while towards the close of the parlia­
ment they were intensely so. According to 
the conditions under which the convention 
Was held, no criticism of any system of re­
ligion was allowable, although this condition 
Was violated to a greater or less extent It 
Was to be more in the nature of a comparison 
of religions, and as a result we now see 
some of our leading ministers who attended, 
frankly acknowledging in the press that 
“ Christianity has not a monopoly of the 
truth,” but that there are in the systems of 
the oriental world many things that are 
commendable and much that is common to 
our system. Oriental speakers claimed, and 
very forcibly so, that the best test of any 
religion is in the character of the men it 
makes, and they pointed to the reverence, 
the self-sacrifice and loyalty to duty of the 
eastern people.

As was very reasonable to suppose would 
be the case, the convention has given rise 
to much criticism on the part of men who 
stand high in the Christian world. Some 
have condemned it as a farce, got up in the 
sacred name of religion, for the purpose of 
assisting in attracting a crowd and adding 
to the curiosities of the fair. Others claim 
that it is dishonoring to the Christian religion 
for her prominent representatives to coun­
tenance, fraternize with and make equals of, 
the priests and teachers of heathen nations; 
and they ask, if there is so much truth in 
what these people teach, why should we 

liions in missionary undertakings in 
convert the people of those lands 

to our faith. Whatever opinion may be 
entertained as to the practie 1 results of this 
parliament of religions, it was certainly a 
strange and original affair.

The funeral, which took place on Sunday 
afternoon, was the largest ever witnessed 
during the recollection of the writer in this 
town, the remains being followed to their 
last resting place in the Bridgetown ceme­

The deceased leaves a widow and young 
son, an aged father and mother, and two 
sisters, to mourn the loss kof an estimable 
husband, son, brother and father, besides a 
large circle of relatives and friends.

In the evening a memorial service was 
held in the Methodist church, the Masons 
being present in a body, which, with the at­
tendance of citizens, was so large that scores 
of extra seats had to be procured for the 
accommodation of the vast assemblage. The 
service was opened by the choir singing the 
doxology, followed with prayer by the Rev. 
R. S. Whidden, and a sermon by the pastor, 
Rev. J. B. Giles, at the close of which short 
addresses and words of comfort were imparted 
to the bereaved mourners and congregation 
by the Revs. Young and W hidden.

The hymns, specially chosen as favorites 
of the deceased, were beautifully rendered 
bv the choir, and the congregational singing 
of “ Jesus, lover of my soul,” was sung in a 
most touching and pathetic manner.

The death of John P. Murdoch has left a 
vacancy in our community which will be 
felt for an indefinite period of time, and once 
more impresses us with the scriptural pas­
sage “ in the midst of life we are in death.”

—It is a strange alliance surely, that be­
tween Russia and France—the one the most 
autocratic and arbitrarily governed nation 
of Europe, and*the other the most demo-

Russian Czar, and the freedom—amounting 
almost to unbridled license, of the French 
republican system of government—there is 
certainly a great gulf. Yet, there is un­
doubtedly a coalition between the two gov­
ernments and a warm friendship between the 
two people, which bas to be taken seriously 
into account by the statesmen of other coun­
tries. The nation that goes to war with 
France will have to fight Russia as well, 
and vice versa.

On the other hand is the triple alliance 
between Germany, Austria-Hungary and 
Italy, each of which has undertaken to assist 
the others in the event of attack from a 
fourth power. Great Britain has thus far 
kept aloof from both of these combinations, 
while her sympathies to some extent have 
undoubtedly been with the triple alliance.

The reception given to the Russian fleet 
last week, and the frantic demonstrations of 
welcome everywhere given to the Russian 
officers and crew by the French people of 
all classes, were watched with interest by 
the whole of Europe. To offset any effect 
this demonstration might have, the English 
fleet has been paying a visit to Italy at the 
same time, and it has been shown to what 
extent the splendid navies of these two 
nations surpass in numbers and armament 
those of France and Russia.

While such manœuvres may be interesting 
to watch, still, in the hands of the men who 
now wield the destinies of Europe, these 
fleets and armies are dangerous playthings, 
and somebody is going to get hurt with them 
some of these days.

