QUEBEC, May 27—It was nine
o'clock this morning when the “All-
over” was gounded for a which
broke out in- St. Roch shortly aftsr
noon yesterday, and which for a time
threatened a large section of that por-
tion of the city and looked possible to
develop into a general conflagration.
About a quarter of a million of dam-
Me was wrought by the fire, among
the buildings destroyed being a couple
of large and a number of smaller fac-
gornies. .

The fire was one of the flercest
which the local fire fighters have bean
called upon to face for a long time.
Breaking out in a roller rink on Notre
Dame des Anges-street, the Dblaze
worked itself into the Carelbe carriage
factory on  Dorchester-street, just
around the corner. Here the full forze
of the fire raged, the flames being
flerce and the whole building speedily
becoming a mass of flame.

The firemen of No. 3 and 5 stations
elmost opposite the moller rink. had
just returned from a run to a chimney
fire in thelr section, and were cleaning
up their wagons, when the new fire
was discovered. Captain Louis Tal-
bot at once sounded a double alaroy
and the firemen were quickly on the
spot. There was, however, some trou-
ble with the water pressure, and for a
time the firemen could not’get suffici-
ent foree to cope with the flames.

General Alarm Sent In,

A general alarm was then sent in
and the whole brigade assembled. The
proposition which confronted them was
& serious one. -The fire had gained
such headway and "was raging €0
fiercely that it looked as if another
disastrous conflagration was in sight.
The firemen did everything possible to
confine the flames to the building in
which the blaze had declared itself,
tut this was impossible, and the fire
leaped across the’ street and caught
on the roof of the immense factory of
the Dominion Corset Company, thru
which the fire swept with a force that
¢ould not be stopped.

. At this juncture, it lcoked as if the
whole seetion of the city was fated to
burn.

A desperate attempt was made to
gave the great corset and box factory
of the Dominion Company, but it -was
too late and the flames swept thru the
upper storeys an wrecked the whole
interior of the building.

The firemen, however, managed to
check the fire here and prevented the
flames from spreading further.

Eight Families Burned Cut.

Among the houses burned was one

occupied by the chief of the fire bri-!

gade, Fitzback, who is now seriously
ill. and Avhose house was totally de-
stroyed.

PARIS, May 28.—Profiting by -the
lessons of last week's ' catastrophe,
when, at the start of the Paris to Ma-
drid race, M. Berteaux, the minister of
war, was killed and - Premier Monis
badly wounded, the organizers of the
second great air contest, from Paris to
Turin, sent the competitors away. with
record speed and precision .to-day.

Not the slightest mishap marred the
occasion. The new minister of war,
Gen. Goiron, Antoine Monis,  son of
the premier, who wa.s'slightly injured

fn the accident of a week ago; the Ital-
fan ambassador, Signor Tittoni, and
several ;high officlals, were allowed on
the fleld, but were kept well behind the
starting line. A large assemblage of
people were kept out of the danger
zone by imposing lines of troops.

The weather was perfect. Twélve
out of 21 competitors were on the start
when the signal bomb was fired at 6
o'clock in the morning. The machines
were sent off in rapid succession, ten
leaving within a few minutes, and the
entire number being away by 7 o'clock.
The remaining nine entrants, inciuding
Plerre Vedrin, the Frenchman who won
the Paris to Madrid race, will stant to-
morrow ‘or Tuesday.. Vedrin is now
on his way back tp Paris, leaving Ma-
drid for this city to-night.

First to Cross the Line.

The first to cross the line to-day was
Roland Garros, who, after making
many plucky efforts to finish in the
Paris ' to Madrid flight, was forced by
a series. of mishaps to abandon the
race.  Garros drove a monoplane. He
wag followed by Andre Beaumont, who
rapidly overtook Garros and arrived
first at Dijon, the initial recording sta-
tion of the leng journey.

Dr. E. F. Glendenning, -who
was called, found the girl deaa when
he arrived. Coroner Dickson was nu-
tified and had the body removed to
Biachford's undertaking pariors, where
he viewed the remains on Saturday
night. His investigations disclosed the
fact that the dead woman had commit-
ted suicide. Miss Weir was 25 years
old. Her father is a market gardener,
and an elder in St. Andrew's Presby-
terian Church.

Canadian Citizenship.

