The 
Toronto storm seems tb have separated from 
the other cloud mass somewhere to the 
westward. At Guelph the storm had a 
distinctly tomadic motion, though the 
time of Its occurrence there precludes the 
■dca that It could have been an earlier 
stage of the St. Catharines tornado. Some­
times several tornadoes are crossing the 
country at or about the same time, and 
sometimes only a few miles apart.

A tornado varies much in energy In vari­
ous parts of Its course. Sometimes Its fury 
Is such that Its trunk-like funnel touches 
the ground for miles together, sweeping 
away almost everything In Its path; some­
times the funnel appears to be drawn up 
towards the clouds and swings there for 
miles and the whirling wind beneath it Is 
then less destructive. In the St. Cathar­
ines tornado the funnel probably did nor 
constantly sweep the ground the whole 
way from that city to To„nawanda, N.Y., 
but only at intervals. Three or fouf miles 
In the Western States Is A very common 
stretch at a time for such contact, but un­
broken swaths of twenty or more miles 
In. length are known,and continuous courses 
of lifting and falling for even a hundred 
miles. It Is said that In the early days 
of settlement In western Ontario, a tor­
nado crossed from Lake Huron to Whitby 
on Lake Ontario, making a continuous 
avenue through the forest, marked by the 
snapped and uprooted trees lying In all 
directions over each other; but that this 
tornado path was exactly continuous or 
was not due to more than one tornado 
has not been satisfactorily determined.

Windfalls and Tornado Paths.
Do windfalls Indicate tornado paths? If 

so, tornadoes have not been very uncommon 
In Ontario. Yes through the disappearance 
of the forests over much of Ontario nas 
obliterated the old tracks of tornadoes and 
fires have here and there done the same.
They are found In Muskoka as well ae In 
the Ottawa country. As to the frequency 
of the tornadoes, there Is scarcely a summer 
passes but several are recorded by the press 
—though the fully developed waterspout­
like funnel is not always noticed. During 
the present summer sixty buildings were 
wrecked or more or less Injured In Essex 
county. Last year several were reported, 
and In late years there was loss of life 
through them In the Gatineau valley near 
Ottawa and on the St. Lawrence below 
Brockville. It is said that It was a tornado 
that carried away the old suspension bridge 
across the Niagara River near Lewiston, 
and here and there nearly everywhere 
there arc stories told by eye witnesses of 
.barns destroyed, buggies, oat-blns and 
other things carried for miles, and queer 
personal escapes from the fury of the whirl­
wind. The cloud-burst on one of the 
branches of the Thames that one wet sum­
mer caused a serious flood In London,
Ont., was but the sudden down-dropping 
of a vast volume of rain held up by the 
furious upward pressure of a tornado-cloud.
A like explanation will suffice for several 
other remarkable floods and washouts.

Tornadoes and Cyclones.
But what Is a tornado?
It Is not a cyclone, which Is a wide­

spread storm often hundreds of miles In 
diameter, such as pass over the whole lake 
region every week In fall and winter, and 
are scarcely ever dangerous except to ves­
sels on the lakes. The West India hurri­
cane, and the typhoon of the Chinese seas 
are also cyclones. The tornado Is Intensely 
more terrific In Its limited path than 
any cyclone or hurricane. The wind in 
cyclones at Toronto has attained a forée 
of 70 miles an hour, and In hurricanes
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No Guessing at Oak Hall. It's frown 
right before you get a chance to buy.

Mr. Dorion re­
marked that Farrell was not a premier' 
marksman, and chaffed him about It, Far­
rell could not brook the commenta on his 
shooting, and frequently told Dorion that 
he was going too far. The taunts were 
kept up, however, until at last Farrell made 
a hostile reply.

“Yon can’t fight,” remarked Dorion In a 
bantering way.

“If. you don’t think so, I will convince 
yon," replied Farrell, as h» struck Dorion 
a powerful blow In the right eye.

Should Post Public on Sewage.
Coming to the main topic of sewhge dis­

posal, he urged that the question should be 
carefully considered and the public made 
familiar with It In ill Its bearings.

He felt that neither prtperty-hotd- 
era, especially those In the east 
end, nor the health authorities would sanc­
tion the deposit of crude sewage In tne 
lake. But a trunk or Intercepting sewer 
would be necessary In gny event, even In 
case the only apparent solution to the dif­
ficulty, broad Irrigation or lend filterstlon, 
were adopted. As for the location of fills 
sewer, Council had reports from Engineers 
Hexing and Grey, from Engineer Jennings 
and from Engineer Keating and all were 
agreed. Two hundred thousand gallons 
would be the capacity per acre at high 
pressure of a sewage farm. The whole 
scheme would cost a round $2,000,000 
in Its carrying out. He didn’t think the 
city was prepared just now to provide the 
necessary funds, bnt would be when It 
became thoroughly conversant with the ne­
cessity.

