It is fully expected that next week will
sce a heavy battle on the Tugela River,
which is now the pivot of the campaign.
The Boers appear to be working Incessantly
with shovel and pick.

Boer Entrenchments,

Lord Methuen’s cavalry scouting Has deyel-
oped the fact that the Boer entrenchments
extend some 40 miles, far overlapping the
British positions, and making flank attacks
exceedingly difficult. Military analyists
affirm that the Boer trenches confrontiag
Gen. Buller stretch away some 17 miles,
and that work upon them Is pushed unre-
wmittingly.

¥ Flanking Is Difficult.

While the advance is delayed, flank move-
ments are rendered most difficult because
long marches are not dome with celerity,
and it is bard to time an attack with cer-
tainty.

- Duteh Rising in the North.

The extent of the Dutch rising may now
be wmeasured by taking a line from Prieska,
on the west, to Herschel or Barkly, on the
east.. Along the whole of this line, exgept
at points actually occupied by the British,
the population seems for the most part
hostile.

The Admiralty Program.

The Admiralty program embraces the
stafoning of small ‘squadrons at Durban,
Sithon’s Bay, Port Elizabeth, Lorenzo Mur-
quez, St. Vincent in the Cape Verde Is-
lands and Cape Town, and sending an cd-
ditional ship or two to Aden.

Both of these animals started
as geldings, but they were entire colts at
the time of the closing of their re-
spective Derbys, their addition to ‘‘the
list’’ taking place subsequent to this en-

try.

%Vlth Democrat, however, it is urged by
some that, having been gelded before the
1990 Derby closed, which was In July,
1898, he cannot have been eligible for en-
try in a race whose welght conditions
simply read ‘“for 3:year-old colts 9 stone,
fillies 8 stone 9 pounds.’’

Lord Ellesmere ran the
gelding Sunridge in a similar juvenile
event at Newmarket in 1881,

In view of all this T feel confident that
Democrat wil Inever be barred from the
coming Derby, although there may be
precedent for the entry of a gelding in
the great raece, the law for this event must,
as the cenditions stand, be inevitable the
same as for the lesser ones.

I think it remarkable and distinctly note-
worthy that only nine geldings have start-
ed in the long list of Derby renewals. “The
list comprises Dorus in 1812, British Tar
in 1844, The Old Fox in 18%, Gholab Singh
in 1851, Special License in 1857, Roquefort
and Paraban in 1867, Curzon In 1895 and
Ballyleck in 1899. Of these only Curzon
finished ‘‘in the money,” he having been
second to Sir Visto. The difference between
Democrat’'s case, and those quoted, however,
lies in the fact that all of the above nine
were entire colts when entered, as I have
ingt sald in reference to Cuvrzon and Bal-
Irleck.

“India will be loyal to England, . English
reverses in South Africa are calling forth
in Indla regret, not jubllation. The Intelli-
gent people of India acknowledge with gra-
titude England’s great service to them, and
the common people believe in the @ood in-
tentions and the blessings of peace and
Justice given them by the government under
vhich they live.”

This is the opinion of the Rev. J, E. Ab-
bott, who is the editor of a newspaper in
Bombay, which circulates among Hindus
and Christians. He has long been a resi-
dent of India as missionary under the
American board, and in a position to watch
the political feeling. He is lately from
there, but since his arrival at home he has
been in receipt of letters and papers which
keep him in touch with affairs in India’s
great empire. %

At the time this Act was passed the company had accumulated a reserve fund
amounting to $394,310.27 out of the surplus profits of the business. Of thig sum
$305,037.92 was invested in municipal debentures on Oct. 1, 1886, The premium re-
ceived by the company from the sale of the new stock, issued under the Act of 1887,
amounted to $538,524.71. Under section 4 of the Act this sum should have been
added to the reserve fund that had already accumulated and the total amount in-
vested in the securities specified.These two sums added together would have raised
the Reserve Fund to $848,562.63, or within $6,437.37 of the limit prescribed, one-
half of the total capital being $850,000. The company, therefore, started under the
new regime with its Reserve Fund up to the limit allowed by statute. If this accum-
ulated Reserve Fund had been invested In stocks and municipal securities, the com-
pany would have received in the way of interest yearly $42,500, the computation be-
ing made at 5-per cent. But, instead of investing this money In municipal securities,
as directed, the company spent it in plant in real estate, and in the extension of its
mains’ beyond the city limits. The company admitted in the Johnston case that in
1803 it had invested in work, Slnnt and trade material the sum of $2,576,360.71,which
s $976,360.71 In excess of the paid-up capital at that date. This balance was made
up of the Reserve Fund, which, as we have shown, was misapplied in this way.

It is as clear as noonday that the gas consumers of Toronto have been Iimposed

upon by the company to the extent of $42,500 per year, this being what the Reserve|

Fund would have enrned if it had been invested as the Act specifies.

