First Official Intimation of Con­
scription Comes From Minister 

of Justice.
First official Intimation regarding 

the enforcement of -the Military Ser­
vice Act is contained in an advertise­
ment today in which the measure is 
explained by the minister of justice. 
According to the announcement the 
first c&jll wiH be limited to men. not 
In the schedule of exemptions, who 
were unmarried or widowers without 
children* on July 6 last, are at least 
twenty years of age, and were born on 
or since January 1, 1883.

The power invested in the civil tri­
bunals appointed to deal with exemp­
tions la explained at length in the ad­
vertisement, as well as the manner in 
which persons may apply for exemp­
tion. In regard to the date on which 
men will be required to report for 
duty the minister points out that a 
proclamation will be issued in which 
detailed ' instructions will bS found. 
Immediately on the issue of this pro­
clamation medical boards will sit at 
each mobilization centre for the ex­
amination of men reporting for ser­
vice.

but by civil tribunals composed of representative men who are familiar with local conditions in the 

^communities in which they serve, who will generally have personal knowledge of the economic and 
family reasons which those whose cases come before them have had for not volunteering their services 
and wh6 will be able sympathetically to estimate the weight and importance of such redSons. Provin­
cial Appellate Tribunals constituted from the existing judiciary of the respective provinces wjU be 
provided to correct mistakes made by Local Tribunals, and a Ctentral Appeal Tribunal for the whole 
of Canada, selected from among the present Judges of the Supreme Court of Canada, will be con­
stituted in order that identical principles may be applied throughout the country. In this way every 
mpn may rest assured of the fair and full consideration of his circumstances and the national require­
ments both civil and military.

A proclamation will issue calling out the bachelors and widowers referred to and fixing a day 

on ot before which every man must report for service to the military authorities unless he has before 
that day made an application for exemption.

How tQ apply for exemption
Applications for exemption may be made by written notice on forms which will be available at 

every post office, and will be transmitted free of postage. They will not, however, be required to be 
made in this way, but may be presented by the applicantvp person to the exemption tribunals. The 
cases of those who have given written notice in advançeSiffil take precedence, and appearance in 

\ person will therefore be likely to involve considerably more incotvitcniencc and delay to the men con­
cerned, so that it is recommended that advantage be generally taken of the facilities for written appli­
cation. , V. " -■ Z

- Exemption Tribunals in all parts of Canada
The local exemption, tribunals will be constituted with the least delay possible, consistent with the 

selection of representative1 individuals to compose them, and the instruction of the memtfcrs.in their 
duties. There will be more than one thousand of such tribunals throughout Canada, each consisting 
of two members, one of whom Will be nominated by a Joint Committee of Parliament, and the other 
by one of the Judges of the existing Court;. Every effort will be made by the wide distribution of 
tribunals, and by provision where necessary for their sitting in more than one place, to rilinimiee the 
inconvenience to which men will be put in obtaining the disposition of their cases.

A Registrar will be appointed in each Province, who will be named in the proclamation and to 
whom enquiries may be addressed. Each Provincial Registrar will transmit to the appropriate tribunal 
the applications for exemption which have been submitted in advance of the sittings, and men who have 
sent these in will not be required to attend the tribunals until notified to do so. Other applicants 
should attend personally on the tribunal without notice.

Men who do not desire to claim exemption will report to the military authorities for service 
either by mail or in person at any time after the issue of the proclamation. Forms of report by mail 
will be found in all post offices, and, like applications for exemption, will be transmitted free of 

r postage.

Early report advantagepus
No man who reports for service will, although he may be medically examined and passed as fit,

- be required to go into camp br join a battalion until after a day fixed by the proclamation sufficiently 
late to permit of the disposition by the local tribunals of most, if not all, of the applications for exemp­
tion which maÿ come before them. Thus no advantage will be gained by delaying or disadvantage 
Incurred by prompt report for service on the part of those who do not intend tx\ apply for exemption.

