New York, Aug. 26.—The work of
clearing up the tangled affairs of the
stock exchange firm of A. O. Brown &
(®mpany, whose suspension was announc-
ed yesterday after one of the most ex-
traordinary bursts of speculation ever
known on the New York Exchange, be-
gan today. It was expected also that the
appointment of a special investigating
committee of five members of the board
of governors of the exchange to inquire
{nto the remarkable transactions on the
floor of the exchange Saturday, would be
announced today. The governors of the
stoek exchange plan to make this inves-
tigation thorough. So involved are the
sccounts of the suspended firm tl.mt it
§s believed several days’ work will be
required before the assignee can estim-
ate its liabilities and assets. These ac-
counts were greatly complicated by the
buying for the account of the suspend-
ed firm of stock which they had sold to
other brokers and were unable to deliver.

The losses which the firm suffered un-
der. this procese which is in accordance
with rules of the exchange, will swell its
total liabilities and add greatly to the
work of the assignee. The failure of A.
0. Brown and Co., had much less effect
on the market today than was anticipat
ed. There was, however, a feeling of
uneasiness among the traders today who
feel that the real circumstances back of
the Brown suspension and the transac-
tions of Saturday are yet to be ascer-

ined.

pensions of members of the stock ex-
change are expected to follow that of A.
O. Brown and Co., according to a state-
_ment made from the office of the sec
yetary of the Kxchange today. This an-
nouncement inspired a feeling of relief
4nlong the brokers, many of whom had
been fearful of further unfavorable de-
yelopmnets.

PROTECTION FOR
PUBLIC IN BIG
AUTO RACE

Eiaborate Arrangements Being
Made to Police the Entire
Course of the Vanderbiit Cup
Race.

New York, Aug. 26.—The terms of the
Vanderbilt cup race as arranged by the
Nassau supervisors will demand much
more from the automobile association of
America in the way of policing the course
and protecting pedestrians on-the days of
practice and actual competition than ev-
er in any previous running of the famous
automobile contest.

They will require the . officials of the
race, by which is meant the automobile
authorities, to employ at least twelve
hundred men to police the course, and
these men must be clad in white uniforms
from head to foot. On the day of the
race, which is scheduled for October 24,
special policemen must be on duty from
5 am. till 6 p.m. Mounted guards will
be required to station themselves at the
various cross roads and at all the im-
portant turns in the course, groups of
five mounted men must be placed in or-
der to warn pedestrians that they ven-
ture: “on the course at their peril.” Im
addition to the mounted men, at least
1,000 other men must be scattered over
the course to warn people of the danger
and maintain order. Besides the associa-
tion must deposit a bond of $25,000. The
entrants for the race will be allowed to
take practice spins over the course, but
not after 7 a.m. The days upon which
practice will be indulged in, must be ad-
vertised in the count yprints at. least
twenty days prior to euch practice, and
if any of the contestants is caught exceed-
ing the speed limit he will be arrested
and disqualified from competing in the
race.” The A. .A. A. has until Septem~
ber 4th to accept the mules.

Ottawa Police Land Man who was
Chased Out of London.

Ottawa, Aug. 26— (Special) .—James
Jenkins, the man arrested for “dipping”
$50 from John Simser on a C. P.:. R.
train between Ottawa and Hull last week
has been identified as a notorious Lon-
don cook, Fred Austin, convicted in
Toronto of vagraney recently, and told
to leave the country. Yesterday the
Toronto department received an answer
from the Scotland Yard authorities in
London. Eng., replying to the Canadian
city finger prints and photo of Austin
which had been forwarded to the old
country. The Scotland Yard people re-
cognized the finger marks and photo as
those of one of the most notorious pick-
ockets ever chased out of London. In
gngland, Austin has served no fewer than
sixteen sentences for pocket picking, and
the English authorities had no trouble
in spotting the Jenkins of Toronto and
Ottawa as Mr. Fred Austin, of London.

Up to last night the Cincinnati police
department had not been heard from re-
garding the photo forwarded them. The
local police think that Jenkins has oper-
ated in “the American city as a green
goods man under the names of Wood-
worth and Murray. i

A PRINGE QUITS THE WORLD

T0 BECOME

A COWLED MONK

Carl zu Lowenstein, His Coffers Loaded with Gold, Owner
of the Fairest Lands in Europe, Joins the Dominican
Brotherhood and is Known Now Only as ‘Brother Raymund.’

