JAPANESE
SITUATION

Henry Clews and Marquis lto
+ Exchange Reassuring Cable-
grams.

NEWPORT, R. I. July 15—Assurances
that the Japanese know and appreciate
the “genuine friendship” of the American
people were received in a cablegram from
Marquis Ito by Henry Clews, the New
York banker, who introduced American
financial methods into Japan. Last Friday
Mr. Clews sent a cablegram to Marquis
lto at the emperor's quarters in ToLw
whxch is as Tollows:-

“Rest assured that neither government
authorities nor, the people want long ex-
isting friendship disturbed. No other eec-
tion of the country sympabhxzes with the
attitude of San Francisco. It is only a lo-
~al affair.

(Signed) ~ HENRY CLEWS.”

Mr. Clews hs received the following ca-
blegram from Tokio: ‘Many thanks for
your kind telegram. Accept -assurances
that the Japanese know and appreciate
the genuine friendship of the American
people. :

. . (Signed) “1TO.”

Mr. Clews said in speaking of the situ-
ation: “I am quite of the opinion that a

good deal of the war talk between this |

¢ountry and Japan has been inepired from
from the other side by both Russia and
Germany. I think that both these nations
would be materially benefitted by a con-
flict especially if Japan is crippled as a
result of the war, because both- these na-
tions would be able to obtain what they
coveted—possessions' in the Pacific. Their
commercial interests make it necessary
for them to gain a foothold in that part
of the world. The Russian-Japanese war

“meant that for Russia, and then, again

Fire Well Handled

Today’s big fire furnished the first real
test of the.efficiency. of the Hartland wa-
ter system since its installation, thirteen
years ago, and it was an exceptionally
good one, as the supply was splendidly
handled by a volunteer corps of fire fight-
ers. Their efforts alone were respon-
sible for keeping the fire from crossing the
street, when the whole village might have
been burned.

The blocks which were burned today
were all of wood. The buildings were hud-
dled and packed together and it was a
surprise that they have not been burned
before this. Their demolition by fire to-
day is only what has been expected for
years.

The loss td Keith & Plummer/will be
particularly severe. They had the largest
business house in Hartland, and one of
the largest in the whole county. Mr.
Keith says they will rebuild at once, and
in the interim they are occupying premises
in the old Matheson building.

Aid from Woodstock

As soon as it became apparent that the
fire would be a lq'rge one an urgent call
for aid was sent to Woodstock, 12 miles
away, and the Woodstock Company re:
sponded. The C. P. R. furnished a train
to bring the apparatus to Hartland, but
when it got here thé fire had been under
control for four or five hours.

Ontario Village Burned

BELLEVILLE, Ont., July 15 (Special)

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NEW YORK PLAYGROUNDS

There are sixty-three afternoon play-
grounds in Greater New York during the
holiday season this summer, all but three
of them on the east side of the city. Of
course these are not large, open Spaces,
for the simple reason that such cannot
be found; but they are in most cases
school rooms, sometimes small, dark and
none too well ventilated, and yet a bhaven
of delight to crowds of children. The
working force consists of about five hun-
dred teachers, kindergartners, pianists and

supervisors. Last year a million and a
"quarter of children attended these vaca~
. tion playgrounds, and this year there was

such a crush at the opening that last

year’s record is likely to be eclipsed. Here
is a description of one of the poorest of
these play places, written by a reporter
for the New York Evening Post:—
«This is a playground for girls, and the
rooms used are on the street floor, small
rooms, divided by partitions that did not
reach the ceiling, which made it impossible
to shut off the noise of the various classes
and games. There were three hundred lit-
tle girls from three years of age up to
ten years. The kindergarten teacher was
struggling with a crowd of seventy little
_ones, who could not be diverted from
{“"gt#litng to the piano in the next room,
and preferring to try comical little dances
of their own invention rather than the
games and marches of the teacher. The
out-of-doors playground consisted of a
court about ten feet square, which boasted
a swing and a sand heap, and needed the
constant attention of an attendant to sep-
arate belligerent four-year-olds, each bent
on having her neighbor’s sand bucket or
shovel.

«In the larger room eighty girls were
engagad in gymnastic games and folk
dances with an interested crowd of small-
er children surrounding the space where
the games were going on. A large pro-
portion of the girls engaged in the game
were little mothers, and as they danced
up and down and across the room an anxi-
pus eye was kept on their babies; some of
these were peacefully sleeping in their go-
carts, but the greater number formed the
fringe of on-lookers.

