New York, April 21.—Spilling of a 
can of paint on an elevator cable, which 
in some unaccountable manner caused a 
fuse to blow out and stopped the ele­
vator, saved the lives of two painters 
who were threatened with being crushed 
to death when an elevator in the nine 
story apartment at 59 Second avenue 
failed to stop at the top floor and con­
tinued to ascend to the roof. As it was, 
one of the painters, Morris Edelstein, 39, 
of 627 East 187th street, The Bronx, was 
crushed so badly between the top of the 
elevator car and the crossbeams in the 
shaft that he had to be sent to Belle­
vue Hospital.

Firemen used axes and crowbars to 
release the painters.

No legislation exists which governs pres­
sures, therefore Companies fix them to 
suit 'their own conditions.

Scarcely 
a serious fire occurred

the lack of pressure. By doing away 
with the “zone system” and opening 
stop-cocks to allow free vent, I was able 
to put the whole system on a new and 
more efficient basis.

The renewal of main pipe lines dur­
ing the last tour years of my regime to 
the extent of 31,961 feet was also a very 
potent factor in improving the water 
system generally. These renewals, It 
must be noted, were all paid for from 
water revenue, 
from surplus of 1913 the sum of $25,- 
000 to retire old Carleton water scrip 
and for which there was no sinking fund. 
Interest charges were reduced from $78,- 
976.22 in 1912 to $77,383.46 in 1917 and 
this at a time when municipal and gov­
ernment departments were running wild 
with bond issues and spending money 
like water.

Split, Splutter, or Fuse.

Obviously difficult decisions must be 
taken without much more delay. Be­
tween a policy of split, splutter, or fuse 
the most fatal alternative is the middle 
one. Incoherence and indecision are the 
two unpardonable political sins. People 
in the country and in London, too, want 
to know where they stand, and where 
their leaders mean to stand. It is no 
good playing blind man’s buff in a dan­
gerous fog. How far does the revolt 
against the coalition and the present 
prime minister extend? A recent vote 
against {loth by a well-know London 
political club has been much quoted. But 
it is alleged that only a small minority 
of ftie members were concerned in the 
decision, that they were equally divided, 
and that the adverse resolution was car­
ried only by the chairman’s casting vote, 
given after the meeting was over.

How far do the big industrial con­
stituencies trust a movement directed 
against post-war coalition at this junc­
ture? These are very difficult questions 
to answer, but they must be faced, and 
perhaps a good start might be made by 
boldly facing the immediate parlia­
mentary issue first. It is said that a big 
effort is now being made to achieve a 
party fusion.

take. Brokers, wholesalers, jobbers and 
retailers do not use merchandise; they 
merely handle it. Let a manufacturer 
move a thousand cases of his merchan­
dise into the warehouse of a wholesaler 
and until that merchandise moves along 
the pipeline of distribution to the ulti­
mate consumer, the only effect is to clog 
the pipeline at that point.

“The only sale that really counts is a 
sale made to the person who Will 
the stuff out or eat it or in some way 
render the reproduction of that mer­
chandise necessary. The merchandise 
must pass clear out through the end of 
the pipe before the sale has really been 
completely made. At the end of the 
last link in this pipe line of distribution 
we have a tap, and through that tap 
ninety-odd per cent of all merchandise 
sold in America must pass and does pass 
into the hands of the ultimate consumer. 
That tap is the retail sales person be- : 
hind the counter. Experiments made re­
cently have shown us (in the case of our 
experiments at least) that this tap is, 
just forty-five per cent open today ; that 
fifty-five out of 100 sales made by ad­
vertising are killed by salespeople.

“Advertising seldom sells goods. Ad­
vertising does not sell goods except in 
the case of the great mail order houses, 
perhaps, and the companies that deal ! 
directly with the customer. All that 
advertising may do for most of us is to 
bring customers into stores where sales­
people may either sell them goods or kill 
the sales, " ns they did in fifty-five per 
cent of the cases of our test.

“We don’t sell articles, we sell the need 
for or the use of an article. Twenty 
years ago Mr. Simmons, of the Simmons 
Hardware Company, said to the sales-

oetter and more economical distribution 
of their products have a great oppor­
tunity before them through a co-opera­
tive movement to teach retail salespeople 
better selling practices, asserted Charles 
Henry Mackintosh, of Chicago, president 
of the Associated Advertising Clubs of 
the World, speaking here today before 
the Advertising Club of St. John.

A comprehensive plan that is being 
carried forward by advertising clubs 
was described by the speaker, who show­
ed that no matter how efficient the ad­
vertising of the manufacturer, the final 
outlet for his goods was through the re­
tail salesperson, and if that individual 
was only half as productive of results 
as he might be, the flow of merchandise 
would be checked.

President Mackintosh presented a 
forceful argument for the education of 
salespeople and the devotion of more 
concentration to the problems of selling 
and advertising to the end that busi­
ness would be able to survive a period of 
steadily declining prices, which, he said, 
would continue for at least twenty-five 
and possibly thirty years.
