Washington, May 17—The navy seaplane N. C. 4 has 
arrived at Horta Island, Azores.

The official despatch to the navy department said:—The 
N. C. 4 arrived at Horta, Azores, at 12.20.”

The time given was apparently confused in some way 
and could not be translated accurately into Washington time, 
but was taken to mean 8.30 a.m.

The Hf. C. 4 left Trepassey, Nfld., at 6.07 p.m. yesterday, 
vhich woujd make 'her tame fourteen hours and thirteen min­

utes for the 1,200 miles to Horta.

READY IN CASE GERMANS REFUSE TO SIGN
London, May 17—Speaking at the P rimrose League yesterday, Earl Curzon, 

government leader in the House of Lor ds, said that if Germany refused to sign 
the treaty of peace, the “Allies were no t unprepared for every emergency."

Dr. Scholl’s Foot Expert Will be in

WATERBURY & RISING’S John S. Cravens, chairman of the 
highways transport committee pi the 
Council of National Defense, in tun ad­
dress to delegates in attendance at the 
conventfon at Philadelphia of the Na­
tional Association of Motor Truck Sales 
Managers, discussed the work of the 
committee and its relation to the motor 
industry.

In his address Mr. Craven said in 
pert:

“I firmly believe that the development 
of road construction and the use of the 
motor truck is the next great national 
industrial development 

“It has been the council’s policy not to 
undertake the study of engineering fea­
tures of road construction, nor to enter 
too much into the detail of how the 
value of road construction and use is to 
be realized.

“The council also believes that the 
application of the use of the truck is 
something which should be properly left 
to the producers for it is, in a real 
analysis, their business problem.

“The Council of Notional Defense is 
not selling trucks—we try rather to sell 
ideas. But one of the purposes of the- 
highways transport committee has been 
to educate the people as to the proper 
place of the motor vehicle as an agency 
of transport in order that it might seek 
and maintain the place to which its use­
fulness entitles it.

“The vehicle and the road must be 
demonstrated to be complements of each 
other and inseparable parts of a great 
agency of public service. Once the peo­
ple thoroughly realize this, they will de­
mand and have good roads when and 
where they will serve. We have felt 
that-advocacy of road building as such 
would not have so good a reaction as 
education as to what the roads can 
really do for the people.

“tl is a fact, however, that the people 
are beginning to understand what,roads 
mean—not as a means of enjoyment nor 
as a convenience,—but as a great factor 
in the economic growth of the country.
They realize that poor roads mean re­
striction of the social as well as the 
commercial opportunities of life, and 
that good roads mean quicker transpor- ; 
tation, cheaper transportation, a saving ; 
of labor, and the consequent opening of j 
new channels of employment, broader j 
and nearer markets, and that they are | 
the avenues for a wider and better so- | 
cial relation.

“It is being realized moreover that to [ 
no class does road improvements mean ; 
so much as it does to the farmer. Let ! 
the people once understand that, and we 
need have no fear concerning road con­
struction.

“No less important 
struction is provision for road 
ance. To build roads without adequate 
provision for maintenance is an economic 
waste.

“How is this to be brought about?
Without particularizing too fin-, it might 
be taken as a fair working basis that in 
the future the maintenance charge should 
be imposed upon the traffic and the capi­
tal expense involved in the construction

New York, May 18—Making his as­
signments for posts in the 4 o’clock p. 
m., the desk lieutenant in the West 
Thirty-seventh street police station 
glanced down the lines of patrolmen 
until he reached Policeman MiAael J. 
Cogan.

‘‘Mike,” said the lieutenant, “I am 
gping to give you the usual tough beat 
down with the Gophers,” and so Cogan, „ 
who has a reputation for disciplining the 
members of the notorious gang, swung 
out into the rain and down to the 
avenue.

Ordinarily, the Gophers provide a 
fight or two or may be a bottle or a 
brick for the policeman on that beat, 
but this time the weather, or perhaps a 
temporary truce, made it easy for 
Cogan. With clearing weather coming 
on and only an hour to relief and return 
to Ids home at 304 West Fifty-first street, 
where the family waited for him to take 
them to a theatre, the policeman was 
standing at Tenth avenue and Thirty- 
third street.

Glancing down the avenue h* noticed 
a t»11! broadly-proportioned man strid­
ing rapidly toward him. The stranger# 
with the collar of an ulster partly muf­
fling his face, went directly up to Cogan. 
Then, with a sudden movement, he 
whipped out a revolver and shot Cogan 
In the cheek. The force of the bullet at 
close range knocked the policeman down. 
As he lay face downward on the side­
walk the tall man shot him again, this 
time in the back.

The crack of the shots was emptying 
the nearby tenements when the assail­
ant, coolly disregarding the people 
ning from all directions, turned the 
groaning policeman over with his foot 
and fired once more. The third bullet, 
well aimed, struck directly over the po­
liceman’s heart, but was imbedded in a 
memorandum book he carried. The man 
put his revolver back into his pocket, 
looked quickly about for his best chance 
of escaj^ and dashed down Thirty-third 
street, turned into Eleventh avenue and 
disappeared.

