watory at Mount Vesuvius accomplished,
Yesterday, the extraordinary feat of de-
pcending the depths|of the crater of the
¥olcano. Before the awful eruption of six
ears ago, numberless attempts have been

de by scientific adventurers to penetrate
the ‘funnel of Vesuvius, but in vain, ow-
fng partly to the preeipitious nature of the
lopes of the interior, but 'principally be-
ause of the dense deadly gases.

Perfious Journey

“The actual diameter of the crater is
jpbout 550 yards. Profesgor Mallada, ac-
gompanied by an able young expert named

arvaze, attached to the observatory,

rted at eight in the morning, taking
pcientific instruments for observation pur-
poses,. photographic cameras, a couple of
stout ropes, ome 350, feet and the other
P00 feet in length.

“Despite the precautions taken, the ex-
plorers were at time almost overcome by
the suffocating gases. :

Valuabfe Results :

“They ‘found the temperature varying
from 90 to 98 degrees Fahrenheit, level-
lings were taken with a_barometer on the
floor of the crater, the exact result of
swhich will soon be published. A valuable
collection of minerals was also made, con<
pisting of wvolcanic matter which, falling
from the side walls of the funnel, on strik-
§ng the bottom raise clouds of fine, chok-
ing cinder dust.

*““The explorers planted a red flag on the
erater floor, as a memerial of their trip,
and then began the fatiguing upward jour-
ney. Tinally they reached the surface
nearly worn out, after two and a half
hours of continuous eéffort.

~ Him to'the End

| Be Electrocuted Next{!
Week and is Overcome by Hysteria—
Pleads for Clergymen to Be With

(Canadian Press) ;

Boston, May 18—A deep sleep, superin-
duced by opiates, shut out a world of agon-
ies from the troubled mind of Clarence
V. T. Richeson; during the earlier hours
of today. ¢

The -iron will of the former clergyman,
who awaits death by electrocution next

week, for the murder of Avis Linnell, gave
way last night. The collapse came whilé
the condemned man was. alternately be-
seeching his counsel to have his body in-
terred beside that of his mother in Vir-
ginia, and hysterically raving over the
fancied persecution of the two guards
forming his death watch,

Richeson learned definitely, for the first
time, yesterday, that he must meet death
by electrocution. Through the day he bore
himself with much fortitude, Littld by
little, the awful import of the decision he
bad heard, began to impress itself upon
him. Some one of those who entered the
death chamber, imparted  to the prisoner
the fact that his father did not care to
have his body taken to Virginia for bur-
ial., Richeson at once gave, away to his
emotions, and implored of his counsel, Wm
A. Morse, that arrangements be made so
that he might lie beside his mother in the
family lot.

Asg the day wore on, other incidents oc-
curred to distract and disturb the con-
demned man.

The discussion by Richeson, his counsel
and spiritual advisers, turned upon the
execution, and the prisoner begged both
Rev. Mr. Stebbins, the prison chaplain,
and Rev. Herbert 8. Johnson, his chosen
adviser, to walk to the chair with him.

Richeson also expressed a wish that At-
torney Morse should be pre¢sent during the
last few minutes and further exacted a
promise that either one or other of the

ministers would remain ¢onstagtly with
him until he died.

In the meantime, Richeson did*not eat
his dinner or supper. It was nearly ewelve
hours after he learned that he must die
next week, that he burst. out in a paroxy-
ism of grief and hysteria. Fully clothed,
the stricken man threw himself upon his
cot and moaned and shrieked in misery.

Screams in Agony

His arms and shoulders twitched and
shook, his face was drawn in agony, and
from time to time, as his glance fell upon
the two guards, set in death: watch over
him, he would secream out- in horror.
“They're watching me, they’re watching
me.”

Warden B. Bridges was notified and hur-
ried to the death house. He found com-
ditions even worse than he had feared,
and sent for the prison physician. He was
not at home, and Dr. Frederick L. Lyons
of Charlestown, was called.

When Doctor Lyons arrived, Richeson
was still more or less hysterical, but ap-
parently unconscious. Doctor Lyons ad-
ministered a sedative and the prisoner
went to sleep, about two o’clock result-
ing in a deep slumber until a late hour.

The attack follows out the conclusions
of the alienists who recently examined
Richeson, and who declared that Richeson,
although sane, was subject to periodical
spells of emotional disturbance of hysteri-
cal delirium. It was said such attacks
would be of short duration.

Because of the law governing capital
punishment in this state, the public will
not be informed of the exact hour of the
execution, The statutes provide that an
execution must be held’ between midnight
and sunrise, within a stated week. Under
this law, Warden Bridges has authority
to order an execution in the early morn-
ing of any day next week.

A Ghost in Couft .

