CHURCH UNION IS
ISSUE IN ENGLAND

Three Separated Branches of
Methodism Are Drawing
Together.

(By Harry N, Moore.)

London, May 21.—(British United
Press.) — The proposals for Church
Union and the discussions in the com-
mittee of the Ottawa House of Com-
mons are being closely watched by
Methodism on this side, in the hope of
discovering some basis of uniting the
three branches of that church, the
Wesleyans, the Primitives and the
United. The scheme which is being
evolved will be presented to the con-
ferences of the three branches here
during June and July. The proposals
include the following:—

After ten years’ service, ministers
shall receive a common minimum pay-
ment for the first five years; each
church will be allowed to adjust its
financial arrangements and its funds,
but a Thanksgiving Fund of £100,000
shall be raised in order to meet the
special difficulties arising out of the
amalgamation in the adjustment of the
several funds.

FIVE HEROIC
MEN GIVE UP
THEIR LIVES

‘Orinoco Goes Down 'in Sixty
" Mile Gale on Lake
Superior.

17 ARE SAVED
Captain and Part of Crew of
Stricken Steamer Stick
to Posts.

(Canadian Press.)

Sault Ste Marie, Ont., May 21—The
Superior Paper Company tug
Gargantua arrived here this morning,
bearing the bodies of two of the five
victims, and 17 survivots of the ill-
fated steamer Orinoco, which sank five
miles off the North Shore of Lake
Superior off Agawa Bay on Sunday
evening at 8.80 o’clock. The two
bodies brought back to Sault Ste Marie
by the Gargantua were those of Wm.
Ostrander and Clarence Carlson, who
died of exposure.

Captain Is Hero.

The ¢rew of men and one woman
which was employed on the Orinoco
came from the U. S. Seeing the al-
overburdened condition of the
lifeboats which were being lowered
over the side of the sinking vessel,
Capt. Anthony Lawrence refused to
leave his post and was drowned when
his ship submerged, Wheelman Hugh
Gordon and'Chief Engineer Wurts, fol-
lowing the legd of their captain, know-
ing. it wassungafe” to/ overcrowd the
undersised lifcbeats, also stuck to their
posts and perished. {

The Orinoco, which foundered off
Pointe Aux Mines, Sunday. Among
the survivors is one woman, Mrs.
George L. Pool of Bay City, Mich.,
the stewardess.

Survivors Rescued.

_ The survivors after seeing their cap-
tain, Anthony L. Lawrence of Cleve-
land, Chief Engineer Joseph Wurtz of.
Bay City,; a wheelsman and two sail-
ors go down, as they fought a 60-mile
gale on Lake Superior Sunday night,
made their way to Montreal Island,
where their signal fires attracted the
attention of the crew of the Oargantav
late yesterday. Two bodies were re-
covered by the tug, according to wire-
less reports.

The Gargantau reported the sur-
vivors were suffering from their 40-
hour vigil on the windswept shores of
Montreal Island. Most of the crew re-
sided in Bay City, but some of the
officers were from Cleveland.

Millerand Confers With
Heriott—Morgan Agree-
ment Discussed

(United Press.)

Paris, ‘May 21.—Passage of
the bonus bill over President
Coolidge’s veto is regarded here
as a most serious blow to
France’s hopes of leniency to-
ward her debts on the part of
her creditors. It is expected that
the United States will insist on’
prompt payment of the British
debt, which will make it difficult
for France to expect any reduc-
tion of her debt to England.
Nothing is said about the money
France owes the United States.

Saint Brice, writing in Le Jour-
nal, predicts that passage of the
bonus bill “will deprive France
of all hope of recovering what
she has spent on the devastated
regions.” He foresees that it
will be difficult now to apply the
experts’ plan, bcause France can-
not consent to reduction of her

claims against Germany.

Cabinet Making.

Paris, May 21—(United Press)—The
first step towards formation of a cabi-
net to succeed that of Premier Poincare
was taken at the Elysee Palace at
noon today. President Millerand in-
formed KEdouard Herriot concerning
engagements France made to J. Y.
Morgan in exchange for the loan that
saved the franc from collapse a few
months ago.