By insisting that sound 
temperance men only be chosen as candi­
dates, they can do more toward sending the 
right kind of men to parliament than by 
years of effort in the fruitless task of creat­
ing a third party. The prohibitionists of 
the United States have been running candi­
dates for various offices for the-last twenty 
or thirty years, but they have not yet suc­
ceeded in electing either a president, vice- 
president, senator, member of the house of 
representatives, or the governor of any 
state; while the instances are numerous 
where they have helped to defeat a sound 
temperance man in one of the old parties, 
by dividing the temperance vote, and thus 
doing the cause they profess to have so 
much at heart a great deal of harm.

vating various plots of ground pointed out 
to us. Among other things, he gave us the 
history of a small corner adjoining the main 
street, containing just one-fourth of an a ere. 
“ Some years ago,’T said he, “ that was a wet, 
clayey piece of land and good for nothing 
but to raise hay, of which it produced a 
large yield." One fine morning, seven years 
ago, just as I was starting the plow into it, 
my father, who was a successful farmer of 
the old school, came along, and seeing what 
I was about to do said: “My son, you are 
making a mistake in plowing that land. 
That’s a capital piece of ground for grass 
and will out you three quarters of a ton of 
hay every year.’’ I replied to him that I 
thought I would let ome eone else grow the 
grass, and see if I could not make other 
crops pay the bill. At first I underdrained 
it thoroughly, then set gooseberry plants, 
and later plum trees ou ft. In four years 
from the time I set the gooseberry plants 
the net proceeds of my crop from that piece 
of ground would have paia for twenty-five 
tons of hay, delivered in the barn. During 
the past seven years that plot has produced 
six crops of gooseberries and the plum trees 
have been in bearing four years. My fruit- 
book shows that the net sales for the seven 
years have amounted to $1,113.00, averaging 
$160 a year, or at the rate of $800.00 per 
acre, while twice during that period, 1890 
and ’93, the crops have netted $300.00 per 
year, or at the rate of $1500.00 per acre. 
“ Don't yon think,’’ said Mr. Miller, “ that’s 
better than three-quarters of a ton of hay 
every year?" Yet, my father would have 
gone on mowing his three-quarters of a ton 
of hay yearly, and thinking what a profita­
ble piece of ground it was.

In treating that piece of land, I have used 
only artificial fertilizers, not a shovelful of 
barnyard manure ever having been applied 
to it. I have treated it the most liberally of 
any part of my farm, with fertilizers, partly 
by way of experiment, and it has been the 
most productive, proving to me the profit­
ableness of thorough cultivation and the use 
of properly balanced fertilize». For every 
dollar I have expended on it in fertilizers I 
have received ten-fold in return.

I have other plots whose history is equally 
as interesting, and if they have not been 
quite so profitable, it is only because I have 
not given them the same care and attention.

“ It is easy,” said Mr. Miller, “to raise 
big pumpkins or a few extra bushels of po­
tatoes ou an acre, but to make ten acres of 
ground produce an annual c*M,worth $2,- 
000, is much more satisfact^y; and I am 
fairly well convinced that what the average 
farmer needs most at the present time is a 
good deal more of the ‘ know how,' a little 
more application, and a good deal less land."

By an order in council dated Sept. 25th, 
the following fishery bounty regulations have 
been substituted for the former regulations 
upon which bounty money was paid fisher­
men in previous years:—

1. Fishermen who have been engaged in 
deep sea fishing for fish other than shell-fish, 
salmon and shad, or fish taken in rivers or 
mouths of rivers, for at least three months, 
and have caught not less than 2.500 pounds 
of sea-fish, shall be entitled to a bounty; 
provided always that no bounty shall be 
paid to men fishing in boats measuring less 
than thirteen feet keel, and not more than 
three men (the owner included) will be 
allowed as claimants in boats under 20 feet.

2. No bounty shall be paid upon fish 
caught w’ith gill-nets, set at a distance of 
less than two miles from shore, or with trap- 
nets, pound-nets and weirs.

3. Only ono claim will be allowed In each 
season, even though the claimant may have 
fished in two vessels, or in a vessel and a 
boat or in two boats.