Preaching on “Canadian Citizenzhip,”
in Emerald-st. Methodist' Church to-
night, Rev. S. E, Marshall said that
Canada is only in the constructive per-
jod of her history, and/ that while we
are not obliged to run in the grooves
made by time, as a young nation we
should learn from experience and
from. other nations. These na-
tions which had failed to keep
ths great moral laws of God had been

destroyed. The source of Britain's
greatness was not in her statute books
but in her Bible. If Canada is to be-
come great it will be only as she coh -~
forms to the great moral laws of God |
in her public and national life. The
national sins of Canadlan life wete
referred to as Sabbath desecration, le-
galized tolerance of the liquor traffic,
political. bribery and corruption.—and
municipal and commercial graft. Re-
ferring to the United States, Mr. Mar-
shall said: “Once their destinies and
ours might have been the same. Now
that can never be. Yet we look with |
pride and interest on their progress.
Canada finds herself to-day .in much
the same position as the United States
after the civil war, whem floods of
population poured into the republic
and the land of the new west was tak-
en up and people for a generation gave
themselveds largely to money making,
leaving® s€erious national probléms
which confront them to-day.” . The |
speaker made-a strong appeal to 1320
Cihristian electorate to make the -
minion a moral force, and predicted
for the country-an h¢nored and éxait-
ed place in ithe future councils of the
nations of the earth.
A Young Canada Movement.

Rev. W. E. Gilroy in the First Con-
gregational Church to-night préached
on the subject of “Jesus Christ and
the Young Men of Hamilton.” He said
that like most evolutionary move-
ments, Christianity had been inaugur-
gted by young men. Christ appealed
preeminently to the young, because he
laid stress on life. Many evangelists
had appealed to the fear of death as
e motive in religion. Jesus never did
BO. His message concerning death
was “fear not.” He offered largé tasks
and great responsibilities. His ecall to
the young was to be their best and
to consecrate that best_to the gervice
of hurnanity. There had been a young
Germany movement, a young Italy
movement, a Young Russian movement
and even a young Turkey movement.

GOUNTRY MAY FORGET
BUT NOT 50 VETERAN:

Neglected Gravas of Heroes Who
Fell at Ridzeway Decorated
by Camrades.

A little procession of grey-haired
medaled veterans movéd slowly from
Riverdale Park, yesterday afternooam,
into the Necropolis. Young men were
those who could not count their three
score years and ten, for they were the
pemnant of %Aheé gallant Force who
sprang to arms to queil the Fenlan in-
vadier forty-five years ago.

On June 2nd, 1866, the battle of
Ridgeway was fought, where nine of
the gallant Canadians gave up their
lives in defence vof their country. The
few who now survive, in hon-|
or of their comrades who were
gloriously taken away in the |
heat of battle, again tumed out]
to lay floral tokens of their affection |
on the little mounds that marked the |
last resting places of the heroes.

As the first grave was neared the
aged eyes brightengd to sce a few
withered flowers bound together -hy 2
bow of green and red nibbon, daid
there by the Queen’'s Own Rifies Chap-
ter Daughters of the Empire, on Em-
pire Day—the sole tribute of a great
country to the memory of its glorious
defenders. -

“Sacred to the memory of Bal-
colm McEachren (ensign No. 5 Co.,
Q.0.R.), killed in action at Ridge-
way, -June’/2nd, 1866.”

This was the message the stone bore
and there was not even a marker to
show their country’'s affection.

An Unmarked Grave.

PARIS, May 27.—(N.Y. Tribune Ca-
ble.)—The first and easiest portion of
the French task in Morocco is accom-
plished by the arrival at Fez of Gen-
eral Moinier. The government is fully
aiive to the absclute necessity of com-
pleting in a thoro and permanent
manner the triple work of establish-
ing in Morocco the military supremacy |
of the Sultan, the integrity of his ter- |
ritory and the open door for the com- |
merce of all nations. ’

The measures decided on to accom- |
plish these three resuits are to give
carte blanche to Colonel Mangin, the |
French instructor of the Sultan’s army
with the aid of a corps of French offi-
cers and to maintain in security two
military and trade routes of communi-
cation with Fez, one between Fez and
the Atlantic and the other hetween
Fez and Algeria, via Taza.© Three effi-
cient Moroccan armies, under French
officer instructors, are to be centred
at Feéz, at Taza and at Meknes for the
first time in history to really govera
his country and keep it in order.