Lamb Would Spend *20,000 Now.
Aid. Lamb was fully-’la tfreord with these 

views. He felt that as soon as It was set­
tled who should take the Initiative In the 
matter, the Board of Works or the Hoard 
of Health, $4000 or $5000 should be voted 
to have Medical Health Officer Sheard and 
City Engineer Rust jointly report upon a 
perfect scheme for the disposal of sewage, 
by employing such help as they deemed 
necessary. They should take levels, etc., 
and have soundings taken In the bay to 
get at the extent of the present deposit. 
He drew attention to the fact that 20 years 
ago Chairmen Worts of the Harbor Com­
mission bed spent $50,000 in dredging the 
eastern end of the harbor, but that since 
then the work had not been carried oh and 
the filling was as bad as_eVer. The prevail­
ing western winds of summer had tended 
to fill up the eastern end and make It all 
shoal water. At a cost of $10,000 the sand 
pump could be employed there for throe 
years, and at the rate of 1000 yards a day 
the whole thing could be dredged out. This 
estimate was on a basis of 2*4 cents cost 
per yard. Sewage was not otherwise so 
much to Name as the Don deposit, for the 
sediment and this deposit, though mud, 
.was clean mud.

“I don’t think,” he went on, "that neces­
sity calls upon us to deal with 
ever, Just now. A more Important thing is 
our water supply. AVe are pumping to our 
full capacity and I think a tunnel Is more 
necessary.”

Aid. Saunders suggested sending ur.

If It did burst it would destroy the ef­
fect of Toronto’s advertisement 
health resort for at least 15 years to 
cc-ine. “There will be an injunction be­
fore long,” he added, “to prevent the de­
posit of sewage in the bay.” He therefore 
thought, since prosperity seemed to be 
returning, that the time was ripe'to act.

TARIFF EXCITES THEM.

ENJOYING A BUILDING BOOM*Would Be a Death-Blow to the 
Cuban Tobacco Industry—Cattle 

Confiscation Stopped.
Havana, Oct. 5.—Gen. Blanco’s decree, 

directing that the confiscation of cattle 
on the Island be stopped, has been warmly 
commended on all sides, especially by to­
bacco planters, who at present are the 
chief sufferers; and all the more so be­
cause the Spanish troops fn the/Interior, 
despite the cessation of hostilities, are not 
enjoying the full blessings of peace, at 
least so far as food and nourishment go.

The tobacco merchants, planters, manu­
facturers and exporters are greatly excited 
and apprehensive over the new tariff which 
Washington proposes to apply. Commit­
tees representing the manufacturers and 
exporters have placed the matter folly 
before Mr. Robert P. Porter, the United 
States «special commissioner, explaining 
wherein the proposed tariff would be a 
death blow to the tobacco Industry of the 
Island, and urging him to bring the ques­
tion before President McKinley, with a re­
commendation that the tariff be modified.

Gustav Bock, representative of one of the 
largest tobacco syndicates on the Island, 
has forwarded to ‘president MbKlnleyv 
through Mr. Porter, a long and careful 
study of the problem. Mr. Luis Marx, one 
of the foremost American tobacco mer­
chants here, has been chosen by the vari­
ous tobacco Interests as a special dele­
gate to proceed to Washington to urge a 
revision of the proposed tariff. He will

. ' ed the various enmps In the vicinity with 
s view to giving your readers an Idea of 

" the district. Taking Greenwood City as the 
centre, there are 14 mining camps wltitiu 
a radius of nine miles, and two of these 
hart annexes, Each camp haa from 89 to 
40 bona fide claims more or less opened 
ep, and a low estimate means that from 20 
to 80 per cent, of these wlH turn out mines.

This place la thus so situated that It 
may be called the hub of a large mining 
country. The town site extends one and 
a quarter mile» by half a mile In width. 
Boundary Creek skirts the western por­
tion of the settlement and the Canadian 
Pacific Railway will enter the town over 
n bench of land which forms a natural 
toad bed. The railway Is under bonds to 
have the road completed by June 1 1899, 
but from what some of the official» say 
It will be, finished sooner