‘s, But this is by no means the extent of the imposition or fraud, or steal, or what-

: }ver is the most appropriate term. According to the Act, the company is allowed
'érﬂlmrge 5 per cent. on the value of its plant and buildings for the formation of a
Plan‘ and Buildings Renewal Fund. In virtue of this proviso, the company has been
adding to this fund 5 per cent, yearly, calculated not only on the amount invested
in 'plant and deriyed from capital, but also on the $850,000 diverted from the Re-
setve Fund. So that gas consumers, instead of getting the benefit of $42,600 as in-
terest on debentures, have actually to contribute another $42,500 to keep up the plant
and buildings, which have been constructed out of the $850,000 thus wrongly di-
verted. ’

Here, then, Is a clear steal of $85,000 yearly, and it has been going on since 1887.

But this is by no means the full dimensions of the fraud. In addition to the al-
lowance of 5 per cent for plant and buildings renewal, the company charges a lump
sum for “depreciation of plant.” Last year this was $50,000. The 5 per cent. al-
Jowed as a Plant and Buildings Renewal Fund more than covers all possible de-
preciation, and the company has no authority for charging this $50,000 for depre-
clation. That the 5 per cent. allowance is much more than is required for depreci-
ation and renewal is evident from the fact that the company’'s last annual statement
showed the sum of $209,130.80 standing to the credit of Plant and Bulldings Re-
newal Fund.

So that for the renewal and maintenance of the plant the company Is absorbing
large sums to which it is not entitled. From year to year, different sums have been
allowed-for “depreciation of plant.”” All of these items represent just so much money
taken out of the pockets of gas consumiers.

The statements above made are not mere theories enunclated by The World, Theyx
are the findings of the court. We give the judgment of Mr. Justice Ferguson, as
far as it relates to these points:

“This court doth further declare by way of answer to the third question submit-
ted by the said special cases, that it was ultra vires of the defendant company to
invest or use the Rest or Reserve Fund, or any portion of it, in the purchase or con-
structfon of their plant and buildings, or in thelr business generally, and doth order
and adjudge the same accordingly.

“This court doth further declare in answer to the fifth question that the said de-
fendant company did not establish, maintain, invest and use the Rest or Reserve
¥end in accordance with the provisions of the said Act of 50 Vietoria.

“This court doth further declare that it was ultra vires of the company to Invest
or use the surplus of the Plant and Buildings Renewal Fund in their general busi-
ness, or divert it from the purposes mentioned In the sald Act.

*“This court doth further declare that it was ultra vires of the defendant company

%ifig at the close of any fiscal year of the company after |,

“u'tm. off sums of money from profits or the Reserve Fund for depreciation in
‘| plant, : :

,“And this court doth declare that the plaintiffs are entitled to an account from
the defendant company of the dealings with the moneys recelved by them for pre-
miums from sale of stock, and in their business from all sources whatever, and their
dlgpoamon from the 23rd day of April, 1887, down to the date hereof."” :

The soundness of these findings by Judge Ferguson has never been questjoned

.by any tribunal to which the case has been referred. True it s, an appeal was

taken from Judge Ferguson’s finding, first to the Court of Appeal, and, subsequent-
ly, to the Privy Council, but the merits of the case were never gone into by either
of the appellant courts. The argument was confined to the question of who was the

proper party to bring the action against the Gas Company.

The Privy Council, the

court of last resort, decided that the action must be brought im the name of the

Corporation of the City of Toronto.

It 1s owing to a mere Informality that the decree of Judge Ferguson has not

been made operative.

It a sult were entered in the mame of the city, there is every

reason to believe Judge Ferguson's findings would be sustained in every particular,
even if the case were carried to the Privy Council.

The effect of the judge’s findings would be such a shock.to the company as it
could not stand. It would mean a judgment of more than a million and a half dol-
lars against the company. The misapplication of the Reserve Fund alone invoives
a sum of $85,000 a'year for 13 years, or $1,105,000, and this without counting com-
pound interest and other benefits which would have accruéd to the consumer it gas

had been reduced as called for by the statute,
The city is entitled to such a verdict against the company as
knees for mercy when the verdict 1s obtained and enforced.

As it cools pour into
a pomade jar, and stir in a féew drops of
bergamot, rosemary, rose or lavender and
lncorpomt,qwell with-the mutton fat. Still
some other “‘pointers’” culled fraomn the
same source: Benzoin as a. tincture should
be used in every toilet; this fragrant, resin-
ous substance soothes, heals, stimulates and
whitens the skin, Three or four drops in
a basin of ° water for a face ringe after
the morning bath will give a smoo*hness
otherwise hard to obtain. Where the skin
needs cleansing, add a little pinch of re-
fined borax to the benzoin, dry well and,
if needed, rub the face, especially at night,
with the cold cream made as dseribed.