Facilities for immediate medical examination
Immediately upon the issue of the proclamation, medical boards will sit at every mobilization 

centre for the examination of men who report for service or who, subject to their right within the time 
limited to apply for exemption, desire to have their physical fitness determined in order to allay any 
doubt as to their physical condition, or to know definitely and in advance whether there is a possibility 
of their services being required. Certificates of physical unfitness issued by these Medical Boards will 
be accepted without any further investigation by exemption tribunals when they sit. Men found 
physically fit who have not reported for service may nevertheless apply for exemption on any of the 
prescribed grounds, including even their physical condition if dissatisfied with the jdedical Board’s 
conclusion.

Notice to join the colors
As reinforcements are required, notice to report at the nearest mobilization centre will be given 

from time to time to the men found liable and passed as fit for service. Disobedience of such notice 
will render the offender liable to punishment, but punishment for failure to report for military service, 
or to report subsequently for duty tirtien called upon, will be imposed ordinarily by the dvü magistrates; 
offenders, however, will remain liable for the performance of their military duties notwithstanding 
any civil punishment which may be imposed and will be liable to military punishment in cases in which 
civil proceedings are not taken.

d w<It wasThe Bloor Street Viaduct “Go, stranger. Ski■* Hundreds of people crossed the 
Bloor street viaduct on Sunday last. 
The viaduct was not open for traffic, 
but the way was clear, the structure 
is practically complete except for 
paving, and the people rejoiced to 
have access to the magnificent struc­
ture. Next Sunday the contractors 
will have completed everything about 
the bridge for which they are respon­
sible. In fact, they will keep their 
promise made some months ago to the 
city authorities to have (everything 
finished by the 15th. Every scrap of 
rubbish, every nail and fragment, all 
the various debris that accumulates 
In the course of the erection *of an, 
elaborate building, will go “over the 
top” tomorrow, and only the city’s 
share of 
done.

The viaduct looks finished and com- 
plete now. It is a beautiful structure 
and Its proportions are of such noble 
character that It is not until one gets 
underneath It that its huge dimensions 
Impress the spectator- It is built foij 
use, however, and not merely for 
beauty. That, at least, is the impres­
sion of the citizens, 
authorities have a different view, ap­
parently, -and If rumor is correct, the 
viaduct (trill only serve the purpose of 
beauty and omit the functions of 
utility, until next spring. It will be 
a handsome spectacle for those pass­
ing over the Gerrard Street Bridge to 
the south many blocks out of their 
way. Pedestrians may perhaps be 
permitted f by the contractors, whose 
property the bridge is until the city 
takes It over, to pass from 
bank to bank of the Don 
Ravine. The / World understands 
that no vehicular traffic will be allowed 
on the bridge until the city assumes 
responsibility for it. The roadways 
are all ready for block paving, and 
the track allowance is ready' for the 
laying of rails, but until the paving 
is completed the joints and the pack­
ing would he liable to injury by heavy 
traffic, so no risks will be taken.

It Is unfortunate that the use of 
the viaduct should be “so near and 
yet so far.” The paving could be done 
by the contractors qnder terms pro­

vided for in the contract, or the city 
lean do the paving itself. At the pres- 

junoture there does not seem to 
be any likelihood of any action being 
taken by the city before next spring. 
A good deal will depend upon the tem­
per of the east end civic politicians. 
The Danforth district is becoming in­
creasingly influential, but the opening 
up of the viaduct means an immense 
expansion of civic relations between 
this district and the whole of the
northern and western regions of the
city. * -,

The Parliament street section of the
viaduct -is practically complete. Men 
were laying the car tracks yesterday, 
and a steam roller was smoothing the 
way where the viaduct joins Parlia­
ment street and Howard street. The 
little lodge which used to stand at 
the head of the Old Snake Road into 
the ravine lias disappeared, and the 
old rood itself, the merry scene of 
many toboggan panties, has Jpeen al­
most wiped out. |

ers’ ^Association, recommending -a 
price of $2.50 per eight gallon can for 
milk, wholesale, is c» using consider­
able comment in Toronto.