Berlin, Aug. 25.—In remote corneérs of
the German newspapers there appeared
the other day a notice that Prince Carl
zu Lowenstein had taken his vows of a
monk at the Dominican monastery of
Venlo, on the Dutch frontier.

A day or two afterward the Catholic
journals mentioned that the Cardinal
Archbishop of Cologne had renewed in
private audience a certain Domipican
monk named Brother Raymund and that
the Prince of the Church and the poor
monk remained a long time in private
prayer. Brother Raymund, bent double
with fasting and seyere penance, with
emaciated face and transparent skin and
with that far-away look of other world-
liness in his face which many persons
detached from all terrestrial interests
assume, was none other than Prince
Carl zu Lowenstein.

Who is this prince who has left the
world to devote the remainder of his
days to the service of his Master? He
is probably without exception the most
exalted person among the select nobiliy
of the German Fatherland. It would not
be far out of the way to say that he
occupies a position among them some-
what similar to that occupied by the
Duke of Norfolk in England. Of the
loftiest birth, of the widest possessions,
of unblemished character, with Crusading
princes and kings among his ancestors,
owning vast lands and forests and mines
and palaces, with a life spent in deeds
of charity and friendliness to the poor
and needy, he has sought at the end of
his days that peace which the world can-
not give.

When “he was in the world he was
known as Prince Carl Heinrich zu Lew-
enstein-Wertheim-Rochefort. He was a
duke and an excellency, a serenity and a
“high-born,” before whom men bowed in
the greatest respect. He was born sev-
enty-four years ago in the magnificent

palace at Haid, in Bohemia, within easy
walking distance of the place where the
famous Bohemian reformer, John Huss,'
first saw the light. His youth and adols
escence were spent in the usual way
until the change came which made him &
religious man and turned his thoughts te
the Church.

His father was a proud, worldly, grand
seigneur, a soldier and a diplomat, im<’
mersed in affairs of state and burdened
with the care of his tremendous posses
sions, scattered all over Europe, so he
opposed his son’s plan of entering the
Church and married him to Princesy
Adelheid zu Isenburg. His wife did not
live long, but long enough to turn hep
husband’s thoughts away from the
Church and to interest him in the world

Two years after he became a widowej
he again married, this time a woman of
quite another character. She was Prim
cess Sophie von und zu Liechtenstein, &
nun at heart, a woman of intense piety,
who should have lived in the days o}
Catherine of Sienna rather than amidsi
the turbulent wordliness of this century;
They retired from the world and shud
themselves up in one or another of theig
numerous castles.

Of the six children who were the frui
of this union one is a poor Sister oz
Charity of St. Francisca of Aachen, ane
other is a Benedictine nun at Ryde iny
the Isle of Wight, a third is a nun in
lonely convent among the mountains (1
Bohemia and a fourth is the prior of &
Htngarian convent of the strictest rule.

For more than twenty years the man
who.hias now taken the vows of the
Dominicans has not seen any of these
four children. He used to write to them
on their saints’ days and comfort them
with the thought that they would one
day meet in paradise.

In any event the board wish-
ed not to commit themselves too far; but
would like to be able to decline a gift
with too strenuous conditions attaching.

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"BIC BROKERAGE HOUSE FAILS
FOR MORE THAN ONE MILLION

A. O. Brown & Co. of Wall Street Went Down Yesterday---
Enormous Trading on Saturday Caused the Collapse---Other
Outside Firms May be Involved..

New York, N. Y., Aug. 25.—The fail-
ure of the big brokerage concern of A. 0.
Brown & Company, for a sum popularly
estimated as running well above $1,000,-
900 sent a nervous thrill through the stock
market today. Ooming as a climax to the
bewildering trading in last Saturday’s
market, the suspension created an extra-
ordinary degree of public interest but
was fooked upon by high stock exchange
interests as offering an early solution of
the tangle: growing out of the most re-
markable two hours’ session the New
York Stock Exchange has known in many
years. ‘While there was no question in
Wall street this afternoon that the sit-
aation created by today’s failure could
sasily be taken care of, there was dis-
tinctly a feeling of apprehension lest other
irms might unwittingly be drawn into
the affair as a result of the extensive or-

Company covered nearly seventy-five, per

It is understood that brokerage
firme who were awaiting the delivery of
stock from A. O. Brown & Company, be-
came impatient along toward noon today,
and sent word that they would allow but
a few more hours of grace. All attempts
to secure further delay were futile and
the suspension followed. It was also said
that the banks which carried the accounts
of the house declined today, because of
the unsettled conditions in the affairs of
the firm following Saturday’s spectacular
business, to further certify any of its
checks.