“Every few minutes omne of the babies
would make a dash for his own particular
little mother, and ‘teacher’ would cap-
ture him and herd him in the centre until
a figure or evolution was completed. All
the babies seemed to be little boys, and
very dependent ones, in spite of being
grown up enmough to have trousers that
came up to their arm-pits, held in place

real suspenders. From time to time
2 little mother would leave the ranks, still
keeping the dance step, and proceed to ad-
minister a spanking to an obstreperous
youngster who had started a fight with
some neighbor, or one that had found the
drinking fountain afforded a fine chance
to take a shower bath. ‘Despite such con-
stant and disturbing interruptions, amid
the shouts of hundreds of children, in the
hat room that only boastéd four windows,
these girls danced and marched with an
eager attention to the music and com-
mands of the teacher that was pathetic
to see. No one of them smiled or laugh-
ed, but all seemed happy in the deep ab-
sorption of the play, uncenscious of each
other, but always a concerned watchful-
pess over their small charges in the back-
ground. :

«And how that teacher worked! A slip
of a girl, fresh from a training school, her
first class, her first responsibility, this
mob of little girls and babies to direct,
inspire, instruct, and keep in order for
four hours and a half each hot afternoon
for the next eight weeks. In one of the
prief pauses ehe confessed to her dismay:

] have been in a training school near-
ly two years preparing for this work, and
had practice classes of nice, obedient lit-
tle girls. I have been sustained by the
thought of the need of the instruction
that I was trying to fit myeelf to give, but
{ neker dreamed it was beset by such con-
itions as these. I have had to invent a
eomplicated sign language to tell the chil-
dren what I wish them to do, and to
communicate with the -pianist. The most
upsetting thing of all is the solemn way
these girls play; my face becomes set in
a strained grin, trying to suggest the
smiles that should accompany some of the
folk dances, and I nearly have hysterics
over the concerned gaze the children give
my efforts to make them smile. They try
so0 hard to learn the figures, and the older
girls help all they can, they are used to
helping, but think what it would mean,

if they could be out of doors, on the’

grass. I am sure they would smile then.”

CIVIC WASTE

How much money does the city of St.
John lose every year through incompe-
tence in the heads of departments, and
through their failure to get value out of
the men and materials employed?

1t is eaid that civic work always coste
much more than it should, and more than
cuch work would cost if it were being
done for a private concern. It is said
by men who have some knowledge of
affairs that the lack of competent direc-
tion is causing a waste of money in the
work now being done on the west side.
It is claimed that men working about
town for the corporation frequently cease
work earlier than they should, or fail to
go to work promptly on time in the morn-
ing.

Of course it is easy to find fault, but on
the other hand it is easy to close one’s
eyes. Are the eyes of the officials always
open, their brain clear, and their knowi-
edge adequate? It has been said over
and over again, and aldermen will not de-
ny it, that a shaking up of the depart-
ments is eorely needed. At the present

time there is urgent need of a strong,
active, clever head of the public works de-
partment, and when he is secured he
ghould be given a free hand to wake up
the slumberers, bring order out of chaos,
and give the taxpayers the assurance that
their interests in this great spending de-
partment are fully regarded.

The Halifax Herald offers five hund-
red dollars reward for evidence that will
land the first briber in jail, in connection
with this week’s by-election in Hants
county. In making the announcement the
Herald says:—Not so much for the man
—the poor devil, as he is esometimes call-
ed who wants a dollar or two for his vote.
But the oily-tongued, smooth faced, black-
hearted scoundrel, who etalks about with
a whited sepulchre air, seeking to buy
men as he would buy cattle. That is the
villain the Herald is especially after. He
will be abroad in Hants county. He may
be there now. There are more than one
of him. The Herald does not care wheth-
er he is Conservative or Liberal. It is
after him whoever he may be or for
which ever party he is buying votes. We
will follow him till he is exposed, and, if
possible, landed in jail—the only fit place
for him.”

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Mr. Bourassa is an outspoken gentle-
‘man. Whether right or wrong he says
what he thinks in plain language. For
example, at Montmagny yesterday he
said:—“I do not oppose immigration, but
I do oppose paying large salaries to in-
numerable political hacks, as immigration
agents to bring over here paupers and
jailbirds to out-vote native Canadians in
order to make dividends for Mr. Sifton
and other politicians with a taste for
speculation.”

other ‘round’ the supervised playgrounds
—Bloomfield street school grounds in the
north end and St. Mary’s school grounds
and a particularly pleasant corner of
Grafton Park in the south end.” The
Herald acknowledges $93 in subscriptions
for the Halifax playgrounds fund.

In Alberta two young ladies from the
island have reccived certificates as teach-
ers. In Saskatoon, Saskatchewan, two
young men from the island have been sent
to jail to await trial on a charge of burg
lary.

To have had this
successfully underwritten, and oversub-
scribed in the underwriting, months ago
wgs a bit of farsighted management,
which has its fruition now, with the pub-
lic subscription falling flat, and making
not the least difference to the railroad be-
cause it has its money. Nevertheless, the
public failure to subscribe has had its ef-
fect, and the week has been one of fluc-
tuating sentiment, mostly gloomy. The
Atchison 5 per cent bonds showed a like
lack of participation, $8,000,000 or $9,000,000
of the $26,000,000 having been taken,
with no friendly underwriting to swallow
the untaken portion. It certainly should
not be difficult to dispose gradually of
these bonds at par, convertible as they are
into stock, and one of the most attractive
investments offered today. For those who
wish well assured principal, a good, round
5 per cent per annum, and a chance to
take advantage speculatively of their faith
in the country and its ultimate emerg-
ence from the clouds of the present, these
with their feature of convertibility into
the common stock of a great railroad with
great prospects, afford splendid oppor-

tunity.