Cogen, unconscious, was carried around 
to Thirty-fourth street and taken into 
the French Hospital. His wounds were 
examined by Dr. Seaman, who was un­
able at once to determine whether they 
would be fatal.

An occasion notable for the gallantry 
displayed by the officers and men con­
cerned in their first taste of actual fight­
ing and the first number of casualties 
in proportion to the number engaged 
occurred on Octoner 13, when the crater 
fight took place. Activities of the enemy 
in a. crater caused by a mine explosion, 
which led the headquarters staff to 
believe that it was being strongly forti­
fied, made action necessary.

On arrival in France they were sent 

immediately to Kemmel in Belgium, 
where they worked in conjunction with 
the batteries, covering the line directly 
in front of Kemmel Hill. Here they 
stayed aU through the summer and in the 
autumn were sent to the Somme.

It would take columns to attempt to 
descriBe the work that they have done, 
but they were considered an exception­
ally good unit and once, in a competi­
tion with the ammunition columns of 
sonic crack Imperial divisions, such as 
the Guards, they carried off the honors 
for quick handling of ammunition.

They were undoubtedly the backbone 
of the artillery of the second division, for 
sometimes when everything looked black, 
when the batteries were shdrt of am­
munition and were waiting in that fear­
ful suspense, caused by inaction and ft 
seemed almost an impossibility to get 
ammunition up to them along the shell- 
stormed roads, the D. A. C. would always 
pull gloriously through.

Captain Birrell returned to the 26th a 
few days before they sailed. He went 
across as paymaster and remained in that 
capacity with the unit from its arrival j 
in France to May, 1917, when he was 
transferred to England. He has served 
as paymaster with various units there 
since that time, being latterly with the 
forestry corps. He is here only for a 
few days, having crossed as paymaster 
with the battalion, and being required 
to report soon in London, as he is being 
retained there for another while.

The battalion moved to Rainbert for

The battalion then took over the Neu­
ville Vitasse sector, alternating between 
this and the Mercatel sector. A policy 
of raiding was adopted, for the purpose 
of identifying the opposing troops as 
well as baking their morale. Among 
the notable raids were those led by 
Lieut. A. L. Barry, M. G, Lieut. Kelly, 
M. C., Captain ' Robert Campbell and 
Captain Nicholson. The last mentioned 
officer had the misfortune to fall and 
break his arm when re-entering the 
trench after completing a most success­
ful raid.

A month’s rest at Grand Rullencourt 
and Haute Avesnes was enjoyed during 
July and when that was over the bat­
talion was ready for the stiff fighting 
which was to follow.

The Canadians were to figure in one 
of the prettiest bits of strategy which 
had marked the campaign and the 26th 
had their part to play. A Boche offen­
sive was expected but the headquarters 
staff was in doubt whether it would he 
launched against Ypres or on 
Somme. In order to mislead the enemy, 
while great masses of troops were being 
concentrated secretly on the Somme, the 
Canadians, whom the Germans had 
learned to recognize as the shock troops 
of the British armies, were marched 
north to Ypres, travelling by day with 
bands playing and as much noise and 
display as would mark a circus parade 
in order that there might be no doubt of 
their movements. Then came ’busses to 
take the battalion south again, through 
Amiens. There was a night march to 
Crony, a practise with the tanks which 
settled the doubts which had arisen as to 
the value of these adjuncts to modern 
warfare, and then night marches to 
Bovelles, Caghy and to Gentilles.

The fighting which developed around 
Amiens in the beginning of the opera­
tions which were to spell defeat for the 
Germans, was open warfare of a descrip­
tion which had not been witnessed since 
the earliest days of the war. Hopping 
off at daybreak the 26th rolled back the

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COLGuTE’S“and the attempt to conceal the crime 
by destroying the building through tire, 
make a combination of crimes such as 
Kingston has not known.in many years, 
and it can only be hoped that the mur­
derer or murderers may be run to earth 
and sent to their just doom. In con­
nection with the details brought out at 
the coroner’s inquest it is to be noted 
that it was iterated and reiterated that 
the dead man and some of his friends 

1 were not only drinking on the night Gal- 
livan met his death, but were actually 
drunk. It is clear from the evidence 
that had Gallivan been in his sober 
senses the tragedy would never have 
been enacted and he would today have 
been a live man. It is clear also that 
there must yet be in the city, despite the 
watchfulness of the police and the li­
cense inspector, a good deal of illegal li­
quor trafficking—trafficking which in this 

■ particular case resulted in actual mur­
der. It is a shocking and unexpected 
development, but the fact remains that 
had it not been for this illegal traffick­
ing Gallivan would have been a sober 
man on the night he met his death, end, 
therefore, would undoubtedly still be 
in the land of the living. What the feel­
ing of the liquor traffickers in this par­
ticular case can be it is not difficult to 
imagine, provided they have any Soul 
or conscience whatever.