That in this twentieth century, when
science and inventiveness are -making such
rapid progress, the world is not altogeth-
er materialistic, is strikingly shown, every
now and then. Even so proverbially hard-
headed a people as the Scotch have a deep
and wide' touch of mysticisim; for, in &
recent case before the sheriff’s court at
Dumfries, evidence was given seriously and
in minute detail, of the appearance of a
ghost to the vision of one of the parties
interested, and the tribunal was expected
to ‘accept the testimony as proof positive
of death at the-time stated. While the
court found for the petitioner, it very wise
ly declined to state how far it had been
influenced by this estremely exceptional
and unusual kind of legal proof.

Although it is mot often that a court
of justice has to deal with a question of
spooks, I can recall several recent cases
in which supernatura] visitors haye prom-
inently figured. One was the famous case
where Scott Hall, who purchased Cumnor
Hall from the Earl of Abingdon, brought
suit for the annulment of the sale for the
alleged reason that he had bought Cum-
nor Hall on the express understanding that
the ghost of Amy Robsart “swalked”
there regularly and, as he had waited two
vears without seeing her, he considered
that he had been “done.” Of course the
court. declined to takeé cogmizanee of Mr.
Hall's allegations, and decided the case
against him. Therefore he had to be con-
tented with Cumnor Hall, minus a ghost.

EMERGENCY SALAD.

gelicious salads may be made from can-
ned vegetables of choice quality such .as
green, wax or kidney beans, beets, aspara-
gus, French peas or spinach. Either a
French or cooked dressing may be used
and the vegetable should be removed from
the can and well chilled before serving.

BARBECUED HAM.

Cut rather thick slices of cold -boiled
ham, laying them in a frying pan. Cook
on both sides until they begin to crisp
at the edges and then put on a hot dish.
Add to the fat in the pan four tablespoons
of vinegar;, a salt spoon of English must-
ard, a fablespoon of white sugar and a
few dashes of black peppér. Boil up once,
pour over ham, let it stand covered for
a couple of mintites and send to table.

TOMATO AND CORN SALAD.
Prepare large, firm tomatoes by paring
carefully and extracting three quarters of
the pulp, leaving enough to make' the
walls of the “cup.” Have at hand enough
cold boiled corn to fill the excavated to-
matoes. Save the pulp you remove for
cooking. Fill the shells with the cerm,
which should be previously seasoned with
mayonnaise, and set the filled tomritoes
in refrigerator until you are. ready to serve
them. Lay upon crisp lettuce or stick
small stalks \of endive upright in the ¢orn
after dipping the endive in mayonnaise.

They Are All Henrys

The death, from scarlet fever, of the
eighteen year old son of Prince Henry
XXVII. of Reuss, renders it opportune
for me to allude once more to the puzzling
way in which the Princes of Reuss ave
named and numbered, especially when it is
mentioned that the youth who has just
died is Prince Henry XLIIIL, of Reuss.
The interval of fifteen numbers between
father and son does not mean that the
younger man had fifteen eider brothers,
but that all the male members of his
branch, cousins, etc., are numbered in the
order of their birth. They all bear the
flame of. Henry, followed by a ‘Roman
numeral. The custom dates from the fif-
teenth century. .

In 1701 each of the two houses, Reuss-
Greiz and Reuss-Gera, started out with a
fresh series of numbers. The elder branch
Reuss-Greiz, has rot beeén very prolific.
Therefore the numbering has gene on in
unbroken sequence, the last of the line be-
ing Prince Henry XIV. But the young-
er branch, Reuss-Gera, of which Prince
Henry XXVII. is the head, has been so
numerous, that a special rule had to be
made to begin a fresh series of numbers
with each century.

There were no less than forty-seven
Princes Henry of Reuss-Gera born in the
nineteenth century, the two sons of Prince
Henry XXVII. being numbered repéc-
tively, XLIIT. and XLV.

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TIME FOR A CHANGE

No government in New Brunswick ever
had so fine an opportunity to make good
as that which came into power in 1908. It
had a large majority in the house, and a
fair fleld in which to develop a policy for
the improvement of agriculture, the im-
provement of the highways, the advance-
ment of education, the development of
provincia] resources, and an economic ad-
ministration of public affairs.

What is the record? With regard .to
agriculture, a costly commission prepared
@ report on which no action has been tak-
en. The increased expenditure for agri-
culture has been absorbed by official sal-
aries. The roads have not been improv-
ed, nor has the administration of the roads
Been taken out of politics. Yet that is
what the people desire. ‘They want thé
money for the roads to reach the roads,
and not go into the pockets of political
favorites. With regard to education, there
has been no radical change except in re-
gard to school-books, and the manner in
which they are distributed makes the cost
to the province greater than it should be.
In the end the people pay the bills.