Before Herriot, leader of the Radical
Socialists, is formally invited to form
a cabinet, Millerand wants to know
the attitude of. his party toward the
agrecment with Morgan. It is also
necessary for the next Premier of '
France to understand what France has
promised the American banker.
The Socialist statesman, who will
probably succeed Poincare, went on
foot to the President’s palace, arriving
a few minutes before noon. Promptly
on the hour Premier Poincare drove
up, and a moment or two later ex-
Premier Painleve, peacemaker of the
Left, arrived. The three were closeted
with the President, who had spent the
morning consulting with his financial
advisers regarding the exchange situ-
ation, and with M. Doumergue, presi- |
dent of the Senate.

Exchange Is Vital

The condition of her exchange is
the most vital thing to France right
now, and already the franc has shown
signs of skidding, due to the uncer-
tainty of the political situation. The
financial. decrees and the increased
taxes, plus a very important loan of

| about $40,000,000 from Morgan, arrest-
ed a recent downward plunge of the

franc. With a new government, Soc-
jalist in character, coming into office,
the finanical stability achieved tem-
porarily by Premier Poincare may not
last.

Certain Socialist leaders, for instance,
have declared their intention to abolish
Poincare’s decree, and the 20 per. cent.
increase in taxes, and generally change
the equilibrium of taxation.

According to the Matin, J. Pierpont
Morgan and the financial syndicates
which aided France during the recent
crisis of the franc wish to kmow just
what the policy of the next govern-
ment will be. These bankers, says
the Matin, had counted upon France
pursuing a policy of strict equilibrium
of the budget, and now want to know
if the new regime will renew assu-
rance of this point.

President Millerand was requested
to inform Herriot and Painleve, in
the presence of Poincare, how matters
stood. The Premier called a cabinet
council for today and the President
summoned a ministerial council for to-
morrow, all part of the elaborate ma-
chinery of a change of regime in
France.

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NOT MUCH FOR THE MONEY.

If it costs $200,000 to get thirty-five
gettlers for Western Canada, how
would it do to make an experiment and
see if they could not be located at less
expense in the Maritime Provinces?
In the House of Commons on Monday,
Hon. J. A. Robb, Minister of Immi-
gration, was asked what amount was
paid to the Canada Colonization Asso-

- ciation during the fiscal year by the

Federal Government. He replied that
they received $100,000 from the Gov-
ernment and another hundred thousand
from the Canadian National and Cana-
dian Pacific Railwayss When asked
how many families they brought to
Canada during thg fiscal year, “Mr.

* Robb replied that the number of set-

tlers was thirty-five.

It is of course conceivable that the
Association was getting its machinery
in operation the first year, and that
large returns may be expected later.
At first glance, however, it does seem
that even in the first year the Associa-
tion might have got considerably ‘more
for its money. This Association is
supposed to operate in the interests of
all the provinces, but it originated in
the West, and we may fairly assume
that small benefit will accrue to the
Maritime Provinces. Of course these
provinces are only desirous of securing
such settlers as can go a long way
toward establishing themselves in theis
n-w home. There is no shortage of
labor, and what we want are settlers
for the land. If the Dominion Govern-
ment is willing to give assistance to
the Provincial Government it shouid
be possible to find a considerable num-
ber of desirable settlers without incur-
ring a very heavy expenditure.

Large numbers of immigrants passed
through this port during the winter
and spring, and large numbers are now
arriving in the St. Lawrence. 'This
year should witness a very considerable
increase in population from overseas,
and it may be hoped it will not be
offset by a similar movement of out
own people across the southern border.
The Marittime Merchant says that
during the past twelve years about
800,000 people have come to Canada
from the United States, and about the
same number has gone from this coun-
try to the United States. It notes,
however, that the big movement twelve
years ago was towards Canada, while
more recently the trend has been the
other way.

Since our neighbors appear to have
entered upon a period of slackening
industry and- duller times, we may

' reasonably hope the movement from

Canada will be checked, and that in
the matter of exchange in population
hereafter Canada will be the gainer.
The gain, however, will be in the

West, whcre American farmers will

" trek northward because their condition
is even less satisfactory than that of

the Canadian farmers. The Maritime
Provinces must go after such settlers
as they desire to have located in this
part of the Dominion.

THE HERO OF KUT.

The thoughts of millions of people
in the British Empire will be turned
back to one of the gloomy but heroic
chapters of the great war by the news
of Major General Sir Charles Town-
in Paris. He was a
leader among the breed that has kept
the British flag flying, and it will be
long remembered of him with pride
that he and his gloroius force sur-
rendered to hunger rather than to the
Turks at Kut-el-Amara.