4. The owners of boats measuring not less 
than thirteen feet keel which have been en­
gaged during a period of not less than three 
months in deep-sea fishing for fish other than 
shell-fish, salmon or shad, or fish taken in 
rivers or mouths of rivers, shall be entitled 
to a bounty on each such boat.

5. Canadian registered vessels of 10 tous 
and upwards (up to 80 tons), which have 
been exclusively engaged during a period of 
not less than three months in the catch of 
sea-fish other than shell-fish", salmon or shad, 
or fish taken in rivers or mouths of rivers, 
shall be entitled to a bounty, to be calculated 
on the registered tonnage; one half of which 
bounty shall be payable to the owner or 
owners, and the other half to the crew, ex­
cept in cases where one or more of the crew 
shall have failed to comply with the reg­
ulations, then such share or shares shall not 
be paid.

6. Owners or masters df vessels intending 
to fish and claim bounty on their vessels 
must, before proceeding on a fishing voyage, 
proedte a license from the nearest collector 
of customs or fishery overseer; said license 
to be attached to the claim when sent in for 
payment.

7. Dates and localities of fishing must be 
stated in the claim, as well as the quantity 
and kinds of sea-fish caught.

8 Ages of men must be given. Boys 
under fourteen years of ago are not eligible 
as claimants.

9. Claims must be sworn to as true and 
correct in all their particulars.

10. Claims must be filed on or before 
the 30th November in each year.

11. Officers authorized to receive claim 
will supply the requisite blanks free of 
charge, and after certifying tho same will 
transmit them to the department of marine 
and fish eries.

12. No claim in which an error has been 
made by the claimant or claimants shall be 
amended, after it has been signed and sworn 
to as correct.

13. Any person or persons detected mak­
ing returns that are false or fraudulent in 
any particular will be debarred from any 
future participation in the bounty, and be 
prosecuted according to the utmost rigour 
of the law.

14. The amount of the bounty to be paid 
to fishermen and owners of boats and vessels 
will be fixed from time to time by the gover­
nor in council.

Text: “ Have Faith in God.’-Mark xi, 22.
Much is said in the Scriptures about faith, 

and great account is made of it by the sacred 
writers. It is represented as embodying 
the essence of Christian excellence. Thou­
sands of sermons are preached every year 
upon this subject; and for many centuries 
the doctrine of “ justificationJby faith ” has 
been the chief topic of the pulpit. Never­
theless, it seems to me that plain, simple, 
honest faith is not well understood by some 
of us—for its fruits are not so widely exhibi­
ted as they ought to be. There is & faith of 
the intellect like that of the mathematician 
who works out a problem and believes in 
the process; and there is a faith of the af­
fections like that of a living woman who 
clings to an unkind husband through all his 
brutal treatment; and t hese two, united and 
conjoined, are required to constitute genuine 
faith. It is one thing to do a work under- 
standingly, and quite another thing to do it 
heartily. Faith should be a matter of sincere 
enjoyment as well as of intellectual consent. 
Several persons, who had given evidence of 
being Christians, were about to unite with 
the church. Being addressed, by their pas­
tor, on the duty and privilege of the step 
they were to take—he remarked upon the 
comfort and satisfaction that might be found 
in thus taking up the cross. One young 
Woman, with an earnest look and a beautiful 
simplicity, spoke and said: “ I do not know 
that it is any cross for me. It is what I 
want to do.” If we have faith of the right 
sort, what we love we must believe in; and 
xyhat we believe in we must love. Upon 
this very point hinges all the difficulty of 
drawing nigh unto God, and serving him 
with the whole mind and heart. We believe 
but we do not put our belief into action 
We preach well but we do not practice what 
we preach. Our desires are arrayed against 