The French Government is deter-
mined not to withdraw its present ar-
mies of occupation until this is ac-
compilighed.

Sunday, the 23rd
at 5.30 a.m., when a low rumbiling
sound followed by a shock that threw
everything movable on the cabin floor,
made us spring out of bed sure that
we /had struck a rock. A great frown-
ing cliff was right in front of obur
porthole which snadée me feel that
ghould the vestel sink escape mignt
be possible on the rocks so near by.

¢'Fortunately it was daylight, and
there was no panic altho we had be-
tween 60 and 70 white passengers and
more than that number of Chinese.
Lifebelts were being put on and the
order was given for all to take to the
boats, ladies first. There was a quiet
gea, or one fears to think of what
might have happened with such over-
crowded boats.

“We pulled away from the ship, and
soon were rejoiced to see a small cove
in the rocks with a pebbly beach. Soon |
all were safely landed and provisions |
to last a few days.

STATESMEN PERPLEAED
BY KNOTS O EMPIRE

Sir Joseph Ward and Premier
Fisher Find the Conference
Cool to ldeas.

LONDON, May 28—(N. Y. Tribune
cable.)—The mellowing effect of Lon-
don hospitality and lovalty is appar-
ent already in the conduct of the col-
onial premiers. Sir Joseph Ward's
constructive policy of imperial feder-
atign has been coldly received by Bis
colleagues, Decause neither Prime
Ministéer Asquith nor Mr. Harcourt
was prepared to consider it.

Premier Fisher left Australia with
the determination to smash up the
Declaration of London. Sir Edward
Grey, the foreign secretary, Premier.
Asquith and other minisfers have suc-’
ceeded in modifying his views on im-.
portant points, so that the declara-
tlon may escape censure. Mr. Fisher
is not so great a personality as Mr.
Deakin was in the last conference, °
nor does he command the support of
his coileague from New Zealand.or Sir
Wilfrid Laurler. Both are great men
in the conference, and instead of be-
ing jealous of each other are warin
friends and think allke regarding col-

| Onial poilicies.

The cloudy political situation is clear-
ing. There is no longer any proba-
bility of rejecting theé “parliament bill
on sécond reading on Monday,. and
Wwhile the committee stage will be de-
ferred until July, strong pressure ai-
ready has been brought to bear upon
Lord Lansdowne, Lord Curzon and
other leaders to allow it to pass with-
out, amendment, except an additional
clause providing that all measures of
a4 grave constitutional nature or re-
lating to questions of electoral suf-
frage shall be sanctioned by special
reféréendum before becoming laws.

Old- Tories contend that the prime
minister could not demand the crea-
tion of five hundred peers for the ex~
?ress purpose of defeating that clause.
The Radicals answer defiantly that ne
because the clause was
not submitted to the country with the
parliament bill last December.

‘A compioinise cannot be based upon
the referendum—first, because the
m}nisters have no faith in it as a eon-
gtitutional expedient, and second, be-
cause Mr. Redimond will not conseat
to thave home rule decided by popular
vote.

While it is llkely that the Tory peers
will make a final stand for a c.llzuse of
this kind. they have no idea of carry-
ing their resistancé to the point of
challenging the creation of peers.

QUNRTZ VEIN OF 24 FEET
ST 240 FOOT DRIFT

Engineer Robins Has Picked Up
Another Valuable Lead on
the Hollinger.

PO RCUPINE CITY, May 26.—(From
Our Man Up North.)—Another quartz
lead on the HoHinger, the one which
Engineer Robins - announced
months ago he would endeavor to pick
up thru a cross-cut of 200 feet nortn-
east from the north end of the main
drift at No. 1 shaft, has been cut thru
and sampled with the result that 24
feet of quartz, the same vein as indl-
cated in the outcroppings to the north
of the new office, yields an average of
$15 to the ton.

Just what the length of this lens is
cannot be determined till the drift is
run down the lens to the north and
east, and underground work on this
particular vein will not start till the

company are in a position to take care
of the rock as it comes out from thé
shaft.

Work underground at the present
time is being carried on in the west
crosscut where not over 175 feet from
the main shaft it is hoped another vein
may be caught up.

This formation is slightly changed from
that which appears on the gNorth
Thompson to the east where tw§ enor-
mous leads of quartz were opened last
winter, free gold showing in musty
quartz, and it may be that the Thomp-