The variety and quality of notepaper
employed by women in their corraspoud-
ence is infinite, but the cream or soft grey
or blue are by far the most in favor by
women of good taste; the only ornamenta-
tion permissible §s the crest or initial at
the head of the notepaper and on the flap of
the envelope; or the address of the resi-
dence in clear white letters on the grey or
blue paper is much in favor with many wo-
men.

Mr, Carnegie Will Not Help the Re=-
publicans if They Are Going to
Hold the Philippines.

* New York, Jan. 4.—Andrew Carnegie em-
phatically denles a report published here
this morning that he has promised to sub-
scribe $50,000 to the Republican National
Convention Fund, and added that the party
would not get one cent from him if It de-

clared for the .policy of Imperialism.

“Not a cent to Imperialism—not a cent
to renegade Americanism,” says he, - and
adds: ‘I am in favor of securing all the
West Indies, if we can do so. believe
they would make desirable and prgper ac-
guisitions to our territory, That sort of
expansgion is on the right line, but it
should not go beyond territory on the con-
tinent. ' We have no business, elther in
morals or politics, to take and keep the
Philippines.”’

Whereas under “The Ontdrio Shop Regu
lation Act” a petition has been presented
to the Councll, asking that the shops of
all grocers and butchers within the City
gf Toronto shall be closed within certain
ours, +

that it is expedient to grant the prayer of
the said petition. .
Therefore, the Municipal Council of the
Corroratlon of“the City of Torouto enacts
as follows: ;

L

From and after the eighth day of Jan-
uary, 1000, all retall grocery shops and
butcher shops within the City of 'I'oronto
shall during the part of the year extend-
Ing from tne 1st day of November to the
30th day of April, inclusive, be closed and
remaln closed on each and every day of the
week, except Saturday and the day imme-
dlatefy preceding a public holiday, from the
hoyr of 7 o’clock in the afternoon of one
day to the hour of 5 o'clock in the forenoon
of the next day; and during the part of
the year extending from the 18t day of May
to the 31st day of October, inclusive, the
sald shops shall be closed and remain clos-
ed on each and every day except Saturday
and the day immediately preceding a pub-
lic holiday, from the hour of 8 o’clock in
the afternoon of one day to the hour of 5
o’clock in the forenoon of the next day,
but upon Saturdays and the days imme-
diately preeeding public holidays, as defined
by ‘“The Interpretation Act of Ontario,”’
such shops may remain open until and shall
close at 11 o'clock in the afternoon and
shall remain closed until 5 o'clock in the
forenoon of the next lawful day, and the
owner, occupler or other person In charge
of each such shop shall close, and keep
such shops closed, within the hours herein-
before provided for the same being closed
and remaining closed.

Any person convicted of a breach of any
of the provisions of this bylaw shall forfeit
and pay, at the discretion of the convicting
magistrate, a penalty not exceeding the sum
of fifty dollars for each offence, exclusive
of costs, and in default of payment of the
sald penalty and costs forthwith the said
‘penalty and costs, or costs only, may be
levied by distress and sale of the goods and
chattels of the offender, and in cuse of
there being no distress found out of which
such penalty can be levied, the convicting
magistrate may commit the offender fo the
common goal of the City of Toronto, with
or without hard labor, for any period not
exceeding six calendar months, unless the
sald penalty and costs be sooner pald.

TWO BULLET WOUNDS FOUND.

Partner in Chicago Refuses to Have

found in room 143 ‘the dead body of a
guest named Abraham Finberg, who regis-
tered at the hotel a little before nosn on
Turesday.

Death evidently re-
sulted from two bullet wounds found in the
mwouth and neck. From the condition of
the remains a physician who was ealled in
sald that, Finberg had. apparently heen
dead about 36 hours. It is belleved that he
took lis life soon after going to the room.

None Heard a Shot.

Nobody has yet been found who heard any
of the shots.” The revolver which Finberg
used had five chambers. Two ecartridges
were discharged, two more bore the imprint
of the hammer and the fifth was still in-

tact. The dead man evidently stood before
the looking-glass and deliberately. took his
lite by fticng the
mouth,

Came From Chicago.

From an agreement In his ‘possession it
was learned that the suicide was a wmem-
ber ot the firm of Bruski & Finberg, bat
manutacturer, at 323-234 Fifth-avenue,
Chicago. The only articles of value tound
amongst the effects were a goid-plated
waten and $2.26 in cash.

These fortuitous combinations of favor-
ing conditiops would seem to e sufiicient
to ensure success, but when we add that
the location of the plant, on the highway
to Europe, will facilitate the export of the
prcducts of the concern, we can readily be-
lieve that it will become an Iimportant
factor ere long in the iron and steel In-
dustry.