Friends of the members of the firm de-
clared tonight that the collapse was due
entirely to the clogging of its regular
channels of business by the extraordinary
Saturday ‘trading. 3 :

A thousand clerks, it ‘was explained,
could not properly enter and transfer the
three-quarters of a million shares handled
by the firm Saturday withit the space of
time allowed by the ex e rules for
making deliveries.

Albert O. Brown, the head of the firm
was before the Stock Exchange governors
Monday afternoon to explain tardiness of
delivery, and it was announced afterward
that his explanation as to this feature of
the trading had been accepted. It was
further announced that the governors of
the exchange would appoint a committee
of five, thoroughly to inquire into Sat-
urday’s transaction as a means of re-
storing public confidence and . punishing
any members who had been guilty of a
transgression of the rules.

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HUNGRY HARVESTERS
SOLD CLOTHES
~ FOR FoOD

There is Mere Help in the Grain
District Than is Needed and
Many Men. Are Idie---Frost
and Drought Will Reduce
Crop. :

Regina, Aug. 25.—Two hundred harves-
ters are out of work here and some are
in a destitute condition. They held an
indignation meeting last night protesting
at the C. P. R.s refusal to ship them
back home. :

The railway says the men are not en-
titled to return tickets till they have
done thirty days work and the men claim
they canfiot get one day’s work. They
allege they were brought in on misrepre-
gentations by the C. P. R. circulating
broadcast a statement that there was en-
ormous demand for harvesters. The mes
say that only 650 men were required in
Saskatchewan and the company shipped
in 2,000 with two more trainloads to
come.

A dozen men who came with the firsi
contingent have arrived back in the city
after walking to Moosejaw and some way
down the Soo line looking for work, and
now, wet, starved, and bedraggled, they
are being looked after by the Salvation
Army. | ;

The Moosejaw Board of Trade gave
these men two meals, otherwise they bad
no food in a week. They sold their
trousers to buy bread. More than a hun-
dred are huddled in the C. P. R. depot
with not fifty cents amongst the crowd,
many having come all the way from Nova
Scotia, with no prospects of getting back.

Winnipeg reports that numbers of har-
vesters have been unable to secure work
‘and although conditions may improve
slightly ‘as’ the late grain becomes ready
for cutting, it appears that there is a
surplus of harvesting labor in the country
beyond all possible requirements with the
inward flow not yet checked. For this
it is hardly fair to blame the railway
companies entirely, for conditions have
beén peculiar. At the time the first esti-
mates of labor needs were sent out on
which the exc¢ursions were based there
were good prospects of very big crops
with a 'possible total wheat average of
nearer thirty than twenty bushels,
unexpected drought, coupled with unusu-
ally early frosts have winnowed down the
wheat average to nearer fifteen than
twenty bushels and cut the oat crop in
half. At the same time these conditions

have resulted in a crop very easy to har-{ 660

vest with unusually short straw. Added
to this a desire on the part of farmers to
cut down harvest expenses to a minimum
are sufficient reasons at present for the
wide ‘margin between original estimates
and actual requiréments.

CONVENTION HAS
COMPLETED ITS BUSINESS

Conduding Sessiens Hgld Yesterday Afternoon and Evening
b When Business was Disposed of With Despatch.

The closing sessions of the United Bap-
tist convention yesterday were marked

by the transaction of considerable busi-
ness. Many ' reports. were received, and
new boards and committées appointed.

Rev. W. E. McIntyre, D.D,, in the af-
ternoon introduced the report of the
home mission board for New Brunswick.
This was received as read.

The next was the report of the state of
the denominational funds for New Bruns-
wick, also read by Dr. McIntyre. It
showed the amount given by the churches
during the year was $8,968. In ‘addition
about $70 or $80 came in late. The re-
port was adopted.

Pr. McIngre submitted the report of
the treasurer of the foreign mission
board. This showed ' total receipts of
$27,423.10, with ‘expenditures of $29,250.81.
It was adopted. .

Isaiah Tingley addressed the convention
on the subject of annuities for the aged
and infirm ministers. He advocated the
creation of a fund of $250,000 for this
purpose and $100,000 ought to be raised
now. The convention had $45,000 and by
appealing to the people he did not doubt
another $45,000 would be 'subscribed in
which case he was in a position to guar-
antee them a check for $10,000 from a
party who wished his name withheld.