Those $20
vellow-backs, every man who ecarries a
roll flashes on you when he opens it, re-
present a wicked waste of the basis of
prosperity.

LIGHT IN THE SKY.

All these are serious considerations, and
the horizon line is not yet clear enough
for much optimism. Nevertheless, that
the situation is clearing there is no doubt,
and the calm way in which much that is
depressing is met, gives good evidence
that probably the worst has been en-
countered as far as securjties are concern-
ed, barring always the dangers of this
fall's money market.

Commerce Commission ‘today made public
its report in ‘the investigation™ into" com-
binations of carriers, generally known as
the “Harriman mqulry :
The commission unammously joins in
the report’ which is made by Commission-
er Frank K. Lane. Copies of the report
went today to the president and the at-
torney-general.

The report reviews Harriman’s opera-.
tions at length and says in part:

Within a year his sphere of influence
has extended eastward; the Union Pacific
and Oregon Bhort Line have acquired
18.62 per cent. of the stock of the Balti-
more & Ohio, at a coet of $45,466,960, and
have investéd $19,634,324:93 in New York
Central & Hudson River stock.

That ‘it is only the law which prevents
the concentration into Mr. Harriman’s
hands of every railroad line lying between
Canada and Mexico is the frank admission
of Mr. Harriman himself, made at the
hearing. . Questioned by the commission
as to where his policy of acquisition was
to stop, Mr. Harriman said:

A. I would go on with it. If I thought
we ‘could realize something more than we
have got from these investments I would
go on and buy eome more things.

which had been purchased jointly by the
Northern Pacific and Great Northern
companies and their collateral’ trust bonds
issued therefor: Possession of these lines
would have given to the Union Pacific
absolute mastery over every avenue lead-
ing to the Pacific coast within the United
States save that afforded by the Great
Northern railroad on the northern border
of the country, and that offered by the
Santa Fe upon the southern.

The
credit of a railway company is founded
upon the resources and prosperity of the
country through which it runs. Its suf-
plus funds and credit should be used for
the betterment of its lines and in exten-
sions apd branches to develop'the country
contiguous to it. The testimony taken
upon this hearing shows that about 50,-
000 square miles of territory in the State
of Oregon, surrounded by the lines of the
Oregon Short Line Railroad Company,the
Oregon Railroad & Navigation Company,
and the Southern Pacific Company, is not
developed; while the funds of those com-
panizs which could be used for that pur-
pose are being invested in stocks like. the
New York Central and other lines hav-
ing only a remote relation to the territory
in which the Union Pacific system is lo-
cated.

Railroad securities should be eafe and
conservative investments for the people.
To this end the risks of the railroad
should be reduced to a minimum.

It is a serious
menace to the financial condition of the
country to have large railway systems fail
to meet their obligations or go into the
hands of receivers, and the object of legis-
lation and aedministration should be to
lessen the risks of railway investments.

COMMERCE COMMISSION :
SCORES HARRIMAN’S MEI'HODS

If Not Stopped He Was in Fair Way to Own All the Railroads
in the United States---Commission Recommends That No
Railroad Should Own Stock in a Competing Line,

This policy is expressed in the dederal
laws and in the constitutions and laws of
nearly every state in the Union. We have
examined the constitutions and laws of

all the states, and find in about forty of |’

them prohibitions against consolidation of
capital stock or franchises of competing
railways, or the purchase and acquisition
by a railway of competing limes. Com-
petition is the established policy of the
nation. And while other industries of a
small minority of the stock of a compet-
ing line might not decrease the compe-
tion, yet the acquisition of any consider-
able amount of stock, with representation
on the board of directors of such railway,
unquestionably has the effect of diminish-
ing competition and lessening to that ex-
tent its effectiveness. So long as it is the
policy of the general government and of
the states to maintain competition be-
tween naturally competing lines, the own-
erehip of any etock by one railway in a
competing railway should not be permit-
ted, and such lines of Tailway should be
pmhihited from having amy common di-
rectors -or officers. 2

(3) The time -has eome. when reasonable
regulations should be dmposed upon the
issuance of wecurities by railways engaged
in. interstate commerce. We are aware
that in the construction of new lines of
railway, developing new 'territory, it has
been necessary in many instances to sell
railway securities at large discoumt, and
to sell bonds with ‘etock bonuses, and
even in such cases it has many times
been difficult to raisethe necessary capital.
Men will not invest their money and take
the risk for small res of interest. But
this principle does not aj ly to old estab-
lished railway eystems Having good’ credit.
Such railways should be prevented from
inflating their securities for merely specu-
lative purposes. Railroads should be en-
couraged to extend their systems and de-
velop the country. It is of the utmost im-
portance, also, that mailway eecurities
should’ be safe and conservative invest-
ments for the public, and should yield
good and ample return-for the money in-
vested. Reasonable regulation will tend to
make them safer and more secure invest-
ments, and themby benefit not only the
railway companies but the public.