“That this murder and the disclosures 
•attendant upon it will more than ever 
impress upon Kingstonians the deadly 
and blighting curse of the use of strong 
liquors is beyond question, and we have 
no doubt that it will arouse the people, 
as perhaps nothing else, to the menace 
of a return to the barroom or to the sale 
under government authority of spiritu­
ous liquors. To be sure, the murder has 
occurred under prohibition, and some 
wiseacres may point to this as an argu­
ment against the present law. But the 
answer to this—and it is a most effective 
one—is that it was in the old days of 
the open bar‘that the dead man and his 
friends first acquired the taste for the 
liquor that resulted in Gallivan’s death. 
Had there been no barroom in those 
days what a different Story might now 
be told.”

The people of Ontario legalized the 
barrooms in which Daniel Gallivan and 
his friends learned to drink. They took 

part of the profits of the business, and 
to that extent became partners in it. 
Who among us desires a return to these 
conditions ? Even the distillers admit 
that the bar is discredited and has lost 
its friends and defenders. They want to 
make the drinking of spirituous liquors 
a highly respectable matter by confining 
it to the home. “Personal liberty” is 
their cry. “A man’s house is his castle 
and therein he should be free to eat and 
drink as seems good Jo him!”

What will it profit Ontario to abolish 
thé bar and substitute for it the whiskey 
bottle in the family circle? Would the 
Gallivans produced by home drinking be 
different in any essential from the Galli­
vans of the open bar? What Ontario 
must do to be free of the curse of drink 
is to provide that neither in the bar nor 
the home shall the boys and girls of the 
rising generation learn the drinking hab­
its of the generation that is passing. 
Safety for young Canada lies only in 
total prohibition. The blood of the Gal­
livans slain in thousands by drink— 
though not all in so horrible a way as 
Kingston’s latest victim—calls upon the 
people of Ontario to bury the traffic 
deep in a dishonored grave. To the 
questions that will be put asking whether 
liquor shall return and in what form, 
the answer of good citizenship must be 
NO!

There is an alarming shortage of hay 

in the province of Quebec. As high as 
$40 a ton of 2,000 pounds is being made 
at some points, while $30 and $35 is 
being paid freely for hay of an inferior 
quality in carload lots.

There are many causes given for the 
situation. There was a poor crop last 
years the American government has been 
buying freely at big prices and then 
there was a late spring.

At this time of the year the young 
stock are out at grass, but this season, 
owing to the inclement weather, it has 
been impossible to let anything out ex­
cept for one or two hours during the 
middle of the day.

Today on the open market one hun­
dred bundles of hay totalling 1,500 
pounds, sold for $28. Compare these 
figures with ten years ago, when all the 
hay one wished to purchase could be se­
cured for $10 a ton or less, and first 
class hay at that. The man on the 
street has suffered through the high cost 
of living and so has King Horse,whether 
he be a favorite race horse, a petted 
Shetland pony or just a common, every­
day horse. His food has jumped in price 
in a manner which is out of all reason.

Hay is selling around $40 a ton. Ten 
years ago it sold for $10, and the quality 

better. Straw was $5 a ton. Today 
it costs in the neighborhood of $14.

Oats are selling at a little over $2 for 
eighty pounds. Ten years ago A1 oats 
could be purchased at ninety cents for 
ninety pounds. Bran is considered cheap 
now at $2.50 for one hundred pounds,

National Forum Leader Would Attack 
Bolshevism and Other Problems - 

By New Methods
Boston, May 17—“Bolshevism, anarvu) 

and the radical formfe of socialism can­
not be fought by money, nor by bullets 
and bayonets, nor by hate and vituper­
ation, but by ideas and especially new 
ideas,” said George W. Coleman, at the 
bead of the national forum movement, 
in an address to the members of the 
Massachusetts Press Association on 
Monday.

“When we see how our radical ideal 
are being changed by events,” continued 
Mr. Coleman, “don’t you think that you 
ought to be a little more hospitable when 
the next new idea walks up and faces 
us? And the next new one will face us 
on July 1. It was unthinkable a few 
years ago that this country would be­
come dry in the near future, but when 
we hear the testimony from states where 
they have had prohibition, and. where 
the bankers, merchants, and real estate 
men have become convinced, oftentimes 
against their will, then we begin to think 
that this thing which was unimaginable 
a few years ago is the real thing.

“Another new idea is the approaching 
change in our industrial life. In this re­
spect, the coming generation will be far 
different from the past. England is 25 
years ahead of us in solving industrial 
problems, but a wonderful awakening is 
taking place here. We have already seen 
a complete transformation in the 
churches on this question. Within five 
years the business world has begun t 
wake up to the fact that new ways, mu*1 
be found for meeting these problems.

“And so I feel that, if we are give 
time, and if we are not crowded too 
hard by the proletariat below, that there 
is not the slightest doubt that we shall 
work out our problems safely.”