8o far as the development of resources
has gone under this government it has
been highly satisfactory to companies seek-
ing to exploit provincial franchises for
their own benefit.

This government succeeded to & largely
increased Dominion subsidy, and the gen-
eral revenue of the province has been
greater than before. This being the case,
such more in the line of progressive pol-
icy should be expected of the government.
It has had a great opportynity, but the
vesult is public disappointment, a rapid
increase in the debt of the province, and
a’large deficit.

This government came into power at
& time when the development of Canada’s
great transportation policy was stirring
the minds of the people of New Bruns-
wick with new hopes and ambitions. The
time was opportune for a great forward
movement, but the government was not
equal to its opportunity. Only a few
months ago a great congress was held” in
Frederiction, not at the instance of ‘the
government, but of indepndent bod-
Jes throughout the province, to urge the
government to take advantage of the new
conditions and the brighter outlook, and
pursue a policy worthy of the government
of a province feeling in its arteries the
pulse of a new life. Wh’at was the gov-
ernment’s answer? What has it done?
What does it propose to do? Nothing.

The present government has not made

good, It has neither fulfilled its pledges
wor initiated measures for the proper de-
velopment of New Brunswick. The farm-
er today declares that he is no better off
than under the old government. The con-
ditions under which heé struggles are as
before. The roads which mean so much
to him have not been improved. He knows
there are more officials drawing salaries,
but that knowledge does not help him to
volve his problems. He wants a change.
. ft is therefore a most important fact
that at this time a leader appears who
has a really bold and progressive policy
to challenge the attention of the people.
Mr. Copp has outlined some planks of his
party’s platform, and these indicate that
he has grasped the situation as it relates
to agricultural conditions, and is prepared
to pursue such a policy as will make a
radical change for the better in the con-
@itions of country life. Cheaper money
for the farmer, cheaper rural telephones,
and better roads for the money spent will
appeal to every man as a practical policy
to build up agriculture in this province.
‘ The government will soon appeal to the
people. All who have shared its bounty
will clamor for its return to power. But
thoughtful people, who realize that there
never was a time when New Brunswick
had go fine an opportunity to profit by her
new relations with the transportation sys-
tem of Canada, or ever had so great need
for a strong and progressive policy, will
feel that an administration which has made
80 poor a record in the last four years is
not the one to be entrusted with further
responsibility when there is o much at
stake.

The Liberal party has just won a great
victory in Quebec. The government there
is progressive, with a great forward policy
in' relation to agriculture, education, .im-
migration and the development of re-
sources. Let us have a government of
that sort in New Brunswick, under the
leadership of Mr. A. B. Copp. In every
constituency let strong and able men be
chosen, and a new era in provincial ad-
ministration be ushered in when the op-
portunity comes, as it must come soon.

BADLY FRIGHTENED

The vicious attack made upon Mr. A.
B. Copp by the Standard today is the
best evidence that his speech at Hampton
has alarmed the government. There will
be much greater alarm as the campaign
progresses. The people have been com-
pletely disappointed by the Flemming gov-
ernment’s failure to pursue a progressive
policy in the public interest, and they turn
with satisfaction to the opposition leader
and his platform.

That the government prospects in Kent
county are very gloomy is proved by the
fact that the premier has gone there to
make speeches and receive an address, and
that the Standard is using a lot of space
to assert that all’s well in Kent.  The
truth is that Hon. Dr. Landry is so hard
pregsed that the premier went to the coun-

ty in a vain effort to stem the tide of op-
position. . \ X

A NATIONAL RESERVE

The town of New Westminster, B. C.,
claims the honor of being the first in Can-
ada to begin the organization of a national
reserve. This movement was started in
England, and up to December last 71,375
men of all ranks in the army and navy,
who had retired from active service, were
registered as members. Any sailor, soldier
or militiaman who has compléted‘ his ger:
vice i§ eligible. There are said to be more
than 300, and perhaps nearer 500 such
men in New Westminster, and an organ-
izatfon has been formed, with the expecta-
tion that the movement will spread
throughout Canada. The resolutions adopt-
ed at the organization meeting last week
were as follows:—

“That we, a representative gathering of
former sailors and soldiers who have serv-
ed His Majesty in the royal navy, royal
marines, or royal naval reserve, the regu-
lar’ army, Canadian militia, yeomanry, vol-
unteer or. territorial forces of the British
Igles, and other military units through-

out the British empire, now living in the}

city.and district of New Westminster, B.
C., do heartily endorse the scherme of or-
ganizing in New Westminster a branch
of the National Reserve, on the lines al-
ready adopted with signal success in Great
Britain, and do hereby express our willing-
ness to carry out the same. :
“We trust that our action in this mat-
ter may be the means of other cities in
the Dominion acting in a similar manner,

 and thus instituting a National Reserve for
| Canada.