When it was too late the British
world realized that the attempt to
capture Bagdad was an impossible onc
with the forces at Townshend’s dis-
posal, which were greatly outnumbered
and without sufficient support or safety
to their communications. At first the
‘small but intrepid -army gained suc-
cesses, but as the enemy’s forces were

' constantly and greatly increased, the

British were forced to occupy and
defend- Kut after suffering heavy
losses in their retreat to that point.
They kept up the fight from December
of 1915 until the following April by
sheer valor and determination. The
end must have come sooner but that
British aviators were able to fly over
Kut on several occasions and drop
down food enough to enable the starv-
ing troops to hold out a little longer.
General Townshend spoke only the
literal truth when he said after the
siege that the surrender, after 148 days
of fighting which shines in British
history, was due to hunger and to
mental and physical suffering beyond
description. The Turks insisted that
the General retain his sword when the
siege was over. They knew that he
was a foe worthy of being held in high
honor. The British official report at
the time of the surrender numbered
the garrison at 8,970—“all that was left
of them.” In the early part of the
war at least, as one writer truly says
“no incident stirred Britain, and the
Empire generally, more than the initial
rampaign in Mesopotamia, which ended
in the capture of th¢ small British
force which, with inadequate equip-
ment, was.sent to do work which later

. taxed the energies of a large and well-

appointed - army to accomplish. The

story of the campaign has never been
fully told, though enough has reached
the public to prove the folly of those
who planned it, and the heroism of the
weak force which made such efforts to
successfully perform an impossible
task.”

One of General Townshend’s ances-
tors fought with Wolfe at Quebec. The
hero of Kut had seen forty years of
service in the army when he resigned
in 1920. He made a distinguished
record long before the world war, in
Africa and India. He was with the
Sudan and Nile expeditions, and he
commanded the Chitral fort during
its siege and received the thanks of
the Government of India for his
brilliant work.

High on the roll of heroes in
British military history stands the
name of Major General Sir Charles
Townshend. :

DIFFERING VIEWS.
The United States Secretary of State,
Mr. Hughes speaks of his country as

secure from attack, and as a disinter-
ested lover of peace. He declared in
his latest speech that the United
States is making the cultivation of
friendships a distinctively Amegican
policy, to be furthered by a sense of
Jjustice and by respect for the feelings
of others. Mr. Hughes is very positive,
almo_st aggressive, in speaking of his
country’s safety, but on that point by
no means all Americans agree with
him, as will appear later. The New
York Herald-Tribune, for example, says
the United States could not make war
successfully upon and country except
Canada, and that Canada is its best
friend.

Let us return, however, to Secretary
Hughes. He makes no direct references
to the Japanese trouble, although on
the day on which he was speaking
both Houses of Congress were refus-.
ing the President’s request that action
in excluding Japanese subjects be
deferred. However, the Secretary of
State, as he talks peace and the culti-
vation of friendship, is at least con-
vinced that his country is safe. He
said that, “so far as we can see into
the futur= we are safe from the slightest
danger of aggression. We know that
in no power, or possible combination
of powers, lies any menace to our
security.” That is rather a large order,
but the belief is no doubt satisfying.
Continuing he said: “There is no
occasion to vindicate our proper author-
ity, for no one challenges it. There
is no reason to demonstrate our ability
to take care of ourselves, for no one
doubts it.” After these sweeping
assertions concerning national security,
Mr. Hurges spoke earnestly of inter-
national goodwill, saying that his
country would strive to promote world
peace, by preserving the opportunities
of conciliation and adjustment which
naturally belong to it, and by fostering
a friendly disposition toward all.
That is a highly commendable pro+
gramme.

By a curious cincidence the Herald-
Tribune, the day after Mr. Hughes
speech, proceeded to point out that the
United States would be helpless in war
unless it had an immense merchant
marine to supplement the navy. In
the course of its plea for merchant
ships, not only as carriers in time of
war, but as providing training for
officers and men needed.in an expanded
navy, the Herald-Tribune said:—

“By an accident of geography
Canada is the only nation on earth
which we can fight without the com-
mand of merchant shippings (Mexica
is now, no less than in 1846, defended
for all practical purposes along her
northzrn border), and Canada, our best
of friends, can be dropped from our
strategical calculations. It is this fact
whick constitutes the military value of
a merchant marine. Without one we
miast accept one of two possibilities.
Either we shall be permanently unable
to fight a major war except upon our
own soil, or else we must always make
certain beforehand of an ally or asso-
ciate who will provide us with water
transport. The commercial value of
the merchant marine is another matter
and to be decalt with -separately; the
question of the military value is the
question merely of whether the Ameri-
can people do or do not wish to accept
this state of affairs. That depends, of
course, upon whom we expect to fight
und how serious we expect the fighting

to be—-but thesc affairs are notoriously
incalculable.”