judgment. This is your situation; it is 
mine; and that of all who mentally resolve 
to obey God but who find a law in their 
members warring against the law of their 
mind and bringing them into captivity to 
the law of sin. Thus are the mind and heart, 
in the endeavor to lead a Christian life, 
brought iuto collision. This is the reason 
why, so often, we do not know what to pray 
for; because heart aud miud are at variance. 
Our mental prayers frequently have not a 
bit of heart in them, while the prayers of 
the heart our minds cannot always approve. 
To illustrate: there is not one man in a 
thousand whose mind approves and believes 
in the use of alcoholic beverages, although 
multitudes of men are addicted to them. 
What their minds condemn their hearts 
assent to. It is plain, therefore, that faith 
as the undergirder of a truly successful life 
must embrace the co-operation of miud and 
heart. Bankers, merchants, farmers, pro­
fessional men—succeed only when they put 
into their work the whole mind aud the 
whole heart. It is not enough to have men- 

v tal faith and to engage in it without feeling, 
\uterest or enthusiasm; all these must go 

with the miud and then the work will be 
well done. This union of heart and mind 
constitutes the charm of children; the at­
tractiveness of men of genius. It is indis­
pensable to the follower of Jesus. Why 
are not people flocking to the Lord as sheep 
to the fold or as doves to their windows? 
Great is the company of preachers; stupen­
dous and costly the machinery of the church; 
the wealth and culture of Christendom are 
laid at the foot of the cross and yet the 
world does not yield! There must be a rea­
son for this, for the world is sharp sighted 
in its business affairs and can foresee and 
manœuver to secure the ends of temporal 
aggrandizement. People see through the 
hollow sophistry of pretending to believe in 
Christ and not living like Christ; of indulg­
ing a disposition which gives the lie to every 
word of Christian profession. There are 
thousands who are satisfied by a mere verbal 
assent to intellectual statements which the 
heart neither loves nor cares for. How, 
then, can we blame the world for being 
shrewd enough to see the inconsistency of 
such a course! The mind can modify, can 
instruct, can influence—but it cannot control 
the heart; whereas the heart can control 
head, hands and feet. Heart faith rather 
than head faith, therefore, we want in the 
religious life; though heart and head to­
gether make the true faith. This was the 
faith of Moses, who gave that law upon 
which all jurisprudence is founded; of John 
the Baptizer, whose preaching marks the 
transition from the Old to the New; of Paul, 
the earliest writer of the New Testament 
and the foupder of gospel missions. Believ­
ing faith labors, prays and struggles. A 
young lad, of not? more than six or eight 
years, begged a woman to allow him to clean 
away the snow from her steps. He had 
neither father nor mother and had to earn 
his own living. “ Do you get much to do 
my little man?” she asked. “ Sometimes I 
do”—he replied—“hut often I get very 
little.” Again she asked—“ Are you never 
afraid that you will not get enough to live 
on?” The child looked up with a perplexed 
and enquiring eye, as if uncertain of her 
meaning and troubled with a new doubt. 
“ Why,”—said he—“ don’t you think that 
God will take care of a boy if be puts bis 
trust in Him and does the best that he can?”