William Magee, Formerly of This
City, Would Not Side With the
Boers and is Now a Prisoner.

HIS STORE LOOTED AND BURNED

Wife and Child in Zululand—Mrs,
Murray Receives the News in
Toronto,

Wiliam Magee, who four years ago was
living in Toronto, enjoying his) libenty, 18
now a prisoner in the hands of the Boers
at Vryheid, a town situated east of Dun-
dee. ‘The news of his capture was re-
celved only a few days ago, by his mother,
Mrs. 8. Murray, who lives at 231 Parlia-
ment-street. Mngee, on leaving here, weng
direct to Johannesburg, and after vards
settled in a little place called Denny-Dal-
ton, in the district of Vryheid. ‘I'here he

started a genepal supply store and hotel,
He prospereq, ‘and soon had an extensive
business. When hostiuties first broke out
between the writish and che Boers be in-
tended to sell out his business and go to
one of the priiish rowns on tne coast,
‘Vnis he was advised by a meld cormet not
to do, but to remain and nght lor the
Boer cause. g
Left His Store in a Kafiir'd Charge.

In splie of this warning, agee lett
his {tore in charge of a Kaifir, aad, with
his “wite and chiia, went ‘to a small Brit-
ish settlement, where he :lived in a tent.
Every day he rpae on Horseback to his
store, and retu to his wite the same
might. On day : of ‘Nov. 14
he was_ on daily trip to
his store, Wi captured by
12 Boers. emanded the Keys of bis

re, which he turned over, He was thep
taken to Vryheid and cast into a prison,
After several days’ imprisonment he was
permitted to send a letter to his wife,
in which he stated that he was contined le-
tween four wall] His guards had told
him that if he brought his wife to Vry-
held they would permit their prisoner
to live with her in the vicinity of the

prison.
His Building Burned,

The native runner who carried the letter
to Mrs. Magee said that her bushand’s
store had been looted, and afterwards
burned to the ground. In a Jetter from
Mrs. Magee, dated Nov. 21,' 1899, received
by Mrs. Murray, the wrieer feared that
her husband would be ghot. She said tuat
they were then drving all the Boers out of
Natal, and it was being rumored that all
the Dutch in the vicinity had been killed,

His Wife in Zululand.

In another letter from a Robert King,‘an
intimate friend of Mr, Magee, dated rrom
Pietermaritzburg, Nov. 20, he states that
Mrs. Magee and her child were then :iving
in Zululand. Mr. McCormack, who is a
brother of Mrs. Magee, was then !n Lady-
smith. The last letter Mrs. Miller recelved
from her son was dated Nov. 5. Up to
that time he had not been interfered with
by the Boers. Iie thought the war would
be over about Christmas, and the Union

THE BOER AMMUNITION.

AL L
Like Everything Elfse Connected
With the Transvaal Army Its
Origin Is Mysterious, but
There is Abundance.

From The London Daily Mall.

Most of the ammunition used by the
Boers is of German or Krench manufac-
ture. A comparatively very small guantity
was made in England, 4nd an equally small
proportion was manufactured at the Trans-
vaal Government works, near Pretoria,

A vast amount of secrecy and mystery
surrounded the Government powder factory,
as it was called, and no one was allowed to
visit it er even to approach within half a
mile of the inclosed buildings without a
very extra speclal permit. -

The factory was entirely run by Ger-
mans, and, curlously enough, the head
thereof was a Mr. Kruger, who was always
catreful to assert that he wag no relation
whatsoever to thé President. This scems
quite likely, as he was a very decent sort
of_fellow.

The works were near Daspoort, about
four miles outside of Preteria, and in the
immediate vicinity of the cement works,
where so-called Transvaal Portland cement
was very badly made. The powder factory
is most jealously guarded from intruders
and even the Italians from the dynamite
factory, not many miles away, know
pothing of its Internal economy. It is
thought questionable by many whether
amy actual manufacture takes place here,
or whether, as In the case of dynamite |
works ”(“Maatschnpl voor ()nrplofrhzm-nf
Stoffen'’ in the *‘Taal”), the imported in-
gredients are just put up in cartridges on the
sppt, 80 as to appear ttff‘arry out the re-
quirements of the . exclusive concession.

The amamunition is taken away at dead of |
night on mule wagons to one or other of |
the forts around Pretgria, and a portion is
often sent over to the Johannesburg fort,
but not by rail, as the jolting might be
dangerous in the case of the very careless-
ly {)ut together explosive. An’ escort .of
artillery rides with the wagons and reports
the due delivery of the: ammunition.

In the case of foreign-imported ammuni-
tion—Lee-Metford, Mauser and heavy gun
shells—it comes by German, French or
Duteh  steamer to Delagod Bay, and is
there unshipped, stored for a 'longer or
shorter period in the wretched tin shanties
on the wharf, which do duty for bonded