A. D. King, of Halifax, said they had
no time to lose in beginning to secure
the $90,000. He moved that the report on
ministers’ annuities be again considered.

It was decided, however, that the, pro-
gramme be adhered to and Rev. Ww. O.
Goucher presented a partial report of the
nominating committee as follows:—Rev.

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THE BFUTE IN MAN

The brute in man dies but slowly. In
thie ¢ity last evening some fifteen hundred
men paid to witness a series of what by
courtesy are termed boxing bouts. Not
only the gutter element, but men promin-
ent in the public life of the city and pro-
vince were present. By their action they
encouraged the boy on the street to be-
lieve that to reach the pinnacle of fame
he should become a bruigser. There is a
lot’ of cant about the value of boxing as
+ means of physical development, and %
comfortable ignoring of the moral effect
of such exhibitions as that of last night.
We are told there was no- disorder, but,
since, the police were present, and it was
jnnounced that unless peace was preserved
the affair would be stopped, the good or-
der will scarcely be attributed to the be-
nign influence of jabs and uppercuts. The
last time there was a boxing exhibition
here an unfortunate young man was kill-
ed. Tt was then hoped that the tragedy
would sour the public taste for such ex-
hibitions, but we are told there is to be
a revival of the sport (?). The tendency
in this kind of public eport is always
downward. It is in ninety-nine cases out
of one hundred bad in the end for those
who follow it up year after year, and it
stirs no generous impulses in the hearts
of the onlookers. For ome who sees in
the bout an exhibition of science, to be
critically admired, there are hundreds who
only see a fight, and who want their fav-
orite to win. The appeal is to' the pas-
sions, and the grosser passions of man’s
pature. The world will one day have
done with it, as a degrading influence
which can well be spared. The amount of
profanity with which the reading of this
gentle criticism will be punctuated by
many readers is respectfully submitted in
evidence of its truth.

PRAISE CANADA

The diversion of a considerable portion
of the grain trade from New York to the
Montreal route is still the subject of in-
terested discussion in the United States
press. The New York Journal of Com-
merce roundly denounces American rail-
roads, and contrasts their course with
that of the railroads, the government and
the commercial interests of Canada,
greatly to the credit of the latter. We
quote:—

“The export grain trade has been light
this summer, but the Canadian railroads
have had the enterprise and foresight
to make the most of it for the port of
Montreal, while the great ‘trunk lines’
of the Unitél States have supinely let
them have their own way with~it. The
Canadian lines have made such rates as
were necessary to get their share of the
traffic, and they have got more than their
normal share because the New York
Central has insisted upon a rate from
Buffalo that was sure to throw the bulk
of the trade to Montreal. The Central
has not been competing for business, but
‘fighting’ for increased rates and pre-
tending that is the way to improve con-
ditions in time of poor traffic. The 31-2!
cent rate for wheat from Buffalo used to
be considered fairly remunerative and 4
cents now would enable the grain from the |
lakes to come to New York for export, |
but the railroad obstinately hold out for|
5% and lets cars lie idle and grain go to Mon-
treal. The Grand Trunk will take grain
round through Canada to Portland at a
rate to keep up its share of such export
trade as is going, but the New York
Central, with its control of the Boston
& Albany, will not let it go to Boston.
Montreal is getting the lion’s share of
the business, and Canadian railroad offi-
cials declare that their opportunity has
been revealed to them and they intend to
hold the advantage. When a full move-
ment develops with the new harvesters,
other ports will get what Montreal is not
able to handle, but the Canada railroads
and canals and the St. Lawrence port
will see that its capacity for handling is
increased.

BRITISH TRADE
AND AMERICAN

(New York Journal of Commerce.)

The. fqreign trade returns of the Bnt!sh
Board of Trade for July show a decline
in both imports and exports, though not
in proportion to that which we suffered,
while the significance as regards industrial
conditions is ‘quite different. Converting
values roughly on the basis of five dollars
to the pound sterling and using round
numbers we find the British imports for
the month amounted to $233,500,000, com-
pared with $261,000,000 for the same month
last year, while those of the United States
were $86,500,000 this year, against 8125_.-
500,000 last. The decrease was heavier in
this country absolutely and much greater
relatively. The heaviest decrease in Brit-
ish imports was in the materials of manu-

% | facture, being from $84,000,000 to $71,500,-

000. In food, drink and to! it was
from $107,500,000"" to” $100, sand’ in
manufactured articles from $67,500,000 to
$60,000,000.