“That this meeting of past and present
members of the naval, military and auxili-
ary forces of His Majesty’s dominions here-
by endorse the scheme of organizing in
New Westminster an association compos-
ed of such members for the purpose of
mutual help and social intercourse, to be
known as the United Service club.” :

The branch in New Westminster will
be affiliated with the headquarters in Lon-
don. Of those present at the meeting the
News says:— ; :

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MONOTONY OF TASK AS CAUSE
OF ACCIDENTS TO WORKMEN

Conclusion Reached By Chairman of
Industrial Commission—Short Recess
as Remedy

Spokane, Wash. May 18—Monotony of
task, not fatigue, is the chief cause of ac-
cidents to workingmen, according to C. A.
Pratt, chairman of the Industrial Insur-
ance Commission of Washington, which
has received reports of thousands of cases
gince the workmen’s compensation law be-
came effective in this state.

As a remedy he suggests recesses of fif-
teen minutes morning and afternoon. Stat-
istics compiled by the commission cover-
ing a period of months show that acci-
dents are most frequent between ten and
eleven o’clock in the morning and three
and four o'clock in the afternoon, also
that the largest number of accidents re-
sult from automatic action on the part of
the workmen, principally because of the
monotony.

Contrary to the general belief, the last
hours of the marning and the afternoon,
when workers may be expected to become
careless through fatigue, are comparatively
eafe. Mr. Pratt discussed his plan at
length with lumber mill operators and
manufacturers while in Spokane recently
and several plants are planning to give it
a thorough trial this summer.

WS BRAVE SOLDER

Queen Wilhelmina of Holland to
Pay a Visit to Paris and Pre-
parations are Now Being Made
—Railway Thieves Menace to

Travelers
——n—-—‘
(Times” Special Correspondence)

Paris, May T—Attention is being called
to the lamentable situation of Roulery Oni-
bero, brother of the once formidable Séxl-
taon Behanzin of Dahomey, who was de-
throned and whose country was annexed
by the French. Prince Roulery was born
ir. 1875, and was brought up by the Jes-
uit Fathers. He decided upon French na-
tionality, and took service with the Tir-
ailleurs first, then in & Somali regiment,
where he gained the rank of sergeant. At

1 the completion of his service he enlisted

again in the Second Foreign Legion, and
throughout his military career distinguish-
ed_himself considerably by fearless bravery.
He fought /in twenty-eight campaigns, was
wounded severely three times, was men-
tioned thirteen times in despatches, and
won the war medal and eleven-colonial de-
corations, ' s

In May, 1910, he came to Paris to ask
the government for a. pension, and soon
was hopelessly entangled in the labyrinth
of official red tape. He asked for employ-
ment, which was réfused on the ground
that he was a negro, and when he suggest-
ed  the boon of a tobacco-shop he was met
with the objection that he was not a
Frenchman, in spite. of having been born
in a French colony and having chosen
¥rench citizenship. jri

He insisted in vain on his claim for a
pension as being son and brother to kings
dethroned by France.. But here he was
politely rebuffed: with the' excuse that the
wag only a prince royal. Im return for
his long ‘and faithful service under the
flag he regularly drew, like any other vet-
eran would do, $160 a year for his special

| exploits, and $20 for his military medal—
|in all, $15 a month, which he found insuf-

ficient to live upon'in Paris.

Being of a stout heart, he started to look
for work, and in turn labored as a navvy,
as a chauffeur, as a ‘watchman, as a cine-
matograph operator, and several other
trades in order to pay for a roof over
his head and occasional meals. Finally this
gon of a king sank to the position of
”chasseur” at a Montmartre restaurant,
where he has to open the doors of motor
cars for financiers, deputies, and other
fashionable pleasure-seekers until the small
hours of the morning. “I feel ashamed,”
he says in his lisping French, “to have
to do such jobs, but I cannot belp it.” It
ig ‘certainly shaméfil; but rather for the
government that ¥ooks on at’this degrada-
tion than for the vietim -of it. The
“Temps”  very justly observes:—

“France is a rich country that lends her
gold to the whole world. Could not a lit-
tle be spared to enable the descendants
of sovereigns we have dethroned and sub-
jugated to live worthily, especially when
uhey have shed their blood for her? The
place of the son of the Behanzins is nei-
ther at the wheel nor at the door of a
motor oar, but inside, and the French
government would ‘honor itself in assuring
him a life of comfort free from the revolt-
ing vexations to ‘which he is exposed.”