But if Mr. Hughes is right, and the
United States earnesttly seeks peace
and concord, or if he is right in saying

| that no power or combination of powers

could menace his country’s security,
the Herald-Tribune’s anxieay is un-
founded. The Secretary at least avoids
any expression of that strange national
uneasiness which appears from time to
time in "so many American news-
papers, and which seems without
real excuse even if distrust of Japan
be thought warranted.

The British navy is still worrying
some Americans. The chairman of the
House Naval Committee now tells
Congress that $150,000,000 must be
spent if the American fleet is to be
made as stromg as Britain’s and as
much stronger than Japan’s as he

thinks necessary. Any such expenditure
will in all proability be postponed at

least until it is seen whether a
European settlement on the basis of
the Dawes report comes reasonably
soon. If Europe settles down this
vear there will be another conference
to further limit armaments.

THE FILM BATTLE OF
BEAUVAIS.

(Christian Science Monitor.)

Way- back in the fifteenth century
Charles the Bold led an assault against
the fortified city of Beauvais, the an-
cient Cagsaromagues, in the present de-
partment of Oise, in Frangce. Superb-
ly mounted, his silver cuirass glinting
in the sunlight, and the white plumes
of his casque waving in the morning
breeze, he advanced at the head of his
army and laid siege to the ramparts
of the city. Jeanne Fourquet Hachette
was in command of the women de-
fenders of the town and bravely hFlped

to beat off the assault. Wielding a
handax, she, as the histories tell,
wrested his standard from a Burgun-
dian who had planted it on the wall
and thus aided in raising the siege of
the city.

Just the other day tourists in the
Midi, ‘the south of France, who hap-
pened to be passing under the grim
walls of the fortified city of Carcas-
sonne, in the department of Aude, sud-
denly found themselves transported
into the days of medievalism. There
was Charles the Bold, there was the
lines of horsemen, there were the scal-
ing ladders, the catapults and the can-
non, and there too was Jeanne Hach-
ette. The ladders were placed under
the walls, as eye witnesses aver, and
the assailants swarmed up them—only
to be thrown headlong from the ram-
parts by the defenders. Swords, jave-
lins, bucklers, mounted knights, pic-
turesque costumes of the period of
Louis XI., all were there, and all con-
tributed to the realistic reproduction
of the time of the siege of Beauvals.
The assault was beaten off and the
siege was raised, and motion plcture
operators recorded a film version of
that famous event in history, accurate
to its smallest detail, except that Car-
cassonne, instead of Beauvais, was used
as the setting of the famous siege.

Thus, it is not only in Californla
that fake scenes can be enacted, which
will be exact in their every particular,
to bring back again some incident that
happened, perhaps, thousands of miles
away and many years ago. Beauvals
no longer has any fortifications, Car-
cassonne has them in abundance. What
more natural, then, that Carcassonne
should be the groundwork for the siege
of Beauvais? Charles the Bold was
impersonated by M. Canni Marcoux,
of the Paris Opera, Jeanne Hachette
by Mme. Yvonne Sergyl, and the his-
tory was complete. 'Once more It has
been proved that neither the place, the
time, nor the persons are needed in
order that the great events of history
may be reproduced in all exactness.

WORLD COURT IDEA
BEFORE THE SENATE

—

Stiff Fight in United States
House Expected During
This Session

Washington, May 20—The League
of Nations controversy appears likely
to bother the United States Senate.
It will arise this time over the form
of a world court to which the United
States would belong. Opponents of the
league term it the “League Court.”

All indications are that a battle will
be fought in. the Senate before this
session, of Congress ends. Senator
Swanson, of Virginia, leading Demo-
crat on the foreign relations commit-
tee, is getting ready to press his resolu-
tion, which he introduced recently, and
which provides that the United States
shall join the World Court of Interna-
tional Justice as now constituted, but
with certain reservations proposed by
Secretary of State Hughes. Similar
resolutions are pending before the
foreign relations’ committee, of which
Senator Lodge, foe of the League of
Nations, is chairman.. Senator Lodge,
and other “irreconcilables” look on the
World Court as an integral part of the
League of Nations and hold that pres-
sure to get the United States to join
the court is in reality a movement to
get the United States in the League
of Nations itself by an indirect route.