Who will be greatest; who will have the 
prizes; to whom will the palm of intellectual 
superiority be conceded—these arc the en­
quiries so earnestly put forth by pupils and 
parents alike. Woufi^it not be wiser to ask 
who are going into the university of life 
with resolute and consecrated purposes of 
Christian usefulness? If we look into the 
highways of trade and the thoroughfares of 
commerce we shall observe those who are 
just amd true, although their energies are 
tasked and every facnlty is strained to ful­
fil the obligations of individual or corporate 
enterprise. Only little, If any, time or 
strength is reserved for the active duties of 
piety and philanthrophy. The constitution of 
society, therefore, is such that in the church 
alone can be found a power capable of mak­
ing effectual resistance against the progress 
of iniquity and the encroachments of evil.
The church is the organized public body 
whose specific duties it is, to make united, 
determined and strenuous opposition to all 
unrighteousness. Upon every member of a 
Christian congregation rests a burden of 
solemn obligation to exert his influence and 
the lull force of hie example to rescue man­
kind from the dangers and contaminations 
of sin. God loves his children. He is con» 
stantly laboring to mitigate their sufferings 
and improve their condition. You and me 
He invites to be co workers with Him.
Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by 
the “ Word of God.” We must assemble 
ourselves together to be brought into imme­
diate contact with the Divine .Spirit. On 
this account it is better to be in the congre­
gation of worshippers on the Sabbath than 
to be anywhere else. Better is the church 
than the woods, the fields, the sea shore or 
the mountains. It is better to hear a gospel 
sermon than to read the Sunday paper. It 
is better to enter the Lord's house on the 
Lord’s day than to stay at home even to 
read the Bible. I have known of church 
members who have remained away from the 
service because they had found some fault 
in their minister! What a fine sermon that 
Scotch woman preached, who being displeas­
ed with her pastor, attended church as usual.
At the close of worship he walked down the 
aisle and said to the woman: “I am sur­
prised to see you here to-day. I thought 
you were offended with me.” “And so I 
am ”—she replied—“ but my quarrel is with 
you and not with God.” The true believer 
can not frame an excuse for staying away.
With the spirit of the Psalmist his heart re­
joices and singe: “I was glad when they 
said unto me, ‘let us go into the house of 
the Lord.’ ” A church well filled is not 
only an incalculable blessing to, every person 
who will faithfully engage in the divine 
worship, but it is an admonitory power, a 
corrective force,—the balance wheel of the 
social organism. It rebukes the sabbath 
breakers, the profligate, the dissipated, the 
lawless, the indolent; encourages the tempt­
ed, the despondent; strengthens the hands 
and nerves the hearts of the righteous; com­
forts the mourner and brings God near to 
man. It is a relief from the monotony of 
domestic cares; broadens the. moral horizon; 
and brings to naught the devices of that old 
deluder, Satan. The services of the sanctuary 
should be fully attended; earnestly engaged 
in; heartily enjoyed. When the early 
Christians began to assemble for the worship 
ot God they were all of one accord in one 
place. If Matthew bad stayed to balance 
his books, John had run after some novelty,
Peter had taken a ride with Philip, James 
had called at Bartholomew's to talk on the 
political situation, and Andrew had remained 
at home on account of the weather, think 
you that Christianity would have become the 
compelling force of civilization? In our 
hands it will cease to be an irresistible power 
unless we take hold in the apostolic fashion 
and loyally do whatever it demands. What 
has been said of the public religious exer­
cises may be repeated of every department 
of Christian work. The Sunday-school, for 
instance. The importance of active, per­
severing effort in its behalf cannot be over­
estimated. From church, and Sunday- 
school, and prayer-meeting, religion should 
be carried into all the walks of life; into all 
the avenues of exertion and industry. The 
Saviour came to save souls, and, while no 
human language can measure the height and 
depth of salvation, I am sure it means that 
we should be less regardful of self and more 
considerate of others; more just in our busi­
ness dealings; more public-spirited citizens; 
kinder husbands and fathers; gentler wives 
and mothers; more reverent children. Who 
has not noble qualities of character, though 
he may pray like a saint, talk like an angel, 
and stand by the church like a Luther, his 
piety will be as sounding brass or a clanging 
cymbal.

Care of Kid Gloves.

Benzine should never be used to clean 
gloves. It removes the dressing, and the 
gloves will not keep clean long enough 10 

day for the trouble, while the disagreeable 
odor of the benzine can never be wholly 
dispelled. If fclovee are badly soiled, it is 
much better to have them properly cleaned 
by a professional scourer. Corn meal will 
dense light gloves nicely if they are slight­
ly soiled. The white chamois gloves so 
generallyjwom last summer doubtless owed 
much popularity to the fact that they were 
inexpensive and could be washed with soap 
and water. White soap is used for this pur­
pose, and the suds are not rinced from them 
in the last water, since the soap renders the 
skin soft and pliable. Wlien black kid 
gloves have become rusty about the finger 
ends, they may be partially restored by add­
ing a few drops of black ink to a teaspoonful 
of olive oil, and apply with a feather or a 
camel’s hair brush.

A favorite method of mending kid gloves 
is by using what is known as gum tissue. 
A piece of this tissue applied to the inside 
of a glove where a strain is apparent will 
strengthen the skin and prevent an actual 
break. The tissue is also excellent for re­
pairing a rent in an umbrella, which would 
show plainly if darned or patched over so 
carefully, and also for mending a small tear 
in one’s best gown or jacket. The union of 
torn edges in this way is almost invisible.