The heavy side of the British foreign
¢rade account is the import side, and
it has not suffered mnearly as much rel-
atively in comparison with last year as
the American import trade, but it has
fallen off about 10 1-2 per cent.

/ About fifteen hundred people attended
the boxing show at the Victoria Rink last
pight when Tom Foley of Halifax was
given the decision over Dan Littlejohn of
ghis city, in & ten-round bout.

The preliminary consisted of a gix-round
“mili’ perween Junmy IKogers and Jack
Watts. The decision of a draw was no
doubt a fair one under the circumstances,
though Rogers had & shade the better of
the argument. !

As a result of the unexpected arrival
of Mike “Twin” Sullivan the big crowd
were treated to one of the best exhibi-
tions of boxing seen here in a long while,
the welterweight champion taking on
Fred Flaherty and “Billy” Donohue for
three rounds each. While both the local
men put up a fast exhibition, the lanky
Cambridge boxer never found it necessary
to exert himself. His foot work, blocking
boxing generally was a thorough treat,
and he received unstinted applause.

‘It was about 8.45 when Referee John
W', Powers called on the preliminary.
Johnny Mclntyre, of Halifax, was slated
to meet Rogers, but on his failure to put
in an appearance Watts was substituted
gor him. Both lads received a-hearty re-
ééption as they made their appearance
in' the ring. Watts wore white trunks,
while Rogers wore black ones. In Jack
Watts’ corner were Cronin and Trainor,
while McDonald and Cleary looked after
Rogers’ interests.

Before introducing the boys Referee
Powers expressed his pleasure at the re-
vival of boxing in this city. He exhorted
all to keep within bounds and said that
if there was any show of over enthusiasm
¢ unnecessary noise he would stop the

Sul-
livan backed to the ropes and side step-
ped out of the way of a corking left to
the head. Billy caught him on the body
with a right swing, and they clinched at
the close of the round. The fifth and
sixth were full of ginger, and the crowd
showed their appreciation by hearty ap-
plause.  The “Twin” uncovered for a
number of upper cuts and swings, letting
his man come to close quarters when he
would give a rattling exhibition of clever
boxing. The crowd showed their appre-
ciation by lots of applause.

WORLD'S FASTEST
HORSES IN BIG
RAGE

Gréi;t Contest at Read-
ville Track Yesterday
for $50,000 Purse.

Allan Winter Won Trotting Han-
dicap From Thirty-Three Com-
petitors--Contest a Great Suc-
cess and May Revolutionize
Racing.

Readville, Mass., Aug. 25.—The well-
earned victory which M. .H. Reardon’s
bay stallion, Allen Winter, from an In-
dianapolis stable, won at the Readville
track today, in capturing the largest share
of the $50,000 America trotting _handicap
from the field of thirty-three starters, is
believed by the 20,000 followers of harness
racing, who saw the contest, to.establish
a new era in the history of the sport and
ensure its rejuvenation in this country.

The race was novel in its conditions,
which placed the horses at marks from
one quarter to three-eighths of a mile be-
hind the usual starting point on a handi-
cap based on their previous performances
and at the conclusion it appeared to be
the general opinion of all who saw the
two preliminaries and the grand final,
that this system of racing will prove ac-
ceptable in the future. i

It was the first race in which Allen
Winter had trotted this year, and Lon.
MecDonald, his driver, sized up the field
in the two preliminary heats. In the first
he watched sixteen horses, placed at
marks from 1,320 to 1,720 feet behind the
usual starting line, sweep “once and a
quarter round the track to a grand finish
Wwith Dervaldo in the lead. In the second
heat with his own horee, 1,570 feet from
the wire and 6,850 feet to travel, he push-
ed Allan Winter carefully, but surely,
finishing a good third to Prince C., and
the Huntsman, which had started 150 feet
respectively ahead of him.

The first heat had been run off at a
92.08 gait for the mile, but the second was
some seconds slower. Both inaugurated
the sport for the afternoon. k¢ 5

Then came the battle for final honors
and the money, with sixteen well-known
trotters in the field, the fastest being
Sweet Marie, 2.05.

There had been some trouble in starting
the first heat, owing to one horse running
away, but in the second the half-dozen
officials had learned their lesson and were
ready for business when the horses lined
up for the final.