Holland’s Queen to Visit France

Queen Wilhelmina, of the Netherlands,
has finally decided to pay her official vis-
it to Paris, accompanied by the prince
consort, on June 1, 2, and 3 next. Paris
has already laid all plans for her reception.
This being the most conservative country
in the world, the municipality has gone
back to its archives for precedents. “No
queen in her own right has been received
here since Queen Victoria’s last official vis-
it under the empire. The municipality has
therefore, consulted the programme of
fetes given some forty-five years ago for
the Queen of England to find ideas for the
reception of the Queen of Holland. Thus,
street decorations will consist as much as
possible of flowers, as being more suitable
to a woman sovereign. The usual display
of national flags “will be discreet, and
will be half hidden by wreaths and masses
of flowers.”

Mere bunting and flags are good enough
for a king, but a qu deserves a more
delicate tribute. The France-Dutch fetes
will be on the customary lines, designed
by the adamantine protecol, and will in-
clude a gala performance at the opera, a
visit to Versailles Palace, and, of course,
banquets. The Queen of Hollnnd.hns es-
pecially insisted on a military review and
battle manoeuvres into the bargain, and
these will take place at Satory eamp, near
Versailles, where a sort of conning-tower
is being specially built. There Her Ma-
jesty will be able to follow all the opera-
tions.

Railway Thieves

Travellers ¢annot be too much on their
guard against thieves, who take advantage
of a moment’s inattention to lay hands on
bags which have been placed on the seats.
Count Lamezan-Salins, an Austrian mili-
tary attache, was seeing his children off
for Vienna at the Gare de I'Est, and was
chatting with them on the platform after
having secured their places in a first-class
ccmpartment, when the governess, who
had re-entered the carriage, informed him
that a bag which he had deposited on the
seat had disappeared.

The count at once reported the loss to a
couple of inspectors, who proceeded to
gearch the train. IFnally they discovered
the missing bag in the possession of an
old Roumanian subject, who was installed
in a third-class compartment, and who,
when searched, was found to have the sum
of $100 on him. This is but one out of
many similar experiences, and the aundacity
displayed by these train thieves knows no

ounds.

In veply to a question by M. P. Leroy
Beaulieu on the subject of the amount of
money obtained through the tax levied on
the Pari Mutusl and licensed gaming es-
tablishments, the official receivers give the
following results from Nov. 1, 1810 to QOc-
tober 31, 1911. The fifteen per cent. levi-
ed on the profits brought to the excheq-
uer a sum of about $1,450,000 in France,
and nearly $25,000 in Algeria. The one per
cent. paid by the Pari Mutuel as a tax
for the benefit of homse breeding in
France prodwced nearly $800,000, while the
sums levied for charitable objects and for

Saint Jean de -Doigt, an old-fashioned
town of Brittany, still keeps up its curi-
ous custom of holding a ‘“bride-choosing
day,” after Easter. The day is a sort of
religious. festival, and is called a “chin-
adec.” It congists in all - the' marriagable
young girls of the town jand the country
places for a long distance round about
coming to a special mass and religious ser-
vice, and remaining near ,the church all
day waiting to be chosen:as brides by the
young men of the district.

The custom dates back to the middle
ages, when, it ie said, the laws of the
church were sp strict that no marriage
between relatives to within tht eleventh
degree was permitted. The result was that
young men could not find brides even in
neighboring villages, and rather long jour-
neys had to be made #o find eligible girls
elsewhere. It was then that the church
after an junderstanding with the feudal
lord of the place, who had a right to a
fee for each marriage, arranged a common
bridal day every-year' after Easter, and
the custom has been maintained to the
present day.

The day'is observed as one of great reli-
gious solemnity. There is no music: or
band, no dance of any kind—as, in fact,
dancing has always been forbidden at St.
Jean du Doigt because of the story of
8t. John the Baptist having been ordered
to be beheaded by Herod after a dance.

From one to two hundred girls  attend
mase in the morning, and at three in the
afternoon they again attend vespers in the
old " Gothic ¢hurch. They are' dressed in
Bretagne fashion of all colors, and wear
long embroidered shawls reaching to their
feet, and carry a mass book and an um-
brelia. The umbrella, curiously enough, is
an important factor in the ‘transaction.
It ig in the handing over of the umbrelia
that the ‘“chinadec,” or acceptance of the
bride, consiets.

The girls stand in long rows on the steps
of the churech or in the square in front
after vespers. ‘They are very quiet, and
obsgrve a sort of religious gravity, wait-
ing’ patiently until a‘young man comes to
choose one of them. The young men stroll
about some distance away on: the walks,
and eeem to be rather indifferent. From
time to time ome of them leaves his
friends and . goes to the girl whom he has
chosen. He salutes her ' ceremoniously,
and epeaks to her.