Senator Lodge recently proposed
that the new world court be established
under a plan which would amplify the
Hague plan, This was presented as
an offset to the Swanson resolution.

The Democratic leaders, who have
never got over the sting of their ‘de-
feat in the days of Woodrow Wilson,
when the United States rejected the
Versailles treaty, are bent on pressing
the World Court issue to the front with
the apparent idea of trying to get it in-
to the presidential campaign in the
belief it will embarrass the Republi-

cans. At an early date, if the foreign
relations committee does not report
out a world court resolution—and there
is no indication that it will—Senator
Swanson will move to discharge the
committee from the consideration of
the Swanson resolution. This will
thrust the question before the Senate
in a way to make it impossible to

dodge a vote. If the Senate votes to
discharge the committee then it will
have to consider the Swanson resolu-
tion and probably cannot escape from
disposing of it one way or another.

GET DOUBLE WAGE

Tokio, May 20—Nearly all classes
of skilled labor are receiving higher
pay during the reconstruction per-
iod in Toklo, but none have profited
more than the painters.

Before the great earthquake and
fire of September 1, the Japanese
were noted for the lack of paint out-
side and inside ‘their houses. With
the construction of thousands of
temporary buildings, however, most-
ly of lumber, there has'been a great
increase in the use of paint.

Painters are now paid as high as
8 yen a day, approximately double
their pre-quake wages. Carpenters
and masons also share in the recon-
struction prosperity but to a smaller
degree, their wages averaging about
5 yen a day.

Ottawa, May 21.-—Of fourteen re-
maining Canadian National branch
line bills, thirteen received third read-
ing in the House yesterday and went
to the Senate. For the greater part,
the bills passed with little discussion.
There was considerable Conservative
criticisa of the proposed line from
Kingsclear, N. B. to the St. Croix
yiver, Sir Henry Drayton taking the
ground that the line could not be justi-
fied as a matter of business. He
thought the building of the lihe should
be referred to the Railway Commission
+—a proposal with which the Minister
of Railways did not agree.

Fredericton Resolution

After a preliminary explanation by
Hon. G. P. Graham, Minister of Rail-
ways, a resolution in favor of the con-
struction of the line passed by the
Fredericton Board of Trade, was read
by R. B. Hanson, (Conservative, York-
Sunbury).

Sir Henry Drayton said the minister
would be well advised to drop the bill.
' Information given to the House was
that the gross revenue to accrue to
the Canadian National from freight
pnow handed over to the C. P. R. for
transmission to United States lines
would not be more than $246,000. The
operating ratio on the Atlantic section
of the Canadian National wds 128.20
and , this ratio would not be altered
much by the addition of the revenue
 mentioned. Therefore it was cleared
that the addition of the traffi¢’ men-
tioned would merely mean a further
loss to the railway.

M. Caldwell

T. W. Caldwell, (Progressive, Vic-
toria-Carleton) said that railway facili-
ties in this district were urgently need-
ed. The minister, however, might give
his views on the suggestion of Sir
Henry Drayton that a shorter branch
might serve if connections were made
with the Canadian Pacific Railway.

Sir Henry Drayton suggested that
the question of building the line be
submitted to the railway commission
but with this, the Minister of Rail-
ways declined to agree.

Washington, May 20.—The U. S.
Bureau of Immigration is organizing |
its forces in a desperate effort to stem |
the tide of contraband aliens now pour- |
ing over the country’s borders via the
smuggling route.

By enlisting a band of border rang-
ers, 450 strong, the bureau hopes to
hold back the illegal immigration flood.

A law authorizing the ranger orga.nl-:
zation, and appropriating $1,200,000 for
its work, is pending in Congress. Im-
migration authorities are confident of
its speed passage.

Meanwhile, with thousands of miles
of border to watch and only a handful
of inspectors stationed at scattered
points, bureau officials are faced with
a virtually hopeless task.

This is admitted by W. W. Sibray,
assistant immigration commissioner
general, in charge of the work.

“Logk at a map,” he says, “and you
will get some idea of the job that con-
fronts us.

“T'he Canadian border, stretching
from the Atlantic to Puget Soind; the
Mexican - border, from the Pacific to
the Gulf. That’s the answer. Aliens
from countries which have exceeded
their immigration quotas are being
smuggled in by the thousands—and
we have no facilities to stop it.