Through a system of electric buttons,
which ran from each starting judge to a
big bell, it was possible for each judge to
signgl when his own horses were on the
marks and facing the right direction,
When all the judges were unanimous, the
bell rang automatically and the field was
away.

As they turned into ‘the stretch and
raced under the wire for the first time,
it looked like a long procession and there
was very little change in position. At
this point Kim was leading with Jay Kay
gecond, and Ralph Wick third, while close
behind came Peter Balta, Prince C., The
Huntsman, Daniel and Teasel. Going to
the quarter pole, Kim drew out a trifle
while the entire field still seemed well
strung out. At the three-eighths, the

horses began to bunch up, and there seem- |

ed to be four divisions with Kim out
ahead and Sweet Marie coming up fast
on the outside of the last bunch. Going
by the half mile pole, Kim was still mak-
ing the pace, but the four bunches had
become two with stragglers. The pace
to the three-quarters pole never slackened,
the slow horses up ahead were tiring fast
and the fast horses behind were coming
up strong. At the three-quarter Kim was
passed by a dozen horses and from that
point to the finish endurance reached a
premium. The field came around the turn
into the stretch like a Roman chariot
race, with three teams abreast and twelve
horses lined up for a grand dash of an
eighth of a mile to the wire.” At that
point it seemed anybody’s race, but 200
yards from the finish, McDonald shot
‘Allen Winter out of the bunch and, urg-
ing the big stallion along at the top of
his speed drew away rapidly and won by
five lengths, laughing heartily as he look-
ed back over his shoulder at the strug-
gling field. The next ten horses came
under the wire in a bunch and it was
almost impossible for a movice to pick
the place winners. The judges were near-
Iy ten minutes in arriving at the conclus-
ion.

There had been no question, however,
as to Allen Winter and as McDonald came
back he was lifted’ from the sulky and
carried up the track on the shoulders of
his shouting admirers.

It was found that Prince C. had cap-
tured second money, San Francisco third
money, Ralph Wick fourth money, The
Huntsman fifth money and Peter Balta
gixth money. Geers,- who drove Teasel,
and Andrews, behind Sweet Marie, were
beaten about fifty feet by the place win-
ners. ;

In the first heat of the big race, Jay
Kay set the pace at the start, and man-
aged to hold a lead until just before the
finish, when Bervaldo came out in front

The ‘day was ideal and the crowd saw
some excellent-supplementary races of the
regular Grand Circuit meet, the 2.04 pace
and the 2.12 trot. The first was won by
Hedgewood Boy in straight heats, while
Marvellata captured the greater portion
of the firsts in the second event. The
first heat in the 2.04 pace was close from
the start to the finish, and the usual
blanket could have covered the horses
practically the entire distance.

CANADIAN DAIRY
TRADE

{mprovements are Commended

Other Colonies.

London, Aug. 25.—Weddell & Company’®
annual colonial dairy produce review says
the Canadian export butter last year wae
the smallest known since 1895. Threa
years ago it reached the highest level,'
14,145 tone, but last year it fell to 1,862
tons, though the quality again showed an’
improvement over the previous year, and
as refrigeration on board steamers to the'
United Kingdom and on the landing’
wharves here, is now perfectly up-tos
date, Canadian butter ought to furthes
improve in quality and bring higher pricea
in our markets. -

Some inferior quality which yet come:
is damaged by want of proper refrigerae’
ting arrangements before it is shipped,
and the remainder of its defects, in it3
manufacture are avoided if proper care
is taken.

There has been a steady decrease in the
cheese exports from Canada and the Unit<
ed States, and their decrease has given an
opportunity to New Zealand to make up
some of the deficiency. The imports from
New Zealand have advanced in ten years
from 5,870 tons to 13,152 toms.

An improvement in quality continues
to be shown in Canadian methods of cur-
ing, and better transit arrangements
which have been provided for Canadian
cheese, have added largely to the improve.
ment in quality which now prevails.

Australia sent a small shipment of
cheese to London last year and the qual<
ity was very satisfactory. One shipment
from New South Wales was superior in
quality to the best Canadian owing to ita
being made on the English cheddar prin
ciple and having approached very closely
to the English conditions in manufacture,
in having the milking herd close to the
factory door so that the milk was alwaye
in sweet condition when it came under
the cheese maker’s control.

The advance made in Canadian cheese
of 9s. per hundredweight, or 16.6 per cent,
as the average price for the past twelve
months, is one-third less than 1907,