Then the umbrella plays an important
role. If it is handed over to the young man
his proposal 18 accepted, and it is rare
that it is not. The girl usu hésitates
for a few minutes for the sake of decor-
um. The'young man walks away to give
the girl a last chance to reflect, and still
retains his air of indifference. Finally,
after a few minutes of waiting, which
seem to be only a traditional delay, the
girl leaves the ranks and follows the
young man, who then invites her to a
emall collation.

Little by little the inns become crowd-
ed with young couples, who are thus par-
taking of a sort of frugal bridal repast.
When night comes the couples return to
the house of the chosen bride, and a real
bridal supper is then given by the par-
ents.

not seem to be disappointed. They re-
main about the church till dusk, and some-
times till it is perfectly dark. If their par-
ents are kind to them nothing is said, but
it often happens that the unfortunate girls
who failed to be chosen are roundly scold-
ed when they return home without an in-
tended husband.

The former was
by reasoning. Stolypin was a fanatic.
Kokotseff is a financier, whose main ob-
ject is to build up Russia’s credit and
keep her supplied with the wherewithal
to reorganize her land and sea forces and
carry out all nece@sary refoorms.

As his perception of immutable facts is
keen and his courage active, he allows due
weight to the public opinion of Europe
even when he differs from it. Hence he
has set limits to the coercion practised
against the Jews, the Finns’and the na-
tionalities generally, and has = thereby
brought the whole colony of hornets about
his ears, besides which the nationalities
are, of course, dissatisfied because, being
a Russian, he has mot entirely -versed
Stolypin’s policy and treated them as the
chosen people. ;

Sazonoff is another representative of
the same school. By temperament and
conviction he is a believer in a policy
which, aiming at the furtherance of Rus-
sia’s best interests, does not consider
these incompatible with the well-being of
every non-Russian element in the empire
and out of it. He is not a son of thun-
der. As the spirit of his statesmanship
is conciliatory, his enemies denounce it as
apologetic and call for hig resignation. But
as the Tsar, with whom the choice of
ministers rests, has no fault to find with
either Sazonoff or Kokovtseff, they will
both remain.

Meanwhile a tremendous press campaign
has been organized against the two min-
isters, and the most influential newspaper4
in the empire, the ‘‘Novoye - Vremya,”
is on the side of their enemies. M. Sazo-i
noff is singled out by that journal for at-
tuck because of the postponement of his,
speech on foreign affairs. But nobody was|
more anxious to expedite matters than
Sazonoff, whose department is in immedi-
ate need of money. M. Giers, the new
ambassador to Constantinople, and M.
Krupensky, the new ambassador to Pe-
king, were in a hurry to set out at once
for their posts, but the ministry lacked
the funds necessary to supply them with
advances. As they could not, without de-
triment to the public service, put off their.
journeys until the Duma votes supplies,
M. Sazonoff was obliged to ask for an ad-
vance from the minister of finance. These
facts, however, had no weight with the
would-be cabinet breakers.,

8t. Petersburg salons are thick with ru-
mors of war. One widely circulated ru-
mor states that M. Sazonoff’s speech has
been postponed in order that preparations
might be made for warfare, and that when

down or the war cloud will burst. The
truth is that at the present moment Rus-
sia is not only willing but resolved to
contribute as far as she can to preserve
the peace of Europe and the world. Aus-
tria-Hungary and Russia are better neigh-
bors today than they have been for the
last five years. The clouds which over-
hung Turco-Russian relations in the Urmia
district are dispelled. Russia’s initiative
in the work of mediating between the
Porte and Italy, which was misconetrued
as a recognition of the annexation of Tri-
poli, is now seen to be what it really was
—a disinterested endeavor to put an end
to the waste of war.

A well ~known Turkish senator, Sulei-
man Bostani, who is in St. .Petersburg
just now, confirms this view. He has been
received by the most influential Rusian
statesman, and among others by the min-
ister of foreign affairs, M. Sazoneff. And
the senator declares that Russia and Tur-
key cherish feelings of genuine friendship
for each other and that the grounds for
disagreement which existed some time ago
have vanished.

What has not vanished are the spirit of
intrigue among Russian politicians and the
demon of greed among German financiers,

A NEW PROJECT

ation for Benefit of English
Youths -— Some Odd Wills—
Jews of London Protest Against
Features of Naturalization Act

(Times Special Cable.)

London, May 7—How university men
may be fitted for practical life was the prob-
lem to the ‘solution of which Doctor A.
A. Bhipley, master of Christ’s College,
Cambridge, devgted "a recent lecture be-
fore the Royal Colenial Institute this
week.