“Mexicans, Greeks, Syrians and
Italians are stealing in from Mexico,
English and Germans from Canada,
and Chinese from both. ;

“They have asked for 97 men, 9
patrol boats and 15 motorcycles to
combat this condition when the pro-
posed patrol is organized. But even
with a band of 450 rangers, we will
still be faced with a gigantic task,
and” the Detroit officials will be lucky
to get half the men and equipment
they have asked for.”

HOME BANK PROBE
STOPS FOR REPORT

Adjourned Until Hon. H. A.
McKeown Can Consider
. Evidence.

Ottawa, May 20—The claim

of the depositors of the Home
Bank for reimbursement of their
losses by the Government of
Canada is now in the hands of
Hon. H. A. McKeown, the
Royal Commissioner. On his
recommendation, to be made in
an interim report to the Govern-
ment, depends very largely the
decision as to whether the de-
positors will be paid their losses.

This afternoon the commis-
sion adjourned for an indefinite
period to enable Commissioner
H. A. McKeown to examine the
mass of documentary.and other
evidence taken, weigh argu-
ments of counsel for and against
the claim, and prepare his re-
port thereon. There was no in-
dication on adjournment as to
how long the preparation of the
report will take. Counsel for
depositors have asked ‘that it be
not unnecessarily delayed so as
to enable them if the report is
favorable, to get a bill for pay-
ment before parliament at the
present session.

Inquiry Goes On.

The investigation by no means ends
with the conclusion of argument today,
however. Under an order-in-council,
which enlarged the scope 'of the in-
quiry, the commissioner is empower-
ed to investigate the affairs of the
bank between the dates its charter was
issued up to the time of its failure.
This larger investigation will not be
undertaken until after the interim
report has been prepared.

Argument today not only brought
out the declaration by government
counsel that the depositors have no
legal claim against the Government,
but it was also productive of the state-
ment by depositors counsel that no
such claim is being made.

R. J. McLaughlin, K.C., counsel for
depositors, informed the Commission-
er that there was no legal claim, but
under - ordinary principles of justice
the depositors had a moral, equitable
right. The petition of the depositors
was based on the view that the crown
was necessarily just, and that the pres-
entation of a fair, equitable claim
would meet. with justice.

H. J. Symington, K. C., one of the
Government counsel, took the ground
that a compassionate plea was not a
matter on which the Commissioner
should make a finding. It was essen-
tially a matter for Parliament to de-
cide.

The first business session will begin
at 2.80 with the election of a new
moderator and of standing committees.
Presentation of annual officlal reports
of boards and executive bodies will
be begun .on the morning of May 28.

Equal Rights Movement.

What has been called an equal rights
movement for women in the Presby-
terian church was launched at the
General Assembly a year ago by Mrs.
Charles Amory Blinn, president of the
Woman’s Missionary Soclety of Cin-
cinnati Presbytery. At present only
men can become elders and ministers,
and only these are eligible for election
to the Presbyteries and to the General
Assembly. The movement of the Cin-
cinnati women is “to remove from
Presbyterian rules and regulations the
restrictions in connection with the par-
ticipation of women in the offiical
affairs of the church.” Mrs. Blinn
complained then that the practical
activities of Presbyterian women had
been enlisted by the Red Cross, Y. W.
C. A. and other organizations, and

she wanted the -power of the: women |

Dr. Fosdick himself will be abroad.
He is scheduled to deliver a serles of
lectures in Europe and to address the
joint assembly of the State and Frec
Presbyterian_churches of Scotland at
the same time that the Presbyterfan
General Assembly at Grand Rapids is
considering his preaching in the New
York church.

It is considered probable that the
entire Fosdick matter will be referred
to the Permanent Judicial Commission.

He does not attempt to estimate the
number smuggled across the line each
year through Detroit, which is believed
to be one of the principal centres for

such activities.

‘ Several methods are used to “boot-
i leg” aliens into the United States.

A known ring on the Canadian side
transports aliens at from $10 to $25 a

head across the river in small boats.

‘I'hese smugglers have recentl” be-
come sp bold that they carry on their

operations in broad daylight.

Other aliens effect an entrance by
posing as American citizens when they
arrive on the numerous ferry boats

plying between Detroit and Canada.

I'hese ferries carry monthly 500,000
passengers.

Great numbers of other foreigners
are hidden in box cars on the Canadian
side, and, after passing through the
Michigan Central Railroad tunnel un-
der the Detroit River, make good their
escape hundreds of miles from the bor-
der.