Doctor G. M. ‘Parkin, who presided,
said he was naturally interested in a
question of this kind, because the admin-
istration of the wonderful idea of Mr.
Rhodes had to some extent been commit-
ted to him. Mr. Rhodes’ great thought
was to send the young men whom he saw
growing up in different parts of the world
—young fellows full of the vigor of new
continents, men who could ride and
shoot—to this country to pick up that
wider outlook and finer culture which
came from an ancient civilization.

The aim of the International Inter
change of Students’ Association was to
bring the students of this more refined,
more central, and older civilization into
closer touch with the practical things of
the great continents. He had often said
that if some millionaire wished to do a8
much good as Mr. Rhodes did in organiz-
ing his scholarships it could be done by
providing scholarships by which young
Englishmen ' could abroad and enjoy
in the great universities of the United
States, Canada and other parts of the
world, the same advantages which the
Rhodes’ scholars did when they came to
the old country. It would give to this
country the kind of wider training that
was particularly required.

\Jews Protest Naturalization Act

There is a feeling among the Jewish
commutiiies in this eountry that, eonsid-
ering the privileges an alien receives on
Decoming a British subject, ‘the naturaliz-
ation fee is too, high. Besides requiring
a residential qualification, he has to pay
$25 for the goversment stamp, and with
gal .charges the #otal ex to the
‘prospeetive recipient -of .British 'citizenship
is $35 to $37.50. There is also a test in
English, and this educational test has been
the means of preventing many of the old-
er members of the Jewish community from
taking out papers of naturalization.

The majopity of the Jewish community
particularly the younger members, are na-
turalized subjects, but the high fee, which
for years carried only the privilege of the
franchise, deterred many from applying.
The introduction of legislation, of the last
few years, however, has changed the whole
aspect of the alien’s position. He is now
‘affected by no less than three acts that
have become, or are about to become, the
Mlaw of the land.

Under the alien act, unless an alien be
naturalized, he is, after visiting the con-
tinent. for commercial or other purposes,
(subjected on his return to the same inquisi-
torial scrutiny as an ordinary alien when
first seeking to land on our shores. Then,
ic the case of some criminal misdemean-
or, an unnaturalized alien is liable to be
repatriated to the country whence he
came.

The Old Age Pensions’ Act grants facil-

ities to aliens only when naturalized, and
enacts. that the alien thus. naturalized,
when applying for the privileges under the
act, must be naturalized for fully twen-
ty years preceding his application.
The third act, that of insurance, is the
principal cause for umbrage. Under this
act aliens, although compelled to pay their
due quota, ‘will not receive state contri-
butions and, though members of approved
societies, will get smaller benefits of all
‘kinds. !
The Rev. E. P. Phillips, minister of
Glasgow Hebrew community, says that
this clause would act very hard on quite
a number who had been working in -this
country. and paying rates for many years,
but had not become British subjects. Of
course, provision had to-be made guarding
against the foreigner stepping in and par-
ticipating in the benefits of the act, but
instead of naturalization he thought it
should simply have been a residential quali-
fication of eight or ten years.

To a recent deputation the home secre-
tary, while admitting that the naturaliza-
tion fee avas high considering the benefits,
hinted thgt he could hold out little hope
for an immediate amendment of the na-
turalization act.

DEATH ACCIDENTAL
An inquest into the death of John
Hughes who was killed by falling between
the wheels of-an I. C. R. train on May
8 was held last night, Witnesses were
George Nixon, conductor in charge of the

problem with which educationists and
other leaders have to cope, and a prob-
lem which cannot be regarded as parochial
or national in its character.

“It is not even limited by imperialism;
it is international, for have we mnot to
educate many boys and young men for life
in the colonies and in other countries?
And will not those who remain in these
islands n after-life be compelled to cope
with foreign competition, involving new
methods and ideas—methods which make
it incumbent on them: to march with pro-
gressive times? .1t ja.the young man with
the greatest power to compete with the
developing methods, of = other countries
who will be the most sought after by the
busy inan of commerce and industry. The
young men whose minds bave been broad-
ened and sharpened by some practical ex-
perience, who. are adaptable to new con-
ditions, are those who command the
highest economic value.

“The Americans set great store by the
practical .nature of education, and one of
the results of this is that not infrequent~
ly boys who in the. ordinary course of
events, would leave school, at fourteen
or so, prompted by their own wishes and
desires, go up to the high school, where
they maintain themselves, altogether' or
partly, by working during the vacations|
and putting in a couple of hours a day
after school at any odd jobs that may be
available. In this country such boys
would hardly have dreamed of doing su.ch
a thing; if they cannot get a scholarship,
they rarely comsider another method.