Dr. Prentis says he is powerless to
check this “back door” entrance.

He has but 54 employes to aid him.
Most of this force is detailed to clerical
duty. g

Inspectors, hard to find because of
the inadequate salaries paid, are all
needed at the ferry slips to examine
passengers dumped upon the American
side at five-minute intervals.

Immigration inspectors stations at
the ferry docks are faced with a tre-
mendous task.

Playing at the game of “guess who
1 am if you are able,” these agents
must make pretense of sorting the mul-
titude.

Oftentimes there is nothing in the
appearance of mixed English stock
arriving from Canada to differentiate
them from typical American citizens
who have crossed over for a holiday
and are permitted to return without
passport.

That is why irspectors resort to

canny tricks to aid them in their trade.

Canadians trying to pass the gates
for other: pirposes than to work in
Detroit factories are spotted, the in-
spectors say, by mail-order house
variety of clothing and ruddy com-
plexions.

Canadians also wear ~their hats
straight, while Americans nearly al-
ways pull theirs down with some de-
gree of rakish tilt.

With an actual coast line of almost
800 miles, extending from Sheboygan,
Mich., to Port €linton, O., for which
he is held responsible, Dr. Prentis has
only two inspectors for patrol duty at
night. He has no boats or armed forces.

Deportations are few because scarce-
ly any of the smuggled aliens are
caught.

The law permits any foreigner who
has lived across the border for five
years to come into the United States.

Many aliens who have lived in Can-
ada but a few months try to get by
under this provision with forged cre-
dentials and affidavits testifying to

{ their longer residence.

Canadian hotel keepers have told
Prentis that numerous smuggling rings
in Canada were ruining their business
by openly soliciting aliens arriving
from Canadian seaports and herding
them into concentration camps until an
opportunity presented for ferreting
them across to the American side.

«“The situation is grievous and hay
been so for years,” Dr. Prentis informs.

«I have no dotibt but that smuggling
operations will be redoubled during the
present year due to recent Congres-
sional action cutting down the number
of aliens permitted to enter through
legal channels.

“Canadian officials, however, are ren-
dering every sort of assistance and co-
operation to help us check the traffic.

“They are handicapped, though, be-
cause they cannot prevent any person
leaving their country who has gained
legal entrance.

“There is scarcely any sort of ade-
quate patrol to prevent crossing.

«Just now, the Detroit and St. Clair
Rivers seem to be the hunting ground
of the numerous smuggling rings which
we know are thriving from a pros-
perous business dn contraband aliens.”

Dublin, May 20—The Local
Government Minister of the Irish
Free State issued an order to-
day dissolving the Dublin Cor-
poration as from this evening.
The order states that the minis-
ter, on investigation, finds the
duties of the members not being
duly and éffectually discharged.
Therefore, he has appointed
three commissioners to perform
the council's duties.

TENNIS MATCHES
ATTRACT INTEREST

Prospects of Match Between

Miss Wills and Mile.
Lenglen.

The attention of the tennis world
will be centred on Wimbledon and
Paris this year, says the New York
Times. The possibility of a match be-
tween Miss Helen Wills and Mlle. Su-
zanne Lenglen in the English cham-
plonships and the Olympics over-
shadows in interest every other event
on a long and attractive programme
for the season. For five years the

French champion has reigned as su-
preme among the women, as Tilden
dominates the ranks of the men. In
those five years Mlle. Lenglen has
swept through the world’s champion-
ship at Wimbledon and, with the ex-
ceptiog of the one-set victory of Mrs
Mallory over her/ at Forest Hills in
1921, has not been defeated once. The
rise, of Miss Wills to a position where
she is seriously regarded as a possible
dethroner of Mile. Lenglen has aroused
the same interest that would be oc-
cagioned by the appearance of a for-
midable contender for Tilden’s crown.
So decidedly has the French woman
stood out that there has been no one
who could rank 1, 2 with her, as Wil-
liam Johnston has ranked with Tilden.
She has stood alone.

A member of the West Side Tennis
Club who has played with both Mlle.
Lenglen and Miss Wills made the ob-
servation last week that he would com-
pare the California girl to Mlle. Len-
glen as Johnston to Tilden. The
French star, he stated, plays with
“punching” strokes. She is always out
to win the points quickly, is aggressive
and surprising with her versatility. He
stated that it was six years ago that
he played with Mlle. Lenglen. Whether
she is as good today as she was then
he did not vouchsafe. However, from
the overwhelming manner in which she
tue been defeating all her opponents,
and remembering the many women
who have played championship tennis
over a long period of years, it is prob-
able that Mlle Lenglen is every bit as
good today as she was six years ago,
if not better. May Sutton, who won
the national championship in 1904, re:
tirned to the courts in 1921 and earned
fourth place in the national ranking.
Mlle. Lenglen is in her early twenties
and undoubtedly will play champion-
ship tennis for some years to come.