“Now, by no means every young fellow
who possesses the particular capacity
necessary to enable him to obtain a schol-
arship is any better for the education ac-
quired, so far as practical life is con-
cerned. He may be a mere bookworm.
Doubtless, the bookworm has his own
sphere, but there is little room for him
in the hard, practical life of every &ay.
President van Hise, of the University of
Wisconsin, has stated publicly that what
they want is not more scholarships, but
more opportunities to be provided to en-
able men to ‘work their way through col-
lege, as it is called. There can be no
doubt, he says, that from among such
men, who while at the university were
earning their livings by means of various
occupations some of which some men
would have thought menial, a far greater
number of men who will achieve great
things are to be found than among the
ranks of the wealthy, many of whom are
sent to college by parents and friends. 4

“Those who have talken advantage of
the higher education the universities of-
fer have incurred a debt which money can
never repay. Education can never be paid
for in so much hard cash. The recipient
owes a debt which can only be liquidated
by service to the public. It is possible
for the college man to be as insular and
prejudiced . as others. Indeed, it is not
improbable that his public school and col-
lege life have contributed to this result.
He is by no means equipped for his sphere
of leadership even at Oxford or Cam-
bridge. He needs to be brought into in-
timate eontact with the realities which
lie outside his college precincts.

“BACK T0 THE
LAND" POLIGY
OF THE CPR

A Statement By Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy on
the Project

EQUIPMENT OF FARMS

Particulars of the Plan and Cem-
ment by Bradstreet's on The
Leaning of Money Necessary—
Views it Favorably

Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, on his return
to Montreal from the south, announced
in an interview that the C. P. R.,’ pur-
suing its policy of ,.encouraging those in-
terested in land to come “back to. the
land,” would devote as much money as
was necessary for the full equipment. of
twenty-five farms of 160 acres each, which
‘were to be used .towards demonstrating
the advantages of mixed farming in West-
ern Canada.

This scheme is the logical outcome of
the ready-made farms for the Britishers
and the more recent colonization project
by which the company propose to loan
to American farmers a sum of half a mil-
lion dollars, in sums of $2,000 each for

conditions.

When the Canadian Pacific Railway
in the irrigation district of the west, it
recognized this handicap by offering to
place the settlers not only on a ready-
made farm, but in the ready-made houses,
with barns, to be paid for in instalments
running over a series of years. This step
proved highly successful.

The company in this instance will se-
lect from its unsold land in districts to
be determined upon in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan and Alberta sufficient land for
the purpose. These farms will be fenced
and on each there will be' provided a
suitable dwelling, stable, granary, small
dairy, well, and if considered desirable, a
silo, as well as the requisite farming im-
plements for the growth of such wheat,
oats, root crops and forage as may be
deemed necessary for the purpose to be
attained. The farm will also be stocked
with the best of high grade cattle, pigs,
chickens, etc., so that the settler may
be placed on a profit paying basis from
the first.

The crop of every acre will be planned
by the expert, and only when the farmer
has demonstrated his ability to properly
handle the enterprise, will he be permit-
ted to purchase the farm, with its build-
ings and stock, at the cost prige to the
company, with the privilege of paying in
six or eight equal instalments, charging
the usual rate of interest.

1f these twenty-five farms suceced, the
policy will be extended, and by this means
the C. P. R. is endeavoring to solve a
purely economic problem in offering to the
back to the land man the one chance that
philanthropists have been demanding for
many years.

The
applicant must make personal selection,
must own free and clear sufficient furni-
ture, live stock and farm implements to
begin active cultivation, and in addition
he must have enough money to pay 10

per cent. of the purchase price of the-

land selected, as well as sufficient to main-
tain his family for one year. The $2,000
loan will be added to the purchase price
of the land, but the railway company will
expend it for the erection of a house,
barn, fencing and other essentials, as well
as for the cultivation and cropping of at
Jeast fifty acres. ‘The company will em-
play the farmers and their families and
pay them currept rates for the work done.
The proposition' rings clear, and it will no
doubt bring in many tenant farmers. In-
cidentally, the propaganda will serve as
an example for American roads, many of
which are pow doing good work in point-
ing out the. natural advantages possessed
by almost every section of our own coun-
try. o

DOCTORS’ FEES.

The St. John Medical Society has re-
cently published a small pamphlet con-
taining a tariff of fees dated with the
year 1912. Some of the prices quoted are
considerably higher than those published
in the year 1899. The book states that
the prices are not necessarily maximum
or minimum, but ordinary average fees.
The price for an ordinary visit will be
from $2 to $3, instead of §1 to $2. Ampu-
tations of fingers and toes will be from
$10 to $20, instead of $5. Resections of
shoulder, elbow, wrist, ankle, knee or hip
will be from $100 to $150, instead of $50
to $100. The pamphlet states that in ap-
plying the new prices due consideration
should be made for those in pqor as well
as those in affluent circumstances.