Miss Wills’ workouts at Forest Hills
revealed a player of improved ability
over last year. Mlle. Lenglen will find
in her, should they meet, a hard hit-
ting back court player who can also
volley and “kill” in a manner that
would do credit to a member of the
first ten of the men’s ranks. The vul-
nerability that Mlle. Lenglen found in
Mrs. Mallory’s backhand she will not
find in Miss Wills’. The California
girl’s backhand drive is an amazing
shot for a woman, carring burning
pace and well-controlled with spin. It
is an attacking shot, as effective as
is her forehand. While Miss Wills

 shows improved footwork, it is a ques-

tion whether she can be compared in
this respect with Mlle. Lenglen. The
French woman is perhaps the most
graceful player ever seen on a court,
as nimble and free in her movements
as a ballet dancer. .

Miss Wills may find in the problem
of becoming acclimated as big an ob-
stacle to victory as Mlle. Lenglen her-
self. Mrs. Mallory never has been able
to play her best tennis abroad since
she came to the United States from
Norway in 1915, and the English
women who came to this country last
summer showed an inferior brand of
tennis to what had been expected of
them. However, with . her extreme
youth, Miss Wills may be ‘able to
achieve better results and do what
no other American has done since 1907,
when May Sutton for the second time
brought the English title to this coun-

try.

Harrison, the nestor of
the musical fraternity in St. John and
general all round good citizen, was
honored last evening by the presenta-
tion of a loving cup from the St. John
Musicians’ Protective Association at a
banquet given in his honor at the Vie-
toria Hotel.

as a musician were spoken by those|

present at the banquet and a presenta-
tion was made.

The name “Har-
rison’s Orchastra” was the idea of the
late I. C. Bowman, who had engaged
Mr. Harrison’s players for an affair in
one of the rinks and in an cffhand way
announced the band as such through
the medium of handbills and posters.
The name stuck.

Morton Harrison was the official
umpire of those days with a special
stressing of the word “the” He knew
the game as few others knew it.

It was an
absolute craze in the old days and
that’s where the ‘baseball bug got in
its first deep and deadly work in the
race that inhabits this continent—the
old days, the days of the underhand
bafl, the ‘lob’ ball, we used to term
it.” -

As manager of the St. John repre-
sentative team on tour Mr. Harrison
did not expect to do any umpiring, but
it was almost the invariable rule that
the outside managements would insist
upon his exercising his well known
knowledge of the game, a knowledge
he would never abuse for the benefit
of his own men. During an invasion
of Maine with the St. John team Mr.
Harrison was asked to umpire and his
hosts would not take “no” for an an-
swer. Later he returned and umpired
a gala week of big-time bascball co-
incident with the holding of the big
fair in Bangor, He was offered a posi-
tion in the major American league, but
as baseball was merely a sport with
him, a sideline to his stationery busi-
ness in King street, he graciously de-
clined the complimentary and remu-
nerative offer. These were the days of
such baseball giants of the old Na-

tionals as Tom Bell, Manny Robinson, |

George Whitnect, Jimmie Kennedy,
Frank White, Sam Milligan, Harry De-
Forest, Sterling Barker and Sandy
Thompson. These were also the days
of skin gloves for catchers only, no
masks, when the game was not so
mechaniaclly perfect as it is today,
when combination play and chess-like
moves were unknown.

Mr. Harrison’s third conspicuous
proclivity was curling. A member of
the St. Andrew’s Club for many years,
he skipped many a winning rink, owns
a Forbes medal for skipping prowess
and other trophies. When the late T.H.
Hall organized and maintained a sing-
ing society over his bookstore in King
street, (grandma was a girl then),
Morton L. Harrison was a promising
young vocalist in it. He did not get
into grand opera by that avenue, how-
ever; but later sallied forth into this
fairyland instrumentally. So in numer-
ous ways the gentleman who was so
signally honored last night in Victoria
Hotel and who is still supplying his
melodies for the large audiences that
grace the Keith theatre on King square,
has filled several niches in local his-
tory, a citizen of whom everybody
